At the time the church was
started one of the principal topics dis-
eussed in the newspapers was the Ala-
bama claim., The advertisements of the
railways, with pictures of trains. were
very much different from those of the
present day.

The pipes of the organ are in the
hands of the Mathews Organ (‘ompany,
of Toronto, and are being retomed so
that the church when completed will be

Many famous men have their names
linked with Sherwood—King John, the
three Edwards, Richard II1., Cardinal
Wolsey and Charles 1. —but the hero of
the place, the Robin
Hood

Some think that the famous outlaw
of the ballads was a myth, a mere poetic
conception and a creature of the popular
mind, but Mr. Hunter in his research in-
to the person and period of Robin
Hood holds that he was born between
1285 and 1295, living through the reign
of the second Edward and into the early
Years of the third. He was of a family
of some seated near Wakefield
and supported the Farl of Lancaster in
his rebelling against the government.
When the earl fell and his followers
were proscribed Robin Hood took to the
woods and supported himse!f by slaying
the wild animals found in the forest and
by levying a species of blackmail on
passengers along the great road which
united London and Berwick. This con-
tinued for about twenty months, from
April, 1322, to December, 1323, when he
fell into the king's power, who for
some unknown reason not only pardoned
him but gave him a place at court. Any-
how, a man of the name of Robyn Hode
was a ‘vadlet’ of the king in 1324.

Dr. Spencer T. Hall says that Robyn
was created Earl of Huntington by a
London ballad writer hard up for a
word to rhyme to Little John. Be this
as it may, Robin Hood will always be
the hero of romance, and those who love
romance wil' refuse to believe that he
never existed.—London Globe.

All the pilgrims are dressed in coarse,
plain clothing. The men are unshaven
and wear rubber collars. On the heads
of the women are straw sailor hats, All
are busily engaged in manual labor or
domestic duties—milking, butter-making,
cooking, sewing, boot-making, carpenter
ing, etc.—every one being assigned a
daily task. Then follow intervals of
devotional meetings, preaching, hymn
singing and baptism. Energy is the key
note of the campaign.

Edward Cooney, the leader of the scct,
is the son of an Enniskillen magistrate,
He has a wonderful flow of language
and his sermons are interspersed with
racy anecdotes. He easily holds his fol-
lowers during his long discourses.  Huq
preaches on the unworthiness of all ex
isting churches and the uselessness of
worldly possessions. One of the favorite
hymns of the sect concludes:

“Neither carry scrip nor raiment,

Neither shoes nor staves;

Walk unburdened through the dJeserts,

OLD MRS. THAW TESTIFIES.

The aged Mrs. Thaw's appearance on
the stand was pathetic. Before she had
spoken two minutes her feelings over-
came her and she paused. Thaw kept
his seat, but his extreme agitation was
very evident. A few minutes later his
mother stopped again. Tears came to
her eyes, she put her palm leaf fan be-
fore her face and bowed her head.

Then Thaw could not restrain him-
self. Springing to his feet, he ran to
the witness stand, put his arms about
his mother’s shoulders, patted her hair
and whispered to her.

Mrs. Thaw nearly broke down on two
other occasions before she finished, and
once Josiah Thaw came to her assist-
ance. But despite her tears, she insisted
on “having it over.”

Neith-
er does the act contain any. provision
whereby the Hydro-Electric (dmmission
can refer the question of compensation
to arbitration or enter into possession
of the lands or to enter upon the use
and enjoyment of the easement.

The fact that the act does mot con-
tain these provisions has been pointed
out to the Attorney-General of the Pro-
vince and to the solicitor of the com-
mission, and it has been commented up-
on freely in the Provincial press; not-
withstanding this, the Govérnment has
served notices upon the farmers who
would not consent to be deprived of
their land upon what they thought were
unfair terms, telling them that if they
refuse or fail to convey the easements
to the commission that the question
would be submitted to arbitration and
three days after the tender the commis-
sion would authorize posscssion to be
taken of the easement.

It will, therefore, be seen that the
Hydro-Electric ~ Commission is appar-
ently attempting by means of an iﬂ¢gul
document to scare the farmers and to
forece them through fear of the comss-
quences to accept terms which  they
have already refused to agree to.

The commission has gone a long way
in validating illegal contracts, staying
proceedings in pending suits, and deny-
ing access to the courts of justice, but
this attempt to scare the farmers by
fear of legal proceedings, arbitration,
law costs and sheriff’'s officers, is far
Leyond anything that has previously
been attempted. e

FOUR DROWNED.

