Telephone connection will be pro­
vided by building a few miles of line. 
From this tower the Gaspe Coast of 
Quebec and the northern slope of 
Gloucester County will be under ob­
servation.

An 8 year old girl, Annie Doyle,

It was 
unique in that an invitation to at­
tend this camp, as guests of the 
Alpine Club of Canada, was sent to 
the president and members of the 
Alpine Club, England. A party of 
20 accepted the invitation. The 
guests included mountaineers, well 
known in many parts of the world.

It is interesting to note that in 
1920, the Alpine Club of Canada 
became affiliated with the “Alpine 
Club" of England, the eldest and 
most famous of all Alptoe clubs.

The anneal camp is tbr the pur­
pose of enabling members of the 
club to meet together amid the great 
bills of Canada, and to aaeist gradu­
ating members to qualify for active 
membership. Those who have made 
an ascent of at least 2,600 feet, are 
eligible for active membership. 
Those distinguished in literature, art 
or science, relating to mountains, 
£re given certain recognition.

King Is Shell-Shocked
The Hon. William Lyon Macken- quietly at the Militia Department?

zie King is very nervous In toe pre­
sence of high exp osives. He is not 
accustomed to them. It was not his 
privilege to go to the war where 
they were on the daily bill-of-fare. 
For the \arger part of this period, 
Mr.. King heroically engaged in inves- 
tigatidS: Industrial relations under the 

auspices of the American Rockefeller 
Institute. This is, he was so engaged 
from 1914 to 1917. The war ran a 
year longer, but Mr. King came back 
to contest North York in 1917 on a 
platform which proposed to send no 
more young Canadians into the neigh­
borhood ofTiigh explosives unless they 
themselves insisted upon going. 
Even then he thought it unfeeling to 
compel men to venture into close con­
tact with high explosives,

Mr. King was born in 1874, and so 
was forty years old in 1914. Sir 
David Watson was bora in 1871 and 
so was forty-tiue* yea is id when tV 
brutal war broKc out. and yet he wea„ 
right over without being conscripted 
to where they play ball with high ex­
plosives. By a curious coincidence, 
Sir Richard Turner was also born in 
1871. St « 1 he was in the muss over 
there from start to finish. We merely 
mention these two Quebeckers be­
cause it is astonishing that they 
should live so close to that terribly 
dangerous wharf over at Levis where 
they were actually unloading high 
explosive shells, and yet never knew 
it.. It must be because they had be­
come inured to them during the war.

But, of course, the intrepid eader 
of the Liberal party had never enjoy 
ed this hardening experienrt. 
simply isn't used to high e<p'. sives 
and to suddenly stumble on them by 
the car-load in the midst of a morn­
ing stroll would naturally send him 
up in the air. Consequently we de­
sire to enter a protest against judging 
his subsequent action in the matter 
too seriously He was shew 1-shocked 

•that is all. Some men had to go 
away over to France to get shel- 
shocked. Some men can only achieve 
shell-shock when the shell exp odes. 
But not so the versatile Mr.. King, 
He can suffer all the Jumpiness and 
mental Irresponsibility of shet 1-shock 
by simply reading the label on the 
bottle—as it were—and discovering 
that these shells would become dan­
gerous about June, *1925.

But that does 
not appear to have been what he was 
ooking for. He wrote an open let­
ter to the Premier on the subject and 

published it in the papers before the 
Premier saw it.

This was precisely the way to get 
Canada into a nasty and possibly 
dangerous international snare if there 
were really anything here to hide. 
It was also precisely the way to get 
political kudos if there were really 
nothing to hide and if a word from 
the Militia Department would have 
spoiled his little sensation. The posi­
tion is perfect y clear. If there was 
no secret here, then Mr. King had 
found a “mare’s nest. If there was 
a secret, then Mr. King was handling 
something infinitely more dangerous 
than high explosives when he blurted 
out to the who.e world that THE 
CANADIAN GOVERNMENT WAS 
HASTILY IMPORTING HIGH EX­
PLOSIVE SHELLS BY THE SHIP 
LOAD SO SECRETLY THAT EVEN 
THE CANADIAN PARLIAMENT 
KNEW NOTHING ABOUT IT.

It probably did not require this in­
cident to show' that Mr. King is not 
of the calibre which a nation like 
Ci*na'’a requires in her Prime Minis­
ters seat.. A pub ic man must have 
some sense of responsibility.

If Mr. King were Prime Minister 
now, and there were no election pen­
ding, he would probab.y be our repre- 
tative at the coming Washington 
Conference. He wou d then hold the 
fate of Canada in his hands at the 
most critical international Confér­
er Le--.;o far as we are concerned— 
ever convened, dealing with adroit 
Japanese and astute American diplo­
mats over questions involving the fu­
ture of the Pacific and the possibility 
of or war in that arena.

The explanation has since been 
given that this is not a n new purchase 
of shells.

A Fresh-wafer Seal.
The seal Is a typical marine ani­

mal, and hence the occurrence of a 
species of phoca in Lake Baikal, 
which is of fresh water and has no 
connection with the sea, is of special 
interest. Dr. Charles Hose has ob­
tained skins and skulls of two speci­
mens. of the Baikal seal, which hare 
been offered to the Museum of Nat­
ural History, where the species have 
not hitherto been represented. It is 
the only seal which habitually lives 
in fresh water, though the common 
seal will often resort to estuaries, 
and even ascend rivers, as one did 
some time ago in the Trent, as tar 
up as Hazleford, where It waa shot. 
The Vikare seal, again common lo 
the Arctic regions, and also found 
in the north of the Baltic, occurs in 
Lakes Ladoga and Onega. It is able,, 
nowever, to reach these from the Bal­
tic by means of the Rivers Neva and 
Svir. The Baikal seals, on the other 
hand, have no communication with- 
the ocean. Their occurrences in Lake 
Baikal, along with abundant salmon,, 
point to a change in the physical geo­
graphy of the district. They suggest 
that in former times an arm of the 
sea stretched from the Arctic Ocean 
sea stretched from the Arctic Ocean 
to the site vf ihe present lake.—
