HOW ELECTIONS ABE WON--- PARLIA

MENT WILL INVESTIGATE THE 
THRESHING MACHINE—THE THUND­
ERER AND THE YUKON 6CANDAL8— 
THE REDISTRIBUTION BILL—WHAT 
THE SENATE IS DOING.

The revelations of the past 
week or two furnish abundant 
evidence of the peculiar and ex­
traordinary methods employed by 
our Grit friends to purify elec­
tions and generally elevate the 
standard ofpolitical morality. The 
methods employed by these puri­
fiers of political morals seem to be 
equally applicable to elections for 
the Federal Parliament and the 
Provincial Legislatures, and are 
not confined in their operations to 
any particular section of the Do­
minion; but obtain with equal 
force in every Province from the 
Atlantic to the Pacific. Nor is it 
in the matter of elections alone 
that this purifying process is ob­
servable. The Yukon charges so 
forcibly pressed against the Gov­
ernment by Sir Charles Hibbert 
Tupper is a striking example of 
the rascality and corruption 
practiced by employes of the Gov­
ernment. Evidence of the Gov­
ernment’s guilt in this Yukon af­
fair is manifested by its humiliat­
ing backdown and persistent re­
fusal to grant the commission of 
enquiry asked for. There is noth 
ing, indeed, concerning which the 
Government seems so shy as 
thorough investigation of these 
alleged scandals. This shirk 
ing of their manifest duty has 
brought a great amount of odium 
upon the administration. Nor 
has it been confined to this 
country; but finds expression in 
the mother country, as is shown 
by the attitude assumed by the 
London Times elsewhere referred 
to and animadverted upon by our 
Ottawa correspondent.

A COUPLE of weeks ago the 
Grand Jury, in pursuance of their 
official duty reported that matters 
in connection with the Insane Asy 
lum were in a very unsatisfactory 
condition.

All this has become a part of the 
record of Parliament, for Mr Davio 
read in the House on Friday the 
Times’ article, and pointed out that 
the course adopted by Parliament 
had cast discredit on the Government 
not only in Canada,but in the mother 
country, and in all countries where 
theLondon Times is read.
