with divisions in other parties and
lack of praoctical cohesion, the mat-
ter of victory was never in dispute
for the successors of M. Rouvier and
M. Combes. The dexterouvs nse of
opportunity made by MM. Clem-
encean and Briand must be admitted,
but 1t is not by any means, 8o certain
that if, after a lapse of time in which
nationsl annsals and events partook
of a normsal charaoter, the same
pcliticians should seek the suffrages
of the electorate, they would receive
them. It is ot to be forgotten that
in the stress of the aforementioned
orises, the religions question was
entirely superseded by a national
fear for the national safety and that,
consequently, the religions issue may
be said pot to have, as yet, come
under consideration.
