When Ignatius of Loyola fell
wounded defending
against the French and was
earried to his native castle in
Guipuscon, he reached the turn-
ing point of his life, writes Rev.
C. J. Mullaly, S. J. From being a
Knight in the service of Charles
I, he hecame a true knight of
Christ. The sword which he had
used so valiantly to defend the
honor of his king he left at the
altar of the Virgin of Montserrat
as a sign that his life was to-be
spent heneeforth in the service of
God.

new spiritual arms received in
exchange for his sword of iron.

In
1674 it passed by the courtesy of
these good religious, to the Jesuit
Church of Our Lady of Bethlehemn
(Nuestra  Senora de Relen) in
Constant  tradition
and the writings of many authors
show beyond a doubt that the
sword guarded in this ehurch for
more than two centusies, and
during years of the Jesuits' exile
and of civil strife, is no other
than the sword of the soldier
saint, the founder of the Society
of Jesus. On March 25, 1907,
this esteemed relic was given, by
permission of His Eminence
Cardinal Casanas, to the present
Jesuit Chureh of the Sacred
Heart,

the calle de Caspe, Barcelona,
and holds reverently in his hand
the long, firm blade that Ignatius
used 1n the service of his earthly

Synepsis of Cadmn NoriD-
West Land Regulations

Any person who is the sole head of s
1amily, or any male over 18§ years old,
may homeetead a quarter section of
available Dominion land in Manltob &
Sackaichewan or Alberta. The appli-
cant most appear in person at the Do-
minion Lands Agency or Bub-ageney
for the district. Eoiry by proxy may
be made at any agency, on certaio
conditions by father, mother, son,
daughter, brother or aister of intending
homesteader.
Duties—S8ix months’ residence upon
and oultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live
within nine miles of his homestead on
@ ferm of at least 80 acres solely owned
snd occupied by him or by his father*
mother, son, daughter, brother or sis®
ter.
In certain districts 8 homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter
section alongside his homestead. Price
$8.00 per acre :
Duties—Must reside upon the home-
stead ‘or pre-empfion six months in
each of six years from date of bome-
stead entry (including the time required
to earn bomestead patent) and ealti-
vale fifty acres extra.
A bhomesteader who has oxbausted
bis homestesd right and csunot obtsir
8 prs-emption may enter for a purchas-
ed homestead in certain districte. Price
$3.00 per acre. Duties.—Must resids
six mooths in each of three years,
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house
worth $360.00.
