U. S. Department of Justice Secured
Information in Electric Trust In-
vestigation Staggering in the Mag-
nitude of the Monopoly Revealed.

Washington, D.C., Nov. 19—The de-
partments of justice in its investiga-
tion of the so-called Eleetric Trust
gathered records which, to the
minds of the investigators, show that
the General Electric company -and
the Westinghouse company hawve
agreed to end competition. It is
searching for documents that are ex-
pected to éstablish that the American
Telephone and Telegraph company,
which has just absorbed the Western
Union, was being made a party in
interest, along with the sp-called street
railway trust.

Hot Bed of Anarchy.

Barcelona hds been the hot bed oi
anarchy for seme years. It is be-
lieved by stock exchange members
that some society of anarchists in the
Spanish city decreed the déath of the
American capitalists and issued the
“funeral invitations” as a warning
of the tragedies to follow. The three
letters received by the Chicago Btock
exchange were entirely different with
the exception that they - bore tha
names of the saime men and threat-
ened in an indirect manner their
deaths. The first warning came to
Mr. Coultiss four weeks ago. The
second came two weeks later and the
last one yesterday.

Certain sepculators in tobacco de-
clare that the letters came from a dis-
satisfied faction' ot Cuban tobacco
growers, who in order to {frighten
American brokers who are supposed
to control the price of tobacco in this
country, sent agents to Spain who
mailed the letters with the desire of
causing the impression that Barce-
lona aranchists had decided upon the
death of the eight men.

Say They Came From South .

Others were positive that the let-
ters came from the Anti-Equity To-
bacco Growers of Kentucky and were
sent with the intentton of irighténing
the big tobacco buyers and manufact-
nrers.

Much Interest- Taken in Announce-
ment of Legislation as to Trade
Combinations—~Two Methods of
Curbing Illegal Combinations of
Capital.

Opawa, Nov. 19.—Considerable in-
terest is takem in the announcement
in the speech from the throne re-
specting legislation as to combinations
in restraint of trade.

No hint of
the form of the proposed legislation
has yet been given, but two courses
gre available, one is to remove the
protective duty -on the products of
such a merger, and the other is to

render more effective the statute mak- |

ing the individua? members of such
combinations criminally responsible.
It is understood strong Trepresenta-
tions are being made to the govern-
ment against the trust idea.

ICE CREAM FAULTY.

Samples ‘Found Below Standard on
Government Analysis.

Ottawa, Nov. 19.—Of twelve samples
of ice cream collected in Ottawa and
district by the Inland Revenue De-
partment, Seven were below stan-
dard and three contained gelatine,
according to a Bulletin just received
on the analysis of ice cream.

In all 129 samples were collected
throughout the Dominion. Of these
number ‘46 contained above 15 per
cent. butter fat, 57 above 10 per cent.,
while 27 contained 10 per cent. under.

The United States standard for but-
ter fat in ice cream is 14 per cent.
The analysis reported that as regards
dyes in ice cream they must be con-
sidered the same as dyes in candies,
and there can be no objection to the
presence of dyes as long as the
amount is not harmful to health. He
stated that manufacturers say it 18
necessary to use gelatine or some
other thickener in the making of ice
cream.

CHANGE POLLING DAY.

Municipal Elections in Toronto Not to
Be on January Ist.

Toronto, Noy. 19.—The date of ser-
vice terminations will be December
23, or nine days before pollinng on
January 1st. New Yéar’s Day comes
on Saturday, which is recognized as
an unsuitable day for the holding of
the municipal elections, but the stat-
ute so provides. It is stated that
the reason why Controller Geary was
so anxious to extend the polling
hours until 7 p.m. was to give Jewish
voters, of whom there are 1,600 in
St. John’s - Ward, a fair chance to
turn out. As Saturday is the Heb-
rew Sabbath, which lasts until sun-
down, there is reason to expect a con-
gestion at the polls between 4 p.m.
and 5 p.m.

The claim is that in
the ‘meantime Britain' cannot finance
the congtrjction of enough ehips to
eeeure herself from attaek.

