After a plain, 
acidulent citizen has snared quack 
grass and chintz bugs out of his gar­
den for two hours, under the benign 
influence of a sun that would scorch 
the hide off a hair trunk, he will be 
bent out of shape Worse than the 
Horseshoe falls and have to rise to 
his feet In a series of slowly ascend­
ing jerks. The average garden is al­
ways disappointing the owner by do­
ing something which was not in the 
original contract. If it is a wet spring 
a man has to cultivate his green corn 
with a suction pump aud a pair of 
hip boots and harvest the early rad­
ish from a raft. If it is a dry season, 
he is obliged to bathe the bulbous 
forehead of the young onion in "city 
water, which is the most expensive- 
form of irrigation known to man. The 
most deadly foe of the gardener, how­
ever, is the first frost, which ambles 
down from the frigid zone just in time 
to curdle the, contents of the cantel- 
oupe and lay the finger of death on the 
pie plant pie. Another insidious ene­
my is the nomadic hen. which flits 
from flower to flower and fills the 
eyes of the carrot, beet and turnip 
with clay sub-soil. After a gardener 
has run foul of a f?w of these ob­
structions. he is liable to let loose of 
considerable agricultural enthusiasm* 
and some parts of speech which would 
not look well as an introduction to the 
Sabbath school lesson.

LONDON. May 20. 

That the ; inquiry into the Titanic 
disaster has taken more the charac­
ter of a society function than the in­
vest igation into the circumstances' of 
the great catastrophe should is n,ow 
evident. To-day those 'who did ndt 
possess special tickets stood on 
chàlrs, craning their necks to obtain 
a view of the chief actors connected 
with the incident with the party who 
filled the lifeboat which saved Sir 
'Cosmo and Lady Duff-Gordon and 
Secretary, who, according to the evi­
dence of two of the crew, protested 
against going to the rescue of those 
struggling in the water and crying for 
help. The Attorney General asked a 
few questions about the failure of the 
boat to go back.

Sir Rufus Isaacs, questioning Sir 
Cosmo, said : “In order to make mat­
ters clear, did you ..promise the crew 
five pounds each before or after the 
lifeboat went back to the rescue?”

Sir Cosmo made a reply which Sir 
Rufus was unable to get from him 
last week : “I never knew the boat 
went back.”

The Attorney appearing on behalf 
of the British third class passengers 
asked Gordon if he had. suggested the 
boat should go bac.k, and received a 
negative reply. He then asked : “You 
saved your life and left others to 
drowti?"

l-ord Mersey here Interfered, and 
said witness had been asked enough, 
and asked if It were fair to ask such 
questions.

When examined with regard to 
the articles which appeared in the 
American papers, she said the de­
scription of the night of the disaste 
credited to her had not been written 
by her. Three members of the life­
boat crew confirmed the assertion that 

•nothing bhtf been said abolit going 
back. One varied from the usual 
story, saying the boat’s crew refused 
to return.

Beri-Beri 
Outbreak Serious"1

Dr. Brehm. who had been on a short 
visit - to Bonavista Bay investigating 
the outbreak of beri-beri, returned by 
the express last evening. He visited 
King's Cove. Keel's. Plate Cove and 
Indian Arm. where the disease has 
show n itself. In *11 - these places 
there are about a dozen grown up 
people who have developed the ail­
ment. Two of them are seriously ill 
and the situation has grown to an 
alarming stage. The outbreak was 
fihst heard of in March "at Indian Arm. 
Br. Levlsconte was in attendance, but 

-the disease continued spreading. 
Questioned as to the origin. of the 
sickness.. Dr. .Brehm said" it was diffi­
cult to state definitely. He believed, 
however, it was caused by diet. The 
disease, the Health Officer continued, 
is partly contagious, and the only 
place it is prevalent at present is in 
Countries' in the East. Dr. Brehm fur­
ther stated that quarantining patients 
or other precautionary steps for in­
fectious diseases will not serve to 
stamp out beri-beri.

We ^understand that the doctor on 
-the Pomeranian stated to-one of the 
passengers that he had seen a good 
deal of beri-beri in the East, and that 
it was due usually to eating bad flour 
or bad rice. We are told that the 
food supply in places where this out­
break it has bpen scanty during the 
l>asi few months. It is a matter which 
the Government should attend to.

Some say It was 
In the neighborhood of- Barter’s Hill, 
others are vague, on the point, but 
most people think At would be well 
to leave the settlement of this to his 
contemporary, the noted historian, P. 
T. McGrath, who has already Writ­
ten a book. Amongst the profane 
and skeptical there Is-a tradition that 
our local king was not as wise as he 
might be, though his defenders have 
endowed him with all- the virtues of 
the epitaph. As a devotee I hav 
closely followed hie career, and must 
say that from my reading of-his his 
tory he has been a wonderful man 
and no wonder that the haloeof wis­
dom surrounds his noble brow. He 
has been a shining light, his deeds 
are great and glorious, and no won 
der is there when we hear certain 
people say, "Go thou and do likewise.' 
The acts of Edward are numerous and 
always beneficial—to himself. Consld 
er the words again, how touching; he 
has always touched—the Treasury 
"I will tell my people.” The sublim­
ity, the grandeur, the potentialtles of 
the words are Incomparable. This 
great man, it is said by biographers, 
disappeared in the year A. D. 1912 
His acts were many and wonderful 
He appeared first as the splendid 
“Young Tribune,” vanished quietly 
reappeared again, some say betrayed 
the party with whom he was associ­
ated, and later settled down to a life 
of contemplative study. He studied 
so hard that he evolved from the re­
cesses of a great brain several works 
which in themselves will Immortalize 
him. He codified politics with the ac 
cent always on the cod, and from 
these his great brain evolved what is 
known as Maklnson cod, and since 
then he has been codifying everything 
and everybody in sight. His zeal for 
the good of the people made him sigh 
for "new worlds to conquer," like 
Alexander the Great, and unkempt 
and unshorn, and they say almost 
barefoot, he travels hundreds of miles 
to another continent to bring the 
great tidings to the people of the 
world. At that time there existed 
great country many leagues from his 
birthplace, and he went there ai 
peacemaker. Hear his words—"1 will 
tell .my- people."- Sublime, grand, 
magnificent! There was danger o 
war between the great nation he re 
presented and the other nation tc 
whonf he spake. Immediately peace 
was proclaimed. Novy since then this 
great man has been missing and non 
know whither he has gone.

capture Of two great provinces—Al 
case -Lorrainp. The orchestra fre 
quently played "Oh where, oh when 
is my.little dog gone?”
