to Do His Duty.

“The public,_ accounts shall include
the period from the 30th of June in
one year to the 30th of June in the
next year which period shall consti-
tute the financial year. "All estimates
submitted to the Législature shall be
for the services coming in the course

of payment during the financial
vear.” :

It is by this provision of the Audit
Act that the Legislature sought to
control the expenditure of ; public

moneys by the Executive Government
means of an annual account deal-
ng only with receipts and expendit-
res coming within the financial year.
It thus provided for an annual stock-
taking and review  of the financial
standing and obligations of the Col-
ony It provides for the appoint-
ment of am Auditor General, direct-
ed him to -report to the House of As-
sembly annually upon public receipts
and expenditures and during the
§ car to control all payments and to
# cnforce the provisions™ of ‘the Audit
Act. One of the duties of the Aud-

] itor General is to see that every
ifransaction which properly  belongs
to a financial year is included in the
accounts of that year and in no othér
i vear. If an amount that should be
paid in one year is held back until
| the next year or if money received
after July the 1st in any given year
| is credited to the accounts of the
| previous year it is quite evident to
the most casual observer that a sur-
lus thus created is fictitious and ob-
tained by illegal and improper means.

in fact it does not exist at all. The
ublic are justified in looking to the
\uditor General to protect them from
such conduct on the part of the Gov-
erment and every Department of it.

At no time-is the public more depen-

ent upon the sense of justice and
impartiality of the Auditor General
han during the period of time that
clapses “between the closing of the
last session of the Legislature and a
general election. This is a period in
which a reckless Goverment or a
reckless Minister is tempted to in-
dulge the passion for expenditure and

»at the same time improperly create a
surplus. It is therefore a* period re-
quiring special vigilance on the part

of the Auditor General in his audit

of the accounts and his. control of

| public money. We have direct evid-
\ ence of the propensities of the Morris-
Morrison Combine in this direction.
Last sessjon of the House the Auditor
General reported that a large sum
which should have been charged to
1911-12 had been held over and charg-

ed ‘to the following year, a fact which
made the surplus for that year ap-
pear larger then it really was.

_~The annual athletic i’:’ompeti,tions
on Bell Island, under the auspices of
the Bell Island- Regatta Committee,
took place on Power’s field on the
front of the.lsland on Saturday after-
noon, August 30th, and proved to be
a great success.
