“ Britain as
Germany’s Vassal ”

To-day there is being put on the
market in New York, according to the
N. Y. Herald, an English translation
of General Von Bernhardi's latest
book, which was written in 1913, and
threrefore long before the Great War
began. Its title. is most significant
and will leave less doubt than even
the work he wrote two years ago,
“Germany and the Next War,” of the
intentions of the Prussian War Party.
The title speaks for itself. It is “Brit-
ain as Germany’s Vassal,” and the
translator Mr. J. Ellis Barker speaks
of it as “Perhaps the most Remark-
able Polmcal Indiscretion of Modern
Times.” By war Germany must ac-
quire supremacy in Europe and the
Mediterranean first, and follow this
with the mastery of the world.

“Decadent England,” described as
Germany’s chief enemy, must be made
subservient to Germany either by
war or by an “alliance”. under which
she must give up her naval suprem-
acy, quit the Triple Entente, abandon
her allies and disarm by distributing
her fleet over the world,. meanwhile
leaving Germany-alone in crushing
France and acquiring domination of
Europe, North Africa and Asia Minor.
In plain language General Von Bern-
hardi asserts that Britain must be-
come Germany’s = vassal either
through war or submission.

“If we wish to secure to German-
ism that prestige to which it is en-
titled and fo obtain for German intel-

ligence, German labor and German

idezlismi that influence which is its
due, in view of the importance of its
civilization, we must gain a firm foot-
ing upon this earth, and we must cre-
ot everywhere bases for the promo-
tion of German civilization.”

“We must endeavor to acquire new
territories throughout the world by
all means in our power, because we
must preserve to Germany the mil-
lions of Germans who will be born in
the future; and we must provide for
them food and employment. They

ought to be enabled to live under a
German sky and to lead a German
life,”

With such illuminating writings be-
foie them, it is not to be wondered
that Sir Edward Grey, the Secretary
for Foreign Affairs, kept his eye on
Germany, and insisted that if Ger-
meny violated the neutrality of Bel-
gium, Britain would go to war. As
Donald MacMaster says:

“Unprepared as we were, it is bet-
ter that the war should have come
now. The war was bound to come
sooner or later against the British
nation, because we are the nation
whose destruction Germany sought as
essential to her own aggrandizement,
and as it was certain we would have
to fight Germany sooner or later, it
was better to have the fight out when
we had powerful Allies tnan to have
the conflict single-handed.” The pol-
icy was to crush France first, then
deal with Russia, and beguile Britain
into keeping out of the struggle until
Germany had settled with France and
Russia, and then settle last with
Britain, because Bernhardi feared if
all the Powers of the Entente should
fight Germany at the same time,
“Germany may meet defeat and heavy
and terrible times.” This is what has
happened, and Germany is meeting
with “heavy and terrible times,” and
it is worse than he expected because
he believed even if Britain went into
it, there would be much delay in the
sending to the Continent of an Eng-
lish Expeditionary Force. There was,
however, no delay. A large expedi-
tionary force has been there for four
months and it is constantly being in-
creased and will be increased very
corsiderably yet.: France has not
been -crushed, Germany is between
the hammer and the anvil, and there
is every chance of Germany being
crushed next year.

St. Pierre Bulletin

Official Mdnight, Dec. 14.—At both
extremities of the front German at-
tacks were thrown back, viz., in
Ypres district and at Aspatch in Lor-
raine. Elsewhere nothing to report.
Nothing important occurred, between
the sea and the Qise. In the Aisne
region, northwest of Soupir, the ene-
my has bombarded fiercely our
trenches and we have opened fire also
and demolished their artillery fire.
No infantry attack. Our artillery
destroyed important defence work in
the neighborhood of Ailles. Slight
progress was recorded in Argonne at
Grurie woods. On the Meuse heights
heavy cannonading. German batter-
ies apparently removed further north.
In the Woevre after having captured
a line of trenches on a five hundred
metres front in Mortmare woods, our
troops repulsed two heavy counter at-
tacks. In Alsace our progress has
brought our front up the line 425 me-
tres north of Steinbach, Aspach
Bridge and Brinighouffen  Bridge,
fifteen hundred metres . eastward of
Eglingen.

