THE DRESDEN SAPE.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 14.

American Consul Latham at Pun ta 
Arenas, cabled the State Department 
to-day that the German cruiser Drès- 
jfen had arrived there early to-day 
safely, and was uninjured.

(Montreal Herald, Dec. 5.)

Among the troops on Salisbury 
Plain to-day, and of those who were 
awarded a post of honor in the .Lord 
Mayor’s procession in London must 
be remembered a gallant little band 
of Newfoundlanders. With the sail­
ors manning His Majesty’s ships is 
another efficient contingent from the 
saine colony. Second contributions 
for army and navy are being prepared 
and go forward at the same time as 
the second Canadian expeditionary 
force. Our little neighbor colony will 
then have something over 2,000 men 
in the war. This is about ten out of; 
every thousand of her population. 
At the same rate, Canada should have 
80,000 men instead of 50,000.

Then, too, it must be remembered 
that Newfoundland has practically no 
manufactures, and has to purchase 
all the clothing and equipment 
abroad, leaving none of the price in 
the hands of her own people. A 
sparsely settled colony, with less 
than a quarter of a million population 
and a revenue of a little over three - 
and a half million dollars, which does 
what Newfoundland has done, cer­
tainly evinces a spirit which not only- 
Canada—with her eight million popu­
lation, and upwards of a hundred 
millions of revenue—might well emu­
late, but which any part of the Em­
pire might well be proud of.

The physique, courage and adapt­
ability of the Newfoundlander has 
been proven in many a daring adven­
ture. Their brave and faithful crews 
have been the backbone of expeditions
to the frozen North and to the ice-

OFFICIAL CONFIRMATION.
LONDON, Dec. 14.—(Official.) 

To the Governor, Newfoundland:
The British submarine B:ll yester­

day entered the Dardanelles, and de­
spite the difficult current, dived un­
der five rows of mines, orpedoed the 
Turkish battleship Messudiyeh, and 
returned safely. The Messudiyeh 
was last seen sinking by the stern.

- The enemy has evacuated' the west 
bank. of the Yser Canal. Three vio­
lent infantry attacks were made by 
the enemy southeast of Ypres, but 
they were repulsed.

The Russians have Captured the 
■enemy’s positions in the region of 
firzasnysz and Ciechanow. Enor­
mous losses were inflicted on the 
enemy. In the region of Ilowo and 
Lowicz, south of Cracow, 4 guns, 7 
machine guns and 4,000 prisoners 
were captured on Thursday.

AFTER THE DRESDEN.
BUENOS AYRES, Dec. 14.

The Minister of Marine has been in­
formed that two British warships 
have entered the Straits of Magelfen 
in pursuit of the German cruiSéf 
Dresden, which has taken refuge at 
Punta Arenas.

There has been no engagement of any 
importance on any fronts. la- the 
region of Mlawa, we continue to force 
back the German troops, who are in
retreat. On the left bank of the
River Vistula there has been no
change. In the region of Mount
Dueklt, the Austrian columns are 
coming down the northern slope of 
the Carpathians.

LONDON, Dec. 14.
The official casualty list for the 

week ended November 30th, was made 
public tp-day. It shows that during 
the seven days the British forces on 
the Continent lost 79 officers killed, 
141 wounded, and 33 reported miss­
ing. Added to previous totals the 
losses since the outbreak in hostili­
ties are 966 officers killed, 1,918 
wounded, and 582 missing. Total, 
3,466.

“ Britain as
Germany’s Vassal n

To-day there is being put on the 
market in New York, according to the 
N. Y. Herald, an English translation 
of General Von Bernhardi’s latest 
book, which was written in 1913, and 
therefore long before the Great War 
began. Its title- is most significant 
and will leave less doubt than even 
the work he wrote two years ago, 
“Germany and the Next War,” of the 
intentions of the Prussian War Party. 
The title speaks for itself. It is “Brit­
ain as Germany’s Vassal,” and the 
translator Mr. J. Ellis Barker speaks 
of it as “Perhaps the most Remark­
able Political Indiscretion of Modern 
Times.” By war Germany must ac­
quire supremacy in Europe and the 
Mediterranean first, and follow this 
with the mastery of the world.

