Exiles’ Welcome Home,
THE SUSSEX PASSENGERS.

LONDON, March 25.

FoflC Lighthouse 
Destroyed by Fire

Word reached the city this morning 
that the lighthouse at Fogo was de­
stroyed by fire last night. Minister 
of Marine Piccott waajn receipt of the 
following message from Fogo: —

“Lighthouse burned down eight 
o'clock last night.

(Sgd.) W. WATERMAN, 
Light Keeper.''

No particulars of the fire are yet to 
hand.

It will be of pathetic interest to 
Newfoundland to know that two of her 
gallant sons as a result of the sea- 
fight between the British cruiser Al­
cantara and the German raider Grieff. 
As mentioned in previous casualties 
Reservists Alfred and John Charles 
Tucker, of Port de Grave, had been 
wounded through the blowing up of 
the Alcantara and that Nathaniel Mug- 
ford and William Dawe, also of Port 
de Grave, were reported missing. That 
the casualties resulted in the fight is 
evident. The Grieff was a specially 
fitted raider and operating under a 
neutral flag. The Alcantara was an 
auxiliary cruiser of 15,000 tons, built 
in 1913. The raider was sunk by gun­
fire from the British cruiser, but the 
latter was sunk by torpedo. The loss 
of the Huns was of far greater mag­
nitude than ours though it may be 
said that our sailors rescued 120 of the 
Huns. *

Chaplin’s Millions.
Mutual Company Which is to pay Him

$670,000 the first year, Estimates

His Earnings at $2,200,000.

Charlie Chaplin, as lie lias been 
previously known, will now be call­
ed Charles Chaplin. He is to receive 
$070,000 for his first year's contract, 
and the total operation in forming 
the Chaplin’s Producing Company in­
cluded the sum of $1,350,000.

John R. Freulcr, head of the Mu­
tual and also a prominent participant 
in the group financing the production 
of Chaplin comedies, said after the 
closing of the deal binding the come­
dian tor the next twelve months, that 
he had carefully estimated the gross 
receipts of the new organization for 
the year. Figuring conservatively, 
on a basis of less Chaplin prints than 
had been sold by the General Film, 
and possibly also on a lower average 
rental, he was confident the sum 
would reach $2,200,000. This was for 
the United States and Canada. Noth­
ing was said about the rest of the 
world’s markets—usually considered 
at least equal in demands to those of 
North America.

• One big Western exhibitor remark­
ed at the recent trade ball in Madison 
Square Garden that in one large city 
he owned three big houses that were 
losing money at the rate of $100,000 
a year. Try as he would, the deficit 
continued. He said he had tested 
every service without much difference 
in results. Great organs played by 
master musicians; good orchestras; 
big, comfortable houses, uniformed 
attendants and expensive pictures 
were not sufficient. But—a Chaplin 
subject always did the trick. Which 
is a twenty-times exhibitor's dnswer 
to the question: "Why $10,000 a week 
to a player in motion pictures?"

It Is said that two years ago, when 
Chaplin was going to Keystone, lie 
was moved to tears by the fearful 
thought that if he failed to make good 
on the screen, he might not be able 
to get back his $60 a week job in 
vaudeville. If the story be true, C. <\ 
must laugh now when he recalls it. 
He may have thought of it recently 
when he contributed $1,300 to the 
Actors' Fund, the other half of the 
$2,600 he received for his Hippodrome 
appearance going to his brother play­
ers in England.

Boy Rescued
From Drowning.

Revolvers.
By GEORGE FITCH,

Author of “At Good Old Siwasli."
A revolver is a nickel-plated substi­

tute for bravery, which has practical­
ly driven the original article out of 
the market. It is a small, loud in­
strument with a cylinder, a trigger 
and a barrel, through which lead bul­
lets can be deposited with great ease 
and rapidity in burglars, pedestrians, 
political adversaries, and personal 
friends against whom the owner of 
the revolver may be temporarily pre­
judiced.

