Yesterday’s news from

the front where the great

battle continues to rage

with unabated fury, was
very meagre indeed, and no opinion
can yet be formed: neither is it pos-
sible for any layman, no matter how
clearly he may follow the telegraphed
version of operations, to obtain any
idea as to the swing of the military
pendulum; but he can, at least, thrill
with pride as he reads of the numer-
ous instances of bravery and devotion
to duty of the British troops engaged-
in this Homeric struggle on the blood-
stained fields of France. Notwith-
standing the difficulty of arriving at
any definite conclusion from the mass
of cabled messages, there are some
facts which at once appeal
pride’. Mainly, these are the stubborn
resistance put up by the troops en~
gaged; the many instances of valor
on the part of all ranks, and the com-
plete confidence with which the Brit-
ish soldier regards the advance of the
enemy’s legions. In fact this feeling
of confldence in their ability to check
and halt the attack, on the part of the
rank and file, has communicated itself
to the people at home and all England
to-day is calmly, if anxiously, regard-
ing the titanic course of events. In
proof of this the King’s message to
Field Marshal Haig, yesterday, may
be quoted:

] can assure you that the forti-
tude, courage and self-sacrifice

command continue so heroically to
resist the enemy’s greatly superfor
numbers are realised by me and my
people, The Empire stands calm
and confident in its soldiers. God
bless them and give them stremgth
in this time of trial.”

President Wilson also cabled the
Field Marshal congratulating him on
the British stand against the German
offensive and predicting a final Allied
victory. In this message the Presi-
dent says:

“May I not express to yom my
warm admiration of the splendid
steadfastness and valor with which
your troops have withstood the Ger-
man onset, and the perfect confi-
dence Americans feel that you will
win a secure and final victory.”

The scarcity of present labor should
be made up by the-city workers and
students giving the producers all the
assistance they can in the summer
time vacations. Bacon, Sir Edmund
continued, is one of the most valuable
foods for the soldier, and notwith-
standing the many difficulties in the
way of hog producing the farmers
should produce to the last ounce. We
are now living in a time of social un-
rest and the price of everything was
never so high, nor the purchasing
power of the dollar so low, and peo-
ple with a more or less fixed income
are suffering keenly., From the tur-
moil produced by this has come a
great bitterness towards all, who by
stretch of fancy, are held to be re-
sponsible for existing conditions and
this bitterness is very often without
any real basis. Blaming the Premier
or the Food Controller, the provision
dealer or the farmer for high prices,
will gain nothing as these are a re-
sult of war requirements, and the
conditions arising out of the war are
at the bottom of most of our troubles.
It is more necessary that we should
eat less than it is that we save more
money, for in eating less we “can
make sure that others across the sea
will not go hungry. With mén, money
and food the battle will be won. Eat-
ing less, however, is not so much a
fattor as. replacing some of the ar-
ticles of food at present cofsumed,
and especially is this the case with
white bread and bacon. More fish
should also be on our tables, but only
a small fraction of our people are re-
sponding to the call toc economize.
Consequently the Food Contholler is
now bringing under license the mill-
ing and packing industries and is con-
trolling the refining and distribution
of sugar. The license system will
also be applied to fish, fruit, veget-
ables, groceries, package cereals,
milk, etc. A shortage of food on the
part of the Allies may prevent us from
continuing the war, and may have the
effect of bringing about a peace on
German terms. Thérefore unless we

wish this we must produce more and
eat less, otherwise some _ot them who
are dearest to us, acrosec the sea must
starve, and we may lose our chance
of dictating a peace, the
which shall be a guarantee: that our
children sghall not have te fight again
for tho:p liberties which are now in
jeopardy.

