An analysis of Germany's lafit re­
ply to President Wilson’s demands 
shows but very little change in tenor 
from that of the previous answer. 
The form of expression and verbiage 
is altered, but no more, if the diplo­
matic fabrications be excepted, and a 
strain of hypocrisy and cant pervades 
the whole document. The most glar­
ing and transparent piece of diplo- 

• matic falsehood is the statement that 
the whole constitutional fabric of 
Germany has been changed, and that 
“a new government has been formed 
in complete accordance with the 
wishes of the representatives of the 
people, based on equal, universal, se­
cret and direct franchise." Nothing 
could be further from the truth. No 
government in existence could so 
drastically change its constitution in 
the short period of two weeks, and 
put through a general election, and 
the German Chancellor's deliberate 
lie is immediately discernible. Its 
object is plain. It is as Senator Lodge 
says, “A clumsy trap, awkwardly set 
to involve us in diplomatic discussion, 
and if it is answered at all, it should 
be with demands only for UNCON­
DITIONAL SURRENDER. It seems 
unbelievable that anyone should be 
taken in by the last German note. All 
they say iibout changing their Gov­
ernment is pure camouflage : there 
has been no election in Germany. It 
iq the same old Reichstag, governed 
by the same forces and interests.” 
The hypocrisy of the Kaiser and his 
following is amply demonstrated in 
the protest which they make “against 
the reproach of illegal and inhuman 
actions made against the German land 
and sea forces and thereby against 
the German people.” No one but a 
case hardened criminal could incor­
porate such a protest into a peace 
proposal. The name of German reeks 
of dishonor and inhumanity and bar­
barity. Why repeat again the tale of 
their unparalleled atrocities on land 
and sea. They are indelibly printed 
in the memory and can never be 
erased. The echoes of the drowning 
cries of the women and children of 
the Lusitania have not yet ceased. 
The shrieks of the tortured women 
and children of Belgium, slain, out- 
rarged, maimed and murdered have 
not yet died away, yet the Hun com­
placently denies these crimes and ex­
pects the world to forget their com­
mission. “The German Government," 
continues the note, “further denies 
that the German navy is sinking 
ships, or has ever purposely destroy­
ed life boats with their passengers." 
Perhaps the Imperial German Chan­
cellor wishes it to be understood that 
the U-boats responsible for these pi­
ratical acts do not belong to the Ger­

man navy, but are acting on the sole 
Initiative of their bommanders in 
their crime of lawless and unjustifi­
able sea murder. But Anglo-Saxons 
have long memories and the glaring­
ly deliberate untruths uttered by 
Maximilian are doubtless Intended for 
home consumption. They cannot mis­
lead the Allies, nor turn them aside 
from the main object The German 
people, to quote the Psalmist, “are 
continually gathered together for 
war,” and through their Chancellor, 
“they have sharpened their tongues 
like a serpent, and adders poison is 
under their lips."

Many assertions have been made 
that we have rib quarrel with the 
German people, who are a paprticu- 
larly harmless class of individuals. 
This assertion is -absolutely untrue. 
The war is as much the war of the 
German people as it is of the Kaiser, 
the difference perhhps being that the 
motives of the people were lees 
worthy than those of their Emperor. 
He sought honor and glory, and the 
making of a mighty Empire. They 
coveted the property and envied the 
prosperity of their neighbors, and 
went headlong into war for plunder 
and the lust of gain. Therefore their 
punishment must take the form of 
deprivation of wealth, stripping them 
of their power to do future evil, tak­
ing from them their wrongfully ac­
quired corporate possessions, and 
compelling them, jointly, to indem­
nify those whom they have robbed. 
We cannot, we must not, “forget and 
forgive” either Germany or the Ger­
man people, no matter how commend­
able this human tendency may be, 
because now is the time to remember 
all that they have done, and upon our 
remembering much of the future de­
pends. Any overlooking of Germany’s 
crimes would be to encourage, if not 
to invite, similar atrocities hereafter. 
Had her vile misdeeds been acci­

dental, or even due to the heat of 
military passion they might have been 
overlooked to a certain degree. Eut 
they were cold blooded, deliberately 
planned and perpetuated on inhuman 
principles. They must not only be 
borne in mind but thoroughly aveng­
ed. This is not demanded by the 
spirit of vindictiveness, but by the 
stern requirements of immutable jus­
tice—the sure law of God and of 
man.”

The demand of the Allies, in order 
to bring the punishment of civiliza­
tion and jutsice upon the German, 
people and their Kaiser, must be for 
absolute, unqualified and Uncondi­
tional Surrender. The world is not 
inclined to accept anything less.

Pte. Pyke
Wounded.

Mrs. Mary Pyke, of Portugal Cove, 
has been officially notified from Otta­
wa that her husband, Pte. George 
Philip Pyke, of the 86th Battalion 
Nova Scotia Highlanders, was wound­
ed on the 30th September, 1918, suffer­
ing from fractured tibia.

