CIVIL AVIATOR CHIEF - APPROVEN
SIX HONTHS’ ATR JODBNEY.

LONDON/ May 12.—Plans fbr a new
world fight by Capt. Norman uacn;ﬂ-
lan and Capt. Geoffrey’ H: Malins have!
been approved by Major-General Sir’
William 8. Brancker, director of civil
aviation.

The two officers, who, it will he
remembered, took part in last year's
effort, are to make the new attempt
in one machine, which is being con-
structed by three different makers in
sections.

The avigtors had covered the first
10’000 miles of the. route they now
propose to follow when they broke
down last year in the Bay of Bengal.
They intend to continue from there by
way of Japan, the Kurile Islands and
Kamgehatka, following the line of the
Aleutian Islands to Southern Alaska
and Vancouver.

TO. CROSS CANADA.

From Vancouver thier route les
across Capada and the United States
to New York, thence North to Hali-
fax, NoWloundlt.nd and Greenland,
and back to Londen by way of Ice-
land, the Shetlands, the Orkneys, and
Scotlang.

F_ amous Jewels and
Their Strange Stories.

TEE “GREAT HARRY” OF SCOT-
LAND.

|

When Mary of Scotland, a slim
fourteen-year-old girl, was married
to the Dauphin of France, amidst
gorgeous pageantry, in the year 1558,
she wore—so we are told—“a match- '
less jewel.”

It gleamed upon her white-and-
silver dress, suspended by achain, or
“carcan” of pearls and rubies, a huge
ornament of “three greit rubyes and
‘three greit dyamondes” supporting a
central device in the form of an H
set with diamonds. .

This jewel was known as the
“Great H.” ‘or the “Great Harry” of
Scotland. At the time of Mary's
marriage to the French heir, it was
not a Scotch Crown jewel, but her
own personal and private . preperty,
for the “Harry” who was its name-
sake and donor was Henry VII. of
England, her great-grandfather, on
the mother's side, by whom it had
been presented as a wedding gift to
her grandmother, Queen Mary Tudor.

In 1561, a widow of seventeen, Mary
took the great jewel with per - to
Bcotland, where she went to take
gp the reins of her kingdom’s gov-
srnment, and to win the hearts of her
subjects, so that one of the most dour
of them could write: “Our Queen
s most loesome” or “lovesome.”

But if all Scotland endorsed Mel-
rlle’s verdict’in 1561, four years saw
it change “in men’s minds. By 1565
—.3¢otland was torn by factions for
ind against the Queen, and her mar-
viage with the unworthy Henry Len-
a0x, Barl of Darnley, did not improve
natters.

It was then.that she
cast covetous eyes upon the ‘Great
Harry,” envying it,’ as she envied so
much that belonged to her lovely
cousin. 2

But on this point Mary was reso-
lute. She would not sell this jewel
which she had bequeathed to the
Scotch threne, and it was amongst
those left in Edinburgh Castle, when
the Queen' set ‘out upon that disas-

been thought 'so safe upon the side
of the Regent, deserted to the Queen’s
cause immediately, and it was for
Mary that he held the Castle and the
jewels of the Crown.

During the long and arduous siege
which folloved, these jewels were the |
chief source of revenue to the Queen,
the only thing which enabled her to
carry on the campaign. By 1570 most
of thosé which remained ' had been
sold, some, ironically enough, to the
Engligh. Others were sent to Lon-

‘don for disposal, but seized and de-

tained by Elizabeth’s government.

The “Great Harry” was never sold |

or offered for sale. It remained in the
keeping of Kirkecaldy of Grange invio-
late, even when money was most
sorely needed:

° When at last it became plain that'

the Castle must be surrendered, when
all hope of holding out was over,
Kirkecaldy tried to make it one of the
terms of capitulation that the “Great
Harry” and the other jewels should

be sent back to the Queen of Scots.

But the new. Regent, Morton,
would not -hear of this; he would
consider nothing but the uncondition-
al surrender of the Castle and  all
that it ‘contained.

‘ Kirkealdy, in desperation, consult-
'ed James Mqssman, the faithful jew-
‘eller of the Queen, who made one of
the Castle’'s garrison. Together they
set about concegling the jewels, and
iKirkcaldy tried to hide the “Great
Harry” in his hose, and so endeavor
| to bear it away. This, however, was
not thought to he sure enough, and
at dead of night, the two men went
. down into the cellarage of the Cas-
l:tle and concealed the jewel, together
' with the “Honourg” or _regalia of
Scotland—the crown, the sceptre, and

the sword—in a crevice of 'the living/}

irock upon which the Castle is built.
L * x *
Somehow Morton got wind of this
treasure-trove—probably when he
discovered that the .most precious
jewels were migsing—and the great-
er part were found and annexed by
the Regent.
| But the “Great Harry” had vanish-

Home-Grown Crops.

