The Future of the Dominion.

The N. Y. Albion for July 3rd, refers
to the rather ungracious reception by the
Press in the Dominion of a letter which
appeared in its columns some time ago,
written by a Canadian in New York, in
which the writer tock the ground, that
the position of Canada as a British Pro-
vince was a standing menace to the
United States and a constant temptation
held out to invasion by the latter ; that
in case of & war with England entailing
an invasion, Canada with its immense
boundary line to guard, would be practi=
cally defenceless before the armies of the
Union, into whose hands it would fall an
easy prey. As the only safeguard against
such a catastrophe, the writer urged that
Canada and the other British American
Provinces be made independent, assert—
ing that, in such an event, the United
States would not insist upon anaexation.

The Albion replying to the comments:
of the Press in Canada on this subject,

T, | says:—" For our part, we have always

believed that independence would ba the

ultimate fate of the British Provinces—a

fate quite compatible with their highest

p and° prosperity.
We are quite sure, too, that the wisest
statesmen of England regard the esta~-
Wliak t of a confed gov =
a8 an intermediate step in the path of in-
dependence, Indeed, the Dominion is to-
day virtuslly free from all oppressive
connection with the Mother Country. She
has all of independence save the name,
and that is reserved for her in the future.
In saying this, however, we do not wish
to be understood as endorsing the views
of the anonymous writer referred to.
That Canada would fall an easy prey into -
the hands of the first American militis
company that crossed the frontier, we are
by no means willing to admit, or that
this would be the result when the single
company had been multiplied by thou-
sands. Canadians are not cowards, but
know how to handle the weapon of de~
fence, and & war by the United States
for apnexation commenced to-morrow,
would be one of the most unpopular
struggles, so far a8 the people of Canads
are concerned, ever waged. It is too late
in history, by & hundred years, to attempt
to force a people against their will, and’
whatever the future of Canada may be, ..

Directors, and the doors were closed on
the morning of the 21st day of May.
That the Directors have not since been
idle in their efforts to realize the assets
of the Bank, and reduce its liabilities,

The latter decrease includes $297,000
bad debts written off.

While every effort was thus being
made by the Board and Cashier to enable
the Bank to resume specie payment with
in the sixty days allowed by the charter
of the Bank, they demed it prudeat to
Yook forward to the worst possible contin-
gency, and obtained from the Parliament
of the Dominion during its last session,
an Act extending the time for the re
sumption of gpecie paymeut to ninety
days fiom the date of the passing of the
Act, providing aleo for the amalgamation
with another bank, if necessary, and for
liquidation, if necessary.

The assets of the Bank, both at the
head-offices and agengies, have been esti-
mated ng carefully as possible within the
limited time between the suspension and
the day fixed for the annual mueting.
The result has been that about $300,000
of notes have been actually written off as
bad., This amount, so far as at present
can be ascertained, includes all losses
sustained by the Bank since it went into
operation on an aggregate of discounts
of over forty two millions of dollars, be-
ing about five-sevenths of one per cent
loss—a result not so disastrous by any
means as has been stated by the enemies
of the Bank

Considering the amount of good this
Bank has done in advancing the material
1nterests of the country, the large amount
of business it has transacted throaghout
the Province, and its present solvent state

- This is in cur-
rent phraseology termed a coup d'etat
of Juarez and no doubt it is an at-
tempt in that direction. But perhaps
themore correct way to describe it
wnl%be 2s the commencing of anew
and bitter civil war. Queretaro is
desoribed as arvayed in arms against
hitn, and in many of the States, his
authority is orenly defied. :
The difficulty;in Mexico is that,
ever at war with the Central Power,
ix a chronic tendenoy to a per-
verted’ exercise of State rights. Con-
centration of the Government in one
haod has from this circumstance
- inpoesible. Its operation is toward
the sotting up of chief after chief,
who redpresents some particular local-
ity, and who having gained a quasi
military force at his side, aims at
pothing less than the presidential
air, Before the expedition of
Maximilian this was as true as it is
fiow; but the perpetual and bloody
divisions among the Mexican people
seemed almost to justify his enter-
prise. Certainly it may fairly be
clamed that under his rule there was
some hope of ultimate escape from
anarchy, * Pressure from without”
spoiled the prospect. Maximilian
was sacrificed, and Mexico to-day is
probably on the eve Jof a struggle
more terrible than that which his
butchery temporarily suspended,
The elections that are to occur in
July are one means by whic* Juarez
will try to consolidate his power. OFf
course his Government will publish.
its entire success. That process is
easy in a country that “‘elected”’ an
Austrian prince who was hardly known
by name to the Mexicanpeople. But
an election, of the sort common . in
Mexico, means nothing ; it is at once
a fraud and a farce. Already great
portions of the country are given over
to bandits and armed political factions.
Mere votes will not affect these.—
Jaurez may coerce aud punish by
wholesale, but civil war will not have
been q Left to th lves,
