which he asserts his right to réign.
He repudistes tho charge brought
against him that he wishes to over-,
nide the laws, and would prefer a
government based on abgolutism and
arbitrary ideas, He favours a limit-
ed monarchy, which would give to
the King the nomination of mem.
bers to one branch of the lLegsla:
ture, leaving to the people-the right
to elect members to the other. He
says he has no desite to domineer
over the people; nor shouid the
people contend against the King,
but both' work together as auxiha.
ries m building up the country and
consolidating the government.

The platform of this advocate tor
legitimacy is all right, and in strict
accordance with our notions a
limited monarchy. But it is ques-
tignable whether it will have that
mfluence over the people which the
Count in promulgatmg it desires. |

At
the time the loan was issued Canada
unguaranteed Five per Cents were
quoted at 100} or, less July dividends,
107. A five per cent. loan at a
premwum of seven is equal to an
anhual interest of §4.67 per cent. It
appears, therefore, that Mr. Cart.
wright succeeded in floating the new
loan at a charge equal to fifteen cents
on every hundred dollars less than
existing securities of the same class,
This represents a saving on the total
amount of the loan ($19,600,000) of
$26,400 per annum, or on the thirty
years the loan has to run, of §882,000.
That is the trifling sum saved to the
country by a gentlemen who was
alleged to have destroyed Canadian
credit and to-be a mere bungler in
finance. -
