All Wholesale Firms Must
Registér by November 1

Jttawa, Oct. 22.—Announcement was
made today that all wholesale dealers
in fruit and vegetabres must register
with the office of the food comntroller
by November 1. By order-in-council of
October 11, the food controller was

given authority to require such regis-
tration. Dealers failing to register
malke themselves liable to a fine of
$1,000, or {mprisonment - for three
months, or both fine and imprisonment.
The term “wholesale dealer” includes
all persons handling fruit and vege-
tables between the bona fide grower

DA IN FULLAND
RN DVER

Two Retaliating Raids Al-
ready Made and Many
More to Come; Home Sec-
retary Makes Statement

London, Oct. 22.—In the house of com-
mons today Sir George Cave, 'nome ®ec-

retary, said that Friday night's air raid
appeared to have been carried oyt by
10 or more Zeppelins. Of these, five
failed entirely to reach their objective,
leaving the country without causing
material damage. Of five which came
near London, four failed to penetrate
the defenses. The remaining one drift-
ed over London with her engines cut
off, dropping three bombs which, un-
fortunately, caused loss of life
British airplanes went up, but the
atmospheric conditions were most un-
favorable for attack or defense and they
were unable to bring the raiders in‘o
action. As was known, four raiders
were brought down dn France, and in-
formation regarding the others was
awaited. The secretary said the great-
est credit was due the French, but add-
ed that in justice to the British anti-
aireraft service, it should be remember-
ed that when these Zeppelins were over
France they were flying by daylight
and at a lower altitude than that at
which they kept while over England.
Paid in Full and Over

The government had already an-
nounced its intention of bombing Ger-
man towns until an end was put to
such cold-blooded atempts by the Ger-
mans on the givil population of the
country. Two such attacks had already
been made and the house could rest as-
sured that the process would be con-
tinued until this purpose was atttained.

The home secretary stated that the
government  had arranged to hold a
nayval inquiry into all the circumstances
in connection with the successful Ger-
man attack recently made on neutral
ships protected by two destroyers. He
refused to entertain a-suggestion thal
the matter should be the subjegt of 'an
inquiry.

GERMANY ADMITS
LOSS OF 4 ZEPPS

Had Special Success
in England

Amsterdam, Oct. 22.—The loss of four
Zeppelins is admitted in an official state-
ment received here from Berlin. An air-
ship squadron, the statement says, at-
tacked London, Manchester, Birmingham,
Nottingham, - Derby, Lowestoft, Hull,
Girmsby and Norwich, England, with
‘‘special success.”

““On the night of October 19-20 a naval
airship squadron under Capt. Baron
von Buttler-Bradenfelds attacked with
special success London, Manchester, Bir-
mingham, Nottingham, Derby, Lowestoft,
Hull, Grimsby and Norwich.

NOT NECESSARY

Ex-Postmaster-General Pre-
dicts a Laurier Victory
With Repeal of Conserip-
tion Act to Follow

Montreal, Oct. 22.—Hon. Rudolphe
Lemieux, speaking at a Liberal conven-
tion at the town hall of Longueuil this
afternoon, when Joseph  Archambault,
K.C., a well-known lawyer of this city;
was chosen as the party candidate for
parliament in the federal county of
Chambly-Vercheres, said he  believed
conscription to be a camouflage, under
which “Rule Britannia” should be sung,
and Quebec insulted as a province of
shirkers affd slackers, while the gov-
ernment would point to Toronto, Ham-
ilton and other places as having given
many men. This would be a libel
on Quebec, he declared. He was told
that there were 25,000 French-Canadian
troops abroad. and each day French-
Canadians figure in the casualty list.
While he was pleased to see his only
son take up arms to fight for ideals
of justice, he would have regretted to
have seen the hand of a sengeant laid
on' his boy to compel him to fight.
“That is my idea of the service that
Canadians could render in this war,”
he said, and he claimed that consecrip-
tion was unnecessary.

Hon. Mr. Lemieux summed up with
a tribute to Sir Wilfrid Laurier as
follows: “Laurier is a Liberal, a.Cana-
dian patriot; above all, he is Laurier.”

Class “A” Should Report

He urged the men of class “A” to
go before the examining boards so as
not to lose their votes, as they might
be disfranchised if they did not go,
and he said he had brought a message
from Sir Wilfrid, which was: “Obey
the military service act.”

Hon. Mr. Lemieux predicted victory
for the Ldberals in the general elec-
tion, and he characterized the union
government as a government of the
big interests against the public inter-
ests, or a ‘‘coalition of appetites.”

Ottawa,¥0¢k 22.—In order to elimin-
ate the i in packages and the ‘n=

crease in cg@tito the consumer involved
in the trade in small packages of
breakfast foods, cereals and cereal
products, an ordér-in-council has been
passed, upon the recommendation of the
food controller, prohibiting the sale,
after a specified date, unless licensed,
of such foods in woriginal packages of
less weight than 20 pounds. In special
cases the food controller may license
the sale 'n smaller packages if neces-
sary in the interest of the public.

Manufacturers and wholesale dealers
are given until Nov. 1 to dispose of
their stocks, but on and after that date
they must not offer for sale in Canada
“any foods known as lbreakfast foods,
or cereals or flour or other foods which
are the product of wheat, oats, barley,
rye, rice, peas, beans, buckwheat, Indian
corn (malze), or lentils in original
packages of legs weight than 20 1bs.”

In the case of .retail dealers, the pro-
hibition of sale iseffective on and after
Dec. 1.

The order-in-counc§l requires that all
the food enumerated “shall be sold by
the pound or ton and shall be net
weight to the purchaser.”

Violation of the regulation is made
an offense, and the penalty provided is
a fine of not less than $10, and not ex-
ceeding $5600, or imprisonment for any
term not exceeding six months, or both
fine and imprisonment,

The prime minister sald: “The mag-
nitude and enthusiasm of this great
meelting, held in the fourth year of the
war, is the best proof of the determin-
ation of the country to prosecute the
war until victory rests on the banners
of our land. (Cheers,) The success of
the last war loan, the most successful
war loan of its source, is very largely
attributalble to the work of the war
savings committees and thelr 100,000
workers, and the state and country and
the allies owe them a deep debt of
gratitude for the work they have done,
We had anxious moments during the « -
spring owing 'to the failure of one or
two of the harvests and the apprehen=-
sions we felt in regard to the subma-
rine menace. At that moment the furs
ther services rendered by itheir commit-
tees and throughout the country had
the effeot of saving our food supplies
by something between five and seven
per cent.

