Like the
loved ones who have crossed the dark valley of
the shadow of death we cannot call it back
again. - Whatever of Right we have done or
Wrong we have committed is written in indeli-
* ble letters upon-the history of the year and we
might as well attempt to add to or blot them
out as bid the tide cease flowing to the beach.
While the bright, glad days of Spring were with
us, and the warm sunny hours of Summer, even
until the glories of Autumn tinged forest
and glade with the daintiest of Nature’s handi-
work, we contemplated the close of the year as
a something far off, to be thought of only when
encountered. Then came Winter, cold and
gloomy, bringing with it the dreaded cypress
and the funeral pall in which to lay 1887 ab
rest in the grave forever. Sothrough our mortal
existeoc flushed with health and elated with
proud hopes, we would fain believe that the end
is for us far distant. But pale Death comes
sooner or later and beckons us to companion
him into the realms of the unknown. Our day
is done. Well for us if we meet him as a con-
queror, and follow him to “the islands of the
blessed,” where a ion is prepared for all
who have worthily spent the days of the year!
It is an interesting study to glance over the
footprints of twelve months as they have stamp-
od themselves upon the history of the nations.
When lagh year opened ominous war clouds
lowered over Europe and an anxious world
looked on, not doubting that they would break
over a scene of carnage and bloodshed such as
had never yet been witnessed on the battle-fields
of Europe. Happily those forebodings have
not been realized. Peace and tranquility reign
among the great Powers and the close of the
year presents a picture in marked contrast to
that which we gazed upon at its opening.
Doubtless this result is largely due to the efforts
of the nonogenarian Emperor of Germany,
whose earnest desire is that he should pass
from earth with the nations all in harmony and
concord. Bulgaria has long been a bone of con-
tention and .at one time promised to be the
cause of strite. Prince Frederick seems to
have succeeded in changing the_current of af-
fairs and in bestowing upon the country over
which he has been called upon to preside, a
new, and it is hoped, a more prosperous era.
And yet the future looks ominous. Beyond the
continued attenipts of the Nihilists to destroy
life and property, Russia has not been remark-
able for any important events during 1887.
With a people still ground down by the iron
hand of despotism, without those representa-
tive institutions which happily prevail in most
other countries of the world, she makes no such
conquests of artand letters, with all their refin-
ing influences, as characterize them. Until that
man comes to the throne of Russia who regards
his subjects as human and not beastly, who
reigns by love and not fear, Russia will con-
tinue to be the victim of plots against her
rulers, to whom life is hardly worth living. The
Fatherland celebrated the 90th birthday of
the Kaiser with all the pomp and pageantry be-
fitting the occasion. A wonderful sight does
this venerable old man present with the snows
of four score and ten winters upon his head.
He has far outstripped the allotted life of man
and still appears hale and vigorous. Valiant in
the field, wise in council, strong in his gympathy
with his people, he has made of Germany a
united country, bound together by the pleasant
bonds of mutual love and confidence. While
the Emperor William lives, abeneficial influence
will continue to be exercised over Europe,
restraining the hands of the turbulent spirits
who would plunge it into chaos and ruin. It is
sad that with the closing days of the year his
holiday greetings should be clouded by the
thought of the resolute sufferer of San Remo—
the Crown Prince, his beloved ‘‘Fritz.” There
seems little hope, notwithstanding all that the
best surgical skill could effect, that the cancer-
ous growth which threatens his life can be re-
‘moved, and so he valiantly awaits the end
which the close of every day brings so much
nearer to him. - - May we hope that that Power
which can do all things possible will restore
Prince Frederick William to his sorrowing
. country! In the event of hisdeath, and with
the aged Emperor gone to rest, a remarkable
change would come over the face of Germany.
Prince William, now in his twenty-eighth year,
would in that event ascend the throne, and
those conversant with the inner life of the court
gay that he would be largely guidedin his actions
by his mother, the Princess Royal of Great
Britain. Bismarck would, it is believed, lose
his grasp, since the Iron Chancellor is under-
stood not to be a favorite of the Empress. A
true daughter of England, she believes in giving
her people fuller representative powers and
freer institutions: This, Bismarck believes,
would destroy the great nation which he has
been largely ' instrumental in building up.
France has been restoring her army during the
year and advancing her material prosperity. It
is now said that her organization in the eventof
war is almost perfect, and that notwithstanding
the heavy drains made upon her by the Franco-
German struggle, both in men and money,
from which she has hardly yet recovered, she
is now placed on a footing which would make
her no mean antagonist of any nation with
which she became embroiled. The last month
of the year witnessed the resignation of Presi-
dent Grévy. After Marshal MacMahon stepped
down and out from the Presidency, M. Grévy
was elected his successor for seven years on
January 30th, 1879, and on the expiration of
that period was again elected for a second time.
In consequence of complications in which his
son-in-law, M. Daniel Wilson, who lived with
him at the Elysée, became involved, President
Grévy was obliged to resign in the first days of
December, and M. Sadi Carnot was elected in
his stead. A few days afterwards M. J ules
Ferry was shot at by a man named Berckein in
the lobby of the Chamber of Deputies, but
escaped serious injury. -The assassin declared
himself one of a band of seven revolutionists
who were determined to kill Ferry and Goblet.
He had drawn the fatal knot. President Car-
not  was successful in  forming a ministry
under Premier Tirard and his message breathed
peace and good will to all men. Italy has made
but little history during the year. Under King
Humbert, who is deeply beloved by his people,

