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THE WOMEN' COUNCIL

Elect Officers for 1898 and Receive
Reports of the Past Year’s
Work.

Chinese Slavery Again Touched
Upon—Women on the Hospi-
tal Directorate.

The Local Council of Women of Vie-
toria and Vancouver Island held their
third annual meeting at the city hall,
yesterday, re-electing the old odficers
with the exception of the vice-presi-
dents, and afterwards debating and
adopting a eeries of interesting resolu-
tions, and listening to a number of short
papers and addresses apropos of the ob-
jects and accomplishments of the asso-

ciation. The vice-presidents chosen for
the ensuing year are: First, Mrs. Rob-
son; second, Miss Lawson; third, Mrs.
Robert Eeaven ; fourth, Mrs, Angus; and

h, Mrs. McQuade. On the conclusion

‘the opening formalities, a telegraphic
message of greeting from Lady Aberdeen
was read, in which the Countess ex-
pressed regret at her inability to be pre-
sent, and hoped that excellent results
would follow the work of the Victoria
council. The annual address was then
read by Mrs. Baker, the president, as
follows:

Ladies of the Council:—To-day we
hold the third annual meeting of our
Local Council of Women, and although
anniversaries must ever bring with them
something of sadness and regret for deeds
or duties ieft undone, they are also sign
posts to mark progress and cheer us on
our way to future attainments.

One of our great sources of encourage-
ment in our work to-day—indeed our
very greatest—is drawn from the unani-
mous sanction extended to it by our
bishops and clergy, who during the past
week have united in.intercession for us,
that our efforts may be blessed and our
councils guided by inspiration from
above. In the strength of this divine
support we may safely, but in all humil-
ity, take u}; the burden of another year.

Our chief source of regret in the past
lies in our failure to gain the support of
the authorities for two measures which
we earnestly desired to carry—the en-
forcement of the Curfew law, which is
now in operation in most Canadian
cities, and the establishment of an in-
dustrial home for boys; movements
which the latesad disclosures of juvenile
delinquency in our midst have shown to
be primary necessities in this city, for it
is universally conceded that true pro-
gress, as well as benevolence and econo-
my, lie in the prevention rather than the
correction of evil,

Of our efforts in the past twelve
months—what our councii has attempt-
ed or accomplished—we shall shortly
hear in the report of our recording secre-
tary. Our work bds been ever girected
towards movements and reforms which
touch the home at every point, and if
our reach has been sometimes higher
than/our grasp, we are not thereby dis-
couraged, but shall continue to strive
until we attain.

This year (1897) has been in every
sense the jubilee of woman. Not only
has it given an 1mmense stimulus to our
individual loyalty and patriotism, but
an unprecedented encouragement and
inspiration to womanhood collectively,
for one of us—a very woman in every
thought and action—has celebrated the
sixtieth year of a rein unparalleled in
England’s or the world’s history. Our
sovereign lady the Queen, as monarch,
wife and mother; head of the state, of

“society and of a household, has held be-
fore us an ideal womanhood and brought
into undisputed recognition our capabil-
itiesand potentialities ; sefting the moral
height and standard to which the hum-
blest of her sisters may aspire; for not
primarily as the greatest sovereign of the
greatest empire in the world will our
Queen’s name be handed down to com-
ing ages, but as the exemplary domestic
pattern of those ;womanly virtues and
graces which may adorn the lowliest sta-
tion,

The central idea of our council’s teach-
ingais: *The Home and How to Ele-
vate It’’; not, indeed, limiting it to a
place enclosed between four walls, with
bounded horizon of personal cares and
griefs and joys, but inciting us to reach
out helping hands to less favored lives
and homes, striving to let in a little sun-
shine and landscape where unwholesome
environment and physical discomforture
make the name of home too often but a
piteous mockery ; and while weemphati-
cally deprecate any claims which are de-
trimental to our own first duties, we
have in our Queen’s splendid record the
incontrovertible evidence that even the
world-wide interests of a throne are not
necessarily prejudical to the right order-
ing of the house-mother’s kingdom.

In this year also we have seen a great
convention reigned over by another
woman, Frances Willard, the queen of
temperance, whose noble life and work

" opén out to us another sphere of woman-
hood, the right to work for the uplifting
of humanity and the elevating of ‘our-
selves and others to higher aims and
ends, not only in organized opposition to
those grosser lives, usually connected
with intemperance, but systematically
suppressing in ourselves intemperate
thought and judgments, abstaining from
uncharity and  self-indulgence in every
form, qualifying us to wear the white
ribbon of blameless lives.

With guch examples as these, let none
assert that woman’s life must needs be
a contracted or circumscribed one.
From them we may all gather encour-
agement, and larger views in our differ-
ent vocations and stations in life, bound
to these noble souls by our common tie
of womanhood ; and if among these great
representative women I have not special-
ly included our council queen and presi-
dent, it is only because she reigns ever
in our hearts; the head and spirit of our
work, the veryembodiment and incarna-
tion of the Woman’s Council.

It is wholly“"due to our president’s
talents and energy that this, the great-
est organization of woman’s work ever
attempted, has reached its present suc-
cessful issue, for the stage of this move-
ment has now passed when we stood in
the attitude of apologists, endeavoring
to justify our existence. The prejudice
and indifference which assailed the
council at its inception has given place
to generous and outspoken appreciation

of meri
It is now recognized on all sides that
*¢ the rights of women,” a term supposed
to suggest bold assertion and aggressive
agitation, means in council ethics but
woman’s right to fulfil (in a larger spirit
and with a higher motive than before)
her duty to hereelf, her home and the
world, to be true to the higher seif in
her, and to live up to her respousibilities
and privileges,

Perhaps our greatest danger now lies
in the unguardedness born of success ;
and some among us would doubtless em.
phasize the wisdom of moderation, and
of making haste slowly, but the council
amalgamates and utilizes us all, the sen-
iors with their conservative traditions
to restrain and moderate the young with
their newer lights and progressive ener-
gy to point to wider spheres and lead the
way.

And, now remains the crucial test of
all, are we each individoally and in one
corporate capacity living up to the coun-
cil’s greatstandard? We all know that
it is easier to die for a creed than to live
up toit! This is a world-wide power
for good, but only in so far as every link
in the great chain is sound and strong—
the local councils loyz! to the national,
every affiliated society staunch to the
local—and every member of every soci-
ety linked to all in faith and loyalty.

We Have for our motto one of the
grandest ethical precepts even enuncia-
ted, laid down for us by the Divinest
Teacher the world has ever seen , Or ever
will see: Are we each doing our utmost
best to follow His Divine Teaching? and
do we for a moment realize what this
lived-out love of humantty, always
linked to its only safe incentive love to
God, would mean? It would mean the
opening of Heaven’s gates on earth.
Universal brotherhood would be no
longer a meaningless phrase. Egotism,
and individualism, and greed—those
triune curses of humanity would be rele-
gated to the father of evif.

We should learn to look with scorn on
miserable aims that end with self, and
touch with healing hand the festering
scores of life,

Thus may woman “ golve the riddle of
this painful earth,” and to us be given
the sapreme honor of ¢ preparing the
way of the Lord and making straight His
paths.”

THE FRIENDLY HELP.

The other important report of the
morning was a resume of the work sac-
complished during the past year by the
Friendly Help Association, this docu-
ment reading as follows:

Madame President and Ladies: With

the generous help of His Worship the
Mayor, kind friends, and our own united
efforts, we have been able to relieve the
several wants of three hundred ad
twenty-two needing cases, from the |-
of January to the end of November of
the present year. Our methods of as-
sisting are somewhat varied. Strong
and able-bodied men are instructed to
earn their food and clothing, the former
from the city, the latter through the Sal-
vation Army. The aged, needy and help-
less get prompt and generous assistance,
One great fact we wish toimpress on the
kind-hearted people of our city is
the assisting of door to door beg-
gars. In doing so they deal a death blow
to our one great aim—that is, keeping a
check on imposters. The city of Victoria
is divided into small districts, each dis-
trict bhaving a lady visitor, so there are
really no cases of neglect, and no need
for be%ging. Our experience with a great
deal of the poverty we meet is intemper-
ance on the part of men, and lack of
energy on the ‘part of the women. If
some wise head could suggest some way
of dealing with the former mentioned
evil, and the latter misfortune, a number
of homes in our fair city would be differ-
ent to what they are, and our Friendly
Help Association would ‘not be put to
their wits’ ends, as they are at times, to
know how to deal with such cases.
The Council’s treasurer’s report shows
a balance on hand of $30.25. The ex-
penditure for the year was $53.10; the
total receipts being $83.35, twenty-five
societies now being in affiliation.

THE CHINESE,

With the afternoon session came the
series of resolutions prepared by the ex-
ecutive or offered by the affiliated soci-
eties, one half of these relating to the
Chinese, their sanitary conditions and
their treatment of the young women of
their race. The first was presented by
Mrs. Hinkson Siddall in behalf of the
Women’s Missionary Society of the
D}(letropolimn church, to the effect that
the

‘‘ Woman’s Council urge the sanitary
officer to enforce upon the Chinese
and other foreign residents in Vie-
toria® the rules and regulations re-
garding the inspection of .their prem-
ises.”’

Mrs. Siddall in offering the resolution,
remarked that she had visited China-
town seven years ago and found its con-
dition disgraceful. Lately she had again
gone through the quarter, and regretted
to find that no improvement had been
made.

Before the debate proceeded further,
Mrs. Andrews and Mrs, Grant, repre-
senting the Women’s Missionary Seciety
of Calvary Baptist church, offered an
amendment to the resolution, broaden-
ing.the scope of th& reform sought, and
reading as foltows:

‘‘ In consideration of the health of the
citizens of Victoria and other cities of
British Columbia, Resolved, that the
Women’s Council urge the necesgity of
the sanitary officers bringing to bear
with greater stringency upon the Eng-
lish-speaking race and foreigners their
rules, regulations and inspections rela-
tive to the houses, premiges, streets,
lanes and alleys thereof.”’

In speaking to this amendment, Mrs,
Andrews urged the desirability of look-
ing first of all at home in the initiation
of reforms.

‘“ Before dealing with the Chinese,””
sbe said, ““let us set them a good ex-
ample.”

