Bluefield, W. Va., Nov. 14.—Five dead
bodies have been taken m the Baby
mine at the Pocahontas. * Other persons
are unaccounted for and 2% persons have

been rescued more or less severely burn-
ed.

~At 3 o'clock this morning it was dis-
covered that the Baby mine of the Po-
cahontas Colliery company at Poeahon-
tas was on fire; an alarm was sent in
and the fire company responded prompt-
ly. In a very short time after the fire
fighters had reached the mouth of the
mine and were attempting to extingfiish
the flames, some firemen and others hav-
ing rushed inside of the mine to ascer-
.| tain the extent of the 'trouble and to as-
sist the miners entombed therein, a ter-
rific explosion occurred, and many miners
and their friends were more or less in-
jured. It is supposed’ that the mines
caught fire from a defective electric
Llight wire.

Five bodies had been recovered to
6 o’clock tonight, and it is uucertain how
many more are dead, though it is now
known that there are several, perhaps
8 or 10 men, still in the min¢ unless they
succegded in making their escape throigh
the Tugg river entrance.

Twenty-five persons have been rescued,

1 more or less burned, some seriously,
and perhaps fatally. The injured were
carried to their homes in wagons, and
all the physicians in Pocahontas have
been busy all day attending the injured.

One or two other explosions have fol-
lowed that of the early morning, and
others are hourly expected. The mine
is still burning and clouds of smoke are
constantly issuing from its mouth. Its
fan has now been stopped, and as soon
as it is possible to do so, the mine will
be re-entered with the hope of ex-
tinguishing the fire. i

He brought
with him some apples, which for size
and guality are. among the best that
have been brought to Victoria, and the
magnitude and ‘mellowness of these
gravensteins from the Scandinavian
colony -“evidence the fertility of the
northern vall where potatoes are
grown of monSter size and of quality
which give them a better value than
many grades on the market. Cherries
are grown there, and, all told, the agri-
cultural resources of the country are
great. There is little market, however,
and . the settlers are looking forward
to thestime when shipping facilities will
allow of them finding a market for
their produce. They are commencing
to get cows, hogs and stock on their
ranches, The settlers 'who number 250
are well satisfied with the work under-
taken for the improvement of the dis-
trict by the government.

The offer was- not accepted,
the owner wanting more.

\Another copper ana gold property
which, although littlé more than a
prospect, is shown to be rich, is owned
by Mr. Kellog, and 'was located by him
not far from Bella Coola. At the Ob-
servatory imlet. mines, nvork will be
carried on all winter, for Mr. Rogers
has now closed the deal for that prop-
erty, which he has purchased for $45,000
and will kee?

In the spring he awill place
a-number more men at work.

A ‘Brdfidon, Manitoba, man is experi-
menting . 0n a new. wystem of building,
wihich,, if it proves successful, will bring
-| about a revolution:jn the building trade
and solve the problem of economic
heating. His theory is that heat can-
oot pass through a vacuum, and he ex-
plai’na his scheme thus: “What I pro-
pose to do is‘to make wails from hollow
_sheet iron sections from which the air
bas as neariy as pussible beén exhaust-
ed by a poweriul -air pump. I am
quite well aware that these sections will
have to be stayed internally in order
that the plate when completed will be
able to ‘withstand the weight of the at-
mosphere which is something tremen-

ous. These- hollow. sections, which I
call air plates, will then have to be
.| soldered together carefully in order that

RO alr may pass between them. The
windows will consist of two panes of
plate glass soldered in a frame and hav-
ing wihat approaches a vacuum between
them. (The house will then you see con-
sist of a complete series of “air plates”
and this will be all that is required to
keep out the cold. However, the plates
will need protection and for this purpose
a ‘wooden frame on the outside and lath
and plaster on the inside can be used.
I pelieve that a very small amount of
heat will be able to pass through such
2 strueture so that a small fire only will
be required. to keep it at whatever tem-
-perature is desired. The heating ap-
paratus will be of a special nature, pre-
ferrably a small coal oil stove, on ac-
count- of the steady heat obtainable in
that way. A current of air will enter
from outside by a pipe, pass over the
heat until it is raised .to the desired tem-
pemature. Ventilators will provide for

