Among tite reasons given by Mr. Hew­
itt (Democrat) why thie bill should pasa 
was that if the banks should be oompelled 
to wind up their affairs and then reorgan­
ise, the process weel* «involve the distri­
bution among their stockholders ef. the 
1188,000,000 acenmulated by the.,banks, 
the effect of whioh would be to reduce the 
volume of business in the country at least 
one thousand million dollars for the ensu­
ing year. “And." he Continued, “even 
if the banks should then reorganize, it 
would be at least ten years before they 
would again be as secure and etrong as 
they are to-day." The passage of a three 
per cent refunding bill, Mr. Hewitt thinks 
is quite as necessary as the passage of the 
measure under consideration. He warned 
the majority that as the Republican party 
was responsible for the failure of the Re­
funding bill passed by the last Congress, 
that paltry would be he# to a strict ac­
count for the disaster which he believes 
will surely overtake the country if the Re­
funding bul is passed at this eesaion.

Mr. Hewitt believes that the national 
banking system is “the best eys 
man ever yet devised,” and, as ba 
necessity, he desires to see the system con­
tinued. With this in view he unftflded 
certain suggestions, which, although they 
might seem crude, he had made the sub­
ject of much thought and study, and upon 
the fesaibüity and security of which, if 
adopted, he was willing to stake his re­
putation as a business man. The 
main features of the suggestions were the 
following : (1) The amount of Government 
bonds Required to be held .by a national 
bank to tw reduced to 150,000. (2) Circu­
lating notes to be issued to a bank to the 
amount of 90 per cent, of its capital stock, 
and these notes to bs a first lien upon all 
the assets of the bank. (8) Stockholders 
to be liable to the amount of their stock 
and 100 per cent in addition, the circulât- 
ing notes to be a first lien upon thie amount 
also. (4) Each bank to be required to de­
posit in the United States treasury in coin 
an amount squeal to 10 per cent, of its 
circulation. (5) All the national banks 
whole to be responsible for the circulating a 
notes of each individual bank. (6) Pro­
viding for the assessment of the banks to 
pay lossy*.

Under Mr. Hewitt’s plan, supposing the 
whole number of national banks to bo 2000 
and the entire circulation, aa at-present, 
say $360,000,000, they would be required 
to hold $100,0*0,000 in government bonds 
as part of their asset», and also to maintain 
in the treasury of the United States a coin, 
reserve amounting to $86,000,000 for the 
redemption of their notes.

“ Mr. Randall’s amendment ie a partial 
revival of the outrageons Carlisle section, 
which caused the panic of February, 1881.
It re-enacts sections 6169 and 6160 of the 
Revised Statutes, thus requiring all banks, 
whether they have use for much circula­
tion or little, or for none at all, to keep 
constantly on deposit United St.tee bend* 
in par value equal to one-third of their 
capital. The provision was originally use­
ful to make a market for government bonds 
in time of public danger. It had some pre­
text as part of a bill to refund the debt st 3 
per cent, because it would force some banks ■ 
to buy $15,000,000 or $20,600,600 of 
the proposed bonds. In the present circ 
stances it has no apparent object exoept to 
force a number of banka to withdraw from 
the national system. The same amendment 
prohibits any surrender of circulation by a 
national bank without ninety days’ notice.
This would prevent banks taking out and 
issuing circulation to meet any temporary 
need of commerce, because, if once issued, 
it could not be withdrawn until three 
months after the fact had become apparent 
that it could no longer be profitably naed.

MILLINERY,THE HIGH PRICE OP BEEP.
From Chicago we learn that inquiry as 

to the cause of the present high price of 
beef has elicited the following points from 
persons who profess to understand the mat­
ter : Probably aa many aa 15 per cent of 
the cattle on the plains were killed by 
the extraordinary bitter weather of tin- 
winter of 1880-81. These were chiefly 
the younger animals, as being the least 
able to bear and survive the exposure,ami 
the loss thus fell among the class of cattle 
which come into the states in the fall. It 
ti reported that 830 per head 
about a month ago in Montana for 2-yeai 
olds to be taken upon ranches where the 
destruction had been the most severe. 
Also, the large immigration of last year 
caused a much larger demand for cattle to 
stock new farms, which was a further drain 
upon the available supply. The scarcity of 
com in many sections, and its high price 
everywhere, has prevented a great many 
cattle from being fjpd into killing condition. 
There were thus fewer to , market, ami 
those that were marketed cost more to fit 
them for the hands of the butcher 
The number of animals that were 
kept waiting for grass teed was sufficiently 
large to make a decline in prices probable 
when they came freely on the market. 
From New Year’s day to date, Chicago re 

