The Fiaching of a Beam of Sunlight
From & Series of Mirrors.

Loxpox, 7.—Francis Galton,
RS, 0.6 chairwas of the commities
in charge of the Kew Observatory, bas
written a letter to The Times relative to s
scheme for establish communication
between Mars aud the earth. Mr. Galton
declares that a beam of sunlight reflected
through a hole one-tenth of an inch square
ina infront of a mirror would be just
as distinctly seen as a faint glint ab a dis-
tance of ten miles. The amount of fog and
haze which a beam of light would -tra-
verse between the earth and Mars, when
the latter is high above the horizon, Mr.
Galton says, could not exceed that along
an earthly 10-mile base. Therefore, the
same proportion between the size of the
mirror and the distance holding true, it
follows that the flash from many mirrors
simultaneously, whose width was
15 yards and whose cgi;egau length, to
allow for slopd was say
visible on Mars if seen through a tel :
like thas at the Lick observatory in Cali-
fornia; and the inhabitants, if they have
oyes and ‘fairly telescopes, would
speculate concerning the beam and would
wish to answer.

Believed to Be the Work of Parnellites,
DugLiN, Aug. 7.—Some miscreants to-
day shood an iron box filled with gun-
powder outside the public room of & hotel
in Rathkeal, County of Limerick, and,
after igniting thie fuse attached to the box
made their escape.

Vicroria, B.C., Aug. 7.—Theodore
Davie, Premier of British Columbia, enter-
tained Frank Bakeman, Judge Blackman
and Colonel Kane of Chicago at a dinner,
given on account of the successful conclu-
sion reached bhetween Bakeman and his
associates and by the Government for build-
ing the Canada Western Railway. This
road will extend from Victoria o Seymour
Narrows, on Vaneouver Island, crossing to
the mainland by a bridge or ferry. Surveys
have been made for the Canadian Pacific by
way of Bute Inlet to the eastern boundary
of the province, at Yellow Head Pass, Rocky
Mountains, there to comnect with the line
now being built through the Canadian
Northwest.

A large
body of the Royal Irish Constabulary,
massed in the grounds of their barracks,
quietly looked on.

It was 10 minutes to 6 o’clock on Satur-
day afterpoon ~ when he 'died, and
it is a—-most remarkable coincidence
that the faithftl Beadle, Robert McKim,
died suddenly of heart disease a quarter of
an hour after vthe death of his old chief.

8ir Daniel’s condition has long been known
to be serious, but he lingered long and was
for weeks in the same condition, It will be
remembered that some months &go he was
very ill, his lungs being' seriously affected.
He never fully recovered, though the illness
which has proved fatal was really senile
weakness. ‘}’ho worry -and labor that bave
fallen to his lot of late assisted in break-
ing up an already enfeebled comstitutioa.
The night before his last seizure he was at a
bitterly-fought meeting of the University
Senate which lasted till 2 a.m.

Blographical lkp;h of Sir Daniel's Life
; and Labors.

In Sir Daniel Wilson the University of
Toronto has lost a3 man who for mnearly 40
years has been identified with her interests
and who for 10 years has occupied the high-
est position in her gift, and Toronto has lost
a rare personality, has lost a citizen whose
attainments bad secured him pre-eminence
in hisspecialline of investigation and had
won recognition and honor from scientists in
America, Britain and Europe alike. The
contributor to the Encyclopadia Britannica,
the Fellow of the yal Society of Edin-
burgh, the Foreign Associate of Societe

A e de Paris, the author of
i ,” was truly. a citizen of no
mean renown; and the ex-President of the
Y.M.C.A., the founder of the Newsboys’
Home and the friend of avorl{ chari-
table undertaking was a public-spirit-
ed and benevolent citizen, Now that
he has gone from our midss it
may be well to pass im brief review this
record of a life well spent, and to take stock
of the work which be has done. Already in
his life it had won high praise, it is not too
much to expect that it will long be remem-
bered after his decease,
He Came From Edinburgh.

Sir Daniel Wilson was a Scotchman, a
native of Scotland’s ancient capital, His
father wasa Mr., Archibald Wilson, and he
was the second son of a rather large family.
He did not & monopoly of the
talent of the family, for ‘one of his
gnngar brothers was Professor George

ilson, who in 1859 died an untimely denti.
not without having won for himself much
roruui’iiitoientiﬂo circles. ' The famous
High Hebool of:Hdinburgh, from which have,
gone forth “so-many moted men, laid the
fonndations of his training. “From thence
he went to the University of Edinburgh,
and from that seat of learning he emerged i
1887, 21 years of age, and a graduate.

