Dicks remained 
in the yard while the search was being 
made. Portions of a broken lamp they 
picked up on the eighth step from the 
top of the stairway.

To Mr. Cassels, who is ably handling 
the defence, the wrtnesp said he had al­
ways thought Dicks and his wife lived 
together on very friendly terms.

The Post-Mortem.
Dr. Caven gave the 

post-mortem examination, made in 
junction with Dr. McConnell. The body 
gave evidence of having been submitted 
to the action of smoke and fire during 
life. The stomach was greatly dis­
tended with food, consisting largely of 
meat and vegetable matter. On the 
left arm were found the remains of a blue 
serge waist. Remnants of a cotton 
chemise aud a cotton undervest 
also found. There were indications of a 
goitre having been removed from the 
right side of the neck. The lungs con­
tained a frothy substance, caused by suf­
focation, and the appearances were alto­
gether those of death by burning.

Ha had made a 
careful examination of the premises the 
day following the fire, giving special at­
tention to the furnace and the pipes 
leading, from it, and savq no sign of any 
oil can where it is said to have beAn 
found.

V \Australia aud Canadian Trade.

By the Australian mail arrived to-day 
several reports were received from J. S. 
Larke, Canadian Commissioner to the 
Australasian Colonies. Mr. Larke states 
since lie took up his residence in1 Sydney 
great interest has been manifested by 
Australian merchants And others in his 
work. Many inquiries have been receiv­
ed by him from all parts of the contin­
ent. Mr. Larke is of opinion that if 
Canadian producers only send proper 
men to push the sale of their goods and 
once get them started there would be 
no difficulty in retaining the market. 
Mr. Larke visited Hobart, Tasmania, at 
a time when three different conferences 
were in session, the' most important 
being that of the Premiers of the differ­
ent Australasian Colonies. The question 
of Federation was discussed and it was 
decided to present a measure to the 
several legislative bodies of the different 
colonies. Then a federal council con­
sisting of five delegates from each colony 
met, at which matters of interest to the 
whole continent came up, and- finally 
there was a postal conference which 
was attended by all Postmasters-Geueral 
and deputy heads of the different colon­
ies. Preliminary to the federation ques­
tion, now being discussed, New Zealand 
and South Australia have made an agree­
ment for reciprocal trade.

How It Will Be Followed by Remedial 
Legislation—TUe Position of the 

Government.
From La Minerve, Montreal, March 19.

Iu spite of the agitation of the lodges, 
the work of ultra-ProteetAnts, the ac - 
tîvKy of McCarthy and the; resistance 
of the Greenway Ministry 
doubted an instant that 
Privy Council would range itself on the 
jide of the law and the constitution.

Not that Sir Mackenzie Bo well has ar­
rived at this decision without effort nor 
without opposition. Liberal and revolu­
tionary fanaticism must necessarily have 
had some reaction upon the ministerial 
deliberations, bv* we are of opinion that 
an understanding has been arrived at. 
The order-in-council, which will invite 
the Manitoba Legislature to submit to 
the decision of Her Majesty, is, it is said, 
adopted in principle and even in a de-' 
finite manner. It is the result of mu­
tual concessions upon points of detail 
between our national representatives and 
the majority of the Cabinet. What of 
that ? if justice take its course, if the 
Government has affirmed that the 
ititution must be respected and obeyed, 
If it has declared that the law must be 
executed without ,partiality or hatred,
without regard for anyone.

Justice is cost^under a democratic 
regime, end nothing is more difficult 
than to bring about liberty under such 
rule. Canada is now experiencing this. 

What will happen ?
The order-in-council will have to be 

transmitted without delay to the Mani­
toba Legislature. The leaders of the ma­
jority will undoubtedly propose that the 
Chamber receive the document and pro­
mise to give it the most serious consider­
ation. Now, one of twp things will hap­
pen; either the Legislature, before its 
prorogation, will inform the Privy Coun­

cil that it refuses to grant the neces­
sary legislation to the Catholics, or it 
will say nothing, and hold to the terms 
of its acknowledgment of having receiv­
ed the order. If it refuse, it is probable 
that Greenway Will- dissolve the Cham­
ber and appeal to the country to approve 
his act. In the latter case, the question 
will be postponed for another year.

During this time what will be the at­
titude of the Cabinet at Ottawa ? We 
believe it will be most simple. If there 
is a refusal to act from the majority, 
the duty of the Cabinet will be to prepare 
remedial legislation for submission to 
Parliament, and which the latter will 
adopt or reject. The law once rejected, 
the question will, be finished; the autho­
rity of Parliament will cease along with 
the jurisdiction of the Council, and the 
Catholics will have no remedy but in 
the rupture of the Federal agreement.

