The 
many beautiful floral tributes, with 
which the casket was covered, bore 
silent testimony to the esteem in which 
lie was held and to the exemplary 
life he lived.

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NOTE AND COMMENT.

A regular 2 cent a mile passenger 
rate on the railroads should be asked 
for and granted. It is not guessing 
much to say that traffic would soon 
nearly double if this were done. A 
railway rate war has shown what 
might bo done if the low rate were 
permanent. All restrictions as to 
the limit of the ticket should also be 
annulled.

In every line of business the de­
mand for labor is insistent. The 
farmers cannot get the help they 
need, manufacturers are behind with 
their orders from the same cause, 
and construction is being held back 
because of the inability of contract­
ors to find men. All this spells 
prosperity, the only fly in the oint­
ment being that the cost of living 
keeps on soaring at a rate much 
more rapid than that of the income 
of the average citizen.

The predictions made by old line 
insurance companies relative to bene­
ficiary societies and their ultimate 
increase in rates has come true in 
numerous cases, and will apply to 
more with the passing years.. Gold 
dollars cannot be purchased by 10 
cent pieces in life insurance or sick 
benefits any more than the transac­
tion can be put through over the 
bank counter. Value received is a 
necessary condition in all permanent 
business affairs.

“The average working life of a 
locomotive engineer is only eleven

years and seven days." So says 
Warren S Stone, chief of the Broth­
erhood, and we presume he is speak­
ing from inside knowledge of the 
case. Evidently the high speed of 
to-day and the enormous increase in 
traffic are not favorable to the long­
evity of the man at the throttle. 
We have to, pay in some way for 
every extra mile in speed, and the 
payment is in flesh and blood.

An American, who recently took 
up his residence here, gives the fol­
lowing reasons why he likes Canada : 
“I find here a country where the 
laws are enforced rigidly and quickly 
without regard to wealth or poverty ; 
where crime is almost unknown, and 
the punishment of crime swift and 
sure ; where character at least at 
present writing counts most in pub­
lic or private life ; where the stan­
dard of civic and commercial honor 
is high ; where labor troubles are 
practically unknown ; where freedom 
is real, not imaginary ; where the 
people are the actual rulers, not mere 
pawns in the hands of political gam­
blers.

No town, country or community 
will ever prosper where there is a 
division or strife of any nature. In 
helping others you invariably help 
yourself. “Opposition is the life of 
trade," and merit wins. No town 
will prosper and grow where a 
lack of enterprise and push on the 
part of its citizens is felt. The true 
motto of each and every citizen of 
a town is and should be to assist and 
help your neighbors encourage busi­
ness of all kinds—there’s no danger 
in gorging the market in this line— 
unite in the matter of improvement 
in making the town attractive and 
giving it a home-like appearyice. 
When this is done people from a dis­
tance will form a good opinion of the 
place and it will be a good induce­
ment for them to locate with us and 
become permanent and substantial 
cititens.

Preparations are being made by 
the Dominion Government for a re­
distribution of seats for the Domin­
ion, but it is understood that two 
more sessions of the house will be 
held before an election takes place 
under the new plan. Under the 
redistribution it is said that Middle­
sex and Huron will each lose a mem­
ber, while Lambton, Elgin, Oxford, 
Kent and Essex will retain their 
present membership. Some ridings 
will disappear altogether. According 
to the last census report Essex 
county has a population of 67,647. 
Elgin 44,312, Lambtop 51,332, 
Middlesex 49,765. Middlesex gets a 
member for every 24,882, Elgin for 
every 22,156, Lambton for every 
25,666, Essex county one for every 
33,723,

The suggestion has been made 
that in Canada it would be well if 
Parliament would enact a law similar 
to that existing in the State of Illin­
ois, which makes it an offence 
punishable by fine or imprisonment, 
or both, for anv one to drink in­
toxicated liquor or to be intoxicated 
on any passenger train, or in or 
about any railway station. The act 
also gives a railway conductor the 
power to arrest such a person and 
keep him in custody until he can 
be handed over to a police officer at 
the first convenient station. In 
addition to that, a conductor who 
refuses or neglects to perform his 
duty is guilty of an offence, and on 
complaint of the other passengers 
can be summoned and fined for 
neglect of duty. Such a law should 
be effective in protecting passengers 
from the very common nuisance of 
intoxicated travellers.

Apprentice Farmers.

