Greatest Air Battle

Dispatches rightly describe the 
action between air squadrons in 
Southern Alsace on Sunday as the 
greatest aeroplane battle of the war. 
There were 23 machines in the 
French squadron. The Germans 
who attacked them probably had as 
many or more Headlines. We in 
this country who crane our necks in 
excitement on the rare occasions 
when a single aeroplane passes over­
head on a peaceful trial trip can hard­
ly strain oqr imaginations to the 
point of picturing 50 aeroplanes in 
the air at once, firing machine guns 
at each other.

Nineteen months ago an encount­
er between two hostile aeroplanes at­
tracted more attention than did this 
battle in which some 50 aeroplanes 
took part. The British army was al­
most without air service when it en­
tered Flanders and it had no anti­
aircraft guns The Germans at that 
time could sail low over the British 
columns, meeting no interference ex­
cept from rifle fire. The French 
were only a little better off. Even 
the Germans used aeroplanes for 
scouting-and observation mainly, not 
for fighting when they could help it, 
though they made aeropla'ne raids on 
Paris and other cities. The develop­

ment of the aeroplane is the greatest 
marvel of this war. To-day these 
air craft are going out in great squad­
rons, attacking armies and fortified 
posts and fighting with each other in 
the upper air. The squadron of 
British, French and Belgian mach­
ines which raided Zeebrugge lately 
is * said to have numbered 65. 
Will the next step be the actual 
transportation of regiments by air to 
seize vital points in the rear of 
armies and thereby accomplish the 
flank-turnings which the present sys­
tem of trench lines makes imposs­
ible?

How shall we obtain the most 
satisfactory soil moisture condition 
throughout the year? The great 
factor in moisture control is drainage 
natural or artificial. Few farms are 
sufficiently drained by natural 
means, nearly all require some arti­
ficial drainage.

The problem then is, “where shall 
we place our drains ?” “How deep 
shall we put them?” “What size 
of tile shall we use ?’’ The position
of the drains depends largely on 
slope of the field ; the depth on the 
kind of soil ; the size of tile on the 
extent of the area drained and the 
fall or grade given the tile.

If you are uncertain about these 
points or anticipate any difficulties 
the Ontario Agricultural College will 
send you a drainage surveyor who 
will, if necessary, prepare a map of 
your farm showing the location of 
your drains, the size of tile to use, 
-and the grades and depths of the 
drains.

The cost to you .for these services 
will be the travelling expenses of the 
surveyor, and as several surveys are 
made on one trip the charge is sel­
dom over three dollars 1er each sur-

The work of the merchant navy in 
time of war was dealt with by W. S. 
Abell, chief ship surveyor to Lloyd's 
Register, in an anniversary lecture 
before the Greenock Philosophical 
Society. In the course of the lec­
ture, Mr. Abell compared the losses 
that the merchant ships had sustain 
ed in the present war with those of 
the Napoleonic wars. The statistics 
of the latter indicated that 2| per 
cent of the vessels entering and clear­
ing from Britfsh ports were lost 
through the operations of the enemy. 
It was curious, the lecturer contin­
ued, to note that the royal commiss­
ion on food supply in time of war had 
fixed the premiums for war risks at 
5 per cent, on ship values and 1 per 
cent on property values. This scheme 
was for the duration of the present 
war, and 80 per cent of the losses 
were borne by the country, and the 
balance by the ordinary insurance as­
sociations. The experience of the 
first year of war indicated that this 
empirical value approximated very 
nearly to the truth. A total of 172 
vessels were lost out of 4400 entered 
in the war risks associations; the 
value of the shipping lost was £6,- 
250,000 out of about £150,000,000, 
while the losses in property came to 
£7,750,000, out of a total cargo value 
of £1,500,000,000. The losses of 
value among entered ships for the 
first year of the war were thus about 
4 per cent, per annum, and for pro­
perty one half of 1 per cent.

An Appeal to the Farmers ot Lambton

1111

ITUIERE is no desire on the part of 
Lambtons 149 to strip the farms of 

all able-bodied men, or to cause such a 
shortage of labor that abundant crops 
cannot be produced. The fact remains, 
however, that while some farmers are 
sacrificing a great deal for King and 
Country, there are others who have two, 
three and even four sons at home, one of 
whom should enter military service. At­

tention is also directed to the following 
means whereby it is hoped to prevent too 
great a shortage of farm laborers:

I. The Government is importing men 
from the United States, and farmers

wishing to secure laborers can do so by 
applying for them.

II. Men who enlist are allowed to work 
on the farms for one month in the spring 
and one month during harvest, for which 
they will be paid by the farmer.

III. High School Students studying for 
Entrance to the Model School, Normal 
School and Faculties of Education and 
Public School Students going up for 
Entrance to High School are allowed to 
leave school this spring and if they pro­
duce a statement showing that they have 
worked three months for a farmer, will

on the recommendation of the school 
authorities receive their certificates.

