Irrigation.

An interesting sidelight upon crop
conditions in Southern Alberta last
year, and, at the same time a strik-
ing vindication of the principles of
irrigation is contained in a despatch
from a western point, that the high-
est wheat yield per acre secured any-
where in the prairie provinces in
1919 was on the Duke of Suther-
land’s colony farm, not far from
Brook, Alberta. This great estate,
provides farms for families brought
to Canada from the Scottish estates
of the Sutherlands, and a great part
of the Brook farm is, in the parlance
of the irrigator, “under water.” The
record yield was one of 66 bushels
and 30 pounds per acre and the var-
iety the popular “Kitchener” wheat,
The Sutherland crop won the second
prize given by the Grain Growers’
Guide, and it is worthy of note that
a large quantity of the prize wheat
has been given by the growers to the
Alberta Government. for distribution
in drought-stricken areas of thg gro=
vincs,

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MAKING POULTRY PAY
SEVERAL METHODS SUGGESTED
FOR SAVING EXPENSE.

Co-operative Hatchery May Be Used
With Good Results In Small
Community, One Person Owning
an Incubator, While Others Pay
a Small Fee for Having Their
Fggs Hatched—How to Secure
Best Results.

A good way in a small community,
is to let one person own and operate
an incubator, the others bringing
their eggs to'the hatchery, and pay-
ing a small fee to get them hatehed,
bringing home the baby chicks when
a day old. But, to the person essay-
ing the raising of a flock of poultry
all extra expense must be guarded
against, because all expense has to
be lafer deductéd from whatever pro-
fit it made. Looking at it like this,
it is readily seen that for anywhere
round one hundred chicks or less,.the
expense of buying a brooder- is too
great, and because the little chicks
need warmth, some way must be
thought out. The premier method is
to set a.hen to hatch simultaneously
with the incubator chicks, and place
her with all of the chicks in a low
house, with good tight roof and sides,
but no floor. The house is floorless so
that it may be taken up and removed
to a dry, clean spot when the floor
space has become dirty.

Artificial brooders to hold a small
number of chicks can be made of
empty cheese boxes or half barrels,

because soon as the little chicks
begin to feather they will covey in a
corner of the house among the
straw., If it is desired to get the
chickens to marketable size as quick-
ly as possible, they should not be
-allowed tgo much range.

It is advisible to have a good-gized
run on each ¢gide of the chicken
house, and to sow some kind of
grain in one while the chickens
occupy the other.

When the grain is a few inches
high, turn the chickens in there, and
give the other run the same treat-
ment. Thus the birds will always
have tender, green feed. And a watch
must be kept for vermin. These
pests, with chicken cholera to help
them, will soon wipe out a promising
flock. Examine the chickens frequent-
ly, to see if they are infested, and
spray the lmusu with lime as often as
possible. Never leave wet food
around, more than the chickens can
consume while it is warm, not being
necessary. It is this cold stuff lying
about that will give them cholera.
But a hopper filled with dry rolled
oats is needed always, if you would
have fat chicks.

Seeding time is coming, and the
poultry keeper with ground to spare,
and who wants eggs for next winter,
must prepare now for the supply of
green feed for the birds. A little
thought will show that in summer a
hen is constantly pecking at the
grass and leaves, In winter, some-
thing must be given as a substitute,
80 plant mangels, sugar beets, turnips
and potatoes for the flock.

Also, during summer, store a
supply of light soil, as well as plenty
of shell and grit, as well as some old
plaster if possible. But be careful
that no paint adheres to the plaster,
because it is poisonous. In winter,
the laying hen needs all of these sub-
stances to form the shell of the egg.

Garment Retains Popularity With
Majority of Women.

Vast Array of Materials ' Including
8ilks, Laces, Velvet, Metallic
Cioth, Chiffon, Crepe.

Much interest is shown in blouses,
and never were there more varied and
delectable models displayed than those
now on view,

Probably this is partly due to the
advent of the chemise blouse, Rus-
sian. blouse, smock, whatever one
chooses to call the blouse falling eut-
side the skirt.

These garments to be worn outside
the skirt seem to have reacted upon
the regulation models, to be tucked
inside the skirt, and both are alluring
enough to tempt women into extrava-
gant- buying.

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AGTERIA IN THE MiLK

Bactgria. Yzasts anl Moulds
Greatly Influence Milk.

