Died ol Horror.

A few mornings ago some herders on the 
Clay Bank ranch Texas, came across the body 
of a man lying in a little hollow among some 
rocks.

Leander Ba­
ton was born in Canard in 1821, the second 
child and eldest son of the late Ward Eaton, 
who up to the time of hie death in 1870 was 
one of the most prominent figures in the so­
cial and business life of the country.

The eldest of the 
family is Isabella, widow of Ebenezer Rand, 
who for a quarter of a century was collector 
of customs for the county of Kings.

SENSATION IN THE HOLMES CASE AT PHILA­
DELPHIA.

Philadelphia, Nov. 18. —Argument for a 
new trial in the case of Holmes was heard 
to-day. Mr. Shoemaker, one of Holmes’ 
counsel, presented an affidavit from a witness 
purported to be named Blanche Hannig&n. 
In it the witness swore she had known Piet- 
zel, and that he told her he intended to com­
mit suicide. District Attorney Graham 
asked that the witness be called, and Mr. 
Shoemaker replied he did not know where 
she was. Then Mr. Grahan? called a private 
detective named Zwetzler to the stand. He 
testified that Mr. Shoemaker, weeks ago, 
had written out the affidavit and given him 
$20 to pay some one to swear to it. Then 
Detective Geyer was called, and testified 
that Swetzler had shown him the affidavit 
before it was signed. A woman was called 
to the stand who said she was the Blanche 
Hannigan who signed the 
swore that she knew nothing about the state­
ments in it. Her name is Rhea, and 
matron in the fourth police district. ' It was 
at the suggestion of Geyer that she went 
with Swetzler and impersonated Blanche 
Hannigan. Shoemaker gave her $20 and 
took her to a notary public and there she 
swore to the statement. This astonishing 
testimony, that seemed to clearly point to a 
perjured affidavit, evidently surprised the 
court, and. when Mr. Shoemaker attempted 
to make some confused statement Judge 
Thayer suggested to him that his greatest 
safety lay in silence. Mr. Rotau, Holmes’ 
other attorney, stated to the court that he 
knew nothing of the affidavit, and then began 
an argument for a new trial. The main 
points of the reasons for asking for a new 
trial are that the district attorney influenced 
the jury in introducing evidence showing 
that the children were killed by Holmes, 
that the defence was not ready to proceed, 
and that the court erred on a number of 
points in the trial. As Mr. Rotan proceeded 
it became evident from the questions of the 
court that the application for a new trial 
would be refused.

AN AMERICAN STEAMER SAID TO HAVE VIO­
LATED NEUTRALITY LAWS—SPANISH 

MINISTER COMPLAINS.Inglisville.

Washington, Nov. 16.— The Spanish min­
ister, Scnor Dupuy de Lome, has called the 
attention of the state department to the 
rumor that the American steamer Laurada 
had violated the neutrality laws of the United 
States in landing an armed force on Cuban 
soil to aid the insurgents. Secretary Olney 
transmitted Senor de Lome’s protest to the 
treasury department, and Secretary Carlisle 
to-day telegraphed the collectors of customs 
along the Atlantic coast to look out for the 
Laurada, and seize her wherever found. The 
department of justice was advised of Minister 
de Lome’s communication, and United States 
marshalls have been instructed to co-operate 
with the treasury officials in detaining the 
vessel when found.

The Laurada was formerly the British 
steamer Empress and was given American 
registry by aTspecial bill passed through last 
congress. She is supposed to have cleared 
from New York about the 21st October for 
Jamaica ports. It is alleged that after leav­
ing port she took on board, at some point on 
Long Island sound, Emanuel Cespedes, the 
Cuban leader, and 45 followers, and a la 
lot of arms and ammunition. Th 
ammunition are said to have been landed 
near Baracoa, Cuba, during the night time. 
From that point the vessel proceeded to 
Jamaica. She afterwards returned to New 
York, which port she left a few hours later. 
Captain Hughes, her commander, is said to 
have left the ship, and his whereabouts are 
unknown.

