—The town has been asked to grant a 
Hght of way to the company proposing to 
build the Granville and Victoria Beach rail 
way, and there are other signs to indicate 
that, in spite of all the oroakings of those 
who had no faith in the project, the eon 
struotion of the road will be commenced in 
a few months. At the late session of the 
federal parliament a subsidy was granted for 
a portion of the line from Victoria Beach to 
Bridgetown, but the project as now outlined 
embraces a much more extensive field ef 
operations than is covered by the subsidy. 
The plan is, whether the government will or 
will not make an exception to the rule 
against subsidizing parallel lines of railway 
lying near each other, to carry the line 
through to a junction with the Central Rail­
way at Middleton, or some point not far 
from there. The plan further embraces a 
a road from New Germany, on the_Iiûft bü 
the Central Railway, through to Halifax, 
and a a

-etictTa line. With these connections, Halifax 
and Victoria Beach will be connected by a 
line of steel that will practically assure the 
establishment of ocean transportation enter­
prises that will revolutionize travel to and 
through the province. A somewhat popular 
conceit of the proposed Granville and Vic­
toria Beach railway has been that it would 
be an unimportant line starting in a sand 
bank or an apple orchard and terminating 
at a port that could never attain any im­
portance because the limited area covered 
by the railway would restrict the export and 
import trade to a small volume. But with 
such connections as we have outlined, the 
possibilities of the route become more ap­
parent. A railway company owning a line 
to Eastport, and making quick connections 
for Boston, New York and other centres, has' 
offered to establish a daily steamship service 
between Eastport and Victoria Beach at 
once on completion of the railway here. 
This service, covering a sea trip of barely 
sixty miles, could be performed in less than 
four hours, and passengers could be landed 
in any city in the United States as quickly, 
and probably as cheaply, as by any existing 
route. Through this channel the new line 
and its connections would undoubtedly par 
ticipate largely in the ever increasing tourist 
travel that invades the province during the 
summer months. There is another project 
that may be mentioned in connection with 
the local railway plans, and that is the pro­
posed extension of the Midland railway to 
New Germany, a distance of about twenty 
miles, where connection would be made with 
the Central railway and the Nova Scotia 
Southern. The success of the local line 
would be assured by the fulfilment of these 
railway dreams, and it is only fair to remem­
ber that railway dreams are usually realized, 
since they naturally emanate from practical 
propositions. There was a day when the 
majority of the people of Nova Sootia would 
have laughed at the idea that the business 
along the line of the Dominion Atlantic RaiL 
way would ever attain its present volume/* 
or the steamship transportation between 
Yarmouth and Boston assume such propor­
tions, but the dreams of the promoters of 
those enterprises are fast being realized. 
This is a far more propitious period for rail­
ways and steamships than at the inception 
of the afore-mentioned enterprises. They 
have done a wonderful work in the develop­
ment of the country, and are reaping their 
reward. So it will be, we believe, with the 
Granville and Victoria Beach railway. It 
will make Victoria Beach an important ship­
ping port, and promote the interests of this 
county as no other service could possibly do. 
Give Victoria Beach, with its grand, shelter­
ed harbor and deep water, railway connec­
tion with a large territory, and it requires 
no great stretch of the imagination to see 
steamers loading produce for the British 
markets, and others again transferring pas­
sengers from Eastport, Boston or New York. 
The St. John connection also must not be 
forgotten. The Granville and Victoria Beach 
railway dream is materializing rapidly ; the 
plans of the dreamer are already considered 
practical by the government, and the line 
has been subsidized. The plans are also 
considered practical by a prominent Cana­
dian contractor, who has undertaken to 
finance the undertaking, and thus the first 
stage of the dream was not, after all, a mere 
illusion. It would not be surprising if the 
remaining stages should also materialize, as 
they embody eminently practical plans to 
aid in the development of the province and 
participate in the resultant increase of popu­
lation and business prosperity.

