TWO ROYAL GIRLS.
DY LILLY 1YDER GHfacey.

Sidan in 8yris and’ Kuapie of the Micronesian group
can hardly be said to be in telppHonic communication ;
they do well to have even s post|connection. In fact
there is nothing in common betwedn them, save that two
royal young women found each other at the International
Conference of Missionaries at Clifton Springs last year,
and then went their apostolic ways to be found to-day in
these widely separated fields, but with one heart and one
mind achieving the same ends.

Miss Theodora Crosby at Kusalo is, as she tersely puts
it, '“three thousand miles from everywhere; throe
thousand miles from a yard of cloth, a spool of thread or
paper of pins; threo thoussnd miles from any store or
grocery ; Honolulu is the nearest post-office box—three
thousand miles away.” Thus isolated it is impossible for
mails to reach her more than once a year. or lottera
then arrive at the rate of two hundred or more.

Miss Crosby relates in illustration of the goodness of
heart of the Miocronesian people, an act of two of her
boys, A reward of a pair of trousers had been offered to
the pupil most faithful in attendance at Supday-schoo.
Two. boys proved o(‘:xnlly deserving. She talked of the
impossibility of both receiving tho garment, and told
them to settle the matter between themsolves. This
they did with highly satisfactory resul*s, and on the
following 8abbath appeared with the trousers divided in
half, each boy woaring around his respective neck a
trouser-leg apiece !

* Who s God 1 Does he live in America 1" once asked
a Mioronesian of Misa Crosby ; and when hearing for the
first time tho story of Christ, excitedly left the house,
exolaiming, ‘‘Somebody loves me! Somebody loves
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mo ! ” and immedintely gathering together twenty natives
about hiw, roturned to Miss Cruaby that they too might
hear about the **spirit food."

In many inatances the natives, after embracing religi-
ous truths, have married, gone to other islands, %aurned
8 new langunge, and isvlated themaslves from friends for
four or five years, that theoy might make known Chris-
tianity to other islanders.

Miss Crosby is back agnin now in Kusaie, und merrily
writing of her return, asks . ** Do you think wo have no
trials or vexations! Oh! yes, many of them. The
stove we fouud hore had scen its best days, sud we had
to post a bay at the oven door w hald it shut when we
wanted to bake. A new stoveis up, and we are all right.
My bedstead got wet on the ship, and came ashore coated
with the nowspapers in which it was carefully wrapped.
It is true they were washed off, but so was the varnish
and even now part of the daily news is indelibly printed
on my head-board. (Our menus might interest you, for
what shall we eat when it comes out of tin cans, is a
weighty problem. Do you want to hear more. After
all, these are of minor importance compared with the
love of our boys, and—every thing | "

**That news about the boat almost took my breath
away, and great indeed was our rejoicing here over the
I feel yet as if I were in a kind of &

dream and I can hardly realize that at once T may begin

gotting plans and specifications for the boat. Miss

. Btovel's is almost a pattern boat and yet there are one or
‘two little improvements I may make on hers [ suppose.
“You may notice that my date is Cocanads and I have

" had to give up work for six weeka ; was taken down with
fever six weoka ago and sent for Dr. Bmith who took me
»:to Yellamanchili where I racovered of the fever, but my
" strength does not seem to have returned yot. I was for
starting off the Monday after Conference to my work,
but the doctor simply said I was not to do so, and then,

_ more than that, he and Miss Bimpson thought I ought not

to go to work without a more thorough rest in Bangalore,
and so I have been ordered there and suppose I must
obey orders. Iam giving over the work temporarily
into Mr. Chute's hands. He will conduot the monthly
meetings and make a tour on the field, and by that time
the MoLeods will probably be back. You can hardly
realize how hard it is to be laid aside when there is so
much to be done, but His will is best. As far as I myself
am concerned the only real suffering I have had is in the
thought that the field is left without any oversight, and
preachers, teachers, Christians and others seem to need
continued outside inspiration and help or they get care-
less or dis:ouraged.

I have only boen very, very weak, feeling as if the
life almost had gone out of me, and 8o little seemed to
tire me ; but [ have had really no pain except the head-
ache, which came with the fever and lasted one night
and which sesmed to prostrate me. I do hope a month’s
stay in Bangalore will set me up and make me feel my
old self again. I have learned one lesson, and that is,
that there is no use in my trying to atay in the hot sea-
son on the plains. There seemed such a special need this
year or else I would not have stayed, and after all was
only about seven or eight weeks at w1y post when I gave
out.

