Such a romarkable ovent could not pass by unhecded"
and the impression prodaced by it must have had an
extraordinary influonce on the piety of cur forefathera.
The marvellous finding of the relics was the first of a
geries of- wonders which, even_to this very day, hax
not been interrupted, it laid from that moment the
solid foundation of that confidence to which the
wrotched so justly still have recourse, even aftor
having triod everything else unsuccessfully and ox-
hausted intercession of every kind. The important
results and deep significancy of tho event are briefly
indicated in the following Lessons of another liturg:
ical office granted to the samo charch, the office of the
Translation of the Saiat's relics, from which we thus
quote: - : s

. -“The body of Saint Aune, after its glorious inven-
tior, was drawa from the crypt wherein it had =o long
remained hidden, and placed in 2 chapel of easy and
free access. Theroe, it became an object for the vene.
ration of all the Catholic world; for, in presence of
those sacred bones, were wroaght so many cures,
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that tho name of Auno acquired the greatest colebrity,
not only in Provenco and the surrounding country,
but also throughout entire Gaul and the rest of Earopo.
The preoious romains of the Saint gave 1o the city of
Apt more glory than that with which the name of
Julivs Cesar had endawed her. The manuseripts of alt
ages gone by eince that timo, have handed doyn to us
tho record of & multitudo of prodigies ; devils driven
away, dead raised to lifo, innumorable sick persona
aired of infirmities of all kinds,

« Ag incontestablo and constzut proofs so long
attested the spoedy assistaunce of the Blossod Annein
all necessities of soul and Lodf, as from all Gaul and
tho bordoring kingdoms had begun an immense flow
of pilgrims towards those vencrable relics, in order to
respond to the engernoss of sach an affluence of
people, the Aptesiang, after having hai themselves
leen delivered from tho fury of the Calvinists, resolved
to huild, on ono of the flanks of the Basilica, a spacious
chapel of casy access, in honor of the Blessed Anne.
The generous offerings of an august Queen of Franco
greatly contributed to the magnificence of the cdifice ;
cwnsiderable sums of monoy were given by Anne of
Austria when, after having obtained a child who was
to be Louis X1V, she came to fulf! her vow and
venerate the relics of the Saint.

After the building was comploted, the body of St.
Aune was taken from the chapel where it had hitherto
been oxposed, and, in the midst of universal rejoiciug,
transfarped with great pomp to the new basilica, on the
dth of May, in the yoar 1664, Since then, it has
continually received the homages-of the piety of the
Aptosiens fnd of the pilgrims who from all parts come
to fulfil their vows. Anld, indeed, the very holy hody
of the Ancestross of Christ, religivusly kept in this
sanetuary, is truly worthy of such extraordinary
homage By its presence, it sanctifies, in a marvellous
way, this sacred place, and does not lezs contribute to
move to sanctity those who worship them. The very
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sight of tho shrine containing the rolics strikes the
soul of tho pilgrim, deeply moves him, and malces him
feol something of tho roligious omotion ho would
experienco in the presenco of tho Saint herself. Let u
thon often go to visit theso sacred romains, lot s
approach tho shrino, and kiss tho relios with rreat
{aith, 50 as to roceive therefrom some blessing.”

The facts contained in the foregoing document are
rigorously exact; tho church of Apt becamo, in fact,
from the eighth century, the contro of a devotion which
wont on always iucressing, and of which there aro fow
oxamples in ecclesiastical bistory. This affluence of
the faithful for conturies past might serve as a theme
for useful and intoresting relations. What scenes, what
varied pictures the history of this ancient pilgrimage
would offer to the writer's pencil! Who might count
the illustrious personages who were seen lkneeling
hefore: the glorious remgins of Saint Anne ? They have
beon venorated in twrn by Sovercign Pontitls, by
Patriarchs, Cardinals, Archbishops, and by all the
orders of the Catholic hiorarchy; Monarchs, Queeng,
illustrioug warriors, statesmen, persons of all conditions
and of all times have come to kneel humbly in this
over-blest sanctuary. Tonumerable ex-vofos, recalling
gratefulness for benefits received, have been suspeunded
to its walls by visitors coming from the most distant
countries. With what interest might we not follow
these holy travellers back to their native country!

