LIFE IN A LOOKING-GLASS,

’l‘lIl-: other Jday went into a down-town bank with a friend
who wated to draw sowme money. 1 stood by the
counter while the telier counted out some of the dirtiest and
raggedest bills T had ever seen or smelt—bills that a tramp
might hesitate to put in his pocket, and that a burglar might
be excused for leaving behind.  Tdid not say anything to my
companion; it was unnecessary to call his attention to the
condition of the curreucy which was about to he tendered to
him: the notes would have riveted the attention of anyone
who had not lost all three senses of touch, smell and sight.
My friend took the wad from the teller, and, as he counted
them over, he laid aside those that  were particularly
dilapidated and offensive. Then he quictly asked the man
hehind thewicket to give him clean, whole bills in exchange fov
these filthy and worn ones.  His demand was complied with,
not without some grumbling,  As we walked out my friend
simply remarked, *Our Canadian banks are so mean they
would keep @t note in cireulation if it had been used for gun
wadding, provided the denomination was not effced.  Every
new note issued costs a cent or two s and, hesides, the older ¢
hill gets the greater the chanee of its being wholly destroyved—
which means a gain to the bank.”

T is a wonder more people who do business with the banks
do not refuse to take the vepulsive, dog-cared paper that
daily travels back and forth from the tellers’ eages,  Heus.
tomers would insist on having clean notes from their banks, it
would not take long for a great deal of the truly “filthy”
luere we are now foreed to handle, in liew of good coin of the
realm, to disappear.  There is a sertons side to the evil 1 am
alluding to.  Without any question disease is often spread by
the agency of paper money, the surfice of which, when it hax
lost its hard, glossy finish, forms an admirable camping
ground for all sorts of fantastic germs. It is hiterally as well
as figuratively true that money can ciury gricf and misfortune
into hitherto happy lives and homes.  We are all anxious to
get hold of the accursed stufl, hut we do not want dirt and
disease thrown in to boot. At the present time there s an
outhreak of smallpox in two or three portions of Canada.
The outhreak is not at all scvere, hut L, for one, would not be
surprised to learn that, such as it is, the epidemic has heen
propagated to some extent by the contagion of money from
diseased persons,  Canada, unlike her neighbor, has not been
disturbed by 2 currencey question, but such an agitation would
be no afiliction if its object were the calling in of all the old,
disease-spreading bank notes now cirenlating through the
country.

’l‘:\l,l\'lNG about the efiect of the adverse war news, have we

not been too prone to disappointiment beciuse of the set-
backs of a campaign, which, as everyone who stops to consider
the sitnation knows, must be a long and stubborn fight
against heavy odds? This is no Spanish-American War, in
which we are contending with an enemy made of pasteboard
and chieesecloth, and stufled with snwdust.  The Boers are the
hest fighters in the world after their fashion; they have all the
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advantages that ordinavily go with o defensive eampaign
and to crown all they are meeting our onslaughts in 2 country
that is peculiarly adapted by nature tor repelling invasion.
Because, in the two months since the war began, we have not
been able to do more than get our troops and guns to the
front and fight a half dozen engagements with ahout even
resalts, are we to sit down and weep over our fate? As the
wditor of The Canadian Military Gazette points out, *the
Zulu \War opened on January 11, 1879, and, although this was
acampaign over a comparatively small and sestricted area,
against & people every whit as brave as the Boers, but in no
way as well armed or as formidable, it was June before a
decisive action was fought at Ulindi, and the end of August
hefore the war was brought to a conclusion by the submission
of Cetewayo. Morcover, at the commencement, the Zulus
were able to score at Isandhlwana, inside of 11 days after our
ultimatum, in a way beside which the doings of the Boers
nearly two months after theirs opened the war appear some.

S to the British losses in the war, these have not been
severe considermyg the size of the armies engaged.  Old
men have forgotten the horrors of the Crimean, American
Civil, and Franco.Prussian Wars, and young men know
nothing about them except by hearsay. In the war between
the North and the South 600,000 men are said to have lost
their lives in action and from disease or wounds, and property
to the value of $8,000,000,000 was destroyed  These are
conservative estimates given by that reliable work, the
Encyclopiedia Britanniea.  In the hattle of Fredervickshurg,
19,080 men were put out of action, 1,760 being mowed down
in a single charge of Gen. Humphreys at the head of 4,000
troops.  At'the fearful battle of Antictam the Federal army
tost 12,469 men in killed and wounded, and the Confederates
13,533 in killed, wounded and prisoners.  The Northern
soldiers themselves buried 2,700 Southerners after the battle-
There bas been as bad, and sometimes worse, carnage in
almost every modern war hetween civilized nations.

