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Promising Varieties of Grai.
In the winter of 1X88.¢, two hundred and forty varictics of
grain were imported from cighteen different conntrics of Eurbpe
and Asia. The spring varicties, along with sor.c of the best
known Canadian ccreals, were grown upon the experimental
plots of this Institution duringthe past year.  From among ninety
varictics of cats, nincty of spring wheat, fifty.sixof barley and six~
teen of peas, a few stand out as being very promising for Canadian
cultivatiorn. While it is unsafc 1o draw very definite conclusions
from the first ycar's conduct of a new cereal, still we feel justified
in mentioning those varictics which have given the best returns
during the past scason, and it will be with much interest that we
shall look forward to their conduct during another year.
Oats—The majority of the nincty varietics of oals tested were
from Germany, Russia, Scotland, England, France and Ontario,
and the average yield of all the variclics was at the rate of 47.8
bushcls of grain peracre.  Those heading the list for quantity
were two varictics of black oats from France, called Goanette and
Chcnailles, cach yiclding at the rate of So.9 bushels of grain per
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acre.

The Sibarian.from Rusian, yviclding
at the rate of 73.3 bushels per atete, possesses many  excellent
qualitics, and is also well adipted to meet the oatieal millers® bitl,
Among the other new varicties which stand high in both yvicld of
grain and generl qualitics, may be mentioned the Probitier,
Germany; Waterloo, Germany; lapraved Besthionr, Germany:
Legona, Russing White Tartarian, Russia, ard Poland White,
from France. Of the nincteen Canadian saricties tested, the
Bavarian oats took the lead, siclding at the rate of 72 5 bushels
peracre. It ha<a spreading bead, strong straw, and white berny
‘Thic oat was brought from Bavaria to New Y ok State, and from
there was ntroduced into Western Ontario, where it has been
grown with much success for a few years.

Spring Wheat  Farnners in this scetion of Ontario, as well as in
many others, have cesed ahmost eatirely  the growingg of spring
swheat as the yiclds from this crop during the past few seans have
been so unremunerative,  Upwards of cighty varicties were ini-
ported for the purpo~e of obtaining 5 few which might be profit-
ably grown over the Province.  Of thosetested the Herison
Beanded, from France, took the lead, and while only vielding at
the rte of about 1y hushels pee seee, Mill gave a vield of 3o per
ceat. abeve the best Canadian varicty, save the Wild Goose, This
French varety has many promising features. " The straw isstrong
and may be said to be free from rus, the head is of a compact,
clubike nature, the red berry, although rather swall, is veny
plump and even in form, This gmin may do well in many parts
of Onterio. The Match wheats from France are alw promising
and compare very favorably with the best Canadian varicties.
‘The \\'ild Goose, well hnown in most parts of the Proviace, took
the lead, giving about 26,5 bushels peracre. This isavery coarse
wheat, and alwasvs brangs leas on the market than other vardcties,
but cven at the low price, itis a question if there is not wmorre
made by growing this wheat than by mont of the other Canadian
vatictien.  The Red Fern gave a dicld at the mte of a little over
thirteen buchels per acee.

Barley s —The forty-cight varictics of imported barlex varied in
ratc of rvickd from 7.3 bushels to 47.9 bushels per acre. There

Peas Therd were sinleen varicties of peas tested, ten of which
were imported, the remaining six being selected from amonyg
thowe farrly well known in Canada, “The varicties introduced
were atl obtained from England, and the Glory yielding at the
rate of 37.t and the Early Racchorse at the rate of 30.2 bushels
per acte, made the highest siclds of the new grains,  The former
i~ alarge blue pea, and the latter is much smatlerand of a yellow-
ish white appearce. Of the »ix Canadian sorts, five gavea
higher dield than the best forcigner, the Prussian Blue even
reachingg to g3 bushels per acre, and the White-eyed Marrow fat
folloning closely after with a yield of 33.9 bushels per acre.

These grains are o be grown again during 1590, and more con-
clirive results may be obuained reganding the respectise merits of
the several varicties.

Inall this, experience is teaching us that in order
to be successful we must have more knowledge, more of other
men's ideas stored up within us ready for us when required,  To
be an intelligent man, or a graduate of the O. AL C., does not
