177. These are virtually Secretarial
Institutes. where the nature and
work of the office bas been definedi
and developed.

societies te labor primarily, chiefiy, aI-
ways for the salvation of Young men;
and neyer has the Great Head of the
Churcli more richlv blessed their efforts
than in the year juist closing.
