Tite money shortage this fali is forcing merchants fi,

realize the iinîportancc of insisting upion prompt settie-
nient of accounts. Many retailers have becît la% in tnîak
ing their collections in reent years, the general expiansion
of industry and the jîlentitudc of nioney cncouraging thenm
to deal ton liberally wvitlî creffit, ctistoniers. As a result.
nîost nerchants find it bard ta mieet the demiands of the
jobbers, who arc being urgcd by the banks to rc<iuce their
loans.

If .iobbers are forced to pay higher rates for mîoitey
the burden will bc passcd on to retailers who are helîind
in their payments. and to escape this addition, retaileis
must collect. hard and gather in evcry cent available, ani
the time ta act is before the reai squeeze cornes during
thc wicter.

The Ontario Retail Hardware Association is bclping
its menibers in a practical manner by supplying form
letters ait a nominal t'nst ta enable dealers ta collect-
bard accounts. These "collection departnîent*Y letters
bave been in use by some nierchants sincc last 'May. antd
thc results bave cxceeded the most sanguine expectations
of any rneîber.
