TORONTO, TUESDAY, JUNE 20, 1876.

Pursuant to notice the Synod -met this day at St. James's Cathedral,
at 10 o'clock, a.m. Morning Prayer vas sung by the Precentor of the
Synod, (:Rev. J. D. Cayley, M.A., Rector of St. George's, Toronto), the
Lessons being read by the Rev. Canon Osler, and the Rev. W. R. Forster.

REPORT ON CERTIFICATES OF LAY DELEGATES.
The Rev. J. H. McCollun, M.A., presented and read the followibg

Report of the Comittee, appointed to examine the Certificates of Lay
Delegates, and moved (seconded by Dr. Hodgins), that it bc referred to
the Court on Contested Seats:-

The Committee appointed by the Executive Committee to meet at least two days
before the meeting of Synod, to examine the Certificates of the Lay-R epresentatives,
beg leave to report that the Certifiantes of the Lay-llepresentatives, whose names
are in the official list of nenbers. herewith rubmitted, appear to be correct and
regular, with the following exceptions:

J. Cases in vhich the Chairman does not appear to certify that the represcn-
tatives chosen and named below were duly qualified as communicants: Gore's
Landing-C. Thonpsou, IL Bovell, Thomas Bailey. Note by Incumbent at foot of
certificate states, " These gentlemen, being residents of Toronto, will furnish corti-
ficates from their own clergy,"

Georgina-John II. Delamere, John J. Vickers, Peter D. Conger. Note by
Incumbent at foot of certificate states: "I cannot certify that the delegates above
znamed are communicants."

Vespra-James C. Morgan, H. P. Savigny, George Sneath. Note by incum-
bent at foot of certifiante states: " Mr. Sneath bas not communicated three times,
clergyman being in Deacon's orders."

2. Cases in whicl the certificate is correct, but names do not appear in the
official list, the assessment being cither wholly or partially unpaid: Albion and
Mono, Markham, Port lerry, St. Anne's, Toronto.

Grace Church, Toronto-On May 3rd, 1876. Rev. Mr. Jones, the incumbent,
furnishes the regular certificate that IL. S. Alexander, Joseph Bickerstaff, and John
Ilayden were elected delegates for the parish of Grace Church. At a meeting held
on the 25th April, 1876, a minute of vhich is signed by C. A. llrough as chairman, it
is certified that Clarence W. Ball, J. Il Delamere, and Charles Allan Brough Nvere
elected as delegates for the parish of Grace Church. The assessments accompanied
both certificates. Afterwards Mr. Delamere resigned, having been elected for
another place.

BISHIOPS A'DDRESS.

.2'he Bishop then delivered bis Annual Address, as follows
RaVFaEsn BnFTHREN, AND BRETH1 EN OFI THr LAITr,-We have to day como to

the renewal of our duties and responsibilities as the Synod of the Diocese, and I
trust that all are fully persuaded of their importance and gravity.

OBITUARY.
A year cannot be expected to pass without the loss of some who have earnestiy

and efficiently united with us in the discharge of these duties; and, on this occasion,
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I have to recali te you the name of one who was a long a zealous and useful member
of our body,the Reverend Dr. Beaven. le came te this country early lu the year
1843, as Professor of Divinity in King's College in this city, the duties of which
office lie faitifully dischargcd until the suppression of that Institution in 1850. Upon
this disiieartening event in our provincial ecclesiastical history, it is not necessary
or advieable that I should dwell. Although transferred to another sphero of educa-
tional work, it is well known what a hearty and assiduous share Dr. Beaven took in
every project fer the advancement of the interests of the Churoh in this Diocese,
and liow steadily lie devoted hiiuîself tu practical miisterial work, wherever the
opportunity wat offered. lu or out of this city. In the immediately neighbourhood
of this city two churches were huitt through his efforts., and a parish organized which
has ever since iad its regular services. In another direction, north of this city, ho
forned two congregation s, and succeecded in having two churches built, and these for
many years have hecone part of a large and prosperous p.trish. All know, too, that
while his ininisterial services were thuts earie.it and persevering. his life was an
exempiary onc, devout, unassuming, aingle-ininded, and without guile, he died as ho
had lived, full of faith iiid pence.

We have also te laient the deaitl, very recent and uinexpected, of aniother
Presbyter in this Diocese, ricli in good works for Christ, and of uibleimished life,
The Reverend Edmiund Baldvin. Ordainied in 1849, lie entered vigorously upon
his ministerial duties. Thîese, with the exception of a few months at Niagara as
assistant to the Incumbent, were diichairged in this city iu connection with the
Cathedral Church of St. James. Ile was nu earnest and ittipressive preacher, but it
was li his daily quiet pastoral work thait lie was iost effective and engaging. At
fte bedeide of the sick, and in converse with the suffering and sorrowing, none could
be more syupathetic than lie, noue touched more tenderly and successfully those
sensibilities 'whici needed to be soothed or invigu'rated. He differed from many of
his bretliren mu his theological views, but lie was always courteous and kindly in his
intercourse with thein, never tllowintg it to be felt or thouglt, that ho condemned
what lie did not approve. fis Christian plilantlhropy was a comprelhensive and
expansive one, and lie honuured sincerity and zeal in work for Christ, even in those
who, lie believed, pursued it in an irregular direction lis cheerful disposition and
bright geniality enîdeared hims te all classes and all persuasions, and no eue vas
ever borne to the grave wvith a larger coumpany of geuuine mourners.

STATISTICS.
We have experienced during lte pist year, the uual transitions in respect te

the loss aud gain of clergymoen, by reinoval on the one -liand and immigration on the
other. During this period four have left us, one for the neiglbouriug Diocese of
Niagara, one for the United States, and tvo for England. There have come to us
during that period, five from the biocese of Niagara, one from Iuron, one from
Moutreal, one from New Brunswick, and one fron Ontario, being nine in all.

Since the last meeting of Synod, I have held four Ordinations, three in this city,
and one in the town of Barrie. At these, five wvere admitted Deacons, and seven
were advanced to the Priesthood; two churches in that interval have been consecrated.

Some decrease in te number of candidates for confirmation during the past
twelve months, as compared with former announcements, is a necessary consequence
of the separation froii us of the six populous countties which now compose the
Diocese of Niagara. As these supplied, at the litest average, 650 candidates per
attuni, our relative progress in this respect mill be found to have been fairly main-
tained Confirmations have been hîeld at eighty-four places, and thero have been
adnitted to that rite, since the last meeting of Synod, 516 males, and 727 females,
in all 1243.

BIENNIAL MEETINGS OF SYNOD.
The project I sutggested it my address to the Synod last year, which could not

then be constitutionally acted upon. namely, that they should be held once in two
years, instead of anînually as ut present, is, I am gIad to perceive, now to be taken
up Having, on that occasion, stated what I believed te be the advantages of the
arrangement proposed, I need not repeat therm now. Without imperilling, by its
adoption, the fiscal interests of the Diocese, but rather improving them, it is of
importance te have the opportunity of discussing as a body what may conduce to

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the spiritual growth of the Church, and to the increase and spread of personal
religion. It would help us, I trust, to work with more eflicacy in the attempt to
arrest the terrible and revolting

INCREASE OF CBIME AND MORAL DEGRADATION.
Which we arc daiily pained to hear, and rend of. The liceuse of opinion upon

vital truths, into which so many, professing themselves Christian believers, are
drifting, lias without doubt largcly conduced to this lowering of the moral sense, and
loosening of restraint upon the selfislh passions and evil inclinations of men. The
effects thaxt were ineant to follow such statements as those, " By the terrors of the
Lord wu persuade men," I After death the judgment," are being most seriously
weakened by ie discussions in the secular papers and otherwise that have recently
been pursued, in reference to man'd future destiny, nnd what is te be the condition
and the durtion of it.

Nothing can be more distinct and decided than our Lord's own words upon a
future recompense to the righteous, and rettibution te the wicked; and that this
should in chtoît case he everlasting. We are not furnished except in a brief and
figurative nianner, with any statemient of the character of thiat future punishment
or reward. Sinilitudes are drawn from what ourselves know and can comprehend
of the happiness of the saved and the sufferings of the lost. The revelation fromn the
Lord himself. followed by his Apostles. can scarcely be misunderstood. That man
obtains bis final and enduring hanpiness by his recovery through Christ of the lost
image of God in which lie was at first created ; and that lie is doomed, as a neces-
sary consequence, to eternal reinorse and in -ery through his neglect or refusal to
employ the means by which that holiness is recovered that fits him for heaven.

'he revelations of Christ are, in fact, repetitions of what have been the instincts
of mankin') in every age ; invtincts, e iust believe, implanted by Hlim who made
afterwards positive annoutcenents of the truth te whicli they point. We cannot,
for instance, read in ancient poets pictures of the life that exists after death, without
feeling that the idea was not sinply a poetic fancy, but an implanted conviction,
running on from the date of man's fill. and oibtaining confirniation from the Saviour
c: the world in the fulness of tine. It appears to be as oid as the idea of propitia-
tory sacrifices, se universally entertained and acted upon throughout the worid.
Either of these would bec nost unlikely human invention ; their introduction would
be unaccouittable, unless as having comîîe by revelation fron God.

Fron the earliest period in the world's history, there was no doubt a cause for
this general and deeply implatnted persuasion. It could not fail to prove the most
effectua) restraint upon licentious living, and crimiinal acts ; it would b the surest
preventive of the fall of man inito the lowest deptits of inoral degradation. The brute
creation are moved te violence and cruelty, titrougl liutger and other natural
inceitives; in man there is a power to continue wickedness, and devise cruelties,
which brutes do tint posess. lin man, then, there iust be implanted motives of
restraint proportionate to his power of doing cvil. This would be necessary for
the protection of his fellow-men, and for naintaining a due sense of the moral
governneut of God.

It would he easy to adduice evidence from the history of the world, both ancient
and modern, tint moerality lias been lowered, and crime incrcased, wlerever the
belief bas prevailed that there is no future, inucli less eternal, punlislment, When
heathen pliilosopheirs, a little anterior te the Christian era. gave currency to the
opinion that the apprehenîsion of future punishmetnt frot their gods was a groundless
one, and infused doubts as to the exitence of any God at all, it is stated by Roman
writers. aînd cotfitmed by St. Paul in his epistile addressed te that people, that the
most disabt ous consequences folloied Trust and faith were discarded, perjury
practised wibthout A me, and every excess of licentiousness, wantonness, and cruelty
wasrecklesIy indulged.

