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College Attendance.

As some attention has rvecently been
called to the attendance at the Ontario
College of Pharmaey during the term
courses, we have obtained for our readers
the true facts of the matter.

Tho number of students reported in at-
tendanee at the Council meeting in Ieb-
ruary is always less than the wtual num-
ber who complete the course, as all have
not paid their fees by that date, nor are
their torm tickets vegistered with the
Dean by that time,

Ninety nine students completed the
Junior Course in 1592, and ninety-six in
in 1803, while ninety tne completed the
Senior Course in 1803 and the same num-
ber in 1894,

Such a rvecord during the present de-
pressed state of financial aflnirs is certain-
ly creditable to the school and entirely
frees it from any imputation of unpopu-
larity which might be cast upon it

The Pharmaceutical Examin-
ations.

Ti this iasue we give copies of the ca-
vaination papers as submitted by the ex-
amining Boards of Pharmacy of Ontario,
Quebee and  British  Columbin.,  These
will be found particularly interesting to
students, presenting, as they do, & guide
to the description as well as the standard
of questions usually submitted.

The fact that each ycar the papers are
apparently becoming more diflicult, and a
high percentage being demanded as a con-
dition of passing, does not seem to deter
young men from entering tho portals of
our pharmaceutical institutions, as the
number of students is increasing cvery
year. The result of the examination m
Quebee is given clsewhere in this issue,
but that of Ontario was not reccived up
to the time of our going to press. At the
latter examination 87 candidates present-
cd themselves.

Waste in Filtering,

The inelegancy and wastefulness of us-
ing an unnccessarily large filtering paper
or a large amount of other media for l-
tering solutions is one of the first princi-
ples of manipulatory pharmacy taught to
the apprentice.  The reasons given are
usually waste through absorption and evap-
oration, but a doublo reason is now given

to it through the resenarches of Messrs,
Beadle and Gore, who huave shown that
there is an abstraction of salts by colloid-
ul bodies in such n way that these cannot
be ngain entively recovered by washing.
This is particularly noticeable in weak
solutions, when the salts are partinlly do-
composed, and the percentage strength of
the solution much wenkened, in some cases
by as much as 80 per cent.

The principle, briefly restated, is that
powderod glass, sand, paper pulp, cotton,
ete., when placed in n solution of a salt,
excrcise a particular attraction for the
salids in the solation, and in n very brief
time that portion of the liquid which-is in
the immediate vicinity of the solid is
found to be stronger than the remainder
of the solution, and the solid is found to
have acted ns a solvent itself, These con-
ditions vary with the naturc and strength
of the golution and of the colloidnl body,
but in very muny cases not all of the salt,
thus absorbed can be recovered by wash-
ing with the original solvent.

These facts, so far as they have .been
demonstrated, have an important bearing
upon filtration, since the snme phenotien:
must take plece through the agency of
filtering media. Tt explains, for instance,
why the filtering of lime-water materially
weakens it, and probably the same effects
may be observed with other solutions, In
the ease of stiong solutions this loss may
be disregarded , but in weak solutions the
question of filtration may prove to be an
important one, and decnntation mny be
more scientific as well as more convenient,

Medicine in Morocco.

Dr. Leared, who repeatedly vis-
ited Morocco, and spent . consid-
erable time there, gives somo very
curious details as to thw state of
wedicifie amoug the Moors. The
ansutle of Avicenna, or of Rhazes,
he says, has not fallen on their
modern representatives.  Certain
nondescript  practitioners may be
seen squatting in thestreets. They
dispense drugs and practise astrol-
ogy, for the last is regarded as a
wost useful adjunct to the medical
art. Most of the drugs in use are
herbs, which are brought tomarket,
by women. Of these the greater
number are well known and in
cotmon use in Lurope. But in
Morocco greator faith is probably
placed in written charms than in
the mostactivedrugs. Theformer
are given iu various diseases and
under various circumstances, as,
for instance, when a person 15 about
to undertake a journey or to transact
business.

Certain surgical operations are practised
and the Moorish doctors even perform the
operation of couching for cataract. There
is a kali-lah beyond Tafilet which is noted
for its oculists. One of the applications
to the eye is that of the doctor’s tongue,
which is drawn across the organ while it
is held open.

Vaseclong.

A new product, analogous to
vaselin, having 1ccently appenred
in cotbnerer, and whose  coraposi-
tion, ete, was kept seervet, M. Vil-
lon undertook its analysis, and
now writes to Le MNonde Pharma-
contique to suy that vaselone is a
mixture of stewtone and margar.
one, dissolved in neutral mineral
oil.

Stearone is first prepared by dis.
tilling 75 parts of cownnereial
stearic acid with 25 parts of dry,
powdered quick lime.  Distillation
is performed at a temperature of
Jess than 100" C.  The substanco
that pusses over (stearoune) melts
at 86° C.  Marvgarone is prepared
by similarly distiling beef tallow
aud lime in the same proportions.
Fifteen parts of margarone and &
parts of stearone, dissolved in 100
parts of neutral mineral oil consti.
tute vaselone. The new product
resembles vaselin in most of its charactes-
istics, being white, odorless, neutral, and
not attackable by mineral acids or other
chemieal reagents. Tt is, however, not so
translucent as vaseliv. Its chief use scems
to be in perfumery, though it is recom-
wended as a substitute for vaselin in
pharnacy.—-Nat. Drugyist.

Tuduiduals on being questioned as
to the state of trade, are apt to growl
abaut hard times and too much compoti-
tion, this, however, is to be expected.
The only time when the average druggist
stops grumbling is when ho s cither deed
mt out of business. This remiuds us of
Punch’s auswer to the question, * Is life
worth 1i.ing.” - That altogether depends
on the liver.,” Aud, considering the nuw-
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ber of liver regulators, solid and liquid,
free and patented, it might not be too
much to expect of some of our phurmn-
ceutical brethren, that they should takea
little of their own medicinonnd thereby en-
ablethemselvestotaken move cheerful View
of their surroundings, to the infinite com.
fort of themselves and friends.

Next month the N. B. Pharmaceuticnl
Socicty hold their annual weeting in St
John,  The entertaimuent committes are
now at work making arrangements for
the occusion.

Montreal Nofes.

There is n general complnint in retail
houses of lack of busivess.  Accounts are
coming in badly. A larger number of
houses are unoccupied in Montreal this
. spring than for & number of ycars past,
and very few contracts for new houses
have been given out.

In the City of Quebee u wholesale deal-
erin drugs and photographic chemicnls
has brought about n very undesirable
state of altuirs by selling patent medicines
to all comers ut a microscopic shade over
cost price. Having advertised largely,
the retail pharmacists are obliged to fol-
low suit, and a price war is the result
which cannot but be disastrous in the end
to both purties. Of coumrse it is very
pleasant for thie public to have the privi-
lege of buying goods at wholesale cost,
but it is self-evident it cannot last,

The annual mecting of the Montreal
College of Pharmacy was held last even-
ing when Mr. David Watson, s, was re-
elected President, Mr ILachance, Vice-
President, Mr. Maunson, Treasuver, and
Mr. Muir, Secretary. The annual report
showed everything to be in a flourishing
condition.

The annual meeting of the Pharmaceu-
tical Association will be held this year in
the City of Quebec. Tt is hoped that a
goodly number of Montrealers will be
present to hear the worthy President’s
annual address and to become better
acquainted with each other. As n rule,
retail pharmncists in the same city ave
scarcely as intimate with each other as
they might be.

T. D. R, which, judging by the initials,
stands for Dr. T. 1. Reed, the popular
Professor of Materin Medica in the Mont-

real College of Pharmacy, gives n very in-
tevesting account in the Montreal LDhar-
macendical Journal of the early days of
the Pharmacentical, Associntion, trucing
it back to 1865, when it made its debut
under the nawme of the Montveal Chumists’
Associntion,  Lhe first legislation regulat.
ing pharmacy in Upper and Lower Cuna.
du was an ordinance of George 111, in
the year 1787,

The question of inviting the Awmeriean
Pharmaceatienl  Associntion to hold its
annual convention in Montreal uext year
came up informally at the annunl meet-
ing of the College of Phurminey, and o
smadl committes was struck to confer
with the Council of the Pharmuccutical
Association on theZsubject.  The matter
will probably soon be decided and sub-
seription lists opened, as neither the Col.
lege nor the Associntion can, under theiv
chnrters, vote money for the purpose. No
doubt the Montreal pharmacists will go
into the matter with enthusiasm and re.
ceive their brothers from the United
States with open arms.  The wholo body,
both west end and cast end, must take an
interest in the mutter or the scheme can-
not be » success.

Notes from England.

( Lrom our own Correspondent.)
Loxwox, April 28th.

The event of the month, which concerns
English druggists most, is certainly the
increase in the spivit duty. To meet the
exigencies of the financinl situation, und
also, it is suspected, to hit at the brewers
and publieans for theiv hostility to the
present adininistration, the Chancellor of
the Bxchequer, hus reised the duty from
32.52 to $2.61 per proof gallon. It is
only four years since o similar increase of
12 cents per gallon was made, and chew-
ists kuow to their cost how adversely the
increase affreted them.  Whilst the brew-
er and publican can easily adjust their
products aud increase their prices to the
public su us to recoup themselves, it is
very dillerent for the pharmacist.  As
soon s the budget speech was made the
wholesale druggists, with singular unani-
wity, raised theie prices for tinctures 2
cents and | cents per pound, and spirvits
were raised 6 cents. These additions,
whilst coming heavily on the druggist in
the aggregate, are too small to enuble him
to raise his prices for tinctures, sal-vola.
tile, etc., to the public, as their purchases
are chictly by the ounce. Hence the pe-
culinr disadvantageous position in which
pharmucists are placed.  Again, it is gen-
erally assumed that the publicans will
meet the extea cost of whiskey, ete., by
dilution, .und tiis procedure is actually
advocated by the temperance party. Al-
though not illegal, within certain attenu-
ated limits, the method is really indefens-
ible and shows that the system of taxation
is bad when it leads to such mal-practices.
Tt is universally admitted that to tax the
nleohol used in medicine as if it were a
beverage is unfaiv ; but the great difliculty

has always been to suggest a method
which would safeguard the rovenue and
yet allow o reasonable abatement in the
tax where nlcohol is not used for its tax-
able properties.

