INSPECTICN OF FOOD.

Whether or not it is owing -to official
inspection or-to the honesty of dealers, it
is some satisfaction to he able to state that
there is comparatively little adulteration
of food in Canada. ~We have the sus-
picion that the business of inspection is
not carried on very extensively, being, as
it were, still in an-inchoate condition, buh
‘even admitting that, it looks very much ns
if adulteration bad not yet got ingrained
as one of our commvrm.xl vices, . There-is
only one exception, and it is a remarkable
one—that of milk. Of one hundred and
sevcnt} -six samples - officially examined,
in different cities of the Dominion, seventy
were found to be adulterated and ten were
of doubtful character.  This is an appal-
ing proportion—nearly forty percent.: We
qneed not say that steps should at once be
tuken to sti)y the-evil, by clearly defining
what constitutes adultemtwn of milk and
arresting those- who violate these provi-
sions, J.hcr(, is_ not'- much. vitiation of

lutter. Very little coffee is pure. Genuine
cocoa is rarely met with, sugar and starch

being almost invariably added in large
quantities. A .caution should  be given
about- potted meats, the use of which is
visibly increasing. . - Inferior articles are
not above suspicion. Sugar is pura enough,
and none of its admixtures aro doleterious,
The chief: of these is glucoso, or grape
sugar, which is not injurious, butvensibly
lessens the sweetening force of the staple.
Tea passes through the ordeal quite credit-
ably; but some of Lhe adulterations are very
bad, and in oné¢ sample 1o tea was dis-
covered at all. Water comes noxt. The
examination of  water used’for domestic
purposes, . especially - that sold and dis-
tributed by carriers, who are liable to ob-
tain 1t from impure sources, has ‘therefore
engaged the attention of the Department,
and instructions have been given to the
proper ofticers to take saumples of such
water.  Up to date, only one analysis has
been reported, but the result fully justifies
the representations which induced the De-
partment to have it analyzed.

Although Canada may, perhaps, not be
congratulated on having attained as great
a degree of general purity with regard to
articles of food and drink as has been at-
tained by the Mother Country, for instance,
yet the Inspection Act so far hus worked
well and done good service.  The publica-
tion in the annual Blue Book of the names
of the vendors of all the articles which
are found to be adulterated is an excellent
deterrent, - to which, doubtless, we owe
much of the success thus far achieved.
We trust that the zeal and skill hitherto
displayed will be still further encouraged,
and that the provisions of the Act may not
only be enlarged,but more rigidly enforeed.
The case with regard to milk is one of
the extremest hygienic importance, espe-
cially in view of the abunormal death-rate
amwong children in Montreal, and our
municipality ‘should step in with a by-
law ‘to support the iuspectors and an-
alysts.

WE referred, a couple of weeks ago, to
the British practice of making diplomatic
and other “public appointnients: without
regard to the political bias of the ap-
pointee-—as instanced in the nomination
of Lord DUrFERIN to the embassy of St
Petersburgh.

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OFFICIAL SIGNAL.BUOYS FOR
SEA-GOING SHIPS.

A It has long beeu customary, in cases of
disaster 1o ships at sea, cither by fire or by col-
lisien with icebergs,” &¢ , to throw overboard a
bottle, contsining a recond of such disaster, both
in the hope of succor following those who may
have taken to the beats, and from the natural

that their fate might become kuown to their
triends.

2. Owing to their fragility of structure, num-
Lers of these bottles must necessarily be lost,
through being dashed agrinst hand substances.

3. Doubtless, also, many such a bottle is
passed by ships without ever being noticed or
picked up, there being nothing in its appearance
to attract aitention, or to indicate the nature of
its contents,

4. It is notorions that cruel hoaxes are some-
times perpatrated, by the seattering of bottles
containing fulse news of wissing vessels.  An
instance of this cccurred after the disappearance
of the steamer *‘ City of Boston,”” from Halifax
for Liverpool, in 1870, a bottle huving been
subsequently picked up on the British coast,
containing particulars as to her fate, which wete
proved by circumstantial evidence to be neces.
sarily false.

5. The point of one of Vietor Hugo's works
(* L'Homme qui Rit ™) turns upon an incident
of this nature ; but the story is unnatural,
simply because, practivally, no bedy of inen,
about to perish, woull have sutlicient calmuness
of mind to carry out all the Jetails therein de-
seribed, for establishing the authenticity of their
record.

6. Many a ship's comypany, forced to take to
their boats, leave no record upon the scene. of
the dizaster, either from a consideration of the
difficulties above mentioned, or from the want
of consideration at all, that any practical good
might result therefrom.

SUGGESTED, THEREFORE

I. That every sea.going ship, Naval and mer-
cantile, be required to carry, as part of her
equipment,” two OFFICIAL SIGNAL BUOYS, sup-
