bell Brothers, of Chatham, for the erection of a
stean flouring mill at St. Thomas, Ont., was
submitted to a vote, of the ratepayers in th.
latter place Tuesday last, and carried by a
majority of 384.-A Toronto butcher named
Hookings bas left the city, and several whole-
sale butehers ara reported out about $I,0o.

Sos surprise lias been expressed at the fail-
ure of Wm. Damer & Co., wholesale boot' &
shos dealer, Toronto, as bis banking credit is
said to bave beetn good up to the last. He
lias been rated bigh tor several years, but it is
tbought he had too many branch stores; and
extended bis business too much for the atten-
tion he was able to give it. The liabilities are
estimated at $60,000, with assets amounting to
about $95,000; much of the stock,'however, is
said to be unsaleable.

G. B. McCut.Lnoer, tle St. Thomas druggist
whose failure we noted last week, has left the
town, and the business has been wound up
quietly by bis creditors, priicipally in Hamilton.
He cunmenced abont two years ago with little
if any capital, and lias been supplied w ith goods .
by Messrs. John Winer & Co., of Hamilton, whô
sécured a chattel mortgage on bis stock, etc.
for $1,600. His liabilities font up $3,000, to
pay which blire is stock-in-trade valued at
$2,000. Mr. McCullough's trouble is attributed
to excessive competition.

subject to a hypothec in favor of Messrs. Shaw,
of Waterloo, for barc, of $1,500. Mir. James
Hayes, of Sleligtoi, leld ie first nortgage
of$6,000, and Mr. Arpin was the second mort-
gagee for $7,000. The last mortgage was exe-
cuted but a few days before the failuire, and
there is some talk among the creditors òf con-
testing it.

A. M. ALLA' & OO., retail dry goods dealers,
this city, are sotnewhat cmbarras ed, having
beeni suîed by several creditors recently. Mir.
Allan admits lis inability to meet all his
engagements but claims to have a large sur-
plus, and says vith an extension of tite lie canu
pay in full ; lie falel some eiglit or nile ycars
ago, and compromised at about 60oc on thel
dollar. le attributes his piresent ditliculty to
loss of trade lest summer during the protracted
work of putting lu a new fronit lu his store.

Pending the taking
ofstock this week tio definite informntioin cain
be obtaiaied as to the state of his affairs.

TE Metropolitan Mutnal Benefit Society of
this city las thouglit it well to discontinie the
str.ggle and rc-lnsure vith a sonewhîat similar
concern recently started. One by one the
muttuals fall-intoeach other's clutches. The
"Life and Adventures of a Mutunal Benefit or
Provident Association, if written out, would

'Tie creditors of Hiector L mont & Co., dry
goods merchants, Chatham, whose assigrnnint
was mentioned in last issue, have resolveil to
wiid up the estate. At hie recetit meeting
tlhey agreed te accelt 40e on the dollar secired,
but Lanont laving failed te get security the
stock lias been advertised for sale on flic 19th
inst. The liabilities foot up $21,303.92 with
total assets $12,039,-stock as per inventory,
$10,621, and book-debts $1,418; deliciency,
$9,264. 'here are soire thirty-five creolitors,
chiefly Montreal and Toronto wholesale liouses,
and the balance ii London, Hamilton, Detroit,
Berlin and Merritton. This is not tlie first time
Lamont lias been in trouble; b got in
extension in larch last. The businesa
was commenced by Hector and lu brother
Donald Lamont in 18t;6, uînder hie style of D.

H. Lamont. A yearafterwards the name was
changed te H. & M. Lamont, who continuîed te
increase their business until in 1870 it rai
claimed to have amouînted to $o,000. The
firni thein carried a stock of about $40,000. In
1873 they showeda strplus. of $17,600, and
later in that year a chancery suit was decided
against them, for goods receied from L. 0.
Lamont amountiîîg to $5,000; shortly after-
wards they made an assiginiuent,.with liabilities
amounting to the large suin of $68,000, and
assets of otly about $30,000. ector continiucd
the business, with the resilts already stated.

