-WIVLKiiNs CO., hardware dealers Toronto, evidently have a'
peénchlant for even numbers as tlhey are seeking financial relief
by offering creditors 16o in the dollar. Tie nomihal owner of
the business i Mrs. M. Wilkins, but it lias been managed by lier
two sons, F. S. & A. Wilkins, and generally understood to be for
their berefit. The latter started as. Wilkins Bros. in saine line
in '81 with a capital of $2,000; and did fairly for a time, but went
in for real estate and this lu a great moasure accounted for their
faihmire 10 years later. Since tien they have not made much
hieadway and have found it no doubt upilîl work. Not long
since they élaimed a surplus in tle business of $7,000 to $8,000,
and real estate holdings valued at $160,000 but mortgaged for
$75,000. Their stock was recently sold at auction for 40c in the
dollar, and with the procoeds of Ibis they aro now trying to ar-
range a composition.

-ALEXANDER & Co., drygoods, Montreal, have responded to
the call for an.assignment, to which reference was made last
issue. Liabilities foot up the respectable sum of $84,679, over
$50,000 of which are due Hugo Block of Toronto, their friand and
backer. The only partner in the concern was Wn. Alexander
who made his first start in Oshawa, Ont., removing from there
to Winnipeg in '81 where he joined one Bryce as Bryce & Alex-
ander. They worked up a good trade and made money during
the boom, but subsequently lost it. Alexander thon tried the
Western States, where he also did fairly, but returned and re-
started in dry goods again lu Winnipeg in '88 but did not meet
with much success, and for a time after this again was a dealer
in bankrupt stocks. In November '92 started in Montreal, buy4
ing ont the bankrupt stock of W. Godbee Brown & Co., and re-
moved shortly after from St. James street to what was known as
the Glass Block on St. Catherine street. Althougli an energetic
and well posted dry goods man his prospectl liere were never
considered very briglt and lie was handicapped from start in
many ways.

AGlIUCULTURAL lETURNS FROM THE ORIITH-WEST.
Under date December l0th the last oflicial bulletin was issued

for the year, which gives results even botter than anticipat. d.
The total wheat yield is placed at 31,775,038 buishels, on an acre-
age of 1,140,276, or an average of 27 bushels per acre. The oat
crop was also an ahinidant one, with ai acreage of 428,658, and a
yield of 22,555,733 bushels, bcing an average of nearly 47 bushels
to the acre, 153,831) acres were under barley, resulting in 5,645,-
036 bushels, or an average of over 36 bushels per acre. Tiat the

country is also well adapted for growing flax is evident, for
1,281,354 bushels are reported. This fact is worthy of attention,
and we will take the opportunity of referring to it in a future
issue. Comparatively few peas were grown, only 28,229 bushels,
and 81,082 bushels of rye. The yiold of potatoes was also good,
over four millions of bushels reported from an acreage of 16,716,
or an average of over 24 bushels per acre.

Coming to dairy products; we find that 52 cheese factories and
19 creameries were in operation, producing 1,553,102 pounds of
cheese and 529,812 pounds of butter. In addition te this, the
estinated production of butter by private dairies is placed at
1,233,440 ponds. In the raising of live stock considerable pro-
gress has been made, and the returns from the clorks of the
various municipalities place the number of horses in the Prov-
inée at 91,914, cattle 192,525, sheep 35,766, and hogs 59,457.

Poultry is also receiving attention, but the quantity is not yet
suficient for home consumption. The loss by prairie ires la put
down at $138,840, and an item of $792,Q40 appears as an estimated
expenditure for new buildings.

Five thousand temporary farin laborers assisted at the harvest,
and received about $400,000 l wages, or an average of over $22
per month. The situation is certainly encouraging for the pro-
vince as a whole, and it is stated that while fariners have sold
enougli wheat tu pay off their pressing liabilities, a great portion
is being held for an anticipated advance, the wisdom of which
emains te b seen. No. 1 hard is quoted to-day in Winnipeg a

ouly 39 to 40e per bushel.