Seven Were in Leaky Punt But

Halifax, N. 8, Aug. 5.—Four men
lost, their lives by drowning to-day in
Charlottetown, P. E. 1. A lobster boat
containing eight men left Charlottetown
in the afternoon for Rocky Point, &
pleasure resort opposite Charlottetown,
to arrange for a pienic to be held there
next Monday. On arrival at Rocky
Point it was necessary to anchor the
sailboat and lapd in a punt. This punt
was a very leaky craft, and seven of the
men boarded it and began rowing for
the shore, The boat leaked badly, and
when half the distance had been tra-
versed it, notwithstanding all efforts to
bail it, sank with its occupants.

Four of the men were unable to swim
and were drowned. Their names were
Ephram Gallant, Harry Gallant, James
Bernett, of Charlottetown, and Daniel
McAulay, of Tracadie, The other three
reached land after a hard struggle.
Ephram Gallant leaves a widow and one
son. The others were young men, from
20 to 25 years, and unmarried. The
bodies were recovered a short time after
the accident.

BAKERS STRIKE,

Several Montreal Jewish Families
Witheut Bread Supply.

Montreal, Aug. 5.—There is a strike
on here among Jewish bakers, and it is
developing at such a rate that 10,000
people are threatened with a bread fam-
ine. The trouble arose over the ques-
tion of union and non-union shops. Union
bakers are nmow trying to force non-
union shops to change their policy. The
striking bakers are resorting to voilence,
Almost every day adds to the number
of assaults perpetrated by them. Yes-
terday five strikers were arrested, and
this morning seven more warrants
were sworn out, and in addition there
are many acts of violence reported
which bave not a8 yet come under the
jurisdiction of the courts,

To-day drivers employed by the non-
union Hebrew bakeries were heaten and
driven from their carts, londs of bread
spoiled by showers of stones and water,
and scores of Jewish families are un-
ahle to purchase bread. A large nymber
of Jewish families have sided with the
strikers, and are refusing to eat non-
union bread.

the chair, Sir Frederick Borden, speak-
ing in response to the toast “Guests,”
sald:
“Some few years ago the forees of
Canada were an unorganized mob. Now
we have our different departments in
the army, and we could at once put 50,
000 men in the field and in a few weeks
another 50,000.” (Cheers.) They were
also going to try to do-their duty in re-
gard to the navy. At the moment they
in Canada were convinced that there
was danger or risk they would do as
they did at the time of the South Afri-
can war; they would come to the rescue
of the Empire with all the money they
could get and all the men that might
be necessary in order to help this coun-
try man its fleets. (Cheers.) They in
Canada were going to begin at once to
do their duty, to lay the-foundations in
building up a navy which when trouble
arose would co-operate with and be part
of the great British navy. (Cheers.)

Guests Were Required to be Sober on
Arrival at Feast.

Even at so late a period as the re-
storation, 1660, it was the custom for
guests to take their own knives and
forks to an English banquet. The
London Chronicle remarks:—“Pepys
records that he did this when he went
to the Lord Mayor’s feast in  the
Guildhall. In the previous reign the
Lord Chamberlain had found it neces-
sary to issue regulations for the bene-
fit of officers invited to dine at the
royal table. They were required to
wear clean boots, not to be half-
drunk on their arrival, not to. drink
more than one goblet to every two
dishes, not to throw the bone under
the table nor to lick their fingers.

“The Stuarts yndoubtedly did much
to refine English table manners, for
it was one of the points admired in
Mary Queen of Scots that the customs
she introduced from France made her
court and royal banquets more ex-
quisite and genteel than those of her
rival, Queen Elizabeth. As forks
came into use the old-time importance
of the table napkin began to wane.
From being a necessity it became a
luxury, on the fastidious use of which
etiquette has at various times placed
strange values.

“Under the third empire in France
St. Beuve brought disgrace upon him-
self because at breakfast at the Tuil-
eries he carelessly opened his napkin
and placed it over his knees. To this
eh added the crime of cutting his egg
in two at the middle. Court etiquett
prescribed that the half-folded napkin
should lie on the left knee, and the
top of the egg was to be merely broken
with the edge of the spone and drain-
ed with the tip of the sg::n.

The First Airship Service.