The . proposition is_ ridiculous. = It is
true, .of gotrse, that the Tmperial Gov-
ernment cannot with the present tax-
ation machinery secure enough money
to pmpgrly carry. on. the.business . of
national’ defence.” But {his is not be-
cause the wealth is not in the coun-
try, but, because much of it is exempt
from taxation. It is true that the
presentitaxes bear heavily on the mase
of the people, and that to increase
these would be to increase hardship.
But it is slso true that there are in
the country immense stores of wealth,
constantly increasing stores, from
which there s not taken, and cannot
be taken :under the present arrange-
ment oi things, any proper portion of
the money necessary to provide for

It
may be merely a coincidence that those
who are shouting for the giving of a
‘6ubsidy are also hoping audibly for
Lthe defeay of the budget and the im-
position of a tariff in Britain, It
might be wrong to accuse these par-
ties ol associating the two arguments
with purpose. But the arguments are
related of necessity, for both the pay-
ment of a subsidy and the imposition
of a tariffi would free the exempted
ones from the menace. If a gift of
$10,000,000 would relieve the crisis,
then the proposal to make the gift is
simply a polite invitation that Can-
adians pass the hat among them-
seives to free the British Dukes from
the painful but proper necessity of
paying taxes on their deer parks and
grouse preserves. If anybody seup-
poses a large portion of the Canadian
pecple are anxious to contribute fo
such a fund he i1s welcome to try the
collecting.

THE LORDS’ DEMAND.

The House of Lords is a pronounc-
edly conservative body. Its members
are filled with veneration for the es-
tablished institutions o? the® realm—
including of course the House of
Lords.  Wherefore they decline tq
reject the budget and invite an at-
tack on the status or perhaps the ex-
istence of the second chamiber. That
they would not accept the budget was
certain. They offer a compromise—
to pass it if the public approve it at
the polls. The move is a clever one,
designed to popularize the Lords by
representing them as the vigilant
guardians. who prevent the Common-
ers going beyond the mandate given
them by the people.

But there is something else involv-
ed in the compromise proposal. It
is a demand that a Government must
hereafter command a majority in the
House of Lords as well as in the
Commons. 1If the Government go to
the country the principle is admitted
that the Lords can force a cabinet to
go to the polls whenever they please.
It the ministers resign the point is es-
tablished that the Lords may heres
after dominate Governments as they
please, because they hold the power
to-drive them from office.

It is not likely that a Liberal Gov-
ernment will admit the right of an
irresponsible body to upset a respon-
sible Government. It would not be
s'range il the. presumption of the
Lords brouglit con them the struggle
they have‘\been trying to avoid, and
that instead of fighting the budget
they find themselves fighting a meas-
ure to curtail their power of veto.

THE ROBLIN PLOT.

THURSDAY'S VOTE.

It was both timely and significant
that a snowstorm set in yesterday; for
as the downy flakes fluttered to ‘the
earth, so the ballots fluttered into the
boxes endorsing the agreement with
the C. P. R. The agreement received
rather more tham three out of every
four votes polled. It received a ma-
jority. at each of the four polls in the
city.

But the verdict from yesterday’s
poll is not the wverdict of the people
by any means. Ip is indeed the ver-
dict of s0 many of them as were able
to undertake the journeys to their re-
spective booths;  but the number of
these was comparatively small and
the p.cportion of them favoring the
agreement disproportion ately‘ large, for
very gon 1l reasons.

There are 4,500 names on ‘he vq!
ers’ list of persons entitled to vote
on the bylaws submitted yesterday.
Their aggregate vote could not well
fall short of 7,000. The total vote pol-
led yesterday was 2,375. This was
thrée and four votes. Owing to the
location of the polls the proportion
of voters having more than one vote
must have been large. It is scarcely
pcssible that 1 cre than 1,000 ratepay-
ers made their way to the polls. The
vote of yesterday, therefore, repre-
sents as nearly as can be calculated
at present dess than one-third the
total votes of ‘the city, and less than
en=-quarter of the voters of the city.

Naval and Military Defence.

The plapns submiitted by the ad-
miralty and war office at the Tmperial
defence conference of last summer,
for the naval and military defence I
Canada in co-operation ‘with the Im-
perifil forces ‘and dn which the pro-
posed action of the  government s
based, were theh laid on the table of
the House by ‘Hon. T. P. Brodeur,
minister of marine -~

In brief the naval programme ad-
ppted by the government invblves
the construction of three cruisers f
the improved f(‘Bristol” class -and
four, destto;e’r.s of the improved river
class, costing, for the cruisers about
five and three-quarter millions "and
for the destroyers about a million and
half, with. an_anpnal outlay for-main-
tenance of something like two million
dolars. Two-of ;the craisers will be
plagced on. thé Pacific ¢oast, and one
cruiser; and four destroyers c¢n the
Atlamtic.