Servia.—During the ‘10th, 11th and
12th December, the enemy continued
to fall back on the entire front. The
Servian advance guards reached Vel-
iki Bosniak in the direction of Che-
batz and Zavlaka in the direction of
Loznic. During their retreat the
Austrians were compeiled to abandon
heavy material. Since the Servians
resumed the offensive up to 11th De-
cember, the number of Austrians tak-
en prisoners by Servians reached 28,-
000. The Servians also captured 75
cannons and 14 maxim guns. In
Montenegro after two days’ battle the
Montenegrin troops have taken Vise-
grad and thrown the Austrians across
the River Drina.

ON MODERN FICTION.

The lecture.given‘ by Rev. D. Hem-
meon at ‘the Grenfell Hall last night,
was well attended, and pmved one of
the mostvimeresﬁng of the series held
under the ‘auspices 'of the Institute
Literary Committee: - The. subject of
the discourse was_ “Modern Fiction”
which was dealt with in a manner
which showed :that the speaker was
an authority on literature. After be-
ing introduced by.Mr. W. F. Lloyd,
Chairman of the "Institute Literary
‘Committee, the rev. lecturer began
his discourge with :a definition -of :fic-
‘tion.. The story, he said, is the oldest
form of -literature, and literature is
;OSSip plus art, while fiction is a
product of literature fostered by im-
agination, which is. truly the mother
of good fiction. Some twenty years
ago, there arose a class of writers
who styled themselves realistic fic-
tion writérs, and :who prophesied that
the days  of idealistic fietion were
gone. Realistic fiction is a contra-
dictory term, and as advanced :by
these writers was a paradox, and was

utterly impossible, as the events of |

everyday life cannot be toid in an
interesting manner unless aided ; by
the imaginative faculty. It is imag-
inaiion that gives joy to the past and
anticipates the pleasures of the fu-
ture. Fiction is the oldest form of
literature and may be truly said to
be the cradle of science; philosophy,
history and theology. The earliest
form of education was folk lore,
which with the increase of reading
and writing, found its way into books.
During- the sixteenth and seventeenth
centuries, the principal form off fic-
tion was the drama because of the
few who were able to read. Writing
progressed with the knowledge of
teading, and the nineteenth century
gaw fiction in'its present form. The
essentials of good fiction are popular—
ity, permanence, art-and knowledge

Shakespeare is easily pre-eminent a.’
a writer of fiction, .as hissworks pos-
sess all these dualifications. Mat-
thew Arnold’s works are lacking in
popularity, while: Ralph Connors’
writings are deficient rin. art. Marie
Corelli possesses a wide ‘knowledge of
human nature, her-works are popular
but they are so weak in art that they
are not likely to become permanent
literature. The recent novel dissects
motives more than the more remote
modern novel, and in: some cases
probes so deeply into human nature
as to become sometimes hideesus. The
question then arises as to whether
the progress of = civilization has a
tendency to make man’s mind gros-
ser. The only reason apparent for

this novel of sex mania, is that it is & |4

rebound from some fifty or sixty
years ago when women Wwere more
prudish. Happily there is a tendency
amongst the more modern writers to
eliminate the obnoxious element of
otherwise good stories. The lecturer
then dealt with the fiction of Arnold
Bennett, H. G. Wells, Edith Horton,
William = de Morgan, Robert Louis
Stevenson, Bret Harte, Irving, Kip-
ling, Marion Crawford, J. M. Barrie,
Conan Doyle, lan McLaren and oth-

ers, briefly discussing their merits |1

and demerits. Turning back to Scoti
and DicRens, he said _that they had
written at an age when readers were
far fewer than to-day but their works |
have become permanent. Scott ex-
celled in creative genius, though per-
haps some of the present day writers
may equal him in general description
and . delineation - of character, The
children’s story also occupies a prom-
inent place in the literature-of to-day,
and in this particular‘field the Ameri-
can authors excel. The discourse
was- interesting throughout- and - was
delicately “seasoned with humor, a
gift which the :Rev. Mr. IemmeOn
possesses. in a marked degree. At the
close a vote of thanks proposed by
Hop.

Doctors and Gas l-‘ires

In an article which recently appear-
ed in the London “Evening News,” Mr.
W. G. Faulkner stated: “In making
my inquiries I discovered one signi-
ficant fact. This was that one com-
pany—the Gas Light and Coke Com-
pany—had among their consumers
2,600 doctors who had gas fires instal-
led in their houses, some as many as
ten or a dozen; that 1,500 of these
doctors had become users of gas dur-
ing the past three years; and that not
one had ever given them up.”