“Decadent England,” described as 
Germany’s chief enemy, must be made 
subservient 'to Germany either by 
war or by an “alliance”, under which 
she must give up her naval suprem­
acy, quit the Triple Entente, abandon 
her allies and disarm by distributing 
her fleet over the world,. meanwhile 
leaving Germany alone in crushing 
France and acquiring domination of 
Europe, North Africa and Asia Minor. 
In plain language General Von Bern- 
hard! asserts that Britain must be­
come Germany’s vassal either 
through war or submission.

“If we wish' to secure to German­
ism that prestige to which it is en­
titled and to obtain for German intel­
ligence. German labor and German 
idealism that influence which is its 
due, in view of the importance of its 
civilization, we must gain a firm foot­
ing upon this earth, and we must cre­
ate everywhere bases for the promo­
tion of German civilization.”

'We must endeavor to acquire new 
territories throughout the world by 
all means in our power, because we 
must preserve to Germany the mil­
lions of Germans who will be born in 
the future; and we must provide for 
them food and employment. They 
ought to be enabled to live under a 
German sky and to lead a German 
life.”

With such illuminating writings be­
fore them, it is not to be wondered 
that Sir Edward Grey, the Secrétary 
for Foreign Affairs, kept his eye on 
Germany, and insisted that if Ger­
many violated the neutrality of Bel­
gium. Britain would go to war. As 
Donald MacMaster says:

“Unprepared as we were, it is bet­
ter that the war should have come 
now. The war was bound to come 
sooner or later against the British 
nation, because we are the nation 
whose destruction Germany sought as 
essential to her own aggrandizement, 
and as it was certain we would have 
to fight Germany sooner or later, it 
was better to have the fight out when 
we had powerful Allies than to have 
the conflict single-handed.” The pol­
icy was to crush France first, then 
deal with Russia, and beguile Britain 
into keeping out of the struggle until 
Germany had settled with France and 
Russia, and then settle last with 
Britain, because Bernhardi feared if 
all the Powers of the Entente should 
fight Germany at the same time, 
“Germany may meet defeat and heavy 
and terrible times.” This is what has 
happened, and Germany is meeting 
with “heavy and terrible times,” and 
it is worse than he expected because 
he believed even if Britain went into 
it, there would be much delay in the 
sending to the Continent of an Eng­
lish Expeditionary Force. There was, 
however, no delay. A large expedi­
tionary force has been there for four 
months and it is constantly being in­
creased and will be increased very 
considerably yet. France has not 
been crushed, Germany is between 
the hammer and the anvil, and there 
is every chance of Germany being 
crushed next year.

LOCAL ARRIVES.—The local from 

Carbonear via Broad Cove arrived in 
the city at 12.40 p.m. to-day.

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Should be Remedied,
We direct the attention of the Gov­

ernment to a matter which should be 
immediately inquired Into. We learn 
that the men of the first contingent 
are suffering from two grievances in 
regard' to pay, which should be im­
mediately rectified. Their rate of pay 
was arranged in dollars and cents, 
and we are Informed that they are be­
ing given a pound sterling for five 
dollars instead of for $4.86 2-3. In 
other words they' lose 13 1-3 cents on 
every five dollars they earn. This is 
too mean for words, and they should 
receive a full equivalent of Five Dol­
lars for Five Dollars pay. They are 
also not getting their field allowance 
of 10 cents a day. As the Army ra­
tions do not provide butter and milk, 
they have to pay for these as extras. 
The men understood the field allow­
ance was to be paid them after em­
barkation. We have no doubt that 
after the attention of the Government 
has been directed to this grievance, 
they will see that it is remedied im­
mediately.

St. Pierre Bulletin
Official Mdnight, Dec. 14.—At both 

extremities of the front German at­
tacks were thrown back, viz., In 
Ypres district and at Aspatch in Lor­
raine. Elsewhere nothing to report. 
Nothing important occurred, between 
the sea and the Oise. In the Aisne 
region, northwest of Soupir, the ene­
my has bombarded fiercely our 
trenches and we have opened fire also 
and demolished their artillery fire. 
No infantry attack. Our artillery 
destroyed important defence work in 
the neighborhood of Ailles. Slight 
progress was recorded in Argonne at 
Grurie woods. On the Meuse heights 
heavy cannonading. German batter­
ies apparently removed further north. 
In the Woevre after having captured 
E( line of trenches on a five hundred 
metres front in Mortmare woods, our 
troops repulsed two heavy counter at­
tacks. In Alsace our .progress has 
brought our front up the line 425 me­
tres north of Steinbacb, Aspach 
Bridge and Brinighouffen Bridge, 
fifteen hundred metres eastward of 
Eglingcn.