The revolver gives a puny man with 
a %-inch brain and the pluck of a 
grasshopper a 100 yard reach and 
makes him more deadly - than a Sioux 
Indian. There was a time when this 
country had no dangerous animals, 
except bears and wolves, and life was 
safe, except on the frontiers, but now 
vast hordes of sixteen-year-old boys 
who use tlieir skulls for a dime-novel 
bookcase, roam the streets with cigar­
ettes in their faces and portable can­
non in tlieir hip pockets, producing 
obituaries with the skill and enthusi­
asm of a cholera microbe; while it is 
at all times possible to meet a per­
sonal enemy who has been chasing 
you for a week, and who is reluctantly 
compelled to defend himself when he 
catches you by filling you so full of 
lead that your remains wil require 
eight pall-bearers.

Revolvers are now so generally 
used in debate, in domestic quarrels 
and repartee of all sorts, that 8,000 
Americans die of them each year. In 
India about this number of natives die 
from cobra bites each year and the 
government is doing its best to ex­
tinguish the cobras. But in America 
revolvers are being perfected each 
year, and are now given away as 
premiums with tea and soap. The 
latest models, moreover, keep right on 
shooting when the trigger is pulled, 
which makes it possible for the owner' 
to get not only the man he is shoot­
ing at, but a few bystander^ and a 
baby or two in the bargain.

Revolvers are making this country 
very unhealthy, and they will con­
tinue to do so until a law is passed 
forbidding their sale to fools, crimi­
nals, quick-tempered men, » nervous 
men and cowards. This will confine 
pistol toting to the police forces and 
the .bronze statues of the country, and 
will gAeatly enhance the desirability 
ot the common six-inquest revolver.

NAVAL RAID ON GERMANY.
LONDON, To-day.

The following official statement 
was issued last night: An attack by- 
British seaplanes was delivered yes­
terday-morning upon German airship 
sheds at Schleswig-Holstein, east­
ward Island of Syln. The seaplanes 
vyere convoyed to their rendezvous, 
close to the German coast by an es­
corting force of light cruisers and 
destroyers under command of Com­
modore Tyrwhitt. Three of the sea­
planes which took part in the attack 
are missing. The destroyer Medusa 
was in collision with the destroyer' 
Laverock, and it is feared that in the 
stormy weather which prevailed last 
night, the Medusa may have been 
lost, but no misgivings are felt as to 
the safety of the crew. Two German 
armed patrol vessels were sunk by 
our destroyers. No detailed report 
has yet been received but from Dan­
ish press messages, it would appear 
this operation which was carried out 
within enemy’s waters achieved its 
object. The Laverock is 260 feet long 
built in 1914. She was armed with 3 
four inch guns, two torpedo tubes. 
Her normal complement was 100 
men. The latest available British 
Navy records give no description of 
the Medusa.

GERMAN ARMED TRAWLERS SUNK
LONDON, To-day.

A despatch to the Exchange Tele­
graph Co., from Copenhagen, says that 
two German armed trawlers were 
sunk by the British outside Sylt Har­
bor, and were named Braunschweig 
and Otto Rudolf. .

BUDGET OF WAR NEWS.
NEW YORK, To-day.

A violent bombardment, northwest 
of Verdun, region of Malincourt, con­
tinues, while north of the fortress 
and Woevrÿ region east, intermittent 
cannonading is still in progress. No 
infantry attacks have been launched 
by Germans except southeast of Fort 
Douaumont, where Berlin reports 
hand-to-hand encounters with advan­
tage on the side of the Germans. The 
French in Argonne forest are keeping 
up their bombardment of German 
positions. Considerable artillery- ac­
tivity on the part of the French also 
has been shown in the Vosges. Ex­
plosion of French mine in this region 
inflicted heavy losses on the French, 
according to Berlin the German po­
sitions were not impaired by the 
explosion. On the Russian front, the 
Germans attempted an offensive in 
the region of Jacobstadt but were re­
pulsed^ while the Russians captured 
a German trench in the region of 
Dvinsk. Heavy fighting is still going 
on in the Lake region, southeast of 
Dvinsk. Berlin says the Russian at­
tacks broke down. Storms in the 