Geoorge Henry Curtis sworn and ex-
amined by Mr. Dunfleld: I belong to
'Hythe, near London, Eng. My age is
86 years. I belong to the Royal Na-
val Reserve. I am rated as a seaman.
I was a gununer on the Florizel on her
last voyage. I have been at sea for
21 years. I was on the 8 to 12 watch
on the last voyage and on again at 4
in the morning. I was on the Jlook-
;out from 9 to 10 and from 11 to 12 on
the starboard side of the bridge. I
was standing by from 10 to 11. The
 weather was very good. There was
a fresh wind. There was a swell but
no heavy sea. The visibility was good
; till 9.45. It was then fine snow which
continued till the end. of my wdtch,
We went through strings of ice be-
tween 8 and 12. I think they call it
slob. I have not much experience
in ice. I had no idea how heavy the
slob was. I had not judged the speed
of the ship. I do not know the head
called’ Motion Head. That was my
fourth time on the coast. I cannot
say the exact distance we were off
the land. I gave the orders to take
soundings between 11 and 12. I did
not hear of the log being used in that
watch. At 4 o'clock the wind was on
the quarter. There w; more swell
-but I don’t think the wind was much
more. The ship was not taking' any
water aboard. Between 4 and 4.50 I
was standing by at the after end of
the boat deck. I don’t knaw if there
' was any sounding taken in that hour.
I don’t know.if the log was used.
felt the bump when the ship struck.
When she struck I went to the boat
deck to assist in getting out the boats
when a heavy sea came and washed
them away. I stood under the lee side
of the smoking room. About a dozen
were there. I did not recognize any
of them at the time. I later found out
that one of them was Miss Denief. I
also remember seeing the chief en-
gineer, Timmons, the oiler, and the
cook. I did not see any of them wash-
ed away. I then went forward to the
Marconi Room. Four or five people
were there. I recognized Lynch, Two
went to the fiddley. Lynch was the
last one to leave. I stood there for
half an hour and went inside the Mar-
coni room. I remained there till I
was taken off.

To Mr. Gibbs—I saw the captain on
the bridge between 9 and 10 and again
between 11 and 12. I was not on the
bridge at 4 so did not see the captain
at that time. I saw a light about 9.45
after leaving port. When it started
to snow I did not see it after.

To Com. MacDermott—I took my'

‘orders from the leading seaman to
take my look out on the bridge.

Arch E. Gardner sworn and exam-
ined by Mr. Dunfield, said: I belong
to Britannia, T.B. I am 27 years of
age. I was a first class passenger on
the Florizel on her last voyage. I re-
tired about 9.15. About 8.30 the stew-
ard came to my room and pointed out
the lifebelts to me and said “you
won’t need them this trip.”

Got up at 4 o'clock to dry
up some water that had come in
through the social hall door on the
port side. There was not much wa-
ter. Was at the work when she
struck. I was in charge of state-
rooms 10 to 19 on the starboard side.

The members of the Pittman fam-
ily, James Pittman of 326 Bast Fifth
Street, South Boston, and his sons,
Herbert and William, have a bon? to
pick with the Germans and they are
determined to. get even for past per-
formances. They were torpedoed
twice while crossing the Atlantic in
steamers of the France and Canada
line, and they want a chance at re-
prisals.

Yesterday they enlisted in the in-
land waterways and docks section of
the British army at the British and
Canadian recruiting mission here, and
David Pittman, a brother of James,
who accompanied them to the mission,
declares he will enlist to-day.

Leave To-night for Canada.

The Pittmans will leave to-night for
~Mont.x'eal, whence they will depart for
one of the bases in Europe of the
Royal Eng’i!{eers. The four Pittmans
are natives of St. John’s, N.F, and
have since the outbreak of the war
been employed on the steamers of the
France & Canada lines as carpenters.
They were torpedoed twice, once when
they were aboard the steamer Cana-
tfian, and the other time~ when the
steamer Belgian Prince was sent to
the bottom.