He came through Vimy Ridge action 
without a scratch, and received his 
first wound in the battle of Arras, but 
it was not serious enough to take him 
to hospital, so he remained on duty.

The Passing of 
Hon. Jas. Angel.

(LCJL)
One by one the leaders of our coun­

try are passing away, and the men 
who pioneered our industries are be­
ing numbered with the past

The class of men who pioneered the 
industries of Newfoundland were of a 
strong and robust constitution, and 
they possessed characteristics which 
especially fitted- them for their duties. 
Of such a class was the late Hon. Jas. 
Angel whose death occurred yester­
day, who, for more than sixty years 
was closely identified with our coun­
try in all its-interests. Of him it may 
be said that he was the founder of 
much of its mechanical and engineer­
ing development. His career began 
away back in the fifties, when New­
foundland had neither mills nor ma­
chinery, and to him and his father be­
long the distinctions of having erect­
ed the first saw mill, and of construct­
ing the first steam-engine for local 
use.' To-day there are hundreds of 
those utilities in operation throughout 
Newfoundland, and they stand for the 
progress of the country; but their be-l 
ginning lay in the genius and prac-j 
ttcal skill of our departed and respect/ 
ed citizen, the late James Angel.

During his long career in St. John’s 
Mr. Angel was known for hie applica­
tion to business and for his strong de­
termination to get things done. His 
was no milk and water policy. To 
him duty was first, and even though it 
meant the ill-will of his fellows, he 
feared not, but looked beyond such 
things and saw his reward^ in “duty 
performed.” To those of us who work­
ed with him and who for a half cen­
tury were associated with him, his 
worth became better known as we raw 
his work develop. The strength and 
characteristics of the man revealed 
themselves with the experience of the 
years, and his influence made us all 
the stronger. We admired him be­
cause he was practical, and was al­
ways one with the people. In bis pro­
motions and in his honours he still re­
tained his personality, and never got 
beyond the circle of his fellow work­
ers. From first to last he, himself, 
was a worker, and as such he held a 
big place in the hearts of the work­
ing classes.

As a legislator, Mr. Angel, no doubt 
did much good; but his greater good, 
and his greater self, were really mani­
fested in his business career and 
social life. Official life does not per­
mit of the best in man at all times, 
for its restrictions limit them'; and this 
is why some of leaders get so lost to 
the people.

That train in­
cluded a second class car, diner, first 
class car, baggage car and two sleep­
ers, and engine. I have two men un­
der me whose business it is to exam­
ine the cars when they come in and 
before they go out each trip. Those
two men are Legrow and...................
These men are pld experienced haa s 
in the mploy. Thse two men ex­
amined the cars of that train before 
it left. These two men passed all the 
cars In good order. Four of the cars 
of that train came back to me for re­
pairs: These were two sleepers, first 
class car and the diner. One truck 
of the second class car of that train 
also came back to me for repairs; that 
was the truck that was left on the 
road bed as I understand. I did not 
go over to the scene of the accident. 
The first sleeper . we got in was 
"Trinity.”

(Q.) What damage was done to that 
car?

(A.) Several panes of glass were 
broken : three lead lights in the top 
section of the sash were broken right 
out, and in the lower section 
three panes of plate glass broken : 
one double seat was torn out of place 
so it had to be taken down for re­
pairs. New steps had to be put on this 
car, and the hand rails on the platform 
were badly bent up. The wheels were 
alright.

(Q.) What damage was done to the 
second sleeper “Trepassey”?

(A.) This car was more smashed 
up thjan the other sleeper. Six panes 
of plate glass in the main sash were 
broken, and either five or six of the 
lead lights above were gone. Two 
double seats were started out about 
an inch from Wie wall atid were split 
in the ends in three pieces. We had 
to take them both out and repair them 
and put them both back again. One 
berth was out of order caused by the 
car falling upon a stump of a tree. 
The trucks and the wheels of that car 
were very good, we had them out and 
looked over them. These cars came 
in on their own wheels.

(Q.) What damage was done to the 
first class car?

(A.) The glass on the one side of 
this car was broken pretty well tho 

I whole length. The seats of this car 
! were alright. The trucks and wheels 
I were all in good running order when 
they came In.

(Q.) What damage was done to tho 
; diner?

(A.) She was brought In on her 
cwr. wheels. Tho balloon deck was 

1 stove up at the one end, about ten 
i feet of it. The balloon deck is the 
1 section of the top of the car which is 
narrower than the main body of the 
car, about four feet five inches wide,

I eighteen inches high and runs the full 
1 length of the car. All the wheels and 
I trucks were in good running order 
when they came in.