From all the indications that|

force themselves on the thinker
and obsérver of industrial condi-
tions in Newfoundland it is safe
to prophesy that 1923 is going
to be a trying year on nine-
tenths of the people of the coun-i
try. It is, therefore, incumbent.

on all those who have agricul-
tural land available and who can
get seed potatoes and other
seeds to set all they possibly can
this season. The fishery under
existing ‘conditions cannot sup-
port our people from September
to next May, and there is no
more reliable auxiliary industry
than agriculture, especially in
those distriets of - the island
where the people have plenty of
land suitable for Taising the
crops that thrive in this coun-
try. During the second year of
the war when it was anticipated
food would be scarce an in-
tensive agricultural campaign
was waged, in which his Excel-
lency the late Governor David-
son set the example and en-
encouraged the people to raise
all the potatoes possible. As we
view the signs of the times there
is equal justification for a sim-
ilar campgign now. What an ad-
vantageous position a fisherman
farmer stands in the fall of the
year who has raised sufficient
potatoes, turnips, cabbage, etc.,
to supply the requirements of
himself and family till the fol-
lowing month of June. He has
added at least $100 o his sum-
mer’s earnings, and so much the
better if he has raised more than
he requires for his own eon-
sumption and has surplus-stocks
to sell. We should,not leave out
of this calculation hay and oats
which grow welliin this country
and for which there is always an
unfailing market. The new Min-
ister of Agriculture, it is report-
ed, will be Mr. Downey. He is a
man well qualified for the office,
and has a good, practical know-
ledge of what is being done and
what is neglected in respect to
raising home grown crops. It is
to be hoped that he will not con-
fine all his energies to merely
importing seeds as his predeces;
sor seems to have done, but that
he will get into personal touch
with the fishermen farmers and
give them any encouragement
and assistance that would con-
tribute to raising at least suffi-
cient vegetables for their own

consumption during the months

from September to May next in-
clusive. If they have surplus
stocks to sell so much the better.
He should then find out who has
such stocks and render them

| practical assistance in finding a

market for the disposal of the
same.

Crew Land in Boats

Yesterday evening news was tuh
ed in from Cape Race that the C.P.R.
Liner Marvale had crashed ashore at
Cape Freels Rock, which lies South-
wéstward distant 3 miles from Cape
Pine Lighthouse. The liner bound to
Liverpool from Montreal with a cargo
of flour and grain and carrying also
430 pasgsengers and erew, struck the
Mand at 4.30. yesterday atternoon. The
passengers and crew were at once
transferred to boats and later landed
at St. 'Shotts. The ocean greyhound
now lies a total wreck one mile off
Cape Pine. \

FIRST MESSAGES RECEIVED.

The first messages of the. disaster
were received in the city by Mr. J. J.
Collins of the Marconi Wireless Co,,
at 6 pm. from Operator Xerton at
Cape Race. It stated “the Marvale
just struck Cape Freels Rock, holds
flooding, now heading for beach; re-
quires immediate assistance; 'notify
Minister of Shipping, St. John’s, and
advise action quickly.”

The Minister of Shipping being no-
tified made arangements to have S.8.
Seal, then in -Marystown, go to the
ship’s assistance, as there were no
other ships here available. Mr. Col-
lins also conveyed the information to
Sir Michael Cashin, who made im-
mediate p{epuat:ons to have -the
steamers Cabot and Susu proceed to
the wreck; the former ship left port
at 8 p.m,, and the Susu an hour later.
Sir Michael and Hon. Tasker Cook
went along by the Cabot ,and Mr. Pet-
er Cashin by the Susu.

At 530 pm. a message from the
Cape stated that the Marvale report-
ed all passengers safe in boats and
an effort was being made to beach the
ghip.

At about 7 o’clock Cape Race re-
ported that the station was unable
to get in touch with the “Marvale,”
and it was generally surmised that
the ship had sunk, as had she been
beached, and her engine room out of
commisgion, her emergency wireless
get could keep up conversation for
at least six or seven hours.

PASSENGERS AND CREW LAND AT
ST. SHOTT'S,

In the meantime,,all telegraph of-
fices in_Trepassey Bay were kept npen
in the hope of getting In touch with
the pdssengers and crew when they
came ashore, as it was believed that
they would land either at Trepassey
or St. Shott’s.

At 11 o’clock Superintendent Saun-
ders of the Anglo received a mes-
sage from the operator at Trepassey
saying Captain Lewis, of the ill-fated
ship, had just arrived there, report-
ing that the “Marvale” had sunk in
seven fathoms of water, about one
mile from Cape Pine. Captain Lewis
reported that the passengers and
crew, numbering 436 all told, had
landed safely at St. Shott’s in the
ship’s boats.