FTZSIMONS DEAD

Greatest Pugilist the World
Ever Saw Is Counted Out
in Chicago Hospital
After Hard Battle

Chicago, Oct. 22—Robert Fitzsim-
mons, former champion heavyweight
. pugilist, died early today of pneumonia

' after an illness of five days,

The former champion was taken sick
‘Jast Tuesday, while appearing in a
" vaudeyille theater, and his allment was
at first diagnosed as ptomaine poison-
ing. Later it was discovered that he

and physicians declared that ke could
not live. His remarkable vitality sus-
L ¢ained him until Saturday, when he
| lapsed ' into unconsciousness, from
which he did not rally except at rare
intervals.

Robert Fitzsimmons was born in
Helston, Cornwall, England, June 4
1862. His parents shortly afterward
moved to' New Zealand.

Fitz started work in his father's
blacksmith shop and at the age of 18
gained fame for his dexterity in swing-
ing a heavy hammer and fashioning
of horse shoes. It was said he could
shape two while two others made one.

Never Refused a Fight

Naturally athletic, Fitzsimmons en-
gaged in all kinds of sport. Before
taking up boxing he was a hammer
thrower and long distance runner. His
speed and endurance were 80 marvelous
that he was given to hunting kangaroos
afoot. The former - champion’s ripg
career began as the winner of a light-
weight competition promoted by Jem
Mace, at Timaru, New Zealand. in 1880.

The
next year he defended his honors, de-
feating five opponents in one night.

Fitzsirm‘mons'continued at the forge
for the next six or seven years, but
‘was always ready to  fight. After
fighting three battles with Jim Hall,
then regarded as the middleweight
champion of Australia, Fitzsimmens
came to America in 1890. He was one
of the lightest men to win the heavy~-
weight championship. He rarely
weighed more than 165 pounds when
in condition and gave away as much
as 50 pounds to some opponents.

Met "Em All, Fought for the
Love of the Game; as an
Old Man Gave Lang 12
Hard Rounds in Australia

The passing of Bob Fitzsimmons over
the great divide—Fitz going down for the
count of ten against the resistless foe—
will bring back to many Calgary fight
fans memories of the\days of real sport.
Real sport, when well-trained men en-
tered the ring to battle for the title, with-
out the assistance of a $100,000 movie
-plant; when the fight game was not one
of the crudest lines of commercialism, and
when men fought becaunse they liked the

the present period. ¢

014 Fitz fought for the love of (he game
and the glory of it. His abjlity was such
that comment on that point would be‘use-
less. A light heavy, he met them as they
came aloong. The bigger they were the
harder they fell. Born in 1862 Fitz en-
tered the ring in 1909 to battle twelve
rounds to a knockout with one of the
roughest, unscientific bdruisers in the
game, Bill Lang, and Fitz stayed with his
man until superior weight and the ad-
vantage of age allowed Lang to put over
a haymaker.

Germans, must have had a moment
of satisfaction when they read—if
they were allowed to read—the re-
port of ‘the speeches delivered at the
National Socialist congress in session
at Bordeaux. For, early in the
proceedings, one of the orators an-
nounced, with the apparent approval
of all his hearers, that it would be
useless at this time to raise or dis-
cuss the question of which nation
was responible for starting the war.
That is good German doctrine, and,
coming from a French Socialist, the
assertion was calculated to cause
much joy'in the country where the
desire to let that dangerous question
severely alone and to talk only about
the present and the future, is naturally

German point of view; however, the
speaker who made the contention so
pleasing to the Germans hastened to
explain that discussion of responsi-
bility for the war was needless be-
cause that question had already been
settled beyond dispute, and further
debate, to be profitable, would have
to be based on the certainty that the
central powers began the great con-
flict.

As the truth of that assertion
seemed self-evident to the delegates
who heard it, the whole German case,
in effect, was thrown out of court by
these French Socialists. Therein
they agree with the whole non-Teu-
tonic world, or with so much of it
that the remainder is undeserving of
consideration from anybody except
professional mathematicians. The
facts with regard to the starting of
the war are indeed on record, and
the record can never be changed.
The Germans can say, accurately
enough, that they are fighting in self-
defense now, but their contention that
the war was forced on them is ver-
acious only if they mean that there
would have been no war had there
been no opposition to their advance
against their neighbors. And that,
really, is what they do mean—that is
their real grievance against the other
belligerents. “"Wolves would feel a
like indignation toward sheep
that unexpectedly developed fighting
strength and the,inclination and the
ability to use it.

A BATTLEFIELD A YEAR AFTER

Nature Did Her Utmost to Cover the
Havoc Where Men Died

(A British Private in the English Mag-
azine Garden.)

I have just traveled up the line agiin
for the second time. I am not so very
far away from the spot where I was
last time, but the change 'that has
happened since I left the line toward
the end of last year has impressed me
very much. I have crossed the old
battlefield of a year ago—the ground
we were fighting for so hard—and it
is unrecognizable from what it was as
I saw it last. Nature has exerted her
very utmost to cover up all the ter-
‘rible havoc that has been done, and
it is now a most beautiful garden. It
is absolutely covered with flowers as
far as the eye can reach, and the ef-
fect is most pleasing. The banks of
the old trenches are covered with big
white dog daisies, and the vivid red of
great patches of poppies has a splen-
did effect. There are thousands of
beautiful mauve sweet scabious and
pink and mauve double poppies. . The
loveliest flower to be seen, however, is
the cornflower. It is such a rich, in-
tense blue; there are whole fields of it,
and the sight is most glorious. There
are some tall yellow flowers, very
much like mustard, and the reddish
brown seed of the dock plant adds to
the effect. Here and there are large
pools of water, caused by the shell
holes. The trees, too, that were blown
to bits have thrown out shoots to cover
up the ugly stumps. The unlevel na-
ture of the ground adds a great deal
to the beauty of the scene; truly a
most lovely wild garden. Last year it
was a hornible infermo; this year a
veritable paradise. It proves what the
Great Gardener can do.

THE “WIN-THE-WAR” MEETING

Editor Albertan—No intelligent perscn
will doubt Dr. Lafferty's patriotism, his
liberalism, or his honest endeavor to for-
ward what he believes to be the best in-

terests of the country. It is to be re-
gretted, however, that, by implication, he
places everyone who does not agree with
nim as being against winning the war,
or having wrong ideas of winning the
war. The fault is not his. The phrase,
“win-the-war,” was invented by a dis-
credited government, which, knowing full
well what the country would do to it if
.t had an opportunity, started the slogan,
hoping to win the election on a wave of
patriotism. I take every opportunity to
ueny that the common people of Canada
are opposed to the war. Everywhere 1
find the utmost determination to do
everything that will help to defeat Frus-
sianism in Flanders—and in Canada.