1t is believed that peace is assured for 1888 at
least. Great Britain has been. extending her
commerce snd still holds her proud position as
the greatest kingdom on the face of the globe.
Her vastness and wealth and grandeur are the
pride of her sons, who, living under the egis of
civil and religious liberty, boast a8 their Sover-
eign the great and good Queen whose jubilee
was everywhere celebrated throughout her
dominions. In every portion of the Empire
wherever the British flag floated, aye,and among
the people of other nations, no effort was spared
to make this occasion forever memorable.
Whether as Sovereign, wife, or mother our Good
Lady Victoria has been an example to all her
subjects. The nobleat ruler that ever sat upon
the British- throne, the people earnestly pray
she may be spared to long live in their hearts
as  “Queen . and Empress dear.” What
may be in store for England as the oOut-
come of our present process of government,
with public opinion swayed hither and thither
by each new phase of democratic requirements,
no one can say. The ship of State is still hap-
pily ballasted with a profound and general feel-
ing of loyalty to the throne and of personal af-
fection for the lady who occupies it. As long
as she is spared to us, there can be no doubt that
the noisy waves of socialism will break harmless-
ly against our house of State, built as it is upon
such a rock of loyalty. We were much struck, in
a newspaper description of the unveiling of the
Queen’s statue in India, by an account of how
the crowds of natives, as soon a8 the ceremony
was over, rushed forward and kissed the feet o

the statue to testify their reverence and loyalty
for the Empress, whom it represented, but
whom they had never seen. Herloving human-
ity, her sympathy with suffering, her love of
justice, determination to do the right in defence
of the weak against the strong, the poor against
the rich ; in fact, all her many virtues, are as
well known to the votaries of Brahma as to the
inhabitants of London. Indeed, among all the
many native races she rules over, little is known
of political constitutions. The Habeas Corpus
Act and the liberty of the press convey no more
meaning to them than would a learned treatise
upon the emanation of light from the rings of
the planet Saturn.  To them Queen Victoria is
a personal ruler who has, during famines, order-
ed the starving to be fed, and who has sent her
medicine men amongst them in time of pesti-
lence. Loyalty is a sentiment more fostered by
absolute rule than by free institutions. Per-
sonal devotion to the sovereign is more apt to
be a living force, when all favors, rewards, and
punishments emanate directly from the throne.

The less this is the case, the feebler we should
expect to find those feelings of which loyalty is
compounded. §The d=>on of the Highland
clansman t/nhlﬁhie‘ ; “ite lately, of.