This view of the question was in'a
measure shared by Mrs. Grant, the sec-
onder of the amendment, who did not
for a moment maintain that the Chinese
should be exempt from sanitary meas-
ures, although holding that the reforms
should commence with the white popula-
tion. She instanced Store street asan
example of neglected sanitation and dis-
regard for section 49 of the Public health
by-law. '

Mrs. Conybeare Craven held that the
sanitary conditions practically of the
whole city were not what they should be,
and maintained that very little heed was
paid to the by-law enacted in the inter-
est of the public health. Similar views
were expressed by Mrs. McNaughton,
who told of streets in Victoria where the

from the leaders of the nation, in church
and state—able and thoughtful men,

waste water from the houses runs into

shallow roadway gutters, making searlet
fever and other diseases a natural se-
quence, -

The amendment was adopted.

_Mrs. Chapman and Mrs, Betts again
directed attention to the prevalence of
woman slavery among the Chinese, in a
resolusion offered by the Centennial
Church Missionary Society and couched
in the following language:

‘* Whereas the British law forbids the
buying and selling of human beings and
the hoiding of the same in bondage after
they land in Great Britain or an y of her
colonies, and whereas there is good
reason to believe that young girls are
sometimes purchased in China and im-
ported into British Columbia and are
held as slaves in this province, even to
the buying and selling of the same by
Chinamen; therefore be it resolved that
that this Local Council of Women peti-
tion the Dominion government through
the National Council to order an im-
partial investigation, and we would
bumbly suggest that copies of the law
pertaining to slavery be printed and
posted in conspicuous places such as
customs and court houses, post offices
g.nd police stations throughout the prov-
ince, and such efforts be made as may
seem advisable to put a stop to the in-
iquitous traffic; and further, that the
Chinese be compelled to comply with
our laws in regard to coroner’s inquest
over sudden deaths; and further, that
wherever possible, interpreters who are
men of the Anglo-Saxon race and of un-
impeachable reputation be employed in
courts of law.”

This resolution going more thoroughly

;into the subject aimed at than did the

motion prepared by Mrs. Buarkholder, it
was substituted and became the main
resolution by that lady’s consent. In
advancing it, Mrs. Chapman spoke brief-
ly of the customs of the Chinese, who,
ehe declared, thought no more of buying
and selling their girls than of traffic-
ing in chickens. She pointed out
that ‘under the auspices of the
Women’s Missionary Society of the
Methodist church a * rescue home ’” had
been established. The help of the coun-
cil was now solicited, to see that the law
prohibiting slavery is properly enforced.
Thesecond and third points contained in
the resolution were also touched upon,
and after Mrs. Betts had corroborated
the statements of the mover, the motion
prevailed unanimously.
INDECENT PICTURES.

Another, and the last resolution, came
from the W.C.T.U. and was presented by
Mrs, Spofford. Itread:

‘‘ Whereas pictures of an indecent na-
ture are often placarded in public places
throughout our city, thereby -having an
immoral influence on the community at
large. Therefore, be it resolved that the
Women’s Council request the civie auth-
orit:eg to take the necessary steps to pro-
hi'! .1 the same.””

ladies who followed her expressed them-
selves strongly in regard to music hall
and theatrical posters displayed on local
bill boards, and which they pronounced
shockingly indecent, and “calculated to
corrupt the modesty of Victoria’s young
womanhood. Burprise was expressed
that while Victoria had no law to be en-
forced in such matters, Toronto and
other cities had, and the Council was
urged to ask and work for such a muni-
cipal ordinance.

It was subsequently pointed out to the
ladies that both the Criminal Code of
Canada and the Public Morals by-law of
Victoria, passed in 1889, fully cover the
subject, and the ladies will accordingly
seek enforcement of this existent legisla-
tion.

THE SECRETARY’S REPORT.

The recording secretary, Mrs. Gordon
Grant, in her report, deals with the
practical accomplishments of the past
year, as hereunder:

Madame President and Ladies: An-
other twelvemonth has gome and it
again becomes my duty to record the
work done by the Vietoria Council of
Women during that time. The first
work taken up was the nomination of a
second lady school trustee last January,
and in this effort we were successful in
electing Mrs. Jenkins, and can now con-
gratulate ourselves in having more
ladies on our trustee board than any
other city in the province.

The next work wundertaken was the
presentation of five petitions to the
legislative assembly, one asking that our
municipalities be empowered to pass
curfew by-laws; a second that all stores
be compelled to close their doors on the
Sabbath day through legal enactment; a
third that the study of temperance from
a scientffic standpoint be made compul-
sory in our public schools; 8 fourth ask-
ing that where practicable,” manunal la-
bor be,introduced in our schools; and a
fifth petitioning that more stringent
lawe be made regarding the sale of poi-
sons. 5

Notwithstanding that these petitions
all - touched the home—woman’s do-
maifi—and our children—our cradle
treagures—no action was taken by our
legislators. In this work we were ver
materially helped by the other Councils
of Women throughout the province and
provincial Woman’s Christian Temper-
ance Union, and although we have not
been successful thus far these petitions
are having an educatory influence in the
community, .

An effort was also made by our Coun-
cil of Women, in conjunction with other
societies, to help homeless boys by the
establishment of a farm institution. As
yet, however, this has not been accom-
plished, although it is hoped that in the
near future it may be established on a
firm basis. Our committees on the cir-
culation of literature, reading circles and
the protection of women and children
have been carrying on their work, and
good results are already being borne

rom the efforts which have been made
along these lines.

Our Friendly Help has done splendid
work during the past twelvemonth in
their systematic investigation of every
case of poverty which has been brought
to their notice and in supplying the
wants of the needy ones. In these efforts
they have been generously helped by
the Mayor, city council and" many kind
friends.

When the cry of hunger came from
India our sympathies and hearts were
awakened for our suffering sisters, and a
donation—small though it was—was
given for those starving ones far away in
the Eastern continent,

The scheme of the Victoria Order of
Nurses was brought before our organiza-
tion, thoroughly discussed and heartily

endorsed. A local committee was ap-

; pointed with ex-Lieut.-Governor Dewd-

ney as chairman, and Mr. Galletly as
honorary secretary and treasurer. Quite
a sum of money was raised towards the
support of this undertaking although not
as much as we would like to have seen.

We are glad to report that thereisa
prom\bi?'i{l that four or five of these
homes be established during the
coming year.

While we have been looking after
these other questions we do not forget
the practical home work, and are en-
deavoring to arrange for a .series of les-
sons in cooking, to be given by Miss
Livington, that the younger members of
our homes may be skilled in the cul-
inery art. We have been compelled to
postpone these classes until the early
spring, but hope by March or April to
have Miss Livingston with us.

Angus. In closing our report we desire
to express our gratitude to our Heavenly
Father for His blessing on our efforts in
the past year, and pray that we may be
led by his hand during the coming year.

LORD’S TENTH CONFRATERNITY,

Mrs. Baker, the president of the coun-
cil, presented the report setting forth the
aims and hopes of the Confraternity of
the Lord’s Tenth. This systematic and
practical method of giving to charity,
she declarged to be the practice of the
Christian church for thousands of years
and none the less binding to-day than
centuries ago. In dealing with the sel-
fishness of the age masquerading under
the name of free will giving, Mrs. Baker
had the following observations to offer:

 Why is it then that our practice of
giving has deteriorated so much, that
we think we are doing our full share to-
ward the support of our churches and

some entertainment or festivity which
will draw money from our own or other
unwilling purses—a ball or bazaar where
pleasure poses under the garb of charity,
one of the most unhealthy symptoms of
the modern perversion of almsgiving?
Why do we now need pressing appeals,
sensational efforts and doubtful methods
to encourage or stimulate us in this duty,
while all the time we have God’s own
plan—the simple rule ¢ let everyone give
a8 God hath prospered him.’

‘I greatly fear that our degeneration
comes from the fact that our love has
grown cold. The world is too much
changed. We have changed, and are
changing Christ’s religion of self-denial
into one of self-appropriation, and over-
laying our religious life with g weight of
worldly pursuits, attachments and
pleasures, which engross our hearts and
choke the Word. Our ears are filled
with the noise and discords of life, and
we are deaf to the delicate harmonies of
heaven. Our eyes are’ fastened on the
earth and we assume that the age of
beavenly visions is past. Our aims, like
the rest, are of the earth, earthy; and
self-indulgence is the key-note of the

ge.
*‘ Let us picture a visitor from some
higher sphere, with other, larger eyes
than ours, coming down among us to in-
vestigate our peculiar methods and idio-
syncracies. 1t is Thanksgiving day—
that beautiful annual recognition of
God’s favors to us during the past year,
which we observe in the Old Country in
the form of harvest festivals. Our puz-
zled visitor notices as the chief outward
and visible function of the occa-
sion, avast immolation of turkeys,
which th‘le so-calle‘:i thankiqu ones
are erly appropriating. e con-
cmdezag that it pis doubtless a great
national feast for the poor and
needy ones who seldom taste such
delicate fare, But, we say, no. This
extra treat is for ourselves. True, we
fare sumptuously everyday, or so at least
it seems to Lazarus gitting hungry at
our gate. But this is our modern mode
of expressing gratitude—truly a self-in-
dulgent, not a seli-denying ordinance.-

‘‘ Again, Ohristmas is approaching,
and our visitor sees the windows of our
stores crowded with costly and useless
articles, the majority of which have not
even the excuse of being artistic to
justify their existence. These, we ex-
plain, are for Christmas gifts—not to
embellich bare and comfortable homes,
but for Dives and hisorder, whose houses
already overflow with superfinities. We
are also breathlessly engaged in making
provigion for the flesh, in the form
of rich and luxurious fare, thus
completing the bewilderment of our vis-
itor, who strives vainly to connect these
strange and somewhat gross customs
with the delicate homage of the Eastern
sages—the typical °gold and frankin-
cense and myrrh,’ their tribute to the
new born King who is at this time elect-
ed to visit us in great humility, that we
might take His light yoke upon us and
learn of Him the blessedness of self-
sacrifice and voluntary poverty.

“Can we imagine anything more
incongruous or less in harmony
with the stupendous event than our mode
of celebrating it? Not that the cheerful
enjoyment of innocent pleasure is not
reasonable, and even desirable, but that
we have turned the good gifts of God
which he so richly bestows on us into
temptations to forget the giver, and we
even resent as overstrained the sugges-
tion that some systematic return of His
gifts should be, not the exception in our
lives, but the grateful rule.”

Papers upon the work of the Y.W.C.A.
(by Miss Carr) and the W.C.T.U. were
Eoﬁowed with an address by Miss Perrin
on the International Council of Women,
to hold its next meeting in London in
1899, when one of the prominent topics
for discuseion will be international arbi-
tration as a method of settling all dis-
putes amongst nations.

Mrs. Conybeare Craven, in discussing
‘“ Women’s Duties,” dwelt upon the
noble example set for the women of all
lands by Britain’s Queen—her truthful-
ness, devotion to duty, intellectual
activity and religious training—her edu-
cation that has made her a queen among
queens, but none the less womanly—a
living contradiction of the assertion that
the higher education of women unfits
them for home duties.