They
must be got to see that there is some-
thing better in politics than the efforts
of one man to get into office-or of another
to “hold ‘on to ‘his job.” When this
stage is reached, when the attention of
the voters is directed to policies and not
to individuals, the province will take a
step forward and conditions vill be
established which +will be satisfactory
alike to the old resident and the mnew
comer, to the workingman and the cap-
italist, to the farmer and the inyestor.

fThere is altogether too little discus-
gion  in this province of those things
which make for the ndva-nce,ment of .its
interests\’ Ever since 1871 the affairs
of British (Columbia have been managed
with too little referemce to the peopls,
by which we only mean that those in
positions of responsibility have) been
singularly slow in taking the great mass
of the electorate "into their confidence.
It is not so-elsewhere. Our province is
"conspicuous among the - provinces of
Canada as the one where public men do
not .freely discuss publie questions. The
observations which we are’ now making
must not.be understood as applying only
to local politics, for they are of general
application.

We do not like to use an expression
“which savors of anm assumption of su-
speriority, but during the last few days
‘the term ,“higher. polities” ‘has . ap-
‘peared in several contemporaries in con-
nection ‘with the remarks of one of the
sspeakers ‘at the -Victoria Theatre meet-
ing, and perhaps it will do as well as
-any other. to indicate the nature of the
‘issues with -which the people: of British
“Columbia are the most deeply concerned
at the present time. They are very lit-
‘tle concerned about individnals; No man
‘in publie life in this pro'yince has shown
“himself so much superior to his con-
temporaries that the country turnms in-
stinetively to him as its guide and leader
“in the very strenuous conditions exist-
ing today. Perhaps one may be thought
more dangerous than another, but the
political evolutions of the last ten years
have ndt brought to the front any one
‘whom ‘the people will follow unhesi-
ftatingly. It is mo reflection upon our
‘public men to say this. In the United
Kingdom,ouly one such man has been
to the fore sinee the death of Beacons-
field, namely; Salisbury.  Bven Glad-
stone, with his wonderful powers and
popularity, never achieved that degree
-of implicit trust from the mrxajority of
the people = which the present Prime
Minister enjoys. TIn Canada we have
had only omne such man since Confed-
-eration, namely Sir John Macdonald,
_although the present Premier is almost
his equal in that regard. @herefore the

In Mani-
toba certain names are identified with
the abolition of exclusive privileges 'to
any railway company. In Ontario there
are names which at once occur to those
svho think, for example, of the develop-
ment of New Ontario. In Quebec the
people associate the repatriation of the
French-Canadians and the settling of
the" vacant lands with one or two in-
dividuals. In New Brunswick there are
a few names connected with the promo-
tion of dairying and wheat raising and
later with other lines of material pro-
gress which are familiar to every resi-
dent of the provihce. In Nova Scotia
we find the same thing in econnection
with ~the development of Cape Breton
and railway construction. The men re-
ferred ‘t0 went into their work with
enthusiasm, They laid their plans fear-
lessly before the people.

Hardly had the
sun dragged itself beneath the hilltops
before the great pavilion began to fll
with enthusiastic crowds gathered fto
witness the championship contest, and
long before the first preliminary was
ealled the upper portion of the pavilion
was black with spectators. ~ People
from all parts, between British Colum-
bia and Mexico, took possession of the
high-priced seats early. M. DeYoung,
Mayor D. Phelan, \Inyor elect  Smitz
and almost the entire bench of the coun-
ty of San Francisco were early at the
ringside.

The betting at the ringside steadied.