xceipts.of cattle are larger than for the 
a con- responding time in 1881, but during the 

last three or four weeks this has been re­
versed, and the smaller suppiy is met by an 
ncreaaing demand for export of animals 

war and meat. Prom 5000 to «000 animals leave 
the States weekly for Europe. There has 
recently been an increased demand to sup­
ply the manufacturers of canned beef. Two 
new factories have been established in 
Chicago during the past few months. The 
growing demand for canned meats is possi - 
bly connected with the falling off in the ( x- 
port movement of pork products. A steady 
increase in the range of prices at the union 

ren- stockyards is noticeable during the past 
three years. In 1880, the average price per 
hundred-weight during the last week in 
April was $4 to $5 for shipping grades and 
$3 to $4 25 for butcher’s grade ; in 1881, 
$5 to $6 25 for shipping and 83 25 to $4 75 
for butcher’s, and in 1882, $6 25 to 
$7 75 for shipping and 84 to 86 for butchers’.

ToThr Would : I have a little news to 
communicate to yon which I sm ,nre W‘** 
be hailed with delight by all Inters df good 
dinners, which in other words meanfjjy 
all gentlemen. I have been Informed ina# 
some attention is about to be given to the 
ignominous art of housekeeping by the 
1 allies of Toronto, who are contemplating 
an appeal to the Ontario government for 
assistance to carry ont a acheme that would 
bring the neglected art into considerable 
notice and place it among the ranks oJ^ re­
spected and honorable callings. ïfltlièrto 
housekeeping has been supposed to require 
no systematic training—every girl baby 
being recognised as soon as bore as « god­
dess from whose brain all the varied know- 
ledge of this gieat art wes^-Tupiter-1 ike, to 
spring, and be set into activity as soon as 
called for. The evident result of this fatal 
mistake is that housekeeping or housemak- 
ing has fallen into disrepute. A thing that 
requires no instruction is certainly not 
worthy of pursuit ; and any business 
or calling acquired by chance and hap­
hazard opportunities, must be conducted 
by very loose and incompetent methods.
The modern young lady considers house­
work as quite I eneath her dignity, and 
even Bridget herself does not hold it in. 
very high esteem. It having cost her no ef­
fort to prepare herself she can at any 
time tender herself for service and exact 
her months' wage at least. If she does not 
suit the lady she can secure another place 
*-y the end of that time. Now, I think 
anyone can see that such a state of things 
is degrading to the occupation and demor­
alizing to those who engage in it. The only 
occupation recognized as the one specially 
adapted to all womanhood is, and has ever 
been, the one most neglected of all. Boys 
must be trained for every field of usefulness 
—industry is the motto of their lives. Who 
can say that this total neglect and inditfer 
ence to the training of girlhood and woman- 

, hood, has not largely contributed to the 
social evil,aye.aniito many other evils. How 
much of the evil intemperance may be at­
tributable to thé failure on the part of 
wives to make home the centre of attrac­
tion to husband and sons. Society has no 
right to expect girls and women by 
their native ingenuity to pick up, 
invent and acquire all the varied 
knowledge requisite to make the good 
housekeeper ; and when women or 
domestics are blamed for their thriftless- 
ness and ignorance we ask is it fair or juat ? 
Vituperate against bad housekeepers as 
n.uch as you like ;—are women to be 
blamed for not knowing what they have 
had no possible chance to leai n ! I once 
heard a lady say let every girl learn at 
home. Preposterous nonsense ! How many 
of the class now constituting our domestics 
have the facilities in their homes for learn­
ing house-wifety ! 1 answer very few.
Think of the h- mes ; a numlierless .host,
In which from ages of neglect and poverty 
the r mothers are no less than the daughter», 

Xlmlly incapable of all the nice arts of 
hoïftemaking. Then again what are all the 
girls trrido who spend the early part of their 
ives in'factories even up to the date of 