Then the young man turned to the litef-
ary Mecca of the English-speaking world, to
London., For several years he fought the
battle of the pen in that crowded resort of
men of letters, and then he turned his face
homeward again,

His Literary Career,

Still he was a writer, and the columns of
The Scotsman, Chambers’ Miscellany, The
Brifish Quarterly, The Gentleman’s Maga-
zine were open to his work, Then he made
his first venture as an-author. “Memorials
of Edinburgh in the Olden. Time” first ap-
peared in 1847, and won its author no small
fame, Daniel Wilson’s spurs were won, the
hardest part of tho battle was over. A bare
list of the works he has published since that
date will show his subsequent activity.
“Oliver Cromwell and the Protectorate;”
*‘Prehistorig Annals of Scotland,” his great
work" which appeared in 1851; ‘‘Prehistoric
Man,” the flrst fruits of his Ameri-
can studies, which was published in 1862;

Why He Is An Irishman First,

1bave previously given the readers of The
World d summary of Mr, Blake's speech. I
merely add a few items left out in cabling.
T hon, gentleman wore a red rose in
his button-hole and his face & self-satisfled
smile. The speech had evidently been pre-
pared, for Mr. Blake had many notes and
citations. At once be declared himsell an
Irishman first and last, though he had lived
all hig life in Canada. *“My father's family
came from Galway; my mother’s from
County Wicklow. The Humes of Wicklow
bad represented the Qistrict for three genera-
tions. Mr, Hume, my great grandfathery
lost bis life in the rebellion of An uncle
of mine lost his life 10 an Irish agrarian out-
rage. My father and mother emigrated
shortly after I was born.

“My wite's father cameo from Kilkenny
and my wife’s mothar from County Long-
ford. She came from the neighborbaod of
Kenagh, [Loud cheeérs.] She wasa Bicker-
staffe and in this town ‘she was married.
[Renewed “cheering, in which the women
vecame most demonstrative.] 1am téo old
to call myself a Longford boy, but my son,
who is here—[clappiog him on the back]—he
is a Longford boy, just as his grandmother
was a Zford woman.”

Comment on all this is superfluous, It
formed an op2n sesame to the Kenaghites'
hearts. They cheered and danced and whoop-
edit up in true Irish fashion, It all went
down with great furore with the enthusiastic
crowd.

Arraigns the English Government,

Then Mr. Blake sung the praises of Can-
ada to the tune with which the readers of
The Werld are already familiar, His sketch
of the long years of surrow, saduess and op-
pression of the Irish race was truly graphic
and took with great effect, He told them
plain out that ‘‘the English Government has
failed to govern Irelaud well and wisely for
the best interests of her people,” Then came
historical proof, into which I do not enter.
Reférms bad been obtained, wuot from
4 sense of justice or generosity to
an oppressed people, but. by revoluvion or
teas of rebellion. The Union,which had lasted
90 years, had been signalized by 90 goercion
acts.

The mention of Mr, Gladstone's name evoked
a long-continued ovatiuny and then seeing
tbe teusion to * whioh his audience was
strung Mr, (Blake became less a Nationalist
and more of alogician, He told again the
tale of *‘my own bappy land, my loved Cau-
ada, and his reasons for leaving it at
an hour's notice to throw in his lot
for the future of his days with bis oppressed
fellow-countrymen, ¢

A Shame and a Crime.

Some of the readers of The World will
hardly eredit it, but Mr. Blake justified ‘the
bitterness and rancor Irishmen jn America
feel against England for her treatment of
the Sister Isle.” Following this came what I
ceftainly considered an indefensible state-
ment ‘‘that the unfriendly feeliug in the
United States against Canadp is because she
is & dependency of Britain. The granting of
Home Rule to Ireland would obliterate this,”

This portion of Mr, Blake's speech did not
seem 1mpartial. He was rousing feelings
which had better bhave been allayed. )
talked of England ruling Ireland by 30,000
bayonets and 18,000 constabulary and con-
demned “‘the Castle system.”

THE LARGEST IN AMERICA.
Toronto Junction Has the Lérgest Stained
Glass Windows on the American

Continent—Home Interesting

dow consisting of a centre compartment 18
oot wide by 20 feet in height, and two  side
com ments 6 feet wide by 18 feet in
height, making about 1600 feet of glass in the
three windows.

For some days past there have been
rumors of an indefinite kind, ing me
with alleged crookedness about Durnan and
this race, and it was even stated that I had
been suspended {rooi the Buunyside Rowing
Club ou account of what I had done: butmy
solicitor advised me that the rumors were
too indefinite for me to take action uponm,
or I should have atonce proceeded agajust
someonse, in order that the whole Sruti
about the race might, if possible, be brought
out. Upon making enquiries from the presi-
dent of the rowing club I learned that there
were no minutes of the meetiug kept, and
not having recsived official notice 1 was
therefore not in a position to take the pro-
ceedings in that direction.