The question as to whether the Gov­
ernment ought to convene the Federal 
House, or dissolve it, is essentially a 
matter of public interest, to which the

The changes in the statement of the 

chartered banks for February are not of 
great importance. The same quiet de­
termination seems to exist as to in­
vestments. Loans are evidently made 
with great caution, and only upon ex­
tra good security, which, if it Iqeeps the 
volume of trade at a low ebb, will tend 
to prevent disappointment aud failures 
later. Starting from the basis of our 
present volume, the changes during the 
mouth are not unfavorably, as the gen­
eral trend is a continued reduction un­
til May, when, in most cases, low water 
mark is reached. The principal changes 
are as follows, viz.: Bank notes 
reduced $101,842.

| burden the country with the salaries of 
three or four officials who are under­

rest, was called to the stand. Mr. 
Johnston again' objected on the ground 
that the witness was privileged.

In his argument Mr. Johubton said, as­
suming that there may be sufficient evi­
dence to warrant the commitment of 
the accused, without the testimony pro­
posed to be brought in, the Magis­
trate should exercise his discretion 
aud excluue Mr. Horn's testi­
mony. Should it be admitted the pro­
bability is that it will be thrown out 
bÿ a higher court, aud if any wrong is 
done the prisoner, it should not be done 
here. The Heudershott case tried at St. 
Thomas last week was a similar case ill 
many respects to the present 
defence in that case being that death 
was due to accident. Auy decision made 
here would not be binding on the trial 
judge or in auy way act authoritative 
decision.

Invited Communient for Contempt.
But lie was willing to take a broader 

ground. He was prepared to leave the 
matter over until the termination of the 
case, and if then the Magistrate held 
the evidence to be admissible, in order 
to prove motive, he was willing that 
Mr. Horn, who would, of course, refuse 
to answer, should be formally committed 
for contempt. He would then apply for 
a. habeas corpus, ou the ground that the 
Magistrate had no right to commit him 
for contempt, and the judgment could be 
tested. He failed to see the object of 
having a decision now. which, would not 

'Jjp. binding on a trial judge.
The Magistrate suggested that Mr. 

Curry proceed with all other evidence, 
and at the conclusion he would give his 
decision. The fact that Mr. Hotin was 
still acting as counsel - for the prisoners 
had perhaps some weight in causing him 
to arrive at this decision.

Mr. Curry, in reply, stated that there 
was n great deal of evidence depending 
upon the testimony of Mr. Horn.

The Magistrate : The object, I pre­
sume. is to show that»the prisoners were 
trying to get the insurance money. There 
is already some evidence as to motive, 
though, perhaps, it .& not so complete as 
the Crown would like it to be. My own 
feeling ip that any judge having to de­
cide on the question would rule that 
the evidence roust be admitted.

Mr. Curry : Mr. Horn is not like an or­
dinary witness. I cannot gt> to Mr.Horu 
and ask him for the information, but I 
can get the evidence in the witness box. 
Then, I am satisfied, I can obtain evi­
dence of other witnesses. If, for the first 
time, I get Mr. Horn’s testimony at the 
Assise Court, I cannot, then, perhaps, 
secure the witnesses I want before the 
conclusion of the trial.

The Magistrate thought it best to 
hear the other testimony first, and the 
matter rested.

That $3M Bill Again.
Then Maximilian Duroeher of tli3 New 

York Life was called arid testified that 
in November, 1892, the deceased caine 
to him and handed him a $500 bill to 
pay the first premium on the $30,000 
insurance policy on his life. 
Witness was proceeding to 
what lîamea were signed to the note, 
but Mr. Johnston objected, unless the 
note itself was produced. Mr. Curry pro­
mised to produce the note on Wednesday 
and this branch of th? case was dropped.

The Prisoners' Insurance.
Then Mr. Curry proceeded to ehow 

that applications had been made for in­
surance on the life of the Hyams bro­
thers.

Mr. Johnston once more objected on 
the ground that whatever insurance the 
prisoners had taken out had no bearing 
on the case, .ÿhey surely did not in­
tend to get rid of themselves.

“No,” replied Mr. Curry, “but the 
taking out of these policies may have pre­
vented the New York Life Company from 
making as thorough an investigation in­
to the death of young Wells as they 
otherwise might have doue.”

His Worship held that the Crown was. 
entitled to put in all. evidence that wa< 
calculated to prove motive.

“ Were the policies ever paid ?” com­
menced Mr. Curry. Counsel for defence 
then objected to the witness proceeding 
until the original policies were pro­
duced.

The weight shaft was 
open in front a short, distance above the 
floor. He instructed his men to remove 
all portions of the elevator that went 
below the joists of the first floor.

Why Were the Policies Taken Ont? ,
Iu the course of the argument it came 

out that Dallas P. Hyams was examined 
for insurance while he was at his house 
too ill to see people just after the acci­
dent.