South Australian conditions have 
been found so satisfactory by recent 
British immigrants that many of 
them have nominated friends and 
relatives for assisted passages. This 
privilege has been found to operate 
as an efficient agent in the encour­
agement of land settlement and in 
the provision of an environment 
that creates the home life of the 
mother country. A despatch to 
The Christian Science Monitor of 
Boston, Mass., gives the latest 
statistics regarding the fruit pro­
ducts of South Australia, “The 
Garden State of the Commonwealth.” 
The area devoted to apple culture 
has been steadily increasing and now 
comprises 23,214 acres. In addition 
large crops of pears, apricots, 
cherries, plums, oranges, lemons, 
peaches and nectarines are raised, 
besides berries, almonds and olives. 
The enumeration discloses the kind 
of climate South Australia possesses.

The latest policy of its govern­
ment has in contemplation the in- 

, troduction of British boys for the 
purpose of training them as farmers. 
On their arrival the lads will be 
indentured for three years with 
selected farmers, under close super­
vision, and initiated into the various 
departments of farm work. The 
state will act as guardians, retaining 
part of the lads’ wages and handing 
over the amount, with accumula­
tions, on their attaining the age of 
twenty-one years or earlier at dis­
cretion. In this way, it is antici­
pated, the state wards will at the 
close of their apprenticeship receive 
from $350 to $500 and be enabled to 
become share farmers and ultimately 
land owners.

Measles and the Cmld.

A medical authority in England 
has just complained, with much 
indignation, against the belief en­
tertained by too many mothers, 
that children must have measles 
and might as well be subjected to 
the contagion when young and be 
done with it.

He denounces this as a pernicious 
superstition, and one which has 
done incalculable mischief. He 
quotes figures for Stepney to show 
that in twenty-two years measles 
have caused as many deaths as 
scarlet fever, diphtheria and typhoid 
fever combined, although that might 
be an unusual showing. There are 
evil consequences left by measles, 
particularly in the hearing and sight.

The old idea that measles, whoop­
ing cough, and mumps are diseases 
which every child must undergo, 
and that the sooner they are over 
and done with the better, is a foolish 
idea and should be discouraged. A 
child does not' require to run this 
gauntlet and is fortunate to escape 
any or all of these ailments.

STEEL RAILS A MARVEL

The Strain, the Pull, the Pounding and 
Grinding They Endure.

Have you an Idea of the .train to 
which a ateel rail Is subjected todayl 
Let us consider one for a moment In 
the time of its greatest torture and 
see. The Cannon Ball express Is com­
ing. It Is drawn by two engines. The 
largest weighs 100 tons. Seventy- 
seven tons of the weight are carried 
on the six driving wheels, which 
means almost thirteen tons to a wheel. 
Thirteen tons of weight upon each 
wheell That means thirteen tons of 
weight Impinging for a flying instant 
npon a rail surface perhaps no more 
than an Inch square and then moving 
forward all the time, a succession of 
whirling blows from a thirteen ton 
hammer.

If the train Is going thirty miles 
an hour an Imaginary square inch 
has but one flve-hundred-and-twenty- 
elghth part of a second In which to 
receive the blow, wince under It, dis­
tribute the terrible force of It through 
Its elastic elements to the surrounding 
mass of the rail, brace Itself to help 
distribute stresses that are being set 
np on adjacent surfaces and zigzag­
ging back and forth in all sorts of 
ways through the content of the rail 
and then almost Instantly lift Its de­
voted head to receive the blow of the 
next driving wheel. If the train Is 
going sixty miles an hour Instead of 
thirty this all has to be received, 
withstood and passed on In one ten- 
hundred-and-flfty-sixth part of a sec­
ond.

And yet this Isn’t all that Is happen­
ing to the nerves of the rail. This Is 
only taking account of the compres­
sion strains. There is another set of 
strains, for these big driving wheels 
are pulling the train. They have 
caught hold of the rails Just as your 
hands grip the rope In a tug-of-war, 
and they take a fresh hold every frac­
tion of a second. The tendency Is to 
pull the top or head off the rail, to pnll 
It all to pieces. It is the business of 
the rail to stick together, head and 
web and flange. In every single and 
separate molecule with all the tenacity 
of which steel Is capable.

But we have stated only one-halt the 
tension strain. This strain Is revers­
ing all the time, for while the huge 
drivers are pulling one part of the 
rail toward them they are pushing 
another part away from them. This 
plucking and spurning, hauling and 
kicking, tension and compression go 
on continuously. Complete reversing 
from compression to tension or back 
again takes place with every half turn 
of a driving wheel and at a frightfully 
rapid rate. The marvel Is that the 
rail Is not ground to powder.—Metro­
politan Magazine.

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' ; Half-yearly Taxes.