Under these circumstances an earnest 
appeal is made to farmers who have 
eligible men on thf ir farms to release 
them for service. There is no question 
that it means a sacrifice— but it is a nec­
essary sacrifice—one which must be made 
if our Empire is to be saved.

When Slavery Existed in Gros- 
field Township

The existence of slavery in Essex coun­
ty during the early part 6f the 19th cen­
tury is amply proven by an old document 
dug up by Registrar Henry Clay a few 
days ago.

One bundle of papers, bearing the date 
of 1804, was opened by him Tuesday and 
in it was found the will of James Girty, a 
relative of the noted plainsman and 
Indian fighter, Simon Girty, who resided 
in Gosheld township, coming to Essex 
county during the flatter part of the 18th 
century.

When Girty came to Canada from the 
south, he brought with him his full 
retinue of slaves, which he bequeaths to 
various members of his family in his will.

“In the name of God, amen, I, James 
Girty, of the township of Gosfield and 
county of Essex, in the Western District 
of Upper Canada, yeoman, being of sound 
mind and memory, but considering the 
uncertainty of human life, do make this, 
my last will and testiment,” is the way 
the document begins.

After a clause expressing a desire to be 
buried at as little expense as decency will 
permit, the testator gives his 200-acre 
farm on Lake Erie to his daughter and 
son.

“I also bequeath to my son, James, the 
following six Negro slaves or such of 
them as may be alive at the time of my 
death: Virgil, Jim, Hannah, Joe, Betsey 
and Tom and also the children which 
may be born of the said Hannah and Bet­
sey. To my daughter I bequeath my 
Negro woman called Sal, and also the 
Negro woman called Nancy, with her 
five children, the said Nancy having been 
the property of the mother of toy children 
and intended by her for my daughter.”

All other property shall be divided be­
tween the son and her daughter with the 
exception of “my Negro slave Paul, 
whose freedom I hereby bequeath him 
for his long and faithful service.”

The old document will be filed away 
in the new fire-proof cabinets recently 
purchased by the county.

$6.40 tor a Daily Paper m 
Brussels

A Belgium banker who has been per­
mitted by the German administration to 
come to Paris on business connected with 
relief work, states that the chief luxury 
of life in Brussels is the purchase of 
London and Paris newspapers, which can 
be had easily if one will pay the exorbit­
ant price demanded.

The Times of London is worth 32 
francs ($6.40), the Temps of Pyis 22 
(|4.40), the Matin of Paris 20 ($4) and 
other French papers 18 ($3 60)*x The 
penalty for being caught with one of 
these papers is not severe and is usually 
not enforced against persons of good 
standing, but the penalty for the agency 
which distributes the papers would be 
very severe. The German officials have 
had mo success in running down distrib­
utors, so it is thought that perhaps Ger­
man soldiers have their hand in it, for 
the profits on a couple of hundred copies 
of the Times each day are considerable.

The hanker said that life was not dis­
agreeable in Brussels. The cost of living 
is three times as dear as in time of peace 
as regards merchandise values, but there 
are so few means of spending money for 
anything but bare necessities that most 
Belgians are living as cheaply as before 
the war. The Germans have given free 
train way tickets to 8,200 German civil­
ians, who in return for the free passes 
watch the Belgian population in the cars, 
listen to conversations, denounce con­
spirators, etc. There have been a good 
many murders of these civil spies and of 
Belgian traitors.

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^ The Cave Dwellers

(From Leslie’s.)
In the past eighteen months we 

have been in probably' 200 different 
towns or villages, but the most pe­
culiar of all was the little town of
P--------------. It was less than 2,000
yards from the German lines, yet the 
civilians still live in the town, though 
not always in their houses. A steep­
sided, horse-shoe-shaped hill encloses 
the little valley in which the town 
lies, and the toe of the shoe is to­
ward the German lines. Three- 
quarters of the way up the side of 
the ridge is an outcropping of lime­
stone, in which are many natural 
caves. The houses are built just in 
iront of the caves, and the latter are 
used as stables, wine cellars and 
granaries. The brow of the hill is 
the site of a second line trench, so 
that the caves are occupied by troops 
and artillery horses. The civilians, 
hoxxv'vpr. refuse to be crowded out.

We were in' this sector only a 
week, butt during that time the town 
was shelled every day, usually for 
half an hour between noon and four 
in the afternoon. At the sound of 
the first shell the troops and the Wo­
men would all take to the caves and 
wait until the bombardment was 
over.!,; More dangerous than the 
bombard-shells were the balles per­
dues or stray bullets that spattered 

4nto the town.
This constant shelling had demol­

ished the church, schoolhouse and

many of the dwellings pf the town, 
but the parish priest moved both 
church and school into one of the 
caves, and there the children learned 
their lessons on week days and ofi 
Sundays gathered with their elders 
for the services of the church, seieure 
from both bullets and shells.