Most Bacterial Changes Are Hurtfu!
~How Bacteria Gets Into Milk—-
How to Prevent Injury to the
Milk,

(Contributed H5. Gntario Depnriment ot
Agriculture, Torento.)
ACTERIA play a very import-
ant role in the milk and dairy
industry. Practically all the
natural changes either good or
bad, that take place in milk from
the time it is drawn until the time
it is consumed, or otherwise used, are
due to the action of the various spe-
cies of bacteria that gets into ‘i,
tl}m;gh sometimes yeaBts and molds
are involved.
If the milk is to bhe consumed ac
milk, then most of the changes that

take place in it, as a result of bac-
terial action, are injurious. Excep-

tions to this are found in the pre- !

pared ferimeénted milk, as WKephir,
Koumiss and Bulgarion milk; in
these, however, the bacterial action
is controlled and eultures of certain
species of bacteria are added to the
milk to bring about the desired

mverypody knows that if a sample
.of ordinary milk is kept for a few
days, particularly if it is not kept
cold, it will sour or Dbeconie
gdssy or ropy or putrid. This sour-
ing, ropiness, gas produetion and
putrefaction, is brought about by dif-
ferent species of bacteria in the milk,
As the changes in the milk which
these bacteria produce are injurious
and undesirable, everybody who has
anything to do with the handling of
milk should know how to prevent
their occurrence.

In the ordinary methods of obtain-
ing and handling milk it is impos-
sible to prevent some bacteria from
getting into it. With proper care,
however, a large percentage of the
bacteria that ordinarilly get into milk
can be prevented from getting in, and
with proper handling of the milk the
few that do get in can be prevented
from producing any marked changes
within a reasonable time. It is de-
sirable, then, that those who have to
do with the production and handling
of milk should know how to prevent,
as far as possible, the bacteria from
getting into the milk and also how
to prevent those that do get in from
bringing about the changes which re-
sult in the spoiling of the milk.

How Bacteria Get Into Milk.—
Unless the cow’s udder is diseased
very few bacteria are present in the
milk as it is drawn, and those that
are present are of very. little conse-
guence. Thus the bacteria found in
raw milk get into it during the milk-
ing operations and during the later
handling of the milk.

Bacteria of many kinds are pres-
ent in large numbers in a dusty
atmosphere, on bits of hay, straw,
cow hairs, manure, flies, dirty hands,
dirty clothes, and in milk paifls, cans,
bottles, strainers, and other milk
utensils that are not thoroughly
washed and scalded. Consequently, if
we are to keep bacteria out of milk
we must prevent the above-named
substances from getting into the milk,
and we must pay particular attention
to the washing and thorough scald-
ing of all milk utensils and in hav-
ing clean hands and clothes.

It is generally considered that pro-

strainer when being filled into the
cans from the milk pail all the ob-
jectionable materials are removed
from the milk, as 'dirt, bits of hay,
straw, manure, cow ‘mirs, flies, ete.
This is a great mistake as the bac-
teria which ,were present on these
when they dropped into the milk pail
are washed off into the milk, and
these bacteria pass readily through
the finest strainers used. Consequent-
ly, steps must be taken to prevent
these materials getting into the milk,

1. The atmosphere of the stable
must be free as possible from .dust
during the milking operations. Any
feeding, pedding down or cleaning
up should be done at least an hour
before, or left until after milking.

2. Cover-top or sanitary milk pails
should be used instead of the wide
open-top pails.

3. Doors and windows should be
fly screened.

4. Cows should be kept clean and
groomed so that bits of dirt, manure,
hairs, ete., shall not fall from the
cows’ flanks into the pail during
milking.

5. All milk utensils should be
thoroughly washed and scalded every
time before use.

How to Prevent Bacteria From
Spoiling the Milk.—Even after all
reasonable care has been taken to
prevent bacteriological contamination
of the milk as outlined above, some
contamination will occur, that is, a
few bacteria will get into the milk
in Some way or other. If these are
allowed to multiply in the milk they
will spoil it.

The best way to prevent their
rapid multiplication in the milk is to
chill it #mmediately in the cooling
tank: or refrigerator, and keep it cold
until used. A small amount of bac-
terial multiplication will take place,
even at refrigeration temperatures,
and this will show itself in the con-
dition of the milk in course of time.
But milk that has been obtained un-
der clean conditions and has been
kept cold should be in excellent con-
dition even after forty-eight hours.
Summary of Milk Contamination
Preventive Measures.—Prevent dust,
cow hairs, bits of hay, straw, and
manure, flies and drops of dirty
water from getting into the milk
during milking operations as outlined
above. Thoroughly clean and steri-
lize all pails, cans, bottles and other
utensils. Cool the milk at once down
to refrigeration temperature and keep
it cool and coyered until used.—Prof.
D, H. Jones, O. A. College, Guelph.

Pisking and Harrowing In Spring
Beneficial.

df local supply of seed oats is of
poor quality, care should be taken in
getting a new stock for sowing. It is
‘better to get this supply from points
to the east and t than from points

north or south, ay the varieties are -

more likely to be those which will do
well locally. Varieties which may be
best two or three hundred miles to be
north or south may not be at all suits
able. If new seed is wanted, ask the
county agent or the county experi-
ment station where to get it and what
varieties to buy.