Secretary Carlisle is very much impressed 
with the evidence submitted by the Spanish 
minister regarding the Laurada, and i 
understood he has instructed Captain Shoe­
maker, chief of the revenue marine service, 
to despatch revenue cutters in search of her.

tierring were never so plentiful off the 
Massachusetts coast as this year, and the 
catch so far has been pheomenally large.

Mackerel have struck in all along the Lun­
enburg shore and boat fishermen are improv­
ing the chance to make up a season’s work.

Three carloads of Pacific halibut arrived 
at Boston, last Thursday, consigned to the 
New England Fish Co. Sales at 10 cents 
per pound.

Mackerel will soon he a luxury that can 
be indulged iu only by the wealthier classes 
if the supply does not increase, which is not 
likely, especially this season.

The herring catch at Shang Harbor, Yar­
mouth, which is about over for this season, 
has been unusually good, large quantities of 
good fat herring having been caught.

Nearly all the vessels comprising the 
Roman mackerel fleet have left Halifax for 
home, the majority of them with very small 
fares. The present season has been one of 
the poorest ever experienced in the mackerel 
fishery.

The total pack of lobsters for P. E. Island 
this year is 5,091,000 one pound cans, a de­
crease of 79,000 compared with last year. 
This/total was the product of 92 factories. 
In addition, 11,800 pounds of live lobsters 

exported to Boston alone.
The total receipts of new salt mackerel at 

Boston, New York and Philadelphia from 
foreign ports have been 27,671 barrels; to 
same date last year 38,972 barrels. The re­
ceipts this year comprise 23.771 barrels from 
Canada, 12,654 from Ireland and 1,446 bar­
rels from Norway.

Herring are being caught off the Shelburne 
coast in abundance. Two nets the other 
morning are said to have contained about 
fifteen barrels. This is certainly a providen­
tial send, for though the market is very low 
yet it is hoped that something will be real­
ized to help make up the shortage in the 
general catch of other fish.

Siimmerside Journal:—Smaller quantities 
of oysters are being shipped this season than 
in former years. This is due to two causes 
—the increasing scarcity of the bivalves, and 
the unusually windy weather, which inter­
feres greatly with fishing. However, high 
prices prevail, and this is the best compen­
sation for the scarcity of fish.

To add to the shortage caused by the 
great scarcity of mackerel in the waters 
along the coast of Nova Scotia, usually pro­
lific with them, the very blustery weather 
experienced during the fall months has also 
lessened the catch very considerably. Prac 
tical fisherman say that unless seine fishing 
is prohibited for a number of years the 
chances are that the mackerel will soon be­
come extinct in the waters where they are 
now found.

From St. John to Liverpool.

At a cabinet meeting of the Dominion 
Government Saturday the question of pro­
viding a winter outlet for the trade of Can­
ada was discussed. The proposition is that 
the country pay a yearly subsidy of $25,000 
for a fortnightly service between St. John, 
and Liverpool, England, the rates to be as 
low from western points as are now offered 
from American ports. The proposal aims at 
sending goods now shipped from Portland, 
Me., during the winter season from a Cana­
dian port. The Beaver Steamship line offer 
to make regular fortnightly trips between 
St. John and Liverpool, for $25,000, and a 
contract will likely be made.

that you cannot prepare a dietary to suit all 
cases. The variety of food taken should be 
large, not at one meal, but in one month. 
Do not tire and disgust a faithful stomach 
with the same dishes daily for months. The 
organic substances necessary to support life 
are the albuminoids, carbohydrates, and 
hydrocarbons. Milk contains all of these, 
and while not advisable as a single article of 
diet, it should be the principal one. In some 
extreme cases with great asthenia, milk alone, 
beat predigested, or together with meat ex­
tracts, may be the best plan of treatment. 
Milk should be drank slowly; lime-water, or 
better, apdium bicarbonate baking soda in­
creases its digestibility. Rice is the most 
easily digested of the starchy foods.