Bridgetown is now asked to grant a right 
of way to the railway company, and the rate­
payers should give the matter careful con­
sideration and decide whether the proposed

New Advertisements.Baptist Convention. "ITo the Editor of the Weekly Monitor:—
Sir,—My attention hat been called to a 

letter in your issue of the 22nd inet., signed 
“X Pedagogue." The writer journeyed to 
the Summer School of Science at Bjar Hiver 
and then enriched your columns with sage 
reflections on things in general, misrepresen­
tations of my lecture delivered there on 
Evolution, and personal abuse of myself.

Smartness and impudence are neither wit 
nor learning. No worthy cause 
yet assisted by unworthy means. The truth 
was never in need of a falsehood to support 
it. I am not remotely interested in this con­
tributor who boasts that he is his own “cook 
and bottle-washer," but I am desirous that 
he shall not through the Monitor misrepre­
sent what he would like hie readers to be­
lieve to be a true report of my lecture.

My reference to the existence of rudiment­
ary organs still surviving in the human 
body, although serving no purpose now, but 
found in full use lower down the seale, as 
evidence of our lowly ancestry, is treated in 
this way by “ X Pedagogue:" “ Because a 
man can wrinkle hie forehead, he must once 
have had the hide of a horse; because there 
are some muscles attached to his hearing or­
gans, he at one time evidently had the ears 
of an ass; because he can wink and blink 
without fatally obstructing his vision, he 
must be somewhat of kin to a night-hawk; 
and because ho thiuks he can find traces of 
slits for gills about his anatomy, he must once 
have been a fish with a great tail.”

I propose to say something of this para­
graph wherein the writer has reflected on his 
own intelligence instead of mine. Not one 
word of my comment is addressed to him, 
for the evident reason that he is incapacitated 
by nature from grasping the argument. He 
is quite willing to be a mendacious reporter. 
Let us see what men of brains and learning 
and moral sense think of these “rudiment­
ary ” organs, about which your contributor 
is splitting his sides as a huge joke.

After passing in review a number of these 
rudiments or vestiges, Prof. Henry Drum­
mond says: “But the enumeration becomes 
tedious. In the human body there 
least seventy of these vestigial structures. 
Take away the theory that man has evolved 
from a lower animal condition, and there is 
no explanation whatever of any one of these 
structures. With such facta before us, it is 
mooking human intelligence to assure us 
that man has not some connection with the 
rest of the animal creation, 
dence, in making a new being, should delib­
erately have inserted these eccentricities 
without their having any real connection 
with the things they so well imitate, 
or any working connection with the human 
body, is with our present knowledge, simply 
irreverent.” See Chapter II. of Drum­
mond’s “ Ascent of Man," for a treatment of 
this subject, but it is addressed to readers of 
ordinary intelligence, who are more desirous 
of learning the truth than defending a pre­
judice.

Prof. Joseph LeConte, of the University 
of California, an illustrious author and man 
of science, in a recent work, “Evolution and 
its Relation to Religious Thought," recites 
numerous instances of rudimentary organs in 
lower animals, and then adds: “As might be 
expected, these structures are found in man. 
Such, for example, are the muscles for 

t moving the ear, necessary in animals but 
imaPi ftP(* therefore rudimentary- 

, Similarly useless in man are the scalp 
muscles, used by animals to erect the crest 
or bristles on the head, and for shaking the 
skin. All these cases are survivals. They are 
organs which, like many customs in society, 
have outlived their usefulness, but still con­
tinue by heredity, All along the track of 
evolution organs become useless by changes 
in the habits of their possessors. They are 
not, however, shed or dropped bodily at 
once. They are among the most obvious and 
convincing proofs of the origin of organic 
forms by derivation." Against the sober, 
ripened conclusion of this eminent thinker 
and scholar, “ X Pedagogue ” registers in 
printer’s ink hie rustic “guffaw,” knowing 
right well that ignorance and bigotry will 
applaud his grimace.