““When [ sm at work, too, I am going to try and take
things a little more moderately. Miss Stovel does so

much, hot season and all, that really she puts us all to
shame ; but after all I suppose we are not expected to do
more than we have atrength for. For the aake of those
around ms I like to work hard, for it is always un in.
spiration to them to du the same."

The President then took the chair, and the moeting
was opened for business by singing, ** All Hail the Power
of Jesu's Name,” reading 116th Psalm, and prayer by
Mrs. McQuarrie.

Noxt came the roll-call. Many of the Circles having
sont appropriate passages of Scripture, which were read
by Miss Patrick (Montreal), s young lady who was intro-
duced to the Convention as one desiring to give horseif
to the work of Foreign Missions should the Lord open
the way.

For the
benefit of the Treasurer of the General Society, and at
his request, an attempt was made to pay our appropria-
tions in equal amounts, once a quarter. This has been
done, but not as promptly as we could wish, owing to
the fact that the Circles sent in their money irregularly.
This is a habit that cannot be changed by many of the
Circles without loas ; but if those who can do so, would
send at stated times to our Treasurer, it would, perhaps,
relieve a portion of her anxiety about equal quartorly
payments.

We have pleasure in reporting all the appropristiona
for the year fully paid.

One life member of the Society, Miss E. Gibson, of

-Morrisburg, has been made during tho year.

Our ranks have been thinned by the loss of one Circle,
this owing to the removal of members ; but three have
been added to our numbers— Almonte, and within the
past few days, Moetcalfe and Point 8t Charles. The

" ladies’ prayer meoting of Point St. Charles, who have

horetofore given to our funds, decided to form them-
selves into & Missionary Circle, which was done. This
is & good source. May they long coutinue near the
throne of supplication, then shall they prosper.

One of the vice-presidents of this Society, Mrs. Hin-
son, has, during the year, passed over the dark river of
death, to be received into life immortal in the tanks of
the heavenly hosts. (thers there are, doubtless, who
have passed away, missed and regretted in the nuiet
work of the Circles, for whom we also thank God for the

blessing of their useful lives.

A new branch of the work has been carried on during
the year, viz., a Missionary Literature depot. The ap-
pointment of Miss Clarke as Superintendent of thig
department, made at the last aunual meeting, was afte:-
wards changed, the name of Mra. W. H. Smith, 60
University St., Montreal, being subatituted.

INDIA,

In Indin another year of change has passed. Trial
and sicknesa has ~isited some of thoso who had and have
charge of work in which we are interested. Hopeful

- work and steady progress to other interests we gratofully

record. Among the latter, is found the Girls' Boarding
Bchoot at Akidu. In every department, satisfactory
evidence of the good work of the school is given ; but,
better than to condense, will be to give Mrs. Craig'a
own report in full. She writes :

* Bchool opened the lst of October and continued in
session till the last of June. During that time b1 dif-
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ferent girls entored as boardwrs, but 10 from Mr, Brown's
field werc so homesick, that they remained only a short
timo. R

**In January, the pupile in the Benior third class
wero promoted to the fourth class, snd in February,
Gutla Milcah, the teacher, passed the primary examina-
tions. Kolagani Lydis is still attending Mlm Basker-
ville's schoo] in Coosnada.

** During the past year, I had claases only part of tho
time, but at the end of each month spent threo days in
examining the classea on the work they had been over
during that month. At the close of the term, nearly six
days were spent in examining them for promotion, when
the most of thom passed into higher standarda.

**In Decembeor last, Kavatura Mary, Pallem Miriam,
Kokkeragadda Annamma, Magakasi Lydia, and Valaga-
palli Minnie, and in June just, betore their vacation,
Garikimukkala Dharmavati, and Bandskuri Shantamma
weore baptized and received into the church.

**The weekly prayer-meetings, held on Tueadays,
after school, have been both interesting and profitable.
On Thureday afternoons, the boys have drill exercises
and the girls action songs, which they greatly enjoy.

** The sewing claases and domestic arrangements are
still looked after by Mrs. Sutith, tho matron. Boys as
well as girls are taught to sew, and all bave to help with
the rice-pounding, housework, stc.

**We had vory little sickness during the year, and no
cases that required severe discipline ; so things moved
along smoothly and happily.

*“Soon after Christmas, they had their usual treat of
sweets and [ruit, and each girl received print for a
jacket. Again, at the close of the school, we gave them
snother little treat, when some 70 children were present.

“ Fees collectsd from the girls alone amounted to
Re. 68, and Ra. 15 are still to be paid.

** Only 11 of our girls are being specially nupporr.ed by
Circles or Baunds or private individuals.

TUN1 GIRLY' SCROOL.