_Filled with deep gratitude, each according to the
mesans in his power, they proclaimed the praises and
the goodness of their motherly benefactress, and
officaciously aproad about her worship With the help
of likke researches, following the footstePs of thoso
pious pilgrims, we might perhaps succeed in dispelling
obscurities, and in filling those gaps which wo some-
fimes meet with in the history of the devotion to
St. Anne. That zeal and fervor were oclipsed, it is true,
or rather grew cold in the unhappy periods of our
annals, during the religious wars, and especially during
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tho disasters that followed ‘39, but they nover wers
complotely oxtigguiahod ., and, in our days, under the
impulse of & pious pastor, they are regaining theiv
rimitivo vivacity. Now pilgrims aro beginning to
ock to Apt. Graces recontly obtained, a manifust
rotection during tho last invasions of cholera, have
more closely kait the bonds that of old linked so
intimatoly the Aptesians and tho inhabitants of Pro-
vonce v their heavenly bonefaotress: since then, hor
foast has beon celobrated with a greator 2fluonce and
pioty. Tho solemnity is not, as many patronal feasts
aro, often moro fit to draw down on & parish the curses
of heaven, by the licontiousness and oscesses4o which
thoy give occasion, a day of pleasuro and wordly
divorsion, but & holyday truly deserving of the name
to which filial piety, tho cleansing of consciences and
honest fumily-rejoicings lent a charm unkaown else-
where. -
An unmistakablo sign of the return of the peoplo of
. Provenco to the pioty of their forefathors may beseon
in the oratories which are being maltiplied throughout
the country, either in hamlets, or oven in private
dwollings, in honor of St Anre. In theso little
domestic sanctuaries, the image or statue of the Saint
gathors together, when evening comes, the members
of the hoaschold, and sometimes the friends of the
noighborhood, Prayers aro said in common, and
they aftorwards separate joyfally like children going
{o their rest, after having received a mother's blessing,
Lately, the inhabitants of a village, near Avignon,
unable to give to their devotion the expression thby
would have desired, on account of the distauco they
lived from tApt., generously subscribed together, and
built in their own parish a handsome chapel in honor
of good Saint Anne. Now, without letting their worlk
suffer, they enjoy the facility of conversing with her,
and, owing to her powerful protection, of receivi:niin
their least sorrows, consolations with are readily
granted to them. This pious example has had- its -
imitators ; may it find 8 still greater nnmber |
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Another sign of the awakeninyg of this fo\ vlivn ayy
of this leaning of hearts towards St Anne, is visillojp
the assoeintions and fervent confraternitiea placed
vnder hor patronage ; itis hor glorious namoe which
may bo scon moro and moro froquontly inscribeg
in baptiemal registers of parishes. Nowhere, porhaps
doos this impulse scom more marked in all Provency
than in the city of Mareoilles. Bosidoes a parish ap
on orphanage, directed by nung, tho city alroady
numbers four congregations devoted to hor worship,
That of tho Jfission of IFraince has” recgived from
Pius IX tho title and privileges of an arch
confraternity, Many remarkable conversions have
taken place, and many other spiritual favers hary
been oEtained in the chapels whero thcse difforent
associations meet, and they all Ex eparo for tho feast
day of their angust Patroncss by a retreat and woll
attended religions exercises. Weo would like to s
tho rovival of this devotion extend as markedly in thy
remainder of France . it wonld be the very consolin
symplom of her religious fatare. The graces nbicﬁ
that swoet mother lavishes in tho South, wonld she
refuse them to the North, if she there fousd equally
devoted sons? Alas' we must confess it, there aro
cities aand villagzes where sho is almost anknown to
the mass of Christians, or, to say the least, forgotten
by the greater number. In Low many pariches does
not her fonst go by unnoticed, oven in places whers
she was formerly invoked with fervor ? Such forget-
fulness and indiffererce depend, no doubt, on causes
altogether local, on industrial’ preoccupatiuns, on
scandals which Lave rulzod fur o long tigge the faith
and the flower of piety in some parishes , but, happily,
the evil Las not yet attained the mass of the divceses
of France. Besides, & puwerful cause countribates to
restrict such indifference more and more; it is the
spreading of religivus congregations in the least of
our towps, and even in our coantry-parishes. Itis
known that these associations have adopted St. Amng
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ss one of their chief patronesses, that they teach their
" pupils to love her, and the neighboring population to
juvoko her.

PARIS TO LOURDES.

(Continuation.)

But I must nol forget that it is half past thico in
tho morning, anl that Lhave only got to Poitiers. At
that early hour a regnlar servico is organized for
romoving our sick to tho hospitable homes, which are
to roceive them during their siay in the town of
St. Hilary. As for myself, I hasten towards the Basilica
of St.-Radegundes, in the hupe of beioyg able to say my
aass without tuo long a delay. A long halfhour's walk
brings me tu the vouerable sanctuary, aud if thero had
beon sufficient light at that early hour I might havo
read on the fugade the fuliowing beaatiful inscription,
tho letters of which are worn and worm eaten: Crucis
sanctissima amantissirua, ora pro nubis. “ Lover of the
Holy Cross, pray for us.”