\ E British have so long been aceustomed to fighting mere
tribesmen, whom one or two defeats could crush, that
we now look for casy victories and grow panicky if we
do not have it all our own way. The wiserable Spanish-
American fiasco further imbedded us in the belief that war is
an casy game for a great power. I we are going to fight
white men, armed like ourselves, we must serew up our courage
to long campaigns, severe triads of courage, and occasionand
disasters. A small, but brave, nation like the Boers, who
come of a ighting stock that made the annals of Holland and
the Netherlands as glorious as those of any country in Europe,
can give the greatest power in the world a hard twist, when,
as in the present case, they are fired by intense patriotism and
are defending posittons of their own choosing.  Let us remem-
ber that the greatest generals and the best armies may suffer
initial defeat. yet in the long run be victorious, **He who
wars,’’ says Napier, “walks in a mist through which the
keenest eye cannot always discern the right path.”  “The
divine genius,” wrote Col. John S, Mosby, a brave Confederate
officer, “has never yet appeared in war that could always, at
a glance, detect every stratagem and see throngh every mask *

A RE French-Canadians, as « class, as loyal to the DBritish
< L conneetion as they once were? There are people in this
country who think that they are not.  Certainly, at one time,
there were no more devoted and zealous subjects of’ the Crown
than the inhabitants of Freneh Canada; and doubtless the
mass of French-speaking citizens of the Dominion are still true
to Great Britain and her cause, as they were in the days when
Te Dewms were sung throughout Quebee to celebirate the
victories of the Mother Country over Napoleon; when
addresses, abounding  in expressions of devotion to the
Sovercign, were passed at alinost every session of the Legis.
Tature of Lower Canada; and when the habitants, throwing
aside the implements of peace, marched forth to give their
blood in repe g invasion by the enemies of His Britannic
Majesty. I at the present time, the French.Canadian in
abstract is looked upon with some suspicion by his English-
speaking fellow.citizen, we mast thank the politicians who
make party capital aut of misrepresentation: the journalists
who, beeause they are sons of Old France, deem it their duty
to be lukewsarm or hostile towards all things British; and the
French teachers into whose hands the cducation of French-
Canadinn youth has, to a large extent, fallen.  Nevertheless,
everyone who knows Quehee, knows that there are thousands
of men, born and bred in this Provinee, sons of families that
came to Canada before it fell into British hands, who are as
loyal to the Empire as they would be to the Republic, were
they under the tri-color instead of the Union Jack.
OLD TIME LOYVALTY,

1t is interesting to read of the evidences of loyalty given by
the people of French Canada in the closing years of the
cighteenth and the opening years of the nincteenth century.
Chiristic, i hig *History of Lower Canada” (Vol. 1.), records
many of these, and further proof is to be found in the collected
mandeanents of the Bishops of Quebee, published by AL Cote et
Cic., Quebee, in 188K, Oaly o very smadl part of this interest-
ingz evidenee can he quoted.

On the outbreak of the war between France and Eugland in
1703, the Assembly of Lower Canada sent a message to the
Gavernor, in which it declaved that **His Majesty’s faithful
subjects carnestly pray that his army may be crowned with
such signal success over his enemies as shall speedily bring
about 2 peace honorable, safe, and advantageous to His
Majesty and the Empire.”

Tn 1791, LR H. Prince Edwiard, commanding the 7th
Roval Fusiliers, aerived i Cannda with his regiment from
Givraltar.  He became most popular with the French-Cana-
disms—was, in ficg, idolized by them, and when, after the out.
break of the war above nentioned, he left for the West Indies
to take command there as a general oflicer, the Legislative
Council, the Roman Catholic clergy, the citizens of Quelwe,
those of Montreal, and the burgesses of Willizun Henry, pre-
sented him with loyal addresses,

. A SLAP AT FRANCE,

I 1797, an address of the Assembly to Governor Prescott
referred to “the treacherous attempts of the cemissarics of
France to disturh our internal tranquility,” and the Legisia.
tive branch of the Government willingly gave the Executive
hranch large powers, in order to deal with French agents who
sought to stir up trouble in Canada. At the same time volun-
tary contributions to the British war fund were.mide by many
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private citizens.  The Quebee Seminary gave £30, and m the
list of contributions (Christie, Vol. L., page 203), as many
Freuch as English nanes appear.

When peaee was concluded in 1802, the Bishop of Quehee
issued o mandement in which he ordered the Te Deum and the
Domine fae Salvum to be sung in every parvish chureh in honor
of the “ glorious peace which assures the independence and the
prosperity of Great Britain, and which has extended her glory
and her possessions in the two  hemispheres: peace favorable
to this Provinee in particular, sinee it cements more and more
our union with the Mother Country, and is only 2 prolonga-
tion of the happy days that we have experienced under hier
empire, at a time whea the rest of hnmanity were sharing the
horrors of civil and forcign wars,™*

Upon the renewal of the war in 1803, there were strong
demonstrations of loyalty throughout French Canada, and
large numbers of Canadians expressed their willinguess to
volunteer, if necessary, for service agaunst thar former Mother
Country. The Bishap of Quebee ordered votive masses, the
miserere and prayers for the King throughout the diocese.
** The exatple of a great naton prosteated with its king hefore
the God of battles,” said he, *=how can such a sight fail to
touch our hearts, and when the Mother Country alone bears
all the burdens and all the dangers of the war, can we, undis,
turhed at our firesides, refuse the aid of our fastings and our
prayers?”