The same results were apparent in England in the latter part of the seventeenth
century, in the reign of Charles the Second. Aiuongst the efforts of the sceptical
writers of thiat day. there was the attempt to etmancipate the minds of men from the
appreieusion of divine punishmtent in a future vorld. Along vith contempt of
religion, the grossest licentiousness prevailed, tfecting even the highest ranks.
The same was observable in France during the Revolution in the latter part of the
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eiglteenth century, the frenzy of excitement wbioh drove so many of the people into
the most terrible excesses of crime, was studiously fostered by the denial in ligh
and inlfluential quarters, of the existence of God, and contempt of the idea that any
future retribution was to be apprehended from such a Boing. We seon ta have
fallen upon such evil days ourselves. and nothing will prove an effectual check to
the spreading calamity, but a firin, honest nitntenance, and pronulgation, of the
revealed truth that the punishment of the wicked, as well as the reward of the
righteous, shall bu everlasting.

To assert any other helief, wouild be to strik6 at the root, and destroy the
foundation and purpose, of Christianity itself. The great fact that the Son of God
came into the world to make atonement for the sins of its people by the sacrifice of
himself, would be shorn of its significaince if the opinion we are protesting against
could ho allowed a place beside it. We could not permit ourselves to think that a
sat' -e so vast, so tremendous, would have been made unless to avert from man a
calamity in some degree commensurate with the cost at which it vas to be removed.
To imagine that an atonement so inconceivably great and precious shaould have been
made merely to heighten the well-being, or lessen the ills of man during his sojourn
upon earth, this vould be an unworthy, a fatal conception We could not conceive
the need of such an atonement, if this iwas to be the limitation of its purpose; if it
were to have no bcaring upon man's immortal lire. Itis not for us to speculate with
a dangerous and irrevent freedom upon the hcavernly revelations touching this
momentous subject. Ilere, we are rennnded, ve "see through a glass dlarkly";
it were vain, as well as presumptuous. ta aim at perfectnes )f vision as respects the
mysteries of the world after death ; we are not, it is certain, to possess it while on
earth. "Clouds and darkness are round about" the Almighty; it is not meant that
we should penetrate those shadows; neither the full glory, nor the glooma of the
eternal world shall ever be unveiled to us in this oui' transition state. We bave the
fact of both conditions revealed to us, let us be centent. with this, and not attempt
solutions of which we are incapable,

Having feit myself called upon to offer a few thoughts on this mnomentous topie
in consequence of the unhappy discussions it bas recently awakenied, and the
disturbance perhaps in many cises. of old and settled convictione. I proceed to soine
remarks on a subject of great local interest and impumrtapce. the due and suitable

SUSTENTATION OF THE CLERGY.

In viewing the state of our Mission Fund, as compaired with its condition
twelve months ago, we are not without grounds of satisfaction and hope. In many
instances, there lias been an improvenemnt in the amount of contributiorc ; there lhas
been a more general effort t come up ta the amouut of assessment for this object
submitted to the several parishes of the Diocese. We must confess. nevertheless,
that the work which is dependent upon the existence and growth of that Fund, is
being seriously crippled. Some special, vigorous effort must therefore be made to
raise it ta such a condition that, not only shîould all deficiencies be made up, but a
surplus be at our disposal for the extension of our missionary work. An appeal on
this ground, to the sympathies and obligations of churchnei at largo, I mneani a
special appeal irdependent of the ordiary annual ci dims. could setrcely fail ta
obtain a general and lîberal response. If a fittinig machinery for thlis purjese were
put in motion. with energetic and assiduous workers, why should we not say within
three years, raise the amnount o ton thousand dollars ?

At the same time faithful and generous churchien are led more and more to
lament and deprecate the existence of any rival iovement or organization for the
sustentation of the Clergy, as veakening the ability to meet the iicreasing demand
for the ministrations of the Church, ttnd keeping in more injurious prominence the
spirit of party, divi"ion, and strife. Vith teniderness to every conscience, and respect
for the varieties of religious thouglt and persuasion which prevail, we cannot but
feel that, with the most charitable conc'stion to such differing sentiments, a way
might be found for the judicious and usefui expanditure on missionary vork of any
separate funds obtained fur that olject in narnony, and certainly iot in conflict with
the establishei organizations of the Diocese. It would be sad and painful ta observe
that, from such separate accumulations, no strength or expansion is being given ta
our missionary efforts; that while taere is a withdrawal from the means of the one
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side, there is no aparrent employment of them for their intended purpose on the
other side.

AIthongh there lins been no direct recal of the rash accusation made nearly two
years ago, that the greant body of the Clergy who are assisted by the Mission Board,
are unifaiithfttio the genuine principles of the Chiurch as understood at the Roform-
igtion. and embrhîaced in the formularies of the Chureli, we cannot but feel persuaded
that the nnuber of tiose mnust be eMtremuely few. who Can ser'iously believe ihat such
aceutisions are well founded, aid ievwer -tili who would venture to desigunte the
individtuals to whomil they would attach its reproach. I 1n persuaded that the
Clergy genierally of this Diiocese have an intelligent and bearty conception of the
great vital doctrine ofjustiication by f.aith, and inake it a promlinent topie of their
te-clhing. I have a confidence that there is no holding baick 'of the fundamental truth
thus expressed in our elevenîth article, that ' We are. accounted righteous before God,
ontly for the nerit of our Lord and Saviour Jesuîts Christ by faith, and not for our
own vor-ki or deservitgs." But while they mainitain and prouulgate this uida-
mental teiet, they must not be accnsed of violating its letter or spirit, if the., nsist
upol the manifestation of irs fruits and resuilts in the individual life. The Apostle
St. James is explicit and urgent in insisting upon the "1good works" which should
follow the nccept:atce of thait vital truth. lie shews how unprofitable such a
profession of fiaitth would be without its consistent inflinence upon the daily life, how,
without such fruits the justifiontion could niot be complete.

And the cordial reception of that leading tenet should incite to, rather than
dissuade fron wlhat is terned a "l Sacramental Religion,'" not in the reproachful
sense in wiich it is often adduced, but il its true' and evaugelicail meanintg. It is
faith in the justifying mtlerits "tf Christ w hih incites his ftolowers tu a reverence for,
and tlie use ofhis *wr intsîitttted Sacrament- : to that oue, preemntently, whi places
su significantly and imapressivcly before us Its great sacrifice on the cross for the
siAs of the world. The Clristian feels tl.at in his commuenoratioti he brings hiitself
closer t the Savioiur who died f;r hima -le is thereby more deeply stirred to
repent of, antd forsake the sins which matie ltat atonement necessnry. Through
this strikin:r remnembrancer of the Saviour's love, ie is impelled more strongly to
the itankuliess wlich shows itself in loving works for imh. It rotses him in
isstude. it rentvates bima in weariness, it gives him courge and strength in
spiritual tiali. And uniting Lint tits in more cl'se communion with his Lord, it
ais hin ii his stl rings for the holy mnind la pure ex:tple (tf that Lord. It helps
to realize what Bishop Jeremy Taylor, in his [ly Living, si beautifully representts,

" & those crealtures that live amougst tho siRçws if the imountints, turi Vlite, witi
thteir food and conver.ation with such perpetual wiitenesses, .so our souls nay be
transformed into the sitiilitude and union with Christ by our perpetuail feeding on
him, atid conveOrsations not only in his cou- ts, but in his very heart, and most secret
affections, anti incomtpnrale purities." If this het a Sacramental religion, then it
oVes itself to a full aitnd deep appreciation ttf the Saviour's great atonement. It is
evolved, as wve mttay Say, from a thankful, dutifil cutemplation of t he vay and menus
by which the etfected our justification beforc God; it is an evidence of the faiith by
which vo lay lhtld (tn ihat bouon.

Wiile wle mtst regret and depreeate ill-timed and ill-considored discussions upon
a subject so sacred. e shall iope that a elentrer perception. and bigher appreciation
of thei dities tint dow fr.tïm it, vill atfter ail be entertaiied and extended. It hts
been a suiject tf coigratulation ihat, in the aakened etrnestness of miembers and
ininisters of the Church during the lst forty yetas comunions have become more
frequent, und coinntmnicntts have been very largely itcreased. This bas helped to
render the public worship of Goi more of a realaiy. It is remaoving the impression,
long so wrongfully entertained, that we go ta ite bouse of Gad to be hearers rather
titan orshippers, that the prayer and praiso which are the essentials of that worship
are of Iess importanco aii ber.fit than preacihing. This happy change bas widely
affected our Canadian Dioceses. Mare stress is now being laid upon a devout,
eattesi, elevating service, reaching the sou and improvng the life, than upon the
richest eloqutence of the humait prencher. Not that even "l the foolishness of
preacliintg" is to bu undervalued. It is a poverful auxiliary to the exe'cises of
God's bouse of prayer; it is especially so, if it nids to produco the conviction that
no human utternces of exhortation or of warning can, in their influence upon the

Il
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soul, bear comparison viti those Pervices of the Churcli which bring us into nearer
communion with our God, and Saviour, and Sanctifier, and surround us with the
atmosphere of heaven.

These reniarks naturally lead to some words upon the duty of the Clcrgy to be
conscientiously strict in their

OBSERYANCE OF THE DIRECTIONS OF TUE CHURCH

in the manner of performing its services. No one has a right to slight those
requireients, eitier by introduciug what are obvious incongruities, or dispensing
vith what is manifestly essential to the comipleteness and editication of tho service
In visiting Churches througlhout the Diocese, I notice occasional irregularities which
cean b adverted tu with a total absence of the spirit of censure or rebuke. As an
instance, I may affirm that it was never meant that, in the Invocations of the blessed
Trinity at the commencement of the Litany, the people should repeat tie words after
the minister, as they wvould in lie Lord's Prayer, or Geneiral Confession ; but that'
the people are ta wait until the minister has finished, before repeating theiselves
those humble addresses to the Triune Deity. Would the response, it is natural to
ask, ba inserted separately, if it were not ta b repeated separately ? This may
possibly be regarded as a matter little worthy of notice: but nothing is ta be so
regarded that is obvionsly an inf'irgeinent of the directions of thle Church; which is
likely ta be viewed as a novelty and innovation, aud is calculattd tu disturb the
minds of many earnest and pious worshippers.

If ail, too should be careful not to shew indiffcrence to the solemn declaration,
that they " will conforn ta the Liturgy as it is by law established," it must be loft
to the consciences of those who have inade this declaration, low far they are vio-
lating it, when, after the alms and oblations of the congregation are laid upon the
holy table, they fail to repeat the prayer that specially asks of God the acceptauce
of those alins and ofierings.