The recent issue of the sixteenth edition
of Squire’s “Companion to the Pharmaco-
pwrin” is of considerable pharmaceutical
interest.  During the lagtlive orsix years
the editions have materindlly improved in
value, and show that Messrs, 0 W, and
A, Syuire ave alive to the competition
from Martindale’s “Lixtra Pharmacopuwin,”
As aomove ambitious work, representing
heve what the dispensatories are to the U,
8§, P, they have sought to introduce new
matter wherever and whenever available.
Some credit is due to them for original
work done in their lnboratory and com-
municated in the volume befora me. Thus
the ash of many articles used in materis
medica bas been estimated, although no
reforence is made to the large proportion
of inorganic matter in goa powder. Near-
ly all the results obtained by Wright and
Tarr in their researches upon tinctures
are reproduced, but only in one or two
instances are their names mentioned.
Under nconitine, Messrs. Squire draw at-
tention to Dunstan’s work and criticize
his statement respecting the absenco of »
pure article in commerce. Since then
they have developed their attack by chal-
lenging the melting-point of Dunstan’s
wconitine, and introducing Merck's aconi-
tine S in every way cqual to that pro-
duced by the Professor and his colleagues.
Tt may be that this isonly « side issue in
the general dispute which Freund and
Beck have with the whole of Professur
Dunstan’s work. Tt is notorious in phar-
macentical circles that Freund and Beck
have received the active support of the
celebrated  Darmstadt house in the re-
researches upon aconitine by substantiul
geants of considerable quantities of the
puvified alkaloid.  Whilst Professor Dun-
stan and the workers in the Research
Laboratory of the Pharmaceutical Socie-
ty have had to cconomize with & grammes
at a time, the German chemists have re-
ceived grants of ten times that guantity.
The tinal result is awaited with keea in-
terest as the research on aconite has been
the piece de resistancs of the laboratory
for over three years.

Owing to the goncrosity of Mr. S, M,
Burroughs, of Messre. Burroughs, Well.
come & Co., n cottage hospital is being
built at Dartford, where the firwm’s works
are- situated.  Me. Burroughs generously
gave 84,000 towards the hospital, and M,
H. M. Stanley has just laid the founda-
tion stone appropriately cnough. The
new hospital is to be called the “Living-
stone Cottage Hospital. The little town
was en fele on the occasion and a distin-
guished party of medieal men and local
celebrities assembled for the purpose of
witnessing the first stage in its crection.

The inference in the veply is that
the usefulness of the disinfecting proper-
ties of carbolic acid would be diminished
by restricting its sale through cliemists,
Something in tho way of regulntions as to
its being compulsory to Iabel it properly
was hinted at: but in the face of ity
growing popularity as a means of commit.
ting suicide, such informal protection is
altogether inndequate.  In these days of
sanitas, izal, Condy’s tluid, lisset’s fluid,
Jeyes' puritier, cte,, and other non-poison
ous disinfectants, it is prafeetly absurd to
demur at any restrictions which control
the sale of carbolic acid. Perhaps the
Privy Council think the heeatoml s
hardly Iarge enough to warrant their in-
tervention.

The Phavmaceutical Society have intro-
duced a new bill, which, at the moment
of writing they intend to ask Parlinment
to sanction. It is merely an caabling
measure, permitting alterations and  ex-
tension in the constitution of the Society.
As such it is hardly likely to mcet with
any serious opposition ; but the absence
of any provisions which would matevially
affect the interests of the trade, precludes
any demonstrations of enthusinsm from
pharmacists, cither from within or with-
out the ranks of the Society.

The award will
take place on 11th March, 1897, the

These lines will stiiko n vesponsive
chord in tho hoart and purse of the vast
army of photographers all over the world,
and nmong these ave a great many phar-
macists.

Instead of being a source of expense the
passion for picture making may, in the
case of the pharmacist, be readily turned
into a source of income, not directly but
indirectly.

W. H. Hostelly, of Fhilndelphia, in an
interesting contribution to our “Tips on
Advertising”  last  year suggested that
the pharmncist use the views taken by
him as premiums to be given those pur-
chasing more than a certain amount from
him cach year.  As these views would be
full of locul reminiscences they would be
much appreciated by the customers in the
smaller towns.

Carrying the idea of utilizing the fad a
step further we find pharmacists in o few
instances awakening to the fuct that they
can with proprivty and profit carry astock
of photographic applinnces and materials.
The knowledge of chemistry and of chem-
ical manipulation alrendy possessed by the
pharmacist will make it a simpleand casy
thing for him to learn suflicient of the
processes of the photographer to carry
them out himself and to explain them to
his patrons.

First of all the phatmncist himsclf or
some of his stafl’ should take up photog
raphy, if they huve not alrendy done so.
This can be done with but little outlay of
time and money and with great gain of
knowledge aud pleasure. An expensivo
outfit is nct necessary. For the sako of
the example as well as for the pleasure
and convenience of the pharmacist in its
use I would recommend that for his own
use he purchuse & hand camern carrying
5 x 7 plates nud fitted for the attachment
of a roll holder if desired and of good
quality.

Such a camera, with an ordinary lens
finished in plain wood, may be had at
from 315 to $25. A more compact form
is the folding hand camera, costing from
325 to 860, the price depending Inrgely
upon the character of the lens.  The price
of all the necessary outfit may be summar-
ized as foliows :

Hand camera and lens.......... 2135 to {0

Developing and printing ontfit.  4to0 10

Or a total of from $25 to 375 or up-
ward, as may be determined on by the
purchaser,

If this is purchased with the stock of

photographic goods that are to belaid in,
a discount of about. 15 to 20 per cent. can
be sedured from the list prices,

Before ordering, whether for your own
individual use or for u stock, cutalogues
and discount sheets should be obtnined
from «ll the leading denlers together with
some rudimentary book of instructions on
the subject.

Fortunately the pharmacist  already
earties in stock many of the chemicals re-
quired, and it will be taken for granted
in the lists given below that he carries
such a stock of chemicals as is found in
the average drug store.  If he happens to
have a supply of any of the chemicals
named they may be omitted in making up
his stock order.

It might be possible to embark in the
business with a stock costing less than
S100 outside of chemicals, but sn eflore
to limit the investment to less than that
amount will mmke it necessary for the
pharmacist to depend to n considerable
extent upon his specinl order business,und
if & purchuser has to wait until his pur.
chascs arc ordered from the city he is apt
to order himself direct from the whole-
saler,

While one or two small, cheap cameras
should be embraced in the outlit, it should
be borne in mind that the boy who has
but 33 or 10 to spend on & camera will
not very likely be nble to spend as much
for plates snd materinls afterward as will
the youth or man who spends from 515 to
350 to beyin on. Consequently it is bet-
ter policy, as a rule, to cultivate the sale
of thu better class of camerns.  Besides,
the results obtained with the very cheap
camera will probably be so poor as to
discourage the amateur, and thus loso him
to photography.

The use of roll holders and films should
be rather disconraged for two very difler-
ent reasons.  The first and most impor-
tant is that they arc less certain in their
resilts than are plates, particularly in the
hands of beginners, and even when used
by experts they occasionally turn out
badly on account of somo some sort of
electrical phenomenon taking plice on the
surface of the tilm,  The second reason is
that being more troublesome to duvelop
than plates and being so convenient to
send away there is a greater disposition
on the part of the amateur to send his
roll to the maker of his camera to have
the pictures developed, printed and mount-
ed, and the roll filed and sent back to
him. The pharmacist would then get
nothing out of it at all zfter once selling
the camera.

The catalogues of dealers always con-
tain a series of cheap * outfits ¥ for devel-
oping and for printing and toning. Tt
might be as well for the novice to include
a few of these ¢ outtits ” in his Girst order
so that he may bLe able to see just how
they are put up.  Afterwards he can get
up “outfits ” of his own, purchasing scp-
arately the necessary apparatus, cte., (o
make themn up.

It will be advisable, and in the smaller
towns almost necessary, for the pharma-

cist to fit up for tho use of himself and
his patrons a photographic dark roow
where plates may be developed,  This
need not entail any serions trouble or ox.
pense, the most serious problem generally
being thoe water supply, drainnge nnd
light.

1f thero is no closet supplied with run.
ning water which ean bo approprinted for
this purpose, a stnll tank, something liko
n largo cooler with u funcet, tuny be putin
with n tub in which to catch the wasto
water,

A very good way in which to avoid the
heat entailed by having o light burning
in so small & voom is to have a gns jet or
a lamp placed outside the dark room im.
mediately in front of a window opening
into the room. This window may beany-.
where from 12 x 14 to 18 x 36 and should
be provided with light double sash sliding
sideways. T'ill one of these snshes with «
pane of orange or amber glags and the
other with a pane of ruby glass. In this
way when both are closed at once therois
practically no danger of the light having
aiy actinic power whatever if the correct
shades of glass have been sclected.  This
gluss might with advantage be included
in the first stock order, as not all red and
amber glass is non-nctinic.  Ruby and
amber tissue may be stretehed in the sash
instend of the glass, though the results mo
not so satisfactory as with the use of
gluss.

If it is preferred o durk room lantern
mny be purchased, preferably one fitted
for & gas jet if you can get one put into
the closet without too great trouble. Such
a lnntern would cost from $1 to §3.

Lastly, do not be toosanguine. While
there is money to be made in some sec.
tions nud under some circumstances it
should Le borne in mind that in this as
in other ficlds competition is increasing,
new things are coming out, old ones shov.
ed to the wall and dead steck thus accum-
ulated.—dmerican Druggist.

Somual is & new hypuotie, which was
introduced w year ago by Radlwuer of
Berlin, It is formed by a union of
chloral, aleobol, and urethane, but the
resulting compound is a complex body
and not at siwmple mixtuve,  1ts physieal
characters are thus deseribed by Dr
Frank , Woodbury, of Philudelphia, who
administered it in several cases, in doses
of from twenty to thirty wminiwms, with
very favorable results :

“Plysical  Cluracters.—Somnal is a
colorless liquid, resembling chloroform in
its appearance and behavior when added
to cold water, in which it forms globules
and refuses to mix or dissolve.  When
shaken with water the mixtare is milky,
but ynickly separates. Tt is soluble in
hot water and aleoholic solutions, and
dissolves  resinous substances and  fats.
The odor is faint, not very penetrating or
disagreeable, and resembling that of the
soivits of nitrous cther or reerystallized
chloval.  The taste is very pungent, and
for ndministration it needs free dilution.
Tt may be given with whiskey or syrup
of licorice. Somnal is inflammable, burn-
ing with an alesholic flame; it does not
evaporato guickly, and leaves a greasy
stain upon blotting paper,  Specific grav-
ity greater than water, reddens litmus
paper slightdy.”