LUMBER REVIEW.

We have ns usual awaited the develop.
ment of the lumibering season before giving
our review for the past year and a glane
at the prospects for 1883. The Spring
drives were complete successes, and clean
almost beyond comparison. The season
opened at Quebec with a semblance of
activity, but it soon became apparent that
the Spring fleet would be a small oneand
reports from the English markets pointed
to another season of diminisied exporta.
After the departure of the bulk of the
Spring fleet, business dropped off and re-
mained almost lifeless ùntil the month of
September, when reports from Great Bri-
tain indicated a revival in severallines of
Quebec gooda. Oneor tvoshippinghouses
on this sile began quietly purchasing on
speculation large lines of thietimber and
deals still in the hands of manufacturera

712
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but no sooner was this move detected,
than the other firms followed suit, and the
result was that by the month of November
nearly everything had passed from the
hands of the manufacturers into posses-
sion of the shippers, and, considering the
state of the English markets, at pretty
stiff prices; and it is not too mucli to say
that prices across the ocean miust keep
rather high to enable present holders to
come out whole.

Those who bought pine deals at the he
ginning of the season at the prices they
were compelled to pay must have been
disappointed at the course of the English
markets during the year, as these goods
seemed slow of sale and prices weak ; and
this is doubtless the reason why large lines
of the leading mill stocks still remain
piled up at the different mills. The en-
forced higli prices referred to were due
to the increased deniand for pine lumber
in the United States markets and the
consequent high rates prevailing
there. Canadian manufacturers, notably
the large Ottawa mills men, ivere in such
a position that they could at any moment
sell their season's produce at high prices
to Americani buyers, and therefore when
approaclhed by Quebec deal buyers their
stand was : l Our prides for deals are so
" and so ; if they do not suit you we shal!
"saw them into lumber and slu to United
" States buyers, of who m there is no

scarcity." And those who wanted deals-
had to pay the preailing stiff prices or go
without.

Although the English markets show
signs of' considerable improvenent, vhich.
it is to be hoped may continue, iwe cau-
not refrain from expressing the belief,-
the result of observations for the last few
seasons,-tlhat ere many years wood pro-
ducts will be more valuable at this side
than in Europe. The enormous consump-
tion going on, especially in the United
States and Canada, cannot fail of tihis
effect. The requireinents for home con-
sumnption in the oier Provinces are every
year increasing, vhile Manitoba and the
North West are only beginning to indi-
este their wants. The shipments to these
new customers from Canada and the
United States during the past year ivere
over 100 million feet B. M., aud these
must go ou increasing as the territory is
colonized. It is probable that at no very
distant date but very little of the pro.
ducts of our forests vill be shipped to
the European markets, excepting, per-
haps, those kinds for which other North
of Europe goods cannot be substituted,
such as first-class white pine timber and
deals, white oak of large sizeand pro-
bably hardwoods and pitch pineý from

tnilted States ports. Lower grades of
plue and spruce will find better prices n
this side than English markets can affoi d,
as long as they possess cheaper subs i-
tutes from Norway and Sweden. T is
change is now-going on, as far at least ts
Quebec is concerned, as evidenced by t.e
gradual decrease in exports shown by ti e
following clearances from Quebec for the
last nine years:

And the prospects are for a still furtiher
decrease in 1883. This nay be clearly
ascribed to the large supplies from North
Europe at low prices, while our American
narkets will absorb any probable or
possible production at relatively higher
prices than European markets will pay,

Wintering stocks are a trifle greater
than last year, but yet considerably lower
than ii former seasons. Prices have
ranged during the season about as fol

season in Canada are on an increased
scale for the United, States markets) and
on à reduced scale for Eu'op«ean markets.
The veather thus far ias been all that
could be desired ; there is at present,
however, some appearance. as thougli
opexations wonld be hampered by too
mfxch snow, This, hoivever, is only one
of the many ordinary incidents of lumber-
ing; everything is higl in price, pork
unusually so5 labor is also abnormally
high in fact in this district it is not a
question of wages at all, it being absoltite-
]y impossible to get a regular supply of
workmen for the woods. Large numbers
have been lured away.to the Michigan
and Maine forests at higb wages, througi
the efforts of hiring agents who have
scoured the Province from one end to
the other.