In the
present instance it is probable that the grievance of these travel-
lers who carry a waggon-load of trunks and samples, will be
aired in the national convention in the Travelling Men's Protec.
tive Association, and that organization asked ta take a stand and
insist upon what these men teri their riglits. The trouble bas
ail grown out of the iuprovement in heating the modern hotel
buildings. Formerly, in the days of stoves and open grates, it
was the custom of hotel proprietors ta charge extra ta the guests
for the privilege of sitting in his owvn room and toasting his feet
by an unpretentious coal fire. The advent of the system of heat-
lng the modern hotel buildings by steam, lias done away with
the old grate fire, but there still existe many hotels in which the
steam has not been adopted throughout the buildings, and there
are others where. in case a fire or heat is desired ln the roomes, a
bill for extra fire is made out and added ta the account of the guest
when he settles. Thé newer and more modern hoteis, in order
ta win patronage froin these old established houses, have made a
uniform rate and include heat in the regular rates. This is what.
has disturbed the kniglits of the grip. A few days ago a circular
lotter was sent out by the secretary of the Travellers' Protective
Association, urging a general -movenient ta force the hatela of
the country now charging extra for fires,-and alseo- charging for
the use of sample rooms at what is termed the " European plan"
rates, ta concede tie saine terns now given by other modern
hotels. They propose a general boycott of these .hotels unless
these concessions are made. The matter will come ip at the
next meeting of the Travellers' Protective Association of
America.

tribution amongst individual customers has not pro-
ceeded far enough to mùanifest itself to any marked ex-
tent, and wholesalers are preparing to lay in the.goods
for Spring trade, no snall portion of the fu'nds for
which are provided by the sales of those of the Fall and
Winter. As a rule the decline in circulation in Novem-
ber is considerable, at times reaching over two muil-
lions.

The expansion from the minimnum in May to
the maximum in October has been seven millions; last
yearit was about six millions; this year the increase
was $6,242,000. The years of extreme expansion usual-
ly show a larger decline iîmediately succeedinig the
date when the highest point has been reached, than
when a more moderate increase lias accrued between
May and October. This year however we have had a
large expansion up to the close of the Fall, followed by
a merely nominal decline in circulation. In May last
the note issues dropped to $28,429,000, in October they
reâched $34,671,028, and in Novembr they stood at
$34,362,746, a decline of only $308,282. Last year the
figures for corresponding monthswere, $28,46',000, and

$34,516,000, an increase of 6 millions, very nearly
equal to the enlargement of 1895, but the drop from
October to November was $1,440,000. It is not*well to

press the comparison too far. IL seems however to be
a fair inference that the increase in the- circulation
this year was partly caused by anincreasei denand for
currency owing to a revival in trade generally, as, if it
had been wholly caused by the grain movement, the
usual falling away in the amount of the note issues
would have occurred. We trust this is the correct in-
terpretation, as if so, the extra $1,290,000 of notes in
the ha»ds of the public over the- sum, held last year
will have a very decided effect in increasing-the receipts
ofietailers for winter and holiday goods. The de-

posits on demand continue to show a more active de-
mand for money, they declined $239,000 in Novenber,
and fell $1,791,000 below the figures of same month,
11894. Deposits payable after notice, on the other hanid,
increased.$1, 412,000, and are now $6,400,000 morethan
last year. This expansion of deposits payable after
notice is the more noticeable as the movement fron
January to June was downwards, a less amoiunt being
held at midsummer than in midwinter. A reference to
our comparative table will show that since 1885 these
deposits have increased $70,419,000, being now 20 mil-
lions more than double the amount held that year.

Hlow. far this evidences . increasiug poverty of
the people of Canada could be iest decided by those who
liave increased their deposits in the last ten years. IL
vuld~ ye believe, be a difficult task to- convince them

that they have been getting poorer every year by lay-
ing by their surplus earnings, as some contend is the
case. The whole of this enorious increase in deposits
from $49,845,000 in 1885 to $120,26't,000 in 1895, bas
gone into the channels of trade, for discounts have in-
creased by a corresponding sum, or $77,000,000. It is
difficult then to accept the theory that, the business of
Canada lias been. declining while one class has been
able to store up this large sum, *hici another class has
utilized il' sustaininîîg its mercantile operations. Since
last year the current loans have increased $6,200,000,
which now stand higler than in Jauuiry by $8,400;000.
Last year, between January to November tliere was a
flliii off in current loans of $2,200,000. The change
this year is too great to be accounted for by anything
less than greater activity in trade. Subjoined is the
usual comparative table ; the detailed statemsents will
le found on other pages:

FIRE INSURANCE "CLAUSES."