It is mow reported that the first of
the steerable airships which are to run
beiween Paris and the provinces is to
leave Sartrouville, near Paris, some
time this month for Meaux. During the
Nauncy exhibition she may make two
trips around that town.

It is evident from all the prices of
aerial voyages quoted so far that only
the rich among us will be able to afford
them for some time to come. From £2
to £4 is mentioned by the president of
the Aerial League at the probable cost
of a trip of thirty miles only.

Tt is true that airship sheds (or docks
to be more consistent) cost not less
than £2,000; and may cost well on to
£5,000, and that an airship herself costs
from £10,000 to £16,000, and may very
likely soon have an accident which will
cost much more to put right. But rail-
way stations and railway trains, and
especially raflwav lines, cost much more
than this to build.

We were all thinking that Lucerne
was to have  the first airship service
connected with a German town, but now
it seems that France is to have this
honor. The Lucerne-Germany service is
not. promised intil next summer, while
the  Paris to Fontainebleau, Rouen,
Tyons, Bordeaux, Pau or Nanecy services
are promised—at any rate, some of
them—by September next.

There will be five steerable airships of
t!&Pﬂtrie type. which will carry ﬁ-::
eizht to twenty passengers each,
sides crew, Paris will be their port and
the docks will be at Tse¥. There will
be four lines, one toward the east, via
Reims (three of the stations on which
are said to be practically reayd), one
toward the southeast (the stations on
which are not yet begun), a third to-
ward the southwest to Orleans, Tours,
Bordeanx and Pan, and a fourth to the
west of Rouen via Bartrouville, which

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CARRYING THE MAILS.

By Means Which Range From Sled
Dogs -to Ocean Greyhounds.

The modern postal transportation sys-
tem has developed into gigantic propor-
tions since the esjablishment of the first
post route, in 1672, between New York
and Boston, with a monthly schedule.

Service is mow authorized over 213,220
miles of railroad. The Department util-
ixes for mail purposes the regular train
service and for special fast ex-
clusive mail trains betweén important
points.

Congress fixes the maximfim rates at
which this service may be paid for, based
upon the average daily weight of mails
carried. The country is divi into four
contract sections and the mails on each
route are weighed once in every four
years ‘and the pay fixed thereon. All
routes in a section are weighed in the
same time and the sections are weighed
in rotation. The cost of mail transpor-
tation on railroads is about $45,000,000
a year.

One of the greatest advances ever
niade in the postal service, says the Na-
tional Magazine, was the organization of
the travelling post office.  This was
started in 1862 and has developed and
grown into the modern railway mail ser-
vice. Instead of transporting the mails
in bulk and assembling them in large
distributing post offices for separation
and despatch they are sent directly to
the railway post office to be distributed
on their way to destination.

This post office is a ear or cars operat-
ed in trains between important termin-
als, fitted up and furnished with distrib-
uting cases and sack racks in which
railway postal clerks distribute and hav.
dle the mails carried. Here the mal
sre made up for local delivery en rou
and for despatch to comneeting lines.

This railway mail service directs.the
despatch of all mails, determines the
routes over which they shall be carried
and distributes them en route, so they
ars ready for delivery to offices along
the line, and in some cases makes separ-
ations for city delivery upon arrival at

terminals.

To conduct this service there are 15,
205 officers and clerks employed at a
cost of over $18,300,000 a year. The r_ui-
way post office lines cover 208,481 miles
of steam, electric and steamboat routes,

The training of the railway postal
clerk is aequired by comstant study of
the names and locations of post offices
and the schemes of distribution, and by
the performance of his duties. His voca-
tion is & bazardous onme. Last year six
clerks were killed, 104 seriously and 536

ightly injured in 405 railroad accidents.

The plan of
versal postal union originated in our
own ment. Its development into
the splendid foreign mails serviee of
to-day has brought the whole civilized
world into touch.

Under the ocean mail service act we
have a contract service by United States
vessels convertible into cruisers.  Sea
transportation in all other cases is paid
for on weight basis. Parcels may be ex-
changed between this and thirty-eight
other countries and colomies by the in-
ternational parcels post service. We
bave a sea post service on the trans-
Atlantic steamers carrying the bulk of
the mails, i which sea clerks distribate
mails. The cost of the foreign mail
services in 1908 was $2,875,000. The
total cost of the transportation of the
mails is over $84,000,000 a year.