The total:-namber. of officers and
men for this nuecleus of a fleet is es-
timated at 1,408, with a payroll «f
about $300,000 with an extra $100,000
for vitualling the system and man-
agement.

The Military Proposals.

In Tgspect to the military proposals,
proyision .is. made for the extension
of .the. plan..of .co-Opération already
under way .in g¢onection with the Im-
perial general staff, the exchange <1
officers .and the training of the Cana-
dian troops In a common system of
Imperial organization.

It was proposed,
according to the amount of money
that might be available, that Canada
should make a-start with cruisers of
the Bristol class, and ‘destroyers f
the improved river class, a part tobe
stationed on the  Atlantic seaboard
and a part on the Pacific. In ac-
cordance with the arrangement al-
ready made, the Canadian govern-
ment undertogy the maintenance of
the dock yards at Halifax and Esqui-
manult and’ wireless telegraph servie:
‘estimated - at $250,000 per wear.

Australia agreed o ultimately un-
dertake the maintenance of the dock
yards at Sydney.

No conferénce was held with repre-
sentafives of the South African col-
onies,’ an eXpression of opinion- from
them being impracticable, pending
the formation of .the new government
of the South African Federation. Sim-
ilarl ya representative of New found-
land intimated that the existing "pro-
vision made by that colony would
be continued.

In the admiralty memorandum sub-
mitted to the colonial representative
it- was stated that if the problem of
TImperial Naval defence were consid-
ered merely as a problem® of naval
strategy it would be found that the
greatest ou¥ut of strength for a giv-
en expenditure is obtained by the
mamtenance of the British navy. It
has, however, long been recognized
that in defending conditions under
which the naval forces of the empire
should be developed other consider-
‘ations - than those of stragety alone
must be taken imto ~account. Cir-
cuamstances of various over-seas do-
minions in respect to population,
wealth ahd power and'different stages
of growth, geogzaphijcal position, his-
tory, and  physieal environment,- and
individual. and . national sentiment
must all be borne in mind.

Near Shore Fleet.

“Local defence flotillas, consisting

venting attacks from hostile eruisers,
the operations of destroyers and tor-
pedo boats being nece®sarily limited
to coast. waters, or to a radius of_ ac-
tion not far distant from a base.”

It was represented on the part of
the ‘Admiralty that it would be diffi-
cult fo make any. suggestions or. to
formulate any plans without knowing
approximately the amount Canada
wag prepared to spend. Sir Frederick
Borden and Hen. L. P. Brodeur then
suggested that fwo plans might be
presénited—one incurring an annual
expenditure of a million dollars, and
the other an annual expenditure of
three million dollars, omitting in
both cases the cost of the fisheries
service and hydrographic service, but
including the maintenance of the
Halifax and Esquimalt dock yards
and the wireless service, estimated at
$250,000 a year.

Eleven Ships For $11,750,000.

Taking first the larger plan, - the
Admiralty suggested that <Canada
might provide four cruisers of the im-
proved Bristol class, costing $1;500,-
000 each, one cruiser-of the Boadicia
elass, costing $1,750,000. . and Six
destroyers - of the improved river
class, costing $4,000,000. As. regards
submarines it was thought advisable
to défer their construction because
they require d kighly trained -and
specialized compliment. The num.
ber of officers and men for this force
of éleven ships would be 2,194, and
the actnal eost of comstruction would
be. at..British: rate, . $11,750,000.

It was, decided, however, to accept
the smaller plan“involving an annual
expenditure- for maitenance of $2,000,-
000, a year.. Pe the completion
of the new cruisers, which would be
commenced ag early as possible, ar-
rangements will be made by the Ad-
miralty for two cruisers of the Ap-
pollo class, so that the chain of the
new maval personnel may be pro-
ceeded with at once. The vessels
will be fitted out and maintained at
the expense of Canada, and officers
and meén provided by’ volunteers from
the Royal navy, but paid by the
Canadian government. These will be
lent, until they can be replaced, from
time to time;, by qualified Canadian
officera and men. ¢