Professor C. V. Boys, F.R.S., says,
in the “Standard”: “Sentiment and in-
ertia are the only obstacles against
the general adoption of gas fires and
cooking appliances. Wonderful
strides have been made, in spite of
deep-rooted prejudice. A gas fire,
burning with a flue, is an admirable
agent for heating a room; and, as a

scientist, I fail to understand how
such a gas fire dries the air in a ‘oom
more than any other fire.”—novl7,tf

COMPARATIVE QUIET.
PARIS, To-day.
The official statement this afternoon
reports comparative quiet in Flanders
and artillery exchanges of relatively
minor importance elséwhere.

BONAR LAW ON THE FINAL
3 RESULT.

LONDON, To-day.

The determination of the Commons
not to sit again till February 2nd ex-
cited considerable criticism. The de-
cision of the House of Lords to re-
convene on January 6th is praised by
critics who maintain that both Houses
should sit intermittently for the pur-
pose of keeping an eye on the Govern-
ment. Long sittings would not be
necessary. According to these -critics
as there is no question of Legislation
o finance immediately impending, the
scle duty of the House under prevail-
ing conditions would be to keep an
eye on the Cabinet which with the aid
oi the Defense of the Realm Aét is in
a position of an almost arbitrary pow-
er.. The situation would be somewhat
saved by the earlier sitting of the
Lords, an unpredecented thing under
normal condition, but with party dis-
cord buried the Lords ought to pro-
vide as effective a brake for the im-
petuousity of the Cabinet as the Com-
mons. A letter sent by Bonar Law
and Marquis Landsdowne to Prime
Minister Asquith on Sunday, August
2nd, when the decision of the Govern-
ment whether to participate in war or
not was doubtful, was read by Bonar
‘Law at a meeting of Unionist Chair-
man agents to-day. The letter fol-
lows:—Lord Lansdowne and I feel it
our duty to -inform you that in our
opinion as well as in that of all our
colleagues whom we have been abhie
to consult, it would be fatal to the hon-
or and security of the United Kingdom
to hesitate in supporting France and
Russia at the present juncture. We
offer our unhesitating support to the
Covernment in any measures they may
consider necessary for that object.
After reading the contents of the let-
ter Mr. Bonar Law, in a speech said:
“Before war party passions were in-
flamed to such an extent that I saw
no possible outlet which would not be
disastrous to the country. In a mo-
ment the whole situation changed. in
our country there is no single instance
since Parliamentary Government was
introduced, where a Government en-
gaged conducting a war has not been
hampered and harrassed by the action
ol the Opposition. That was true of
Marlborough. It was still more em-
phatically true in the struggle against
Napoleon. It was true of the last
war in which this country was engag-
ed. I think it is quite possible we
have made a mistake not of criticising
the Government too much, but of criti-
cising it too little, but if a mistake had
to be made I prefer that it were made
in that direction. Bonar Law said
after four months from the beginning
of the war he could look forward to
the future with hope and compleie
confidence. Germany, he said, has
failed. They have not crushed France.
They cannot crush France. Already
Russian armies are on their frontiers.
We have a terrible struggle in front of
us but the final result is not in doubt.
The greatest honor which can come
upon us as a party will be that when
the war is over we can truthfully say
that we did nothing common or mean
upon that memorable scene.”

London, Dec. 9—Telegraphing from
“Narthern France,” Arthur W. Leach,
special correspondent of the Daily
News says:

“Very quietly, but very, surely, the
Indians have been adding to their
record of military achievements.

“In the early  hours of Monday
morning, when it was considered the
effect of a bombardment which had
considerably shaken up the Germans
had given them a particularly sleep-
less night, the Ghurkas Ileft their
trenches with knives and bayonets.
They crept over the intervening
ground like panthers stalking their
prey, then suddenly they opened an
awful hullaballoo and fell on the
Germans in their own trenches.

“It was a hand-to-hand fight, and
no troops in the world could beat the
Gurkhas at that kind of warfare. The
kukri did much swift havoe, but
some of the wounded brought back to
the British lines reported that .the
butt ends of rifles were used.

“While the first line of trenches
were being stormed with grim suc-
cess, other companies of Indians
charged forward, yelling and shout-
ing, and the Germans took to their
heels. They did not stop until they
came under the effective support of
their own artillery.

“As a result of their sortie, the In-
dians gained some valuable positions
in the direction of Lille. The Indian
casualties were heavy, but the results
achieved were of tremendous .import-
ance.