Servia.—During the 10th, 11th and 
12th December, the enemy continued 
to fall back on the entire front. The 
Servian advance guards reached Vel­
iki Bosniak in the direction of Che- 
batz and Zavlaka In the direction of 
Loznic. During their retreat the 
Austrians were compelled to abandon 
heavy material. Since the Servians 
resumed the offensive up to 11th De­
cember, the number of Austrians tak­
en prisoners by Servians reached 28,- 
000. The Servians also captured 75 
cannons and 14 maxim guns. In 
Montenegro after two days’ battle the 
Montenegrin troops have taken Vise- 
grad and thrown the Austrians across 
the River Drina.

“That depends,” said the Cynic, “on 
’ Just what kind of a pessimist you
happen to be. The man who looks
before he leaps is rather a pessimist. 
He doesn’t exactly fear the worst— 
hut he's go pi g to be as sure as he 
can be that he knows the worst be­
fore he leaps. Would you rather be 
the optimist that leaped and lived to 
regret it exceedingly than the pes­
simist that looked and didn’t leap?”

“Well—perhaps not,” said the Au­
thor-man.

“My idea of the ideal pessimist.” 
said the Cynic, “is the man who makes 
jthe charts. He goes nosing around 
the Seven Seas looking for trouble. 
lAnd every time he cornea to a reef or 
mud flat or a sunken rock he puts 
•down a big, unmistakable mark Which 
means, Took out for trouble.’ Think 
of sailing a ship by a chart draught­
ed'by an optimist!”

“But few of us sail ships,” inter­
sected the Author-man’s wife.

“Quite right,” agreed the Cynic.

them. They were optimists. I’m not 
When anybody tells me all the good 
points about anything, I dig around 
trying to find someone to tell me all 
the bad ones. I’m a ‘middling pessi­
mist’ not because I want to be, but 
because it pays to be.”

“But,” said the Author-man, “one 
can’t always be sure that everything 
will turn out right."

“No.” said the Cynic, “but one can 
always be certain that some things 
will turn out wrong—and be prepared 
for them.”

J. W. HISCOCK, continued, to 
Judge Johnson,' did not have his com ­
pass all the time, having lost it. By 
his compass they travelled N.W. from 
the Newfoundland. to the Stephano. 
Did not compare his compass with 
that of the Stephano. Travelled in a 
S.W. direction by his compass after 
leaving the Stephano. Watched a com­
pass of his companion several times 
on the way back to the Newfoundland, 
the course was until the track Was 
reached about E. S. E.. afterwards, 
about S. E. by E. In his judgment 
the Newfoundland lay- about S. E. 
from the men when they stopped. They 
travelled about 2 mile® before reach­
ing the track, and judged the New­
foundland then to be 4%' miles away.

To the Minister of Justice. Witness 
saw no life belts on the Newfound­
land, and thinks they should be. pro­
vided.

Lake Simcoe’s Stormy
and Eventful Trip.

After a very rough passage of 51 
days from Torreviega, the barqt. Lake 
Simcoe, .Capt. Wilson, arrived here 
last evening in ballast to Baine John­
ston & Co. The 'Simcoe’ has had pe­
culiar experiences in her career and 
this trip is no excepton, as twice she 
was held up by British warships. The 
vessel made a fine run across from 
here with a fish cargo, but on leaving 
the other side had a tempestuous time 
of it all through and “practically 
drifted across,” said Capt. Wilson. It 
took the vessel exactly a fortnight to 
get through the Straits of Gibraltar, 
as boisterous weather raged all the 
time and the wind blew with hurri­
cane force from all points of the com­
pass. While off Gibraltar the vessel 
was held up by two British torpedo 
boats and on Sunday last about 130 
miles south of Cape Race was rip- 
proaçhed. by g British warship. The 
namé of the warship was un.known, 
as after getting all the information 
necessary by signal regarding the 
‘Simcoe’ the warship was quickly lost 
from view. As a result of the stormy 
trip the Lake Simcoe had a quantity 
of canvas carried away, but no dam­
age of a serions character was dene.