’ mountain region of the Austro- 
Italian line have impeded operations. 
The bombardments is continuing on 
the isonzo front. On the coast region 
of Russia in the Turkish war theatre, 
the Russians are making good pro­
gress against the Turks ; also farther 
south in Lake Van region, they have 
thrown their lines still farther foi - 

‘ward. Three more British steamers 
have been sunk presumably by Ger­
man submarines. They are the Min­
neapolis and Ocean plying between 
American ports and London, and the 
St. Cecilia on a voyage from Portland, 
Maine for London, and the Fenay- 
bridge bound front Philadelphia for 
Hull. The crews of the St. Cecilia 
and Fenaybridge were rescued; the 
fate of the crew of the other steamer 
is not known. The exact number of 
American casualties aboard the cross- 
Channel steamer Sussex which was 
blown up in the Channel Friday 
afternoon has not’ yet been xletermin- 
6(1.

The French Admiralty, basing the 
statement on affidavits of American 
passengers saved, says the Sussex 
was torpedoed without warning. A 
conference of thé Allies of far- 
reaching importance will begin in 
Paris on Monday. The Premier and 
various other high Government offi­
cials including the British Foreign 
Secretary, Secretary for War, and 
Commanding Generals in France, 
Britain and Italy will take part in 
this conference which will give the 
closest consideration to the military 
and political situations brought about 
by the war. The Dutch Ministry of 
Marine says an examination of the 
piece of bronze metal found in the 
lifeboat of the Dutch steamer ^uban- 
tia recently sunk, induced the belief 
that it belonged to the air chamber cf 
a torpedo.

COURAGE OF CAPTAIN OF SUSSEX.
PARIS, To-day.

The calm courage and presence of 
mind of Captain Mouffet filled us With 
admiration, said Madame Wiser Ver 
lindem, a surveyor of the Channel 
steamer Sussex, whose husband is at 
the front. Although badly hurt him­
self this fine French officer worked 
without ceasing for safety of passen­
gers. While giving orders he answer 
ed all their questions, addipg reas­
suring words and declaring that the 
ship would keep afloat, and advising 
all who felt’that they had sufficient 
courage to remain aboard. The last of 
the passengers to leave the Sussex 
for the Marie Therese were several 
British officers. They formed in line 
on the deck of the Sussex and saluted 
Captain Mouffet, who exhausted, was 
turning over the command of the ship 
to the first officer, and they gave 
three ringing cheers.

STRIKE AVERTED.

LONDON, To-Day.
The threatened strike of the Liver­

pool carters has been averted and the 
men have accepted the terms recom­
mended by a Government Conciliation 
Board on March 23. The Liverpool 
Carters’ Union served notice that the 
men would cease work after Saturday 
last unless an advance in wages was 
granted them. A strike by the car­
ters would have seriously deranged all 
traffic at the port of Liverpool.

TURKISH OFFICIAL.

CONSTANTINOPLE,
Via London, To:Day.

The following official statement was 
given out at the military headquar­
ters at the Irak front: Conditions un­
changed on Caucasus front. On March 
25th an advance reconnaisance by a 
small body of the enemy cavalry and 
nfantry forces was repulsed with loss­

es to them. At the Dardanelles our 
coast batteries drove off some enemy 
destroyers which were cruising be­
fore the Dardanelles. Three hostile 
aeroplanes flew over Gallipoli but re­
treated towards the Island of Imbros 
when our battle plane appeared on the 
scene.

THE SINKING (IF THE SUSSEX.