«“We could have kept on running

backward and forward between here
and Burope,” said the father of the
two Pittman boys, “but we got togeth-
er and decided that we could be of
more service to our country by join-
ing the army. We are all going into
the same unit, and I hope we will be

“They have already killed one of

It is certainly a great inconvenience
to the people of Placentia Bay to have
mail, passengers and freight tied up
so long, but there seems to be no one
to appeal to: we Lave no members cnd
Mr. Reid and“the Government seems
to have no use for us. As far as we
could see while at Placentia there was
no move being made to rectify the
matter. The ships are alright and
the Captains are fine men—almost too
good—because if Capt. English had
not persevered in passing over the
outside bar at-Placentia in the storm
of Saturday last the consequences
might have been serious; of course he
was “between two fires.” It was not
easy to decide whether to go in or
out was the greatest danger, but in his
good judgment he choose the former
and brought the Dundee safe through
the Barrisway. The writer of this
note is not an engineer, but if he
were he would open his eyes and look
and would not crawl stern foremost
into a lobster burrow to build a rail-
way terminus. The people of this Bay
are long-suffering, is it possible that
there cah be no move made to put a
railway terminus somewhere where it
can be reached safely by land or
water.

Dear Sir,—Please give me space in
the columns of the “People’s Paper”
for a few remarks re the most unsat-
isfactory mail service we of Placentia
Bay are subjected to since the begin-
ning of the present year. It has been
bad enough in the past, but was effici-
ent compared. to what we are now
forced to put up with. The S. S. Ar-
gyle since the New Year has made on
the average a fortnightly trip to the
different parts of the Bay until
March. . We know perfectly well it is
not the fault of Capt. Norman, an en-
ergetic hustler, anxious to keep his
ship an sghedule time, but what can
he do when the Argyle has been “hung
.up” at Placentia for five or six days
at one time. Are Coaker and Reid al-
lied to spare Reid’s coal, and give the
people of this Bay half the service we
understood the Contractor had to give,
and goodness knows that was little en-
ough in this advanced ‘age. Since
Feb. 27th the Bay has not got a single
mail; imagine a month. There ‘may
be people there requiring medicine
from doctors to save life, they may be
running short of provisions or very
anxious to get a letter from friends'or
in many cases breadwinners, sons or
brothers on the battlefield or uphold-
ing “Freedom of the Seas” for us all,
and this is what we have to be subject
to. The railway terminus in the
wrong place i chiefly responsible for
this last and longest delay. That
place—Placentia is only a roadstead
with winds from freezing points blow-
ing into it, consequently it is full of
ice at times when every other port in
the Bay is open to navigation. In the
N. W. storm last week it was only by
chance that the Argyle, Home and
Dundee were not lost “when they
could no longer stay in the roadstead
and as a last resort had to try and
navigate the Barrisway or Gut in an
effort to save them. They succeeded
and are since frozen in, there to re-
main until an easterly wind comes to
clear them out. Crowds of would-be
paslengers are daily walking around,
no way of getting to their homes and
families, all over anxious to get there,
but what can" they do. Have no pub-
lic man in the country the interest of
the masses sufficiently at heart to
make an effort to put the railway ter-
minus of this Bay in some part of it
where such cases as the present will
cease. Any other htarbour in the Bay
is free of ice now except this place:
Two days ago the Red Island, Harbor
Buffett and Sound Island passengers
sailed from Argentia in a schooner to
their homes. What on earth is - the
reason why Government and Reids
are so anxious to disoblige the three
thousand people of Placentia Bay by
keeping the railway terminus in this
most undesirable and inconvenient
place.

ENEMY HAS BIG PLANES.

LONDON, March 25.
(Correspondence of the Associated
Press.)—There have been many- re-
ports recently about mysterious mul-
tiple engined German airplanes of gi-
gantic size. In past days German pa-
pers have been mentioning them
guardedly under the; title of “Rein-
flugzof” or giant airplane. Accord}ng

these thus far have appeared on the
West front, one a four-engined biplane
and the other a six-engine triplane.

In the
big biplanes the engines are placed
behind the wing much in the way that

The chief
reason for the existence of these giant
machines is to carry -enormous bombs,
probably two or three of about one
thousand pounds weight, and several
of twenty-two hundred pounds each,
or possibly even one bomb of 2,000
or 2,600 pounds, which the Germans
hope may wipe out the whole section
of a town at one stroke. The belief
among English experts is that these
giant planes will prove more vulner-
able to attack than small ones, being
easier to hit either from the ground
or from pursuit. The craft, moreover,
are too large to be handleq easily.