The truck of the second class car 
was brought In five or six days after 
the accident. I examined that trucn 
when it'came In. A truck consists 
of two pairs of wheels, four oil boxes 
and four housings and the body frame 
of the track. The frame consists of 
two sides plated with three eight ron 
plates inside and outside, six inches 
wide, full size of the frame. .The 
two eiyi beams are four by six. The 
beam of the front end of the truck to 
cut out three inches deep by two feet 
long, and then there is a three-eighth 
iron plate four inches wide, about 
three feet long put in under, the four 
by six timber where it is cut out to 
strengthen It on^tbe top to allow the 
draw bar to swfltg back and forth on 
top of the truck. Two hanger beams, 
Inch and a half by five, with three- 
quarter ends bent to fit the outside of 
the truck, come up on the front and 
over he top and turn down about an 
inch on the outside. That is to carry 
the bolster, the spring, board and 
springs. The car sets directly on top 
of the bolster.

(Q.) What parts of this truck were 
•damaged?.

(A.) The end beam was broken in 
two places where the axle timber 
went aalgnst it. This was the frame 
end beam that was broken. The back 
end of the axle timbers butt against

amined them after the accident : I 
don’t know the exact age of the 
wheels or how long they have been 
running. I don’t think they have been 
running more than two weeks. They 
are perfectly new; they only show a 
small mark on the thread of the 
wheel close to the flange. From what 
I saw on those cars and wheels, it is 
impossible to tell what caused the 
run-off.

John Moore, sworn and examined 
by Mr. Mews, B.L.

I was steward on the dining tsr 
which left St Johns for Port aux 
Basques on September the 23rd last. 
I remember on that trip being ,-teld 
up at Topsail owing to a run-off ahead 
a mile or two. I don’t know what cars 
were off the track. Nothing unusual 
occurred until we met with an acci­
dent west of Curling. I was in the 
dining car when the run-off occurred. 
The first I knew of the run-off was 
when I felt the front truck of the 
diner leaving the rails. This was just 
before we came to the. dump. I did 
not see the second class car go off nor 
I did not see it go down the dump. I 
knew the car ahead was the second 
class car. That car took the diner 
with her, but uncoupled from the diner 
and the diner went partly over the em­
bankment and fell on her side, Mr. 
Cobb, Roadmaster, and Mr. Gushue, 
mailman from Port aux Basques, who 
came down on No. 2 and joined us at 
Curling were in the car at the ‘ime. 
The cook, John Moyst, was also in 
the car. When the car fell over, I 
was on the side she fell on and I had 
my arm hurt. Mr. Cobb was hurt 
considerably. When the car left the 
track, Mr. Cobb stood up to pull the 
emergency cord, so that when the 
car fell on its side, he was thrown 
down. Mr. Gushue held on to the 
frame of the windew and was not hurt. 
The cook was In the kitchen at the 
time and suffered only from shock. I 
got out of the car through the win­
dow on the side, which was then the 
roof. The window had been open all 
day. I crawled on all fours Into the 
kitchen through the door and got a 
can and got out and got some water 
from a river and went back again into 
the water. The cook assisted me, also 
the assistant steward. We made a 
couple of trips to the river. We put 
out the fire and made everything 
safe, and by that time Mr. Cobb was 
up and was out through the window. 
After that I went back and assisted 
in getting the people out o{ the' car.
1 went to he first class cir„ which 
was the nearest to me. I went back 
to the sleeping car to assist In get­
ting the passengers out, but by 'hat 
time everyone was out. I remained 
at the scene of the accident for about
2 days. A relief train came up that 
evening between 5 and 6 o'clock with 
Dr. Fisher of Curling. I assisted gen­
erally In helping passengers to get 
their baggage out of the cars. They 
were all taken up to a house nearoy 
and I stood by the train. There to a 
lot of property In the dining car-rwhich 
had to be protected and the steward 
is supposed to stay by his car iirgn 
accident. A wrecking train also 
came that evening with Roadmaster

| Keefe to effect repairs. Some time

They 
did not Jack-up any cars that night. 
That work was done the next morning. 
This accident happened on a carve 
going up grade.

BOMBAY. India, Oct. 23.
(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)— 

Deaths from influenza on Saturday, 
October 6, were 768, the highest in the 
history of Bombay. Lower Caste Hin- 
dos, Mohammedans and Jews were the 
chief sufferers. Deaths during the 
week to October 6, were 4,844 as com­
pared with 3,205 in the previous 
week. The migration of country con­
tinues, although the epidemic is ramp­
ant elsewhere throughout the presid­
ency of Bombay.

ALSO IN SOUTH AFRICA.
CAPETOWN, Oct. 23.

(Via Reuter’s Ottawa Agency).— 
The Influenza epidemic is diminishing 
here in the larger towns, but there are 
serious local outbreaks throughout 
the country. The death toll, in Johan­
nesburg last week, was six hundred, 
and in the Kimberley district four 
thousand, of which six hundred were 
Europeans.

British merchant tonnage losses dur­
ing September, totalled 150,000 gross ;