STRUCK WITH MUCH FORCE.

Apparently the liner hit with muck
force as in her S.0.8. to Cape Race,
Captain Lewis, her commander, re-
ported that after striking she backed
off, and it was found that her for-
ward holds were flooding, but though
an attempt to beach her was being
made, it was feared this was impos-
sible so fastly was. the “Marvale”
settling. -

MARVALE FORMERLY AN ALLAN
- LINER.

The “Marvale” was formerly- the
8.8. Corsican, owned by the Allan
Line, but acquired by the C. P. R.
when that concern took over the Al-
lan Line interests. As the Corsican, |
she was well known in this port, as in
the latter part of 1918 a detachment
of “Ours” came home by her ,while
in February, 1919, some 1,100 of our
Regiment, including Sergt. T. Rick-
etts, V.C, return«l by the ship. In’
November, 1915, “Company of
“Ours” joined t.he Coi'l!cln at Quebec
en route for England, when the 55th
Canadian Regiment also crossed, so
thstluvﬂlutemembered‘bymny

Oﬂt!»ed wm dl modern appnanuc.
She-was a sister ship of the Hesper-
ian  and Grampian, and during the
war, all three were used as troop
ships. Many thousands of Canadians

were carried back and forth and on

many oceasfens all three had to run
the submarine blockade. - The Cor-
sican, as she was then known, made

geveral trips to the Mediterranean at |

the time of the Gallipoli’ campaign,
and as before stated, various detach-
ments of Newfoundlanders travelled
by the ship. All three of these fine
Allan boats are mow no more, the
Hesperian having been torpedoed dur-
in the war, while the Grampian, which
struck an iceberg in the Straits some
two years ago, and came in here for
repairs, later caught on fire at Ant-
werp and was so badly damaged that
she was condemned. Now the Corsi-
can the last of the trio, i lying a
wreck near where the bones of se
many other great ships are buried.

NO NEW DEVELOPMENTS.

Up to 1 p.m. to-day no new develop-
ments in relation to the wrecked lin-
er Marvale have come to hand. It is
learned, however, that the passengers
and crew who landed in the ship’s
boats at St, Shott’s have been taken
to Trepassey, where they will entrain
for St. John’s. It was at first thought
that the shipwrecked people would be
transferred on board S. S. Empress
of Britain, which yesterday evening
was rushing to the scene in response

8. 0. 8. calls.

ASSENGERS AT TREPASSSEY.

That this was the intefition is evi-
dent from the following message re-
ceived to-day by Mr, J. J. Collins,
Superintendent of the Marconi Sta-
tion at 11 am.: “Understand passen-
gers at present on way to Trepassey
to entrain for St. John’s. Empress
of Britain at present 30 miles east of
Cape Race. She can embark pissem-
gers at Trepassey but is unable to
get in touch with captain of Mar-
vale.” At 11.45 Mr. Collins received
a further message stating that S. S.
Seal had arrived at Trepassey with
the crew and passengers of the Mar-
vale and that they would be taking
the train for St. John’ds late this
evening.

MAPLEDAWN AT SCENE.

It was thought that when S. S.
Mapledawn, Capt. Dufour, arrived in
port this morning some particulars
of the wreck would be gleaned. The
ship was the first on the scene after
8. O. 8. signals had been sent out,
and althbugh Capt. Dufour was with-
in hailing distance of the position
where the Marvale sank at 7.15 p.m.,
nothing could be seen owing to dense
fog. Capt. Dufour was only 14 miles
distant when the 8. 0. 8. call was
received. After arriving on the scene
he remained until 11 p.m. and pro-
ceeded to St. John's when he receiv-
ed assurances that everything pos-
sible was done and all the passen-
gers were O.K. Capt. Dufour states
also that in addition to the Empress
of Britain responding, one of ' the
Donaldson liners, 8. S. Concordia,
also was there, This liner arrived at
8 p.m., but stood some distance off and
proceeded to Montreal after getting
the O.K. signal. The Mapledawn left
Montreal last Monday and Charlotte-
town on Saturday for here. The cap-
tain reports very foggy weather, es-
pecially near Cape Race. The fog sig-
nals, however, he said, could be heard
quite distinct. Before leaving the
scene he received the following radio
from Cape Race:—"Thanks for as-
sistance. Consider it unnecessary ta
stand by as the Empress of Britain
will probably attend to-morrow morn-
ing.”

SALVING OPERATIONS.

Arrangements for salving the cargo

‘of the Marvale are now being made.

According to Capt. ‘Stnart of Dale &
Co.. who left for the wreck by special
train this morning, the flour, which
forms a considerable part of the
cargo, can be salved if fine weather
prevails. The local boats Susu, Cabot,
Hugh D. and Mary are at the scene,
lb;ut have not reported up to press
our.