There is no doubt that the meeting call-
ed by Dr. Lafferty will fill the largest
auditorium in Calgary with an enthusi-
astic crowd—composed of Tories and well-
to-do Liberals. This is exactly what has
nappened in other cities, and the result
nas been to divide the people instead of
uniting them. Any person who cares to
inquire will find that the common, every-
day people of the west are in no mind to
be deceived agaln. They were flim-
lammed by the old Liberal party, and—
.or a change—put the Tories in power in
1911, They found themselves saddled for
three years of terrible war with the mcst
corrupt partisan government which ever
held the reins of power in Canada. They
arp suspicious of ¢‘‘union” government. 1t
is “a device to save Borden;” it is ‘“the
old bunch under another name.” Such are
.he expressions we hear.

The election platform of the Unionist
government reads like an echo of the
past. We have heard it all before. The
same vague promises, the same generali-
ties. When I was a youngster and boarded
at school we had once a week what we
called ‘“resurrection pie,” made up—at
.east we said so—of all the left overs of
the week. The Borden platform is a
‘“resurrection pie’’ of -all the unfilled
promises of the Liberals and Tories in the
past. 'The people of Canada are tired of
promijses. They want to see something
done. Do those who profess to serve us
suppose that the people can be put off
election after election with vague and un-
fulfilled promises? Do they desire to in-
sult our jntelligence by supposing that if
they wave the flag and shout “win the
war,” nothing else matters, and the peo-
ple can be driven like sheep into the gov-
ernmental fold? I have confidence in the
common geople* of Canada, no more loyal
people live ‘under the British flag. They
themselves can do all the necessary flag-
waving. They will do everything possible
to win the war, even if they do not vote
for a discredited government and those
who have come to its assistance in its dire
necessity. - One can only regret that Dr.
Lafferty and those who think with him
have so little confidence in their fellow-
countrymen that they should be of the
opinion that only a diluted Tory govern-
ment can win the war.

I ask Dr. Lafferty would a win-the-war
party in Calgary agree to:

1. Conscription of wealth now—not
after the war—a definite scheme as is
now proposed in England to take 10 per
cent of all capital to pay the cost of the
war?

2. The elimination of all profiteering by
taking the surplus income of industry for
national purposes during the war?

3. The public sale of natural resources
required for private benefit, such sale to
be for a specified period only, and with
rigorous restrictlons as to use, etc.?

4. The reduction of the tariff to a pre-
war basis immediately?

5. That every candidate on election
place his resignation in the hands of an
appointed committee, to become operative

ditions of failure to fulfil the wishes of
his constituents as expressed in his pre-
election platform? .

Only by the adoption of some such plat-
form, together with the win-the-war poli-
cies which Dr. Lafferty advocates, can he
unite the people of Calgary. It is not
enough to say that all this or any of it
will be done after the war. Now, we are
told, is too soon. After peace is declared,
is, on the other hand, too late. After tha
war the old ideas will be resumed, and all
hopes of the people for a better future,
a new civilization will come to naught. If
Dr. Lafferty has nothing better to offer
than a win-the-war and support the gov-
ernment resolution to offer he is wasting
his time. He is doing worse. He is, when
the people should be united, dividing them
into two parties, one of which is the old
partyism under a new name, and the other
a party of the common people deter-
mined to do without Liberals or Tories,
and to make this Dominion. a better eoun-
try for themselves, for the beroes who will
return from the war, and for their chil-
dren who shall come after them.

PRENIER CONED
FERY GOSEACKS
1T CONENTION

Moment. When the Prime
Minister Defied Foes

(By William G. Shepherd.)

Stockholm, via London, Oct. 22.—
Premier Kerensky played fearlessly
with death at the recent Moscow con-
ference and won by his sheer unflinch-
ing nerve.

He stood on a platform unarmed,
facing three drunken Cossack officers,
red with anger, and twice flung the
taunt, “Cowards!” in their faces, while
the vast audience, breathless, fearfully
awaited for their revolver shots to
stretch Russia’s man of the hour
bleeding on the platform.

Premier Kerensky presided at the
conference. On the final night of the
meeting a group of Cossack officers
appeared as usual in the box reserved
for General Korniloff on the left side
of the stage. Korniloff himself was
! not present. The officers who lounged
in his box gave every evidence of in-
toxication.

On the stage behind Kerensky sat a
thousand prominent Russians. Three
of the Cossacks in the box repeatedly
interrupted the speakers as the meet-
ing proceeded. From the stage almost
directly below them Kerensky repeat-
edly appealed for yuiét. The Cossacks
ignored him. Several speeches were
interrupted with wild bursts of laugh-
ter.

Officers Take Umbrage

Finally a Cossack private soldier, a
member of the Soviet (Petrograd
Council ' of Workmen - and - Soldiers)
spoke. He declared the Cossacks were
democrats and “not slaves of their
Cossack masters.” The three officers
took instant umbrage. All arose. One
shouted: “That sounds like German
talk; no real Cossack speaks thus!”

Kerensky stood up. He looked cold-
ly at the flushed faces of the officers
and remarked acidly:

“The officer who addresses a man
like that on such an occasion as this
is a coward.”

Two more Cossack officers
One shouted:

“I agree with my fellow-officer, and
we are ready to give anyone satisfac-
tion. No one can call me a coward.”

The three hurriedly left the box and
hastened . downstairs toward the door
of the stage. Several friends followed
them, begging the lurching trio to re-
turn.

Though Kerensky is carefully guard-
ed at all times, none of hiis private
soldier guards dared bar the progress
of these three offficers. The trio went
on, forcing the guards aside. They
turned back from the stage door and
went down the aisle toward Kerensky.
The premier's back was turned to
them.

arose.

Are Ordered Back

The drunkest of the three was not
more than 20 feet distant when a high
officer arose from his seat and ordered
them back. They had to obey- Two
of ‘the three later reappeared in their
box.

At this juncture came the wsual mid-
night recess of the conference. Ker-
ensky, not knowing his narrow escape.
passed the press tdbles; his face set in
stern lines, and went slowly to the
royal green room. where Catherine
Breshkovskaya., “grandmother of the
revolution,” awaited him with hot cof-
fee.

Suddenly across the press tables to-
ward the green room lurched the three
Cossack officers; a small group of their
friends vainly endeavoring to pull them
back. A fourth Cossack came to the
press tables declaring excitedly that
Kerensky had called the Cossacks cow-
ards and that he would be challenged
to a duel.