has but listle intercourse with the other coun-
tries of the world and their history is almost &
closad book to us. It leaves no impress upon:
our fortunes. - Of them we shall consequently
say nothing, with the exception of
Southern South America which is coming
into prominence with ‘marvellous rapidity. Until
quite recently only geographers had an idea of
its extent, and no one in Europe or North Amer-
ica could form & correct estimate of its capabili-
ties. Now, however, it is being demonstrated
that the portion of the comtinent which on the
map presents the form of an elongated wedge is
a territory of vast -extent and the most valu-
able resources. The countries embraced in the
above generalization are Chili, Paraguay, Uru-
guay and the Argentine Republic. In former
times » vast reach of extreme South America
was called Patagonia. ~But this country, by re-
cent ‘changes, has been entirely disposed of,
about half of- it going to Chili and the rest to
the Argentine Republic. It is very likely that
a good portion of this region is still unsubdued,
as the Patagonians are an extremely difficult
people to conquer and to stay conquered when
once they are overcome. Still, there is no or-
ganized opposition on either side of the Andes,
and most of Patagonia is practically under civil-
ized government. - A recent writer in Harper’s
Magazine gives some figures regarding Southern
South America, which seems almost too wonder-
ful for belief. Yet, as it appears, they are from
carefully prepared official - records. The rapid
development in the Argentine Republic and
Uruguay are especially noticeable. Twenty-
five years ago these lands imported & large pro-
portion of their breadstuffs’ from Chili and the
United States.  This year the value of cereals,
which they will be able to export, cannot fall
short of $15,000,000. * Very soon they will have
flour mills sufficient to reduce a major portion
of their wheat, and they will be able to supply
the entire eastern side of the continent, even as
Chili now supplies the western side. In twenty-
five years their population has increased more
than ‘one hundred and fifty per cent., While
Buenos Ayres is said to be growing faster than
any city in the new world. This year at least
200,000 emigrants will arrive, coming mostly
from Italy and Northern Spain. Millions of
acres of well situated and highly fertile land are
open to settlers, the governments giving each
head of a family 250 acres free, with a privilege
of purchasing 1,600 more at about seventy-five
cents per acre. With a population of 4,500,000
the Argentine Republic has 38,000,000 horned
cattle. In Uruguay the population is only 500,-
000, but they possess 8,000,000 cattle, 20,000,-
000 sheep and 2,000,000 horses. The two
countries have invested $45,000,000 in wire
fepces.

His one great idea, his ab- |
sorbing aim, was to exercise the same Proroga-
tive that his Stuart forefathers had sfielded, al-
though with-sich fatal Tesults both to kingsand
people. The advice given to him on his acces-
sion by his ambitious mother was, “George, be
King!” For long he struggled to be so, by an
endeavor to unite in himself two great constitu-
tional functions, two well established rights,
namely, that of the parliament to govern, and
of the king to reign. He was determined to
govern as well as to reign. He failed in the end,
but still he asserted a prerogative to which
Queen Victoria has never laid claim. Were his
subjects more truly loyal, in consequence, than
we are now to the throne? Most surely not.
The explanation must be sought for in the dif-
ference between the characters and personal at-

tributes of the two sovereigns, rather than in
their surrounding circumstances. He foolishly
sought to secure his country’s good by uncon-
stitutional methods. Queen Victoria has never
swerved from the duties of a strictly constitu-
tional sovereign. On her career no cloud or
shadow rests; her public life and her private life
have been alike blameless and stainless. Sheis
in every sense one of ourselves, and there is,
consequently, a sort of gelf-glorification in ren-
dering homage, in doing honor to her. She
identifies herself with every noble aspiration of
the nation, with every virtuous feeling of the
individual object. Her great warm heart beats
in unison with the sorrow of all those who are
overwhelmed with affliction, whether they be-
long to what ' is geographically known as her
dominions, or to that far larger and in every
way still more splendid empire, which is made
up of all the states and provinces throughout
the world where the English tongue is spoken,
no matter what may be their concrete national-
ity or the flag under which they exist. The dis-
cussion of the question of Home Rule for Ireland
has occupied the attention of the Imperial Parlia-
ment to the exclusion of almost all other busi-

This ‘‘hulking young giant,” our
own broad Dominion, with its 5,000,000 of
happy. contented people, soon tobe quadrupled,
has played no inferior part on the theatre of the
world’s life during 1887. Canadians are noth-
ing if not a political people. They drink in a
love of election fights with their earliest
years, and as they grow to manhood take the
places which their fathers filled before them,and
whether ‘Conservatives or Liberals enroll their
name under the party banner and vote and
work for the cause they have at heart. This is
well. The hope of the country is the young
men, and when they cease to take an active in-
terest in the political issues of the day, in fami-
liarizing themselves with the system of govern-
ment and advocating such changes and reforms
as to their intelligence seems best in order to
advance the interests of their native land, Can-
ada will have lost the greatest factor in her suc-
cessful building up.

Powerful local governments, antagonis-
tic to the Federal administration, ruled in all
the provinces except Manitoba, Prince Edward
Island and British Columbia. ~ The large prov-
ince of Quebec threatened to revolt owing to
the position Sir John Macdonald’s ministry
took with reference to Louis Riel. The men
who meted out justice to that arch-traitor at
Regina were called pendards whose victim was
magnified into a martyr. Ontario, it was ad-
mitted, would give Sir John a small majority,
but so conclusive would be his defeat in Quebec
as to leave him no margin with which to go
to the maritime provinces where, owing to the
supposed annexation feeling in Nova Scotia, a
triumphant victory was prophesied and a simi-
lar result anticipated in New Brunswick and
Prince Edward lsland, owing to reasons pecu-
liarly local.