The speaker regretted that in the
training of children the general princi-
ple is too often instilled to *“‘get on’’—
thus making the little ones selfish. True
education did not consist in crajnming
with facts, but in the development of the
powers of brain and body, and as brains
and bodies had been given to women as
well as men, it was evident that women
were ordained to make use of the powers
of both to the fullnes of their perfecion.

The great utility of haying women in
certain branches of public life was em-
phasized, instances being quofed in
which superior power for the accom-
plishment of good was shown to be pos-
by women workers. As a note of
warning Mrs, Oraven made it plain that
she could not advise the taking up of
active public duties to women with no

servants, or to the mothers of small chil-
dren—the place for whom was rightly

the various charities when we asgist in

the home. There were, however, in
Victoria, many ladies whose hands were
not thus tied, who might wisely vary
their round of pleasure by interesting
their daughters and young lady friends
in public questions and works. They
might get up cooking and sewing classes
in their houses if more public works
were beyond them.

*“ I have visited the jubilee hospital a
good deal since I have been here,” said
Mre. Craven, ‘““and I have noticed that
much might be done if only the hospital
board was leavened with the presence
and sympathetic methods of a few prac-
tical, motherly women. I am sure the
nurses and matrons would welcome such
an addition to the board of management,.
Women wili confide things which need
remedying to other women which they
will not mention to men. But it is very
necessary that the women should be on
the board itself, not on a sub-committee.
One gives authority, the other none. I
have had a great deal to do with this
kind of work.in England, and I feel so
strongly the absolute necessity of women
being on the boarde of management of
every institution where women and chil-
dren and sick persons are admitted, or
where there are women nurses or attend-
ants, that I always retuse to subscribe to
any institution where there is no mixed
board ar committee of men and women.”

“ Water as an Essential to Health,”
was the subject discussed in a earefully
prepared paper read by Mrs. Walker,
who looked upon Victorians as a long-
suffering people, to have thus long en-
dured the defective and inadequate water
supply while a remedy existed. She
held that Victoria’s water has few of the
requisites essential to health, and pointed
out how, in her opinion, the present con-
dition of the water supply might be cor-
rected.

During the afternoon several of the
city clergy—Rev. W. Ralph Trotter,
Rev. D. MacRae and Rt. Rev. Bishop
Perrin, were introduced,and in response
to invitation, delivered brief address,
the Bishop in his remarks heartily en-
dorsing the suggestion by Mrs. Craven
that women should be included in the
directorate of the Jubilee hospital.

Hon. Col. Baker also addressed the
council, commending the work that has
been accomplished by it, in uniting the
women of all denominations in a
harmonious and effective whole, and ad-
vising the council to go on in its miszion
—aiming constantly at reform rather
than condemnation.

MANY DAYS OVBRDUE.

Fears for the * Cleveland” as Well
as the * Pelican’ Are Now
Expressed.

The Purchaser of the ‘“P. E. Ward
Wreck Seecures a Tidy
Bargain.

The long-absent Pelican is not the
only large steamship familiar to North
Pacific waters for which fears are daily
becoming more pronounced. Nearer
home it is now practically certain that
some misfortune has befallen the well
known Cleveland, lately chartered by
the Kruse line to give opposition
to the Pacific Coast company
fleet operating between Puget Sound
and San Francisco. She left the
latter ort about two weeks ago
for Seattle, and strange to say, although
she would follow the same course as the
other California liners that have arrived
since that date, none has either seen or
heard from her. She has for some time
been advertised to sail from Seattle for
San Francisco on December 12, offering
a first class passage at $7.50, steerage $4,
and freight $2. Her charterers and
agents have now grown so uneasy con-
cerning her that diligent search will no
doubt. be made all along the coast unless
some definite news of the missing craft
be received very soon.

A REPORTED WRECK,

A despatch from New York announces
that the British bark Inverurie, from
Sowurabaya, Java, had arrived in port
bringing tidings of the wreck of a British
bark on Inaccessible island, one of the
Trinidad Acunha group. On September
13 the Inverurie sighted the American
ship J. B, Walker which signalled news
of the wreck and asked for a supply of
fresh water. A San Francisco paper
sayse the wrecked bark may be the Tay-
mount, now 222 days out from Liver-
pool for that port. There is alsoa possi-
bility that the vessel may be the ship
Natuna, 209 days out from London for
San Francisco. As both these vessels
are long overdue it is the belief that they
had agtempted to round Cape Horn, and
failing, changed their course and came
by the way of the Cape of Good Hope, a
conclusion that would account for the
presence of either or both of them in the
South Seas, Thesame paper thinks the
wrecked vessel may also be the British
bark Craigend, which left Philadelphia
May 3 for Hiogo. She was last spoken
off the Brazilan coast. Reinsurance on
the Taymount is no quoted at 50 guineas,

THE ‘‘ WARD”’ WRECK SOLD.

The little echooner E. C. Ward, which
was wrecked off the Sand Heads at the
mouth of the Fraser on Monday last, has
been sold by her owner to D. G. Ma._ckaf,
of Steveston, for $100. Immediately
after the purchase Mr. Mackay made a
thorough inspection of the little craft,
and devised a scheme to float her,
Erecting a couple of derricks, he un-
loaded the cargo of rock, dug away the
sand, and lashed two empty barrels on
either side. When the tide came in, the
schooner floated off, and she was sailed
into Steveston apparently none the worse
for her inundation. To all appearances
the schooner is comparatively new and
well filled up, having six cabins. As
Mr. Mackay is reported to have already
refused $500 for her, he is not likely to
regret his investment.

THE ‘‘ PUEBLA ”’ IN A BLOW.,

On_her last down trip the City of
Puebla experienced very stormy weather,
in consequence of which she was nearly
a day late in reaching San Francisco,
Off Tatoosh, Captain Debney reports
that a heavy southeaster struck his veg-
sel, and from there on it increased in
fury until off the Columbia, where g
hurricane was raging. The steamer’s
decks were swept time and again, but
the only damage sustained was to the
railing, & considerable portion of which

was carried away, in addition to a bar-
gmeter from the outside of the pilot
ouse.

How Vietoria and Vancouver Hockey

The loss seemed,
however, to suddenly awaken the visit-
ors, eepeeially K. Schofield, who getting
control of the ballat the bally-off, kept
it and made a run straight down the
field without check, shooting a very
sharp goal for Victoria. Naturally the
spectators cheered him lustily for his
brilliant run, the result of which was an
even seore.

But this was not all. Two minutes
from the time Schofield ghot his goal,
Cbaldecott—Vancouver’s extra forward
—shot a good goal for his team, making
the score: Vancouver, 2; Victoria, 1.

Play now divided evenly for ten min-
utes, when half time was called.

A rest of five minutes, the
full ‘allowance, was taken, and the
work recommenced. The game had
only been in progress a few mo-
ments when F. A, Futcher—Victoria’s
centre—shot a goal to bring the scdre to
2all, Of course excitement now ran
high, the play being so even, and ap-
plause was frequent for the good play of
beth sides.

ead, and Vancouver not to be beaten.
But as luck would have it, Vancouver
scored within ten minutes of time,
making 3 goals all. From then until
the end of the game the greatest excite-
ment prevailed and some grand play
was put up on both sides.

When the Victoria team left here they
expected to be beaten easily, and so did
their supporters who did not go. But
from the very start Vancouver saw that
they had no easy thing before them to
prevent Victoria from beating them, the
combination of the Victoria forwards be-
ing splendid, and more especially K.
Schofield and B. Pender, Victoria’s left
wing. Vancouver showed how they
feared that wing by putting an extra
man to mark it.

Vietoria’s plavers are much faster
than Vancouver’s, and when once they
start a rush their opponents find it pretty
hard to stop them. On the whole Vic-
toria put up the better game, especially
in their combination; which was far
ahead of their play against Vancouver
on the Oak Bay grounds. One thing
especially noticeable, and remarked on

Fully & Thousand Residents of
Dawson Are Now Making Their
Toilsome Way to the Coast.

Some Had Only Reached the Klon-
dyke Before Turning Their
Faces Toward Home Again.

The prophecy of old miners that the
wilderness road from the Klondyke back
to civilization will be marked this win-
ter by dead men’s bones, is now all too
certain of fulfilment. For by the steam-
er City of Topeka, arriving Sunday
morning from Lynn Canal, the news is
received that more than a thousand ill-
provisioned men stampeded from Daw-
son during late October, and impelled by
the haunting fear of famine are madly
forcing their way over the mountains.

Auk, the Indian mail carrier, who
brings this news, left the Yukon capital
some days after Jack Dalton’s party,
and says that the vanguard of the terror-
stricken army is following less thana
week behind him, He passed many on
his way out, not a few of them men who
had just reached the Klondyke after en-
during innumerable hardships on the
journey inward ; and speaking from long
experience of the country and its winter
conditions, declares that a large percent-
age of the stampeding mob will never
live to recite the terrors of their flight
from death.

The Bella and the Weare, it now ap-
pears, did not land more than one hun-
dred tons of provisions on their arrival
in Dawson in early October, owing to
their having been held up at Circle City,
and what at firet seemed salvation for
the beleaguered residents proved but
mockery of their misfortune.

The only bright view of the present
gituation is that the crossing of the
passes above Dyea and Skagway has
lately been greatly facilitated through
the rapid advance of the tramway build-
ers at the former point, and the great

GOVERNMENT PARTY RETURNS.

Surveyors Unable to Reach the Naas From
Alice Arm Arrive Last Evening,

Arriving from Vancouver on the R.
M. 8. Aorangi yesterday evening were
E. 8. Wilkineon, civil engineer; C. Lit-
tle and O. Jones, surveyors, a trio sent
North by the government on the 15th of
last month to inguire into the pos-
sibilities of & railroad route from
Alice arm, at the head of Observatory
inlet, to the Naas river. The party
went north to Port Essington on the
steamer Barbara Boscowitz, and from
there took the steamer Chieftain to
Alice Sound. The tramp overland was
immediately commenced, five Indian
packers being taken along, and the
Chieftain was left awaiting until the
party’s return. For twenty miles or
more the party traversed inland, follow-
ing as closely as possible the de-
tour of a river, which bears no
name, but which they christen for
convenience Wilkinson’s river. This
part of the road, in the words of Mr.
Little, is fair, but it gets very rough to-
wards the mountains, and as a result the
last day’s travel only amounted to one
mile. Here was encountered the can-
yon of the river, and it was with the
greatest difficulty that any kind of pro-
gress could be made.