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Improvements in Ventilation

)

Not @ Properly Lighted School
Room in City—Crowded
: Classes. '

A meeting of the Sechool Board was
held last night.at the QCity hall with
‘frustee Dr. Hall in the chair and Trus-
tees Jay, Drury, Brown, Belyea, Hug-
get and Mrs, Grant, present. The fol-
lowing  interesting  report —on: school
hygiéne was presented by Supterinten-
dent Eaton: g :

“Your request that a special -enguiry
be made into the matter of home les-
sons indicates a commendable interest
in school hygiene of which this is but
one phase, and I have taken the oppor-
tunity to extend my report beyond the
limits assigned me in the hope.-that you
will deal as_effectively as possible with
other school conditions ~affecting the
health of pupils. e

“After making - special enquiry as
directed by the board, I have again to
assure you that if the health ‘of any
considerable number of children is pre-
judicially affected by their attendance
at school, the fact is not:due to the
imposition of lessons that are too many,
too hard, or too long. It is almost in-
evitable that here and there, a pupil
may be so misplaced in the classifica-
tion-of the school, or may be otherwise
so handicapped, ,that the work which
the majority do with ease may be to
him too severe. In such a case the par-
ent should interview the teacher, or
perhaps get the advice of the family
physician. But from the testimony of
parents of over 700 senior grade pupils,
as well as from my own intimate know-
ledge of the work done, it is clear that
the school children generally are not
in the least danger of suffering from
what is sometimes called “high pres-
sure.”

““As already intimated I wish to sup-
plement the foregoing statements with
a brief reference to other hygienic mat-
ters, ‘which come directly mvithin the
scope of the board’s administration:

“l.—Ventilation—The only schools in
which there is any means of ventilation
other than doors and windows are the
High . school, the North < Ward, the
Boys’ school and the iSouth Park.

“The High school rooms are very in-
adequately = ventilated by means of
fresh air inlets through the walls sev-
eral- feet above the floor and vents at
the ceiling into shafts leading to .the
roof. Perhaps some sort of aspiring
mechanism such as has been decided on
for the new High school swould some-
what improye the draft.

“In the North Ward school there are
inlets through the outer walls under
the radiators so that the air is warm-
ed ‘before diffusion thropgh the rooms:
*The foul air vents are in the inner walls
at the floor, and are connected with cen-
tral shafts leading directly,to the roof.
The up draft is valuable #nd not al-
ways sufficient; so that ‘for complete
ventilation the oven windows have to be
restored to. Perhaps here, too, the
Boyle “air’' pump’”’ -would add to the
efficien~— of the system.

“In the Boys' school there are ont-
lets at the ceiling through the outside
walls; but there are no inlets. It is
needless to say that this provision is
wholly inadequate.

“In the South, Park school the inlets
are midway, to the ceiling: and the out-
lets are at the floor into @ shaft in
Which the draft“is"gromotea by a ‘hot
air current generated by a small fur-
nace at its foot. Apparently the ‘sys-
tem needs a smaller shaft and intelli-
gent management to,make it perfectly

satisfactory, o o TR

‘“Fhe congditions of gdod ventilation
are  supply of enough pure air ‘with-
out chilling drafts, and the complete
removal of the impure air. It is not
easy to meet the first of these because
of the enofmous quantity of fresh air
required—thirty cubic feet per pupil per
minute, according to all authorities from
Huxley down. The second would be .
easily met if respired air -dvere lighter
than pure air of the same temperacure;
on the contrary it is heavier as every-
body ought to know, and consequently
it falls very shortly after leaving the
lungs, Hence the necessity of floor
outlets, and the great difficulty of
creating draft in the ventilating shaft
sufficienz  to carry up the four air
against the force of gravity. . .

“2.—Lighting.—Imperfect lighting of
classrooms is responsible for much of
the defective sight of persons who have
passed through the public schools; and
yet you have not a properly lighted
School Toom in the city.