marriage.
W hat a joy to such when prospecting 

that event to have some place where they 
may go and acquire a knowledge of home- 
niakiug before assuming the responsibility.
A young married women who had been in 
a factory since she was U years of age, in 
speaking of her entire lack of knowledge 
in the domestic art, said she regretted she 
had not hired in service in order that she 
might have learned something. Now this 
is the kind of domestics that often get into 
our houses. Exactirg. their wages, yet 
ostensibly they have come to learn of us. We 
must spend our time and exhaust our 
patience teaching them what they ought 
to have learned elsewhere before 
tendering themselves for service.
Thus is woman’s time frittered away ; is it 
cause for surprise that women aro narrow 
and frivolous ? Many a woman having 
noble capacities is compelled to spend her 
time going over and over again this eternal 
routine of teaching fresh Bridgets, and in 
this dearth of domestics thinks hereelf for­
tunate to be in possession of one to teach.
I had much rather have seen a grand insti- 
tut ion for teaching girls and women house­
keeping and home making than a Mercer 
reformatory or a Magdalene, and I sincerely 
trust, now that the ladies hfve begun to 
stir in the matter, that another year will 
see something accomplished that must, in TO. 
the very nature of the enterprise, bring 
hojie, prosperity and comfort to many a 
household, and save many children' from 
vice, pauperism and tin- social evil.

What about their talents which they bury 
or trade away lest anyone should discover 
them ? Oh ! unprofitab’e servants, why do 
thev not use such talents as they have? 
Opporl unities are not wanting ; they might 
reln.se when ordered by their party leaders 
to yii Id some degrading service ; they might 
object to sell their co'umns for every purpose 
to quacks and swindlers ; they might ven­
ture occasionally a feeble remonstrance 
against wrong if haplv they can distin­
guish wrong. Their first efforts in this 
direction would no doubt be looked upon 
with incredulity or contempt. Still if an 
editor has a germ of independence or man­
liness the size of a mustard seed in his 
constitution,let him not despair. In course 
of time by patience and p rseverance he 
may be enabled to form an independent 
opinion nr evolve an or ginal idea. The 
power of arriving at and expressing truth, 
is the highest faults of the human intellect, 
and one for the right use of which an editor 
is responsible above all men. 
doubt exceedingly that he 
evade the responsibility by suppressing the 
faculty. Where is thy talent? What hast 
thou done with it 7 What truth hast thou 
shown my people ? The responsibility ot 
the press is little understo «1. I tell you 
the press has more influence to-day on the 
character of the people than all the 
churches combined. In lependence of 
thought, originality, truth, earnestness, 

commodities, these in Canadian jour­
nalism (or indeed any other), possibly not 
highly marketable, but, thank God, the 
demand is increasing and is being supplied.

It ie often sseerted 
that many of onr prisons are self-support­
ing, or nearly so. And often complained 
of by certain classes of laborers, and on 
very justifiable grounds. We have only tu 
look at the different olaases and degree of 
Igbor that are manipulated by prisons. To 
comprehend what classes of laborers, and 
to what degree, pays more than their 
doable share directly and indirectly for the 
maintenance of pri-ons in this country. 
The following is a few of the different 
classes of laborers who indirectly contribute 
nearly all the self-support to prisons : 
Leather workers, eloih workers, iron work­
ers, wood workers, stonecutters, stone 
breakers and painters. I think the above 
is nearly all the different classes of labor 
represented in prisons. On the other band 
the following contribute nothing towards 
the support of prisons, and receive by far 
the greatest benefit arising from them 
Farmers, merchants, railway employees 
steamboat employees, lawyers, ministers, 
doctors, auctioneers, fishermen, epecula nrs 
of all classe», mille i, hotelkeepers, sur­
veyors, miuris, pul lie and private officials 
of all classes, gardeners and butchers, bakers 
and printers. I may add that the former 
class of labor is no punishment to a convict, 
as there are thousands of free people t who 
have to work as hard at the same lahfiV and 
have as little to show for it at the ekkl of 
twenty years, probably after raising a large 
family, I have been a workingman at dif­
ferent kinds of work for upward of thirty 
years and know something or what I write 
in this particular. Therefore I suggest the 
above be made a platform question at onr 
next general elections, so aa to have 
snch legislation, so as to make all 
parties contribute an equal portion towards 
prison maintenance, and adopt almost ab­
solute idleness, or resort to non-producing 
labor as a punishment to convicts. R. B.

Bnrean #f Industries.
The secretary of the bureau of industries

They ask for returns of the 
acreage of crops, and estimate» of product ; 
statistics of live stock, including thorough­
bred cattle ; acreage of orchard and vine­
yard, and estimates of fruit product; and 
statistics of value, rent and wages. The 
returns will be mate to the bureau by 
school sections, aud it is hoped that the 
co operation of school teachers will be 
secured in collecting and compiling the 
statistics for their respective sections. The 
Ontario legislature lias certainly been very 
liberal to the school teachers, and in a 
matter of so much importance to the whole 
country as the collection of agricultural 
statistics it is not unreasonable to ask the