It seems inevitable that taxes, 
like nearly everything else, should 
go up, and add to the high cost of 
living. But there is at least one 
method by which the Council can 
ameliorate the burden, and that is 
by having the taxes paid in two 
instalments. The semi-yearly col­
lection of taxes is in force in many 
towns, in Barrie and Collingwood 
for instance and in cities like Toron­
to and Brantford. A prominent 
resident of Collingwood said recently 
that the change had been a regular 
Godsend to the workingmen of 
that town. “It means," he said, 
that many a man who, after paying 

taxes early in December, would have 
little or no money left for his 
Christmas presents, is now able to 
make his children happy at that 
season." In many cases a rate­
payer who has, say, $30 to pay in 
taxes would find it much easier to 
pay two instalments of $15 each. 
It is not the workingmen alone who 
would welcome the change. Busi­
ness men like to have large pay­
ments broken up. Many people 
pay as much for light as they do 
for taxes, but because the pay­
ments are made monthly they feel 
it much less, and do not grumble, 
though they may be getting very 
much less value than they do for 
their taxes. Nor is all the advantage 
to the ratepayer, as in the spring 
the town would profit by saving 
interest on a part of what now has 
to be borrowed to keep things going 
till the taxes come in.

The Boy Scout Movement.
During the month of October the Pro­

vincial Competitions for swimming and 
life saving, first aid, shooting and photo­
graphy will be held by the Scouts 

. throughout the Province of Ontario. 
Keen interest is being taken in the com­
petitions and any troops who have not 
entered should do so immediately, as 
entries positively close the end of Sep­
tember. Full information, and details 
for shooting competition in the respec­
tive districts will be forwarded from the 
Provincial office on receipt of entries.

Although the Scout Movement is now 
closing its third year of active work in 
Canada, there still appears to be a large 
number of people who do not understand 
the objects of the Boy Scout Movement. 
A great many people are still of the opin­
ion that the Scout Movement is an 
adjunct to the Cadet Movement, but such 
is not the case. The Cadet Movement is 
financed by the Militia Department from 
Ottawa, the Scout Movement is carried 
on along by gentlemen who believe in 
the future of the boyhood of this country. 
On the one Jiand we have been pro­
claimed as opposed to militarism and on 
the other hand we have been proclaimed 
as opposed to anti-militarism. The Boy 
Scout Movement does not stand with 
cither party.

The Boy Scouts are not obligated in 
any way to either party, but their prin­
ciples do stand for the making of all­
round citizens. Citizens who are re­
sourceful, able to find their way if lost in 
the bush, able to take care of themselves 
under, all conditions in the open air, can 
trek by the stars at night, can draw a 
map of topography, are pathfinders, able 
to shoot and ride. Their preparations in 
the ranks of the Scouts puts them in such 
a state of preparedness that in after years 
if our homes or country was attacked 
they would be prepared to do their bit as 
citizens of this old Dominion.

One of the principles of the movement 
is that a lad should be of service to the 
other fellow, that is being carried out in 
a noble manner by the lads throughout 
our country. The Scout is pledged upon 
his honor to play the game and play it 
fair, By this means we believe that the 
hest type of citizen will be raised in the 
Tanks of the boys of the rising gener­
ation.

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Teachers' Association.
The Teachers’ Association, of East 

Xambton, opened in the Methodist 
church at 10.30 on Thursday, Sept. 26th, 
<he Rev. Mr. Moyer, pastor of the church, 
conducting the devotional exercises.

A discussion took place in connection 
with the use of maps, a number of the 
teachers taking part. The usefulness of 
maps in holding the attention of the 
pupils and impressing the work on the 
minds of the pupils was shown. The 
drawing of a map should be a part of 
every lesson. A good number of up-to- 
date maps should be in every school. 
These should be in constant use, not only 
in the geography lesson, but also in the 
history lesson.

Miss Hill read a paper in connection 
with primary work. Experience in 
many cases tells us how to overcome the 
difficulties. Pupils should be given as 
many opportunities as possible to express 
themselves in words and actions. The 
first days in school are very important. 
Talks about homelife good to start pupils 
with. The blackboard should be contin­
ually used. Use the blackboard to teach 
spelling.

The Thursday afternoon session was 
opened by Rev. Mr. Bingham, pastor of 
the Baptist church.

R. J. Blake, the president, discussed 
the Ideal Teacher. A perfect teacher 
should possess tact, be a good disciplan- 
ian and love children. A teacher should 
be attractive in manner, appearance, 
voice and dress. Teachers should be 
honest in all their dealings. Good nature 
and patience are needed every minute in 
the school room.