The remains of the furniture from 
the shattered church and school 
buildings had served to scantily furn­
ish the cave. The unconcern with 
which the people of this village look­
ed upon the ravages of war would 
have been a great surprise to me if I 
had not seen similar evidences of 
fortitude in so many other places.

Prussian Brutality

A French resident of Vancouver, 
belonging to Nancy, tells of how ho 
was playing as a child of seven, just 
after the Franao-Prussian war, in 
the streets of that

testimony to show that the Prussian 
spirit is not a newly-sprung growth, 
but has its roots in instinctive ten­
dencies of the race, that among the 
military caste have not been subject­
ed to any repression.

“The first fly lit on some honey and fed 
heartily. But it was a substitute honey, 
adulterated with prussic acid, and in a 
moment the fly keeled over and expired.

“The second fly tackled in a saloon a 
crust of K B or war bread. This bread 
contained a 68 per cent, filler of sawdust 
which the flv could not manage. The 
sawdust formed a hard ball in its intes­
tines and the insect died in horrible 
agony.

“The third fly lit on the edge of a glass 
of beer. The beer was adulterated witli 
trinitrotoluol. This killed the fly.

“The fourth fly, overcome by the loss 
of his friends, decided, in regular Ger­
man fashion, to make way with himself. 
So he settled on a sheet of flypaper mark­
ed ‘Poison,’ and ate and ate and ate.

“But the more he ate, the better he felt. 
For the poison, too, was adulterated. 
After filling himself up with it, the fly 
flew away refreshed and cheered.”

Hall Million Will Be Raised
OTTAWA, March 30.—Sir Robert Bor­

den stated in the House to-day in reply 
to a question by Mr. Marcil regarding the 
decision to raise 500,000 troops, that the 
Government always took paius to get the 
vjewfë bf the war office in regard to what 
Canada should do in the matter of rais­
ing trôops or giving other assistance.

He said nothing bad happened to cause 
the Government to change its mind as to 
authorising the enlistment of 500,000 men. 
The time necessary to raise this number 
would depend on conditions, including 
the demands of agricultural and other in­
dustries. He said that it took six mouths 
to get infantry units ready for action and 
longer for other units.

To date, the prime minister added, 290- 
GOO men had been attested, of whom 
112,000 were in Britain or at the front; 
135,000 in Canada. There has been 
22,000 casualties and 21,700 wastage. 
The total expenditure to the end ot Feb­
ruary for war purposes was $187,000,000.

The prime minister read a cable which 
he received from the minister of militia 
stating that the report that Brig.-Gen 
Currie was behind Ypres at the time of 
the battle of St. Julien was not correct. 
He was behind the British lines and was 
there for a perfectly good reason.

Obituary
Tames H. McGillicuddy died at the 

home of his daughter, Mrs. Robert Lean, 
Bosanquet, on Saturday, March 25th in 
his 80th year. The remains were re­
moved to the homestead, lot 19, con. 4, 
N.E R., Warwick, at which place the 
funeral service was held on Tuesday, 
March 28th at 1.30 o’clock. Iuterment 
was made in Bethel cemetery beside 
his wife who predeceased him four years 
ago.

Mr. McGillicuddy was born in Traler, 
the capital of Co. Kerry, Ireland, in 1835. 
He was the youngest of a familv of four 
children, the other members being Euze- 
bius, Jordon and Sarah, the only one sur­
viving being Euzebius, now living in 
Watford.
. The family came to Canada in 1840 and 
settled in Nelson township, County of 
Halton. In the la'ter sixties Mr. McGil­
licuddy came to Lambton county and 
purchased a tract of land on the Egre- 
mont road, where he lived until 1889, 
when lie sold it and purchased the pres­
ent homestead. He had always enjoyed 
good health up to Dec. 8th of last year, 
wheu he had a paralytic stroke from 
which he apparently recovered, but early 
in the present year he began to show con­
stitutional conditions which increased 
until the end came.

On February 6tli, 1875, be was married 
to Susanna Liddy and until Mrs. McGil- 
licuddy’s death in 1912 they lived a very 
happy and prosperous life. He was a 
member of St. Mary’s Anglican church, 
Warwick. The funeral service was con­
ducted by Rev. W. M. Shore, rector of 
said church. The pall bearers were John 
Hall, Williamson Thompson, Wm. Mc­
Kenzie, Stephen Perry, Wm. Cable and 
Hamilton Zavitz.

Mr. McGillicuddy is survived by four 
children: John E., M. D., Exeter; Mrs. 
Robert Lean, Bosanquet; Walter Euze­
bius, M. 1)., Pli. G., Detroit; and J. Frank 
on the homestead.