. If you have been growing a variety
which does well in your loecality it
is better to sow well-cleaned seed of
that variety grown on your own farm
‘or in your county than to get seed
from a distance. It takes oats a year
or two to get used to the soil and
climate in any locality, and they will
not do their best until they become
adapted to local conditions, If the
oats grown locally were injured more
or less last summer by rains after
harvest, make a germination test and
prove that they will not grow before
you decide to send away for seed. If
your oats are light and chaffy take
out about two-thirds of the lightest
of them with the fanning mill and
use the other third for seed.

The idea that oats run out and that
it is necessary to get new seed every
few years is quite common, but it is

make as strong plants as the large
ones. The weak plants from these
small kernels usually produce little
grain. If the kernels that are sown
are all about the same size the plants
will be uniform, the crop will all
ripen at the same time, and the yield
will be better.

The best way to sow oats is with
the grain drill. Drilling gives a more
even stand than broadcast seeding,
for all the seed is covered to about
the same depth. In sowing broadecast,
some of the seed may not be covered
at all and some may be covered too
deeply. Germination is better from
drilled seed and the growth is more
uniform throughout the season. In
| pumerous tests at the experiment sta-

tions drilled oats have outyielded
oats sown broadcast by several bush-
els to the acre. Better stands of grass
and 'clover can also be obtained in
drilled than.in broadcast oats.

Cast Off Extra Harness.

Chapter - upon chapter has been
written on the care of harness and
the correct harnessing of horses; but
not one of them recommends the use
of one superfluous strap on the horse
that is going out to do hard work on
the farm. It is not so much the
weight of the extra parts that wor-
ries the horse as the rubbing that
oecurs as the animal travels at what-
ever gait is demanded of him. Safety
and the well-being of the horse’s neck
demands that breeching be used when
the animal is hitched to a wagon or
any implement that is likely to keep
going after the horse has stopped,
but a pough or harrow can be de-
pended on to stay still as soon as the
draft is let off, and even the wheeled
cultivator can be so managed by a
careful driver that it will not run on
to the heels of the team.

BLASTING TREE HOLES,

Where Subsoil Is Hard Clay This
Method ¥s Valuable,

1 once sat on a rail fence watching
a man punch holes into the ground
on my neighbor’s place. At first I
thought he was making holes for
small posts, but found he was mak-
ing blast holgs for trees. I was in-
terested and wanted to see the holes
after they were blown. Next morning
I examined some of the bore holes
and found them 2% feet deep, pene-
trating the hardpan. They were large
enough to receive a stick of 25 per
cent. dynamite with ease.

After the blaster charged all of
the holes he lighted the fuses. The
first lighted ones popped before he
was through lighting ther all. After
they all went off I found the holes
to be about three feet long, three
feet wide and three feet deep. I do
not mean that the earth was blown
out to the extent; of three feet, but
that the earth was loose to the depth
of threa feet. We took all the locse
earth out of one hole and found that
the subsoil was ‘‘busted.” My neigh-
bor then called his men and they
started to plant the trees. There
were only forty-five to be planted
and so it did not take long.

One man went ahead and dug out
the holes. He made two piles of the
earth; one the top soil and the other
the subsoil. My neighbor and his
other man did the planting. The top
soil waé thrown back into the hole
until the right depth was reached.
The tree, after being cut down to a
whip, was sent into it and the bal-
anoe of the top soil was firmly pack-
ed around the roots. Water was then
poured upon the packed soil. On top
of this was thrown the heavy sub-
soil. After this was evened off it was
given a coating of well-rotted ma-
nure. They repeated this until the
forty-five trees were planted.

My neighbor told me there were
two lessons in this one day’s tree-
planting. The first is the use of
dynamite and the second the care
in planting. The dynamite cracks the
subsoil so that it will be impossible
for the tree to die from lack of
moisture. This cracked subsoil holds
the omsiture and the young tree takes
it at will by sending down its fine
rootlets into this subsoil. The second
lesson is the replacing of the top soil
for the subsoil at the root system.
Top soil is hetter than subsoil, as it
contains plant food and humus.—
F. A, Kayer, New York.

Splendid Place for Brush.

Brush and straw piles that will be
in ‘the way next spring should be
hauled away and used to stop soil
washing. Aside from using straw as
bedding for live stock or spreading
it ‘over fields, this is perhaps the
best use to make of it. Everyone has
seen enormous gullies cut in a single
season and years spent in trying to
undo the mischief. The moral is stop
the washing while the ditch is small.

Small gullies that have just started
in corn fields or wheat fields, or even
in pastures or meadows, may often
be stopped with a little straw. Even
cattle paths in pastures often deepen
so that they need such treatment. In
other places it is necessary to plan to
Sow serghum_to stop washing, but if

Those 'who have -
such winter cover crops as rye to hold
the soil in place are fortunate, buk
those who do not should not flatter
themselves that no washing is going :
on even in winter when there is less