In “The Evolution of Man,” Prof.
Haeckel, of Jena, one of the most famous 

of science, says: “ All of us have in 
our bodies various muscles which we never 
use, for example, the muscles in the exter­
nal ear and the parts immediately surround­
ing it. These muscles are of great use to 
most mammals. As our ancestors long ago 
discontinued the use of them we have lost 
the power of using them."

Not a man, who has written upon the evo 
lution of man, who has not been profoundly 
impressed with the existence of these rudi­
mentary organs. Even the Duke of Argyle, 
who stood up for a kind of evolution all hie 
own, said: “ There is a kind of evidence 
for it, which I venture to regard as even 
more interesting and significant than any 
other—that, namely, which rests on the oc­
currence of what are called rudimentary 
organs.”

Any serious reader of what I have here 
written must see by this time who has made 
a fool of himself, the man who cites these 
organs as evidences of ancestry, or the fel­
low who is moved to boisterous merriment 
by the absurdity of the claim.

After all the attempt at ridiculing the evi­
dences of evolution, your correspondent in­
forms us “ that it is taught and discussed in 
the beet, and probably in all, of the schools 
of higher education in this county or any 
other county, and is a science (Sic. ) not die- 
>uted nor denied by anyone as far as we 
mow—‘as we know ’ is rich—and we much 
doubt if there is even a child in the common 
schools who has reached his teens and is not 
somewhat familiar with the science. Let us 
say, however, it is an evolution that does not 
have to blush for God's word, and that it is 
as much at home in a modern Sunday-school 
as on the lecturer’s platform." This bit of 
absurdity is rounded off with a solemn ad­
vice to me. Evolution was an “hypothesis" 
until it was advanced to a theory or a doc­
trine, but it is not a “ science,” and it is not 
taught in any schools, high or low. I will 
£0 further and declare that not one teacher 
o twenty knows any more about the sub­

ject than your contributor, and that is simply 
nothing at all. My own position in my lec­
ture was simply that taken by all evolution­
ists, viz., that man had descended from low­
er forms os* lile, an;i that being true, the ac­
count of our Adam ancestry cannot be true 
also. There is no other kind of evolution 
taught in our Sunday schools, and Adam is 
represented as tpp f^ibep of the human race 
in all of them.

There are many leading evolutionists who 
are not compelled “to blush for God’s word," 
but who read the Bible, not as a text book of 
science, but a repository of human truths. 
Such men are President Schurman, of Cor­
nell, a Baptist church member, Prof. John 
Fieke, Prof. Joseph LtConte, Prof. Tyler, 
Prof. Andrews, of Mt. Allison, and Lyman 
Abbot; Not one of them believes the Adam 
and fEve story represents an historical fact, 
all of them do bel&vp in our derivation from 
lower forms of life.

Your correspondent knows a great deal 
that is not so. A good instance of where a 
little learning is a dangerous thing. I have 
not the slightest curiosity to lift his mask. 
In him I have no interest. The members of 
his species are “ Legion,” but it seems well 
in the interest of truth to expose his fallacy 
and foolishness. R. R. McLeod.

Situation at Pekin.

Washington, Aug. 22. —The State De­
partment authorizes the announcement of 
the receipt at an early hour this (Wednes­
day) morning through the consul at Chifu of 
a telegram from Mr. Conger, in the depart­
ment cipher, to the following effect :

‘Pekin, Aug. 19.. 
‘Secretary of State, Washington :

“The entire city, with the exception of 
the Imperial Palace is occupied by Japanese, 
Russian, British, American and French. It 
is being apportioned into districts for pol­
ice supervision. The Chinese army fled. 
The Imperial family and the court have gone 
westward, probably to Siànfu, in the Pro­
vince of Shensi. No representatives of the 
Chinese Government are in sight in Pekin 
and the conditions are chaotic. The palace 
is expected to be taken immediately. Many 
missionaries have started for home, while 
others remain in charge of the Christian 
refugees, numbering about a thousand.