After Mr. and Mrs. Garside returned to Canada, the
Mission Compound was occupied by the Misses Rogors,
Priest and McLaurin, who for a time had charge of all
the work they could undertake, this including the school.
It oponed with bright prospocts, and 18 pupils in attend-
ance. Of these, six small girla were new pupils, whilo
of those in attendance lrst year, two were transferred to
Misa Baskerville's school in Cocanads, and one married.
This is the report of January last; since then, Miss
Rogers was stricken, and, with broken health, obliged to
return home. This leaves this field short of fully quali-
fied workers to such an extent that, ngain, some part of
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the work must be dropped, and this time it is found that
the achool must be closed. 1t is with great regret that
we hear of this necessity, and though the way is now not
plain, we sincerely hope that it may soon be re-opened.

ZENANA WORK.

This is carricd on by Mrs. De Beaux and the Misses
Gibson and Beggs, in the Cocanada district, under the
officient supervision of Miss Simpson. The reports from
these ladies are deeply intoresting, but of necessity con-
sist and tell of individual cases, so that it is difficult to
condense into a report without alsv giving details.

On reading these reports, one is etruck hy the hold
the habita of a lifetimo have upon them. Like ourselves,
Mrs. Grundy — supported by ignorance, superstition,
false religion—the rules and habits of patriarchal govern-
ment in domestic life places them under the strongest
bonds of conventional rule. We do not fully realize
how hard it is for ignorant, unenlightened, conservative
women to walk in the light of the Gospel and accept the
freedom of truth. Mias Gibson writes

“This people must bo separated from their idola be-
fore they can serve the living God. They are only to
ready to worship Him along with their iduls, snd wor-
ship from superatition, not because they have much
regard for the idol itaelf, but from the f¥ar of the face of
man. Some have expressed a wish that the Government
would interfere and forbid idol worship, and then they
would be free to worship the true God.”

The reporta are full of accounts of those who hear
sometimes gladly —who know, intellactually - who receive
in secret this Geospel of Christ, professing to find it life
to their souls - but wha do not acknowledge it openly.

Who can understand this difficulty and fully sympa
thize with their sisters in Indin, if we cannot, who pro-
fess to have the love of God in vur hearts {

The average number of houaes and number of visits
have been made, except in Mias (ibson’s list, she bhaving
been prevented by illness from visiting during a portion
of her time.

The beueficial effects of the schools, especially the caste
girls’ school, is more than once mentioned, The children
learn to sing hymns and know toxts and Bible truths.
These repeated at home are an introduction to the sub-
jeet of great value.

Of the influence of the work,
times recognized, as, when a heathen man, meeting the
Bible woman on the street, asked her to visit his house
and teach his women wisdom. " The fear of the Lord i
the beginning of wisdom.” 1nd he see that result with-
out knowing the cause !

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reports of hor examinatiens in the language, we hope
that she has more fully efitored upon her work. ’

She left Cocanada dn the 1st of January last, and has

As we have formerly heard goud reports of the women .
in the Vuyyuru district, so she contirms this report and
speaks hopefully and esgerly about this work among
them. K

With grateful hearts we thank God and take courage.
One turning point has been reached —that of acquiring
the language. May our Lord give us grace to follow on
in this great and good work, against what is one of great
importance to the arch-enemy of mankind—his strong-
hold in the family and in the heart of woman—till all
this dark land shall join in. O sing unto the Lord a
new song, fur he hath done marvellous things ; his right
hand and bis holy arm hath gutten him the victory. The
Lard hath made known his salvation, his righteousness
hath he openly shewed in the sight of the heathen.”

But word hans just
come that he is better, though very weak. He haa bee:
working too hard during the hot season,”

8istore of tho Union, whoso fault is it that these rv
presontatives of ours are working too hard ¥ Can it be
that there is not enough - money among the 40,000 Baj
tista of these Maritime Provinces to properly carry on
this work 7 Would the Lord have given us the work tf He
had not known we had the money 1
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Agsin, Miss Gray writes: ** The work in Bimli' is
most encouraging.” (She refers to the attack made on
Christisnity by the Mahommedans, which Mr. Morse
writes of in the M. & V. of Oct. 2nd.) * It is now five
woeks since the meetings bogan, and the intorest has not
grown less but increased. Every evening, when the
weather permits, they have a moeting at the clock tower.
We have a district organ, the gift of Miss Eva D’'Prazer
to the mission. Mras. Morse ;ﬁnys on it, and it is a great
help in holding the people. Not since the two Brshmin
boys were baptized eight years ago has thors been sucha
stir in the town. ’I‘?w ford of God is being botter
understood than ever before. W have been praying
for a change in Bimli', but did not think it would come
sbout in this way. The Mohammedans get very angry,
and O how they blaspheme the name of Christ, that
namo 8o dear to every believer! DBut (iod will cause the
wrath of man to praise Him. Some nights Mr. Morse
does not come home till nine o'clock. They take a lan-
tern, and as long as any one will hear, he and the preach-
ers stay.”