This sentence summed ap the whele life of
St-Radcgandes who cuastantly meditatel on our
Lord’s Pas.ion, who loved the puor, His suffering
members, almost to felly, who possessed snd venerated
a goolsized relic of the true cruss which hal been
given her by Jastin IT, and who foanded the convent
of the “ Daughters of the Holy Cross ", who still perpe-
tnate the example of their foundress’ virtues,

The duors of the Basilica were ope., and I at once
descended the stone, staircase leading tu the crypt .
hencath the sanctuary, where I fuand the altar at
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St.-Radegondes’ tumb prepared for the Holy Sacrifics,
I hastened to vest myself in the priestly robes an{
deemed myself fortuvate in being able to cclebrate thy
first mass of vur pilgrimage within this holy sanctuary,
cloge tu the venerable remains of that illustrious Queey
of France who hallaid down her earthly crowa inorde
to gain and Leautify a heavenly one, T also deeme
myself fortunate in beivg able to pray for tho.e dem
to me, in this huly sput where the soul feels penetrated
through and througi with the fervor which is inspiret
in it, and whence the voice of supplication seems ty
risestraight to God's throve, thence to bring down thy
mostabundant Llessings. Before remounting to thenayy |
I admired the marble tomb in which St.-cRadegundes }
reposes, the very one in which she was laid after her
death, Innumerable {apers burn before this monu
ment, bearing witness to the marvels wrought by the
powerfal intercession of the Saint. In the upper nay,
on the Epistle side, there is a nicho let into the wal, §
where there is a stone or slab surmounted by twg*
~gtatnes which represent Our Saviour’s apparition t;’
St.-Radegundes. This stone belonged {o a former
chapel and is called “ le Pas de Dieu™ (God's Foot:
Erint). According to an authentic tradition, there can

e distinguished the print of a human, or rather of 2
divine foot, since it was Jesus Christ Himself who trod
this stpne which i> now so justly venerated and of
which we may well say as of the mountain of the
Ascension. Adorabimus cum in loco ubi stetcrunt pedss
ejus: “We will adore Him in the place where He hath
set His foot.”

At ten o'clock the High Mass was sung and the
Bishop of Poitiers preached the Saint's panegyric,
In the interval before Vespers, a great number of

ilgrims directed their steps in the direction of Noirs

iame des Dunes (Our Lady of the Dunes or Sands
“on the other shore of the river Clain. To arrive thers,
- they bhad to mount several flights of steps leading o
the reading and recreation-rooms of the Patronage,a
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admirable work that has been founded by Abbé Fogsin,
Ttis to the apostolic zeal and enlightened talent of
this distinguished priest that a number of the young
mon of Poiticrs are indebted for escapinyg the number-
Jess dangers besetting their faith and morals.

1t is in these rooms that .the young men spend
msny happy howrs of amasement and instruction.
TUnder the skilful diroction of their founder their band
of music has attained astonishing proficiency. Daring
5 recent competition these young musicians carried oft
a woldor: crown and twoor three medals, And not only
cn they mako swoet musie, but they can also. perform
ool works, for, at three o'clock inghe wnorning, they
wereat the station with Abbé Fussin, tv aid in carrying
thosick pilgrims to their temporary homes. Theso
young men had also met five ur six provious trains
and performed the same service.

The chapel of Our Lady of the Dunes is a gem as
ropexds its architecture and paintings as well ay its,
religious ornamentation, but we will hasten on to the
gardens filled with begutiful flowers, surrounding the
statue of the Virgin protectress of Poitiers, we will
respectfally =a'ute the statue of Cardinal Pie which Las
bosn erec.od throogh the same pious and filial zeal
which pre~: le 1 over all the other murvelloas creations
wo have men{ oned ; we will ascend the.spiral staircase
which winds around the pedestal of the colussal stutue
of Mary, and standing at her feet, we will cuntemplate
tho boautifal panorama which strethes out beneath
our eyes in dazzling splendor. We gaze dowawards on
the river (lain, on St..-Radcgundes, on St-Peter’s
eathedral, whose vaulted ceiling s0 often re echoed the
voicoof the great Bishup, successor of St. Hilarius, who
might almost be nambered as one of the Doctors of the
Church. We also behold Nvtre Dame lu Grande where
repose the illustrious cairdinal's remains, and where
“Notre Dume des Clefs " (Our Lady of the Keys), is
vonerated, in remembrance of Poitiers having been
delivered by the Blessed Virgin when that city had
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beon besieged by the English, Wo also behold thy
chapel of St. Hilariug, the altar of which is erected op
*the very spot where the holy Doctor died ; and Iastl).
1he oy ob of St-John, built in the Tth centuy,
containing the immense baptismal basin in which the
.catochumens were formerly immersed.
Time is advancing and the pilgrim’s procession sots
out, and after numerous windingsreenters the Basilics
Then takes place the Benediction of the Blesse]
Sacrament which is given by His Lordship Bishop
Bellot. Although it is already late, I can not take my
. yost without gathering a branch of the laureltres

planted by St. Rad@undes’ own hands, and carefully
preserved in the Bishop's gardens. A few steps from
ihis blessed tree there is a cross which was placel
there by Bisliop Pio on the eve of his departure forthe
Vatican Council. On the foot of the cross is inscribed