The following is one of many ringing expressions of loyalty
that might be quoted from the volume of mandements seferred
to.  Itis well worth giving in full, and the free transiation we
present will be read with interest by many to whom the
existence of such documents may be surprising

has inspired our troops with that valor which has rendered
tham superior both in numbers and in enthusiasm to their
adversarics, and who has caabled them to pain a victory
amongst the most glodous and the wost signal of which
Liistory wilt make wention,

But, in the midst of puilic accliimations, veeasioned hyv an
event so memorable, shall not the voice of religion he heard ?
Shall the temples alone seem to take no part in the joy of the
community?  Ah, it is above all in their precinets, our very
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dear brothers, that the meraies of the God of armies should be
remembered—to whom we owe all these things. It is there
that our hearts should express their sentiments in recognition
of the Sovercign Master of the Universe, thank Him for the

Third.—The altars shall e prepared on that day as for the
most grand solemmities, and, on the day preceding, the fete
shizdl he announced by the vinging of the bells,

Fourth.~The pastors must not fail to embrace the oppor-
umity presented by this fete to make their parishioners feel
keenly the obligations that they owe to Heaven for having
placed them under the vule and protection of His Britanaic
Majesty, and to exhort them anew to maintain their allegiance
with fidelity and thanktulness.

This mandement shall be read in the capitulary gatherings
af all the religions communitics, and published in the sermon
in all parishes the first Sunday or holy day after its receipt.

SENT TO WOUNDED OFFICERS.

TERY few amongst the general public know what an
amazing quantity of preseats of every imaginable kind,
whether adapted to an invalid or not, are always reccived
from peaple he aever heard of before by any prominent otlicer
of our forces who happens to be wounded in action,

Distance seems to be no object whatever, for, during the
campaign of which the battle of Dargai was a part, some
thousands of separate pareels, including a gigantic music-box,
were cither sent the entire journey, or so far as casy trausport
went. to the officers and wen, not one-tenth of these coming
from people the wounded kiew even by name.  Lord Charles
Beresford, lately, in a speech at st club, told of one oflicer whe
reccived nearly a hundred letters from devoted ladies whom he
had never heard of befove, and offering to go out and nurse
hiu.

The writer. discussing this speech lately amongst o party
of officers at Aldershot, heard somce most extraordinary storics
of this kind, the actuad letters of the would-be nurses being
shown,  Some of them came from London working girls. But
more strange than these were the cccentric articles sent
anonymounsly 1o comfort wounded oflicers.  These included o
big doll, and a nwmber of toys and purzles—from little girls—
a *PunchandJudy™ complete, a set of fretsaw instruments,
any awmount of gingerbread and  cakes, and many most
incongruous articles,
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LTHOUGH we naturally picture the sufievings of the battle.
4Y field, when the horrars of war are spoken of, there pro.
bably never was a war in the world's history that did aet
entail as much suflering upon women as upon men. **Our
thoughts are all with the war now.” writes one in London,
“and as one goes about one is painfully strock with the look
of tension and suflering on the fices of so many of the women
one weets, What aload of anxiety they are carrying?! What
a manb, aching feching takes hold of the woman whose son or
hushand, brother or lover,is at *the front,” when a violent ring
at the doorbell proclaims the telegraph boy, or the evening
papers send out a seusational placard! 1 dare not go away
from London, and yet my heart stands still 20 times a day,®
said a0 widow  whose two sons are ont; and how many
hundreds of women are echoing the words? 1 am told that,
1 the case of vne young officer who was killed, his mother was
prepared for the worst, and had told all her family that she
was certain he had fallen, for she had woke up in the night to
hear hu catling her by bis old pet snane so cearly that she
had got up and reached her door on her way to his room
before she realized the bitter truth that he lay far away from
her loving care.  Afterwards, she heard that, allowing for the
difference of time, he must have died exactly when she awoke,”
Did any of my readers, I wonder, see the pathetic httle letter
written by o private in the Gloucestershire Regiment to his
mother, which shie reecived only o few days hefore the intima.
tion of lis death ? " You must not be upset,” he wrote, **for
remember 1 am a soldier, and have to do o soldier’s doty, |
am glad 1 am going, except for your sake as our regiment is
one of the best. Cheer up, for 1 mean to do my duty to the
Queen and conntraand if L an killed vemember 1 died agoad
soldier's death.”  What mother, when her first vived grief has

Mrs, Johnson founded these industries
primatrily for the purpose of giving the women under her
charge regular healthful employment, and of making them
skilful in some branch of industey As a result of her efforts
in this dircetion. public morals are being raised to a higher
standard through the example of these women, who are going
out into the world with regained selfirespect, to become
esteenmed and usetul members of their communities.

It is natural that a man should cherish
the traditions of his race. Suson, Celtie, or whatever they may
e But the word for us all in tns country is Canadian, ad
it sounds much better, in my cars at least, than Teutonic.
Canadian suggests not dommation, but eyuality : not division,
but union: not jedousy, but mutuat confidence: ot the past,
but the present and the future, in which we sire to bhuild up 2
home for frecdomadoving people of all races. Let us give prefer-
ence to i word i which we can all take an equal pride, not to
one which suggests incquality and the formation of a race
aristocracy.