In ny address ta the Synod in 1809, 1 adverted in ea:rnest terms ta the duty of
solemnizing marriages in the place ii whici we are explicitly desired ta do so.
This service is aîppointed to take place, not in any private dwelling; not at the
residence of the bride's father or mother, as its frequently announced; but in the
house of God. To separate the ceremonial fron an association su holy, is practi-
cally to deny that natrimony is itself holy, as our Prayer Book declares it ta b
It is to treat a.s withont significance, the comlparison an apostle makes of it with
the Churcli as the spouse of Christ. It is a fact, indeed, nor to be disputed, that a
clergyman is not faithiful to tie requirenients of the Church, if lie slould soleinize
ioly matrimony in any other plaice chan the houie of Godi. Should peclilar ex-
ceptional cases present themslves,-and doubtless there will be suci.--in which, he
should consider a relax ition of that raie to be iecess iry, he would discover it to
be a prudent and satisfactory course ta communicete with his Ordinary on the par-
ticulars of sucli cases, beforo conhnitting lhimself to the irregularity which has
becone so frequent, and is proving so injurious.

I shall not, my brethrien, trespaî any longer upon your time thian to state
briefly the increasing claims upou our symnpathies and lielp of

FOREIGN MISSIONS.

Ve have falt deeply the obligation in the case of the Diocese of AIgona, and I
trust that our efforts to mieet it wilt be crowned with suîccess. We havi. done sie-
thing for Rupert's Land ; but the appeal, about ta be placed in the ianids of the
menibers of the Synodirom the Biuip of that territory, pleads for furtlier and cou-
tinued assistance. By its clear andi persuasive stateients w'e cannot fait to b
atiected ; all that is required is to take action upon then. The sun asked froim us
would be but a mit eaci froum the individuals of the Diocese, and but a smlll
ainount from each of our parishes; aid if these do not anticipate us in assessing
themiselves for a proportionate offering-, they wvould receive, I ami per suadqed, withi
grace and favour any practical suggeti>ns on this point froi the Commnittee on
Foreign Missions which has recently been organized in this city. Nor ivould this
Comnittee fail ta act for anotier claima it,-the Diocese of Saskatchewan ; whose
energetic Bishop is suing for aid ta introduce Gospel light and privileges ta sa many

1~
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benighted ones within tho area of bis allotted oversight. To all such rensonable,
and justitin ble appeale, there siould be a ready response fron those who have
never liemselves been without those privileges ; whose lot it never lins been to live
in that darkniess nnd shadow of death in which so many of the Indians of this
Continent are piaced.

llnving brought my words to a conclmsion, I have now to express my hope that
this se:.-oui of our S nod will prove a pleasant and a prosperous one. Sucli will
as-suredly be the issue, if ail its members shall adIdress themxîselnes fnithfully and
honestly to its wYork, with the love of Chr.t, and love of the brethren con-
straining then ; wiith the iearty determintion to make all their deliberations and
acts conducive to the maintenance of untity nd pece. Alay the lioly Spirit so
nove antd direct us, tiat of this Synod it many bo fult and said, that it laboured
dutifully and earnestly for the hiarmony and union, and the edification and happi-
ness, of all ihose menibers of God's Church whose spiritual well.being it was
appointed to pronote.

THE DIOCESE OF SASKATCIIEWAN.

His Lordship, the presiding Bishop, introdueod the B ision of
Saskatchewan, who was warmnly ieceivet.

The I7islop thanked the Synod for the hearty manner in which he was received.
le stated he had a Diocese of 801) miles square, and if he divided it by a line into

two equal parts it -wosld bo foumnd that on the eastern side the Chureh of England
adil threce miisions to the Iidians, one in the East River District and the others in

tleSaskastcliewan District. Ou the western side, passing froin Carlton, there vas
a square of 30l0 miles of country coutaining the heathen Crem, mmy thousands of
whom were in darkness. And le pointed out that although there was a mission at
Carlton, the msissionaries of the Church of LEngland had iot been able to go farter
to reach these Indians. Tie oily Protestant imisîions there-and they were carried
on vigorously aid sucessfully-wer those of the Wesleyan *Methodists. That was
a bad position fer the Chirclh of England to be in, as the Indians were anxious for
opportunities to hear its inisters. 'Tlie MIuunted Police Force lad done its duty
properly, and life and property was as safe there as here, and it was the intention
of the Governent to collect the Indians together to place then ou reserves and
inake a treaty vith tlien. Witi suci an opportunity lie thoughît the Church should
endeavour to reacli thei. Ie had travelled aonmîg the Indians to a great extent,
fron the bonnidary line of his Diocese to a point 300 miles north of the Saskatche-
rWa and 750 miles north of Fort Garry, and lie had spent among the Indians some

of his best minssioiary experiences. It was his intention as soon as possible to
establibli a theological college for the training of native clergymen, for lie believed
a religion vould iever take deep roît among the people wliile it was taught by
foreign teachers. So far lie hiad beeii successfil, and lad trained his natives to bo
readers. andi lie hoped in a short time that ho would ordain sonie deacons. lu
conclusion ihe.uirged upon his hearers the requirenicnts of his Diocese.

Rev. Rurai Dean Givins assured his Lordship that the clergy of this Diocese
feit fully the deinands of the Canadi:iin missions aong the Indians upon thein, ani
they were prepared to assist the Diocese of Saskatchewan by means of tlc Society
for Promoting Canadian Missions.

CLOSE OF THE SYNOD.

The Lord Dishoip of Toronto then closed the Synod. In doing so lie congratu-
lated the inembers on the arriving at the conclusion of their labours, to which they
had applied themselves heartily and sincerely. At the opening of the Synod he' ex.-
pressed his hope that the session would be both pleasant and profitable. Although
bis expectations on that point miglit not have been fully realized, he felt that what-

mi
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ever differences of opinion there wore wore, not intended to prevent the harmony
and union in the greant work of promiting the interest of the Church. He trusted
that they would be approaching closer and closer to the sentiment prevailing in
primitive tiimes, of being of one heart and one soul.

The Benediction was then pronounced by the Bishop, and the Synod

The Executive Cominittee beg to report, in respect of a resolution (moved at
the last meeting of the Synod by the Rev. John Fletcher, MA., and seconded by
Dr. O'3Icara, and carried,) to the following eTect:-" That . mentorial be presented
to the Provincial Parliament, praying 'Int te powers conferred by the Act 129- 0
Vic. chap 15, on the Provincial Syuod (relating to the Church Temporalities Act),
or powers to the sanie effect. be co»^erred on the Intcorporated Synod of the Diocese
of Toronto, and that the Executive Cummittee be empowered to carry out the sub.
ject of this rebolution ":-

Tiat the Committee did not consider it espedient to memorialize the Provincial
Legislature on this subject.

The subject of the reduction of the exprnses of the Synod Office, in proportion
to the reduction of the ireonme of the Synod by the crection of the Diocese of Nia-
gara, has been brought before the Executive Committce.

The present expenses are ns follows:-Secretatry's sl1ary,1.4 00; allowance
for book-kaper, $800=$2,200. The presentnmessengerbeing paid lty the Secretary.

It is proposed to pay the Secretary $1,400, and to allow for Book-keeper $200,
and for MeFsenger m00=I,800, making a reduction of w0, whicht is in the
opinion of the Committee, the largest reduction which can be nnde consistently

'with the efficient discharge of the duties of the Synod Office.

Report of the Clergy Commutation Trust Committee, for the year
ending April 30th, 1876.

The Clergy Trust Committee beg leave to report as follows:-

Schedule A. exhibits all the first-class securities held by the',Trust.
Schedule B. gives an approximate estimate of the present condition of the

Fund.

Schedule C. gives au approximate estimate of the charges on the Fund.
No arrangenient having been effected vith the Synod of Niagara regarding

that portion of the Pund claimed by them, the Comrnittee .iave treated the accounts
in the sanie nianner as if no division of the Toronto Diocese had taken place, but
they cannot refrain froin expressing their regret that it should b necessary se
to do, as until such arrangement is made, the state of the Fund and the question
of surplus cannot possibly bc settled.

During the past year the Committee have made some progress in vinding up
the ontstanding assets of the Trust, increasing the Schedule A., and dininishing
proportionately sone of the items form-erly appearing in Sohedule B. By last
year's report the amount of fist class securities belonging to the Trust was
8492,190.9--it is now $508,283.23. The total amount of the Fund in 1875 was
s~1,011.2~-it is now $570,078.77.

On account of the Fatrmer and de Blaquiere loan the Committee have been able
to realize froni the Macqueen mortgage, by the sale of the property covered by it,
-Z6,500. From the sale of other lands and franm the Hamilton property, have been
realized $3,013.37, leaving still outstanding lands and mortgages valued at $4,500
and the ;500 balance on timber cut, which, with Mr. Cameron's debt, complete the
amount of the Fund.

The Comnittee are under the painful nccessity to report that no portion of
Mr. Cameron's indebtedness has been paid durinz the past year. Ile las given a
bill of exchange, payable in London, which. when discharger], will recoup the
preniuins on his lit'e policies, which have been advanced by the Comnittee. On the
1st January last the arrears of principal on hiis bond amtîounted to $9,00, and of
interest to .7, 24 54.

. The Committee found it necessary in November last to transfer to the Court of
Equity, the suits which they lad instituted against him in Law; and they hopo that
this long-pending matter will be drawn to a close without further delay.

The lameuted dcath of the Rev. Canon Daldwin witl reniove a charge of $486.67
on the Fund fron October next, when the hast paynent under the by-law will be
made to his widow.

The incomo for the ensuing year, for the Diocese of Toronito and Niagara, is
estimated at .929,5%9 vhilst the claims as at present existing, witi expenses, -Till
anount to $27,896.92, Icaving a surp!us of SI,0G92 0, and the Committee would
have been very gla: if it had been possible to appropriate this suni; but until the
claini of Niagara Synod was adjusted, they diI not feel themselves in a position to
do so, as the heavier payments required from Toronto, rmight have absorbed the

liole of thr. income falling to their share.

Report of the Mission Board for the Year Ending 30th April, 1876.

During the past year the reccipts from collections, subscriptions, donations, and
interest on debentures amointed to 8449.94, and froin Parochial guarantees to916i,3!0.70J. The grants to Missions during the saine period aniounted to 0364.82,
and the expenditure on accint of Parochial guarantees, to 10, 12 20.