Physiological Egliels.  In its action it
resembles chlora! e quickness of effict
and naturalsess of the sleep produced.
No marked depressing influence was ex
ertad upon the pulse or respieation rate,
though it was noticad that the breathing
besame slower surd the pulse slower and

fuller, ns 1 nntuenl vepose.  No disngreo-
able aftereftects. The head was clear
and the stomach was unallected ; the
patients generally had an appetite for
brenkfust,  No constipating effect.  The
kidneys acted rather more freely thun
usual.—- Divtetic Gazelle

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Uphold Our Honor.

Mr. Bdwin Dickey, Inte sceretary of
the Ontario Reform Club, Toronto, and
now organizer and seerctary of the Li-
censed Victunller’s Associntion of Oun.
tario, cluims that every where throughout
the Province, the druggists fagrantly
violate the law under which they are
privileged to sell liquor for medicinal pur-
poses; and, that in nearly every case
where prosceutions have been made, the
liquor supplied has been of the vilest
character.

A stateruent coming from such a source
gives some food for thought, and natural-
ly occasions an enquiry as to what it
means.

There is little room to doubt that
ninety per cent. of all the convictions reg-
istered against druggists have been
brought about through prosccutions for
illegal sales of liquor, either as to time of
sale or quantity sold, yet in not a singlo
case has attention been directed to the
supplying of an inferior article, so that »
reason for the latter statement must be
looked for elsewhere.

The reason for the onslaught upon the
drug trade which is apparently about to
be made, may be found in this: The
tewmperance wave has again swept over
the country, and the licensed victuallers
are at their wits’ end to devise mneans of
diverting attention from themselves,
They have about given up looking for
sympathy or support from either of the
political parties, and as they can’t well ap-
peal to any other source, beenuse no other
source derives a revenue from their tratlic,
they have as a last resort, decided to
deaw attention upon the druggists, in the
hope that hy discrediting them and in
depriving them of the privilege to sali,
they may for a time longer ehjoy a sale
which it is diflicult to cut off' altogether.
We are thoroughly convinced that thisis
the course about to be pursued and we
will be glad to vecetve from nny souvco
any information which will verify this
opinion. The matter is not now being
pursued by local officers of the law, but
by paid informers of the Association re-
forred to, who will not be apt to adopt
any straightforward means of accomplish-
ing their object.

The Association has avowed its inten-
tion to arouse such a feeling of indigna-
tion against the drug trade as will render
it an casy matter for some ef their sym-
pathizers in Parliament to bring in an
nnendment to deprive them of the right
to sell'liquor for any purpose whatever,
and wo judge them to be quite capable of
attemipting to carcy out such an intention
in the way and for the purposs we have
stated.

If there are those in our ranks whoave
in any sense lax in observauce of the law

we want to advise them to be careful, not
only for theiv own sake, but for the hon.
ovof the trade. While we practise un-
dur the law we should live up to it, and
when we do so wo will have nothing
to fear.

A Profitable Line and How to

Commence it.

It is geatifying to learn that several
druggists throughout the country nre act-
ing upon the suggestions made in this

journal in regard to the adoption of

photographic applisnces and materinls as
a side line.

There nre, however, many who hesitate
to dny in nstock becnuse they fear that the
outluy would have to be greater thun they
care to risk in & new branch,

It will, however, surprise many to
know that $50.00 will purchase suflicient
materinl to wake a start with, including
# simple amateur camern, dry plates,
chemicals and all the eteeteras, and stock
can be readily replaced and increased as
required.

As wo are not writing in the interests
of any particular firw, it is out of our
province to recommend any dealers, but
overy druggist hns the means athisdisposal
of obtaining the addresses of the difterent
Optical Cos. and by procuring catalogues
they can casily sce how much smaller the
outlay need be to what they thought
necessary. The chemicals are as a rule
cheap (silver intrato now being used now,
dry plates having taken its place) and
any amateur knows that their knowledge
of developing and toning baths gives them
the power of making developers, cte., for
particular plates and so creating a do-
mand for their own special preparations,
There is a fairr business to be ldone in
developing aud  printing  the nega-
tives of those amateurs who either have
not the time or eclse who do not
care for the trouble of going through the
processes for thewrselves.  Perhaps it
may be said we would be encroaching
upon the provines of the professional if
we went very deeply into the business,
but we believe that the regular photog-
raphers are not anxious to finish
amateur work, thoy having their own
business to attend to. FEwven supposing
that the professional photographer does
object—wo do not see why the druggist,
supposing him capable, should not do
regular photographic work. It is as
much allied to the drug business as any
of the lines now handled. Our business
is becoming so cut up that we will have
to “tread upon somebody’s toes” in order
to replace those lines which appeur to be
leaving us. There is no one who will
deny the that suggestions given above
are more in line with the profess.
ional instincts of our confreres than are
those sometimes given, that we must go
in more extensively for cigars, soda water,
mixed drinks, etc., “a Ju Chicago;” we still
hope to be preserved from such o fate.

Filtering Powder.

—

The difliculty of obtaining perfectly
bright solutions of essential oils in water
is well known. Calcium phosphate is iv-
admissible with acid fluids and kaolin ve-
quires frequent returning before the {il-
trate becomes bright. To obviate thesu
disadvantages Mr. I. W, Lucas proposes
the use of & mixturc of powdered paper,
asbestos, and kaolin, in some such propor-
tions as the following .

"\‘\er powder (obtained by rubibing
dricd white filter paper through o

20-holesiove vivne viiiiiineans. 3
Asbestos (sifted) cooiieeiiiiee. oan 3i
Kaolin ..o coiivieiiiiiinnnnn.. 3x

Mix lightly together, finally sifting. The

powder should be shaken up with the
turbid Jiquid for n fow wminutes and pour-
ed on the previously wetted filter, the
filtrate being rcturned until it passes
through bright, which it does in a short
time. Using this admixture, the filtering
of such refractory liquids as acid. glycer-
ole of pupsin is rendered effectunl and ex-
peditious, while turbid solutions of essen-
tial oils in distilled water, cte., are very
remdily dealt with.—Pharm. Journal.

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Observations on Some British
Pharmacopwmial Proparations.

E. W. LUCAS, PIL. G,

The following suggestions for nddition
al tests  and descriptions, which the
author i of opinion might be usefully
included in the next British Pharinuco
pein were vead before the Pharmaceuti
cnl Socicty of Great Britain at an oven
ing meeting.

Aloes.—No chemical test is ollicial for
distinguishing between the two varietics
of aloes. Cold nitric acid produces n
fugitive red color when added to powder-
¢d Barbados aloes, while Socotrine alaes,
when so treated, gives no coloration until
warmed, when it turns reddish brown,
Also—it might be added—~the surface of
hepatic aloes is invariably covered with
minute wrinkles, and the odor of cither
varicty becomes much more marked if
gently breathed upon,

Balsam of Toln is occasionnlly mixed
with common turpentine, but its presence
may be readily demonstrated if, after add
ing strong sulphuric acid to the suspected
sample, sulphur dioxide is given off; ac-
cowpanied by blackening —wherens puie
balsam only turns cherry red.

Bucla.—Although it is mentioned that
buchu leaves are marked on their margins
with oil glands, yet stress might be Iaid
on the fact that one gland is situated on
each serrature, and especially oune at the
apex. Emplewrum serrulatum, which
somewliat resembles Barosma serratifulia,
has no gland at the actual apex.

Calechn and Scammony.—The percen-
tuge of ash yiclded by these substances is
not specified. Catechu is required to ba
entirely soluble in boiling water. This
it rarely, if ever, ig, a more or less
turbid mixture being generally produced.
Some impurity is invariably present, and
it would be well to limit the ash to G per
cent, 28 is now done by the German
Pharmacoperia. Scammony is notorious-
ly adulterated ; even the prefix “virgin” is
not always a guaranty of its purity, and
the limit of nsh would be an additionnl
safeguard, 3 per cent. being looked upon
as the maximuw,

Poppy Capsules.—When poppy capsules
are used for extract and for syrup they
are directed to be freed from the sceds.
Should not this direction be extended to
the decoction 7 As it stands the capsules
are ordered to be bruised, which implies
that the seeds are to be used agwell. It
is, I know, urged by some that a little of
the oil is removed from the sceds and re-
mains suspended in the mucilaginous
liquid. This may be o to a small extent,
but T think it must bo a very small oue,
and it seems doubtful if any special ther-
apeutic value can be accredited to it.
Morecover, poppy capsules are so often
biroken in storage and transit that most
of the seeds escape, and frequently the
decoction is..prepared with anything but
the fair percentage that belong to o
capaule. .

Digitalis, ~Lveryons knows the dith.
culty exporicnced ab times in distinguish-
ing broken apecimens of dried Jeaves,
Digitalis, for instance, is common in cor
tain parts of the country, and many phar.
maeists no doubt have the lenves collected
and dried under  theie own supervision,
This is as it should be, but unfortunately
it cunnot always be dono, und then one
hias to fall back on dried mnterinl, ob.
tained as o rule in aomore or less broken
and crumpled condition,  Under  such
circumstunees, u detailed  acquaintanceo
with the leat i3 desivable, and it might
usefully be noted th.t in foxglove leaves
the veins run well down into the petiole,
thus distinguishing them at once from
numerous possible substitutes, including
the not uncommen one of unl. Cony:a.

Dlasters,~=Tn  several of the oflicinl
plasters curd sonp hag been substituted
for hard soap, and I have to strongly
advoeate a return to the latter.  Accord.
ing to Dr. Paul, powdered curd soap con-
tains from twice to three times as much
wirter 18 most othev soaps, and whether
it is duo to this fact or not, certain
plasters made with it are not as easy
to roll into sticks as they were formerly.