We hear of few or no sales of new mill
cuttings for next season ; manufacturera
are holding for stiff prices, and exportera
are vaiting to see how the English mar-
kets nay develop during the coming.
months. But these last remarks refer to
deals only; i we understand that some con
tracts have been made for Michigan and
Ohio oak timber and waney and square
pine at probably a slight trifle advanco on
the prices of last year. We can never ex
pect'to see the two latter classes of timber
at old prices again, for while the supply i
diminishing every year, the demand ox
the other hand is increàsing.

THE BANK STATEMENTS.
The usual summary comparative state-

ment of the aggregate liabilities and
assets of the chartered banks on 3lst De
cember will be found below. The decrease
in circulation is less than might have beoii
expected. The total reduction of liabili.
ties is abaut two millions. The available
asseis are less by nearly three millions,
chieily by the ivithdrawal of funds from
London and New York. The Dominion
uote reserve is less by $561,453, but it is
not unmvorthy of notice that, while the
aggregatereserve lias been reduced, there
lias been an increase in the notes held
under $50 As there has been a decrease
in the issues of ones and twos, it la beyond
doubt, that the $4 bills which have
beau issued to the amount of $267,724
are held chiefly by the Banks as réservei.
This is just what might have been antici-
pated, and the result wvill be that the issue
of fours ai a considerable exponse will be
of no benefit. It will be found that as the
issue of fours is increased, that of the large
notes vill decrease to a corresponding
extent;

THE FISHERY QUESTION.

*We have noticed in our Ainerican ex-
chiges that notice lias been given in the
United States Senate of a resolution to
terminate the fislery clauses of the
Treaty of Washington. If it be true, as
stated by the mover of the resolution,
Senator Frye, tiat the fishîery privileges
enjoyed by Canada are very valuable,
while those obtained by the United States
are w'rtliless, thien it is not surprising
that our neiglbors should be anxious to
terminate the treaty. It is alleged that
in the year 1881 the Catiadians caught
191,000 barrels of mackerel in American
waters, while the Americans only cauglit
400 barrels in Canadian waters. This
statement must have caused inuch sur-
prise, and is entii.ely at variance withi the
evidence obtained by the coiîmmissioners
wlio sat at Halifax. The duties, it is said,on
the fish imported from Canada duty free
would have amounted ta $300,000. It is
said that, owing ta gross mismanagement
on the part of the United States and ta
the skilful diplomacy of the Canadians,
the Americans have had to pay $5,500,-
000. We presume that the award was
made in accordance with the evidence,
and we scarcely thiik there vas any
neglect on the part of oui' friends in the

United States ta bring forward ail the
evidence in their power. Certainly none
was adduced that would sustain such
assertions as tliose made by Senator Frye.
It is high s time that the sulject should
engage lie attention of our Government,
as the period lias nearly expired for
which the money payment was made, and
it certainly will not be willingly renewed
for another period.

HOTEL HlOlRROS.