We have no shadow of doubt that the " clauses" set-
ting forth agreements and understandings between the.
fire insurance companies and the assured, really and
properly set forth agreements and understandings
whichî vould be binding on ail the parties, and that
they are not only equitable in their action but are
nîecessary to the -real safety of the assured. Sharp
practice is seldom successful, and yet many people
try it as a rule of business ; consequently we find mer-
chants and manufacturers who think they can so ar-
range their fire insurance as to combine little cost with
complete indennity. To this end they carry fire in-
surance to an amoiunt disproportionately sniall in
respect to the amount at risk cither in one locality or
spread over several localities by a blanket-policy.

Such people overlook the fact that if there wvere no
'liability to loss by fire, there would be no use for insur-
ance against loss by fire; and they are apparently
oblivious of the other fact tlat no one can safely pre-
dict the extent of damnage or loss which- a fire, once
started, may infliet. Thus they practically gamble on
the bare possibility of a vary slight damage, or of the
confinement of tlie fire to a very small area, or the
non-occurrence of a wiiid, or of an explosion, or of any
other cause of the spreading of fire ; but they are
afraid to take the whiole risk upon themselves, so'they
hedge bf takiig ai amount of insurance which is alto-
gether inadequate to the value of the property covered
by the policies.

The insurance companies, in their great anxiety for
business, encouraged this gamîbling practice by writing
blanket-policies, covering large values in one or more
localities in one sum, irrespective of values. To meet
this malpractice they first devised the "average" clause,
whicl made tleir liability in any one locality apply to
the value at risk iii eachi locality as the value in each
locality -vas in proportion to the whole value at risk.
By and by they let down the fences and wrote the sane
blankçet policies without the average clause ; but as the
rates of fire insurance in vogue at any time are insuf-
ficientto bear con tinuons total losses-in fact require
that a very small proportion of the losses shall be
either twenty-five per cent. or 'over-it became neces-
sary to devise a nîew barrier against excess average of
loss. And so came the co-insurance clause, which is
intended to cause the insured to carry such
an amount of fire insurance as will redace
the " average rate of loss 'to amounts insured,"
in order that the premium received may suflice to pay
loose expenses and dividends. This is an equitable
requirement by the companies, and so far as it induces
the insuredto insure .to aifair proportion cf -the .yalue.
atrisk, it is an assurance;of safety to the insure'd,-be-r
cause it induces real insurance instead of reckless and
dishonest gamblinîg.

It verily remains that that 'which is equitable for
both parties to the tire insurance contract be done
openly, carefully and thoroughly, so that the document
which sets forth an understanding and.agreement may
not lead to misuinderstandings, ta disagreements and
lawsnits. To this end it is that we advise the Canadian.
Fire Underwriters' Association of Canada first to study
their equitable requirenments, thon, after having ap-
proved such formas as thîey iay thitnk mîîay mneet the

case in question, to submit them to a competent and
experienced odunsel.so -that their nethods may be cor-
rect. The whole of the "clauses" are in themselves
right and'r-bper and in the true interests of ;bqth par-
ties to -the so-called agreements and.understandings so
there should be no difficulty in making them binding
upon both assured and insurers.

The requirements o'f the Space Clause should com-
mend themselves as a means of safety such as any
reasonable man would adopt were he, not assured. If
thien by adopting it lie reduce the rates of premium,
or obtain insurance which would -otherwise be refused
to him, lie should not make any difficulty as to binding
himself to observe these reasonable requirements. So
it is with all other of these "clauses," their fault is not
in themselves, but in the fact that 'the -understandings
and agreements 'they -purport to set 'forth do not exist
in fact.

PRESIDENT -CLEVELAND'S MESSAGE.
*We have already treated at' considerable length.one

of the principal features of President -Clevelan.d's Mes-
sage, namely, the dispute of the Mother Counry with
Venezuela, which we regret to say he refers to zin a
manner which shows that he is not altogether free
from'the influence of what is known.as ",bunkum."