Ultimate . Fleet Limit,
= The ‘memorandum advises that the
fléet unit to be aimed at should con-
sist of at- least- the - folowing: One
armoured craiser of the -mew Indo-
mitable class, three unarmered cru'-
sers of the Bristol ‘class, six destroy-
€15 and” three submarines with  the
necessary -auxiliary,, such as  depot
and stores, training ships, ete. Such
a fleet would be capable of acting
not only in the defenc of coasts, but
also of trade routes, and would be
sufficiently powerful to deal with a
small hostile squadron should such
ever attempt to act in its waters.
The minimum number of men to man
such a s&gquadron would be about
2300. The estimated first cost of
building and arming such a com-
plete fleet unit would be approximate-
ly $18,500,000, and the annual cost
of maintenance, at British rates, ap-
proximately three millioni dollars, not
inclusive of the pay of persons em-
ployed in the “subsidiary service in
training in reserve,
First to Be Built.

The Admiralty advised that: the ar-
moured - cruiser of the Indomitable
or of the Dreadnought type should be
the first vessel built in commencing
the’ formation of a fleet unit. She
would be officered, as far as possible,
by codonial officers and men, supple-
mented by loan of Imperial - officers
and men who might wvolunteer for
service While on ststion the ship
would be under the exclusive control
of the Dominion government, but the
naval discipline would be the same
as that which obtains on the Imperial
fléet. Further requirements sug
gested were local provisions for ship-
building and repairing establishments
training schools for officers and men,
and the making of arrangements for
the manufacture of supplies and the
replenishment. of various naval neces-
saries ad vitualling stores required
by the squadron, One common stan-
dard in regard to - ship :building,
armaments, training and discipline,
in peace and in war, was urged with
a view to keeping the general -effi-
ciency of each fleet unit the same and
to allow o° successful wco-operative
action in time of war under the gen-
eral directions of the Admiralty.

Military Defence Proposals.

A\ sub-committeé of the conference
was appointed to deal with the ques:
tion of military defence and  with
the proposals of the War Office for
organizing the milita forces of the
Empire, so as to ensure their effec-
tive co-operation in the event of war.
Canada was represented on this com-
mittee by Major-General Sir Perry
Lake and Rear Admiral Kingsmill.

heir recommendations, as agreed

pon, were in brief as follows:

Fizst—That..the war establishments
of the home pegular army should be
accépted as & basis on.wnich the or-
ganization of the units of the Domin-
ion forces, as far as possible, should
be modelled.

Second—That in the “‘event ‘'of &
Dominion despatching a force for
Imperial expeditionary purposes, it
should be accompanied by a due
proportion of adrginmistrative urjitsy
both with and in the rear of fighting
txoops.

Third—That the Dominions should
adopt, as far as possible, Imperial
patterns of forms, equipmient and
stores.

Fourth—That officers performing
general staff duties throughout the
Empire, whilé remaining responsible
to and under the control of their
own government, should be members
of one body—the “Imperial general
staff.

Fifth—That provision <hould . be
made for an interchange of general
staff officers.

Sixth—That local military = col-
leges, on the line. of the Royal Mili-
tary College at Kingstan, should be
established in each of “the Domin-
ions.

Military Chief's Proposals,

In a memorandum submitted to
the conference, detailing the general
proposals of the Chief of the Imperial
General Staff. General G, W. Nichol-
son, it is pointed out that the mili-
tary forces of the ' British Empire,
including the Indian army and the
troops of the overseas Dominions.

The Premier
was waited on by a delegation on
Wednesday and consented to speak
on the question of most importance
to the convention—that of good roads.

The first business this morning was
the reading of the report of the com-
mittee on resolutions. Foremost
among these was an important reso-
lution presented by R. T. Telford,
M.P.P. of Leduec, and supported be-
fore the convention by A. L. Marks,
of Leduc. The resolution was along
the lines of the scheme for securing
good roads as developed by Mr. Tel-
ford and read as follows:

Whereas, this convention is of the
opinion that in order to secure the
{ rapid and uniform development »f
the West through the building <F
traffic highways, it is essential that
all interests benefitted by and devel-
opment should contribute something
thereto, and

Whereas, the following are consid-
ered, to be the benefitted interests,
that is to say:

1. The Dominion; 2. The Province;
and 3. The Proposed Municipalities.
and

Whereas, the province and the mun-
icipalities have in the past both con-
tributed toward this end.

Therefore, be it resolved that this
convention is of the opinion that the
Dominion :Government in order to
do its part in securing the desired
development of the West, should set
aside two sections of land in each
township, say 9 and 27, to be soid,
and the proceeds of such sales, devot-
ed to the building of roads and
bridges within "the province, such
funds to be under provincial super-
vision.