Kev. Mr. Hemmron
Lectures

DN MODERN FICTION.
The lecture given by Rev. D. Hem- 

meon at the Grerifell Hall last night, 
was well attended, and proved one of 
the most interesting of the series held 
under the auspices of the Institute 
Literary Committee. The subject of 
the discourse was “Modern Fiction’’ 
yhich was dealt with in a manner 
Which showed that the speaker was 
an authority on literature. After be­
ing introduced by Mr. W. F. Lloyd,

" Chairman of the 1 Institute Literary 
Committee, the rev. lecturer began 

his discourse with a definition of fic­
tion. The story, he said, is the oldest 
form of literature, and literature is 
|dssip plus art, while fiction is a 
product of literature fostered by im­
agination, which is truly the mother 
of good fiction. Some twenty years 
ago, there arose a class of writers 
who styjed themselves realistic fic­
tion writers, and who prophesied that 
the days of idealistic fiction were 
gone. Realistic fiction is a contra­
dictory term, and as advanced by 
these writers was a paradox, and was 
utterly impossible, as. the events of_ 
everyday life cannot be told in an 
interesting manner unless aided by 
the imaginative fàculty. It is imag­
ination that gives joy to the past and 
anticipates the pleasures of the fu­
ture. Fiction is the oldest form of 
literature and may be truly said to 
he the cradle of science, philosophy, 
history and theology. The earliest 
form of education was folk lore, 
which with the increase of reading 
and writing, found its way into books. 
During the sixteenth and seventeenth 
centuries, the principal form off fic­
tion was the drama because of the 
few who were able to read. Writing 
progressed with the knowledge of 
reading, and the nineteenth century 
saw fiction in- its present form. The 
essentials of good fiction are popular­
ity, permanence, art and knowledge. 
Shakespeare is easily pre-eminent as 
a writer of" fiction, as his works pos­
sess all these qualifications. Mat­
thew Arnold’s works are lacking in 
popularity, while Ralph Connors’ 
writings are deficient in art. Marie 
Corelli possesses a wide knowledge of 
human nature, her works are popular 
hut they are so weak in art that they 
are not likely to become permanent 
literature. The recent novel dissects 
motives more than the more remote 
modern novel, and in some cases 
probes so deeply into human nature 
as to become sometimes hideous. The 
question then arises as to whether 
the progress of civilization has a 
tendency to make man’s mind gros­
ser. The only reason apparent for 
this novel of sex mania, is that it is a 
rebound from some fifty or sixty 
years ago when women were more 
prudish. Happily there is a tendency 
amongst the more modern writers to 
eliminate the obnoxious element of 
otherwise good stories. The lecturer 
then dealt with the fiction of Arnold 
Bennett, H. G. Wells, Edith Horton, 
William de Morgan, Robert Louis 
Stevenson, Bret Harte, Irving, Kip­
ling, Marion Crawford, J. M. Barrie, 
Conan Doyle, Ian McLaren and oth­
ers, briefly discussing their merits 
and demerits. Turning back to Scott 
and Dickens, he said that they had 
written at an age when readers were 
far fewer than to-day but their works 
have become permanent Scott ex­
celled in creative genius, though per­
haps some of the present day writers 
mav equal him in general description 
and delineation of character. The 
children's story also occupies a prom­
inent place in the literature of to-day. 
and in this particular field the Ameri­
can authors excel. The discourse 
was interesting throughout and was 
delicately Reasoned with humor, a 
gift which the Rev. Mr. Hemmeon 
possesses in a marked degree. At the 
close a vote of thanks proposed by 
Hon. R. Watson and seconded by Mr. 
h/W. LeMessurier, was accorded the 
lecturer. In tendering the vote of 
thanks, the Chairman very aptly sty­
led the lecturer the “story teller of 
the evening.”