LONDON, To-Day.
The editorial comment of London 

morning papers on the sinking of the 
Sussex contains a large amount of 
speculation as to the probable atti­
tude- ef-the United States. The Daily 
Chronicle remarks that Germany’s 
naval policy stands exactly where it 
stood on the day the Lusitania was 
torpedoed. Ten months’ negotiations 
between Washington and Berlin has 
not altered it one jot or title and dip­
lomatic exchanges have never been 
for Germany anything but an affair 
of masks and pretences. Obviously no 
more direct or defiant challenge was 
ever handed by one nation to another 
than that which Germany has launch­
ed at the United States. Whether the 
United States picks it up or lets lie 
the world and all belligerents will 
now know with clearness hitherto 
lacking precisely where the greatest 
of neutral countries stands.

DEFINITE INFORMATION ANXI­
OUSLY AWAITED.

WASHINGTON. To-Day.
Definite information regarding the* 

sinking of the' Englishman and the 
damaging by explosion of the Channel 
steamer Sussex were anxiously await­
ed by President Wilson and Secretary 
of State Lansing to-day. This infor­
mation was momentarily expected 
from the American Consular Officer in 
England and France. If it is estab­
lished that either of the vessels was 
torpedoed by a German submarine, the 
United States would regard the act 
as a most flagrant violation of the 
rights of humanity, principles of in­
ternational law and of assurances giv­
en by Germany regarding the conduct 
of submarine warfare. Until all facts 
in the case are at hand, however, the 
administrative officials will reserve 
judgment, although there is no at­
tempt to minimize the gravity of the 
situation should it develop that either 
of the disasters was due to submarine 
attack and that American lives were 
lost. The last official information at 
the State Department was a des'patch 
from the American Embassy at Lon­
don forwarding affidavits frorp Edward 
S. huxley and Francis E. Drake, New 
York survivors, swearing that the ex­
plosion on the Sussex occurred with- 
oift the slightest warning and credit­
ing the ship’s commander with say­
ing tjiat he saw a torpedo wake.

RUSSIANS PUSHING GERMANS 

BACK.

PETROGRAD (via London), To-Day.
The sudden development of the 

Russian offensive on the Dvinsk front, 
which has taken the Germans by sur­
prise,, has during the past week re­
sulted in a' considerable advance by 
the Russians over two of the most 
important sectors at Jacobstadt, which 
protects the northern flank, and in the 
Narôcz Lake region, which defends 
the southern positions. A{ neither 
point, although they brought all avail­

able reserves into action and contested 
the onslaughts step by step, were the 
Germans able toystay the Russian ad­
vance. Although from official state­
ments it might be inferred that fight­
ing of equal importance is extending 
over the whole area known as the 
northern front, stretching from Riga 
to the Lake district south of Dvinsk, 
the main Russian effort is being made 
on the southern portion of this line, 
where the Russians are proceeding to 
wards Sventsiany. If pushed to a 
successful conclusion this movement 
would wesult in the capture of the 
important Vilna-Dvinsk railway line, 
which now serves Jhe Germans oper 
ating at Dvinsk. According to reports 
from the ‘front, the Germans are re­
cognizing the probability of such dis 
aster and already have removed their 
depots and supply- stations to a point 
west of Novo Alexandrovisk, and their 
activity in this region now consists 
chiefly in constructing a line of for­
tifications considerably in the rear of 
these they now occupy, to which they 
may retreat in case of continued Rus­
sian successes.

ELEVEN .KILLED.

LONDON. To-Day.

split to pieces, the raft shot over the 
smooth boulder and sent us with the 
deer into the waters of the deep eddy, 
the Indian boy caught one of the logs 
and floated into the hank of the river, 
getting out all right, myself not so 
fortunate getting through the eddy, I 
thought to get bottom with my feet 
hut I could not hold the ground and 
was swept down the river ; -the Indian 
boy ran down the side of the river 
keeping me in view and eventually 
pulled me out in a favourable bend of 
the river; arriving out to the mill we 
found two of the deer in the dam, and 
th^t one had gone oter the overfall 
into the sea. And. now, of the water 
side, the both rivers afford splendid 
harbours, there is five to seven fathoms 
of water close up to the mouths of the 
two rivers; we had piers erected for 
the unloading and loading of the big­
gest ships, the anchorage is good, the 
water is deep right out to sea.