One shot would have sent the audi-
ence in a panicky, pell-mell dash from
the hall. In the streets outside thou-
sands of troops kept back a crowd of
10,000. J

The audience in the bullding sat rest-
less, not knowing the cause of the de-
lay In reconvening. Those who did
know sat breathless, wondering if Ker-
ensky would dare come out again.

Got Cossacks Under Guard

Officers herded the drunken Cos-
sacks back into their box and the
dressing-room behind it. and placed a
‘- guard over them. But the guards were
so wrought up they were incapable of
anything. I had left my hat in the
little room back of the box and sol-

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even a challenge. Inside I saw a dozen
officers in a fever of talk, pointing to-
ward the box.

A moment later Kerensky, inscrut-
ably cool of face and demeanor, walked
quietly to the stage. At that moment
the Cossack officers hurried into their
box. A scant dozen men stood near
Kerensky.

The premier saw the Cossacks. He
did not hesitate. With grim haste he
faced the agudience and rang the bell
reconvening the meeting.

Not one of those on the stage who
had witnessed the affair expected it to
termiinate otherwise than in a tragedy.
Kerensky, rising, said simply:

“I called men that interrupted a
speaker ‘cowards,’ and 1 repeat that.”

The Cossacks sat silent. Kerensky
had won.

A fortnight later came Gen. Korni-
loff’s revolt—with the Cossacks in his
rebel ranks.

Many cases have beén cited at the
meetings of fathers or mothers, or in
other cases the providers of families,
who are of necessity forced to work
Labor that is too strenuous for their
condition with the consequent wWorry
of ill-health, eventually means their
complete breakdown and resultant set-
back It s this class the public is
asked to-bear in mind when opportun-
ities of suitable employment is offered
and to communicate with the president,
Mrs. William Carson, or any member
of the auxiliary. One patient mentioneéd
does finest wood carving and trays,
picture frames, ete., could be obtained
from him. Every>month many cases
are reported as recovering.

But the extemt to which it remains in
the family depends on the efforts put
forth. The more we save the more we
can lend, and the more we lend the less
will Great Britain owe to others. Amd
that is the most importamt factor in
our national wsecurity and national
wealth.

Artificial Prosperity.

“One of the greatest perils of war is
that it always creates a kind of arti-
ficial (prosperity, and that incidental
prosperity leads to extravagance. In-
dividuals are too apit to forget there is
a fundamental difference between the
prosperity of war and the prosperity of
peace. The prosaperity of peace comes
in the creation of wealth—the prosper-
ity of war comes from the dissipation
of wealth.

He will now
receive $450 per annum, that is to say,
a class-6 pension, which class includes
@ll those disabled between 75 and 79
per cent. He is thue entitled to a much
larger increase than the flat increase
of 25 per cent. Only in a few cases
will soldiers and sailors be entitled to
an additional increase ‘beyond the flat
increase of 25 per cent.

More for the Helpless

*“The allowance for helplessness which
is granted to those itotally disabled who
are, in additon, helpless insofar as at-
tendance to their physical wants are
concerned, has also been increaged., In
fiiture this allowance will be $300° in-
stead of $250.

With regard to the children of a
disabled pensioner, a definite change
has been adopted. TUnder the pension
regulations as approved last year, only
those receiving a pension for a dis-
ability of 60 per cent or more were en-
titled to allowances on account of their
children. Again, no d{istinction was
drawn as between the allowance for the

- children of those 60 per cent disabled
and those totally disabled. For in-
stance, a man 5§ per cent disabled with
four children received $16 per month
pension for himself, but nothing for
his children; the man 60 per cent dls-
dbled with four children received $40
per month for himself and $24 per
month for his children; and the man
totally disabled with four children re-
ceived $40 per month for himself and
$24 per month for his children. The
allowances for the children of disabled
men have, therefore, been graded down
in accordance with the disability,

The Totally Disabled

_The totally disabled man will be en-
titled to $8 per month for each of his
children; the man disabled 80 per cent
will be entitled to $7; the man disabled
66 per cent will be entitled to $5.50, and
80 on in descending amounts, so that
the man disabled five per cent will be
entitled to 50 cents per month for each
of his children. The totally disabled
private will thus receive an additional
Increase of 33 1-8 per cent in the al-
lowance payable for his children. The
Dercentage of increase on account of
the children will be less as the dis-
ability decreases to 60 per cent. Below
60 per cent the disabled men will now
be entitled to allowance for children, al-
though under the previous regulations he

''was not entitled to any such allowance.

allowance for a married d‘s’abled penslon-
er has been made. It was considered that
in this way the unmarried man was better
treated than the married man. The
amendment, therefore, provides for an ad-
ditional allowance for the married dis-
abled man based on the degree of the
man's disability. This allowance amounts
to $8 per month, or $96 per year for a
totally disabled soldier or sallor, 40 cents
less per month being pald for each de-
crease of five per cent in disability.

“The widows of those holding the rank
of sub-lieutenant in the Canadian navy or
lieutenant in the Canadian expeditionary
force, or lower ranks, will be entitled to a
flat increase of 25 per cent pension. Thus
the widow of a private who previously
received $384 per annum will now receive
$480 per annum.

“If the widow is drawing an allowance
on account of the children she will be
entitled to a flat increase in their allow-
ance of 33 1-3 per cent. For instance, a
private’s widow with four children will
receive $40 per month for herself and $33
per month for her children, instead of
$32 per month for herself and $24¢ per
month for her children.

Increase of 33 1-3 Per Cent

““A flat increase of 83 1-3 per cent has
been made In the allowances for orphan
children. They will receive $16 per
month each instead of $12 per month each.

“Up to the presen: time the allowance
to a dependent parent has been $24 per
month, that is to say, $8 per month less
than the pension of the widow. The
amendment made authorizes the same
pension for the dependent parent’as that
authorized for the widow. Instead of $24
per month, the dependent parent will now
receive $40 per month, being a flat In-
crease of 66 2-3 per cent.

‘“‘Dependent brothers and sisters were
not previously provided for in the pension
regulations. A very large number of
cases came up in which the eldest boy of
a family had been supporting his mother
and his younger brothers and sisters and
continued to support them until he died
on service. With regard to his younger
brothers and sisters, he might almost
have been gard to have taken the place of
a father in this respect. The amendment
provides, therefore, that for dependent
brothers and sisters, under the age of
16 or 17 years, the same allowances shall
be provided as are provided for chjldren.
Thus a younger brother who has been de-
pendent on a private will receive $8 per
month if one of his parents is alive, and
§16 per month if both of his parents are
dead. Certain amendments facilitating
the administration of pension regulations
have been made.