‘hopes the Liberals may have felt of reaching the
treasury benches. The session went off harmon-
iously, .many important measures in the inter-
est of ‘the country being passed.. The bye-
eloctions have still further increased the Gov-
ernment’s majority, which is now as strong.in
the House. as it is well for any ministry to be.
Holding the confidence of the people of Canada,
as expressed by their votes, the Federal govern-
ment will meet Parliament in a few weeks when
the same -wise discretion and intense devotion
to the interests of the Dominion will, without
doubt, characterize their deliberations: as have
prevailed in the past. 1887 saw what would
have been a great calamity averted—the defeat
of the true party of progressand reform and the
election of one without any fixed principles or
stability. The retirement of the Hon. Edward
Blake from the leadership of the opposition on
account of ill-health while the House was in
session, took the country by surprise. He was
obliged to absent himself from the Commons
and return to his Home in  Toronto,, . Subse-
quently the Hon. Wilfrid Laurier, the French-
Canadian Liberal leader and member for Que-
bec East, was elected to fill the position vacated
by Mr. Blake. While that brilliant gentle-
man has as yet had little opportunity to distin-
guish himself, his friends confidently predict
great things for him. The close of the year saw
Mr. Blake and his estimable wife wandering
through Egypt and Palestine in quest of renew-
od health. That one of the noblest spirits as-
sociated with the politics of his native land
may return to the councils of the nation strong
physically and mentally, is the desire of all who
have knowledge of his christian life and charac-
ter! The bitterest of his political foes would
regret the absence from Parliament of so chiv-
alrous an opponent as Edward Blake. The
next greatest event in the history of the year in
Canada was the establishment of a commission
sitting at Washington to take into consideration
the troubles arising between the United States
and Canada with reference to the Atlantic, and
possibly the Pacific, fisheries. The situation
had grown so serious that a rupture of the
pleasant relations existing between the two
countries seemed imminent, and a recourse to
arbitration was deemed best. The British and
Canadian Commissioners were the Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain, Sir Lionel Sackville West, our
Minister at Washington, and Sir Charles Tup-
per, High Commissioner and Minister of
Tinance. They, with the American Commis-
gioners, met in Washington, but their delibera-
tions were kept silent. Having held a series of
protracted sessions, Hy acjouttbd-oves xe hol-
idays,and it is believed will bring mathers# a suc-
cesful close early in January. Several of the Can-
adian ministers have-expressed the opinion that
an adjustment of all existing difficulties seems
quite possible. Two members of the Goveru-
ment were unseated during the year, the Minis-
ter of Finance and the Postmaster General.
Both were reslected by immense majorities.
The so-called Inter-Provincial Conference held
in the historic city of Quebec was attended by
the Premiers of all the Provinces and several
of their ministers, British Columbia and
Prince Edward Island alone being unrepre-
sented. The Dominion Government, failing to
see that the Conference could result in any
good, declined to send a delegate.  As a result
of the interchange of views a series of resolu-
sions were passed dealing with the various
phases of the relations of the provinces towards
one another as well as towards the Federal
parliament. These, it is understood, were sub-
Imitted to the Dominion Government for action.
The conference cannot be said to have passed off
with that eclat which distinguished previous
meetings in Quebec. The fact that at least four
of the Premiers were dyed-in-the-wool Liberalg
did not lend assurance to the minds of the pub-
lic that matters would be looked upon in a
thoroughly impartial light. It was felt than an
effort was being made to embarrass the Federal
Government, and in consequence that interest
which would have been otherwise taken in the
Cenference was not observed. 1t is believed
that the resolutions passed will prove abortive.
We have said that four of the Premiers, the
Hons. Mowat, Mercier, Fielding and Blair,
were strong Liberals ; the fifth, the Hon. J ohn
Norquay, had a grievance. The Federal Gov-
ernment had disallowed the charter of the Red
River Valley Railway, passed by the Local Leg-
islature of Manitoba, giving Winnipeg connec-
tion with the American railway system. The
ground taken was that it interfered with the
vested rights of the C. P. R. Mr. Norquay,
previously a sincere Conservative, in order to
preventthedownfall ofhis administration, took an
opposite view to that held by the Dominion
Government and endeavored to have the road
built in defiance of their wishes. A contract for
the building of the road was being consum-
mated when negotiations fell through. The
Government’s majority in the Legislature is
very small and the approaching session is looked
forward to with much interest. A crisis in
Manitoba politics is anticipated. During the
summer Mr. Erastus Wiman, a former Canadian
now resident in New York, in conjunction with
theHon. Benjamin Butterworth, a member of the
United States Congress, and the Hon. Wm.
Macdougall, made a tour of Ontario and Quebec
preaching the doctrine of ¢‘Commercial Union”
with the American Republic. ~Their views
were antagonized by leading members of the
Federal Ministry and thoughtful men generally,
who foresaw that the result of such a measure
would be the absorption of Canada into the
United States. No lasting success attended
their various meetings and the “‘fad,” for so it
came to be se called, ceased to become a live
issue after its inherent weakness had been
pointed out. Tt was made a test question in the
East Northumberland  election  contest
for the Commons, and its advocate was
Gefeated. The establishment of The Empire,
a daily paper in the Liberal Conservative inter-
est, may be considered one of the events of the
year. In consequence of the defection of the
Mail during the general elections it became
necessary to found a journal which would main-
tain the prestige of the party in Ontario, and
before the new year The Empire made its bow to
the public. The title comports with the well-
known views of the leader of the Government
on the question of Canada’s future. He is well