“It seemed,” said Mr. Little, * that
we had to make a footing for every stride
forward we made, go precipitous and icy
were the hills. When the party decided
to turn about for the Coast it had reach-
ed an elevation of 1,200 feet and the di-
vide appeared about six miles beyond,
over a terribly rough country. A lake
could be seen about half a day’s journey
to the right of where we were, and this,
according to the Indian packers accom-
panying the party, had an outlet in the
Naas river,”

Numerous photographs of the country
were secured and will serve as an impor-
tant part in the report of the surveyors
to the government. It was impossible
for the party to proceed further owing to
the wild nature of the country and to
the difficulty that would have been ex-
perienced in taking along provisions,
and on returning they concluded to try
what the country was like going
in an easterly direction from
Alice  arm. A fall of three
feet  of soft snow, however,
put this beyond possibility, and there
was no alternative but to return to Vic-
toria. The enow, Mr. Little says, will
not be fit to walk on till February.
Meanwhile the party will await instruc-
tions from the government as to the
course of ita operations.

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PILED ON THE ROCKS.

An Unknoivn Three Maéted Schooner
Comes to Grief Just Out-
gside Carmanah.

No News of the Overdume *‘Cleve-
land ”’ or the Long Miss-
ing * Pelican.”

The R.M.S. Empress of India on her
arrival at William Head last evening,
reported a three-masted schooner from
600 to 700 tons register, on the rocks at a
point three and a half miles outside of
Carmanah Point. She was apparently
inbound and in ballast, and her signal
letters ¢ J.W.H.C.” gave no clue to her
identity, not being interpretable by the
code books of the liner. When the C.P.
R. steamer passed the schooner was
standing practically on even keel—
not 1 danger of demolition un-
less a southeaster should arise, in
which event her chances would besmall.
Some of her people were discovered on
the beach, but no communication could
be had with them. The unhappily
situated craft is presumed to be a grain
or lumber carrier coming to the Sound
or British Columbia for cargo, and no
doubt the same craft (thought to be a
brigantine) which the City of Puebla
passed on her run in from the Cape earlier
in the evening, when the stranger
was suspiciously close inshore between
Carmanah Point and Destruction island.
At that time there was nothing about
her to warrant further inspection. Now
that word of her stranding has been re-
ceived, a relief steamer will go out at
once—probably before the Coronisris in
the hands of its readers this morning.
The Carmanah wire, as usual when it is
most required, is out of business, and so
particulars of the wreck are not to be had
by that agency.

The Empress brings no word of the
overdue Pelican, nor does the Puebla re-
port any sign of the steamer Cleveland,
Anxiety for the latter increases daily in
proportion as days are added to the
period which she has fallen behind in
her schedule. ¢ On Monday,” says the
P.-I., *“ no additional word was received
in this city, so that it is impossible to
say whether she has been wrecked
absolutely or, being crippled as to
her machinery by the late storms
that have raged on the coast,
is making slow headway to Seattle. In
spite of the fact that the Cleveland is
five days behind her regular time, Capt.
Qaine, her agent, has not lost hope. He
believes that she is seaworthy enough to
have weathered the gales that have pre-
vailed on the coast and that she will be
reported within a day or two, being towed
either into the straits or else to Astoria,
at the mouth of the Columbia river.
“I do not believe that the Cleveland has
gone down,’’ said Capt. Caine. * She is
strong and seaworthy. 8he is built on
the staunch, old English model, and has
sailed in every clime on the globe. Her
sides are turned after the style of a
whaleback, so that the heaviest seas
might rush over her without doing any
great damage. She ig strongly built and
able to stand in ‘almost any weather.
T look for her to show up in
the straits at almost any hour, If,
as reported, Capt. Green, of the State
of California, saw her fifty miles south
of the Columbia river, she ought to be
reported within the next day or two off
Cape Flattery. If, as surmised, her
machinery has been injured, she would
be able to make fair progress with her
sails, and would likely keep on her
course toward ‘the Sound. In such a
cage, she will be picked up by some tug
outside the straits and towed safely into
a harbor.

THE *‘ BOSCOWITZ ” AT HOME.

That the weather has been stormy—
very stormy—in the North for some
weeks past was the report brought by
the steamer Barbara Boscowitz, yester-
day forenoon, a report that occasions no
surprise. The steamer had not been to
any Alaskan ports,. but had called at
nearly all the regular British Columbia
stopping places. She had in one pas-
senger Mr. R. Cunningham, the naviga-
tor of the steamer Chieftain, which bore
the Wilkineon survey party to Alice
Arm. Mr. Wilson, the engineer of the
steamer Vigilant, which vessel has gone
out of commisgion at Metlakatla; Miss
Hunt, of Alert Bay; and Mrs. Arnold,
the wife of the manager of the Carlyle
cannery, on the Skeena, were among the
other passengers for the voyage. There
wag, too, the customary crowd of si-
washes and Chinamen, and the most
novel occupants of the freight deck were
about a dogen good-sized dogs, a con-
signment forwarded to his Victoria prin-
cipals by Martin Lundborg, who is mak-
ing a bueiness of buying Northern
huskies for Klondyke sled service. The
Boscowitz brought as freight 200 cases
of clams from Drainey’s, at Namu har-
bor, 50 kits of furs from Essington, and
a large quantity of furs for the Hudson’s
Bay Co. The steamer is advertised for
immediate return.

THE “‘S8EATTLE”’ AWAY.

One hundred and forty people, nearly
all from Seattle and every one enthusi-
astic over the Klondyke gold disecoveries,
went North on the steamer City of Se-
attle yesterday morning. The steamer
arrived from the Sound at 8 o’cloek and
two hours later proceeded on her way,
leaving behind Col. Domville, M.P., and
Manager Peabody of the Northern Paci-
fic at Seattle. The steamer earried
among her passengers Miss Brown and
Mrs. Church, who will make the round
trip; F. H. Frout, M.E. Rogers and
wi&, W. Routledge, Mrs. Dowling, A.
Angela and J. E. Wood. S8ince the ves-
sel was last in port 156 *‘ standes’’ have
been erected in her, giving her berths or
aecommodation for just that many peo-
ple more than she could find room for
previous to her overhauling., Contrary
to report, the alterations made on the
steamer will net debar her from carying
cattle, proof which was to be found in
several head on board her yesterday.

MARINE NOTES,

After an uneventful passage the City
of Puebla tied up at the outer wharf at
5 o’clock last evening from San Fran-
cisco. She experienced some very rough
weather just after leaving the Golden
Gate and as far as the mouth of the Co-
lumbia river, but the sea was remark-
ably calm off Cape Flattery. She brings

s full cargo of general merchandise, 200

tons of which are for this port and about
1500 for the Sound cities. Amongst the
passengers are several pilgrims bound
for Klondyke, who are coming to outfit
in Victoria.

No bonds have yet been given for the
release from custody of the British ship
Senator. The captain reports having
spoken two southern bound vessels on
his way to port, both in lat. 70, 40 h,
long. 1170 W. They were the’ British
bark Olivebank and the German ship
Kehreweider. Both reported all well,

The C. P. R. bulletin announces the
Cunard liner Umbria arrived in New
York from Liverpool on Monday morn-

ing,

E’he Oceanic steamship Moana sails
for Honolulu and the islandas of the
Southern Pacific on January 6.

OMINECA GOLD.

Another Report of the Finding of Quartz—
Rich Placer Ground on Tom Creek.
Further evidence of the prevalence of
gold deposits thronghout the Omineca is
afforded by the strike just reported to
have been made on Tom Creek by the
Mayflower company, with which Mr. J.
D, Wells, sub-recorder for the district,
is connected. Mr. Wells arrived from
the North yesterday, on the Barbara
Boscowitz, For over three years Mr.
Wellsand two partners, composing the
Mayflower Mining Company, have been
prospecting in Omineca, and after spend-
ing over $3,000 they have they claim
struck it very rich. Mr. Wells brought
down with him several rich specimens of
the recent finde on Tom creek.
One round nugget, about an inch in
diameter, studded and veined with gold.
Tom Creek is about 125 miles from
Hazleton, the head of navigation on the
Skeena river, and Mr. Wells says a well
equipped party can reach the new dis-
eries in ten days from this city, while
the difficulties in packing provisions
when the trail is reached are trifling.
The Mayflower company staked out
most of the creek when the strike was
made, taking in altogether about two
miles and a half. They ascertained that
the pay gravel was at least eight feet in
depth and that it is worth about $1.25 to
the pan. An experienced miner, Mr.
Wells says, can easily pan out $20a

ay.

Speaking further of the richness of the
Omineca district, Mr. Wells says that
coarse gold can be found in many of the
small creeks emptying into the Nation
river. In the same belt in which the
Mayflower companyfhave prospected so
successfully, and about fifty miles from
Manson creek, 8 man named Kenny, of
the Good Hope mine, picked up a nug-
get valued at $200.

While the prospecting so far around
Tom creek has been confined pretty
much to the creek and river beds. Mr.
Wells says that several very rich quartz
locations have been made.

*‘Gold hunters need not go so far as
Klondyke,” said Mr. Wells, ‘‘as coarse
gold abounds all through the Omineca.
Thanks to the work recently done in the
district by the local government we now
have an excellent trail right to the gold
fields, and while we have not struck
anything so rich as the Klondyke yet,
we are not without bopes that we will
before next summer.”” Mr. Wells leaves
for Tom creek in about ten days when
he will take back a large supply of pro-
visions, and a more perfect outfit for
thoroaghly developing the company’s
claims.

FROM ALICE ARM.

Mr. Cunningham Speaks About His Trip
and the Possibilities of a
Railway Route,
»

Among the passengers from the North
by the steamer Boscowitz yesterday was
Mr. Robert Canningham, who is one of
those greatly impressed with the feasi-
bility of putting in a railroad from the
head of Alice arm, at the top of Ob-
servatory inlet, to connect that harbor
with Telegraph Creek. Mr. Cunning-
ham stated yesterday that he had been
up Alice arm in his steamer Chieftain at
the time that Mr, Wilkinson made his
survey, and found the harbor land-
locked and capable of sheltering any
number of the largest vessels. From the
head of Alice arm runs a emall riverina
northwest direction. Mr. Wilkinson had
followed this river for eighteen miles,
Mr. Cunningham said, and was pre-
vented from going further because the
banks narrowed so that with the
ice caused by the thermometer falling to
zero the footing was too unsafe. How-
ever, four miles further on, the valley
ogens out again and then for the rest of
the distance to Telegraph Creek there is
an open country. The distance from
Alice Arm to Telegraph Creek Mr. Cun-
ningham putsat 85 miles. Thedifficulty
at the river canyon he believes may be
got over eagily by cutting a V in the
sides of the banks for four miles, this
being the only difficult part of the route.
As an instance of its practicability for a
railway route Mr. Canningham remark-
ed that the Indians could carry mail be-
tween Alice Arm and Telegraph Creek
in five days.