““The 'conditions of good lighting are:
All light from . the pupils’ left, glass
area at least one-fifth of the floor area,
and ‘the distance of the walls opposite
the Wwindows not more than twice the
extreme h of the windows from the
floor. It is not easy to suggest a remedy
for defects in these respects -of existing
buildings, but certainly the architects
‘of all future buildings should be jm-
peratively ‘instructed in the requisites
of efficient lﬁghﬂng. :

“3.—Classroom . Accommodation.—As
you know the general condition of your
schools in this respect is not conducive

. to good "health or good ‘work: There
are .15 divisions of “‘the graded schools
each awith:from 55 to 65 pupils, while
the average number of pupils per class
room js 50. For .hygienic- as well as
pedagogic reasons the maximum should
eulot, exceed 45 and for several of the

The
secretary stated that many: divisions in
the Central, North Ward, :South Park,
Hillside avenue and ‘Vietoria West had
from b5 to 65 pupils, The total attend-
ance during the month was 2,726, an
the average daily attendance was 2,403.
The summary of attegdauce at the
schodls was as.follows: High, 168; Boys,
420; Girls, 438; South, 419; North, 436;
West, 306; Spring Ridge, 178; Hillside,
163; Kingston, 122; and Rock Bay, 86.

The Building and .Grounds committee
reported recommending’ that slate boards
be placed on the walls of a number of
rooms of the new High school; the archi-
tect be requested fo have two. doors
made in some ‘of the rooms; arrange for
some’ gas fittings in the laboratory in
the new High school and spread gravel
where it was needed in the yard of the
North Ward school. '

Trustee Belyea who presented the re-
port said that next year it nvould be
neces8ary to arrgnge for a thousand
yards of gravel, for the school yards.

The report was adopted with the ex-
ception of the clause regarding the gas-
fittings, which was referred back for
further report. :

Abdurrahman, Ameer of Afghanistan,
is dead, and surprising as it may seem,
died ‘a natural death. :More surprising
still, in that country, where succession
to the native throne_is worse than a
lottery, his favorite son seems to have
succeeded him. The Ameer's life ‘has
‘been a.succession of nups and downs
from the time he was put in prison by
{his father because he was accused of
drinking,  wine  and smoking _Indian
hemp. . He fought his' way to half 4
dozen thrones, or governorships, and
Jost them, or had them lost for him.,
He counted his battles by the score, and
he fought in every ome with his soldiers
until it “was time to ‘run away or to
seize the fruits of victory. Then he was
for Abdur and no one else. He knew
little of security until he came under the
sheltering 'wing of the British, and was
solidly fixed in the Asgghan ne,
whieh his drunken father had lost years
before. i

Such a life of change and excitement
could hardly fail to be filled with in-
teresting adventures and incidents and
many good stories. of him have been
bmqght back from the East. The most
prolific source, however, is the Ameer’s
autobiography, lately published in Lon-
dqn, having been translated from the
original by Sultan Mahomet Khan, sec-
retary of state of. Afghanistan. 'With
Oriental guaintness the old Ameer wrote
down the details of his life as well as
his complete hopes and fears for himself/]
and his country.

He began & chapter on “A Few Details
of My Life” by saying that his life from
childhood had been a contrast to the
habits of living indulged in by nearly all
other Asiatic monarchs and chiefs.
Work, he ‘said, was his watchword, and
the harder he worked the more anxious
he was to continue working.

“l have no fixed time for sleeping or
any definite time for taking my meals,”
he continued. “Sometimes my meals
are kept at the dinner table in front of
me for many hours, while I, being ab-
sorbed in my thoughts, forget all about
them. So«deeply do my thoughts take
possession of me when I am considering
state affairs, that I dp not see any of
the people who are in my presence.
Mnny nights I begin reading and writ-
ing answers to letters, and do mnot raise.
my head until I see that the night 1s
passed and the morning has come,

“I do not require any private room or
bedchamber, neither any room for sems
crecy or for grand receptions. ‘There are
plenty of such rooms in my palaces, but

have no time to spare even to move
from one room to another. Of course I
love to go to my harem and spend an
evening with my family, and they are
equally delighted when I pay these visits
but my time is so full that there is none
to  spare except occasionally, when I
make it.” 2ty