The reading problem in the Public 
school was well handled by Mr. McCut- 
oheon. The child is now being recog­
nized m'ore truly and in a more just man­
ner than ever before. The supreme 
thing in education is “How well you may 
be able to train the child.” The results 
to be obtained from a reading lesson are 
to obtain thought from the lesson and to 
give it accurate vocal expression. A 
child should be able to recognize the 
words before he is allowed to read aloud. 
Good reading can only come from good 
understanding and an accurate know­
ledge of the pronounciation of the words. 
We should have a definite clear-cut stand­
ard in reading.

Miss Matthews and Miss Carr dealt 
with the use of the history readers. An 
essay to fix the facts in the minds can be 
used with good effect. A story given 
Orally and headings placed on the' board 
arc successfully used. Questions placed 
on the board and the answers written 
both in tiie books and on the board are 
helpful. The meanings and pronouncia- 
tions of the words should be taken before 
the lesson is read. A summary should 
be left on the board at the end of each 
lesson.

The evening meeting was held in the 
■Opera House, Mr. John Fraser acting as 
chairman.

Mr. McCutclieon, Inspector County of 
West Lambton, Inspector McDougall, of 
East Lambton, spoke on Education, ask­
ing for a closer co-operation between 
teacher and pa'rent, and a greater interest 
in school work to be taken by those in 
the homes.

Mr. Peter McArthur, the talented jour­
nalist, held the close attention of the 
audience while he spoke about Near to 
Nature. Selections well chosen from his 
numerous writings were read. What a 
wonderful thing it would be if we could 
.get the pupils to see the world of nature 
unfold itself as laid before us by Mr. Mc­
Arthur. There are many things in nature 
that cannot be told in words. A farmer 
leads a double life with nature with his 
fellow man. Nature forces men to be on 
the square.

Two chorus by children, under the dir- 
«ection of Mr. McDougall, and solos by 
Miss Jennings and Mr. McDougall, with 
Miss McAlpine, as accompanist, helped 
to make the evening a most enjoyable 
one.

Rev. Dr. McNair, pastor of the Presby­
terian church, opened the meeting on 
Friday morning.

TRAINING.

„ Mr. N. McDougall, Petrolea; Miss Ida 
McPherson, Arkona; Miss Kelso, Flor­
ence; Miss Jennie Ford, Petrolea; Mr.

Mr. McDougall, B. A., reported on the 
work of physical training, explaining the 
Lord Strathcona Fund. The work of the 
Review Committee was also touched oil 
by him.

Miss Reid dealt very fully with the 
books a teacher should read. A list was 
placed on the board and a full statement 
of the use of each was read. These 
books fill one of three purposes, enter­
tainment or general culture or special 
culture. Many of these books are good 
not only for the teacher but also for the 
pupil.

Literature, as useful in the Junior 
Trade, was next taken by Mr. McCutch- 
eon. Literature makes immortal all 
that’s best and purest of life. It pre­
serves the ideals of the people. The 
power of being able to read literature 
admits us into this great field full of 
thoughts, noble and powerful. Little 
children enjoy the reading of great 
W'orks and have the level of their whole 
moral character lifted. Don’t attach a 
sermon at the end of each literature 
lesson.

Mr. Henderson and Miss Morris dealt 
with Mental Arithmetic and Solutions. 
Catch questions have been replaced by 
thought questions. Mechanical arith­
metic has crept in when pupils look back 
to see what old question, similar in form, 
has been done. Mental arithmetic leads 
pupils to see easy ways of doing arith­
metic. Many solutions were shown and 
the difficulty with each pointed out.

Inspector McDougall read a paper on 
the training of teachers. The pupil’s 
power of doing in school and in life lose 
very much from both the untrained and 
unperfectivelo trained teachea. Every en­
couragement should be given those who 
have taught a number of years to attain 
a first-class certificate. A break between 
the two terms of training would benefit 
the teacher in training and keep the 
teachers at least two years.

The afternoon meeting was opened 
with the devotional exercises in charge 
of Rev. Mr. Hill, pastor of the English 
church.