‘Conger.’
London, Aug. 23-‘To-day 1,500 Ameri­

cans attacked the Imperial Palace, says a 
despatch to the Morning Post, from Pekin, 
dated Aug. 15, ‘and captured four of the 

The American flag is flying 
the Imperial granary, and the Imperial 
Bank has been looted.’

Describing events prior to the relief, the 
Morning Post correspondent cables "J

‘On Àug. 12, the Tsungli Yamen request­
ed a conference with a view to peace. No 
armistice was granted, however, and that 
night we endured the longest fusilade of 
the whole siege. It lasted twelve hours.

‘On Aug. 13 the Tsungli Yamen begged to 
be excused from any conference, saying that 
the members were too busy. Later they 
wrote that they had forbidden firing on us, 
and would court martial any who disobeyed. 
During the evening many shells fell in the 
legation compound-”

Washington, Aug. 23.—The State De­
partment this morning made public the fol­
lowing correspondence.

Cablegram dated Aug. 19, from Viceroy Li 
Hung Cbang was transmitted by the Chin­
ese minister in London and received by Mr.

Pekin and found all the ministers safe, it 
seems proper that hostilities should at 
cease and that negotiations should 
mence. I therefore request the United 
States government to appoint an envoy with 
full powers, or appoint the minister now in 
Pekin for the purpose, as he is necessarily 
acquainted with the affairs between the 
Chinese and foreigners, and to inform me if 
the conference will take place in Pekin.

REPLY OF THE UNITED STATES

Memorandum in response to the Chinese 
minister’s, communication of cablegrams 
fro.n Viceroy Earl Li Hung Chang, dated 
Aug. 19 and 21, proposing the immediate 
cessation of hostilities and the appointment 
of an envoy to conduct negotiations, receiv­
ed at the department of State Aug. 20 and 
21, 1900.

While the conditions set forth in the 
memorandum delivered to the Chinese min­
ister, Aug. 19, have not been fulfilled and the 
powers have been compelled to rescue their 
ministers by force of arms, unaided by the 
Chinese government, still this government 
is ready to welcome any overtures for a 
truce, and invites the other powers to join, 
when security is established in the Chinese 
capital and the Chinese Government shows 
its ability and willingness to make on its part 
an effective suspension of hostilities there 
and elsewhere in China. When this is done 
—and we hope it will be done promptly— 
the United States will be prepared to ap­
point a representative to join with the 
representatives of other similarly interested 
powers and of the authoritative and respon­
sible government of the Chinese empire to 
attain the ends declared in our circular to 
the powers of July 3. 1900.

Germany's reply.
London, Aug. 23—The German govern­

ment’s reply to Li Hung Chang’s peace ne­
gotiations proposition is that owing to the 
lack of any properly accredited authority on 
the Chinese side, the government of Ger­
many cannot enter into negotiations.

Montreal, Aug. 23.—Advice, received in 
Montreal today from New York .ay that 
the projected Cape Breton railway, of which 
Robert ,J. Campbell of that city, i. president, 
will conetruct a line from Hawke.bury across 
the Strait of Canso to Louisburg, a distance 
of 100 miles, with a branch to Sydney.

[Sydney (C. B.) Herald, Aug. 1.]