Migs Gray, we h;lm' will lenve Indin on her well
carned furlough in March. She has beeu eleven years
un the field, longer than the usual time.

In a letter of the same dnte, Miss Wright sends greet-
ing from Palkonda. She saya: '* We feared at one time
that Mr. Higgins would have to take his family home ;
hut now the Doctor has given his consent to their remain-
ng another year. Asa missionsry stafl our position is
this ; two families disabled, two able tu work, one in
preparation ; two lady workers able to carry on their
dopartments, but one must leave in about six months for
« needed rest, and one is studying the language. Buofore
us we have the 1,700,000 perishing heathen and a small
number of Christians to look after. My hopes
have boen resting and truating on your gathering at Con-
vention that an effort will be made to at once sond a
family this fall. Believe meo, we aro in a crisis in our
mission ; if help comes now, it will yet be a yoar and a
half before it can be of much value ; if dolayed, how can
the already overburdened ones hold out i~

Women of our Union, sve to it that veu bring the
above facts before your church ; nat merely your monthly
Aid Society meeting, but your church, and take uo rest
until help i8 sent to these workers.

ECHOES FROM W. B. M. [". CONVENTION, 1845,

This was the Jubilee of vur general Conyention. It
was held in 8t. John, in August. The veterans received
special honor at some of the meetings.  Amusing, excit-
m%‘ thrilliug‘ and occasionally a little todious was the
mformation imparted in cunnection with their own labors
in the years long gone by, as well as of their coadjutors,
many of whom gnvo‘ fallon by the way.

Marvellous advances in d}m denomination have been
the ample reward of our faithful, self-sacrificing {1iunsora.

It is, however, not of the general, but of the W. B. M.
U. Convantion which also met in St. JJuhn, only & day or
two earlier, that we have at preseat to do.

As good things are to follow this papor, it was broadly
hinted that owr words be few. Just how to boil down
the sayings and doings of two long and eventful daya
which wore packed full of the tersest things, into, say,
%ve or ten minutes, has proved a task too wonderful for
ue ; 80 echoes from all the prepared addresses, soveral of
which were of superjor quality, must necessarily be omit-

d.

Even had wo abundance of time, with A memory to
rotain all we saw and heard and a power to turn it all to
eloquence, still we should fail in conveying the wonder-
ful inspiration that such gatherings bring, and would,
therefore, urge upon all who may find it possible, to
attend our Convention next year in Berwick.

The dates, 1870-1895, placed conspicuously before the
sudience, in the midst of other tasteful sdornments, in
Leinster St. church, showed that our W. M. A. Societies
had also reached a special period.

Wo are twenty-five years old ! As a thank-offering for
hsving reached this mile-stone, as well as for all the blesa-
ings of the way, Amheret Circle raised about 8100. Mrs.
Randolph, of Fredericton, wished also to contribute 860,
a8 a thank-offering on this suspicious oceasion. All our
Aid Societies aro asked to follow these noble examples
through the year.

Reporta from our three Provincisl Secretaries were
resd. In New Brunswick there has for some reasons,
among which was the illness of the Secretary, been s
falling off in manifeat interost and in funds. Only twenty-
live Societios repurted. The new Provincial Secretary,
who had only been in office six weeks, appears to be a
woman of much enorgy, tact, and perseverance, and we
lovk for o better state of things under the regime of Mrs,

vx.

Reporta from Nova Scotia and Prince Edward Island
were for the most part very cheoring. In this province
seventoen new Socioties have been organized and seven-
teen life members made during the year.

Our Literature department was also discussed. It was
found that very fow Societies or individuals are svailing
themselves of the privileges of cur Circulating Library.
First-class books on missions, thirty-three of which have
been donatad during the year, may be obtained and kept
two months, by sending a 6e. stamp for postage, to Miss
Myra Black, Amherst. Tracta suitable for missionary
meetings, as well as for private reading, may be secured
for a trifle ; or even for nothing, if Circles prefer it.

As to vur presont oflicers, they are with one or two
exceptions the same as last year, and while they do their
work so toell, may they long have the honor of the bur-
den, as well as the burden of the houor. . -

At our Convention une year ago, our Union pledged
itaolf to raige 88,500, Of this §7,000 was for Foreign
and 81,500 for Home work.