On the 30th April, 1875, the Mission Fund was overdrawn to the amount of
.27.31. By reference to the detailed stateiment of receipts and expenditure,

ippended liereto, it vill be founl tiat on the :th Apri', I1870, tlIat overdrawn
b.1aince had increased to t0.8%.90 subject, however. to reduction by the amount
of the debt duc by the Dicese cf Niagara, $:1110.24, ivith interest from 1st May,

The state of the Mission Fund lias engaged the anxious consideration of the
Mission Board duriug the past year.

A Conmitteo haviiigbeen appointed in Avgust last to ascertain what proportion
iniglt bu expected froin the oifferent congregatioins of the Dioceze towards the
support of the ssinary woi rk of the Diocese and to report to the Lord Bisop,
bis Lordshi*p, at the request of your Boari, issued the following Pastoral letter cn
the 7th October last, basel on the report or that Cociniittee-it having been
ascertained that in order to pay off the intlebtedness existin- at tliat date and
to incet the expenditure of the then curieut year, a suin of $13,500 would be
required:#

1 I feel assured tiat you share very deeply witli nie in the anxiety experienced
froi the present conîditionî of our Mission Funîîd, and in the de-ire tlat neans
slould 1 c devi"ed, iand acted upon as promîi Oly as poissihlc, to restore it to
such a Tositiolin tlat its einbarrasmenits may be cleared away, its present
work iî:aiîîî:inted, anîîd nid afforded for its steady extenion.

" At the Quarterly 'Meeting of the Mission Board cn the 13tlh of Augnst last,
tbis subject was fuly and eariestly discu-seil ; an the resuilt unauiniously
arrived at was, that a Cominittee should be appoinàted to fix an amonunt of
assessiment upon each Parih. fairlv and equiitably calculatedu, vlich would
neet all these obligations of the Board. Aid in commnîuînienitiig to you the
anount for whieh your Parish is asessed, far the year conmencing witlh
this date, it is to Ieundeistood that it is intended to coipireliend the two
established \nnual Collections in Jaiuary andîl July, the Collection on the
Day of Thanksgiving ifter larvest, and the collections froin louse to house
throughout the Pairisi. On conpaîing the anmouint fixed upon by the
Commnittee with whîat has becn froin ail thse sources renitted in p2st years,
it will not, in inuy istacs, be found nuc to "exceel what lias foerinrly
heen contrihutcd. Where it does exceed the renittances of pastyeaîrs, it is
believed that the Parishes thus issessed will consider that ieitlier their means
nocr their good-will have been over-estiniatvl.

We shall have to rely iuch upon your individial cn-operation iu this effort:
by your bringing the subject of our Missioiary work aid its cliins.zealousy
and practically before your entigregations, and by your affording such personal
advocacy inid aid ii the cllectioin of funds as yo mnay be able te render. A
unîîited and hearty effort in this belialf cannot fail to realize our best hopes;
and, with the generonîs maintenance of our present staff of Missionaries, afford
us tlie ncans of steadily increasing their nîumîber."

As the response te the ahovc appeal will not be conplete uintil after all returns
are mainde on accouit of thc' c>lectinu ta be made during next nonth. your Board
arc iot yet in a position to report hoiw far the assezsnent bas been made up ; but
vhile sone of our Missions have already sent in more than they were assessed fer,
the larger nuriber have fallen short-soine having not, as yet, made any response
at all.
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At the regular quarterly meeting on tbe 12th of May last your Board made its
annual revision of the Mission Fund Pny List, and adopted the saine as follows,-for

scale by iwhich grants to missions mnay be gralually reduced, your Board begs to
subinit to the Synod the following proposai presented by the sub-comtittee, and
adopted by the Board:

That Missions iercafter placed on the lis.t be xeferred by the Board, at their
discretion, to one of tie tirce folluwing schledulets:
Schîdule A. to receive a grant for ten years. -200 for the first three years,

reduced by S25 every subsequent yeir, thus leaving the graut of
the tenth year only $25.

Schidule B. to receive a graut for seven yearz, -200 for the first thrce years,
reduced by $40, every subsequnat year, thus leavinîg the grant for the
seventh year only $40.

Scledule a. to receive a grant for five yearq. 't200 for the first three years, $125
for the fourth year, .$50 for the fifth year.

Schedule D. Exceptional cases not inicluded under the above, in which the reduc-
tion shall be in siiuilar proportions.

If in any instance the original grant be more than K200, the annual reduction
shall be in proportion.

Travelling Missions shall bc niaintainel at the discretion of the Board at an
annual grant not exceeding 8600.

Missions already on the list my he suljected, fromt .1Tly, 1877, to reduction at
tie rate of schedule A., B. or C., or tu larger reduction, as the Board may
deem expedient.

Appended to this Report will be found detailed stateme3nts of receipts and ex-
penditure for tbe year ending 30th April last, on account of the Indian Mission
Fund, the Algoma Mission Fund, and the Day of Intercession Collection.

In regard to the Diocese of Algoma, your Board adopted the following resolu-
tions at their meeting in Auguet, 1875, viz.:

" That this Board would respectfnlly recommend his Lordship the Bisbop to
order at sone favorable tie a special collection, in order to raise the pro-
portion due by this Diocese for the stipend of the Missionary Bishop of
Algona; and that meanwhile the Secretary-Treasurer b instructed te con-
tinue tle þaymets on this accounit." Also, " That the Secretary bo instructed
to inform the Bishop of Algorma that, iii the opinion of this Board, this

In accordance with the above recommendation, the Lord Bishop, on the 16th of
May last, issued the following appeal to the Clergy of the Diocese:-

After careful and anxious consideration of the ments for meeting the obligations
of tins Piocese to the Dincese of Algorra, it ias been decided that our
speediest and simplest method would be to tricot tire amoint of our quota for
the current year,-which vill extend to 1st May, 1877,-by a general collec-
tion tirougiouit our parishes and missions on WIrLTSUNDAY next, being the
Joirth day of June.

The quota our liice has to suppliy, since the sepmaration from us of the Diocese
of Miagara, is i -100 per annumr ; and to assure this suai, the amount required
front the several parisihes is apportioned as equitably as possible.

Tiat appeal, it is ielieved, has been answered by tie viole Diocese, and the
returns are nrow being sent in to the Synod Oflice.

In conclirsion, the Mission Bard beg respectfully to represent to theSynod that
tire expericrnce of past years greatily discourages tien in the attempt to make
arrangments for a Misionary Meeting during the Sessior of Synod, tnd tiat they
have conrseqruenrtly abstaiined frorn doing so tins year, and would request the Synod
to reconsider the resolution wiichî has imposed tins duty upon tihemt.

R eport of the Widows and Orphans' Fund and Theological Students'

Fund Committee, for the Year ending 30th April, 1876.
The Statement of Receipts and Expenditure appended to this Report, renders it

î-'necessary for the Committee to do more than draw attention to the general condi-
li"n of the Fund, whiclh, they regret to be obliged to say, is anytbing but satisfac-
tory.

The income of the past year shewed a falling off of about $167 from that of the
previons year, and was insufficient for the demtnds upon the Fund; for while the
total expenditure to bo met was $5,434.98, the total receipts were only $4,792.99,
leaving a deficiency. or. verdrnwn balance, of $642.

ln addition to this, the paymente on account of pensions on the let July will
ho $1.242, by vhich the iniebtediebs of the Fund will bc increased to $1,884.
Snch being its position, the Conmittee feit themselves compelled, however relue-
tantly, to notify the annuitants that, while the paymonts Iue on the lst July wonild
be m <de in full, seeing tiat the seven weeks between the May meeting of the Com-
mnitteo and the lt July did not afford suflicient notice of a reduction, no paynents
could bc made on the 1st October uiless some provision for the sanie should be
made hy the Synod.

The amount required for the present year will probably not beless than that of
the list, viz., $5.291, anuginented by re-payment of the above overdrawn balance
(8642) to a total of $5 933. The proportion of this to be borne by this Diocese will
be abont $3600, as six of the widows and five families of orphans will be transferred
to Niagira.

It should he understood that the present Report his referetce to the Widows
and Orpiants' Fund of this Diocese ns constituted previous to the separation of the
Diocese ot Niagara, the Fund being still administered by this Diocese, your Coim-
mittec not having been yet n tified by the Conmîîissioners of the aîmounts to be re-
tained by this Diocese, and transferred to that of Niagara. The invested and pro-
ductive capital'of the Fund sands at-

Theolopical Students' Fund.
The whole aailabie income of the year jtst closed compares unfavourably with

that of the previous year, being $846 50 for the hst year, and $1173.96 for the pre-
Cedinîg period; but as the income of 1875 liad been incrcased by a re-payment of
$120 fron one of the Exhihitioners, the actual falling off has been $207.46.

The balance in hand to tacet the payments, amounting to $280, for the present,
or Easter, termt, is only $134.22; consequently the account nmust be overdrawn to
the anount of$145.78, or the paymuents for the terni be proportionately diminishted.

Since the Meeting of the Synod, in June last, two 9tudents have been ordained,
viz., Mr. Ledingham, in October last, to the mission of West Mulmur, and Mr.
1anna, in January, to that of Perrytovn.

Your Committee baving received a communication from the Rev. E. F. Wilson,

in vhich he protested against the assessmient for Synod expenses of moneys received
on account of the Shingwauk Home, and stated that lie failed to sec how the Mis-
siouary Diocese of Algoma could in anry way cone within the laws made for the
Diocese of Toronto ; and iaving taken the matter into consideration, suggest to the
Synod that the smin of $49.88, paid to the General Purposes Fund as the assess-
ment for 1874 on moules contributed to the Home, be carried to the credit of the
said Institution.

CANON ON CONSTITUTION OF VESTRIES OF ItE CHURCHES.
At the last session of Synod (sec pages 178-179 of Synod Report), it was moved

by the Rev. C. WY. Paterson, B. C. L., and seconded by Rev. Rural Dean Allen,
M. A.:-

" That the folloving addition be made to Section 1 of the Canons of the Synod of
the Diocese of Toronto (page 277 ' Constitution of Veqtries of Free Churcihes,')
That after the words ' habitually attendinrg worship in suci church,' the followiNug
be added: ' And that such person lias contributed the sum of at least five dollars
during the past year toward the support of the said churchl:' and the words i habi-
tuailly attending worship in sueh churcli,' shall be taken to mean attendaince (unless
prevented by sickness or somle other unavoidable cause) at one-haif, at least, of Ile
regular Suntlay services of the snid church during the previous twelve imonthrs.
And no member of such congregation shall be allowed to take any part in the busi-
ness of the parish, unleL lc shall have comiplied vith these requirements. And
the said declaration shall be sigued arnually at the Easter meeting."