Bwplastram plambi  and  emplastrum
resine are notable oxamples of this

alteration for the worse. T also have to
suggest the addition of « little rubber to
the principal bases, to counteract the
tendency to crack when kept spread. A
process involving little trouble is to dis-
solve the rubber in  chloroform nud
anhydrous wool fat, in a wide-mouthed
bottle, fitted with n long upright con-
denser, applying just sutlicient heat to
keep the mixture gently boiling; one
part of rubber and two parts of wool-fut
are good proportions.  ‘The sewitluid
mixture should not be added to the other
ingredicnts until nearly cool, when if
well stireed, the choloroforin is soon dis-
sipated. U\ little extra care has pechaps
to be taken in the manipulation, asif
heat much exceeding 200° 17, is used to
melt the plaster, the rubber has o slight
tenlency to come ouc in lumps. This,
however, is no disadvantage, as ever
practical plaster spreader is much too
wise to use w greater heat than that
viforded by = wuter-bath. T have heve
emplastrum fervi and emplasirum picis,
to which only half per cent. rubber and
onc of wool-fat were added, and yet they
are at this length of time still sufliciently
plinble to admit of being rolled up and
sent out in a cylindrical case without
cracking, an operation to which fow, if
any, pharmacopaaal plasters would sub-
mit to half an hour after solidification
had taken place. Rubber is now so ex-
tensively employed by large plaster
spreaders that no serivus objection is
likely to bo Jodged agaiust its introduc-
tion, particularly as the quantity would
be so small.

Ertracts  The solid extracts are most
Iy ordered to be evaporated to a suitable
consistence for forming pills, or elso to
to tho consistunev of o moft uxtraot, ‘Lhis

leaves o good deal to the discretion of the
operntor. I an exteact is to be really of
i consistence for pill wmnking 1t must b
hard indeed | us a fact very few eatencts
could bo ade into pills without the aid
of sone addation, and they are very rare
Iy so preseribed. Would it not be better
to vrder all the sold extraets to e
evaporated to a soft consistence, suy that
of fresh honey, for 1t is obvinus that both
requirenienss eannot be complied  with,
With vegned to those futended for pill
making, it has been my own experience
that the ofticial ones are better evapornt.
ed fuirly low down, and whilo still warm
sublivient finely sifted althen or sugnr of
woik stiveed in, to Lring the whole up to
pillular  consistence whea cold.  An
ordinary extract requues avout. ten per
cent, of moisture to be driven off, and re-
placed with an equivalent quantity of
some inert powder to effect this, There
are  however, three the extrnct of
colocynth, rhubarb and cascarn- -which
even if treatcd as described are a constant
source of trouble to the dispenser. These,
it is suggested, should be evaporated at
a proper temperature to dryness, and
cither be brought up to the weight or

strengths, the finished product varying
cousiderably in consistence, which alters
still further on prolunged keeping. This
readers the standardizing abortive, snd
it is suggested that these two also should
be evaporated to complets dryness, and ad.

Letracoum Bele Lipuedwn alveady
contains nbout 20 per cent, of rectitied
spirit, but 1t 1s insutheient to prevent the
tendency to decomposition duning very
warm weather,  Tu hot dinates 1t o
common practice to add n httle chloro-
furm or salicylie acid to preparations
whoso keeping properties are not of the
hest, but T doubt if such a procedure is
admissible in Kogland, although on some
of our swinmer days the thermometer mny
register an almost tropical temperature.

Extractum Cinchona  Liguidun,-—-Qur
present process for this liquid extract is
undoubtedly a vast improsvement over the
old method of exhaustion with distilled
water, but even now the alkaloids are
only partially removed, and serious loss,
with consequent increase in the cost of
production, is the vesult.  After several
trials [ have found that the best results
are obtained by percolating at an elevated
temperature  The apparatus employed is
simply an ovdinury percolator provided
with a hot water jacket, and can easily
be fitted up in nny laboratory. The
coarsely powdered drug is moistencd and
packed in the percolator, the hot men.
struum being poured on until the liguid
begins to drop, when thoe orifice is closed
and the whole allowed to macerate at a
temperature of about 1507 I\ for twenty-
four hours, when percolation isallowed to
procved (still mwmntoining tho tewpera.
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ture) until solution of soda censcs to
causo a precipitate with the droppings.
The percolute is afterward cvaporated
on & water bath and standardized in the
usual way. Working on small quanti-
ties I have found that cach pound -of
bark requires about four pounds of the B.
P. menstruum for exhaustion, although
operating on u large scale this quantity
could probably bLe reduced. The com-
parative value of the two processes will
be seen by the following : Two pounds of
powdered red cinchonn bark, practically
containing five per cent. of total alka-
loids, was divided into two equal por-
tions. One half was exhausted by hot
percolation, the sccond by the B.P.
process. In the first instance the stan-
dardized product was as nearly as
possible sixteen ounces, in the sccond
only a little over thirteen ouunces, al-
though it had been percolated by the full
amount of liquid ordered, followed by an
,additional four or five pints of water.
These facts appear to indicate a tempera-
ture of about 150° F. as the most suit-
able for complete extraction, with a re-
duction in the volume of menstruum and
consequent  shortening in the time of
evaporation and exposure.

Liquorice Root (Dried )—This may he
used in cither the peeled or unpeeled con-
dition. Would it not be well to insist
on its being peeled, as if the cortical
portion which contains au actid principle
is included the sweetness is somewhat im-
paired?

Rlamnus Frangula bark is ordered to
be kept for at least onc year before being
usged. Should not this direction be ex-
tended to cascara sagradu? It has been
stated that extract wade from seasoned
bark is not only less bitter, but is less
linble to disagree with the patient.

" Glycerin of Starch was, T believe, in-
troduced by Mr. Schacht some thirty
years ago under the namo of *Plasma.”
11is original formuls, which was practi-
enlly adopted by the 1867 pharmacopawia,
produced a faicly still translucent jelly,
but now that one-third of water is sub-
stituted for an cqual volume of glycerin,
the product is too soft to answer the
_same purposcs the old one was fitted for ;
moreover it has a great tendency to
segarate after being kept a short time.
It wade with glycerin awlone the plasma
does zbsorb moisture from the atmos-
phere, and a little water may be an
advantage, but 33 per cent. appears far
too much.

Guaiacrmn Resin is occasionally adult-
crated with pine resin. The sophisti-
cation may, however, be detected, if a
tercbinthinate odor is exhaled when
thrown on burning coals, or if the precip-
itate caused by the addition of caustic
potash solution to tho tincture remains
undissolved in excessof the alkali.

Infusions.—Bruised leaves are ordered
to bo used in making infusion of buchy,
and the rhizome in No. 20 powder for in-
fusion of serpentary. Jun the case of the
first-nawed » mucilaginous liquid is pro-

duced, tho viscosity of which at times
may be so maguificd as to render strain.
ing ahmost an unpossibility ; while the
intusion when so made is mmuch more
linble to suffer rapid decomposition. In
the case of tho second, if serpentary in-
fusion is made with Lruised material, the
hot water takes up an apprecinble amount
of starchy matter, the result being that
if prescribed with tincture of iodine, as it
frequently is, « turbid blue mixtureis pro-
duced, owing to the fixation of the iodine,
which is havdly what the prescriber in-
tenas.  Under these circumstances it
would appear advantageous to omit the
directions for bruising cither drug when
ordered to bo infused with hoiling water,

Rhubarb in powder may be adulterated
with turineric, and it would be useful if
a test were inserted for its detection.
Pechaps as good u one as any is toadd a
little saturated solution of boric acid to a
weak tincture of the suspected powder,
when a brown coloration cnsues if tur-
meric is present.

Sodium Arseniale coutains more than
half its weight of water of crystallization,
part of which may be lost if the salt is
exposed, the effioresced salt then contain-
ing & varying proportion of water. The
anhydrous slt on the otlier hand is stable
and easy to storeand weigh, and it would
be a distinet gain if it could be substitut-
ed for that now oflicial, .

Syrup of Phasphate of Ivon is peculiny-
Iy liable to change, and in spito of many
attempts no form hus yet been devised
yielding an unxlterable preparation. In
the official process sulphate of iron and
phosphate of sodiuin react on cach other,
forming ferrous phosphate and sulphate
of sodium, the resulting free sulphuric
#eid, which would keep « portion of the
iron iu solution, being nearly neutralized
with bicarbonate of soda. After wash-
ing, the precipitate is dissolved in phos-
phorie acid, aud this solution converted
into syrup, which is thercfore presuwmed
to contxin acid ferrous phosphate.  But
during the washing the original white
precipitate has turned blue from the
foraution of ferroso-ferric phosphate, and
this oxidation continues to some extent
in the syrup, notwithstunding the protec-
tive action of the sugar, thus probably
accounting for the change in color on
exposure. Under such circuinstances it
would appear advantugeous to direct a
solution to be made directly from iron
wire and phlosphoric acid, in such pro-
portions that, when mixed with simple
syrup, one grain of phosphate should be
contained in ench fluid drachin. This is
by no means a new idea, as it has been
recommended by several very cininent
phariacists for a considerable length of
time, and no doubt many chemistsalrcady
manufacture their syrup thusy still it
would be better i authority were given
for doing this.

Tincture Quintme Ammoniata, al-
though so useful is perhaps the nastiest
medicine in the whole pharmacopcia com-
bining as it does a sharp alkalinity with

such intense bitterness, I wish toshow you
n specimen containing the full anjount of
quinine sulphate and solution of ammonis,
purtinlly disguised by the addition of
glycerin and compound tincture of chloro-
form. 1 cannot claim that its admixture
with water is any more elegant than that
now oflicin), but I think it would be
much more readily taken by the fastidious.
A Mluid drachis forms only a slightly
opalescent mixture with s wineglass of
water.  The suggested forin is:

Quinine sulphate............ grs. 160
Diluted aleohol....o..oooi.. oz. O
Coms. tinet. of chiloroform.... oz, 23
Solution of ammonia... ...... oz, 24
Glyeerin, toproduce ... . .. oz 20

Mix the quinine with the diluted
aleohol, and add the tincture and
aumnonia, previously mixed together;
shake and make up with glycerin to onu
pint. In this, as in the oflicial form,
there are nearly 8 minims of annnonia
solution in cach drachmn. This appears
somewhat Jarge, and the mixture would
be rendered much more palatable if the

quantity were reduced to an ounce and
half.

Efferrvescing Preparations.—The propor-
tions of the two acids in the effervescing
preparations in the addendum réquire a
little adjusting to secure strongly cohering
granules. As now prepared, they arc.
very apt to crumble to powder during the
sifting, or even before such an advanced
stage is reached. In effervescentsulphate
of iwagnesia the citric acid should be in-
creased to 61 ounces, with a consequent
veduction of } oz. of the sugar. In effer-
vescent phosphate of soda the amounts of
the acids would be better if more nearly
cqualized, thus:

Powdered tartaric acid .....
Powdered citricacid.......... 10} ozs.