As this is 'the season of the year whîen
the voices of the debating schools are
hearl throughout the land, we woul
suggest that, instead of the old standard
subject, " Which is the mother of the
chicken, the lien wvhich ilays the egg or the
one which hatches it?" there may be
substituted "who killed the game, the one
who prepared the pitfall cio the one wlho
accidentally startled the animal." In the
accounts of tle Miivaukes holocaust we
read that "a closet for firewood ias
situate near the wood-lined elevator
that the fire started in this closet, and, by
means of the elevator, was immediately
carried te every storey of the building.
The fire whicli destroyed three human
lives in the hîotel atPembroke, Ont., a feiw
weeks ago was stated te have " started in
the oil.room." The fire which a few years
ago destroyed several human lives in a,
hotel near Montreal commenced in a mont
containing a benzine tank. We further
note tiat the fire in the Newiall House
at Milwaukee is supposed ta have been the
work of an incendiary. We therefore su-
gest as an additional subject for discus-
sion: Granting, for argument's sake, that
these and similar fires were the deliberate
acts of incendiaries, hiich is the greater
criminal, the ane who deliberately pre-
pares the means of destroying life and
property in such manner that such de-
struction. must inevitably ensue, ' lie
who finally puts the means in active
operation ?

Foresight is one of the attributes of a
man; hindsighit is the peculialr qulity of
a mule, se the action which substitutes
any remedial measure for a precautionary
one partakes rather of the characteristics
of the mule, and may be depended. upon
ta kiel most t'eacherously-even as fire-
escapes are asinine substitutes for'brick
walls, deidened floors, self-closing eleva-
tors working in brick shiafts; and the
eliminaticn from the main building of the
benzines, coal cils,' cooking ranges,
ft-rnaces, kindling-rooms, and suîclh like
probable causes of fires.

No form of " premeditated inuirder
machine" is more common than that of
the hoistway or elevator-way open from

basement to roof, nor is any more frequent
in its fatal action ta no other mechanical
device can be attributed so many broken
limbs, the loss of so many lives or sucli
rapid progress offires destroying valuable
property. Wlere these are suffered ta exist
neither anybady nor auything is safe, and
it is idle ta blame those by whom a
catastrophe is finally consummated, if we
continue ta permit such things as must
inevitably produce these horrible conse-
quences.

DISALLOWANCE.

We read with much surprise in a recent
issue of the Globe the following statement:
" The Inperial Government lad just as

much reason for disallowing the Cana-
" dian Act as the Dominion hlad for dis-
"Callowing thle South Eastern Charter."
'l'le Act referred ta is the "Deceased
W%ifes Sister Marriage Act," and there is
iot the slightest analogy between the two
cases. The Maniitoba Charter referred ta
had for its abject the construction of a
Ilailvay which was ta be built with the
view of diverting the trafic from the
Canadian Pacific iRailway, which is being
constructed under a special agreement,
ratified by the Dominion Parliament, and
w'hich it is hoped will secure the Canadian
trafic through our own territory. The
question,on whiehweadmit there is awide
difference of opinion, is one in which
other Provinces than Manitoba have an
interest. On the other hand, it is a matter
cf perfect indifference ta the people
resident in the United Kingdom, whether
marriage with a deceased wife's sister be
permitted in Canada. Moreover, a similar
Act lias already been passeci in one or
more of the Australian colonies without
disallowance on the part of the Crown. It
is likewise not irrelevant ta notice tlat
the House of Commons has more than
once passed a bill substantially the same
as the Canadian Act. While on the subject
of disallowance we may remark that when
instances are given it would be very desir-
able that they should be accompanied by
the reasons given by the Minister of Jus-
tice, on whose report the orders in Council
are passed. The Globe has certainly been
most unfortunate in the comparison
wihicli he bas drawn between the Acts
passed by the Dominion Parliament and
the Manitoba Legislature,

TUE FRENCH TREATY.

r. C. O. Perrault, Vice Consul of
France, who lias recently returned from
Ptris, iscredlited with a statement that
Sir A. T. Galt hasbeen asked to postpone
further negotiations as ta the commer-
cial treaty betwee France and Canada,
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because a treaty must be first made
between France and England. This
is a most extraordinary statement
We can scarcely believe that Sir Alex-
anider GaIL will allov himself to be any
longer duped by the French Government.
Canada wants no treaty with France or
with any other country. What she wants,
and lias a right to claim, is that France
will admit her exports as slie does those
of Great Britain on the sane terms as the
most favored nations, as Canada does all
French expots. There is no longer any
probability that there will be a revival of
the commercial treaty between France
and Great Britain. The latter country
being committed to Free Trade is not in a
position tà retaliate, otherwise she could
compel France to reduce her duties.
Canada has no object in demanding any
change in the French duties, and even if
she had, would not have the most remote
chance of obtaining such a concession.
ler policy should ha ve been to give a
plain intimation to France that, unless
shse is placed on the same footing as the
nost favored nations, it will be impossible
for her to continue to place France on
that footing, and that an extra duty of 10
or 20 per cent. will be exacted on French
imports. Unless Sir Alexander G-alt bas
received authority to make such a de-
iand, ali bis negotiations will prove a