Theportion of -the Message, however, 'which .has
most interest for the Jouiant ýor 'ComoERc
is the question of the maintenance of a gold
reserve in the United States Treasury to
an amount sufficient -to guarantee the -convertibility
of the paper currency.' It will be ,remembered that in
1879, when specie payments were resumed by the
United States Treasury, the amount of jgovernment
paper currency redeemable on demand in gold was, in
roundnumbers, 350-millions of dollars, and inlorder sto
ensure its convertibility a minimum gold reserve of 100
millions of dollars 'was held to be requisite. Thispaper
currency, 'as ifrequently shown in our columns, -has
meantime been increased by the issue of Treasury
notes to the amount of 160 millions of dollars, in pay-
ment of the compulsory purchases of silver under the
Sherman Act of 1890. Of these Treasury 'notes f ully
140 millions of dollars were outstanding :on the 1st of
November, 1895, and at the sane 'date there were in-
circulation silver certificates to the full value of $393,-
500,000, which it is the declared policy of ·the govern-
ment to maintain on an 'equal value with 'gold. The
total volume of the paper currency which the Govern-
ment wishes to maintain as ·coivertible- into gold :n
demand, and as :being the duty of the Treasury to
guarantee, has been increased during these years from
350 millions of dollars to 820 millions of dollars. 'It
requires no lengthy: argument to4porae.that ,if a.gold,
reserve of 100 millions of :doHars. as nedessaryina
1879,,a much larger reserve is needed -at ;thej present.1
But it is well known that instead of'being able to int'
crease the reserve, the Treasury has not been able even.
to maintain it at the minimum figure of 100 millions.
A constant drain has been going on all through, and
during the -past two years 100 millions' of dollars in
gold have'been borrowed to maintain it, but these have
ail, in one way or another, as the Economist says " leak-
edaway," and now the Treasury holds about 66 mil-
lions of dollars and the 'leakage still continues. It re-
quires no fnaçj. acumen to sece that this state of
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things is attribtàble chiefly to the gradudl inflation
of the currency through the issue of notes for the
purchase of silver, no provision being made for thcir
retirement. The result is that gdld bas been ana is
being driven out of the country. The neglect of:Con-

* gress to provide a revenue sufficient to cover the ex-
penditure òf the Govern'ment aggravâtes the case, an'd
no doubt the extreme Protectionists have a strong ar-
gument in this state of affairs.

MONEY BORROWED

The President in his message asserts that none of
the money borrowed-during the last two years has been
used for revenue expenses, but this is disproved by the
fact that the deficits have amounted to about 125 mil-
lions of dollars, and if no part of the loans had been
used to make good the shortage, the Treasury balances
would have been exhausted long since. His statement
that although large amounts of the göld withdrawn
from the'Treasury have been paid out on the United
States notes, " yet every one is still úncancelled and
ready to do service in future gold depletions" is true
enough, but it is also truc that the notes by which gold
was given had been paid out again'by the Treasury be-
cause there was no other means of meeting the current
expenditure. If the revenue had exceeded the expen-
diture, the Treasury could have used its balances to
withdraw notes -from circulation, and it is thus partly
to fiscal causes that the failure of the Treasury .gold
payments to reduce the amount of the paper currency
is due. That, however, is by the way. It is mainly, as
has been said, the outpouring of paper nioney in pay-
ment of the compulsory purchases of silver that has
caused the drain upon the Treasury, a drain which
has-tended constantly to become more and more per-
sistent and pronounced as the failùre of each successive
îoan to replenish the reserve bas caused growing doubts
to be entertained as to the powers of the Treasury to
maintain góld payments.

President Cleveland suggests
MEASURES OF REFORM

for the dangerous defects of the present system. "I am
convinced," he says " that the only thorougb, practi-
cable remedy for our troubles is found in the retire-
ment and cancellation of the United States notes, com-
monly called 'greenbacks,' and of the- outstanding
Treasury notes issued by the Government in payment
of .silver purchases under the Act of 1890. .1 believe
this would be readily accoiplished by the exchange of
these notes for bonds of .small as well as large denomi-
nations bearing a low rate of interest. They sbould be
long-term bonds, because their desirability as .invest-
ments would be thus increased, and payment could be
postponed ,to:a perioddarxemoved from-the present fin-
àneial burdens and perplexities, when, . vith- increased
prosperity and resources, they.could be moreceasily.met.
To furtherinsure the cancellation, of these'notes,-and
also to provide a way by which gold would be added to
our currency in lieu of them, a feature in the plan
should be authority given to the Secretary of the Trea-
sury to dispose of the bonds abroad for gold, if necss-
sary to complete the contôiplated redemption and can-
cellation, and permission for him to use the. proceeds,-