Premier Sees Difficulties.

It was practically to this resolu-
tion, which was clearly and forcibly
introduced by Mr. Telford, that the
Premier was called upon to speak.
1le began by saying that he thought
it was a splendid thing for the pro-
vince in the early years of its career
to hold conventions of this nature for
the enterchange of opinion on im-
portant matters touching the welfare
of the province.

“The road question has been with
us in the past and I think will al-
wavs be with us,” said the Premier.
I have been made acquainted with
Mr. Telford’s scheme of securing a
revenue for roads but I think I ee
many dijculties in the way. Theve
are few Dominion lands south of the
Saskatchewan swiver now and conse-
quently few townships where two
quarter sections could be found. I
am aware of course that the scheme
may be wecrked. in the north- where
settlement has not yet set in exten-
sively.

“There are now two quarters 'n
every township set aside for school
lands. These lands are not taxed but
they form an endowment which brings
a much greater revenue than tax-
a‘ion. By reason of this endowment
the government will be able to keep
up grants for school purposes. With
the sales taking place from time 19
time no government would be justi
fied in reducing the school grants
now available. Only those lands are
sold which are a resaonable distance
from a railwey and of reasonable
value. Fifty per cent of all the school
lands will make good arable farms
but a large area will not and should
not be sold.

“Up to five years ago Very little
~ttention was given to the betterment
of roads and even with what has been
done mud will always be with us .n
the rainy season on account of he
searcity of gravel. But * rains are
necessary for the crops and for the
means of sustenance to the settlers.
The road problem is becoming easier,
however, all the time with the closet
settlement of the country and with
the sale of school and railway lands.

“I do not wish to be understood -8
opposing the scheme of Mr. Telford,
but there is another matter to con-
sider. Politicians in Bastern Canada
fee]l that the West haa received finan-
cial terms at the time of autonomy,
away above what consideration  the
other provinces received. It will
therefore be difficult to get either a
Liberal or a Sonservative government
to see how further land grants can ‘a
‘made. They think Alberta “has
enough now. The question of exemp-
tion from taxation would also be ob-
jectionable as most people now think
it is unwise to exempt school lands
from taxation.”

Speaking on the question of the
convention the Premier assured the
delegates that whatever changes are

He said
that many sloughs were being reclaim-
ed and the money therefrom would go
largely -to the construction of roads.
A iurther advantage gained by this
was that with the sloughs cleare dup
and cultivation expanded frosts would
become less and less dangerous-to the
erops.

Taxation of C. P. R. Lands.

Regarding the taxation of C. P. R.
railway lands he said th eprivy coun-
cil of England would have the ques-
tion argued before them next year on
an appeal from the Supreme Court of
Canada, which héid that the lands
were not taxable until 2 years after
being filed upon. The question. was
an open one until the decision of the
privy council had been reached. The
O. P. R. had contended-also thati lands
that had reverted to the C. P. R. after
being sold were not taxable but the
right of the province to tax such lands
had ‘been admitted later by the C.
P. R. when a suit was threatened.

OF.INNISFAIL DISASTER

| E. J. Fream, Secretary of U. F. of A,,

Inaugurates Movement to License
and Inspect Boarding Houses ‘n
Country Towns—Dates of Two
Conventions Announced.

The licensing and inspection cf
boarding houses taking transient cus-
tomers ‘'n country towns and rural
portions of the province is being
strongly advoca‘ed by F. J. Tream,
of Innistail, who is ‘n the city in
connection with the: convention of
municipalities in Strathcona. Mr.
Fream says it is the practice of ‘arm-
ers coming to town to put up‘at
boarding houses instead of stopping
at hotels, where the rates are twice
as high. These boarding houses are
veritable fire traps and in case of fire
offer the inmates very little chanze
to escape.

“The recent fatality in Innisfail”
said Mr. Fream, “was due to the
exit by the stairway beingecut off at
the time of a fire and three persons
were killed and two injured. ‘The
coroner’s jury brought in a verdit of
death due to fire from cause unknown.
It is believed, however, that the fire
originated in Ythe upsetting of a
lamp.” >,

To Introduce Subject Before U.F.A.

Mr. Fream says that as secretary of
the United Farmers of Alberta, he ia-
tends to bring this matter before the
meeting of the convention in Edmon-
ton on Jangary 18 and 19th. He