GO ON STRIKE ?

People who are in touch with Ger­
many, and know the actue internal 
conditions which prevail there, have 
been discussing the possibility of the 
German Army going on strike, or, in 
other words .refusing to fight any 
longer.

This admitted startling contingency 
is made more probable than at one 
time would have been imagined by the 
fact that the ranks of the German 
Army are incorporating more and 
more of the essentially unmilitary ele­
ments of the Empire. So reduced, in­
deed, have become the manhood re­
sources of Germany for reinforcing 
purposes, that they are taking elderly 
men and those who would ordinarily 
be rejected as medically unfit.

Watering Down the Standard.
A letter recently found on a cap­

tured German prisoner in France 
spoke of a recruit who was leaving for 
the Front although obviously suffering 
from consumption, and another re­
cruit being passed into the Admiralty 
although he limped badly.

The seriousness of this admixture of 
good and poor troops lies in the warn­
ing, supplied by history, that, in pro­
portion as ybu water down the stan­
dard of troops, so you weaken their 
morale and the fighting efficiency of 
the whole.

The strength of a chain is the 
strength of its weakest link, and the 
analogy may be applied to a unit of an 
army. Physically inefficenit troops 
compel their comrades to adapt their 
movements to suit their own feebler 
powers, and their disgruntled temper 
acts as an insidious but deadly solv­
ent of the spirit of the others.

It will be seen, then, that if this 
danger is as serious as in past years 
it lias proved itself to be, there is jus­
tification for discussing such a far­
fetched eventuality as the German 
Army going on strike.

. There arc certain signs which show 
an unmistakable amount of discon­
tent among the German soldiers, not 
the least of them being the continual 
promises, which the Kaiser and his ad­
visers are under the necessity of mak­
ing, that (he war will not last much 
longer.

In Spite of “Victories.”
Almost equally as important is the 

growing popularity of the peace move­
ment in Germany—a sign that, for all 
the “victories" achieved by the Father- 
land, they are growing tired of fight­
ing a war of which they cannot fore­
see the end. Of lesser significance is 
the growing daily occurrence of Ger­
man deserters on the Western front. 
These desertions seem to advocate a 
wave of discouragement , in particular 
German units.

It is not an easy matter for any of 
the enemy to cross over to the Allied 
line. They have to run the risk of be­
ing shot either by their own comrades, 
or, in the dark, by our outposts and 
snipers. If, notwithstanding all these 
risks, they do make the attempt to 
desert, it is surely some indication of 
how “fed up" they are with the war.

Desertions into Holland on the part 
of Germans stationed in Belgium were 
also so frequent in the latter part of 
1915 that, not so long since, the Ger­
man authorities were compelled to 
in the frontier. It is further, a mat­
ter of common knowledge that Ger­
man soldiers who'have been warned 
for service on the Yser, that place of 
terrible memories for Germany, have 
deserted at the first opportunity, rath­
er than obey.

A polish deserter who came into the 
French lines just before Christmas, 
reported that in his regiment, the 
73rd Landwehr, "neither Poles nor 
Berlin people hide their discontent. 
Owing to the heavy German losses, he 
added, the Balkan “victories” had been 
received without enthusiasm, and he 
wound up with the impressive re­
mark :

“The Allies must hold firm till the 
day when the German soldiers throw 
down their arms. Thqt day will ar­
rive!”

“They Were Worn Out.”
The French headquarters staff, in 

their account of the- battle of Cham­
pagne, offer* the following comment:
' .“In an engagement in the open the 
number of prisoners is ati indication 
of the spirit of the enemy. In Cham­
pagne the Germans surrendered in 
constituted units (sections of com­
panies), and even tn groups of sever­
al hundred men. They confessed that 
they were worn out. They had been, 
for the most part, without supplies for 
several days, and had suffered more 
particularly from thirst.