Pension to Guardlan

“It has been found in a number of cases
these children, ewing to the drunkenness
or misconduct of their pensioned father
or mother have been deserted or are not
being maintained by him eor her. The
pension commissioners have, therafore,
now been authorized to pay the allowances
for those children, as wel las part of the
pension, to a guardian or administrator so
that the children will have a fair chance
of becoming useful citizens.
for those children, as well as part of the
given more ampie authority to provide for
the maintenance of incurable and helpless
soldiers and sailors, such as men suffering
from insanity, total ghralysis and other
similar conditions. Previously, the main-
tenance of certain helpless men devolved
upon the provinces, or upon private
parties. In the future these men will be
maintained by the federal government, no
matter whether they are being cared for
in a provinelal or a federal institution or
by members of their own families.

“Other amendments have been made
with regard to the date of commencement
of pensions, the remarriage of female pen-
sioners, the interpretation of, the word
‘negligent,” and extension of delay In
which application for pensions must be
made, and the rights of a dependent par-
ent to receive pension. These last amend-
ments io not in any way affect the spiFit
of the Fegulations.

‘“They have been made for the purpose
of making regulations more clear. It s
thought the new regulations will reliave
most of the hardships which have come to
light. At the next session of parliament
legislation will be introduced by the gov-
ernment dealing with the whole question
of pensions. This will enable full dis-
cussion and reconsideration.’”

The Hon, T. A, Crerar

Hon. T. A. Crerar, who remarked
that this was the first occasion he
had addressed a political meeting, said
the honor was done him of asking him
to become a member of the union gov-
ernment to represent particularly the
grain growing interests of western
Canada and the farmers’ organizations
which had grown up in these prairie
cities during the last 10 years. The
grain growers of western Canada had
always believed in union government.
He thought Canada would have been
better off if it had had a union gov-
ernment two years ago.

‘“My entry into a union government
does not mean for a- moment that I
agree with everything the previous
government has done, nor does it mean
that I abandon any of the principles
that I have believed in the past,” said
Mr. Crerar, amid loud applause. The
minister of agriculture alluded to a
conversation with a farmer in Toronto
the other day, who asked him, “What
concessions did you get on the tariff?”
“I required no concession,” declared
Mr. Crerar. “The tariff is not the issye
at present. I-feel just as strongly on
the question of the tariff as any man.
I have not sacrificed these views in
entering a nion government. The
tariff is not the issue at present. The
great outstanding issue is the winning
of this war.”

Patronage Evils

Mr. Crerar, in referring to the prom-
ise held out in the government's mani-
festo for a cure for the patronage evil,
gave one or two striking examples of
what he had been up against already.
A gentleman of Ontario, whom he did
not know, had written to him on the
day of his appointment, soliciting his
utmost interest to secure the writer a
senatorship. The patronage evil must
be eliminated if the new government
is to devote its best efforts to the
supreme task of winning the war.
(Applause.)

Touching on agriculture, which, he
said, was a specialized’ industry today.
Mr. Crerar stated that he would, as
far as .possible, work in consultation
with the leaders of the farmers’ or-
ganizations. Alluding to the prices
of foodstuffs and high cost of living,
Mr. Crerar evoked loud applause when
he declared: “I want to assure you that
that problem is being considered, and
I have to announce here tonight that
plans are under way to have such con-
trol of the packing industry in Canada
as will effectively regulate the spread
between the price of bacon and the
price paid for live hogs. “That is under
consideration at the present time.”

Allies Need Supplies

In urging the need for greater food
production, Mr. /Crerar read a cable
from Lord®*Rhondda, the British food
controller, saying that the allies needed
from America next year 10 million
tons of foodstuffs, representing an ex-
penditure on wheat, flour, bacon and
other products of three to four mil-
lions a day. Canada. with the United
States, must do her share in conserving
her food supplies and increasing her
production. * That was the great task
of the Canadian farmers.

Mr., Meighen’s Statement.

_Mr. ‘Meighen, who was loudly
plauded, said in part:

“The government, on whose behalf
this meeting is called and whose ele-
ments the speakers represent, is the
outicome of a great popular movement.
That movement took its birth from the
date when the need for selective military
service first became manifest in Can-
ada, It called for the submerging of
the old party antipathies and the join-
ing of our forces against a common foe,
and from the very beginning of that
movement to its consummation it had
ite mainepring in the city of Winnipeg.
Whait mor® fitting than that we should
hold here the first union meeting? Our
purpose is to present the principles and
to show dlorth the spirit that has
brought us together and to sound the
appeal of the new government in this
province.

“What we ought to dio i® to create in
this hall something of the atmosphere
of war; a sense of the realities of this
day and hour. What we have to do,
whether we like it or not, is to walk
and stand on the edge of events and
take a look at what is going on. “We
are in the wild climax of a world war,
fighting, writhing, suffering, strug-
gling, and the fourth winter is upon
us. We are in death grips with a cruel,
savage Colossus.

“The only peace he offers is a peace
that means domination for Germany in
Europe. It is peace that means the
strangling of Belglum and of France
and an early conquest of Russia. It
means that old England, the head and
front of this great resistance would be
moored off by herself, facing eventual
destruction. i

German Rule in Canada.

“We could never fight again with the
friends we have today. Here on this
continent we could only hope, prepare
and tremble. The blood and iron creea
would be established in Amerlica; the
Monroe doctrine would be gone, and in
your time and mine—make mo mistake
—mwe would have the jack-boot on these
prairies and the malled fish of Genmany
crashing into the homes of Canada.

‘*Terrible is the plight of Europe at
this moment, but we believe the plight
of Germany ls far worse than ours, but
whether better or worse, it is now or
never for the entenite; it is now or never
for British democracy; it is now or
newver for Canada.

“To hold the faith of our allies, to be

ap-

honest with ourselves, we have to fight]

to the last ounce of our strengtn. We
have got to the stage of this struggle
where every atom counts.

‘“Those who really want to win the
war and don’'t get together and pull to-
gether, do not know what the 'war is.
We cannot fight our best fight divided.
We need union in this country of every
man and woman that is in earnest,
unioh of heart and aim, union of method
and effort, union of mind and muscle.
That is why we have union government.
Cabinets are the reflection of the na-
tion. If there had mot been union
among the people, .the spirit of union
wherever there was the spirit of war,
there never could have been union at
Ottawa.

“It was a consummation hard indeed
to accomplish, hard on one side as on
the other. The ties of old associations
are strong. The subordination of po-
litical opinions, ewven on subjects of
secondary importance, is a difficulrt
task. The charge against a public man,
however untrue or however unfair,
that he barters his convictions for of-
fice, is one of ithe hardest to endure.
But the time came when ‘the higher
call prevailed, and as a member of the
late administration, I say that ‘Canada
should honor the men who heard and
anawered that call,

Stands by Old Government,

“May I add a word in the name of the
Conservative government that, as such,
has passed from power?

nelcessarily an appeal on the platform
of the new ministry and net on the
record of the old.