Many
important additions have been made to the great
store house of knowledge, and with the growth
of our national life, the spirit of song has grown
strong in many of our sons. Over this fair land
refining and elevating influences are making of
the homes of the people the embodiment of
happiness and delight. Young men, brought up
with the sanctity of religion apd culture en-
shrouding them, cannot fail to become in time
good citizens, and by the light of their example
diffuse throughout the country such principles as
can alone make it prosperous. Eighteen hun-
dred and eighty-eight opens with a horizon
bright with hopes, full of the signs of an awak-
ening to a noble conception of *“the good, the
beautiful and the true,” moulding our destinies
and shaping our lives to the fullest desire of the
most patriotic son of Canada. British Columbia
has gone forward steadily in the path of progress,
and never in her history did her future seem
more assured than it does as the new year opens
before us, connected as it is with its eastern sis-
ters by the grandest transcontinental line on the
continent. It is branching out in other direc-
tions where it promises to reap a rickr harvest.
The proposed road from Seattle to the American
boundary, and thence on to a junction with the
Canadian Pacific at New Westminster,
will give that fine agricultural district of the
Province close relations with Washington Terri-
tory and the American Northwest generally.
Early in the spring work will be begun on the
extension of the Esquimalt & Nanaimo railway
to Beechy Bay, where connection will be made
with the American system of railways by means
of huge transfer boats from Port Angeles in
Washingten Territory. Victoria will thus be-
come the terminus of the line, the swing bridge
over the harbor bringing the trains unto the
foot of Comorant street, on Store street,
where the company. have recently purchased
property upon which to construct a station
and  other necessary  buildings  and
works. The Okanagan & Shuswap Railway
opening up to cultivation the interior of the
Province, must soon become a reality, while in
course of time roads must be built in other di-
rections as our population increases and our re-
sources are opened up.  With our unlimited
fishing, timber and mineral privileges, to say
nothing of the rich agricultural lands yet un-
touched by the hand of man, there seems ne
reason to doubt that the Pacific Province is en-
tering upon a new era, which promises to raise
her to a proud position in the Canadian Confed-
eration. [Early in the year the Hon.
William Smithe, Premier of the Province,
a chivalrous soul, the very spirit of honor and
probity, and one of British Columbia’s most
distinguished sons, passed away from earth
amid the general grief of his fellow citizens.
Almost simultaneously the Hon. Hugh Nelson,
formerly a member of the Dominion Senate,
was sworn in Lieutenant Governor of the Prov-
ince, a position which he was eminently quali-
fied to fill and in which he has made a signal
success.