Proposal to Establish a Branch of
the Navy League in
"~ This City.

B

A Prospeet Which Appeals to the
Sympathies of All True
Sons of Britain.

The fleet of England is her all-in-all,

Her fleet is in your hands,

And in her fleet her fate.
—Tennyson.

To THE EpIToR:—I have been asked
by the Navy League in London, and by
the Toronto branch of the league in
Canada, to endeavor to form a branch
here, and I have to ask you to aid with
your support in this matter. With this
object in view, I propose to lay before
you, in as brief a manner as possible, a
very.few of the points showing the ob-
jects which the league has in view, and
the necessity for its existence.

Constitution. This association shall
be called the Navy League.

1. Its purpose shall be to secure, as
the primary object of the national policy,
¢ The co! of the sea.”

2. The general aim of the Navy League
shall be:

(a.,) To spread information showing
the vital importance to the British Em-
pire of the naval supremacy upon which
depends its trade, empire and national
existence.

(b.) To call attention to the enormous
demands which war will make upon the
navy, and the fact that the navy 1s not
at present ready to meet them.

(c.) To call attention from time to
time to such measures as may be requis-
ite to secure adequate preparation for
the maritime defence of the empire.

(d.) To urge these matters on public
men, and in parliament upon candidates
for parliament.

Waterloo closed at last the‘oentuti of
strife with France, in which we had
wrestled with her for the Empire that
depended upon the dominion of the seas,
the oceans and the shores of all the globe
were open to us, because out of that
struggle we had emerged supreme, and
because the fighting force of our navy,
like the tonnage of our mercantile ma-
rine, was greater than all other
nations combined. Hence came that

which, when the application of brains to
industry increased production, afforded
custom for our goods, and go enabled the
population of the United Kingdom to

~expanding British people now inhabit
and possess. Once glance back through
the history of the last 150 years will suf-

If so,
then it is time for you to be up and do-
ing, for naval preparedness cannot be
attained in a week, or in a month, or in
a single year; nor can deficiencies be
made good when war has once begun,
but then, with such material and or-
ganization as may exist, the tremendous
issue will have to be decided, and if the
game go against us the entire fabric of
our Empire, and with that the prosper-
ity of all classes of our people, will van-
ish like apalace in a dream.’”’

The River Opens to Enable Pawson-
iaus to Reach a Haven

During weeks past no news that has
come out of Dawson City has aroused so
much controversy and contradictory
speculation as the report of Auk, the In-
dian mail carrier, that an unorganized
army of a thonsand men had stampeded
from the Klondyke city, and is now
pressing through the winter solitudes to
the porte on the Lynn canal.

‘“ We believe that story of Auk’s is &
gold brick,”” leconically and metaphorie~
ally observes one San Francisco paper
that does not give eredence to the report
of danger from starvation in Dawson,

while, strange to say, the officefs of the
Oity of Topeka, which brought his news
down, declare that they heard nothing
in Juneau of his arrival there.

On the other hand, Hoffman, the resi-
dent corresgondent at Juneau of the S8an
Francisco Call, publishes in that paper
the rumor of the Indian’s arrival with
this startling story; Charles G. Wood,
an Eastern press correspondent who
came down on the Topeka, says that he
interviewed the Indian in Juneau, and
received the news from him substantially
a8 told in yesterday’s Cosonist; and yet
more conclusive, letters-have come out of
the Klondyke country which conld not
have got through unlessa carrier brought
them—and no one else " has come
through.

men would leave on that account. There
are, he says, fully one thousand people
camped on the rivers and lakes at differ-
ent places between Skagway and Daw-
son, but as had been anticipated, the
greater number of those who leave the
threatened city will go down the river to
Fort Yukon, a distanceof only.38@miles.
When he left the river was- open, and
there would be no difficulty in going
down by boats, Work was plentiful,
and wages were still $15 a day. There
would be considerable work done en the
Btewart river this winter. Many people
were met on the way, but Hearn does
not think that any more will be out
from Dawson until February. He was
fifty-seven days in making the trip to
the Coast.

John Stanley, another who eame down
from Skagway by the Alki, has been
there for the greater part of the past
season. He had heard nothing of the
stampede from Dawson as peported by
Auk, the mail carrier, nor does he be-
lieve there is any truth in his report.
Packing is going on steadily across the
White Pass, where there is:a really good
road, and there will seon be good
sledding all the way to the summit.
Many teams are now sledding on the
river and going through to Lake Ben-
nett. The weather has. been very cold
for coast weather, and abeut four inches
of snow has fallen at Skagway. At the
summit there is about two feet, It has
been exceptionally cold:at the lake.

RITES OF SAVAGERY,

Medicine Work Held Responsible
For the Death of a Naas
River Man.

*¢ Doctor” in Comsequenece Brought
to Vietoria to Be Tried Koy
‘ Witeheraft.”

Wit ‘heraft among the Indians on the
Fed¥a ' reservation in the Omineca min-
img died rict, is by no means a thing of
the past, as many people in the province
imegined . A startling story of Indian
witohorafl , reminding one foreibly of
Cooper’s 1 eather Btocking Tales, was
brought be re yesterday by Mr. J. D.
Wells, swb -recorder for the Omineca
mining:distz ict. He had in charge on

his arriva} by the Boscowitz an old
Skeena river Indiam named Joe, whom
he arrested at Eakkalzap village
on a charge @i witcheraft and conjury.
Joe was made " prisoner on December 8,
and Mr. Wells has taken since that time
to bring his pri,soner to the city.

For mawy m onthe Rev, 8. S. Oster-
hout, the Meshe list missionary at Naas,
has been worlsimy 2 amongst the Indians
on the smalfireee: ‘ve, bub it appears that
he has been heav: ly handicapped in his
labors by the: w« nderiul influence the
old Indian now wiider arrest had over
the tribe. As: well as atteniing to the
spiritual needsof tbe Indians, Mr. Qs-
terbout frequently treated: them when
they were ili, and wi th suck-suceess that
he won & number over to thie-Christian
religion, \

Some weeks ago .an Indirn named
Matthew McMillan fel'l seriously ill with
a fever, and Miesiomary Osterhout eare~
fully nursed and’ tresited him-nnti) the
sick man’s recovery 'was no longer a
matter of doubt.. While still«very fee-
ble, however, and: during the abkence of
the missionary, MicMillan wsee visited
by the medicine man Joe, who so-worksed
on his superstition that he eomsented
finally toall the hosrore of Indianwitch-
eraft and conjury in order to-become
speedily well.

Armed with all the paraphemnslia of
bis trade §and with his face~ hide-
ously painted, it ie alleged that Joe
vigited the sick mam durine the-ionely
hours of the night. A few relatives and
friends, awed and terror stricken, were:
permitted to witness the performance:
which followed. Aceording to eye wit--

sick man in the centwe of the cabimwand
whirled round and rewnd him, scrsam-
ing his incantations; and rattling. his-
various charms.

This apparently did not resuld in:

driving off the evil spirits for it is told
that more extreme measures were then
resorted t3. The victioe was stripped:of
all his elothing and beaten with sticks.
Further incantations followed and it: is-
said that in order to finally oust these
awful evil spirits, it wae found necessary
to drag the sick man three times aronnd:
the hut by the heels.
Perspiring, and groaming from his m.-
jmries, McMillan was then again plaeed:
in the eentre of the hus, and the fimal
act in the -terrible drama was to half
drown him by throwing pail after pail 'of
oold water over his -reeking, feverish
body. When early dawn broke into the|
little-cabin, the curtain rang down om
the performance, and the medicine man
Joe declared his patient eured. McMils-
lan died.

It is-elaimed by eye-witnesses that. mo.
sick man could have lived under sueh.
drastic treatment, and the funeral of
McMillan was duly celebrated a few days:
afterwards.

It was then that Missionary Osterhout:
took & hand in the matter, and, chiefly.
at his instigation, Joe was placed:
under arrest by sub-recorder Wells,.
The alleged medicine man resisted, but
was finally locked up in the village uatil:
his removal could be decided upon.. It
wasexpected that many of the more su-
perstitious members of the tribe would
interfere, but the resalt of a big pow-
wow was that Joe should go. ;

Mir. Wells says that a general rejpjc-
ing followed the departure of the medi-
cine man, particularly among the Chrie-
tianized Indians. To Mr. Osterhout,
Joe stated that he was sorry if he- had
dome any harm, but he thought he- was
assisting the missiemary in the good
work. He always eonsidered that he
should always look after his people; and
thought he could do so as well as the
missionaries.

The Indian under arrest, according, to
various reports, held an awful dominion
over the tribe. For years, it is claimed,
ke has been practising his tricks, and |
notwithstanding the efforts of the mie-
sionaries, has used his influence.to eueh
effect that his stock of blankets and
other Indian valuables is now the larg-

‘While the case of Matthew McMillan
will be the only one perhaps uaed toeon-
vict Joe, there are many more, ‘it is
claimed, which. eould be brought for-
ward in which. more terrible atrocities
were perpetrated. Cases are mentioned in
which the vietama, after being:made to fast
three days was subjected te the most
inhuman treatment, such as predding
with sharp,peinted sticks, beaten almost
black and blue, and while the sick man’s
blood was.at fever heat, treated to sev-
eral pails of eold water ta.drive off the
evil spirite. S

Medicine man Joe is a.man of striking
personality. He is tall: and powerful;
and it is.elaimed possesses the mesmeric
or hypuetie power to a.large degree. He
ie a Sksena river Indian, and elaims that
at an sarly age he was “‘ called” to be-
come 8 great medicine man. A white
lady, be says, visited him ia his dreav.pa,
and told him so, and forthwith
he prepared himself for his mission
by eollecting snakes, porcupines, Indian,
rattles, etc., wherewith to work hig
charms. That he was signally success-
ful may be judged by the fact that even
the enlightened Endians stood in awe of
him, and frequently, in cases of sick-
ness, consented to become his victima,

Mr. Wells aprived with his prisoner on
the steamer Boscowitz, from Naas, afger
travelling many days by canoe aad over-
land alone with his prisoner. All the
charms, stuffed animals, snakes._ ete.,
used by Joe, were seized, and will be
produced as evidence against him, The
prisoner has no relatives, and practi~
cally ne friends on the reserve.