The autobiography gives a detailed list
of the manifold duties which the Ameer
performed daily, including “the work of
buying and making all sorts of war ma-
terials and things for the- workshop,
making new courts, amending the law
of the land, and introducing. reforms,
household affairs of my own family as
well 'as of all the foreign princes and
chiefs who are under my protection.”

loaves of bread, for one day’s food (this
bread is changed every .day). ~Several
guns and swords are always lying by
the side of my bed, and saddled horses
are always kept in front of my office.
I think it necessary in such a warlike
country that’the sovereign, and ‘especi-
ally the sovereign who is a soldier him-
self, should always be as prepared for
emergencies as a soldier on the field of
battle.” . ;

The Ameer was a lover of the beanti-
ful in nature as well as that which was'
artistic, according to his own story. He
says: “All mv residential palaces are
built on sites that command a beauntiful
view and in a bright brgezy place. They
are; surrounded by gardens and flowers
and they are built in such style that it
is possible in the same building to have
warm rooms for winter use and open
verandahs, with large windows, for the
summer. The rooms are so arranged
that the spring blossoms may be watch-
ed as they break from the trees, and the
gorgeous yellow hues of antumn and the
dazzling falls of the white snow, and the
moonlit (‘nights, are enjoyed by all the in-
mates of my palaces' who. take the
trouble to .sit at these windows. I have
aiways loved beautiful scenery, ‘flowers,
green grass, music, pictures, and every
kind of natural beauties.”,

A meeting of residents of Victoria

These should be
kept under observation until there are
unmistakable evidences of the success
of the vaccination, when they can be
discha from further surveillance:

(2). Persons who have been exposed
to smallpox, and several days (over four)
| have elapsed before vaceination. These
should be kept under observation for 16
days ‘from_their last possible exposure,
The w of their own possibly-in-
fected clothing :should be deemed a con-
tinuation of exposure.,

Vacecination.—In the vaccination of
persons who have been exposed to small-
pox '“time is money.” . The, failure to
effect prompt  vaecination “sometimes
costs individuals and municipalities
Prompt vaccination is required for
the person, so that the vaccina-
tion may get ahead of the smallpox and
modify it or prevent it entirely, and for
the persons housed or associated with
him the aim should be the speediest pos-
sible “takes,”” so these persons may be
fully protected if the person already ex-
posed develops smallpox.

If, after’ reasommng with them, sus-
Dects refuse to be vaccinated, apply an
absolute quarantine just as long as may
be necessary. .

The Quarantine.—The quarantine of
every smallpox patient should be prompt
and absolute. A guard should be placed
over every infected house day and night,
and special visits should be made at un-
expected hours to se whether the guards'
are doing their duty.

Nurses.—When it- is known that per-
sons have been exposed to smallpox,
officers should promptly arrange for the
worst. - Facilities for quarantine and
treatment should be considered. Nurses
and medical attendants should be ar-
ranged for, and, if possible, conditionally
engaged. For nurses, have persons who
have had smallpox, or who are thor-
oughly protected by recent successful
vaceination (three or four scars.)
Hospitals and Gamps.—When small-
pox breaks out the question will often
arise whether the sick shall be kept and
cared for in their own houses or re-
moved to other quarters. When at all
practicable to do so their removal shonld
be ordered, and the house from which
they are taken should be disinfected
without delay.

When ‘a house is not available as a
hospital, a temporary camp or shed may
quickly be built.” During the summer
months a tent, or a number of tents,
will answer the purpose.