Composition was made a very interest­
ing study under the direction of Mr. 
McCutchedn. To make every child a 
master of good English is the supreme 
aim. All the subjects and routine of 
school life give a chailce for the practice 
of good English. English should 
occupy the first position in school life. 
Train the child to narrate in a concise 
way some of his actual experiences. 
Teachers’ language should be a model 
in good English. A hearty vote of 
thanks was tendered the speaker for his 
able addresses.

ot live stock were easier when the cattle 
market opened this morning at the Junc­
tion and the city cattle markets. Excep­
tionally large receipts of cattle, especially 
for heavy steers, had the effect of driving 
prices much lower, there being a total 
absence of export demand. Medium- 
weight butcher heifers were the best sale 
on the exchange, a few choice ones, 
weighing about 1,050 pounds, selling for 
the top price of the day, $6.55. Butcher 
buyers took everything and paid for their 
best purchases from $6 to $6.40 ; medium 
cattle, $5.50 to $6, and common cattle, $4 
to $5. Feeders and stockers were in fair 
demand at unchanged quotations. Cows 
and bulls were dull. The hog market 
was 25c lower, at $8.75, fed and watered- 
Sheep and lambs were also about 10c off. 
Receipts at both markets combined were 
158 loads, 2,773 cattle, 177 calves, 1,090 
hogs and 1,774 sheep and lambs.

RE WATFORD PUBLIC LIBRARY.

Editor Guide-Advocate : -
Last spring I suggested to our Public 

Library Board the desirability of trying 
to get a grant from the Carnegie Cor­
poration of New York to enable us to 
erect a suitable building here for our 
library and reading room m order to 
have proper accommodation and to tie 
up-to-date with other towns. On behalf 
of the Library Board I was asked to do 
what I could in order to get a grant ot 
*6000 for the purpose mentioned. We 
had failed to get it in the past At first 
our request was not entertained but later 
on I succeeded in getting an agreement 
from said Carnegie Corporation to give 
us this amount on condition that we 
provide a suitable site for the building 
and maintain a free public library at a 
cost of not less than $600 each year.

A good many people do not seem to 
understand this proposition. Some 
think that we will have to pay $600 
more than we are paying now. Others 
imagine we forfeit the government grant. 
Others have an idea we must pay $600 
over and above the books, magazines and 
newspapers we buy. Now all of these 
opinions are wrong. It will not cost 
our ratepayers for maintenance of our 
library one cent more in taxes than it 
does now by taking advantage of the 
Carnegie offer above referred to. If 
any person doubts this I am prepared to 
prove it. We get the same government 
and municipal grants as before. What 
we have to pay in rent will go towards 
buying more books, magazines, &cM 
than we get now and therefore increased 
grants from the government will be 
given. Increased revenue from other 
sources will also be the outcome and 
in other ways the expenditure will be 
easily made up and in fact we will have 
more than the required amount each 
year. The statute compels us at 
present to raise up to the small amount 
of one half mill on the dollar in taxes 
for maintenance of our public library 
and no more will be required and the 
statute is the same whether we have a 
Carnegie library or not.

The Board must get other premises 
and if as good or better at an increased 
rent, since they have only been paying 
about one half of what they should in 
the past, therefore, this is another reason 
a new building is an absolute necessity. It 
is cheaper to provide a site when the 
building and furnishing will cost us 
nothing than to pay, rent. Now, as to 
the site. We should get a good one 
even if the price is more than for a poorer 
one. It is to be a permanent thing here 
and ought to be a credit to us. We should 
not be divided north and south ends or 
east and west sides. Let us all work 
together for the interest of the whole 
town. In fact I believe some of our 
citizens because they cannot get the 
Library where they want it do not want 
it at all. Others do not want it because 
they are not readers themselves. Some 
others because it will cost a very small 
amount each year for a few years to 
pay for a site do not want a library and 
the amount of extra taxes would be so 
small it would not be noticed. None of 
these reasons are worthy of any public- 
spirited citizen who is anxious for the 
welfare of our town.'

The free library and reading room is 
just as much of a necessity as our public 
school to people who cannot afford to 
buy book,s, magazines and newspapers 
that they desire to read or should read. 
Many a person obtains a great store of 
knowledge from this source. The poor 
and middle classes especial!)' have as 
much right to have a library as they have 
a public or high school and our students 
need it too. Just to think of it, $6,000 
agreed to be given us from a corporation 
in another country, merely by building a 
suitable library and not have to pay one 
cent more in taxes than we pay now, as 
stated, which was only $184 last year and 
will be $185 this year. Let us one and 
all be broadminded and try and help our 
town along instead of keeping it back. 
Good schools and good education raise 
the standard of any people and a good 
library and reading room is also a neces­
sity in this direction. It is much better 
for our young people and others to be 
reading good books, etc., from a free 
library and at a free reading room than 
engaged in something less beneficial and 
elevating or in other places where the 
surroundings are not the best. We have 
an excellent librarian second to none, and 
our library board, I am pleased to say, is 
composed of intelligent men and women 
who are readers and know what is re­
quired and are anxious for the welfare of 
the community at large and only wish to 
do what is in the best interests of the 
town and should be encouraged in the 
good work, therefore do not put any 
stumbling block in the way]