George Campbell, aged 16, was heroically 
rescued from one of the most horrible deaths 
imaginable, that ot being burned to ashes in 
a roaring furnace of flames at the Gregory 
mill, Grand Bay, N. B., the other day. An 
accident happened, the like of which, per­
haps, has never before been recorded in the 
province, and of such a horrible nature as to 
make one shudder to think of. Yonng 
Campbell is an employee at Gregory’s mill, 
and hie duties are to feed into the furnaces 
the sawdust and other refuse from the saw­
ing operations. The refuse.wood is carried 
to the top of the furnace by chains and 
chutes, and it is then fired into the fire 
through an opening, called the hopper, in 
the top of the furnace. The feeding of this 
refuse to the furnace flames was the work 
of young Campbell, and he was so engaged 
when the accident happened. His position 
would be directly over the fire. While at 
work he lost his balance in some way and 
fell backward, disappearing with a heart­
rending cry, through the hopper and into the 
blazing fire. It was a terrible predicament 
and death in a most awful form stared the 
boy in the face. All about him was blazing 
fuel and the flames encircled his form. A 
human being could live but a short time in 
such a place and rescue must be prompt and 
the work of a hero in the accomplishment. 
That he was rescued from his terrible situ­
ation is a tribute to the heroism of one of the 
mill employees. John McKinnon, taking in 
the situation at a glance, end thinking not 
of the suffering and even danger of life that 
he would encounter, rushed to rescue young 
Campbell. But one way presented itself,— 
Campbell must burn to death or else his res­
cuer must reach him through the hopper 
down through which the boy had fallen to 
the fire. McKinnon saw this and faced all 
the danger in order that he might rescue the 
lad. He went head foremost down the hop­
per, while other mill hands held hie feet. 
There he was suspended over a sea of fire, 
the flames reaching up to his face and arms 
which were outstretched to reach young 
Campbell. McKinnon did not flinch but car­
ried to completion the heroic act he had 
begun. Campbell clutched him and he 
caught the boy and together they were 
drawn from the fiery furnace. Campbell was 
terribly burned, in fact there is hardly a 
part of his body but was reached by the fire. 
His rescue was prompt, however, and there­
fore the flames had not time to burn deeply. 
He lies at his father's home hovering be­
tween life and death. McKinnon was also 
very eeverly burned about the head and 
arms in his daring and successful attempt. 
His hair was burned entirely off.

" A iffm for^lerchants.

It is a mistake for tradesmen not to send 
around and collect their accounts, that is, 
from those customers who are able and not 
unwilling to pay. Many a shopkeeper and 
mechanic would be surprised if he could on­
ly be shown how much he had lost through 
dilatoriness in this respect. He assumes 
that he does not like to “dun” a good cus­
tomer, but the customer may be perfectly 
willing to pay his bill, but he does not think 
of it until he is called on. Let me illustrate 
how this operates at times:

A citizen's wife says to him that she wants 
a new dress or two, or to expend otherwise 
$20 or $30 at a dry goods store. “Where 
will she go?” He mentions a name and she 
says: “Their last bill isn’t paid yet—I saw 
it lying around yesterday.” “Well," he re­
joins, “it is because they didn’t send for it. 
But you had better go to so-and-so, I don’t 
want to have too big a bill at one place.’ ’ 
Now, if that man had collected his bill pre­
viously, he would have got the new order. 
See? And this is going on every day; and 
the shopkeeper or tradesman wonders why 
Mr. — “don’t get anything lately,” when it 
is simply because Mr. — owes him a bill that 
hasn’t been sent for.

A citizen wants a suit of clothes. He says 
let me see, I owe Hamilton, or Pickering, or 
Leydon and Macintosh, for a suit already— 
I guess I’d better go to Clayton’s orLeth- 
btidge’e, or Halliday’s. And so with regard 
to these vice versa. No reputable man is 
offended because he is asked to discharge a 
bill for suppliés to be eaten, or drunk, or 
worn; and dealers know that, however much 
difficulty they may have in some cases, there 
are a great many where debts are promptly 
paid when called for. Therefore, for reasons 
set forth above, it would be beneficial to 
trade in all probability if after the time for 
accounts rendering, collections are promptly 
made—take my word for it, the result will 
be a good many orders and sales that would 
not be otherwise had. Don’t be afraid to 
ask for the amount of your bills, for goods 
that you have supplied perhaps months pre­
vious; we are not living in the middle-of this- 
century age when acounts were only render­
ed once a year, at the end thereof, and a cus­
tomer would be likely to ask if the creditor 
“thought he was going to run away,” if he 
sent round to collect the previous year’s be­
fore spring of the next.