It may not be known to all, that although we are as
Sucieties twonty-five years old, our energies were
directed altogether to India, until seven years ago. At
that time Home Missions were included in our interests.
Ever since, our gifts to this departmeunt have grown,
until last year tho proposed sum of §1,600 was reached.

The $7,000 for Foreign work came short by $824.-
Houwever, as there was a surplus of $800 at the beginning
of the year, our pledges were all met.

Financially, we were nearer our idesl than eyer before ;
but as it is said that brutes and fools are the only beings
that desire nothing beyond what they possess, we rejoice
that our hearta still throb with unsatisfied desires.

Before we reach our goal thers is atill room for us to
stretch overy nerve, bend every obstacle, develop eve
faculty, train every desire, and exert every energy, all _
the time remembering that without divine blessing all
human effort is futile.

For this year our pled%‘es are: Foreign Missions,
87,000 as formerly, although, no surplus being on hand,
only §6,600 was appropriated. For Home Missions w%w
have placed the pledge at §1,600. It was thought tha
the distribution of Home Mission funds last year was not
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fair to Quebec ; our Grande Ligne Mission receiving
- only 8100, while North-West received £800, besides
8100 for Indian work.

This year Grande Ligne was voted 8400, and North-
West 8600, besides 8100 for Indian work. The 8500 for
our own Maritimo work continues unchanged.

We are, for the present at least, indebted to the
Grande Ligne managers, who have sent to our French
speaking brothera and sisters of this provinoe, Mr. and
Mra. Gronier, of Quebec, at a salary of 8600. Now that
the ladies are contributing 8400, an effort is to be made
among the Sunday schools for the other $200.

Mr. Gronier spuke in our meetings, and greatly pleased
us by his earnest words, as well as by his sweet French
accent.

Another echo came to us—the altogether unexpected
meeting of two ladies on our platform-—the only gradu-
ates of Acadia Seminary in 1886, and who had never
afterwards met until one was about to follow the other
in an address on Missions. These were Mrs. Phillips,
of Frederioton, and Mrs. Dr. Lyall, of Swatow, China.

© Mrs. Lyal}, formerly Miss Norwood, of Nova Beotia,
went to China some years ago under the American Bap-
tist Board, but 8 worthy physician of the Presbyterian
denomination finding her worth, claimed her as his prize,
since whioh time her efforts have been with her husband
in connection with the Swatow hospital.

May the union thus formed betweea representatives of
two denominatious, not fully in accord in all things, tend
towards the same reault as the marriage of He Tudor
with Elizabeth, which ended forever the atrife between
the Yorkists and Lancastrians. Mrs. Lyall thrilled all
hearts in conveution, and will do the same in this meeting.

We returned to our homes with one thought intensi-
fied, viz., that redeemed woman appears at her best,
firat, in her own well-ordered Christian home ; and then
in endeavoring to reach her less favored sisters with the
gospel which alone can raise them to the same exalted
position as herself.

NEWS FRUM THE WORKERS.

In August the Society at Mabow, [nverness Co., C. B.,
held a ten cent missionary tea, and realized 87.30 for
Home Missions. Tho interest is growing.

From a private letter received from Wolfville we learn
that forty-five were present at the meeting on Crusade
Day. Mrs. DeBlois gave an interesting account of the
organization of the Society twenty-five years ago, and
Mrs. Bentley, from Northboro', Mass., told of the work
in that place.

.~ Mrs. Nalder, Becretary for Hants Co., N.8,, has spent
a week among her societies, and held the County Con-
vention. We hope to have a full account of her tri
soon. If possible our Secretaries should all try to visit
in the autumn, and our County Conventions should be
held then. Firat, because the roads are bstter, and
travelling easier than in winter or spring ; and secondly,
beoausp such visits and conveuntions would give an impe-
tus to the work for the year.

Mrs. Gullison, Becretary for King’s Co., N.8., has also
‘visited her comstituency. As a result of her visit to
Billtown, Mra. Freeman sends word that an Aid 8ooiel
had been orgsnized at Woodville (a branch of the Bill-

town ohurch), on Wednesday, SBept. 26th, with aseven
mombers, Mrs. M. P. Freoman, Pres. ; Mra. Charles
Wood and Mrs. Wm. Brown, Vice-Pros. ; and Miss
(3race Carter, Seo.-Treas. ‘‘ With Both Hands Earn-
estly,” is the motto chosen by the 8ociety. Four LiNks
are to be taken, and two members wers appointed
hunt up recruits for Orusade Day. Billtown proposes
to hold a publio meeting every two months.