And it was moved in amendinent by De. Hodgins, and seconded by the Clerical
Sceretary :-

" Thiat the resolution of Rev. Mr. Paterson bc referred to the General Purposes,
Statistics, and Assessment Committee, ivith a request that the Committee report, if
posible, ut the next meeting of Synod, some practical menasure of relief froin the
evils complained of."

Tie aurendment hravinrg been carried, this sulject has, during the recess, occu-
pied the continued and anxious consideration of your committee, and they beg to
report the following as, in ireir opinion, the proper imendinent to be made to the
Canon:-

" That on page 277 of the Canons, aifter the words 'Englarwd and Ireland,' the
following bc added: 'And to bave attended, at least, one-third of the regila.r
Sunday services in the said church during the previous twelve months (unless pre-
vented by sickness or some other unavoidable cause), and to have contributed ac-
cording to tieir ability and as God liatn blessed them to the support of that church,
and to have taken no part at any vestry meeting in any other parist durirg the
year-aud no member of such congregation shall be allowed to take part in the
business of the vestry meeting unless ie shall have complied with tiese require-
rents-and the said declaration shall be signed annuailly at the Easter meeting-
and being so forred," &c.

rAiRocuIAL STATISTICS.
The list of questions (Parochial Statisties) ias been revised and arnended by

your Committee during the recess-several qu etions being onitted.
in regard to the possibility of adopting sonie mxeans to enforce the answering such

questions it was considered by your Comnittee tbat the same could be best effected
by the clergy being required, to answcr them but once in three years, and they re-
solved to submit such tieir opinion to the consideration of bis Lurdsbip the Bishop
of the Diocese. lis Lordship forwarded to your Comrittee bis opinion as fol-
lows:-

8(I think a return every alternate year vould be sutlicient, but veor1d not object
to once in three years, if it be the general recommendation of the Lixmmittee. I
approve of the abbreviations." And thercupon your Committee passed the follow-
ing resolution:-

" That the suggestion of the Bishop bc adopted, and tiat the statistical report
from the Clergy and Churclwardens be requiired every alternate year; and your
Committee ivould further suggest that the Synod appoint a special Committee to
devise some effective menus of making the answering of these questions obliigatory."

Thn Committee regret tlmat, during the past yeir un Sunday Schnnl Convention
bas been held, except in the Denery of East Simcoe. of which they beg to co-nmu-
nicate the following report. The Clergy of the Dennery assemibled at Orillia on
Wednesday aod Thursdany. the 12thi and 1.3th of January. On the former day a
Ruridecanal meeting vas held, with Divine service in the evening. and on Thursday,
at 10 a. m., a Sunday Sebool Convention was held by the Clergy in St. James's Par-
ochial School Houso. .After prayers by thse Rural Dean, Canon Morgan, in the
absence of the appointed essayist (Mr. French,) delivered a practical address on the
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subject of Sunday School Training. The discussion was well kept up by the clergy.
Mr. Atderson nd Mr. Fletcher urged the importance of preparation hy the teach-
ers. .1r. Bradshaw spoke on the advantnge of special services for children. Mr.
French havingjust arrived. delivered his address on Sunday School Training. H1e
shewed himsielf master of the subject, having had a long experience in England.
Mr. IRarris spoke of the importance of teaching the children to respond as a menus
of producinrg heartiness in Divine worship. The Chairnan then requestedi any of
the teachers avlo wvere present, to take part in the discussion, on which Captain Mc-
lknara. illustrated the difficulty of answering mainy of the.questions asked by the
scholars, and requested the naines of books vhich would bc useful iu assisting
teachers to prîepare tlemselves for their vork. The Rural Dean strongly condenned
the neglect of due discipline in respect of children, and urged on Sundry Schonl
teachers the importance of endeavourinrg to counterct this cvil. Mr. Bradshaw
reconmmnvelded a bouk to be kept iu which the name, age, residence, &c., of each
child is recordel, on its entrance to the schrool. M1r. French stated that the plan
suggested, wams generally adop-.ted in England. The Rural Dean closed the meeting
with prayer. At 7 p.m., a service for the children of the Sunday School. was held
in St. Jamed' Church, weil attendei by perzons (f all ages. Aill the clergy piresent
again took part. A. soun anipractical sermon, addressed to the parents, teachers,
and children, frein St. John xvi. 15, " Feed Mly Lambs," ias delivered by *\Ir.
Anderson. A pleabine feature of the service was the singing of several appropriate
hyntes by t1e children of the Sundaiy Scioul. The manner in which they perforned
thleir p:îrt, 'rlf1ects great redit on iheir tercher, i\1iss Stewart. The iral Dean
tien cloied the service anid seies of exercises Nit the Benediction. The musical
part of the .-ervice was ably susta-ined by the choir, under the management of Mr.
Armstrg-31ss C. Stewart presiiding at the organ. The responding was very
goaI, . spec'aily on thre secoînd evening, and added greatly to the heartiness of the
serice, whiici w.as further icreased by tie beaiutifil decorations with which the
clurch iras adornted. These latter refleet great credit upon the taste of the designer,
the deft hands by ihich they were execuited, and the sound church teaching of the
incunibent of wvhicb they are unrdoultedly the reflex. Aitogether tIhe services were
such is it is rarely our privileg' te enjoy. The unusual number of clergy, each
eheerel by the presence of his brethren, the hearty response that arose from aIl
sides of the lit-ch, the exquisite service of song so ably perforned by the choir,
asnd the beautiful decorations. ,0 soymbolrrical of sound Church doctritne, al combinied
to give a heartine'ss and ýokîlmnity to the services, -which cannot fail to ]cave a list-
ing impression upon those -who iere privileged te take part in then. We rise fromi
such services undler the thorough conviction vhat after all there is such a thing as
'imauty of iness," and it is fitting that Cod should be worshipped thercn.

The Conmittee would express again. as in formeryears, their strong conviction
of the great importance tf such gatherings ; ni their opinion that tley wvill be
founàd tu ie cf Jar greater service if thcy are held in the several deaneries of the
Diocese, thin if thery wrere confined to Toronto; the object being te muake tiemr ac-
cessible to as many of our t ' Schoiol teachers as possible. At the sane rime
they rould recmmnend that a meeting like that which was held soue yenrs ago in
Tr-nto, shouldl again he held in the autumn of this year; and that the duty of
making arranrgements fur it, should be entrusted to a special comimittee of this
Syned.

The Committee heve not thought it desiraible te make any arrangement for a
meetinrg otf tie Diocesan Sntrday Schol Association during the presenit Session of
the Synod. The experieree oft lasit year vas discouraging, and tIre Committee
shrink frin iuviîinug gxntlemn to c.tme from a distance and prepare papers at the
risk of appearing before so mireragre an audience as was then assembled ; the scanty
nrumrbr'ers iving not ouly lisc urarginig to those by whom the papers were prepared,
but also preventing any animatel and usefuil discussion of the subjects handled in
thiem.

The Commitîtee are moreover of opinion thnt, evet under more favoturable cir-
euistantes, tie tie which can hc all'atted to a meeting of this description driiring
the Sesaion of the Synoid, is by no neans ndequate to the purposes for which it is
held.

considered the merits of the various Psalters that have been brought under thoir
notice. and have recommended 4 The Cathedral Psalter " (published by Novello),
as being "xcellent in its mode of pointing and moderate in price.

The whole edition (of 5,000 copies) of the "Chant and Tune Boolc," issued
some years ago, having been entirely disposed of (as stated in last year's Report)
and the demand for it still continuing, it becomes necessary for the Committeo to
take stops for the adoption or publication of a chant and tune book suitable for use
in the Diocese. The balance on hand availablo for such purpose is SG3.55.

Their attention bas aise been called to the want of a tablo of chants appropriate
to the Canticles and Psalter, vhich they propose te supply in the ensuing year.

item being $440.08 for the Docesan Gazette, against which ve have only $9.70 on
account of subscriptXies and sales. It will be seen however that wev have not
exceeded the sum of $550, appropriated by the Synod for this purpose.

The appropriatious for the purposes of the Gazelle for the last twô years not
lavingbeen entirely expended, and there being on the lst May, 1876, a balance of
$627.28 to the credit of the account, no further appropriation ivili be iequired for
the current year.

Your Committee would suggest the propriety of issuing the Gazette at still longer
intervals. By a judicious condensation of the printed reports, statistical tables,
&c., the Journal of Synod could be brouglit into a smaller comapass, and money
wisely saved.

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APPENDIX L.

Report of the Special Committee on Canon for enforcing Church
Discipline.

PROPOSED CANON.

OF TUE DISCIPLINE OF TIIE CLERGY.

SECTION I.-Every Cle-gyman duly licensed by the Bishop, or holding any
charge under trie jarisdiction of the Bishop of the Diocese, or receiving anyal low-
auce whatever under the authority of thp Synod, shall be amenable for ifences
conmitted by him to the Bishop, in the manner and according to the provisions set
forth in this Canon of Discipline.

SEcTION II -There shall be a Standing Committee of Discipline appointed
every third year at the annual meeting of the Synod, consisting of the Dean and
Archdeacons. ex-ojlicio, and of six Clergymen of at leabt ten years' standing in
Priest's orders, and of six Laymen, three of sucli Clergymen to be appointed by the
Bishop, and tbree toe elected by ballot by the Clergy, and three of such Laymen
te be appointed by the Bishop, and three to bo elected by ballot by the Lay members
of Synod, and from this Committee the Board of Triers, as hereinafter provided,
shal be taken; and such election shall be next in order after the election of Dele-
gates to the Provincial Synod t provided always that if two or more vacancies occur,
such vacancies shall be filled up, respectively, by the Bishop or by the Synod, as the
case may be, at the next meeting of the Synod.