Mucilages and Injections.—TIn the thres
mucilages, and one of the hypodermic in-
jeetions, distilled water is ewployed, the
exceptions being made with cawphor
water, and they uro all more or Jess prone
to change if kept auy length of time, even
protection from light being insuflicient to
obviate this. Perhaps it is impossible al-
together to prevent decompasition, but a
vehicle might be used, | .of such
prescrvative powers that solutions wade
with it would keep unimpaired for a rea-
sonable period. Water that has been
boiled with the residueleft after wanufac-
turing syrup of tolu has one of thestrong-
est claims in this respeet, and could with
advantage be employed in many pharma-
ceutical operations. Tujections of crgotin
and apomorphine hydrochlorate both keep
well when made with it; while morphine
injection not only does not turn brown so
rapidly, but is less liable to deposit crys:
tals of alkaloids. Mucilage of tragacanth
already keeps fairly well, but the mucil-
ages of starch and acacia ave noted for
theic tendency to spoil.  Specimens of
these preparations with tolu water &
month or more old, which have been kept
at varying temperatures, are here, and I
think they are all in a very fair state of
preservation, There is perhaps one Jittle
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drawback it mucilage of acacin is made
with this water, and that is, tho color is
slightly decpened, but it is not tdo serions
to preverit its ndoption.

Pills.—-Tu our prosent formuhe for pills
it appears as if we are trying to combing
two practically incompatible conditions,
viz.t a soft wmass which will mix easily
with other ingredients, and a pill mass of
suflicient consistence to roll, which when
rolled and cut ought to yield pills that
will keep their shape.  Three wmasses
alone answer these conditions: most of
tho others are much too soft when first
made, and much too hard if kept for any
length of time, and the ones that do not
come under either category arve of such
consistence #s to adapt themselves with
singular exactitude to the shape of the
containing vessel.  Such pill wusses as
those of aloes and iron, or of aloes and
asafatida if kept for a short time, become
almoet as hurd as the mortar in which
they were compounded, while others, as
Plummer's pill, are just as unsatisfactory
from never really hardening or drying at
all. It would Le n decided advantage,
and & change that would be welcomed by
most dispensers, if the official pills, with
cortain exceptions, were kept in powder-
ed * species,” say four grains to cqual five
graing of mass, the excipient being left to
the discretion of the prescriber or dispen-
ser. The exceptions of the pills of iron,
iodide of iron, mercury, and phosphorus,
none of which would lend themselves to
such alteration if it were desirable. T
may, pechaps, be allowed to suggest the
omission in the next edition of the syno-
nym for pil. saponis co., for if one is to
judge by recent correspondence that has
appeared in our journals, considerable
doubt may be engendered in the mind of
the dispenser as to what is meant when
pil opii is ordered in a prescription.

This may be
due to idiosyncrasy, but nevertheless it is
the case, and only on the morning before
I wrote this a cuse came undar y notice
in which much pain and smarting had
been experienced after its application to
the eyelids.

Pharmucopein, partially gets
over the difliculty. but if acid liguids are
under operation an inert powder must be
substituted.  Recourse must then be had
to kaolin, as directed by the B. P. C. For
mulaey.  But a1 new difliculty  arises
from the extremely fine state of division
in which kuolin exists, in suspension it
cin only be removed by filtering through
a layer of itself and the constant turning
Lack of the tiltrate Lo sccure this involves
a great deal of time and trouble.  To ob
viate these disadvantages I have to pro
pose the use of a mixture of powdered
puper, asbestos, und kaolin, in some such
proportions as the following :

There is n tune in the life of every man
and woman when n pair of spectacles be-
coines as necessary as their daily bread.
This time is usually put off as longas pos-
sible, which is & great injury to the eyes.
There is no article sold that will pay
Jarger profit and wherein so Inrge a trade
can be worked up, with as littleattention
paid to it, as the sale of spectacies.  For
the information of such of our custowers
as have no knowledge of the subject we
give a few simple rules that will conble
any dealer to sell spectacles satisfuctorily.

The focal numbers of spectacles vary,
from No. § (which is & very strong lens
for old people), to No. G0 (which isn very

weak lens).  Tach focus is  plainly
marked by x tag on the glass or

stamped on the end of temple. The
nuitbers mostly run from cight to thirty.
For convenience of customers an assort-
ment of cach dozen can be had, the best
selling nssortments being 8 x 30 and 10
x 36, also an assortnent of stronger focus
(3 x 16), and one weaker (12 x 43),

A person uot requiring spectacles can
read ordinary newspaper print comfort
ably holding the paper twelive to fourteen
inches from the eyes.  Whenever a paper
has to be held wmore than fowrtren inches
from the eyes to be read comfortably it is
asign that the eyesare beginning to {ail
and the person can improve his sight by
wearing spectacles,

We will suppose, for instance, that a
customer comes to & dealer for a pair of
spectacles,  Tirst, give him a newspaper
and notico Aow sar from the eyes he holds

the paper to see the prit wath the naked
eye. 1Ifitis held at anu's length b iy
evidonco that he teeds quite o strong
lens.  For expevience try, say, a No. 12
focus (tho number on the paper tag pusted
01 the gliss or stawped on the temple s
the focus of the spectacles). You will
notice that when looking through the
spectacles the castomer will nmedintely
Lring the paper wuch  closer to the eyes
and the print becomes sharper and plan,
er. Should the No. 12 bring the pring
too near, the lenses are tou strong, and you
wmust try a weaher glass-say No. 15 or 15.
This will put the paper further away from
tho vyes.  Suppose, on the contrary, that
the No. 12 spectacles brought the paper
to, say, fifteen or sixteen wches from the
eyes.  That would show that 1t is not
quite stronyg vnough, and & No. & 10, or
11 should be tried, to bring it a fittle
closer, so that the customer can read com-
fortably at twelse or fourteen inches,
Dealers must bear 1 nuned thut when o
customer tries on a pair of spectacles that
do not fit properly that a smaller focus
number than the one he tries will bring
the paper doser W the cyes and a larger
focus number will tahe the paper surther
from the eyes.

This simple tule makes it casy to de-
termine what number spectaclesis requar-
ed to suit with few trinls., Tho above
rules will not apply to neac-sighted people
nor to eaceptional cases, but will answer
wost cases that will come to your notice.

Speatacles are used by so many people
everywhere that they are always good
stock in n drug business, and always
bring a fair protit for handling.—JZlcyis-
tered Pharmacist.

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A Popular Fallacy Rogarding the
Drug Businoss.

DR, GEQ. P, PAVNE,

It is somewhat diflicult to understand
why s0 many long-exploded superstitions
still find & quiet abiding-place within the
brains or ut least the intuitions of the
average human being. A mun may in-
sist that he does not believe in glosts or
intangible spirits, yet in the wee hours of
the night, wlien nuture is wrapped in its
deepest sleep, a small unexplained and
ambiguous sound sometimes fills his being
with an intuitive dread that shocks his
common sense and mukes him wonder if
superstitions are not hereditary.

Times possibly have been when the
druggist’s profits were Jarge upon his in-
vestinent of capital, time, study, responsi-
bility and buman endurance. Dear old
Shakespeare, with his wonderful insight
into buman aftuirs, recognized in the lean
and lank apothecary already, hiow vener-
able a “chestnut” the druggist’s profits
had become., But the dear public seems
to have ever held to this ancient supersti-
tion, and a new pricsthood has arisen in
the modern “cutters” who cater to this
inherited superstition and claim to do
business without & profit, and yet {lourish
because they do so much of it.

In modern business life the fees of able
men appear to be growing larger instead
of dimjnishing, except in the profession of
pharmacy, where they are arc steadily
decreasing. To graduate as a pharmucist
and sccure a license to practice pharinacy,
usually requires : first, three ycars’ prac-
tical experience in a drugstore ; secondly,
two years in a college of pharmacy ;
thirdly, an age of twenty one years ; and
fourthly, after securing & diplomna, » most
thorough examination by a state board of
pharmacy, to obtain a license. This is
Just as it should be; for the pharmacist
holds life and death in the hollow of his
hand. Certainly no more training is re-
quired of the lawyer or of the physician,
A lawyer, a physician, aud a plixrmacist,
cach alike prolicient in his profession and
standing amonyg the forenost in his own
line of work, arce most unequally reward-
ed for their skill. Many an able lawyer
or successful physician can command a
greater remuneration for one day of his
time than a pharmacist, cqually well
skilled in his profession, can command in
a month.

The idea of barter clings to the public
mind in all transactious with the pharma-
cist. It enters even into the compound-
ing of the most intricate prescription,
Little does the customer stop to think of
the incessant study, vigilant watchfulness
and long hours of the patient man who
compounds the life-giving remedies of the
physician, or corrects his inadvertencies,
* Errare est humanum”; aslip of the pen
ot a maoment’s sbsentinindedness occasion-
ally causes & physician to sign his nawmne
to a death dealing potion.  The ever vigi-
lant pharmacist, familiac with the doses
»l ovory wcll-kaown drug or pactioular

liobby of the practitioner, quictly deluys
the customer, sees the-physiciun, corrects
the crror, saves tho roputation of the pre-
scriber, aud—is grumbled at by the cus-
tomer for his slowness, which ho quictly
takes and suys nothing.

‘I'here is probably not a single pharma-
cist of large experience but who has re-
peatedly corrected ervors which would
liave been fatal, ecrors which were all cor-
rected without the patients being mado
aware of their narrow cscapes. Such
work is done by the phacmucist; yet the
uverage customer only cousiders the cost
of the drug itself and wonders at the pro-
fit. Some minds ure ever vigilunt to get
their money’s worth, like the wan who
peored through the screen at the prescrip-
tionist who was weighing out strychnine
to go into a few small doses, and called to
him: “Give me down weight, doctor;
give me down weight 1" Such winds, of
course, are incorrigible.

The average wodern retail drug-store
sells soda-water, cigars, brushes, cowbs,
perfumes, various toilet articles, patent
medicines, drugs and prescriptions.  The
pharmucist prides himsclf upon the excel-
lence of his soda-water, but charges no
more for it than the street vendor charges
for the veriest slops.  Heo sells cigars and
certainly his protits on them would not
please the proprictor of a cigar store.
Brushes, combs, perfumes and toilet arti-
cles are sold in direct competition with
the dry goods stores. The druggist
sells a better article, but hus to take a
sualler profit fer selling thew. Patent
medicines are often sold at actual cost, to
cater to the public fancy that the drag-
gist’s profits are large. Nooue, of course,
understands these inatters better than the
pharmacist hiwself; but when it comes to
prescriptions, the aucient superstition re-
garding cnormous profits has been inher-
ited even by some pharmacists themselves.