farce. The treatnent of Canada by the
French Government bas been simply
outrageous.

THE RIVERS A1N-D STREAMS BILL.

it must, we think, be generally admitted
that it is most unfortunate that the
Dominion and Ontario Governments
should be in antagonism on such a ques.
tion as that vhich will be the subject
of these remarks, on which we may observe
that we have obtained a good deal of
additional information since our last issue.
We see no reason to doubt that the
Ontario Legislature lias acted in perfect
good faith in legislating in regard to the
rights of riparian proprietors on ail rivers,
creeks and streams, and in providing that
persons who shall improve the floatability
of any river, creek or stream shall not
have the exclusive'righbto the use of such
river, creekor stream, but that, subject to
the payment of reasonable tolls, all other
persons shall have the right to use such
inprovements. There seenís to be a
variety of opinions aniorig those who are
hostile to the Ontario Act. We have seen
it argued that thé Act is entirely ulira
vires be'cause the Dominion Parliament
alone bas the control of ail rivrs' and
streams. This pretension is entiraly
destitule of force, and was not contended

for by the Dominion Goverhment itself.
It is admitted that the Governmentmight
expropriate the property of a ripariai
proprietor and then exact tolls, as the
Dominion Government. lias done for the
use of the slides constructed by means of
public funds. This is an unsatisfactory
solution of the difficulty. It would be
unreasonable that the Provincial Govern-
ments should be compelled to acquire the
property of all who miight choose tb make
improvements on non-navigable streams
chiefly for their own benefit. The only
other course is that contemplated by the
Ontario Act, which is to permit the pub-
lic generally to use the improvements on
the payment of fair compensation. We
may remark here that the opponents of
the Ontario Act have constantly alleged
that thé object of the Act was to deprive
Mr. McLaren of lis property without com-
pensation. WNe find nothing in the Act to
lead to such an inference. The intention
seems to us to -have been to put riparian
proprietors, who have made improve-
ments, on the sane footing as joint stock
conipanies incorporated under a general
act for making similar improv'ements.

i examining the point at issue between
the litigants we find in the protest against
the Ontario Act that Messrs. Caldwell &
Son were asserting a right to use these
improvenients without paying for thsem," a
claim whiclh is certainly not countenanced
in the Act. We further find that "these
"parties (Caldwell & Son) were offered
"the use of the improvements at aëson-

sonable toll if they would acknowledge
Mr. McLaren's proprietary rights, whiâîh
offer they rejected." It seems there-

fore that Mr. McLaren was willing to
yield all that the Act really requires iim
nov to concede. It is deeply to be
regretted that personal and political feel-
ing sbould have bad sa muci influence on
public opinion in regard ta this question.
It cannot be denied that the disallowance
of the Act and the course taken by
opposing parties bas been governed
entirely by the case of McLiren vs. Cald-
well, -whereas the Act is of a gene7ral
character, and it is important that its pro.
visions should be framed without refer-
ence to thé special case. We hold that
thfe Province of Ontario should not be
coinpelled to expropriate in every case
in which improvements are made on rivers
and streams by a riparian proprietor. It
sems onily reasonable, and if ve read the
Act right it would so rule, that the pro-
prietor shodld have the control of bis
improvements just as a joint stock coin-
pany has. he question of compensation
is the one of greatest difficulty. Mr.
McLaren in bis protest only claims f<rea-