. of such bonds to take up and cancel any of the notes.
that may be in the Treasury or received by the Gov-
ernnient on any account. The currency withdrawn by
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the rétirement of -Jnited States notes, and Treasury
notes, amounting, probably,'to»less 'than $486,000,000,
might be supplied by sudh gdld as was used on their re-
tirement,or by an increase of the circulation of the nationl
aflbanks." The'increase of the'bonded debt involved in
this plan would be amply compensated by renewed activi-
ty and enterprise in alfbusiness dirclestbe restored con-
fidence at home,-the reinstated faith in monetary
strength abroad and the stimulation of every interest
and industry that would follow the cancellation of the
gdla-deniand obligations now afilicting us. in any-
event the bonds proposed would stand for the extin-'
guishme.nt of a troublesome indebtedness, whilein 'the
path no'v folloved there lurks the menace of unend-
ing bonds with our indebtedness still undischarged and
aggravated in every feature. The obligations neces-
sary to f und this indebtedness would not equal in am-
ount those from which ve have been relieved since
1884 by anticipation and payment, beyond the require-
ments of the sinking fund, out of our surplus revenues

On the the subject of
BANC NOTE CIRCULATION,

lie says :The currency withdrawnby'theretirementof the é
United States notes and Treasury notes, amounting to
probably less than $486,000,0.0, might be supplied by
such gold as would be used on their retirement or by
an increase in the circulatiou of -our national banks.
Though the aggregate capital of thosenow in existence
amounts to more than $664,000,000, their -outstanding
circulation based on bond security amounts to only
about $190,000,000. They are authorized to issue notes
.amounting to 90 per cent of the bonds deposited to se-
cure their circulation but in no event beyond the am-
ount of their capital stock, and they are obliged to pay
1'per cent. tax on the circulation they issue.

I think they should be allowed to issue circulatiôn
equal to the par value of the bonds they deposit to se-
cure it, and that the tax on their circulation should be
reduced to one-fourth of 1 per cent., which. would un-.
doubtedly meet all the expenses the Government incurs
on their account. In addition they should be allowed
to substitute or deposit in lieu of the bonds now re-
quired as security for their circulation those which
would be issued for the purpose of retiring the United
States notes and Treasury notes.

The'banks already-existing, if they desired to avail
thiemselves of the provisions of law thus modified,
could issue circulation in addition to that already out.
standing, amounting to $478,000,000, vhich would
nearly dr quite equal the currency proposed to be can-
celled. At any rate, I should confidently expect to see-
the existing national banks or others to be organized
avail themselves of the. proposed encouragements to
issue circulation, and promptly 1fill any vacuum and
supply every currendy need.

It has always seemed to me that the provisioôis of
law regarding the

CAPITAL or NATIONAL BANKS

which operate as a limitation to their location fails to
make proper compensation for the suppression of State.
banks; which came near to the people in all. sections of
the country and readily furiished them -with· banking
accommodations and facilities. Any inconvenience or
embarrassment arising from these restrictions on the
1ocatioi of national banks miglit well be remedied by
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better adapting the' present system to the creation of
banks in snaller communities or by permitting banks
of large capital to establish branches in such localities
as would serve the people-so regulated and restrained as
to secure their safe and conservative control and man-
agement.

But there miglt not be the necessity for such an ad-
dition to the currency by newissues of bank circulation
as at first glance is indicated. If we should be relieved
froi naintaining a gold reserve under conditions that
constitute it the barometer of our solvency, and if our
Treasury should no longer be the foolish purveyor-of
gold for nations abroad or for speculation and hoard-
ing by our citizens at home, I. should expect; to see
gold resu me its nahural and normal functions in the
business affairs of the country and cease to be an ob-
ject attracting the timid watch of our people and ex-
citing their sensitive imaginations.

I do not overlook the fact that the
CANCIiLATION oP THE 'IItAsUIIY NOTES

issued under the silver-purchasing act of 1890
would i eave the Treasury in the actual own-
ership of sullicient silver, including seigniorage, to coin
nearly 1.78,000,000 in standard dollars. It is worthy of
consideration whetler this might not, fron time to
time, bc converted into dollars or fractional coin and
slowly put into circulation, as in the judgment of the
Secretary of the Treasury the necessities of the country
should require.

Whatever is attempted should be entered upon fully
appreciating the fact that by careliss, easy descent we
have reacled a dangerous depth, and that our ascent
will not be acconiplisbed without laborious toil and
struggle. Wu shall be wise if we realize that we are
financially ill and that our restoration to health may
require leroic treatient and unpleasant remnedies.