“They all showed that they were 
| geratly impressed by our uninterrupt­

ed artillery fire, the feeble response 
j of their own guns, and their losses.
, So recently as December 30th, a re­
liable war correspondent at t?ie Brit­
ish headquarters in France was not­
ing a marked increase in the tendency 
to desert from the enemy lines.

I “Ttte Germans themselves are aware

of this,’,’ he said, "and take the ut­
most precaution to prevent it. Ai.y 
man whose movements even give rise 
to suspicion of, a design to break 
away is fired at. Deserters who have 
come in of late have been unanimous 
in their declaration that, but for the 
perils and difficulties of running away 
there would be wholesale flitting from 
their lines.

Another war correspondent, in 
writing home from France, declares 
that there is a general impression 
gaining ground that the Boche lias no 
longer any stomach for leaving his 
trench; that the impression on the 
British front is that the Germans, ev­
en their snipers, have lost heart and 
vitality; and That the New Year was 
rung in by deep depressions among 
the taciturn men behind the enemy 
parapets.

The failure to make a separate 
peace with any of the principal Allies 
has proved another disconcerting fac­
tor; for, among the lies wherewith the 
Germans sustained the spirits of their 
troops, it was stated that Russia had 
already sued for peace, and that pub­
lic opinion in England was being pre­
pared for a similar denouement.

Last, but not least, there has been 
the depressing influence of the grow­
ing and terrifying violence of the Al­
lies' artillery cannonade. Reports 
found on captured German officers in 
the battle of Champagne prove the 
tremendous upheaval in the morale of 
the enemy caused by the incessant 
bombardment.

“Many men are no longer fit for 
anything," wrote the captain of one 
Germany company. “It is not. that 
they are wounded, but they are Land- 
sturmers."

The Prussians Will Fight On.
Here we have, taken in bulk, an 

amount of evidence hearing on the 
possibility of the German army laying 
down their arms which cannot be ig­
nored. Is this evidence sufficient to 
induce the belief that there is any 
chance of a strike occurring among 
the German soldiers?

There is no reason to believe that 
the assertions or the weakening of 
morale have any reference to the 
Prussian formations; so long as the 
spirit of these regiments, who form 
tire bulwark of the German army, re­
mains unaffected, so long would it he 
hugging a delusion to have faith in 
the possibility of the debacle discuss­
ed.

Austrian regiments composed of 
Slavs and Bohemians, have surren­
dered, wholesale. Not very long ago 
the German general, Mackenscn, had 
to crush a mutiny in an Austrian re­
giment by shooting the officers and 
every tenth man. Some weeks ago 
the Austrian Emperor expunged for 
ever from the Austrian Army records 
the name of a regiment that had gone 
over in entirety to the Allies, and we 
have" had the astonishing spectacle of 
20,000 Austrian prisoners, starved and 
bootless, accompanying the Serbs in 
their retreat to the Albanian moun­
tains and making uo attempt to es-V 
cape.

Despite all these signs of lack of 
spirit among the Austrian troops, no 
one would he so foolish as to say they 
are general, or that there is any fear 
of the Austrian Army going on strike. 
Much less, then, must we argue from 
the mass j)f evidence summarised 
here that the German Army stands ir 

[ any danger of the men mutinying. 
Preparing fur Hie Worst.

The weaker elements in the German 
Army may be, and undoubtedly arc, 
discouraged, and would like to be 
back in the “Dear Fatherland" again; 
but the stronger elements, which ill' 
elude the officer and the Prussian 
classes, are by no means broken in 
spirit, and mean to fight to the hitter 
end.

The discussion of the possibility of 
the German Army going on strike may 
lead to an interesting exchange of 
views, hut we should be wrong to be 
deceived into giving too much import­
ance to signs and portents which 
seem to point in that direction. The 
fact that this country has resolved on 
compulsion is a proof, if any were 
needed, that the British Government, 
which ought to know, believes it will 
be a straight fight 1 to the death.— 
Answers.