But I will not transgress the proprieties
of this meeting when I say that as a
member of the late government through
these trying years, I stand here in no
spirit of apology. I ask for it no favor
from its friends and no mercy from its
foes. I invite from the citizen of today
and from the critic of tomorrow nothing
but a fair and searnching examination
of its work, and for myseM I am con-
tent that my fidelity to a public trust
shall be measured by its policy and Its
achievement and iy my humble part in
both, Its record has now passed into
the ry of our country, and at the
bar of history let it be judged.”

Canadian Losses.

Mr. Meighen went on to a detalled
angument of ‘the need for reinforce-
ments at the front, showing that since
the beginning of the Great War the net
loss to 'the Canadian expeditionasry
force’ had been 50,027.

“But this is not the worst,” he con-
tinued. “Look at the infantry alone.
For nine months this year we enlisted
only 16,329 of infantry. I don't know
how ®many of ‘these were discharged,
but I believe there were far more dis-
charnged than there were sent overseas.
Our losses in casualties for the months
named amounted to 48,410. In March
and April we lost seven for eveny one
we enlisted. In August we lost elght
for every one we enlisted. Is that sus-
taining our armies? If that continues,
it is base desertion and betrayal. Does
anyone imagime it will not continue if
we don't have compulsory service, and
do not enforce it, and do not send
troope to France, drafted under that
law? Mr. Calder, Mr. Crerar and my-
self, a9 well as every member of the
government, have set our feet on the
rock of compulsory service, and on that
nock we build our policy. That is the
meaning of this unijon.”

Having outlined the conditions as
they exist at the front, showing the
absolute necessity flor ‘Canadian rein-
forcements, Mr. Meighen expounded Sir
Robert Borden’s proposal for immedi-
ate action to meet the situation. He
proceeded to discuss what he described
as Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s policy on delay
as propounded in his letiter to the win-
the-war league at Hamilton, Ont.

Must Be No Delay.

“This country must carefully guard
against that delay and must know that
the men returned to the house of com-
mons are wihole-hearted in their deter-
mination to prosecute this strugsgle to
a victorious end.

“I want this meeting to make plain
the naked issue to this province. It is
the simplest, clearest, the boldest issue
that has ever confronted a people. It
is a case gf go on or go back. It s a
ca of ‘carry on’ or quit. There is no
middle course.

“No man or woman is asked to re-
verse or abandon convictions on fiscal
or other subjects. They are asked to
postpone their prosecution, to subor-
dinate them to an infinitely more press-
ing necessity till we get through these
abnormal times.

“The accepted basis of union was the
only basis on which union was possible
under present conditions, and our ap-
peal is that the people of Canada unite
on the same basis on which '‘the memibers
of the government have uhived and
get behind this union and stay behind
it until it achiev2s its end.

“Phere will be political-sacrifice to be
made one way or the other in every
constituency, but, unless we are- big
enough to make it, we are unworthy of
our country, we are unworthy of our
cause, we are unworthy of our soldiers
living “and of our heryes dead. We
must agree on a ifair principle, adopt
the best candidate in every constitu-
enry, ewing in as‘-one body bLehind him
and never rest till he is elected.”

Vote on Noble Basis.

Mr. Melghen made an earnest call to
the women of Manitoba. General woman
enfranchisement i{s promised after the
war. Meantime those w« men who vote
in this election do by a right as proud
as ever sSupported the franchise. No
class of mer were ever admitted to the
vote on grounds so nobl: and impreg-
nable, The woman who votes in this
contest votes by the rigiht of her sacri-
fice. She finds her right in the mourn-
ing call of our regiments; she sees it
on the honor roll of our churches; she
traces her title overseas to the trench
where her son defends her, to the grave
where her husband sleeps. I say to
the enfranchised women of this prov=
ince—this union government is formed
for the primary purpose of making
sure that ‘those sons and husbands are
at all hazards and at any sacrifice sup-
ported by the nation at home.

In an._ eloquent peroration, Mr.
Meighen aluded to the world-wide in-
terest dependent on the present contest
in Canada. VWwe must fbe true to our
flesh and blood—to the 300,000 men
overseas. That task he declared, the
government is penrforming now, and
intends to perform, and does not intend
to be delayed an hour. . Let the people

A Strange Gathering

Hon. James A. Calder referred to the
“strange gathering,” saying “you have
on this platform the Hon. Arthur Med
hen, who, I suppose, represents the
quintessence of Toryism, myself who
represents the quintessence of Gritism
and my friend Mr. Orerar, who repre-
sents the great body of independent
thought in this country. You at once
ask who has brought this about. The
answer isgvery simple. We are living
in strange times. A great thing has
happened in the world, the greatest
war the world has ever seen is on, and
we are In It and it is because of that
war and all that it means that weé three
men happen td stand just where we
are today.” (Applause)

Having stated that there must be no
mistake in the mind of anybody as to
the real issue, Mr. Calder said he had
the greatest respect and admiration for
Sir Wiifrid Laurier, ‘but when it comes
to the main issue in this election he and
I must part company. (Loud applause)
We differ on a great principle. Sir
Wilfria Laurier stands today where he
first stood in parliament <when this
question came up. He stands téday in
favor of submitting this question to a
referendum of the people. I believe
that as we have reached the stage
where this is a war of defense that it
is the duty of the state in this country
to see our men go forward without re-
sorting to a referendum.”

Sincerity of Borden

Discussing the formation of union
government, Mr, Calder said he ‘had
been impressed from the start with the
evident sincerity of Sir Robert Borden.
The first and early attempts had failed
because there were too many inter-.
mediaries. On ‘the final and successtul
attempt the western Liberal leaders had
insisted that they should deal directly
with Sir Robert and his illeutenmnts
around the counecil beard at Ottawa. At
first it had appeared that the deep-bit-
ten party spirit, both Conservative and
Liberal, must prevent that happy con-
summation. But they had discovered
that with the driving objeetive of union
before them—the successful prosecution
of the war—it was not so hard after
all. Another reason for union had been
the avolding of a bitter party fight at
th® coming elections.

A union government, too, said Mr.
Calder, meant better administration,
more energy and less waste. He be-
lieved it would cut the very heart out
of the patronage evil in Canada, and
place the civil wervice throughout the
Dominion on & higher plane and out-
side politics.