building. By all odds the explosion in No. 1
shaft of the Vancouver Coal Company’s. colliery
at Nanaimo is the incident which will belongest
associated with the year 1887. This oceurred
on the 3rd day of April, and sent a shudder
throughout the civilized world as the wires car-
ried it broadcast. It was the mosbt appalling
coal mining accident on record. Of 103 white
men and 52 Chinese in the mine at the time of
the explosion, only seven escaped. Herculean
efforts were put forth by their noble-hearted
co-workers to rescue them from their fearful
position, but without avail. The bodies of
many were not recovered for weeks, and then
only to be hurriedly laid at rest in the grave.
Sorrow reigned throughout the great coal dis-
trict of British Columbia, for the doomed men
had friends and relatives in almost every house
in Nanaimo. To add to the terrible scene at
the pithead and throughout the town, which
was for some days entirely closed to business,
the elements conspired to render the pitiful
sight gruesome, and a chilling rain, interspersed
with showers of heavy hail, poured down con-
stantly upon the waiting people—many hoping
against hope that their beloved ones might yet
berescued. In this city and throughout the
province the earneddsympathy of all the people
went oub,£0 the heart-broken widows and or-
phans, whose only support in life had been so
harshly taken away. A relief fund was at once
started and a large sum of money netted
throughout the world in their behalf. The great
heart of the globe seemed, to burst with charity

in this hour of sad need, and as well by friend-
ly words as by practical assistance did the citi-
zens tell of the pain they felt at the awful oc-
currence. Noble instances of heroism in that
awful time somewhat lightened the leaden-
tongued clouds, for brave men taking their
lives in their. hands penetrated that under-
ground pit—went far down into the bowels of
thefjearth at imminent risk to save their fellow-
men. The hero was not peculiar to the
medizseval ages ; he exists to-day by these west-
ern waters, magnified as he might be by the
singer of sweet songs into the noblest type of
Christian manhood. The scars have nearly all
passed away and ‘‘the Black Diamond city’'retains
very largely its old appearance, but those who
were fated to assist in that terrible scene will
never fail to associate 1887 with it. But we
turn to a more cheerful incident. On the Queen’s
birthday the first through transcontinental
train reached Vancouver amid general rejoic-
ings, thus completing the great iron band, from
the shores of the Atlantic to those of the Pacific.
On the 18th of June the city council inter-
viewed the Hon. R. Dunsmuir as to bringing
the Island Railway into this city. They ex-
pressed their willingness to assist him in every
way int their power financially, but to their great
surprise that gentleman informed them that he
intended building a railway bridge across the
harbor, and desired .no help from any one.
His own money would construct it. The work
is now being carried out, and very soon the
iron horse will bound over a costly swing-bridge
into the Queen City of the West. The name of
Robert Dunsmuir is the best honored in the
province. The festivities in celebration of the
Jubilee of Her Gracious Majesty Queen Victoria
were held in the city on the 21st and 22nd of
June, and were the most magnificent ever seen
here. In no portion of Her Majesty’s dominions
did a more loyal people enthusiastically ac-
claim her name—in none were more patriotic
efforts made to render her Jubilee forever mem-
orable. The Provincial Exhibition held at Chil-
liwhack was a thorough success and showed in
a most marked manner the great progress which
has been made in agricultural pursuits in British
Columbia within a few years. None of the
Provinces can boast a finer collection than was
witnessed in the heart of one of our finest farm-
ing districts on that occasion. Grain, cereals,
roots, fruits, all were the wonder of visitors
from the Atlantic Coast, who acknowledged that
though the show was, of.course, not as large as
many seen in the East, it. was far ahead of
them so far as the size of the different exhibits
were concerned, and the fruit display atruck
them as being particularly good. There is little
doubt that fruit culture will become an impor-
tant source of revenue to those who invest in it
now that the Canadian Pacific Railway has
afforded us a convenient market. Our glorious
climate is peculiary adapted to it and'there is
little reason why British Columbia should not
supply Canada, west of Winnipeg at all events,
with this always necessary luxury. Speaking of
this brings us to the climate. During the holi-
days flowers were blooming in the gardens in
this city, frost and snow were unheard of, and
the bright, sunny days reminded one of some
warm cornerin ‘‘La Belle France,” or a cosy
nook in the South of England. Rain, it is true,
is a frequent visitor, but sunshine is our portion
for the greater part of the year. Asa distinguish-
od actress, who has learned to love the Pacific
Province, has very prettily said : ‘‘The wind
blows in musical cadence and even the rain falls
softly as if it were afraid to hurt.”. On the 30th
of September the Port Victor, the first steam-
ship from China and Japan, in connection with
the Canadian Pacific Railway, arrived at Esqui-
malt. Her successors have regularly reached

The tables just given, being taken from the
Public School Report of 1885-86, are an official
exhibit, and as such are well worthy of atten-
tion.