Derelict Reported By *‘ Empress”
" Proves to Be the California
Schooner *‘ Vesta.”

¢ City of Topeka” Carries North a
Quota of Gold Seekers.

The identity of the three-masted
schooner sighted on the rocks near Car-
manah by the officers of the R. M. 8.
Empress on Tuesday evening became
known last evening, when news was re-
ceived by wire that the vessel was the
schooner Vesta from Huenemsa,; Cal.,
for Port Blakely. The unfortunate ves-
sel was in ballast and went ashore at
4:30 a.m. Friday, the 10th inst., 9 miles
west of Carmanah—this being just about
the time that the Cleveland met her doom.
The full particulars of the mishap were
not received at & late hour last evening,
but it was learned that the vessel is a
total loss and that there is a ‘large
amount of valuable property on board
which may possibly be saved. No lives
were lost, as the schooner ran up so
high on therock that her main mast was
rammed into the branches of the trees.
Fortunately, shortly after the accident
-the wind moderated and the vessel: was
in no fear of sudden demolition,” °

. The captain, mate and six of the crew
made for the lighthouse, and after reach-
ing it set out for Victoria in a whale
boat. The latest intelligence received
was to the effect that a strong head wind
was springing up, and that assistance
should be sent at once if anything was
to be saved. It is expected however
that before this the necessary help has
reached the wreck.

THE MESSENGER FOR HELP.

Purser Whitbeck Arrives in Victoria to
Obtain the Quadra and Carry Aid to
His Distressed Companions.

Action followed on the heels of this
decision and at three the purser started
on his ride through the forest, stopping
only for change of horses until Nanaimo
was reached at 3:15 yesterday morning.
At eight he caught the train for Victoria.

Between the Coal City and here, at
Chemainus station, ptaln James
Gaudin boarded the train, all ignorant
of the fact that he could not have been
where more urgently required. Purser
Whitbeck lost no time in makimg him
acquainted with the facts of the situa-
tion, with the result that at the
next station, Duncan, the follow-
ing message was sent baek to
ngtain Walbran, cemmanding the D.
G.8. Quadra, at ancher in Chemainus:

“Return to Victoria immediately.
Cleveland wrecked in Barclay Sound.
Get coal at Departure Bay if neeessary.
Fry at once.”

Actimg upon this mandate, the Quadra
came home last night, and Purser Whit-
beck with Captain Gaudin in person
returne with her to the wreck., T
Cleveland, when Whitbeck left her, was
swinging on a rocky beach in a compar-
atively sheltered cove. Her upper works
looked all right save where she had
strack her quarter in passing over some
reef where she met the current that
carried her into Barclay Sound. Her
bottom is, howewer, so badly grouwnd
up- that there is little hope of her ever
floating again,

Superintendent Hussey, of the provin-
cial police, took immediate aetion when
the looting of the Cleveland was reported
to him, in ordering an arresting posse to
the seene immediately. The Firemens
Fund Insurance Co. also gave instruc-
tions to the Willapa, leaving on her re-
gular West Coast trip, to visit the

Seientific Pursuits to Be Varied By
Washing the River Gravels
for Gold.

Two Italian explorers and noted travel-
lers—Felix Seghezza of Genoa and Dr.
D. R. de Simone of Naples—arrived in
Victoria a few days ago en route to the
unexplored regions north of the Peace
river. They expect to leave on Sunday,
and will take the route from Ashcroft
north to Quesnelle by wagon road, and
then by trail along the Frase- to Fort
George. They will then proceed to Fort
McLeod, and at the junction of the Peace
and Finlay rivers will strike out into the
unexplored territory. A year’s pro-
vigions will be taken by the explorers
and they are also carrying with them
instruments for surveying and mapping
out the country.

Mr. Seghezsa is a globe trotter and
has penetrated the wilds of both Central
Africa and Australia, He says that
British Columbia and the Northwest
Territories are the only countries he has
not travelled in, and he thinks that the
vigit of the party to the north may be
productive of much good in the way of
making known by means of maps, charts
and correspondence the nature of this
unknown district. Appliances for pros-
pecting will also be carried, and both
travellers feel eonfident of making
‘“gtrikes ”’ before they return.
CovronisT reporter Mr. Seghezza yester-
day said :

** Dr. de Simone and myself will make
the trip alone with the exception of a
hired man. The eountry we are goi
to has been penetrated only by a few
It is our intention to
make if possible a detailed and reliable
map of the couatry and we will also
combine practical exploring with a
scientific stady of the geographical, the
floral and general condition of the
country.

*“We will most assuredly look for
gold,” said Mr, Seghezza,in answer to a
query. ‘“Itis well known that the gold
belt in the Rocky mountains goes from
north to south along the western slope,
and it is not wnreasonable to believe
that the unexplored region between the
Omineca district and the Klondyke is
also full of gold. After making a scien-
tific geological study along this line for
some months, I am convinced that the
unexplored territory will prove to be the
coming gold country.”’

Dr. de Simone, who was a lieutenant
in the Twenty-fourth regiment of in-
fantry of the Italian army, has been
travelling eontinuously for three years.

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~ THE SUB-PORT OF DYEA.

The strongest kind of pressure is be-
ing brought to bear upon the United
States congress to abolish the sub-port
of Dyea. Representations have gone for-
‘ward from all the Chambers of Com-
merce of the Pacific states, and it is pos-
sible that there may be a strong enough
influence to secure the making of the
order. Under these circumstances it is
the duty of every British Columbia pa-
per, and every person and organization
in British Columbia, to stand up strong-
ly for the rights of Canada.

The first point that we make is that
the right of the United States to inter-
fere in any way with the transit of goods
inland from the head of Lynn Canal is
exceedingly doubtful. At the same time,
being in possession, that government has
& de facto authority in the premises, and
this we assume must be recognized. The
necessity of promptly settling the boun-
dary question is made very evident by
this. In the meantime, however, Can-
ada has much the best of the case as it
stands. !

The case as presented by the Post-
Intelligencer may, after taking out its
expletives and bombast, be summar-
ized thus: That in exchange for a sub-
port at Dyea, Canada ought to admit
United States goods into the Yukon duty
free, and to grant the right to United
States citizens to carry goods in bond
through Canadian territory to points
on the lower Yukon. Taking up the
last proposition first, we have no hesita-
tion in saying that it is perfectly reason-
able, There is no avenue to interior
Alagka available for any long period in
each year except that which crosses Can-
ada. We entirely favor the idea of per-
mitting the transit of goods in bond
across Canadian territory. We have not
only no objections, but would be ex-
tremely glad to see all goods used in in-
terior Alaska carried across Canada. If
we are not mistaken as to the wealth of
that territory, there will be many valu-
ableminesdiscovered there,and thetrans-
portation of goods will be avery important
business, There is a distance of about
gix hundred miles to be traversed, and
this will give & lucrative business for any
transportation companies that may be
established on the Yukon and for any
railways that may be built across Cana-
da. We are neither so unneighborly
nor g0 utterly bereft of business sense as
to desire to see the United States refused
a privilege that will mean the expendi-
ture of many thousands of dollars in the
Dominion and will contribute towards
the securing for the Canadian Yukon

better means of transportation than it
might otherwise enjoy.

The fact of the matter is that the inter-
ests of both countries are identical, Both
have rich gold-bearing districts that can
only be got at from one direction. Itis
to the interest of the poonle of Oanada
that no obstacles shall he thrown in
the way of the ready transportation of
goods across the strip of territory which,
pending the settlement of ‘the “boundary
question, is undet the jurisdiction of the
United States. It is to the interest of
the people of the United States that
there should be no obstacles thrown in
the way of the transit of their goods across
the very wide area which is beyond all
question the property of Canada. In
view of these congiderations there ought
not to be,and we fancy there will not be,
the slightest difficulty in arriving at an
agreement between the two govern-
ments. .

As to the first proposition, that in ex-
change for the establishment of a sub-
port at Dyea, Canada should permit

United States goods to go into the Yu-
kon duty free, it will not be entertained

for a single moment by the government
or people of Canada. There is no usein
eur neighbors deceiving themselves with
any such false hope. To grant what
they ask would be equivalent to sur-
rendering the sovereignty of the Yukon
territory, and that is a thing which
Canada will not think of doing for a
single instant. We are at a loss to
imagine where the people of the United
States Coast cities get their extraordi-
nary conception of international ueage
that leads them to suggest such a thing.
We have gsaid that the influence
brought to bear at Washington may
be sufficient to secure the desired
* action, and if go, Dyea will be
closed. In this event the course
of the Canadian Government is
clear. Lake Tagish and the whole Lewis
river must be closed to the transporta-
tion of men and goods. Not one man
and not one pound of merchandise should
be allowed to enter the Yukon by the
way of Lynn Canal. This will be a
heroic measure, but it will be a just one
and will prove effectual. The moment
the sub-port at Dyea is sabolished a
proclamation ought to be issued at
Ottawa declaring the routes into the
Yukon via Lake Tagish closed. This
would have the immediate effect of
killing every project for transportation
across the passes. And the thing ought
to be done and done without an instant’s
delay. Canada controls the “gituation
and has an .opportunity to show it. We
are satisfied that if it were known that
such a step would be taken by the
Dominion government the agitation for
the closing of Dyea would cease im-
mediately. The result of the closing of
the Canadian end of the passes would be

mediately popularized and Skagway,
Dyea and Chilkat would return to their
primitive condition of a howling wilder-
ness,

The people who are agitating for the
closing of Dyea do not expect to suc-
ceed. They are working for effect only.
They want to be able to send word
abroad that by the closing of this sab-
port Canadian trade will be hampered,
and hence that it will be better for peo-
ple to buy goods in the United States.
They will change their tune when they
see how Canada can strike back.. What
will be the use of that so-calied Seattie
enterprise, namely, a railway from Chil-
kat to the Yukon, if the Canadian gov-
ernment says that no freight or passen-
gers shall go into the country except by
way of the Hootalinqua? What will be
the use of the tramway at Dyea if Lake
Tagish is to be closed to traffic? What
will be the good of building a rail way by
way of the White Pass if it cannot carry
passengers or freight beyond the conven-
tional boundary? This is just what will
happen if the purblind people of the

their mad attempt to block Canadian
trade at Dyea. ; g

We tell the people of Seattle that
in this matter they have twenty
times as much to ask from Canada
as Canada has to ask from the United
States. They may bluster and threat,
or rather their papers may, but
they will find the people of Canada know
their rights, and knowing dare main-
tain. - What is more, they will find that
the very great majority of the people of
the United States will see the utter un-
reasonableness of their contention. We
hope that the government at Washing-
ton will refuse to listen to what is a very
silly and utterly indefensible demand.