Persons  who have been exposed to
smallpox and persons who show uncer-
tain symptoms, should not be confined
“with ‘smallpox patients.
Disinfection.—The disinfection of in-
fected houses or rooms should be left
‘to experts, or else done under the direct
supervision of a doctor. {
:[_Poxq:;aldehyde is the surest and least
objectionable  disiufectant. Compared
‘with sulphur it is a more efficient ger-
micide, it is not poisomwous, /it does not
scape from rooms 80 rapidly, it does
not injure articles of furniture, etc., and
it has greater power of penetration. The
more tightly the rooms are mage o pre-
veut the escape of the gas, the more
penetrating will be the power of the
forma’dehyde. ‘(For further informa-
tion on disinfection, see circular).
‘Brief Points for Non-Medical Mem-
bers of .Local Boards.—The period of
incubation of smallpox, namely, time
from entry of disease into the system t
the first symptoms, is 12 to 14 days. I
may be, longer or shorter. In from
about & to 60 hours more the erup-
tiop begins to show as small red specks
ant then as pimples or papules, at first
sn the forehead and wrists, gradually
‘extending ' over the bhody so that the
eruption becomes general ingabout 24
hours. From the second to the fifth
days of disease (counting from the first.
svmptoms) the eruption 'is papular and
the characteristic “shotty” sensation is
‘obtained by passing the fingers over the
skin. During the next 24 hours the
papules become vesicles. " Vesicles are
watery blisters- containing clear fluid
on their summits. The next change is
that the vesicles become pustules by be-
coming yellow, they now contain pug
or “matter.,” The pustules often pre-
sent a slight depression in the centre,
that 'is, they are “umbilicated.” = The
fever having declined when this erup-
tion first- appeared, now rises again:

. in Nome and Nearby
Camps,

Will Purchase Two Steamers to
Run to the New'Dig-
" gings.

‘Alex. J. Lindsay of this city, who was
one ‘of the passengers to the Kiloudike
when the steamer Islander made her
noted trip during the rush of 1897, has
returned - home affer four years in
Klondike and the Cape INome and Kot-
zebue districts, where he has made some
rich finds. He was one of those ‘“‘mush-
ers” who, taking up a large outfit pur-

chased in this ecity, walked over t.he’

“dead ‘horse trail,” as the White Pass
was known in those pre-railway days,
and building a flat bottomed boat—as
did hundreds of others—at Benuett, he
worked his way to Dawson, and then
to the famous Kldorado creek, where he
secured a claim on which he worked for
two years with success, and, in the fall
of 1899 he heard of the. riches of Cape
Nome district, and with dog team, he hit
the strail again and joined the stampede
of that fall from the Klondike to Cape
Nome. The story of how little recking
his own safety, he rescued a miner
who was in danger of déath some dis-
tance from the trail below Tanana, has
been told in the Colonist by a Viectorian
who wrote from the North to ecall at-
tention to the praiseworthy aet. It was
a hard trip from Cape Nome over the
ice-covered Yukon, with the freezing
blasts of winter so constantlv blowing,
but with perseverance, ‘Mr. ,Lindsay -at
length drove his dog team along Water
street into Nome. i
He did not get in on Amnvyil creek, to
which district he first rushed, but when
the stampeders hurried over the divide
to Glacier creek, he was in with the
rush, and staked a claim from which he
has taken much gold, and on which he
has four men working this winter. Soon
afterwards he again mushed over the
divide to a new discovery, for gold was
discovered in the Bluestone district, fur-
ther to the north, and Mr, ILindsay, who
is one of the few: Victoriads who have
secured properties: at Nome, staked on
Gold Run, which is about a h#ndred
miles across country from his Glacier
creek claim. In .the spring he expects
to-have between 20 and 25 men at work
on his.properties in the Arctic distriet,
JLitigation has been tying up the work,
but now that Judge Wickersham has
* replaced Judge Noyes the miners hope
to be able to open up their claims. There
are thousands of claims in the northern
distriet waiting to be opened up, which
have been jumped and tied up by liti-
gation since discovery. Heretofore there:
was no relief in the courts, but with the
change in the . judiciary, the miners are
hoping for better things.

THE HALL MINES REPORT.