There are people whose 
creed seems to be that no one should enjoy 
a rest from their labor, whatever the circum­
stances, so long as they can find anything to 
do; they work with great ostentation, as if 
everything else was a sin. Never heed dear 
reader, fold your hands sometimes, without 
waiting till some one folds them for you when 
your work is done. The world will not 
stand still on account of your unusual rest, 
and even if the weeds do grow, you will have 
added strength to fight them afterwards. 
True what is one person’s rest is another’s 
toil, and much depends upon our talents, 
and our point of view.

Sanitary Reforms in Our Schools.
The following paper on “The Necessity 

of Proper Sanitary Conditions in our Public 
Schools ” was read by Dr. D. N. Morrison, 
of Oxford, N. S., at the meeting of the 
Medical Society of Nova Scotia at Amherst 
on July 4th, 1900:

Having been requested to write a short 
paper for this meeting I was forcibly im­
pressed with the importance of the subject 
under consideration. Having had no litera­
ture bearing on the subject within my reach, 
the contents of this paper is simply what I 
have leaTned from personal observation. The 
promotion of school hygiene requires special 
efforts. Every phase of child life is an ab­
sorbing and a most difficult problem to carry 
out so as to produce the best type of national 
life. No sane person will dispute that the 
proper development of the physical, moral 
and intellectual natures of our school children 
is preeminently essential to the well-being 
of our communities and the prosperity of our 
nation. I do not claim to be able to say 
anything new upon the subject of school 
sanitation, but 1 do contend that as medical 
men we have been hitherto in a sense negli­
gent in our duty towards the rising youth 
of our Province, in so much as we have not 
with more zeal and energy endeavoured to 
bring about means which would enlighten 
public sentiment on the question of school 
■anitatiori.

It must be obvious to the most casual ob­
server that the health of our school children 
la seriously endangered for'want of the ap­
pliance of sanitary precautions. The strength 
and prosperity of our fair Province is so in­
terdependent and intertwined with the 
healthy condition of our school children that 
the subject must necessarily become one of 
vital importance.

Why Woman Are Healthier.

In spite of all the debilitating influences 
of city life, and modern artificial ways of 
living, the average American woman is 
healthier than her ancestors of remote or 
recent times, says Dr. A. 8. Atkinson, in 
the ‘Ledger Monthly,’ She has developed 
physical proportions and strength which 
give her nerve good bodies in which they 
can live at peace with the owner thereof. 
This is true not only of the city girl, but of 
the country girl as well. The old time no­
tion that a woman, slaving at her household 
duties, or working out of doors should be 
healthy because ehe recieved abundant exer­
cise, is not the modern idea of what makes 
health. They sometimes had too much lab­
or-exercise, and dragged out their life. 
Others worked so steadily at certain lines of 
work that one system of muscles was devel­
oped at the expense of others. The resultant 
effect was not good health. It was rather 
one-sided development that sooner or later 
made room for lameness and disease, which 
attacked the weak parts of the system. 
Girls who work in factories to-day or at 
benches where a sitting posture is assumed 
the whole livelong day, illustrate the evil of 
of this form of exercise. They are general­
ly old before their time, and either crippled 
or one-sided.

The unfortunate circumstances which 
make many a woman toil for her daily bread 
do not preclude her from attaining health 
and strength. The wearinesss which they 
often feel, and which they wrongly attribute 
to too much exercise, is often due to foul air, 
lack of variety in exercise and monotony of 
work. When the shop hours are over, in­
stead of returning home to rest up and layoff, 
or possibly do light work around the house 
it would, be better if they could take a brisk 
walk in the open air or take a gymnastic ex­
ercise. Diversion of some kind in the open 
air is what they require, and next to this is 
the development of the muscles which are re­
laxed all day. Find out what sets of muscles 
are employed in the daily work, and then try 
to make all the others in the body come up 
to the same standard of development. It is 
this all-round muscular development that 
makes a person strong and vigorous.