SEcTIoN III.-Cf offences for which the Clergy may be tried: Every Clergy-
man shall be liable to trial for any crime or immorality, or for any scandalous or
disorderly conduct, for teaching or maintining doctrinps contrary to the teaching
of loly Scripture, as set forth in the Lit'..rgy and Articles of the Church of England,
such teaching or maintaining being by way of writing. printing, preaching, teaching,
or otherwise disseminating, unsound doctrines ; for holding service in any other
Clergyman's Church or Parish without bis consent; for irregularity or indecorum
in the performance of divine offices; f ir contumacy or disrespectful conduct towards
the Bishop; for the introduction of innovations or novelties in the performance of
divine worslip ; for schism or separating himself from the communion of the Church,
for neglecting the exercise of the Ministry ithout lawful cause; for exercising any
lay profession or occupation inconsistent with bis sacred calling; for living in the
habitual disuse of public worship, or of the loly Communion, or for the wilfut
violation of the constitutions or Canons of this Diocese or of the Provincial Synod.

Provided always, that no proceedings shall be instituted under this Canon unless
the sane be commenced vithin six months of the time when the offence complained
of was brought to the knowledge of the person or persons making the complaint ;
provided that no such complaînt shall be entertained under this Canon, after two
years from the time of the alleged commission of the offence. Nevertbeless, when
proceedings are taken under this Canon, in respect of any inatter which has been
the subject of inquiry and adjudication in a court of justice, the proccedings under
this Canon nay be conneiced ogainst a Clergyman in respect of the sanie matter,
or of any matter arising out of the same or connected therewith, vitbin three months
of the period wYhen the knowledge thereof shall have reacbed the Bishop, or the
person or persons complaining to him.

SE-ION IV.-1. The trial shahl be on a presentment in writing addressed te
the Bishop of the Diocese, specifying the offences of which the accused is alleged
t) be guilty. and defining widtlh reasonabse particularity the time, place and circum-
stances9, which presentment n ay be made by any three members of the Church, of
whoîn one at least shall be a communicant, or by any three Presbyters, or whven-
ever the Bishop shall bave renson to believe, from information otherwise laid before
him, that any Clergynian is under the imputation of having been guilty of any
offen ce or misconîduct, for wliich lie is liable to be tried, and thà: the interest of
the Church requires an investigation. The Bishop shall then nominate five mem-
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bers of the Committee of Discipline, not being parties ta the presentment, as a
Board of Triers, and cause a list of their names, together with a copy of the charges,
ta be served on the accused, who shall, within fourteen days after suoh service,
have the right, if he so desire, to object to any three of them, and notify their
names in writing ta the Bishop; and upon his objecting to one or more, then the
Bishop shall name one or more of the sid Committee of Discipline, as may b re-
quired, and those so selected shall form a Board for the trial of the accused, and
shall meet at such time and place as the Bishop shall direct, and shall have power
ta adjourn fron time ta time. and fron place to place as they shall think necessary.
Provided always, that any Clergyman who, is charged with any offence under this
Canon shall have the privilege of a preliminary investigation, should he so desire,
and signify such desire to the Bishop, in writing, within ton days after the notice of
such trial; and in such case the Bishop shall direct any three of the Board of
Triers as above constituted ta examine the case privately in such manner as they
may see fit, and report ta the Bishop whether, in thair opinion, there is good ground
for proceeding to trial. A written notice of the time and place of their first meeting
shall be served, at least fourteen days before such meeting, on the accused, and the
persons making the presentment shall be duly notified thereof. 4. If a Clergyman
presented, shall confess the truth of the allegations contained in the presentment,
the Bishop shall proceed to pass sentence; and if lie shall not confess them iefore
the appointment of a Banrd for his trial, as before mentioned, he shall be considered
as deuying them. 5. If a Clergyman, presented after having had due notice, shall
not appear before the Board apaointed for his trial, the Board may, nevertheless,
proceed as if lie were present. 6. When the Board proceeds ta the triil, they shall
hear such evidence as shall be produced, which evidence shall be reduced to writing
and signed by the witnesses reepectively. If, on or during the trial, the accused
shall confess the truth of the charges as stated-in the presentment, the Board may
dispense with hearing further evidence, and may proceed at once to report ta the
Bishop. 7. Upon the application of either party to the Board of Triers, and it
being made salisfactorily to appear ta them that any inaterial witnesses cannot be
procured upon the trial, they may appoint a commission to take the testimony of
any such witness: and both parties may attend and examine the witness, and the
examination shall be reduced ta writing and signed by the witness, and shall be in
the words of the witness as f'tr as possible. and in the first person, and certified by
the commissioner, and enclosed under his seal and transmitted ta the Board, and
shall be received by them as evidence. 8. The Board having 'ieliberately considered
the evidence. shall declare in writing their decision, or that of a majority of them,
on the charges contained in the presentment, distinctly stating whether the accused
is guilty or not guilty of such charges respectively, and their decision, together
with the evidence, shall be delivered to the Bishop, who shall pronounce such
Canonical sentence as shall appear ta hiai to be proper. 9. Before pronouncing
any sentence, the Bishop shall summon the accused, an-1 three or more members of
thu Court ta meet him at suc tinie as may, in bis opinion, bc most convenient, in
sane Churcli of the Diocese, which shall for that purpose be open at the time ta ail
persons who may choose to attend, and the seit.nce sha\l then and there be pub-
licly pronounced by the Bishop, or by some person commissioned by him. 10. AUi
notices and papers contemplated in this Canon may be sorved by a summoner or
summoners, ta be appointed for the purpose by the Bishop, and whose certificate
of sucli service shall be evidence thereof. In case of service by any ather person,
the facts shall be proved by such person.. A written notice or pa-,er delivered ta a
party, or to sonie grown-up member of his fanily, shall be deemed a sufficient ser-
vice of such notice or paper. IL The defeudant or presenters may have the privi-
lege of appearing by counsel.

SECTIoN .- If, at the time appointed for the first meeting ef the Board of
Triers, the whole number of five shall not attend, then those who do attend, being
not less than three, shail proceed ta the tri 1, and a mnnjrity of those attending shall
decide all questions. They shall appoint a secretary, who may be one of their own
number, whose duty it shall b to keep a record of all the proceedings lad before
the Board. And they may at their discretion call to their aid soao barrister-at-law
of at least ten years' standing at the Bar of Ontario. ta act as tbeir assessor, and
advise them on al] questions of evidence and procedure; and where such advice is
sought, the Triers shall be governed thereby.
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SEcTION VL.-Suspension Pendente Lie. In.every case in which, from the nature
of the offenoce carged, it shall appoar to the Bishop, after due inquiry, that scandal
is likely to aris9 froin the Clergyman accused continuing to perfori the services of
the Clurch wbilc qµclb chargo is under investigation, the Bishop shall cause a no-
tice te be servel on the accused at the same tine ivith the service of the copy of
the chai·ge, or pt gny time pending the proceedings, inhibiting the accused froi
performiig an' porvices in the Church until the matter shall have been finally de-
cided; and the Bislop. inay make provision for the service of the i hurch during the
period of suspenmion, whicl suspension shalL not exceed three ionths.

SECTION VII,-The proceedingS upon a trial shall be open to the members of the
Church, uinless, in the opinion of the najority uf the Board, with the concurrence
of the accused, the circumstances of the case require that the trial should bc pri-
vate.

SECTION VII..-Every Clergymrn, whose case nay have been disposed of and
decided adversely to hin, and ivho siall make it appear that newr evidence, liav-
ing an important bearing on the case, lias been discovered since the trial, of the
existence of wlich hie was net aware at the tiie of the trial, may petition the
Bishop for a now trial, or a rehearing of the case, either upon objections te bc
talien t. the decision upon the facts, or because the judgment is not sustained by
the laws and canons of this ecclesiastical province, or of the Diocese, or for other
cause or causes; or he nay apply by petition to the Bishop for an arrest of sentence
orjudgmcnt, upon causes te bc shown; and in either case the Bishdop shall, upon
receiving such petition, refer the saine and the whole subject, tugether vith the
evidenîce and the report made by the Board of Triers, te the whole Committee of
Disciplioo ; and their decisions <'n the above question shall bc final in so far as this
Diocese is concerned, reseeving te the accused the right of appeal to the Court of
the Metropolitan.

SECTION X.-Tle Triers te whon the examination or trial of any accused
person sUalt bc coniiuitted, shall be bound to secrccy as to any communications
between fheimselves relating te the trial.

SrcTIon X.-The following sentences may be pronouneed, and punishments
imposed upon offending Clergymen, viz. :-Adnonition; suspension from the exer-
cise f his office ; vithdrawal of license; depriv.ation or removal from bis charge in
the Church; deposition or degradation froi bis sacred office.

SCTeN X.-For the offences set forth in the first colimn bereafter written,
the sentences set forth opposite to the sýme in the second columan, and none others,
shall bc passed by the Bishop or person commissionel by him, upon any Clergyman
found guilty thereof.

5. Atdmonition; suspension ab oficio for
not more thaïn one year.

G.- Admonition;.suspension; withdrawal
of license or deprivation.

7.-Same as No. G.

8.-Admonition; suspension ab cficio
for not more than ono year: with-
draw.I of license; deprivation or
deposition.

i.-Admoûnition; inhibition from the
performance of leurical functions ;
withdrawal of license; deprivation
or deposcition.

Sr.cIoN XII.-When sentence is pronounced in accordance with the above
Schedule, it shall also be specified up whaut terms, if any. the disability shall
cease. When the penalty of suspenwion is irjflictett, the Clergrynn shall not
exercise the functions of his Ministry in bis own congregation or elsewhere, on pain
of deprivation or deposition; and during such suspension the Bishop may appoint
another Clergyman to supply the place of the suspended Clergyman, and may apply
a part of the income or emoluments of the parish, mission or cure to the paynieat
of such substitute.

SEcTiON XIII.-When the sentence of deprivat'an or deposition is pronounced,
the connection between the minister so deprived or deposed and his parish or con-
gregation shall be ipso facto severed, and aill t fiics, rents, issues, profits and
emoluments which lie may bave hell by virtue of suci office or ministry fron
vhich lie Las been removed, shall wholly cease and determine.

SECTION XIV.-Whenever a CIergyman is so deposed or degraded froma the Ioliy
Ministry, the Bishop who pronoua.ces the sentence shall, without delay, cause such
sentence to be publicly read in the several congregations of the Diocese, by the
respective ministers thereof, and shall atlsc, give notice to all the Bishops of the
Dominion, and te the presiding Bishop of the Protestant Episcopal Church in the
United States.

SEcrioN XV.-All the proceedinge of the Triers, vhen approved by the Bishuop,
as well as the sentence in eacha case, shall be kept recorded by the Secrdtaries of
the Synod in a book to be provided for that purpuse.

SECTIoN XVI.-The expenses connected with the carrying out of the Canon on
Discipline shall bu paid out of the Synod Assessment.