When the prescription business is look-
ed into closely, it proves to, be far less
profitable than the pharmacist himsclt
fondly imagines. “llow profitable our
business would be,” exclaimed one, “if we
could all keep busy putting up prescrip-
tions”! Upon actusl count with this
gentleman it was found that his three pre.
scriptionists, if kept going all day, could
compound one hundred and twenty pre-
scriptions,—or forty each, at an average
of fifty cents cuch. This was twenty dol-
lars a day to cach man. The same clqu.
if kept steadily employed selling toilet
zoods all day, could readily disposs of. one
hundred and sixty dollars’ worth ; this at
the rate of twenty-five cents for a fifteen.
cent tooth-brush, one dollar for a seventy-
fivae-cent hair brush, ten dollars for an
cight-dollar dressing-case, ctc.,, would pay
at least a clear profit of thirty-two dollars.
The prescription clerks were men who
cach drew 8100 monthly salarics. The
fancy goods could be sold just as well by
a $50 au or woman. Yut, suppose all
the prescriptionists’ work were profit,
which is far from true, how much poorer
is the reward won by the hard day’s labor
and mental atrain of the pressriptioniet:

than that of tho ordinary salesman?  To
the proprictor this is really aserious tnt.
ter ; compotent prescriptionists ho nust
hiwve, nud if they nve kept judiciously e
ployed, their cost is kept at the Jowest
point. Yot tho smualler the number of
preseriptions cowpounded by the cstab-
lisluent upon any given duy, the greater
the proportionate expense; us but for the
necessity of keeping men ready for this
compounding, cheaper wen could take
their pluces for the ordinary work.

As an illustration, the following is an
actunl occurrence. A customer brings in
a preseription calling for Leptandrin,
Podopbyllin, and Calomel, to be made in-
to two pills, He is charged twenty tive
cents, and cxclaims, ¢ Why, you must
mako 100 per cent. on that.”—“ My dear
sir,” was the reply of the pharmacist, I
make 1,000 per cent.——on the cost of the
drug; in fact, viewed in that way, it is
all prolit. The medicine only costs a
small fraction of & cent ; you are welcome
to belp yourself to more than this pre-
scription calls for free of charge. Dut if
you will consider the respousibility involv-
ed in preparing the prescription, and will
figure its cost to me in actual expenses
T am sure you will appreciate my post-
tion. In the first place, you will concede
that a pharmacist's time 3s worth asmuch
or more than that of a plumber. A
plumber’s time is usually conceded to be
worth fifty cents an hour, even when ho
is sitting down waiting for his helper to
zo on an crrand.  The time and skill of &
dentist is considered still wore valuable.
As it takes the pharmacist fifteen minutes
to put up the prescnption, record and
label it, you see that twelve and a half
cents of the charge is on account of the
sk.Ned workman reguired. It costs one-
half cent to keep the record and file for
each prescription.  The pillbox costs
three cents. This amounts to sixteen
cents as cost for the prescription. Almost
any little 25 cent trifle picked up inadry
goods, fancy or lardware store costs
originally twelve or fifteen cents each. So
you see the protit is small when the heavy
respounsibility is considered. Your physi-
cian probably spent fifteen minutes’ time
with you, and his fec of §2 was thought
perfectly fair; yet you wonder at tho
enormous profit of the pharmacist on a
twenty-five cent prescription, which nay
be actually the means of saving your life,
if prepared properly, or of destroying it,
if not compounded correctly.”

The customer seemed struck with this
view of the matter, and apologized, re-
marking that he had really never under-
stood the subject before. Neither does
the general public, nor the average news-
paper writer, understand the peculiar
position of the pharmacist of to-day—
forced to sell his wares like the veriest
huckster, yet compelled to compound and
disponse them with all the skill and abili-
ty of the trained scientist. Tet us all
Jjoin in a mighty and continuous cffort. to
teach the dear people that the pharmacist
is entitled to somo compensation for his
profeseional akill ; that, while asking ng

The simplest way scems to boe to mea-
sure the glycerin, and on the combined
weight of it and the boric acid ealculate
the required amount of salicylic acid.

In view of the importance of this sub-
ject to dispensers and students, as well as
to the public, it would bo well if some
general rule for dispensing  percentage
prescriptions could be agreed upon, so ns
to cusure uniformity ; but lLetter still it
would be if practitioners in preseribing
were to take care to leave nothing inde-
finite.

In the discussion of this pnper thero
was a gencral consensus of opinion that
the ditliculty in correctly dispensing such
prescriptions arose chictly in tho cuse of
solutions. There was a general agree-
ment that in all probability the preserib-
er intended the solution to contain a
given number of grains by weight in 100
wminiws., This was indicated by the fuct
that occasionally preseriptions directed
sty 1 50th of a grain of atropine sulphate
in 10 minims of water, and alse by the
fact that hypodermic syringes are gradu.
ated in minims.—Dritish and Colonial

Under this name, the firm of Riedel &
Co., introduce the salicylate of aluminium
which is recommended for influonnation
of the mucous mwembrane of the nose and
throat. Tt is insoluble in water and al-
cohol, but is soluble in alkalis. Tt forms
a ncutral double salt with ammon-
ia which is soluble in water and glycerin,
and is pretty stable ip concentrated solu-
tion, whilst the dried’ salt soou becowmes
insoluble.

Compounn Synrue or SQuiLL.—1It is the
practico of many pharmmcists to make
compound syrup of squill from the com-
pound fluid extract of squill.  Tn making
this syrup in this manuer, it becomes
murky and turbid on the addition of the
solution of tartar emetic in the nmount of
hot water ordered Ly the pharmucopwin.
This can be largely, if not catirely, over-
come, by munking the solution of tartar
cwetic us ordered, and adding 3 fluid
ounces glycerin to same for every piut of
syrup wanted. Thus will bo obtained a
clear and otherwise improved compound
syrup of squill.

Bay Rua.—~This article has a large sale
everywhere, and numerous formulas have
appeared for making same.  After trying
many of them without satisfaction, the
writer has adopted the following formula
as the best :

Soaw LinimeNr.—Some time ago the
writer called attention to the fuct that if
the brand of castile soap known as “Con-
ti’s” were used in the making of soap lin-
iment, no trouble would be experienced in
obtaining an elegant preparation. Tt is
the practice of some pharmacists to use
castor-oil soap for muking this liniment ;
this answers quite nicely when fresh, but
is open to tho objection that it gets very
hard if allowed to stand before using;
however, if oleic acid be used as a base for
the soap, no trouble will be had in making
& soap that will readily remain in solution
and ke a nice liniment.

Oueares.—1t has nlways appeared to
the writer that tho methods of prescrib-
ing oleates by per cent., is wrong in prin-
ciple as well as practice, nud consequently
very unscientific. In the fivst place,
oleates are definito salts just the same as
sulphates are; and there is just as much
reason in preseribing sulpbates in that
manner as there is with oleates, In the
second place, theso normal oleatesare very
easily made and keep much better in this
form than any other. Tor instance, the
107 oleate of mercury is very unstable,
while the 207/ oleate keeps far from well,
The normaloleateor precipitated aleate, on
the other hand, keeps very much better ;
in fact, with any kind of care, it keeps
almost indefinitely.  This might be called
a 2877 oleate, tostill conform to old usage.
The snme is true of all the oleates—Ilead,
iron, copper, zine, silver, nunganese, cte,
and if the practice of prescribing the nor-
mn! oleate and ordering its dilution as
wanted, were followed, tho rcsult would

lead to greater uniformity in dispensing
this cluss of prescriptions. The writer
does not like the method of making sodium
oleate by simply dissolving white Castile
soap in water, but much prefers the
wethod of preparing this salt, us well as
tho potassium oleate, by neutralizing the
olcic acid with soda or potassn.  Of course,
these vemarks cannot hold good with
oleates of active alkaloids,—theso being
generally solutions of the bases in excess
of naad.  Quinine olente, however, is per-
manent ; but thé same cannot be said of
solution of quinine in excess of oleic neid.
After a number of experiments with
the precipitated oleato of lead, tho writer
has adopted this in making diachylon
ointment, in plice of tha lead pluster of
the U, S. P, Tt makes just as nice and
etlicacious an ointment, besides shortening
the process of preparation,

Prrcoration.—In  percolating drugs
with a strongly aleoholic menstruum,
there is no trouble in exhausting the
drug ; but in cases where a weak aleohol-
ic menstruum is used, this is not so easily
accomplished.  Tn muny cases the writer
has used what might becalled intermit.
tent percolation, with good results. It is
conducted as follows :— The properly-
moistened drug is packed in a percolator,
and the menstruum added as divected in
the U. 8. P. Then the percolator is
closed and the drug allowed to macerate
for 21 hours,— percolation being then
allowed to proceed until 4% parts of the
reserve of O parts are obtmned.  The per-
colator is then closed again and macera-
tion allowed to continue for 24 hours.
Percolation is then allowed to proceed to
4} parts more, which should be reserved,
and the process completed as directed in
the U. 8. P, Tt is the belief of the writer
that in many drags this process is superi-
or to that directed in the U. 8. P, and
that, by its use a larger percentago of ex-
tractive matter will be found in the re-
serve than by 48 hours’ maceration to ex-
haustion, reserving the first 9 parts; and
this, in the opinion of the writer, is o re-
sult much to be desired.  Jt is an cstab.
lished fact that heat docs, to say the least,
no good ; in many cases it does serious
harm, It naturally follows that themore
nearly the veserve contains the extractive
matter and strength of the drug, the less
harm the beat necessary in evaporation
can do.—Merck’s Report.

Tincture of lodine.