sonable toll, "but Mr. Caldwell would
doubtless niaintain that he demanded
unreasonable tolls, and, of course, if tIse
proprietor is allowed to levy toll at bis
sole discretion, he would be enabled
virtually ta preclude the public from
using his improvements. IL mightipossi-
bly be found that the highest court in the
Province sbould b empowered to sanction
ail the regulations made by a riparian
proprietor in regard to the use of his
improvements. It is clear that where
party feeling exists it will be imagined,
no matter how slight may be the founda-
tion, that a Government-.will favor its
own supporters. We therefore incline to
the opinion that a judicial decision would
be more satisfactory than one by the
Governor in Council. As ive have already
remarked, it is unfortunate that from first
to lest the. question of providing foi the
use of improvements on rivers and streams
lias been coniplicated by a personal
dispute, whicls ought long since to; have
been adjusted by the aid of common
funds. Mr. Caldwell ought never to have
asserted a right to use Mr. McLaren's
improvemients without paying for them,
and on the other hand Mr. McLaren
shouid abandon his pretension to exolude
Mr. Caldwell from the use of bis slides.
Mr. Caldwell must have acted under
advice, and, as hie got one decision in bis
favor, it cannot be denied tht he had
ground for contesting a point on which ha
believed himself to be in the right.

On î-eading the Act pased by the
Ontario Legisla ture, which we hacd not bad
an opportunity of doing vhen we vrote
last on the subject, we found the foIlow.
ing clause:

If any suit is now pending, the nesult
of whicls will be changed by the passage
of this Act, the Court, or any judge of
such Court, iaving autiority over such
suit, or over the costs, may order. the
costs of the suit, or any part thereof,
to be paid by the party who would have
been required to pay such costs if this
Act bad not been passed.1
The foregoing clause fully meets the

objection that we raised, that the effect
of the Act might have been to inflidt the
costs on a litigant who might havbeen
defeated owing to the new Act. On looking
over the debates oh the bill, ve do not
find that Mr. Meredith, the Opposition
leader, was at ail unreasonable. le'said:-
" A provision should a least be nade
"that these slides shouild be subject te
"the control of the owner. Under the

bill e man might make a large outlay on
stream im provements, and whe ha

" desired to use then find himself pre.
"vented by others. As the Hon. member

7.', ò1
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for Muskoka (Mr. Miller) pointed out,
the owner should have the priority in

d using his improvements." There was
nothing unressonable in this, and Mr.
Pardee merely observed that Mr. Meredith
was "l conjuring up imaginary difficulties,"
to which Mr. Meredith replied that "e

suggested that the: matter of general
"regulation should be submitted to the
" Governor-in-Council." In point of fact

the Opposition seemed anxious at the
time to give great power to the Governor-
in-Council, and Mr. Morris drew attention
to the bill for the incorporation of timber
slide companies, and the power given to
them to make by-laws and to alter and
amend theltame, and claimed that Mr. Mc-
Laren should have an equal right. Wede-
sire merely to show that all parties seemed
wiiling,when t lie bill was under discussion,
to leave the poiver to the riparian pro-
prietor to make by-laws, subject to the
Governor-in.Council. Since the disallow-
ance the same parties have rather
changed their viees, and are aow for
expropriation.

AT A recent meeting of the creditors of the
bankrupt Bank of Prince Edward Island, at
Charlottetown, pursuant to the order of Judge
Peters, e siatehuent of the present assets, as esti-
mated by the liquidators, was snibmitted. t is
as follows : Shipping, valuted at $70,000 ; mort-
gages and jndgments, $21010; book accotunts
$'00,O; cash on hand, 561,170; cash ye to
bu epid by contributories, i90,000; total, $350,-
fo. it is calculated that the Bankwill pay at
least one-half of its liabilities. Tli iquiiators
hope soonto be able to pay another dividend
of 10 cents on the dollar. In order to etfect an
ainicable arrangement between the directors and
liquidators, it lias been propnsed that the direc-
lors, in addition te the payment on their shares,
shall pay out of their unit pockets $63,000. A
committee of three creditors w-us appointed te
conlfer with the directors in relation to the offer
of compronise suggested, so as to arrive, if
possible, at a definito settlement of all claims
against them.