PREE1 silRit CoINAG
.ieferring to the free silver coinage lie concludes

While [ have endeavored to make a plain statement of
the disordered condition of our currency ,and the
present dangers menacing our prosperity, and to sug-
gest a way which leads ho a safer financial system, I
have constantly had in mind the fact that many of my
countrymon whose sincerity I do not doubt, insist that
the cure for the ills now threatening us mnay be found
in the single and simple remedy of the free coinage of
silver. They contend that our inits shiall be at once
thrown open ho the free, unlimited and independent
coinage of both gold and silver dollars of full legal
tender qualihy, regardless of the action of any other
Governîment, and in full view of the fact that tlie ratio
between the metals which they suggest calls for 100
cents' wor.th of gold in the gold dollar at the present
standard, and bnly 50 cents in fhe inhrinsio.vorth of
silver in the silver dollar.

Were there infinitely stronger, reasons than cýa be
adduced for hoping that such action would secure for
us a bimetallic currency, moving on lines of parity, an
experimnient so novel and hazardous as that proposed
might well stagger those who believe that 'stability is
an imperative condition of sound money.

No Government, no human contrivance or act of
legislation, has ever been able to hold the two netals
together in free coinage at a ratio appreciably different
front that which is established in the markets of the
world.

Those who believe that our independent free coinage
of silver at an artificial ratio with gold of 16 to 1 would
restore the parity between the metals, and consequently
between the coins, oppose an unsu pported. and im-
probable the ory to the general belief and practice of
other nations, and to. the teaching of the wisest states-
me n and economists of the vorld, both in the past and
present, and, what is far more conclusive, they run
counter to our own actual experiences.

Twice in our earlier history our law-makers, in at-
tempting to establish

A BiIMETALLIC CURRENCY
under took free coinage upon a ratio which accidently
varied from the actual relative values of the two metals
not more than3 per cent. In both cases, notwithstanding
greater difficulties and cost of transportation than now
exist, the coins whose intrinsie worth vas undervalued
in the ratio gradually and surely disappeared fron our
circulation and went to other countiles where their real
value was better recognized.

Acts of Congress were impotent to create equality
where natural causes decreed even a slight inequality.

Twice in our recent history we have signally failed
to raise by legislation the value of sil'ver. Under an
act of Congress passed in 1878 the Goverinient was re-
quired for more than twelve years to expend annually
at least $24,000,000 in the purchase of silver bullion
for coinage. The act of July 14, 1890, in a still bolder
effort, increased the amount of silver the Governnent
ivas coin pelled to purchase, and forced itto become the
buyer annually of 54,000,000 ounces, or practically the
entire product of our mines. Under both laws silver
rapidly and steadily declined in value. The prophecy,
and the expressed hope and expectation .of those in the
Congress who led in the passage-of the last mentioned
act, that it would re-establish and maintain. the former
parity between the two metals, are still fresh in our
memory.

In the light of these experiences, which accord with
the experiences of othei nations, there is certainly no
secure ground for the belief that an act of Congress
could uow bridge an ineqality of 50 per cent. between.
gold and silver at our present ratio, nor is there the
least possibility that our country, which has less than
one-seventh of the silver money in the world, could by
its action alone raise not only our ownbut all silver to
its lost ratio with gold. Our attempt to accomplish
this by thef'ée coinage of silver at a ratio differing
widely froi actual r'elative values would be the signal
for the complete departure of gold from our circdilaÈhion
the inimediate and large contraction of our cirôulal'tig
medium and a shrinkage in the real value and monetary
efficiency of all other forms of currency as they settled
to tlie level 'of silver iono-netallismn. k.fEveryone who
receivë a iSxed- salary -and: 'very worker.fôr:wages
would find the dollar in his hand ruthlessly scaled down
flthe pointof 'bitter' disapgoiiïtment ifuo te piîich-
ing starvation.

A change in our standard to silver mono-metallism
vould also

]iRING o0 A coLLAPsE
of-the entire systea of

credit vhich, when based on a standard which is recog-
nised and adopted by the world of business, is many
times more potent and useful than the entire volume
of eurrency, and is safely capable of almost indefinit



expansion to meet the grdwth of trade and enterprise.
In a self-invited struggle throughi darkness and uncer-,
tainty our. humiliation would be increased by the
consciousuess that we had parted cdmpany ivith all the
enlightened and progressive nations of the world, and
were desperately'and hopelessly striving to meet thel
stress of modern commérce and competition with a de-
based and unsuitable currency and in association witli
a*few weak and laggard nations which have silver alone
as their standard of value.