Must Eliminate Patronage

‘“Unless these things are done,” said
Mr. Calder, “I will not stay in a union
government. It has been the curse of
our public life from one end of Canada
to the other. The time is come when
the people will stand it no longer. I
mean business, and I trust that every
other member of the government will
see it in the wmame light. But only by
union government could this be done.”

tions, Mr. Calder sald “We held
from the start for a real union.
always held there should be a real
union; that there should be a broad
union; that it should not be merely a
union bégween the west and a section
of the east, but that Liberalism from
all Canada should be represented in that
government. We held out for strong
men from the east to join us and we
have finally got them.” Mr, Calder said
It was an awful struggle in the Chateau
Laurier—the death struggle of partyism
in Canada. The forces that wers con-
tending against unionism were all cen-
tered around the one word “partyism.”
It was not confined to one side. There
were thousands of good Tories in Can-
ada who were not in favor of union
and who were very strongly represent-
ed at Ottaws et the $ail end of the hunt,
and the same was true of the Liberal
camp. There was one other factor. One
of the largest factors that had a tend-
ency to prevent union 'was a wsense of
loyalty to that grand old man who 1s
now nearly 76 years of age, a2 man who
for 40 years has 'been {n the public life
of Canada, a man who was the idol of
his party. “And we also insisted,” said
the speaker, “that we must not be held
responsible for the acts of the old gov-
ernment. It was on that understand-
ing they would come in. It was not de-
serting Liberalism, nor the principles
for which Liberalism stands, said Mr.
Calder amid applause. They were mot
absorbed nor submerged by the Con-
servative party. They had simply con-
sented to union for the purpose of this
war, and reserved thetr views and opin-
ions outside of the war. Unlon had
only been achieved by each side agree-
ing to sink for the time being purely
domestic problems,

Looking into the ruture, Mr. Calder
thought that western people should be
well satisfied that hereafter all the
problems of agriculture, of immigration
and of land settlement should ibe in the
hands of the three western men on that
platform. Whether union lasted or not,
he hoped that these insistent problems
co_uld. 'be solved and a sure foundation
laid for the ‘work of reconstruction
after the war:

Members Are Sincere

In stating his great faith in the suc-
cess of union government, Mr, Calder
said it was because he was convinced
of the sincerity of those engaged In it.

Dealing with the approaching election

Mr. Calder gave a note of warning.
Partylsm was still rampant. Leading
men on both sides of politics were busy
Jockeying for position. They were fight-
ing out in every conceivable way how
they can beat each other in this mdve-
ment. What the government asked was
that the Dest elements in both parties
rise up and stifle this kind of thing.
They wanted the least possible partyism
Iin Canada for the next two or three
yeanrs,
) Speaking of the personnel of the cab-
inet, Mr. Calder said they had been for-
tunate to get in Mr. Carvell. They had
almost got Premier Murray.

America had done likewise. Germany
laughed at the war declarations of
China and other nations, but these de-
clarations meant that
world’s food .nd raw materials were
under the flags of Germany’s enemies,
which could reduce Germany to impo-
tence and desolation.

Mr. Lloyd George said Germany
would make peace now on terms which
would enable her to benefit by the war.
He asserted that would be encourage-
ment to every bucanneering empire in
the future to repeat the experiment.

More than twice as many German
submarines were lost in the first 10
months of this year as in all of last
yvear, the premier asserted. The Brit-
ish tonnage lost monthly now is not
much more than one-third of the total
destroyed last April.

Mr. Lloyd George said that “Bolo-
ism’ in all its shapes and forms should
be looked out for.

“Beware of people who try to sow
dissension, distrust and suspicion.” he
said. “The enemy is trying to rattle
our nerves. Keep steady and we will
win.”

The way to shornten the war, said
Lloyd George, was to prepare for a
long war, He added:

Must Be a Long Peace

“I am not going to predict when the
war will be ended. No man in his
senses would prolong the war an hour
longer than is necessary to secure a
lasting peace, but it must be a lasting
peace, not a prelude to a more devas-
tating war.” -

The premier said eyes must be kept
steadfastly on the great purpose of the
war, which was destruction of the false
ideal which woquld have intimidated
and enslaved Europe if it had tri-
umphed.

“Our real enemy,” he continued, “is
the war spirit fostered in Prussia.
There would be no peace in the world
until the shrine of the war spirit.in
Potsdam is shattered and its priest-
hood is dispersed and is discredited for
ever.”

Costly to Huns

Chancellor of the Exchequer Andrew
Bonar Law, referring tq alr ralds, de-
clared it was impossible to prevent
them, but Great Britain would make
them as costly as possible. He added:
Germany has carried out a kind of
aerial warfare which is detestable, We
would avoid it if we couflld, but the
enemy is determined upon it, So be it.
Our enemies will find that what they
&ave us will be returned to them in
full measure, pressed. down and running
over.” .

Mr. Bonar Law asserted that for many
months the British air service has had
priority over every other in arms sup-
plied. During the last month at the
front the British had dropped 8,000 tons o
bombs behind the German lines, and the
Germans hag dropped only about 1,000
behind the British lines.

Eight to One

“In one month,” he added, “our air-
men in Flanders did damage to the
enemy far exceeding all the damage
they have done to us in all their raids.”
The chancellor said the British armies
were doing well. They were slowly but
remorselessly golng forward in Fland-
ers and the result was a mathematlcal
certainty. The true battlefront in the
war, .he added, was in the soul of ta®
nation,

Concluding, the chancellor said: “I
can see no road to peace bbut in victory.
It will come quickly when our enemy
realizes that the longer the war lasts
the worse it will be for him.”

Dr. Scheele Beaten Whey
Lusitania ‘‘Cigars” Didn}
Act; Teuton ‘‘Efficiency”
Not at Its Best in Eig
Liner’s Case

New York, Oct. 22.—German
ficiency was responsible for the fact
that the Lusitania did not go to the
bottom in mid-ocean, carrying with
her every soul on board.

U-Boat Did Bomb’s Work

It was the incompetency of the bomb
makers’ and the failure of the instrw
ments to explode at the proper time
that caused the submarine to take s
hand in the affair.

The bombs that were concealed o
the big boat were not the kind used by
plotters to wreck buildings. They con-
tained no explosive that would causé
a loud report and instant wreckage
They were similar to hundreds which
it has been proved were manufactured
in broad daylight on the decks of the
liner Friedrich der Grosse.

Fach instrument consisted of a piece
of lead pipe, in the middle of which
was a zinc partition. In one end the
malkers used sulphuric acid, capping i
with lead. The other cell contain®
permanganate of potash, which W4
kept in merely by a paraffin seal T¥
time that it would require for the ad
to eat through the zinc and come i
contact with the other ingredients ¥
carefully calculated.