The question of providing for the higher edu-
cation of our youth very early occupied the at-
tention of the Legislature, and, as s00D a8 War-
ranted, a High School was established. Victoria
has the honor of being the seat of the first in-
stitution of the kind, which provided a more
liberal training than that to be obtained in s
Public School.. : g

The Victoria High School was opened in Au;
gust, 1876, and’ continued to be the only free

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éonventions were held in this province as
‘a8 1874, but the most successful Educa-'
tional Institute, which is prov. | in its char-
acter, was organized in 1885 by 8. D. Pope,
Tsq., B. A., the present able Superintendent of
Education, and may now be, considered as an in-
tegral part of our school system.  Three branch
institutes were subsequently formed, and have
done much $o elevate the tone of the profession
and bring about uniformity of method. From
the large number of teachers preseut at every
meeting of these institutes, and from the deep
interest manifested by all in the proceedings of
each session, there is no doubt but that these
annual gatherings prove most beneficial to the
educational work of the province,

“While the educational wantsof previous years
were met in a creditable manner, yet it must be
conceded by all that' the present government
have shown great liberality towarnds the educa-
tional welfare of our children. The fact that at
Iast session over $100,000 were voted for this
purpose shows that the government are fully
alive to the calls of parents on behalf of their
children.

Under the present regime the Provincial Sec-
retary is at the head of the Educational Depart-
ment; and the Hon. John Robson, as Minister
of Education, is deserving of the highest praise
for the practical manner in which he has dis-
charged the very responsible duties of his office.
On all occasions when education i§ the theme,
that honorable gentleman has been present to
1ift up an eloquent voice in the discussion of all
matters connected with that ipbject, whichis se
intimately associated with the progress and pros-
perity of a people.

Any sketeh of otir school system would be in-
complete without mention of the gentleman who
has for the last four years occupied the import-
ant position of Superintendent of Edueation—
we refer to 8. D. Pope, Esq., B. A. The prov-
ince was fortunate in'securing the services of
such a ripe scholar and thorough educationist.
Since his appointment every school in.the prov-
ince has felt the quickening effect; of his great
zeal and enthusiasm in the cause of education,
and every teacher has found a firm friend and
wise counsellor. i

If there is one thing in which the people of
the province take pride, it is the educational
system in vogue—a system which from its in-
coption provided a good education free to all,
and which is unrivalled in the Dominion for the
liberallity of its provision for training our
youth.

THE LUMBER INDUSTRY.

The chief timber limits of British Columbia
are to be found on the’east coast of Vancouver
Island, extending from Shawnigan Lake to
Adams River; and from Burrard Inlet to be-
yond Port: Nevel on the mainland. The largest
limits exist in the Sayward district, and espe-
cislly at Duncan’s ‘Bay, Seymour Narrows.
Those which have been drawn upon for the past
twenty-five yoars, are on Burrard Inlet,. Howe
Sound, Jervis Inlet; and as far north as Iron
Rapids, and along the east coast of the island to
Cape Mudge. The mills of the province, for
the first fifteen - years of their existence would
probably have an ontput of between forty and
fifty million feet annually. This has increased,
especially during the past_year, by the addition
of other mills, until the coast mills will now to-
tal fully ninety million feet as  the annual pro-
duction in lumber.. In the interior a few mills
are scattered along the line of railway, the prin-
cipal being that of the Shuswap Milling Com- |
pany; at Kamloops. - The output: of these mills
would be under ten million feet, a total of one
hundred million feet as the output for the pro-
vince.  The gradual working out of the Georg-
ian Bay, Ottawa Valley, and other main timber
sections of Ontario has caused the attention of
mill-men to be dirested to thePacific coast, and
& number of the chief men in the milling busi-
ness in the east have secured large limits on this
island, and there is every prospect that during
1888 mills will be erected of sufficient capacity
to increase the annual production to_over two
hundred million feet. The timber limits of the
interior, which are very much - scattered, will
also be called upon.. Excellentcedar and white
pine exist in abundance in the Gold range, (the
extreme western range of hills of the Rocky
mountains) principally in  the neighborhood of
Sicamons Narrows, while the Douglas fir is 'also
to B found in considerable quantity on the Sey-
mour Arm of Shuswap Lake, - With the present
mill capacity it would hard indeed to conjecture
how long the timber limits of British Columbia
will meet the Jemand.  Although there seems
to be an inexhaustible quantity, yet prominent

Mr. Gutbtman, were alllost, and the slightest in-
formation regarding the unfortunates has never
been learned.  Though the seizures have natur-
ally made sealers somewhat timid, yet-all those
engaged last year and half a dezen schooners
purchased in Nova Scotia will agsin try their
fortunes on the tempestuous shores of the coast
and in the stormy Behring’s sea during the
coming season. . :