A LITTLE ADVICE
. TO TENDERFEET.

Thousands of men will go into the
wilderness of British Columbia and the
Yukon next year with scareely any ex-
perience. Many of them will go through
the sensation of being lost, which is,
perhaps, about as uncomfortablea perfor-
mance as one can very well have. Nearly
every one who cruises in a region that
is new to him is likely to.get astray, but
this does not matter very much to him
while his pack ig full of provisions, Itis
the man whose ““grub” has run short
and who is making his way back to
camp that is liable to suffer from being
lost. As this may be any one’s ex-
perience a word or two based upon
practical knowledge may be of service to
gome.

The writer of this article once em-
ployed an Indian to cruise out a route
for a road through a very little known
portion of Eastern Canada. The Indian
was gone longer than was expected and
on being asked for his reason, gaid
he had been lost. Asked what he had
done then he answered. ** Biled kettle.
When Injun lost, Injun bile kettle.”
There is a lot of wiedom in this answer.
It means that he cooked a meal.
Other experienced cruisers express the
same idea by saying that when a man is
lost he should camp. The philosophy of
the thing is that the sensation of being
lost is likely, in the case of the inexperi-
enced, to lead to bewilderment, and to
be bewildered may lead to very serious
results. While * Injun bile kettle;’’ he
gets time to think.  He also gets time to
familiarize himself with his surround-
ings. This gives him a new point of de-
parture. He is no longer lost, for he can
a8 well start to find his way from one
place as from another.

This is all very elementary, and very
simple; but hundreds of men have been
saved a good deal of trouble by observing
the rule, and hundreds more would have.
been benefited by following it. Nothingis
go destructive to a man’s self-control as to
aimlessly wander through a wilderness
searching for the way out. He soon
loses all gense of distance or direction.
He will pass and repass the same spot
without recognizing it. He will do all
manner of foolish things. We arespeak-
ing now to the inexperienced, that is to
the majority of those who will try the
Northern wilderness nexi year. Keep
the experienced Indian’s saying in mind :
‘ When Injun lost, Injun bile kettle.”
It maysave you lots of trouble, and may
be from a worse fate than trouble.

Our attention has been drawn to the
fact that the only registry office on the
Yukon is at Dawson City, which will ne-
cesgitate hundreds of miles of travel by
prospectors. An office ought, we think,
to be established in the early spring at
some point on the Hootalinqua, say
where the river leaves Lake Teslin.
Hon, Mr. Sifton will doubtless appre-
ciate the importance of this as much as
anyone, and we have no doubt that he
will take the necessary action as soon as
the matter is brought under his notice.

United States Coast cities succeed in d

THE INLAND ROUTE
T0 THE YUKON.

The CoLoxN1st is desirous of casting all
the light that 18 available upon the pro-
posed inland route to the Yukon. For
this purpose it asked Mr. William Hum-
phrey for some facts, and he has kindly
placed them at the disposal of the paper,
It is twenty-three years since Mr. Hum-
phrey went through from Hazleton to
the Stickeen. The object of his trip was
to open a trail, ‘8o that the
stock raisers of the interior might
drive  animals though to Cas-
siar. With this object he went up
the Naas river. He gives the distance
by way of the Naas as follows: From
the Mission at the mouth to the first
village, 16 miles; from the first village
to the upper village, 84 miles; from the
upper village to Hazleton, 116 miles.
He says:

I left Hazleton on March 30 with one
white man and two Indians. We ex-
plored the reute for 165 miles, and re-

turned to Hazleton on April 19. We
had to use snow shoes until within 30

cr(:ssed the 8keena on solid ice at that
ate.

He waited there for a pack train,
which left Quesnelle Mouth on April 21,
and though the train had nothing to
pack except the supplies for three men,
the fourteen horses composing it did not
reach Hazleton until June 5th, In the
meantime Mr. Humphrey had moved
forward, and was working on the trail.
On June 13 the pack train overtook him
at 80 miles beyond Hazleton. - He
reached Dease Lake on August 26, and
he estimates the dietance traversed from
Hazleton to be atleast400 miles. About
100-miles south of Dease Lake a detour
could have been made and Tele-
graph Creek could have been reached
in the same amount of mileage
but the trail wounld be eagier. He found
a good deal of soft ground and there are
many streams that would require to be
bridged, but there 1s nothing to prevent
a good pack trail from being made be-
tween Hazleton and either Telegraph
Creek or Dease -Lake. Such a trail
would cost at least $30,000. Mr. Hum-
phrey adds: *‘Such a trail would be of
no use for merchandize, but it might be
made use of by prospectors or for taking
in cattle. The distance would prohibit
the sending of goods over it.”’ Mr, Hum-
phrey thinks that the trail should be
opened so that cattle can be driven
through next year. As there have been
no animals over the roumte since 1882,
when Mr. Collbraith sent a mule train
through, the route is probably closed
wholly to travel.” He contends that the
route followed by him is the only feasi-
ble one between Hazleton and the Stick-
een, but he says that to constructa
wagon road over it for general purposes
would be far too costly for the govern-
ment to undertake with the present out-
look, flattering though itis. He adds
that his party found no-trace of gold on
the route.

In view of these facts, it seems useless
to make any forther contention, at pres-
ent, for the opening of a main thorough-
fare from Kamloops to the Stickeen, We
agree with Mr. Humphrey that it may
be desirable to open & trail for cattle
men to follow, and hope the government
will leok into that phase of the matter,
Such a trail would-doubtless be used
next summer. If it was known that it
would be opened, the cattle men could
begin to move their animals north as
soon as the feed was good, and there is a
great deal of grass on the way. They
would thus be enabled to reach the
Stickeen very shortly after the trail had

to Teslin Lake before winter set in,
when they could be slaughtered and the
meat could be frozen. We repeat that
this seems worth looking into.

A paragraph appeared in the New
York Herald regarding a party of Eng-
lishmen who were going to the Yukon,
and who propose to outfit in Tacoma,
giving as their reason for not making
Seattle their point of departure that
‘‘ they have heard too much of the im-
positions’ practised by Seattle people
upon miners and Eastern people gener-
ally.” This is the sortof thing that Se-
attle must expect when its principal
paper keeps up a course of steady mis-
representation. It has been always the
policy of tbhe Post-Intelligencer to at-
tempt to bluff through any matter it had
in hand, trusting to violence in language
and persistent asseveration to carry
conviction to the minds of those it ad-
dressed. This did very well in local
matters; but it does not go down with
outsiders. Inits efforts to cater to its
advertisers, the Post-Intelligencer has
made some of the wildest statements
that ever saw the light through the me-
dium of printer’s ink. These statements
have been categorically contradicted by
the Coronier and their falsity has been
demonstrated in the clearest possible
way. Last summer, with an effrontery
which would have been discreditable to
the touters for a cheap clothing house,
the same paper misstated the fact
in regard to the Canadian dn-
ties. These and other matters of
the same nature have created in the
minds of thinking people a grave
distrust of Seattle’s business methods.
We are sorry to.have to say this but it is
the simple truth. It is a misfortune
that the reputation of a city should suf-
fer because a few unscrupulous people
in their anxiety to get trade are delib-
erately deceiving the public. If the

THE CASCADE CITY ROAD,.

Never before in the history of the
Rossland board of trade did it display
more wisdom, more foresight, more re-
gard for the welfare of the city, than
when, through its committee yesterday,
it endorsed the suggestion of the Miner
for roads for the Trail Creek mining
division, and directed the asking of an
appropriation from the provincial gov-
ernment for the purpose of building it.
The council has not only expressed it-
self as unanimously in favor of the con-
struction of 8 highway from Rossland
to Cascade City, but very properly sug-
gested that it is advisable to have con-
structed & wagon road from Rossland to
Sheep lake, and also one from Waneta
up the Pend d’Oreille in order to tap the
mining belt in the upper reaches of the
river. It is evident from the action
taken that the members of the board of
trade consider that highways are need-
ed in all directions from Rossland, and
that the more there are the better it will
be for its good, and also for the Trail
Creek district generally,

The thoroughfare from here to Oascade
city is the most important of the three
for the reason that it wiil open up a
large and rich area that lies to the west
of Cascade city, to the merchants of this
camp. In addition to this, there is the
trade and traffic that will come from the
very promising mining country between
here and thatcity. This main highway,
with its lateral branches, that are sure
to be constructed in time, will bring
thoueands of dollars worth of traffic to
this city, and will be a factor of consid-
erable importance in its future. One
important feature is that its benefits will
increase a8 time goes on. The recom-
mendation that the Dewdney trail route
be used is a good one. The course fol-
lowed by this trail was carefully laid out
by competent engineers, and we think
that it is as advantageous a one as could
be followed in the construction of the
proposed thoroughfare.

The road to Sheep lake will open up
the valuable mining region between here
and its terminue, besides the opulent
mining country along Stony, Rock, Mur-
phy and Sullivan creeks and the region
to the summit of the Gold range.

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FEDERATION OF LABOR.

President Gompers Reports a Great
Increase in the Organization
Over Which He Piesides.

Higher Dues in Local Unions Recom-
mended as Leading to Greater
Usefulness.

NasHVILLE, Tenn., Dec. 13.—President
Gompersin his report to the seventeenth
annual convention of the American Fed-
eration of Labor, to-day repeated and
emphagized the statement he made in

“his eall for the convention, that it had
to deal with questions momentous for
labor. He asked the delegates to give
the best thought and action of which
they were capable to the responsible task
involved by their participation in the
convention. A number of local trades

unions and federated labor unions had,
he said, been organized and chartered
during the year. New central bodies
were organized and old onee, which had
become defunct, revived. Charters to
18 central bodies, 189 local unions and 8
national unions were issued.

With but two exceptions the affiliated
national unions report a large increase
in local unions and in, membership.
There is an increase of about 34,000 mem-
bers in the organizations affiliated, and
for whom the per capita tax is paid, over
the number at the end of the last fical

ear.
gains are due to several causes, among
which may be mentioned that ourorgan-
izations maintained their existence dur-
ing the industrial stagnation of past
years; the recognition that there is
only one means by which they
can defend, protect or advance their
interests, that is by organization, the
increasing activity, devotion and inde-
fatigable work of our organizers, bqth
local and general ; the energy and ability
of the officers of our national and inter-
national organizations, and the constant
urging and directions from the head-
quabgtels of the American Federation of
Labor.

Attention is called to the necessity of
impressing upon the minds of fellow
unionists the establishment of the
principle of higher dues in their unions,
as those organizations which have es-
tablished high dues have experienced
the greatest success, and maintained or
improved wages, decreased hours and
obtained other concessions in the in-
terest of their members.