The .report of the directors of the Hall
Mining and Smelting Company, Limited,
for .the year en h = June
last, presented at the meeting held
in TLondon , on , 31st ult, states
that £24,728 has beéen spent' upon mine
development,, of which £5,156 has been
charged inst revenue. - The results of
the smelting operations would have been
more satisfactory but for the decline in
the price of silver and lead, which com-
mencing in the pdrly part of the year,
was continuous up to the end of the
company’s financial year, and has been
severely felt by thé mines producing the
ores: upon the supply of which the com-
pany was dependent; sfme mines closed
dowd altogether, amougst them several
whose product was particularly = desir-
able for the company, and -the want of
it has materially affected the net returns.
The results, however, show" that - the
‘business is inhefently sound, and -under
normal conditions should yield a good
profit. The smelting manager = reports
that the company’s connection as a cus-
toms smelter has increased and strength-
ened. At the beginning of July, there
being then sufficient ore in sight, the
board decided to convert the. small fur-
naces (which had been previously smelt-
ing lead ores), to smelting “Silver
King"” (copper) ore) and the profits re-
sulting therefrom to e mine up to
September 30th are 'estimated at £12,-*]
500—while in addition the returns from
the smelting department to the same
date yield, approximately, a profit of
£4,000—so0 that the debit balance shown
in" the annual accounts is already more
than provided for. ~While the loss dur-
ing the year on smelting opérations ag-
gregated the relatively large sum of
£10,000, the developments at the mine
have proved eminently satisfactory, and
a profit of over £18.000 is estimated for
the past four months.

NEW BRUNSWICK OIL.

Promise of a Large Supply Becoming
Available—Recent Developments.

Mr. John F. Hawke, publisher of the
Moncton, (N. B.) Transcript, asked by
a Toronto Globe representative in refer-
eunce to the recent development in the oil
district of New Brunswick, disclaimed
any right to speak with authority from
personal knowledge upon the subject of
oil wells,” but expressed a willingness to
give any information' he had obtained
by those who claimed to be authorities
npon the subject that for half a century
past oil has been known to exist in New
Brunswick, notwithstanding that an em-
inent Dominion#@ologist declared not
many years ago that not one gallon was
to be found in the province. The posis
tion today is that four wells have been
sunk. within the past few months, are
yielding a steady flow of oil, and others
are being sunk in another distriet. -

The oil wells already existing are in
the County of Westmoreland, near Mem-
rameook, -about 30 milés from Moncton,
The oil,is ‘found at a depth of 300 to
400 feet, 'and the wells are within pump-
ing distance of each other. The quan-
tity of the oil is° deelared to be equal to
that of ‘the Black Sands of Pennsyl-
vania. - Prof. Shaler, of Hartford, has
declared in & written report that the city
of Moncton is the centre of a large un-
explored oil district, and that the richest
yield of oil' will be nearer that city and
at a much greater depth than any of the
wells ' hitherto sunk. About 25 years
ago oil wells were sunk and yielded in
paying quantities; natural gas was also
found, and ome local industry in Mem-
ramcook used this natural gas for manu-
facturing purposes. ¥or reasons alto:
gether apart from the question of supply
further explorations were abandoned,
and it has only been during the past
18 months that the matier of explora-
tion has been taken up in a practical
manner. ;

A provincial company has been form-
ed, having a provincial charter, giving
it certain privileges in return for an an-
nual outlay in exploration, and it is un-
der this charter that the present explor-
ations have been made. The Hon. H.
R. Emmerson, M.P., ex-premier of New
Brunswick, is interesting himself largely
in the matter of promoting development,
and he says that @ a very Short time a
refinery will' be established, and the oil
pumped to a central place, probably at
or near the city of Moncton,
area is said to extend through the coun-
ties of Westmoreland and Albert, and
also in many of the north shore coufities,
=0 called, of the province. In the county
of Albent there.are large deposits of
oil shales, which also are being develop-
ed by another eompany. According to
the promoters, there will be an almost
immediate large increase of outlay in
promoting this development of the oil
properties, and it cannot take place with-
out a very considerable effect in the
province of New Brunswick generally.
The royalty from the oil which will go to
the province is based upon the output
at the well’s mouth.