In the building of 
these necessary structures, cheapness is the 
first consideration.

When the soil is soft from hard rains, a hard 
wind is apt to loosen the trees, and it will pay 
to go over the orchard and tramp the soil down 
close around the stems.

Care should be taken not to force the growth 
of pear trees too rapidly. Fruit growers claim 
the blight does not so readly attack trees that 
grow slowly as it does those making a quick 
growth.—Sf. Louis Jippublic.

is prevention. To prevent the pest one must 
remove their breeding-ground, which is 
the filth and trash about the prem­
ises, It ie the case on most farms that the 
manure-heaps are allowed to accumulate 
during the summer and the yards to go un­
cleaned. These furnish the best of breed 
ing-places for the flies. Swill barrels and 
buckets, too, are never washed out, but are 
allowed to sour and become encrusted with 
dirt, another source of flies. In feeding the 
hogs and calves, milk and slop are spilied 
about the troughs and barrels day by day. 
The ground thus treated soon becomes a 
hot-bed for the eggs, which will hatch and 
feed there. Open closets and uncovered 
drains are another source, as is any place 
where there is decayed matter or filth for 
the maggots to thrive upon after hatching. 
Flies are far more of a local peat than most 
people imagine. A farm-house whose 
grounds are kept clean and whose back yard 
is free from refuse, slops etc., will be little 
troubled with flies. Stock kept in a clean 
stable or lot will be less troubled than the 
animals of the untidy, shiftless farmer. 
Cleanliness and flies do not thrive together.

SANITARY SUPERVISION.

Now as a corollary to all that has been 
said, it is worthy of the attention of this so­
ciety to consider how the serious mistakes in 
school hygiene can best be corrected and the 
facts can be made operative in and upon our 
public schools. It is our bounden duty to 
exert every effort and to make use of every 
possible legitimate means to improve and up­
hold the proper sanitary conditions of public 
schools. In promoting school hygiene, the 
school atmosphere will become better adap­
ted for mental work. The inherited ten­
dency of certain diseases preying upon the 
constitution of that class of children will be 
resisted and proper protection will be ren­
dered to those children who are fortunate 
enough to be possessed of a sound body and 
good moral character.

I would suggest as a remedy the solicita­
tion of the government to appoint a commit­
tee consisting of the Provincial Board of 
Health and an equal number from among the 
leading educationalists of the province to 
consider in full the matter of public school 
sanitation and after mature.deliberation on 
the subject on the part of said committee to 
empower them to write a short manual on 
school hygiene which might be conveniently 
used as a supplement to the present health 
reader. In order to further diffuse a know­
ledge of school sanitation among school rate­
payers important chapters bearing directly 
on the duties of school officials might be in­
serted in the Journal of Eklucation. In ad­
dition to the foregoing it would be both 
practical and profitable for the government 
to appoint suitable sanitary inspectors who 
understand the onerous duties pretaining to 
their office, and who could be depended 
upon to faithfully discharge their duties.

SANITARY CONDITIONS.

The inference to be drawn from what I 
have said thus far is that the sanitary con­
dition of our public schools to not up to the 
desired standard of excellency. Allow me 
to mention some of the principles and facts 
which contribute largely in retarding and 
promoting school hygiene, which for con­
venience may be arranged under the follow­
ing divisions, viz :

Location of school house with plan and 
arrangement of the building.

Ventilation and heating.
Drainage and outhouses.
Water supply.
Contagious disease.
Sanitary supervision.
In selecting a site for a school building a 

healthy location is of primary importance. 
The neighborhood of ponds, dampness and 
noises should be avoided. The social char­
acter of the neighborhood and immoral nuis­
ances are also to be considered. Every 
school-house should be built on a raised 
wall—a solid foundation. One of the most 
essential things in a public school to sufficient 
light. At least two adjoining sides of the 
building should be freely exposed to light 
and air. The size and architectural arrange­
ment of the school building should have in 
view the health and comfort of the children. 
There ought to be a spacious and well laid 
out play ground in a proper sanitary condi­
tion. In some country schools there is too 
much economy at the expense of the children’s 
health. As a rule the building is too small 
and the play ground to insufficient in size as 
well as crude in appearance.