SECTION XVII. -n ail cases of suspension cf a Clergyman by the Bishop, pendente
l4i, a trial (except in case of coafession and submnision) shall b liroceeded with,
within three months of such suspension, or the sam:e shail be niul! and void.

APPENDIX M.

Report of the.Special Committee on Loans for Church Building.

After mature consideration your Committee reports :

1. That owing to the rapid growth of our church membership, there is an
ever-recurring necessity to provide increased eh urch accommodation.

2. That in view of the rapidity of this inerease of population, prudence demands
that such church accommodation should be in advance of our present requirements.

3. That in a new country where the people have everything to do for them-
selves and where funds for church purposes, including the stipends of ministers,
&c., have to be raised by private contributions, the strain upon our members is very
heavy.

4. That a large proportion of this additional church accommodation is required
for immigrants from the old country, 'who have never been accustomed ta sustain
the church by voluntary offerings, and who for many years after their arrivai do
not for the inost part feel able, even if they are willing, to contribute largely for
this purpose.

5. That the burden of providing church accommodation and the services of
the ministry for such new comers is thus thrown upon those who have already had
to provide themselves with churches and ministers, and whose energies are heavily
tnxed in order ta meet their own wants.

.6. That in order ta provide funds for such present and prospective needs, it
becomes necessary that a considerable proportion ef the money should be borrowed.

7. That the security upon which such loans have to be raised consists of:
lst, Mortgages upon the property ; 2nd, chiefiy of the personal guarantees of those
members of the cliureh who are already bearing a fair share of her birdens.

S. That the accumulated capital in Canada. being comparatively small, this
money tan be raised only at rates of interest practically ranging fron 8 to 12 per
cent. per ainium.

9. That this heavy charge for interest greatly aggravates the burdens of thoce
church members vho, from time to time, voluntarily assume the work, and cripples
their energies in other fields of church labour.

10, That many wealthy members of our communion in the Mother country
krd money for the building of clirches, parsonages, &c., at low rates of 3 or 4
per cent. per annum, and in saine cases even without interest.

11. That it is reasonable ta hope that funds might be borrowed on similarly
favourable terms here as well as in England, to aid church extension in Canada,
and that an eflort in that direction ought to be made.

12. That at present no machinery exists Çor that purpose.

Your Committee advises, therefore, that a society be formed with a capital
stock, (which society should act indepcndently of the Synod, but in harmony ivîth
its views,) authorized ta receive donations, legacies, and deposits, with or without
interest, and ta distribute the funds thus entrusted ta them by miaking lo-ns for
building churches, parsonages, &c., at the lowest possible rates of interest and
under the fallest guarantees for repayment.

Your Committee leaving to a future Committee the settling of details, would
suggest that :-

lst. Beginning with the Diocese of Toronto, the usefulness of this proposed
society might be extended ta ail the Dioceses of the Province of Ontario, and ulti-
mately of tie Dominion of Canada.

2nd. That the patrons of the Society be the Lord Bishop of Toronto and the
other Bhiops of the Province of Ontario and of the Dominion, according as their
several dioceses adopt the proposed scheme.

.1
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3rd. That the nffaiirs of the Society be managed by a President, and fivesor more

Directore, all to be laymen, who shall appoint a Seoretary-Treasurer, and any other
necessary officers or agents.

4th. That a special charter from Parliament be applied for to empower the
Society-

(L.) To receive subscriptions for Stock to the amount (say) of $500.000 -said
stock to be issued either to carry dividends or not, as may be agreed upon Viith the
several subscribers.

(2.) To limit the dividend on such stock.
(3.) To receive donations, legacies, &c.
(4.) To borrow to the extent of $250,000, either by receiving deposits, or

issuing debentures at such rate of interest as the directors determine upon.
(5.) To lend money for building churches, parsonages, &c., situated within the

several Dioceses whose Synods may hereafter adopt the proposed scheme and at
such rates as the directors may sec fit.

(6 ) To make by-laws for the election of Directors, and for the general govern-
ing of the Society.

(7.) And gencrally to obtain euch powers as may enable them to carry out the
purpose contemplated in organizing this Society.

Your Committee feels that such a Society inight be se constituted as to command
respect and confidence, both in Canada and in England, and naterially assist
churchmen in fulfilling more perfectly the apostolic injunction, "Bear ye one
another's burdens."

APPENDIX O.
Report of the Special Committee and Sustentation Fund.

Whereas it has been held to bo desirable that a fund sbould be fornied from
which pensions may bo granted te Clergymen of this Diocese, vhen incapacitated
by age or infirmity, and a Committeo was appointed at the last meeting of the
Synod te report the mode which might appear te then most practicable for pro-
viding the same, the Committee most respectfully beg te report as follows:-
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I. That every Clergyman, desiring to secure for himself the benefit of such fund,
shall pay the sum of five dollars annually to the same ; such payment to begin
within six months fron the passing of a Canon establishing the fund, oY within six
months of the ordination of snch Clergyman, or of his being licensed or instituted
as a Clergyman of this Diocese.

IL. That a collection shall be made annually for the purposes of this fund, the
minimum of such collection àeing fixed, in rural congregations at two dollars, and
in town and city congregations at fivo dollars.

III. That all payments, collections, subscriptions, and donations to the fund
shall be invested from tinie to time, as well as aIl surplus revenue thereof; the in-
terest of the same only to be enployed in granting pensions, except that, in case
of necessity, the annual collections from congregations nay be so employed.

IV. Tlat the manngement and administration of the fund shall be entrusted to
the Committee on the Widows and Orphans' Fund.

V. That no grant shall be made from this fund without the sanction of the
Bisbop, nor to any Clergyman wvho shall not have served·ten years in the Diocese,
or who shall not have comiplied, with the requisitions above stated, or who shal be
îu possession of a private nco.me of not less than $41;0 per annum, or vho shall b
in receipt of any stipend, pension, or allowance from the Commutation Fund.

VI. That every npDlication shall he accompanied by a certificate from the Bishop,
stating that the ipplicant lias, with his approval, resigned his charge in the Dio-
cese, and also hy a melical certific-ie to the effect that the applicant is incapaci-
tated for further duty hy ago or infirmnity.

VII. That the Connitte' on the Widows sud Orphans' Fund shall report to the
Synod, at every ordinary meeting thereof, on the condition of the fund, and'on the
pensions granted tbeiefrom.

The Committee, having given their best attention to the subject, are of opinion
that the above regulations are expodient in the event of a Superannuation
Fund being formed ; but bearing in mind to howi very great an extent the purposes
uf such a fund are even now met by the Clergy Commutation Fund, and that in a
compnaratively short time that fund will ineet every case which the proposed Super-
annuation Fund c"uldl benefit ; and further recognizing the inexpediency of making,
unncarily, new elaims upon either congregations or individuals, and thus en-
feehinmg their efforts on behalf of other objects of acknowliedged importance to
vlich lit present inadequate support is given, thaey aTre niot prepared to recommend
to the Synod the enactment of may Canoni based ou the provisions above stated.

APPENDIX P.

Report of the Special Committee on Religious Instruction in the
Public; Schools.

The Committee appuinted to confer with the authorities of the various Protes-
tant religious bodies with ai view of ascertaining wliethet' a common basis of action
cannot be ngreed upon with regard to religions instruction in our public schools, beg
leave t-a report

Tlat a Conference was held in the Synod Roonms, York Chabnîe'rs, on the 14th
of March las.t, at which mnost of the leading denominations were represented either
by s me of their members or by letter.

The subject was discussed at some length ; and as there was considerable variety
of opinion expressed, it was thought better not to determine upon any course of
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action until the question had been subnitted for more general.consideration. The
following resolution was therefore unanimously adopted:

Resolved, That a circular be prepared and laid before thoseveral Synods, Con'
forences, Assemblieti, and Unions, &c, of the various Protestant religions bodies,
at tlwir next Annual meetings, inviting them fo consider the expediency of address-
ing the Provincial government, with a view of obtaining a shortening of the Public
School heurs in the afternoon of one day in the week, in order to give opportunity
for the imiparting of religionus instruction ; and also asking them te give some ex-
pression of opinion as te the manner in which they think the saidreligious instruc-
tion should be imparted.

A Circular embodyiug tlins resolution, lias been forwarded to the various bodies
indicated, inviting thein to give the matter their earnest consideration.

That the Synod hereby directs a Petition te bo prepared and prcsented to the
Provincial Legislature at its next meeting that the Public School Law may lie se
far amended that when application is made by the authorized minoister of any
religious body for permission te give religions instruction, the Trustees be
required to make provision for such instruction being giveu either by shortening
the hours set apart for secular instruction on one day in the week, or by arranging
that such minister may instruct the childrern of his own churcli for one heur, on one
day in the week, at the same time that ,the secular instruction of the selicool is
going on.

APPENDIX Q.
Report of the Commissioners to divide Funds with the Diocese of

Niagara.
At the meeting of Synod of this Diocese in June, 1876, the following resolution

was carried: " That a Commission he appoiited with full powers to make arrange-
ments as to the division of the various funds and estates in which the Diocese of
Niagara claims a share, ar.d te carry out such division thereof as te them may
seem fit."

In accordance with this resolution the Commissinners have hoel frequent meetings,
both amongst themselves, and with Commissioners appointed by the Synod of the
Diocese of Niagara, but, the Comimissioners regret te say, without auy finally satis-
factory result.

The funds in whicli Niagara claims te share are:

THE RECTORY LANDS AND ENDowMENTs,
THE GEsNatu. PUnPOrs FuND,
THE WrcOws AN!) Oar'xs' FUfND,
THE SUSTENTATION FuND,
THE CLEBGY CoMMUTATION TrUsT sFuNI>.

With regard te the first of tliese, no difliculty arose, it being ngreed that the
securities belonging te the various parishes in Niagara Diocese should, with the
consent of the beneficiaries, lie transferred te the Synod of that Diocese, and the
Synod of Toronto be discharged.

Of the amount of the General Pirposps Fund, it was agreed that one-third should
be paid over te Niag-ra, but a difference of opinion exists as te whether a sum of
$3,300, known as The Burnside Bequest, should form part of this fund. The Com-
missioners of Toronto consider that this Synod is the trustee foi, the anpropriation
of the income nrising frin the fund, in terms of the will of the tu.tato, and that
even if it had the power te divest itself of, or delegato the trust te others, there is
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no good ground for asking it to do so. The object of the bequest is to nid "in tbe
erection and improvement of churches in remote partsor places in UpperCanada,"and
there is nothing to confine the expenditure to any particular section of country, all
being entitled to bring forward their claims; the duty of the managers being simply
to decide upon the applications presented, and give the assistance in the localities
which may appear to them to have the strongest clains upon them.