C. F. HENRY.
Read at a meeting of the Ed nburgh Chemists’
Assistants’ Associntion.

Tincture of iedine has long been a sub-
ject of controversy, and after fifty years
it cannot be said we have n satisfactory
preparation, though various and varied
have been its formulze,

The Tidinburgh Pharmacopeia tincture,
which is still in considerable demand, had
a strength of 1 in 16, and was mado with
spirit along, by the aid of hest. The
Loudon Pharmacopwia preparation, term-

ed tinct. iodinii co., contained iodineo 1 in
40, and potassium jodide 1 in 20. The
1864 Pharmacopwin ordered 1 in 40 of
iodine, with 1 in SO of potassium iodide,
and this was retained in the 1867 edition.
In 1870 Mr. Martindale (Pharm. Journ.
[2)) vol. xi., p. GO1) pointed out that this
proportion of potassium jodide was in-
suilicient to render the tincture miscible
with water, and in the 1885 cdition the
proportion was increased to 1 in 40, mak-
ing tho quantity of potassiumn iodidoequal
to the quantity of iodine.

A comparison with foreign pharma-
copwins gives approximately the following
results :—KFrench Codex, 1 in 154 ; Ger-
man and Russian, 1in 13 ; United States,
I in 14}; Austrian, 1 in 17; Dutch, 1
in 16. These are all wade without
potassium iodide, and are all very much
stronger than the DBritish preparation,
whicli is 1 in 40. Itis the weakuess of
the British tincture that has been most
criticised, and it has several times been
ewmphatically condemned.

Against the plea that the present tine-
ture is too wenk, it muy be urged that it
is intended for internal use, and that the
liniment is meant to supply the need for
an externnl upplication.  Against this
plea I would urge, first, that.the tincture
is frequently prescribed for external use,
and fails in its purpose. Secondly, that
the tincture of the Edinburgh Pharmmn.
copeia is regulurly preseribed by many on
account of its suitability, and.the existing
pharmacopain should contain a prepar-
ation which would ebviaty recourse to an
obsolete plharmncopwin.  Thirdly, that
the frequency with which the liniment is
diluted when preseribed shows thut it is
too strong in most cases. Fourthly, be-
cause there should be no ditliculty in hav-
ing & preparation suitable for both in.
ternal and external use, which should
take the place of the present tincture and
liniment. To suggest a formula for such
a tincture is the object of this note. The
author detailed a series of experiments
which pointed to the conclusion that the
following formula most suitably et all
requirements :

Take of—

Ioline.............

Todide of potassium
Distilled water.....

..... 1} ounce.
14 onnce.
..3 1l. ounce.

Glycerin.... oo veenen .3 fl. ounce.
Rectified spirit, satlicient to make 20 Ruin
ounces, .

Add the iodine and iodide of potassium
to the water, allow to stand till dissolved,
then add the glycerin and suflicient recti-
fied spirit to make twenty fluid onnces.
Such a tincture (1 in 16) would be suit-
able for both internal and external use,
and is like the present tincture, miscible
with water in all proportions. The dose
would be 2 to S minims, and 24 minims to
the fluid ounce would make a vapor iodi
corresponding to the present oflicial vapor
iodi.

TIxcueasinG THE SENSITIVENESS OF A
Prate.—Mr, P. B, de Laborre says that
to impart a high degree of sensitiveness to
a plate, in order, suy, to take an instan-
taneous portrait in the studio, it should
bo immersed for o minuto or two in the
following solution :

Bichronato of potassivm . ... 2 parts,
Distiled water ............ 100 ¢
This is said to make the plate more sen-
sitive, and it should then be exposed,
without washing, and while still wet.—
British Journal of Photography.

Puorocnarny axnp  DERMATOLOGY. —
Dr. E. Schiff, of Vicuna, has been apply-
ing photography to the study of the hu-
man skin, and by the aid of a small in-
candescent lamp and a metallic reflector
has been able to project on that part of
the epidermis undergoing oxamination n
light so strong, that by the use of very
rapid plates all tho details of the texture
of the skin, and such small markings as
are ordinarily non apparent and are occa-
sionally present, were obtained. The en-
larged positives on matt paper are care-
fully coloured, and the results are suid to
be of great interest to dermatologists.—-
British Jowrnal of” Photoyraphy.

A Noverry. — Paper prints mounted
in optieal contact with glass, known now-
adays as opalines, are very cifective, but
much superior eflect can be prodeced by
a thin transparency developed with hydro-
quinone, backed up with white paper;
this gives a picture of much more bril-

linney., It hus also the advantage of not
being so likely to fado owing to any im-
purity of the paper.  ‘The cifoct produced
is exactly similar to that scen when de.
veloping a coreectly oxposed lantern slide,
with its white background of unaltered
enulsion before tixation. The whole of
the delicaey of w gliss transparencey is pre-
served.

A New Teacive Paver, -\ now trac-
ing paper has been mude of material taken
from « Japanese plant, and the inventor,
says Invention, who also hails from Jupan,
claims that although no oil is used in the
making of it, it is ns teansparent as the
ordinary oil paper.  We understand that
samples sent to Burepe have been tested
and were found highly satisfuctory, for
the paper is very tough and quite trans-
parent.  If theso statements ave correct,
it scems probable thut this tracing paper
could be used for photographic purposes
ns well as for deawing ; but it is doubtful
whether its manufacture in Europe would
be altogethier profitable, unless the plant
could L aeelimatised and trained here.—
Lrinter and Stationer.

Erisusanse rur Yuaow Conon riom
Necanves.- . A method outlined by Mr,
A. Cowan at the London and Provincinl
Association, as reported in the British
Journal of Photography, consists in first
bleaching the negative with a wenk solu-
tion of perchloride of iron and then 1 rve-
developing with the ferrous oxalate devel-
oper. This changes the film to o dwrk
black and produces any desired density.
If the yellow color extends over the whole
surface of the film, the plan does not an-
swer as well, as a veil will redevelop.
Yellowness in dry plate negatives is due
to insuflicient fixing or insuflicient wash-
ing after the negative has been fixed, and
no remedy for it at all satisfactory has
been dotvised. Tt eannot be vemoved by
the ordinary clearing solutions recommend-
ed for climinating pyro stains.—Scientific
American. '

Wasmise Aunuuey PriNts.—In the
first number of Das Atelier des Photo-
graphen, which is under the editorship of
Dr. Micthe, the latter discusses the exper-
iments of Messrs. Grundy and Haddon on
the amounts of silver and sulphur Ieft in
albumenized prints at diflerent stages of
washing, These he snmmarizes as follows :
1, ten minutes’ washing climinates all sol-
uble matter ; 2, further washing extracts
no more sulphur or silver, supposing that
that all the free silver salt of the print
has been converted into the soluble silver
hyposulphite. 'To assure the latter con-
dition, the author recommends fixation in
a flrst hypo bath—forty to fifty grammes
of salt in 400 or 500 ¢. c. of water fper
sheet,—to wash for ten minutes in ruu-
ning water, and then place the prints in
a sccond hypo bath—six to ten grawmmes
of hypo in 150 c. ¢. of water, per sheet, -
leave in for at least eight minutes, and
tinally wash in running water for from
ten to fifteen minutes —Scientific Ameri-
can.

Alkaloldal Reoactlons,

The paper Intely published by J. Tan-
ret on this subject, gives a vast mount of
detailed information with regavd to tho
wethods it is necessary Lo employ in pre-
paring reagents which will give constant
results, and also with regard to the phen-
omenn observed when the conditions are
varied. "Theobromine, ho says, will not
precipitate with Valser's reageat, but
gives o black precipitate with Bourchurd’s
solution.  Colchicine behnaves as if it were
a mixture of true alkaloids, one of which
is preaipitated in acetie, and the other in
sulphurie solution. No glucosides, he
states, are precipitated by iodoanercurinte
of potassium in acetic solutions, whereas
some of them are if in sulphuric solution.
Such are vincetoxine, convallamarine and
digitaline, The paper concludes with an
account of the reactions of albumenoids,
albumen and peptones, with the usual
atkaloidal reagents.—Journal des Phar-
macie..

How Licorice is Gl;own.

As grown at Pontefract, England where
300 acres are under cultivation, the plants
ave grown in rows, and attain a proper
gize in about four years. Tf allowed to
grow live years the root is tough and
woody. During the last two yewrs, the
plants being small, potatoes and vege-
tables can Le wrown between thi rows,
and theso are of & superior sort, as the
Jicorice ground is heavily wanured. The
roots extend downward from four to six
feet, and as they ave all dug up by hund
the expense is quite an item.  The dig
wing takes place in September,  The roots
arve stored in a cool place or packed m
hand.  They are next trimmed of all
superiluons shoots and fibers, which are
ground into powder, while the root proper
i5 used for its juice. ‘The buds and runners
of the plant are saved, as it is from these
that new roots are grown and not from
seed.

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That Russia Leather Smell.

Birch tar oil is obtained by dry distilla-
tion, and the process by which the Rus.
sinn prasants eflect the opeiations is the
most simple that can bo imagined. A
cauldron capable of bring liermetrically
closed, set in a brick fire place above the
ground, is connceted by means of a pipe
with another cauldron buried in tho
ground. This is the whole of the appar-
atus.  The upper canldron is filled with
dry birch bark, closed up, and then heat-
ed. The vapor which the enclosed bark
gives oft finds its way to the buried caul-
dron, is there condensed, and becomes o
dark brown liquid. This is birch tar
‘The tar is nllowed to get quite cool, and
during this process there rises to the sur-
face » vegetable acid contuined in the tar,
which must be skimmed off.  On the tar
being distilled, an oil with a peculine
smell, something like that of cedur wood,
is formed, and it is this which fmparts to
Russin Jeather its peculixe odor. -~Cal.
Drugyist.

The Paris Green Co.mbine.

The Awerican manufactuters of Paris
green have succeeded in re orgunizing their
combination anud have advanced  the
minimum price from 10 cents to 17 cents.
This is for gquantitics of flve tons and
over, which conld last year be purchused
from manufacturers outside the combine

for 94 cents.  For smuller quantities the
priceis scheduled b 20 conts when the
insecticido is contained in arsenic kegs,
the rebates from this price, which are
subject to the rules and regulations made
in conformity with the request of the
Nationnl Wholesnle Druggists’ Associ-
ation, ranging from onc to three cents for
from five hundred to ten thousand pounds
respectively.  No doubt this advance will
enable the manufacturers to avoid their
last year's surrender of all profit and allow
them to make money out of their works
once more. But if it resultsin a reduc-
tion of consumption the combine will
soon go to prices again in the rush to mnke
sules,—Journal of Commerce.

To Rexove tie Onor oF Conriver Orr,
—Curlo Pavest recommends the following
process: Put into a gluss mattrass 1 part
of puritied ivory black and two parts of
fincly ground roasted coflee to every 40
parts of the oil.  Closo the mattrass with
a cork, place it in a water bath and heat
for fifteen minutes at a temperatura of
50° to G0° C. (120°.140°.) Lec cool
slowly, leave in contact for three or four
hours, and finally filter. Ieep in well-
corked bottles. The oil thus treated loses
every particle of its disagreeable taste and
odor.