MONTREAL WHOLESALE MARKETS.

TunstAY, 18th Jan., 1883.

The weekly volume of wbolesale trade is
naturally small us yet, butas the year advances
iere is a perceptible increase noticeable l
severail departnents. Dry goods are slowly be-
coming more active, but importers and the
trade geneially counsel caution on the part of
customers under present circumstances. Ir
this be observed there is every prosrect of a
good season's trade being done, as a finer win-
ter thius far bas not been experienced. for some
years. Thes ice-railway and other roads across
the St. Lawrence have been in use for some
days, and yesterday's storm will have improved
the sleighing in country sections. A large in-
flux of visitors ta the city is expected next
week to attend the Grand Winter Carn ival
provided by the citizens on a colossal scale.
Business at the banks retmains steady at un-
changed rates of interest and discotut. 1Ster-
ling Exchange firm, but in the absence of offer-
ings business between banks is limited rates
for sixty.day bills are 108 to 109,
and 109i te .109. over the counter.
Drafts on New York lirmer, at to à prem.
Business in the stock niarket bas beett steadily
increasing this week, with considerable firn-
ness and an ipwared tendency in values. The
cause is said to be the rumored successful
negotiation in London, Amsterdam and New
York, of 8 million pounds sterling of Pacifie
Railway stock. Ag'ain, the existence of a
considerable " short " interest created last
montis bas been industriously itsed by Ie
"ulls" as a lever to enhtance prices. The
market, however, is still rnainly a brokers' one,
not mutich îincreased confidence being manifested
by the ontside publit. To-day the market was
firtm al round, and compared with a week ago
Montreal Bank shows an advance of 3 per
cent., Ontario bas advanced 2U per cent., bol-
sons 2 Toronto 6, Merchliats, 2, Commerce 2,
City Passenger and jity Gas each 3 per cent,
and Richelieu Itas advanced about 1 pier cent.
St. Paul M. & M. Riailwvay ias gone up 6 per
cent., while Canada Nortl West Land (3o. is
quoted: 3s lower than a week ago, at 42s 6d
bid, 43s asked.

Boors AxD Saos.-Orders for Spring goods
per travellers are com)ing forward freely, almost
too freely for the ability of soens of the manu-
acturersinltheir presentpositio., Theeajority

of the factories, however, are in full blast again,
getting tlong well witih their tien lasters, anîd
expect soon to be quite independent of the old
lasters, wio, as a body, do not seem ready yet to
sign anu agreement promising not ta interfère
with their employers in the management of
their business, and who scen totally blind to
their owni best interests. The resutl is almost
certain lo be disastrous, to a inmber of the
lasters, et least. Shlippitg goods has net yet
commenced.h Payments continue fair, no com-
plaints being reported.

The
mîîoiey muarket has been easy wilii only a iod-
evate lenuuld.

Sterling exchîange
is dearer; 60 day bills between banks 1083,
over. tue culinîci' 109; driiiind bills 1081, te
t10. Tue cbarge is for New York drafts, 0 pre-
minit between banks and j to cistoiers.

Montreial vas slightly
impiiîroved, but w'ith few sales. Ontario bas beel
quiet, within narrow range. Toronto showed
the greatest iuiinovuemet, reachmig 180 on Mon-
day. Federal also was advanced. Mferclhaiets
waîs irregular without boitg active. Conîerce
contimues quiet and steady atrecent quotations.
lImperial repîorted firm on liglt sales. Dominî-
ion stcady with ftew sales. Standard more ac-
tive than any bauk, %vas ulso pretty steady in
price.: Haimil toin ivas not sUld, and the pnce was
entirely nominal.