All history warns us against rash experiments which
threaten violent changes in our monetary standard and
the degradation of our currency. The past is f ull of
lassons teaching not only the economie dangers -but
the national immorality that follows in the train of
such experiments. I will not balieve that the Ameri-
can people can be persuadedi after sober daliberation,
to jeopardize their nation's prestige and proud standing
by encouraging financial nostrmns, nor that they will
yield to the false allurements ·of cheap money, when
.lhey realize that it must result in the weakening of
that financial integrity and rectitude which thus far in
our history lias been so devotedly cherished as one of
the traits of true Americanism.

Our country's indebtedness, whether owing by the
Gôvernment, or existing between individuals, bas been
contracted-with reference to our present standard. To
decree by act of Congress that these debts shall be pay-
able in .less valuable dollars than those within the.con-
templation and intention of. the parties when contracted
would operate to transfer, by the fiat ôf law and with-
out compensation, an amount of property and a volume
of rights and interests almost incalculable."

How replete with sound, practical reasoning is the
foregoing lengthy extract: what a_ contrast does it
prasent to his more recent utterances as dealing with
the Monroe doctrine and its application. to the
Venezuelan boundary question.

AGRICULTURAL PROGRESS AND REFÔRM.

Soma "of the successful ieffrts put forthlin Ireland lately
«rith the object of recovering the English market for the but-

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by the dairymen of Normandy and Denmark-are worthy of
consideration, and it would seem as if in the new system o
cold and pure storage will be found a partial solution of the,
problem. Something must also be done in cheese in which
thera appeared lately some danger that we should lose the
grand reputation won and borne for years by the Canadian
article at home and abroad. Farmers should be encouraged
te give also more attention to the lasser products of the land.
Honey is too much neglected ; so is the manufacture of good
cider, and last though not least the frash-laid agg trade of
our long winters. -The retail price of thesa eggs in car large
cities at present is 60 cents par dozen. These products and
others will occupy the early attention of our indefatigable
new Minister of Agriculture, at the same time that the efforts
of his ministerial predecessor in the same direction will nt, -

ef course, in any degrea ie undervalued.

PRIVATE AND PUBLIC DEBT IN THE UNITED
STATES.

The U. S. Governmnent has just issued a statistical stat
ment sho wing the amounts severally of the public debt of
that country ; of the total debts of the railway companies,
of other corporate bodies, and of private individuals. The
re'turn has been compiled by o ne of the statisticians in th
public service, and may be accepted as correct in the main,
thouglh the section devoted to the debts of private persons
and corporations can only be an estimate. The public debt
of the United States is $891;900,000. Besides this the States
have their own debts, just as our provinces have, and they
amount-to $228,900,000. The counties also have tbeir obli-
gations which reach $145;000,000. Then come the municiý
palities with a total of debts stated to lie $761,000,000.,
These aggregate $2,027,000,000, or two thousand millions of
dollars. The average par head of population is $31, a sniall
figure for:a people so well off as are ours, at present, bellicose
naighbours. The railroad companies ara reported to have
debts giving a total of $5,669,431,000, and the street railways
$182,240,754. If to these we add the indebtedness of tele-
phone, telegraph, gas, water and other companies of :the
class we arrive at a suin of $6,200,000,000 as invested in eu-
terprises devoted to the public service. The mortgages are
classed under the heads and amounts as follows :

Besides these we have liens on crops, debts due to banks,

&c. &c., which are estimated at close upon 36,000,000,000.
These various classes of debts owed by the goveruments, the
municipalities, the railroads, the public companies, and pri-
vate persons lu the United States are estimated at ,the pro-
digious sum of twenty thousand millions of dollars, wiich
averages about $300 par head of the entire population.

We note that the rates of interest on the real estate mort-
gages range from 5.75 tc 7.86, the vast bulk of the total bf
sixthousand millions being subject to an average cf 6.60;par
cent. his is f ully halficf ofne pem cent highr .thanvliat
Canadian mortgages bear on the avérage,'iùdeéd we believe

.tbhey are paying abotoue perc'ent. less thin American oies.
The point is an iuteresting one, as the needs of a people 'an
be pretty fairly judged by the rate of interest they have to
pay for loans., In this respect tha Canadian farmer bas a
marked advantage of the American..