EXPLANATION OF
FEEBLE DEFENGE
. AGAINGT ZEPPS

To Have Used Guns and
Searchlights Would Have
Betrayed Location of
City to Raiders

London, Oct. 22.—While admitting
the existence of widespread popular
dissatisfaction over the apparent im-
punity with which Zeppelins raided
England Friday night a majority of
the morning newspapers take more
sober view than that expressed by the
Saturday and Sunday papers. The
story of the raid is still rather obscure,
and no official explanation is given of
the absence of gunfire in the London
area or of the escape of the raiders

from England. It is assumed, however,
by thaughtful writers that the direc-
tors of the defensive system adopted
a policy dictated@ by circumstances and
acted with due vigilance and enter-
prise.

Bombarded Elsewhere

While the raiders were not attacked
by gunfire in London, they were bom-
barded conmsiderably elsewhere, and
there is reason to belleve that one was
so damaged that it left England under
imperfect control.

Tt is suggested that the amthorities
had reasonable grounds for believing
that the Zeppelins would be unable to
find London owing to the darkness and
the height at which they traveled, and
the firing of guns and the flashing of
searchlights would only have revealed
the tamget. .

It is known that British airplanes
were up in considerable numbers dur-
ing the raid, and writers in the morn-
ing newspapers hint that these had
much to do with the driving of the
Zeppelins to France, where the French
gunners and aviators—whose skill is
praised warmly—were able to deal with
them by daylight.

Nevertheless, it is contended that an
explanation is due to the public and
ought to be given preferably in parlia-
menit., ’

Mr. Beck outlined the tremendous
efforts now befng made by the United
States to prepage for the final great
struggle of the war, and also spoke of
the reconstructive period after the
war, in which Great Britain and the
United States would work together for
peace and lberty throughout the
world.

Before Registrar

Is a member of the Christadelphians ex-
empt from military service? This ques-
tion is put up to Registrar Carson for so-
lution in view of ths fact that a man who
claims exemmption as a member of that
body, has claimed examption.

Further light was obtained today as to
just who the Christadelphians are: The

following statement has been filed in the|

office of the registrar, which explains
fully just why a member of that sect
should be exempted from the viewpoint
of the present applicant: :

¢ Exempted by Britain

1. The title “Christadelphian” was
adopted in 1863 as a distinctive appella-
tion for a body of Believers who, for re-
ligious reasons, were seeking exemption
from military service at the outbreak of
the American Civil war.

2. The “Christadelphian’ tenets in re-
sation to the state require them, in the
fear of God, to honor the king, to be
subject to all rulers and magistrates, to
live in peaceable submission to, and strict
observance of, the laws of the realm, save
only should those laws contravene the
eommandments of Christ, which they hold
require them, as being in the world but

ward Was Victims’
Clothing

New York, Oct. 22—The slanghter
with axes of all the Armenian faculty
members of Anatolia college, Marsov-
an, Northern Asia Minor. and 1,200
others by Turkish péasants whose pay
for the work was the privilege of strip-
ping the clothing off their victims’
bodies, was described here today by
the Rev. George E. White, president
of the college recently returned to this
country. The massacres were com-
mitted at night by order of the Turk-
ish government, he sald, the Armen-
ians being sent out in lots of 100 or
200 to their doom:. and their bodies
rolled into prepared burial trenches.
“One group of our college boys asked
permission to sing before they dled
and they sang, ‘Nearer My God to
Thees’ then they were struck down,”
Doctor White said.
“The situation for Armenia became
excessively acute in the spring of 1915
when the Turks determined to elimin-
ate the Armmenian question by elimin-
ating the Armenians. .The Armenian
question arises from political and re-
ligious causes.
“On the pretext of searching for de-
serted soldiers, oconcealed bombs,
weapons, seditious literature or revo-
lutionists, the Turkish officers arrest-
ed ‘about 1,200 Armenian men at Mar-
sovan, accompanying their investiga-
tions by horrible brutalities. There
was no revolutionary activity in our
region whatever.
“The men were sent out in lots of
100 or 200 in night ‘deportations’ to
the mountains where trenches had
been prepared. Peasants who were
employed to do what was done said it
was a ‘pity to waste bullets,” and they
used axes.
“Then the Turks turned on the wo-
men and children, the old men and
little boys. Scores of oxcarts were
gathered and in the early dawn as
they passed, the squeaking of thelr
wheels left memories that make the
blood curdle even now. Thousands of
women and children were swept away-
Where? Nowhere. No destination
was stated or intended. Why? Simp-
ly because they were Armenians and
Christians and were in the hands of
the Turks.

Took Young Girls
“Girls an@ young Wwomen Wwere
snatched away at every turn on the
journey. The girls sold at Marsovan
for from $2 to $4 each. I kmow be-
cause I heard the conversation of men
engaged in the traffic—I know, be-
cause I was able to ransom three girls
at $4.40.
“The misery, the agony, the suffer-
ing were beyond power of words to
express—almost beyond the power of
hearts to conceive. In bereavement,
thirst, hunger, loneliness, hopelessness,
the groups were swept away on and
on along roads which had no destin-
ation.
“I received word from Ambassador
Morgenthau that our premises would
not be interfered with. Next morning
the chief of police came with armed
men and demanded surrender of all
Armenians connected with the col-
lege, girls’ school and hospital. We
claimed the right to control our
grounds as American citizens.
“More than two hours we held them
at bay. They brought more armed
men. They again demanded surrender
ofisthe Armenians. . I  refused. They,
challenged me for resisting the Turk-
ish government. They said anyone
who did so was liable to immediate
death.
“They broke open our gates, brought
in oxcarts and asked where the Ar-
menians were. I refused to tell. They
went through the buildings, smashing
down the doors. Then our Armenian
friends, , feeling that further attempt
on our part to save them would bring
more harm probably than good, came
forth, professed themselves loyal Turk-
ish subjects and offered to do what
was required.

Seized College Men
“An oxcart was assigned each fam-
ily with a meager supply of food, bed-
ding and clothing. The mother sat on
the load with her children about her;
the father prepared to walk beside the
cart. I offered prayer and then the
sad procession carrying 72 persons
from the college and hospital moved
away.
“These teachers were men of char-
acter, education, ability and useful-
ness, several of them representing the
fine type of graduates from American
or Euproean universities. The com-
pany went in safety for about 50 miles.
Then the men were separated from
the women. Their hands were bound
behind their backs and they were led
away. The eight Armenian members
of the staff of instruction of Anatolia