The craft used in hunting the seal are staunch
schooners, varying from 16 to 1656 tons; the
average being about 75, and’last year in com-
manders, sailors, hunters and their helps alto-
gother 468 men were engaged, of which a large
number were west coast Indians, who prove in
most instances courageous hunters, though the
white hunters far exceed them in ability. The
Indians hunt in canoes, one being stationed in
the bow with a long spear. - The fur seal sleeps:
on the top of the water, and while thus repos-
ing the canoe is noiselessly paddled to where the
animal is floating and & strong thutst from the
spearsman generally ends in landing the prize
in the canoe.  The white hunter pursues a dif-
forent course. He also is seated in the bow of
a small boat, in which are ‘also a rower and
steerer. The sleeping amphibians are swiftly
but quietly approached; and when near enough
to shoot the hunter raises his Winchester to his
shoulder, and may succeed in killing several be-
fore the aroused seals seek safety  the depths.
The white hunters attain a remarksble accuracy
in their aim, and on a favorable day several last
season secured between fifty and sixty seals
each. As may be imagined, considerable danger
is encountered in hunting the seal. A sndden
fog may envelop the ocean, and the boats some-
times wander far away from their vessel and are
lost, or luckily- they may be picked up by an-
other sealer. ' In the spring off the Vancouver
coast a boat containing three white men belong-
ing to the Pathfinder was lost in the fog and
never again heard from. In Behring’s sea the
water is generally rough and frequently very
stormy and -foggy, and during last year the
seslers were in constant danger, either from
seizurg by the cutters, or from loss of bearings
in the fog. With the exception of last year, the
loss of life and shipping  has fortunately been
almost nal.

The season opens in March, when the. seals
turn their faces northward from the southern
waters where they have been spending the win-
ter months. The schooners first visit the Cali-
fornia coast, where they in all probability will
meet the vanguard of the army, and they will
continue with it until it passes the northern end
of Vancouver, when it is time to return to Vic-
toria, store the skins, and refit for the hunting
grounds in Behring’s sea. For this point a
start is generally made in June and a return in
August or September, The number of 'skins
secured off the coast in 1887 was 12,084 and
that from Behring’s sea 21,716, the latter in-
cluding those in the possession of the Ameri-
cans, for which undoubtedly ample reparation
will be made.

It is in Behring's ‘séa that the great sealing
grounds are located, and which have attracted
Russian, American, and Canadian alike, the
former on their discovery by Pribylov in 1786,
the Americans on the transfer of Alasks to the
United States in May. 1867, and thelatter with-
in the past five years. ZAfterfjthe discovery of
the first islands of the Aleutian chain by, Behr-
ing and those who followed him, the fur-seal in
his annual going and returning® to his summer
and winter grounds had been noted, and in and
after 1772 many ewpeditions were made to dis-
cover them, but it was not until 1786 that the
islands of St. Paul and St. George were dis-
covered by Pribylov. The islanids are twenty-
soven miles apart, and lie in the heart of
Behring’s sea.

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BRITISH COLUMBIA FISHERIES.

The following exhaustive tabular returm. of
the product of our salmon fisheries for the year
1887, will repayacloseinspection. Theparticulars

given below are much more minute than any

hitherto published outside of the annual blue
book of the Department-of Fisheries, There are
now twenty-one eanneries established in differ-
ent parts of the proviuce, but the coming sea-
son will doubtless see a still greater number in
operation. Twelve of these establishments are
located along ‘the banks of the Fraser River;
five on the Skeena river; two at Rivers inlet;
and one each at Alert Bay and Smith’s Inlet.
The Iatter; however, confined its attention this
year to saltingsalmon. Of the total pack of 205,-
088 cases for the season of 1887, 131,123 cases
are credited to the twelve Fraser River estab-
lishments, being an average ot 10,927 per can-
nery. The five companies on the Skeena river,
owing no doubt to the better ran of fish, make a
somewhat better showing, their catch being 58,-

562 ‘cases or an average -of 11,712 each. The

‘fishing season at Rivers Inlet last year was al-
most tmprecedentaly short, the. fish disappear-
ing entirely at 8 period which at other seasons
marked the lapse of only half the run ; as a
consequence the two institutions on this inlet
show but 11,203 cases, a little over 5,600 each.
The Alert’ Bsy Canning Co., report 4,200
cases.

Employment is given in the salmon canner-
ies to 2,248 fishermen and 2,445 shoremen, a
total of 4,693. Besides this number there are
535 engaged in the fishing industry independ-