The question of a defence fund in the
A.F.L. should receive careful attention.
The efforts to divide the labor of the
country on geographical lines is referred
to as suicidal, and Mr. Gompers says it
is gratifying to be enabled to state that
at least for the time being the evil
sought to be accomplished has been laid
at _rest.

There have been quite a number of
strikes within the past year, but the
change in the causes which have pro-
duced them are worthy of note; that is,
the strikes of this year, with few excep-
tions, have been for higher wages, shorter
hours, and the extension and recogni-

. tion of union principles. Our organiza-
tions report with gratifying unanimity
the very large number of successes
achieved, advantages- gained, and the
growth and extension of the power of
organization enjoyed.

Referring to the firing upon striking
miners at Latimer, Pa., by a sheriff’s
posse, Mr. Gompers says: ‘‘An inci-
dent connected with the miners’ strike
requires special mention here. While a
body of unarmed and defenceless miners
were marching upon the public high-
ways of Hazelton to Latimer, Pa., they
were met by the sheriff of the county
with a posse of armed mercenaries, who
without cause or provocation and in vio-
lation of the constitutional and natural
rights eof men, turned upon them
and in cold blood murdered 22, and
maimed and crippled as many more of
them. All reports agree that the men
attacked were violating no law, guilty of
no wrong, many of them shot to death
while fleeing from their malignant pur-
suers. This crime against our laws, this
brutality against inoffensive men, the
wail of widows and orphans, the wound-
ed pride. of citizens, and common
humanity, cry out not only that
justice shall be meted out to
these modern hyenas, that never again
shall so great a wrong be inflicted upon
any people under the cry that the men
killed and wounded are °foreigners’;
but even though this be true, these for-
eigners were lured here by the cupidity
of the mercenary corporations. It is
submitted, though a man be a foreigner,
there are some rights, some protection,
to which he is entitled, which even cor-
porations and their hirelings are bound
to respect.’’

Referring to the British engineers’
strike, he says the executive committee
deemed it unwise to issue an appeal to
organized labor for aid, owing to the
long era of depression from which the
workingmen of Americasuffered. How-
ever, as editor of the American Federa-
tion, he published the appeal of British
fellow-unionists, and he urged that un-
der the circumstances very fair contri-
butions were made.

A cordial and hearty welcome was
given Messrs. Wilson and Harford,
fraternal delegates from Great Britain.

VLADIVOSTOCK’S PURPOSE.

The Russians Court Commerce Less Than
the Creation of a National
Stronghold,

Tacoma, Dec. 13.—Capt. McGregor of
the steamship Glenlochy, just arrived
here, says that Russia is making gigan-
tic improvements at Vladivostock pre-
paratory fo its opening next year. He
says the Russians now regard it only as
a fortress, not courting commerce. He
could not obtain a bill of health for his
steamer until the Russian admiral com-
manded his physician to give him one.

REAR GUARD CUT OFF.

Tribesmen Further Harass the British
Forces and Many Casualties
Resuit.

Simra, Dec. 13.—General Kempster’s
rear guard, according to official des-
patches from the front, while transport-
ing & number of wounded, was cut off
by the tribesmen on Saturday near Sher
Khel, and was obliged to entrench for
the night. By morning there wassevere
fighting, and the British finally rushed
the village and dislodged the enemy.

The Highlanders lost four killed and
fourteen wounded, and there were sev-
eral casualties among the Sepoys before
the rear guard was relieved.

THE CURE BY MURDER.

Professor Jordan Styles This Sola-
tion of the Sealing Problem
Simply Abominable..

Besgides, It Would Not Work as Ex-
peeted—Money Value of the
Herd.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 13.—Prof. David
Starr Jordan, president of Stanford Uni-
versity, who was the leading expert for
the United States government in the
seal negotiations here last autumn, has
given a verdict strongly against _any
such proposition as that presented by
the bill to be introduced by representa-
tive Johnson of North Dakota, looking
to the killing of all the seals on the seal
islands as the readiest means by which
to prevent further friction between the

United States and Canada.

Mr. Jordan says: ‘‘Within the past
two years it has several times been pro-
posed that we should settle the fur seal
question once for all by the slaughter of
the entire herd on its breeding grounds.
It is scarcely necessary to point out that
this counrse of action would not accom-
plish the desircd end. As the animals
are never all present at one time on
the islands, a remnant would be left
which in time would revive the herd,
and with it the whole question.

‘“In the meantime every objection
which has been urged against pelagic
hunting would be charged against such
a slaughter. It would be mnecessary to
lie in wait for gravid females and  kill
them as they came ashore to give birth
to their young or to provide them with
nourishment. The young must be
slaughtered wantonly or else left to
starve. The proposition is abominable,
without a single redeeming feature.

‘ Though sadly réduced 1n number, a
nucleus of the fur seal herd is still’ left.
Under favorable conditions it can be re-
stored. The Pribyloff herd once yielded
100,000 ekins annually, worth $2,000,000
or more, and without injugy to itself
would represent a cash value of $25,000,-
000. If properly protected it will again
reach this value.”

JAPAN’S SHORTAGE OF COAL.

Prices Rapidly Advancing and Restrictions
Upon Sales to Foreign Steamers,

Tacoma, Dec. 13.—Captain McGregor,
of the British steamer Glenlochy, which
has just arrived from Japan, reports that
coal experts who have been making in-
vestigations as to Japan’s coal supply
declare that it cannot last fifty years
longer. This is causing much un-
eaginess and has resulted in in-
creased importations from Australia.

Captain McGregor reports that coal
prices in Japanese ports have advanced
40 per cent. in eight months, and that
restrictions have been placed on its sale
to foreign steamers. He wanted to load
1200 tons to last him to Europe, but ob-
tained only enough for the voyage to
Tacoma.

China has coal mines, but the officials
will not yet permit their development.

FO0D BY FLEET DER

Proposal of the United States Gov-
ernment to Relieve American
Citizens at Dawson.

Laplanders Will Provide the Hardy
Animals and Drive the
Novel Train.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 13.—In answer toa
senate resolution calling for such infor-
mation as the war department possesses
relative to the lack of food supplies on
the Yukon river, Secretary Alger to-day
submitted a letter reciting his action in
sending Captain Ray to that country to
investigate, and enclosing copies of that
officer’s reports, the features of which
have already been published.

Secretary Alger says: *‘ It is ascer-
tained that since the 15th of August but
165 tons of provisions have reached Daw-
son City by river, and that the boats of
the two transportation companies with
2,000 tons of supplies for that place were
obliged to discharge freight at Fort Yu-
kon, 400 miles north of Dawson City,
owing to the lownessof the river between
these two pnints.

The population of Dawson and vicin-
ity in October of this year is estimated
to be not less than 5,000, and a large
number of American citizens are reported
to have insufficient food to last them
through the winter, many being abso-
lutely destitute. The latest information
from the mining district bears date of
October 17, when it is reported that there
was not on sale in the stores of Dawson,
or those accessible to the mining region,
a single pound of bacon, beans or flour,
and that those miners who had been in
the territory contiguous to Dawson, de-
pending on the stores there for their
usual winter’s supplies, found it impos-
sible to purchase any supplies whatever.

It is theretore recommended that
reindeer be purchased in Lapland to the
number of five hundred and permission
granted to bring reindeer drivers from
that country, as the information re-
ceived is that it requires much skill to
manage these animals. It is believed
that supplies taken into that country
need not to any greatextent be furnished
as a gratuity, but- that many of the
miners will be able to pay the cost of
such supplies.

THE YUKONER’S WHISKEY.

Premier Haultain Disputes the Right of
Commissioner Walsh to Tax It.

ReaNa, Dec. 15.—(Special)—Dr. Brett,

leader of the opposition in the legisla-
ture, enquired of the Premier regarding
the report that Major Walsh was im-
posing a fee of $2 per gallon on liquor
brought into the Yukon. He certainly,
said Dr. Brett, had ro right to do any-
thing of the sort.
In reply, Mr. Haultain said that wher-
ever territorial ordinances applied they
were being enforced in the Yukon. He
could hardly believe that Major Walsh
had imposed a tax on liquor. It certainly
was not within his' right. The only
power in this respect was under the old
ordinance of issuing permits.

When the house rose it was the inten-
tion of the government to put through
an order-in-couneil providing for per-
mits in that district, and the amount
accruing would go to the general revenue
of the Territories. It was the policy of
the government to assert all its rights
with regard to the Yukon, and the gov-
ernment will resist all attempts to disin-
tegrate the Territories,

MANITOBA AND NORTHWEST.

Eighteen Million Bushels of Wheat—New
Principal for Columbia College
—Sudden Deaths.

Winnieee, Dec. 13.— (Special)—The
final crop bulletin for the Manitoba de-
partment of agriculture for this year was
issued to-day. It contains a review of
the prevailing conditions of the agricul-
tural industry oi Manitoba and interest-
ing statistics concerning grain, butter
and cheese production and live stock
trade during the year. The tenor of the
information given is of a highly gratify-
ing character, showing that the province
is making rapid strides in the onward
march of progress, and that the tillers of
the soil have enjoyed a most prosperous
season. The estimated yield of grain of
all kinds, as given in the August bul-
letin, has not been realized. Crops are
lighter, there is less straw and the heads
are not so well filled as was expected in
August. The actual yields for the year
are now given and place the total for
wheat at 18,261,950 bushels, and average
of 14,14 bushels per acre. - The quality
was nearly all No. 1 hard. There have
been 1,370,685 acres prepared for the
crop of 1898, an inzrease of more than
40,000 acres over that ready a year ago
for the 1897 crop.

Mrs. McLean, widow of Bishop Me-
Lean of Saskatchewan, died at the resi-
dence of her gon-in-law at Prince Albert
to-day.

MASSACHUSETTS OPERATIVES.

Their Wages Now Cut to the Lowest Point
They Possibly Can Bear,

Favn River, Mass., Dec. 13.—It was
learned to-day that the manufacturers’
committee, which is in charge of de-
tails of the pending reduction of the
wages of mill operatives, will recom-
mend that the salaries of the treasurers

be reduced in the same proportion as
the wages of smployees, and each mem-

r of the committee has agreed to bring
about this reduction in the ad ministra-
tive cost in his own mill. The commit-
tee also decided that all overseers and
others not usually included in cut downs
should come under the order. The price
for weaving a cut of print cloth will be
reduced from 18 to 16 cents, and in de-
partments where the least pay is re-
ceived the full cut of 11 per cent. will
not be made. The committee also de-
cided that a cut of 10 per cent. was as