VENTILATION AND HEATING.

This is one of the most important topics 
and one of the most difficult connected with 
school hygiene. There is certainly a lament­
able lack of knowledge on the part of rate­
payers, and sometimes teachers, on this vital 
subject ; more especially is this the case in 
a number of country schools. People in 
general are not yet agreed on what con­
stitutes good ventilation. The advantage of 
having rooms of sufficient dimensions is two 
fold—it enables the introduction of a proper 
supply of fresh air, without so much danger 
of draughts, and since a large roomful of 
fresh air lasts longer than a small one there 
to increased benefit from the practice of air­
ing the room by windows and doors at recess 
time. Good ventilation implies that cold 
draughts from open windows are corrected 
—it also implies a rapid change of air with 
an equalizing of the temperature, so that the 
feet are kept warm.

In such a state there is increased activity 
of the circulation and of the change of bodily 
tissue ; consequently a perceptible condition 
of bodily warmth. The purity of the source 
of air cannot be too carefully guarded. Pre­
cautions should be taken against the danger 
of doing harm to some children by the sudden 
Incoming draughts of cold air, while the rest 
of the school may be quite comfortable. One 
prevailing idea is that the carbonic acid is 
the agent which is chiefly poisonous and that 
it seeks the lower level. It is quite possible 
that the animal vapors and effluvia from skin 
and lungs are more dangerous. I think the 
process of ventilation becomes not only a 
removal of the exhaled air, but also a free 
dilation by the introduction of fresh air. 
Scrupulous cleanliness of the cellars and un­
derneath the flooring to necessary, as well as 
within the class-room.

Every school-house should at least have 
an air space underneath the floor with open­
ings in the wall or underpinning to give free 
scope for thorough ventilation during the 
summer months. The culpable negligence 
on the part of school ratepayers in not pro­
viding sanitation for the underneath portion 
of the school buildings is to be deplored. I 
regret that I have had to notice on more than 
one occasion even the mud and saw duet for 
winter banking left intact during the summer 
months, thereby preventing the purifying 
influence of free fresh air. The heating 
should be constructed and planned as to 
produce a uniform degree of heat throughout 
the whole room.

It to said of aw 
distinguished Englishwoman who spoke in 
this country not many months ago that her 
voice showed the training of centuries. 
These illustrations bring into clear light the 
charm which inheres in a beautiful voice; 
end a beautiful voice is far less often an en­
dowment of nature than it to a result of train­
ing.

Spread paraffine on the soiled woodwork 
and let it stand for an hour or more to soften 
the dirt, then wash with soap and warm 
water, and wipe dry : Next rub on a mix­
ture of paraffine oil and turpentine—one- 
third turpentine and two-thirds oil. Polish 
with soft old flannel. Let it rest for an 
hour or two, then polish with soft old linen. 
If the surface is very dull, dirty and scratch­
ed, instead of washing with soap and water, 
add more oil and sprinkle powdered rotten- 
stone over it. Rub gently and regularly, 
first with a circular motion then with the 
grain of the’wood. When the surface to 
smooth and bright wipe off the rotteustone 
and finish as you would after washing with 
soap and water.

Smothered Potatoes.

Scrape one quart of small new potatoes 
and cut them in quarters, and cut one bunch 
of green onions into half-inch pieces. Put 
the potatoes and onions into a thick bottom­
ed spider or stewpan, add salt and pepper 
to season and one cupful of rich cream. 
Cover the spider closely and cook over a 
slow fire, shaking occasionally 
sticking or burning.