The Widows and Orphans' Fund it was agreed to divide in the proportion of 57
to Toronto and 16 te Niagara. In addition to this,.Niagara to receive $2000, the
amount of the Niagara District Fund tof which account has been taken in calcu-
lating the proportion for division,) and $832.36 subscribed by residents in that Dio-
cese towards the Special Appeal for $10,000 made in 1874; the balance remaining
here.

Of the Sustentation Fund, it was agreed that Niagara should receive one-third.

The Commutation Trust Fund, vhich is the largest and most important fund of the
Church, has caused the Commissioners much anxious thought, and (owing to the
imperfect record of arrangements îmade when Toronto Diocese was divided) mucl
trouble.

When that event took place, a reference was made, and an award dividing the
Fund between Toronto, Huron, and Otarin, probounced by the late Bishops of
Toronto and Huron, and the late Sir James Nlacaulay.

Without ontering into details the Commissioners ivould simply state that this
award appears te them te have been intended as a finality, and that, whatever this
Synod may in its wiedom decide to do, it looks as if no further division of this Fund
iwas contemplated ; but that after meeting the claims of the Commuters, this
Synod was at liberty te deal with the surplus in whatever way the mem-
bers decided te be best. It is more than questionable, if any obligation
rests on the Synod te make any division <f, or change in, the manage-
ment of this Fund; althougli it might bc considered riglit, that with regard te
non-comnmuters, service in the Diocese of Niagara should count in obtaining prece.
dence, in the sae way as if it had been performed iithin the bounds of the present
Diocese of Tronto. The comn.issioners would not have brouglit forward this view
of the case, had they considered that the commissioners for Niagara took an equita-
ble view of the relative positions of the two Dioceses; but as claims have been
advanced by them, which the commissioners do not feel justified in adumitting, they
consider it their duty to submit it te the Synod.

Tite basis wvhich was proposed for division was the residence of the commuter
at the date of commutation. Owing to no record appearing on the Minute Book of
the Trust, at the tine of the appropriation te the Diocese of Huron, and exclianges
having been allowed of which no entry was made. it became difficult, in sone cases,
to decide te which Diocese certain sums should be appropriated. Lists, however,
were prepared, wyhich your commxnissioner.q believe te be substantially correct, and
which, with some reservations, were accepted by the commissioners for Niagara.
These reservations are, however, important, and if allowed would materially reduce
the amount of the Funa remaining te Toronto.

The amount of commutation reccived fron the Government on account of the
late Bishop of Toronto and the Archdeaceon of York was $50,334.07, but as under the
aiward. the sun of $47,854.66 had already been paid out of the Fund to the Dioceses
of Iuron and Ontario, to form incomes for their Bishops and Archdeacons, your com-
missioners reduced their claims to $33,333.33, the amount ordered by the award to be
set aside for ever te provide an income of $1600 per annum for the Bishop of To-
ronto, and $400 per annun for an Archdeacon. Notwithstanding this large redue-
tion, the commissioners for Niigara claimed, that as this anount had not been
tnken out and set apart as awarded, it sliould notshnre in the division of the profits
on the fund, although it had just as much as any other amount, contributed te cre-
ate these profits. They also objected te Torento claiming the commutation money
fron which the Bishop receives $400 per annun te aid in the outfit of newly-
ordained clergymen. They further objected te Toronto claiming for $2,690
received by the fund to represent $200 per annum paid te the late Rev. T. S. Ken-
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nedy, a clergyman of Toronto, as representing the Society for the Propagation of
the Gospel, and which really formed part of his income as Secretary of the Church
Society, and naturally falls to this Synod. A further claim is for $6,000.60 commu-
tation of the Rev Dr. Townley, who appears, at the date of commutation, to have
been resident in Niagara Diocese, but which amount was unquestionably paid over to
the Diocose of Huron in the settlement with it.

A further, and--in the opinion of your comnmissioners, if possible, an even more
inequitable-claima is, that a sua shall b set apart, and paid over, to provide an
income for the Bishop of Niagara.

Whether this wns to be taken out of the Commutation or the Episcopal Endow-
ment Fund, the commissioners for Niagara declined to indicate, and your commis-
sioners need only refer to the distinct disclaimers on the floor of this House, of all
intention on the part of the supporters of a division of the Diocese, to interfere with
the Bishop's income, as an expression of their opinion, of the propriety of this
demand.

Enrly in the negotiations, your Commissioners agreed that the amount paid into
the fund, on account of the Theological Chair at Cobourg, and in respect of which no
income has ever been drawn by his Lordship the Bishop of Toronto, in whose name
as Theological Professor, the commutation was made, should bc merged in the
surplus of the Fund, and be shared by Niagara; but it remains with theSynod now
to say, whether they will sanction this, or claim the amount as part of Turonto's
capital.

Your Commissioners were desirous of awarding to the Diocesa of Niagara, all
that it seempd to them, could in reason be demanded ; but when that Dioceso
insisted upon such a share of the Commutation Fund, as would prevent the Diocese
of Torontofromn fulfilling the obligations to the clergymen therein, now on the Fund,
your Commissioners felt it necessary to resist the claim thus iisted on.

The claims of the Missionaries in the rew Diocese of Algoma, te share in the
Commutation Fund, were considered by the Joint Commissioners, and it was decided
that no legal claim could be established.: thus leaving it to eaci Diocese, to adopt
such course in future, as might seem just and reasonable, any moral obligation
whiich existed in the one case, being equally binding in the other.

Your Commissioners ara of opinion, that under the present Canon, a clergyman can
only be placed un the list of Annuitants, in respect of service performed withia the
actual Dioceso of Toronto; and also that his claim ceases upon his leaving that
Diocese. Special legislation vould therefore be required, to enable any clergyman
now in Algomo, or removing there from this Diocese, to obtain credit for past and
future service in that Diocese.

And further, 'with authority to continue the negotiations with the Synod of
Niagara, in regard to a fair and equitable settlement of the Commutation Trust
Fund-to take advice as to the powers of the Synod in regard thereto-and, if
necessary, steps to obtain authority to make a division of the Fund.
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APPENDIX R.
Report of Committee on Memorial of the Rev. B. S. Hosken.

To the Lord Bishop and Syn .d of the Diocese of Toronto:
The Report of the Special Committee to whom was referred the Menorial of

the tuv. B. S. HIoskcîin, beg ]cave to report:-
1. Tiat the Committee have been only able partially to consider the matter of

the Meniorial referred to your Comminttee, owing to the disinclination of the R1ev.
Mr. Logan, as explained in his letter to the Reverend the Chairman of your Coin-
mittee, and hereto annexed.

2. Hraving heard the statements of tfe Rev. B. S. Hlosken, however, ezparte, the
Comniattee eau not but express their regret that he should have used expressioùs in
bis memorial toward a brother clergyman not varrauted by any fåcts he has brought
before us.

3. The Committee find that the principal matter in difference is with reference
to a balauce of sailary which the Rev. the Mdemorialist claimus he ouglit to have
received fron the congregation of St. John's Church, Cartwright (or out of the in-
coume of the endovmunt thereof). This balance of salary is claimed as due from
Decenber, 1871, to March, 1S72--originially not due to the Rev. Mr. Hoskeu but
to the Rev. Mr. Logan, the former incunbent of St. John's Church Parish in Cart-
wright, vho, it is said. accepted the same quarter's salary froin the Fenelon Falls
Parish, and whicli ought to have gone to the Rev. Meir. losken, and in lieu tiereof,
by arrangement betveen these two clergymen, an arrangement which no doubt did
exist.

4. Whether, as a matter of fact, this quarter's salary lias ever been paid to any
one, your Comniittee have not been able to ascertain. As a matter of fact, thepapers produced by the Rev. Mr. lo.sken show that the congregation referred to
have only been discharged of their litability to the Rev. Mr. Logan up te the end of
the year 1871, and not the year 1872, or first quarter thereof, and the same is still
out tantuiîîg ias a liability to the Rev. Mr. Logan, and by imin iu au informal manner
assigned to the Rev. Mr. losken.

5. '1 le vestry of the Church of St. John, however, contend they have been dis-
charged tierefron.

6. Without reference to the arbitrationi papers referred to in the letter of the
Rev. Mtr. Logan hereto annexed, your Committee are not able to determine whether
or not the whol matter hans not been determined by that award ; as the parties
thereto and arbitrators differ as to vhether or net the matter of salary Nias brought
before then and adjudicated, upon, or is still an open question.

7. If the matter is still open to be discussed, the amount really in dispute is
less than $100, so far as your Committee can make out from the Rev. Mr. Hosken,the onfly party before us.

8. Your Conmittee are unable, without the assistance of the Rev. Mr. Logan,to make any final report in this matter. le stands on his legal rights under the
award. If the matter ias before the arbitrators and awarded on, that is the end ofit. If it vas not before the arbitrators, it is entirely a matter of pecuniary claim
on the part of the'Rev. Mr. Hinken, and as between hin and the Rev. Mr. Logan,and whici this Synod cau not dueil ivith.

9. There is nothing brouglt before your Committee whieh would justify the
langiage of the memorial of the Rev. Mr. Hosken.

The frst settlomont was-broken-up,.and application was mado by him to
the Bishop for a commission of arbitration to settle all matters in dispute.between
us, which Ivas granted apl oorditlly agreod to by me. He chose as bis arbitrator
the ROY. Mr. Bolt, then of Oshawa, and I chose the Rev. Dr Smithett, of Lindsay.
They'chose Deputy-Judge Hudspeth as the third party. The commission met as
Lindsay, and appointed Mt. Knight, tho gentleman who seconded Mr. lIoskenu'
motion for the appointm ent of anCommittee, as sworn recorder of the proeeeding.
The matters were gone into with great deliberation and care, anud the greater part
of throe days ocoupied in tUe in% estigation. A bond of $1,000 was signed by Mr.
Hoskcn.and myself. I refer the Committeo to the arbitition papers, the original
draft of wbich is in the hands of' Dr. Snithett. and the bond is ia the bands of Mr.
.Iudspeth, by whom I am advised as my solicitor.

I had intended to have made this ,tatemcnt at the time the resolution was
moved, but I was notin the Synod at the time, being then engaged in the Court on
contested seats. I intend to make the statement on a question Lf privilego when
the Committeo brings in the report.