Hydrocynnic acid is formed, according
to Burls and Evans, in the mavufacture of
oxalic acid from sugar and nitrie acid.

CanrraGeEN.—Trish  moss, Chondrus
crispus, nutweal order, Ay, is a very
popular vemedy for cousumption in Ive-
Iand, Tt is undoubledly aun excellent
nutritive demulcent, but the idea that it
has any speeific eifect against the tubercle
bacillus, is, of course, fallacious, 'The
decoction, however, is one of tho best
bases for cough mixtures I am acquainted
with,

Coceutys Inpicus.—The Levant Nut,
Anamirta cocculns, nntural odor, Ments-
permacert, was formerly in considerable
repute for destroying the parasites in ring-
worm and pediculosis, Tts active prin-
ciple, picrotoxinum, which is now ollicial,
possesses all the bad and good qualities
of the drug, and has been highly com-
mended in the exbausting night sweats of
pthisis.

Coxrravenrva. —-Contrayerca, Dorsteria
contrayerva, natural ovder JMorecee, is

_ highly esteemed in Jamaiea and Trinidad

for its tonic and diuretic properties. It
is'ndministered as u fresh infusion (onein
ten, half-hour) in ounce doses cvery four
hours, but its introduction into this
country, many years ago, has not been
attended with the success which West
Indian practitioners say the drug de-
serves.

Coryienoy  Ummuicus.—The navel
wort.  Cotyledon wmbilicns, natural order,
Crassulacew, now almost unknown to the
qualified M. D)., is still the sheet anchor of
the Lerbalist, as it was that of the regular
practititioner “when George TIT wag
king,” iu the treatment of epilepsy,
hysteria, St. Vitus’ dance and other ner-
vous diseases, It is certainly a relinble
antispasmodic, worthy of being once more
put on its trial in the treatment of the
fearful neurosis, which, for want of & bet-
ter nawme, our fathers called “the falling
sickness.”

Cuncuna.—The Curcnma longi, natur-
al order, Zingiberacrace, is held in high
esteem by the natives of India as a car-
minative aud tonie, and finds a place in
most of theic polypharmacy. T think it
is worthy of a better position among our
modern drugs than that of & mere test for
alkalics. :

Cyymixum.—The fruit of the umbellifer-
ous plant Cuminum cyminum, is one of
the oldest known, carminative stimulants,
It is quite as useful as caraway or many
of the carminatives still popularly pre-
seribed, hut now-a-days rarely finds its
way to the English palate, savo through a.
curry, orin that delicious Russiay liqueur

Crypoxiun.—The sceds of the Cydonium

wtilgaris, natural order Rosaceo, were
very. popular uiong o past gensration of

hairdressers agn constituent of quince hair

wash, which was prepared from various

formule, of which the following is n fuir
sample :

Cyrairsmiey, - Cypripedium prbescens
or Farviflorum, the well known lndics’
slipper, has a reputation as an antispas-
wodie in the sne class of cases in which
valerinn is usually preseribed, and is still
retained in the United States dispensu.
tory.

Davcus Canora. -This humble member
of the Umbellitere is still highly esteemed
in country districts as a stimulating poul-
tice for chronic uleers, and was formerly
widely used as o galactogogue. Carrots
and celery boiled in milk constitute an
old Antrim remedy for rhenmatism.

Durcanana. -Although no longer of-
ficial, the Bittersweet is still largely used
in Ircland by Loth physician and quack.
As an alterative, diuretic and dinphoretic,
T have always found it infinitely prefer-
able to sarsaparilla, which isstill retained
in the B. P. for two reasons: first, be-
cause it is costly ; and second, because,
unlike the vulgar Duleamara, it does not
grow in Bugland,

Dirnvrea.—The Joffersonia  diphylle
is n member of the Jferberidacew, and
hails from the States, where it is attribut-
od with most important antisyphilitic
properties by the Tndinns. It is a tonic,
alterative and divretic, and said to enter
into the funous Suecers MeDade.  Dose
of the powder rout, 20 grains.

Dicestira.—This is another importa.
tion from the same region with similar
propertics.  The tubers of the Turkey
corn, or Corydalis (Dicertra_formose, nat-
ural order, Jnmariace), way be admin
istered cither as a decoction (1 in 20) 4
oz to 1 oz . tincture (1 in 10), 20 to 60
winims, or in the form of corydalin, the
active principle in doses of from } grain
to 3 grains.

Eurnonrpios.—Although the concrete
resinous juice of the Euphorbia canarien-
siz, 0 member of the Euplorbiee from
the Atlas Mountains of North Africa, is
well known in veterinary practice ; it is
rarely if ever used by the physician. Tt
was originally introduced as an irritant,
errhine, emetic and cathartie, but has
been abandoned owing to its extreme po-
tency. Fiveaninim doses of a one-in-80
tincture have been used by the writer in
spasmodic asthina and chronic_hronchitis
with' considerable success. It has fre-
quently been used as a poison, whea the
best antidotes ave demulcent diinks and
enemata, followed by opiates aud stirau-
lants, if necessary.

Euraromiun Prrrontatud,—The Bone-
sct is another Indian remedy worthy of
jntrodustion inte this country, I¢ rer

sembles chamomle, and belongs to the
sane natural order, nud Yike it, is a valu-
ablo bitter tonic and emetic when given,
us « warm infusion, but, unlike dnthemis
snobilis, it is also a powerful:dipphorotio
aad purgative.

Vesueritk.—The Zrigonclla Junum.
gracon (natural order, Leyuminose) s
another plant better known to the veter.
innry than the wedical prescriber. It is
a cheap and eltective aromatic carmin.
ative, worthy of n mors important place
than it now holds awmonyg this class of
remedies,

Fueus Vesicerosis. 1t is not geaerally
known that the Bladder wrack was at oie
time included in the Dublin Phavmacopesin
as 1 remedy for scrofuls, vavious glandu.
lur and joint troubles, and purnlent bron.
chitis.  Of late years it has attained a
world-wide reputation as a remedy for
obesity, but its power of producing ab.
sorption of fat is by no means an unqués.
tioned fact, as many authors consider it
uncertain or powerless to produce the re-
sults attributed to it, and refer the so.
ealled cures of obesity to the strict regime,
diotary nnd otherwise, enjoined, and per-
haps the mere alterative charucter of the
drug. Whitla points out n fact which I
can corroborate from my own expericnce
——Viz, “that the pig, which is regarded
by some as closely allied to man in some
physiological and structural points, has
been fattened for the market on the
Fucus vesiculosts in the North of Ire-
land.”

Garaxca.—The root of the dipinia
aaleaigal has beon used as w substituto for
Zingiber afficiuale, to whose nutural order
it belongs, and-which it-closely resembles
in every way. Tt has n huge reputation
among the peasantry of the north of Tre.
land as a remedy for toothache and neur-
algia. The drug is a constant ingredient
in many Chinese remedices, and is used by
the descendants of Confucius in the treat.
ment of ague and dysentery.

Gantus, --Like navel-wort, wild vose.
wary, Galitm aparine, natural order,
Rubiacea: was oue of our old English
remedies for cpilepsy, and has long been
used s & domestic remedy in Devon and,
Cornwall for the King's Evil und other
scrofulene affections,  Dr. Quinlan, of
Dublin, has recontly pointed out to the
profession a property long known to
the wite women of the Irish peasantry,
viz, its action as a powerful stimulant
and healer when applied as a poultice to
chronic uleers. Ttisan excellent palliative
in cancer, Dr. Boyve rccommending five
ounces of the juice to be taken daily, and
a stroug ointment to bo applied locally,
in this loathsome discase.

Norway Cod Liver Oil is still high.
Prices ave nearly 1009, higher than they
were.

Silver is higher owing to an advance
in bullion,

Cream Tartar and Tartaric Acid are
dull and unchanged.

Camphor and Moth Camphor, in lurge
demand. No special change in price.

The uncerlainty still of the tariifleaves
many values unsettled.

Opium is a little casier,

Morphia does not so far sympathise
with it as price of it is firm,

London. April 28th, 1894,
The tone of the market during the

month has been quiet and business is not
reported brisk in any departments.  Dar-
ing the last week there have been one or
two alterations of considerable import-
ance, but the bulk of prices remain un
changed.

Mercury, which for some time has been
rasy, was raised by tne jmporters and
mercurials have followed suit.

Borax has suffered. a considerable drop
and Boric Acid is lower,

Cod Liver Oil is firmly held at high
prices and everything points to higher tig-
ures still.

The new scason’s Oil of Lemon is just
arriving and is quoted at exceptionally
low rates.

Bergamot and Oil of Sweet Orange are
in the same category.

Opium is weaker and lower prices are
anticipated.

Ambergris is lower and Chirata has
been reduced.

Chloroform, Chloral Hydrate, Ether
and other products of spirit have been
raised in accordance with the increased
tax.

The Indian Journal of Pharmacy, the
latest venturc in pharmaceutical journal.

ism and the only publication of its kind
in India, thus scores the pcople of that
portion of Her Majesty’s Bmpiro for their
apathy in the matter of utilizing the
products of that country. Itsays: “Year
after year, tons of “oranges, lewons, cit-
rons, &c., go to waste and are swept away,
as so much rubbish. These substances
contain valuable oils, which could be read-
ily extracted and locally sold for much
less than what it costs to import them.

Tharmacy tells us that better and surer
tinctures are obtained by maceration of
[resh plants, &e., but ag India is too Inzy
or too apathetic to manufacture for her-
sclf, she exports the rhizomes, roots, flow-
crs, stews, &c., to Euvope, and then im.
ports them back in the tincture form :
thus fwice paying revenue, duty and
freight, together with a large sum for
goods, that would have cost her much less
to prepare ; did she but have the energy
and enterprise.  Figures will better illus-
trate our meaning. The average annual
import of alconol alove (excluding spiritu-
ous and alcoholic beverages) is about
8,000 tons, costing India some 3,61,60,,
000 rupees, exclusive of revenue taxes.
Now were she to Uistil her own alcohol,
her outside cost for the above quantity
would not oxeceed 2,68,80,000 rupees, and
she would thus economize 92,80,000 ru-
pees every year, from this source.”
