14allway terminus at Haliburton through Whitney on the Ottawa,
Arnprior & Parry Sound road, to Mattawa. It la stated that the
road will open up an important, but now inaccessible lumbering
and mining district.

-THE question of armor for the battleships and cruisers now
building or contemplated for the United States le practically.
settled. The appropriation maýde by the American Governament
will call for the best armor made, without naming it, at a limit of
$515 a ton. The expectation le that the amount allowed will
permit Krupp armor ta be made ln the States. The amount la
made large enough ta cover the cost of the armnor and the pay-

-SAmoN canners of British Columbia are to some extent ob-
jecting ta the new regulations requlring that ail the fishermen
on the Fraser river must have been resideuts 1n Canada for two
years before they can fish or be engaged as boat-pullers. The
provision is supported by public opinion in the province

-but the canners themselves do not like it, and some speak of're-
moving their canneries ta the United States side. This, how-
ever, would deprive them of the Canadian market, which they
cannot afford to lose.

-BEE keepers are advised ta conimunicate with the Rinister
of Agriculture, Ottawa, if they desire ta ship their. honey ta
Great Britain. A trial shipm'ent sent last year showed that a
large market was open in the old country for this product. Bev-
eral carloads since then have been sold at satisfactory prices.
Honey in one pound boules le selling at 17 cents per bottle, and
ln paile of 5 pounds, and tins of 50 pounds nine cents per pound
wholesale le realised. As one of the by-products of a fari, honey
could be made quite a profitable item.

-GREAT BRITAIN lias 48 colonies with an aggregate area of
11,250,400 square miles and population of 844,050,000. Fraue
has 32 colonies whose area is 3,017,300 square miles and popula-
tion 52,643,000. The Netherlands have 3, covering 802,800
equare miles, populati.n 83,011,000. The colonies of Great-
Britain are, in numnber, 88 par cent or. the whole of the world's
colonies, 51 per cent of the total area, and 68 par cent of the
population. There are 126 colonies in the world with an area of
21,821,380 square miles and population of 503,048,800.

-WE have received copies of the llong Kong"Telegraph" and
othler papers from the east which are fuill of the Philippines affairs.
The Singapore "Free Press" reiarks: "Unles the United States
quickly declares the Philippines. a protectorate and accepts the
state as a free self.governing nation, the statue of the Americàn
flag ceases ta represent li lîberator and will only represent
flagrant filibusterism, as they have now ta do with a civil gavern-
ment nominated and proelaimed by a duly convoked constituent
National Assembly." The prevaece o! suc views bn the Orient
will prove highly disagreeable to the United States.

Clear blue water as
far as the eye can.see on one day le followed by extensive flelds
of drift Ie the next, and the steamer has miot been bult that can
make the open sea when caugtit in suich a trap. It le more
feasible ndeed ta keep communication open between Montreal
and.Quebec, than ta make a lane througl the miles of closely
packed ice that periodically. conies down fromt the north and
chokes up the Baie des Chaleur.

-SrMEW'rs of steams coal fromn the Cape Breton mines are
being made to Montreal via Portland by rail. Tis is owing to
tie sunexpectedily large consumption by railways, and others
who lînd themiselves obliged to exceed their usual contract with
thie Domiion Coal Co. ln the case of one large local uur-
chaser, it would appear that ais error was made in the estimate
of the anouit of coal required. There is, of course, soine ieart
burning in regard to paying for haulage, which muaterially ad-
vances the laid down cost The Coal Co, doing the business,
will not, it is said, malie much out of iL The demand for Sydney
coal will require the shlipmensit of 700,000 tons to Montreal dur-
lng tho coming suimmner

--Cotenross in Mýtanitoba are disappointing to traders in
that section, The proportion of 1898 accounts paid up 10 the end
of Januiry, is estimuated et 25 per cent and some individuaI mer-
chants have realized much less than tisat. This has a detrimen-
tal effoct on business geonerally. An explanation of this rather
nuilooked for circuinstance is convoyed in the report of a special
representativo of the "Winnipeg Commercial" who bas returned
fron al tour of the towns along lie lino of the C.P. R , who says :
"The faruers everywhere have built largely this year many of
tiem two and three thousand dollar houses, and have fiurnished
them with the best that money can buy. ln addition to this the
same liberal provision has been made for the louising of machi-
nery and farn stock, so that 1808 mnay be regarded as pre-
eminiitly t building year li tis country." These expediitures
by the way iavo "cloinedi out" the farming coniuunity of cash,
which should have gone ta square off their accounts wilh mer-
chants.

-Tmtus travelling salesian, ccording to the ability lie infuses
Into his vork, is ususally paid, but soine lines of course offer
larger opportunities thani others. One man may be as good as
aniother, and aven btter, but if lie Is following an unprofitable
business, ie imsay cover territory, and cover it well year in and
year out, but hm never is richer for it. There are shoals of able

uI comumercials" who are exliiistiig talents for $900 to $1,000 a
yeair, whicli if diverted to iiother line wotild pay thei liand-

somnely. The liquor business iust be one of these. A whole-
sale grocery and liquor ilrm here, the other day offered a salary of
$3,000 to a gentlemi.n who, at present, Is associated with a well
knownl agency business, but contemplates dissolving and starting
up for himself shortly. In this instance there was probably 'a
good deal in a name to induce such a tempting proposal, the reci-
pient being the son of a senator, whosè wvealti was made in the
wholesale liquor business and whose name a couple of years ago
was largely advertised as a manufacturer of cigars.

-RrVAL packet tea concerns have been striving to " out Bar-
num Barnum" in their advertisements for some time. There is
apparently no adjective too superlative ta describe the merits of
tea put up in lead parkets, and " never in bulk." Two Toronto
concerns are going et it "hammer and tongs," whilst a third con
cern writes to the masses every niglit, so to speak by its own
iand. And of course alil this costs umoney. But doos it make
money' There is reason to conclude that the prevalent ex-
aggeration in "tea quality" is overdone. "Tea la only tee any-
way," says a retailer of sound judgment, "and the consumer is
turning from the noisy brands from sheer perverseness. The
language employed to sell these is too extravagant. Tea con-
sumers sare neither idiots nor fools to be humbugged by such
Oriental nonsense." That all is not going as well as it mlght

.among those packet tea people who are " carried away by the
exuberance of their own verbosity" would appear to have foun-
dation In a rumour we have heard that one of these concerns,
found it impossible the other day to meet its advertising account.

-RuvrEERRNG ta the demand for glazed or " loaded" cottons in
the far east. A large Massachusetts manufacturer of cottons for
export to China and who has spent some time in that country,
says that in sending "Iloaded" cloth to such couintries as China
manufacturers can hardly be accused of deception. The people
know what they are buying, and are paying only what such.
goods are worth. The cloth made of pure cotton is worth more,
and they expect to pay the difference, but the other kind suits
many of their noeeds as well, while the lower price is of prime
accouit with themn. For instance, the English manufacturer
sonds to China a fabrie that is very thin and Ilimsy ln itself, but
iS so permeated with clay that a smooth, glossy surface is pre-
sented, not unlike that upon a piece of satin. This particular
fabric is used for burial cloth and for covering the paid mourners
at funerals. It is not washed, and, consequently, retains ite
lustrous and cloth-like qualities as long as they are desired.
Large quantities of this cloth are imported annually, for which
the Anerican mills offer no substitute.

GROCERY NOTES.
Retail grocers across the lne, and particularly. in New York

State have before them numerous propositions to take stock in
coutemplated beets suar reilneries. The State Legislature pays
a bounty on beet sugar of l par pound. The grocers, of course,
are pledged ta buy only that sugar. ln ic production of which
they are interested, and it la held out that besides maiking $1 a
barrel profit on the sugar they will make dividends of 6 ta 15 per
cent on the stock held. Soine of these propositions are, on the
surface at least, enticing, bit they seem so exceptionally favor-
able that ilie.grocers, it ia understood, are showing considerable
backwardness in investing their noney.

It isreported from California that naval oranges are scarce and
price went up recently with a bound. For fancy Redlands $2.25
la asked ta day f.o.tb. Very ordinary navels 176 size, bruised,
thorned, linb-scratched and otherwise damaged fruit commanda
$1,85 to $2.00 per box in a jobbing way. Our advices indicate
a fnrther atdvance in prices in the near future, provided the East-
cru denand continues ta naintain the recent advance. This
refers to New York where the change fron dally to tri-weekly
sale.s.tiffened the market the other day 15 ta 25 per cent. As
concerns this market. a god deal of frozen fruit la arriving, and
pricea are not so Wall sjstained.

Molasses sugars, so says a New York dispatch, are scarce and
wanted there, and conmuand relatively higher prices than centri-
fugals. Tliere la a good demîand for- these low grades fron
Canada especially for those fromî the British West Indies, which,
under the preferential clause of the Canadian tariff, obtain a re-
duction of 25 per cent . This would attract more sugars ta this
market, if it were not that the reduction of duty la not large
enough to counteract the premium on cane sugars lmported into
the United States, this preinutm being the result of the counter-
valling duty imposed by the U. S. on beets.

Tiere is a cut price grocer in Plilladelphia who bas made such
a prononiced success over somue years, that bis services are now
tn request to instruct others. The other day this grocer was
paid a fee of $500 ta Initiate a Wilkes-Barre grocer into tlc mys.
teries of doing a profitable cut price trade. .'bis leads the
"Grocery World"-to suggest that a grocer wlo bas made a cou-
spicuous success at conducting a grocery store, whether on the
cut-price basis or the regular plan, could nake a great deal of
noney by showing grocers less qualilled how ta improve their

condition.

The higli price of almonds this year la doubtless responsible
for the following : " A New Haven (Conn.) fruit dealer and
grocer has shipped back ta New York two baga of nuts which
he purchased from a New York bouse supposing they were
almonds. The alleged almonds were nothing more or less than
peach stone kernels which had been put through some process lu
order ta make then appear like the real article.

From a broad view of the world's sugar supply, as comparod
with that of last year, it la evident that while the stocks in Europe
are larger, the effect of this l neutralized by the fact that in'
Ainerica they are much smaller. The average price for this
year may, therefore, be expected ta be a little higher thati that
of last year, particularly if the world's consumption shows au
increase, as will doubtless te the case.

Mark goods in plain figures-Nover forget that in many peo-
ple's minds there la au aversion ta asking prices, for fear the
price given will be too high, and the fallure ta buy will show
that it ta beyond their reach. I am convinced, says one grocer,
" that many and many a sale has beu killed by this feellng. I
know how it is myself."

"What a busy place this la !" exclaimed a customer in the new
grocery department of a big departmont store. "Yes, indeed,"
said a new clerk, fresh from the country, " but you just ought ta
see the complaint department 1"

Tapnet figs are being shipped from New York to Europe,
where they are wanted, and at the price f.o.b show good pur-
chase at ruling vailes on the other aide.

No change, it la said, can be made ln the U. S. tea duty until
at least the summer of 1000.

MR. CHARLTON ON TRADE RELATIONS
W[TE THE STATES.

Mr. Charlton, M.P., lias been the target for critical
arrows for soie years owing to his alleged preference
for Ainerican lunber interests to tliose of Canada. His
desire has been, we believe, to act as the friend of both
countries, his conviction being that wheu thoroughly
inderstood thev were not coutrary the one to the other
but harniolljaus. Holding sulich views h undertok
the worlk of representinug Canada on the Hligh Joint
Conimission which was appointed to arrange our re-
lations with the States on a more frieudly bais.

His experience on tlie Comission has given him
a knowledge of the American trade policy which lias
made him "tiied." Instead of tiuding his A merican
co-conmmissioners, as lie expected, bubbling over with
generous sentiments towards Canada. and burning for
an opportunity to develop our trade with the States, lie
has discovered, what lias been notorious for years, that
tEe policy of the United States is inspired solely by a
desire to promote United States interests, regardless of
those of other countries. No just comp)laints can be
made agaiist sncb a pol icy ; it is natural and it is
business like. It is not a hostile policy. und it is not
unfair, for no country is under the slightest obligation
to pronote the inîterests of inY other nation, though in
this matter liberality is often more reiunerative than
extreme selfishness,
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Time and time again Mr. Charlton has protested
against any action being taken by Canada to protect
her native industries fron being swamped by American
competition organised with that end in view. He bas
dilated on the superiority of the American market for
our goods to the belittlement of·that of great Britain,
a fact whicb, though true enough as au abstract pro-
position, Mr. Charlton never would see to be of no
practical value, as the American market was not open
to us, vhereas, that of Great Britain had an " open
door." He bas now seen the light as is evident fron
the following highly significant passage in his speech
of ilth inst. before the Merchants' Club of Chicago :

"The impression very generally entertained in the
United States as to Canada depending upon the United
States for a market for farni produce is an erroneons
one. IL is true that the Canadian agriculturist would
find a great advantage in free admission to the markets
of the United States, but the policy of the latter coun-
try bas driven himi to seek other outiets for his pro-
ducts, and his efforts in this direction have been crowned
with-a-very satisfactory measure 'of success. In 1898
the exports of farm products from Canada were as
folloV:-

With a market in the United States for but six and

one-half per cent of her total exports of farn products
iL is apparent that Canada is not greatly dependent
upon the American market at the present time. Of.her
exports te all other couutries about 90 per cent went
to Great Britain."

He also quotel other figures showing how steadily
our exports to the States have declined while at the
samte time our imports froi thence were increasing,
which prove that our liberal treatnent of American

goods met with the exactly opposite treatment of our
goods by the United States.

We should judge Mr. Charlton to have been a care-
ful reader of the statistical tables published by the
JOURNxAL or COMNIERCE, for the figures he laid before the
Chicago merchants were identical with those to which
ve have drawn attention. A study of these statistics

led him to declare that." Canada is rapidly emancipa-
tiug herself from dependence- upon the United States
for the market for ber farm prod nets." lie showed that
notwithstanding the -differential duty in favour of
British goods, the percentage of increase in imports
into Canada fromi the old land was less than the per-
centage of increase in imports from the United States.
This persistent refusal of th Stgtes to reciprocate Our
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advances towards freer trade relations lias so impressed
Mr. Charlton that he said :.

" Canadians are beginning to tire of this practical re-
sult of the Americani policy. They are asking for cou-
cessions that vill put the trade of the two countries
upon a basis relatively more equitable, and the indica-
tions are not vanting that if this reasonable request is
refused Canada nay be induced to enter upon a policy
of extreme protection calculated to reduce imports
fron the United States, if American policy prevents
expansion of our exports to that country."

Wlen we consider that the speaker vho said this
bas been sarcastically called " the Member for Michi-
gan," because of bis pro-A merican sympathies, and that
lie lias been sitting side by side for six months with
Anerican statesnen on the I-ligh Joint Commission,
w'e caninot but regard the utterance as an indication
that there is no prospect of a treaty of reciprociti.
Mr. Charlton stands out strongly for free trade in lum-
ber, but, we judge from bis speaking of "serious com-
plications threatened," that there is little prospect of
snb e a reciprocal policy being adopted.

Although we have not always been able to see eye to
eye with Mr. Charlton or, at times, to understand his
attitude, we have every confidence in his having repre-
sented Canadian interests before the Commission with
fidelity and ability. Ie has certainly learnt much
wyhich will be very useful in Parliament.

THE FIRE EPIDEMIC.
This year lias made a very bad start in the way of

fires. A very serions one occurred in Toronto a few
days ago which destroyed the warehouse and a large
stock of goods, occupied and owned by Messrs. Gowans,
Kent & Co. The tire Caine very n'ear to doing seri-
ous damage te the handsone ofiee premises of the
British America Assurance Co. A t St. Catharines,
Owen Sound, Sault Ste. Marie, Seaforth, Brocekville,
Gananoque, Kingston. and other towns fires have oc-
curred within the past few days.

On Sunday last a disastrous and fatal fire broke out
on Chaboillez Square, near the Grand Trunik lailway
Station. Strange to say although this latter fire oc-
curred in premises next door to a Fire Station the men
thereiti on duty only learnt of it by an alarm ring fron
a neighbouring box. Now Fire Stations are such
prominent objects in a street, and se familiar -to all in
the neighbourhood, it is inconceivable why the person
who gave the alare should not have first gone to the
Station next door, instead of selecting a box at somé
disncteiO send tn algra from i will er expl4.
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nation. Part of the building in which the fire broke
was a grocery store kept by F. C. Hirsch, who iad just
failed, his affairs being in the hands of a curator. An-
other tenant 'was the Ville Marie Bantk. The prenises
were owned by Mr. Thomas Lamib and were valued at
$30,000. The groccry stock was estimated at $6,000 on
which there was insurance for $4,000. The total loss
will be about $20,000.

When the firemen coimenced to secure a supply of
water it was found that the hydrants nearest the build-
ing were frozen. Considering that these hydrants were
close to a Fire Station this is a remarkable circum-
stance, as it proves that no proper attention is paid to
theni by the civic officials. It is alleged that a nuiber
of hydrants have been thawed out recently, but this
does not excuse the neglect of those which were under
the shadow of a Fire Station. The nienbers of the fire
brigade have so frequently shown their bravery, and
their duties are discharged with sueh earnestness that
we are loath to otter any censure of themt. But :it is
nanifest that there is great looseness somewiere when
the hydrants near to a Fire Station were found useless
whent water fron thiem was urgently needed. Surely it
wouild be a very easy thing for the imemabers of the fire
brigae Lu test all hydrants daily during such intense
cold as lias recently prevailed. T hey are on duty ail
hours, day and night, they have a large amount of
leisure every day, which might well be utiilised in try-
ing the hydrants in their district and seeing to them
being'always ready when wanted. The practice of keep-
ing our roadways clear of snow has brouglit a risk to
hydrants which seems niot to have -been realised, as no
systematie provision lias been made for their being
constantly tested. Now the customt is established of
clearing away the sntow which formaerly protected these
instruments when it was allowed to remain, there is
great Iecessity for a customn being establisied to colin-
teract the risk of their freezing by the road bed being
exposed. hlie Conmittee in charge of the fire depart.
ment should lose no time in having systematic and
constant attention paid to a lI hydrants as a frozen one
is liable to lead to miost disastrous losses of property.

The recentt fire suggests also the desirability of in-
surance companies keeping, as far as possible, in touch
with a certain class of. their policyholders so as to be
informed of any circunstatnces which are tonding^to
render a risk mole hazardous than was calculated.
Wien a trader is gettinig behind in his affairs, drifting
into insoivency, he is apt to realize on his stock so as
to reduce il considerably below the anount for which
it'was insured. le is aiso tempted to arrange for its
being sold out to the ilsurance company by means of a
lire at a conivenlient tinte. A fire also serves to destroy
ail evidence of an insured stock having been remnoved,
or so mnaterially decreased as to fall far below the
amount of insurance. W'Vue quite understand the diffi-
culty of keeping watci where such risks are growing,
but inspectors muiglit with advanîtage pay more atLen-
tion to these moral hazards.

We note that ntost of the recent lires have been
caused by overheated pipes and flues. This is a trouble
which could be materially nodified. Inuteise cold is no
ntovelty in Canada, where zero lias long been a faminliar
visitor. The necessity for securing a miaxintutn of
ieat; out of furnaces and stoves is upon us every win-
ter. Overheating Of piPes and flues is thus conttinuually
called for, il is inuîdeed nuaccidenit bu t a normal con-

dition, necessitated by another norinal condition, which
is, intense cold during tnany days every winter. Our
builders, and erectors of heating apparatus too com-
tnonly ignore the* fact that pipes and flues are -very
frequently overheated in winter, they are constantly
subject to this iiability. When then fittings are
placed, any tlhougitfil builder, or erector of heatin'
apparatus, would askç himself, what is liable to occur
when the furnace or stove is being heated to its utuost
capacity ? To placm fittings which are only safe when
a moderate fire is kept up, seens to us to be such gross
carelessness as to be bordering upon criminality. It is
akin to a builder placinîg supports under a roout wiich
lie knows mnust give way if any miore persons enter the
rmoom than tiose of the famaily. Overheating is so comn-
mon an occurrence that it ougbt not to involve any
risk, it need not if common sense and mnechanical in-
telligence.are shown in fixing pipes and flues. One of
the best houses in the city was set on fire not long ago
by overheated pipes which hiad been run within a few
inches of wood work without any protection, and with-
out any excuse. Insurance inspectors cannot be too
strict in examining heating apparatus, and insisting
upon such arrangenents being made as to obviate ail
risk front overheating.

The conflagration which went far towards wiping
out the town of Digby N.S., involving a loss estinated
at $500,000 in a town of 1,800 inhabitants, is a disaster
which is a terrible alliction to that place and district,
as il is also a serions loss to the insurance couipanies.

WOOD PULP AND PAPER.
The object of the Joint High Commission, whose sit-

ings have been so prolonged, was proclaimned to be the
removal of ail causes of friction between Canada and
the United States. Prom reports of their proceedings
which have been publisied, it would seem as though
they have had much of their time occupied in efforts to
remove, or adjust the causes of friction between varions
interests in the United States. They have had to arbi-
trate, as it were, between two sections of A mericatn lum-
bermten whose ideas did not coincide. la fact if ever a
full report is published of the proceedings of the Comn-
mission it will be found that the larger part of their
time lias 'been occupied over questions in dispute
between two classes in the States, while those directly
relating to Canada have been only side issues.

Be~ween the Anerican Newspaper Publishers' As-
sociation and the American paper makers combine
there lias been a lively contest, the former " party of
the first part" desiring to secure paper as cheaply as
possible,and the "partyof thesecond part" beinganxious
to inake as large profits as possible ont of their product.
The publishers presented their case to the Comnissioners
in a stateutent which shows careful preparation. They
regard the duty of $- per ton on pulp paper as prohibi-
tory, and $1.67 per ton on wood pulp) as excessive. These
are both, imposed to protect the American paper makers
froi Canadian competition. As those takers are now
supplying Australian, Japanese anid Britisi markets il
competition with Scandinaviai and Germans, il is
utrged that "ite American paper mtakers need no pro-
tection." This argument is not conclusive, for what
Lite'Améiricant paper makers want is to prevent Cana-
dian pulp and paper makers sharing their markets by
being allowed to send Canadianu pulp and paper free of
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duty into the States. As the pulp and paper- mills of ,
the States consume 2 million cords of wood yearly,
which strips 025 square miles, it is urged that the Coin
mission take advautage of the 'present opportuityto
secure a supply of spruce free from tariff comnplications.
This would prevent the depletion of A me-ican forests,
and still leave American paper makers a protection
against Canada of $1.60 per ton by their proxinity to
customers.

The International Paper Co. organised in J any., 1898,
absorbed 24 mills, which produced 80 per cent of the
American output of iews print paper. This company,
or combine- was capitalised at 55 millions of dollars. IL
is alleged that the mills bought up were of little value
being defective in plant, in waterpower andin facilities
for securing and hiandling pulp wood. The entire out-
put of thiat combination, which is 1,420 tons per day,
could] be produced by an outlay of 15 millions, "'so that"'
say the publishers, " the American consumers of news-
papers are forced to pay dividends upon an inflated and
fictitious valuation of at least 40 millions of dollars."
It is, however, alleged by an expert who has investi-
gated the matter that in Canada by an outlay of 5 mil-
lions a mill and machinery and other facilities could be
provided which would be equal to the work of produc-
ing on as large a scale as the American combinalion,
which is capitalised at 55 millions. Sncb excessive
over-capitalisation necessitates very exorbitant prices
being charged hence the company raised them until, it
is alleged, they practically imposed " an increased tax
of $2,150,000 upon the newspapers of the United
States." Every quarter of a cent per pound advance
in the price of news-print paper adds 31 millions to the
value of the paper company's or trust's securities.
This large combine controls 1,030 square miles of timu-
ber-limits in Canada. They ont their pulpwoods fromn
these limiLs every winter and. ship them to their Ani-
erican muills at a cost of $6 per cord. A letteron this
subject to the evening issue of the New .York Ilerald
say, " The A merican Newspaper Publishers' Association
are very powerful in directing public opinion, and may
influence the Joint High Commission to place wood
pulp and paper made from wood on the free list,
or at reduced rates of duty; in that case, if Canada dues
not gain enormously, it will be because Canadians look
on and see the Americans take the good things away
froin thei." From present appearances, however, it
looks as if the Anierican Pulp and Paper Trust had
moie political influence than the A merican Newspaper
Publishers' Association which direclly represents 157
daity papers of the United States and the entire book
publishing trade of that country.

-Tru severe and continued cold spell which, to the .needy
p oor brougbt added distress, and to the milllonaire, the comfort
whlch costliest furs are meant to bestow, came with the gentiest
grace to the city retail merchant, and found the most favorable
welcome at his counter. Whether-his stock consisted chiefly of
flannelaor fuel, overcoats or undérwear, utire or felt shoes, bis
customers came with a rush and bought likewise. There was
less of the haggling spirit, the therinometer at the door silently
but eloquently testifying to the necessity of hasty and heavy
purchases, and throughout it all the lucky marchant fournd easy
and speedy sales. His stock, as a consequence, has been greatly.
reduced if not altogether sold, and his mind la now more :free to
revert to the many possibilities for increa'slng his business as the
brigiter aid warmer seaion approaches,

BALANCE SHEETS AND T-IEI LESSONS. (2.)

The principles of îiccounts are the same in all classes
of business-it is ouly a question of othier naines for
analogous accounts. So we will further pursue the ac-
couitstuf iiianufacLurers before turning to those of the
nierchant; yet, in fact, the manufacturer becomes a
merchant se soon as the process of umanufacturing is
complete, and'very often takes more nistakes in con-
ducting his mercantile transactions than in lis manu-
facturing.

There may be differences of opinion as to the order
of precedence iLu the arraugemcent of the several groups
into which the accounts should be divided, as well as in
the subdivisions of those groups, but the discussions of
and decisions a§ to these groupings and subdivisions
will of theniselves be, té many, a useful education, so
we will begin by the consideration of raw material.

Tiat which is raw material to one manufacturer is,
sometimes, the finished product of anotier, and it is a
subject for careful cousideration, in all cases, as to
where the manufacturing should commence or finish,
consequently, it'is necessary to an intelligent decision
on this point, that the -cost of conducting all operations,
step by step, should be really known, so that the
manufacturer may be able to avait himseif of suich op-
portunities and advantages'as may froi Lime to time

present themselves.
Some manufacturers purchase the coarser or finer

parts of their finished products, while they havé the
room, the capital and the facilities for supplying
their own requirements in these respects; they make
these purchases because they have always done so, or
because they at some previous tinie found it necessary
or profitable to do so; yet, all the Lime, they have lost
siglit of the fact that they have furnislhed an assured
market to the makers of the parts they have so pur-
chased, and have borne all the contingencies of interest
on capital, cost of selling, cost of collecting and of bad
debts, &c., without ascertaining, for. thenselves, on
which side of their own profit and loss accounts will ap
pear the not results of these transactions, which umay be
wise or unwise to continue but which it is certainly nu-
wise to continue ignorantly-from mere custoni.

The comparative fineness or coarseness on seasoniings
of raw materials in respect to the adaptability or com-
parative cost is of ton lost sighit of as well as the cost of
the procèsses necessary to their utilization in the busi-
ness; as for instance green or seasoned or kiln dried
lumuber, in respect to whicl is the further consideration
of the effect of kiln-drying on the real value of the
articles mîanufactured fromi it,-the real value often
deterring the conthiua nce of the patronage of the cus-
tomers to whom the finished product is to le sold.

We cannot, of course, find space for the consideration
of all the questions Wihici go to the determination of
the initiation or the conclusion or the coipleteness of
the manufacture, but we have indicated the subjects
whicli should certainly be carefully considered and to
the consideration of which the accounts should be
adapted.

The next consideration is that of fuel which is not
môrely a question as tó the cost per ton of.coal, but of
the comparative results of the different classes of coal
available in connection with tieir cost, and sometinies,
the adaptability, or'otherwise, of the furnaces in use to
the particular description of the coal used. Fur-
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naces, fuel, boilers and transmitters of powershould be
adapted to each other to produce the best results in the
mostecononical manner, and the manufacturer should
be able to deteet any deficiencies in any of theài. His
accounts may not of themnselves demonstrate these de-
ficiencies-but the direct contrast.between cost of fuel
and the resuit of? its use, iay so instruet hiin as to'
cause investigation, and demonstration as to the " rift
in the lute," which is causing doleful inusie.

We next cone tu the cost of labour which may be
intimately connected with the efflciency of the machin-
ery employed. The improveients in machines are
so constant and the effects of these improvements so
important that no manufacturer may safely ignore
them; these improvements inseparably connected with
the effliciency and expense of the operatives, the first
effect may be to throw certain operatives completely out
of employmient, much against the desire of their em-
ployers vho have to face the fact that if they do not
keep pace with the niarch of improvenient they must
lose the capital they have embarked in the business.
So that it becones a question of " sauve qui peut."

Hie is a wise and fortunate mai who can and doés
show a profit inmanufacturing after charging up-
year by year, suait a percentage of the cost of his
machinery as will enable hlim to replace it with ilm-
proved machines without feeling the outlay or fearing
to incur it. Whether lie does this or not, the depreci-
ation as well as the use of the machinery, added to
the labour of the operatives, is an unavoidable part of
the cost of production.

Before the manufacturer can finally determine the
cost of production, le must aid a fair proportion of the
fixed charges such as, interest on capital or advances ;
rent or its equivalent; lire insurance; employer's liability
insurauce; management, &c. To enable him to do this,
his books of account must be so kept as to show the
varions accounts which indicate the real cost of pro-
duction.

TAXING BANE DIVIDENDS.
The clause in the City Charter empowering the levy

of a tax of one per cent on the dividends of banks, as
well as other con panies in this city, has met with severe
criticisn at Quebec. It is evident that the clause is
very loosely drawn as it would be impossible to briug
it into operation. It would nake the dividends declared
by the banks whose head ollices are in Quebec, Toronto,
Halifax and Ottawa, which have branches in this city,
liable to a Montreal tax of one per cent. If the receiver
of a bankdividend were not resident in this city then
the local agent or manager would be held responsible
for the paymant of the tax. Of the 18 banks in this
city eleven are branches whose head offices are in other
cities. Fancy a demand being made on the officials at
the head ollice of the Quebec Batik, or Bank of Toronto,
by the corporation of Montreal for a hax of 1 per cent
on the whole of the dividends declared by those banks
at Quebec and Toronto, sinply because they each have
a branch in this city ! The claim seoms so absurd a
stretch of the taxing power of the corporation that we
do not believe it ivas intended to be made by the Charter
Comnitteé. Were it proved to be legal, then every
municipality where a branch batik is established would
haye the riglit to impose a tax on the vhole of the divi-
dend declared at the head ollice of sncb a branch. Il

would need only a few municipalities to follow the ex-
ample of this city to cause the whole of the dividends
declared by the large chartered banks to be paid away
in taxes and the shareholders left without a cent. No
Cohrt in the land would uphold such a claim. A joint
protest from the bauks in this city was laid before the
Committee at Quebee in which this proposal was
denounced as "preposterous.' The use of this word is
fully justified. The levying of a tax by this city on
the incomes of non-residents is less objectionable, but
it is questionable whether the power to impose such an
income tax is vested in the Legislature. The dividend
tax clause should be ~withdrawn, and so re-modelled as
to obviate the very grave objections raised against its

gross inequity, and its very doubtful-legality.

THE COUNTRY STORE.

While the present month is generally looked upon by the
average country storekeeper as opportune for the clearing
up of odds andi ends of heavy winter goods, it is not so wholly
occupied as to prevent the necessary preparations being
made for early and active spring trade. The month of
February bas really more to do with the success or failure of
the year's business than any of its successors. It is the time
for action following the January quiet which is to be looked
for after the holiday trade. Business cannot be readily in-
ereased beyond being drawn to the lines above mentioned,
which, by their judicious disposal make the way clea: for the
incoming season.

But there is much more to demand detailed inspection than
the stocks on band of flannels, comforters, eiderdowns, over-
shoes, caps, gloves, mittens, etc. The sane variable custom.
which allows a portion of these goods to oftenl remain un-
sold when spring is leralding its approach, allows in a like
measure the presence of varions other linos, whicb, though
not affected by climatie changes, are somewhat subject to the
sway of fashion, and should not be carried over but in as
small quantity as possible.

In spring purchasing, new ideas, shapes, shades, widths,
etc., will be seen at the wholesale louse, and sbown by each
traveller, and then it is that the " stirring up" process so
favorable to the present month will be either gratifying
thrcugh its successful fulfillment or disheartening by lack of
timely attention.

Tag all sncb goods in large plain figures and give them
the prominence the new spring eoffects must demantid later
on. Embroideries, insertions, prints, dress-novelties, striped
linings, etc., will as roadily find their way into distribution
as the heavier winter goods. If not purchased at the time
the fact of their bein'g mnarked " to close out" gives thent a
clai.m to attention, and the customer who sees the goods and
price will be at least acquainted with the prospects and the
botter able to decide if in the following week alluring adver-
tis2nments are received'from the city departmental store.
. The most convincing· argument that can be brougLt to
bear in favor of the country store as against its departmental
rival is the knowledge to a customer that she paid more for a
similar piece of staple goods in the latter place than she.sees
it could be secured for at her regular place of trading, and
that, notwithstanding the further knovledge that she spent
time and money in its quest. Sncb experience once gained,
even though the country dealer seldon hears of them, are
not readily forgotten.

The country merchant bas similar facilities for closing out
odds and ends of stock, whih ivould become unseasonable or
less desirable through fashions decree, in so far as the size of
bis stock is concerned, a§ the large dealer in the. larger town
or city. The latter is compelled to keep bis stock new and
bright that lis competitors on the street may not outrun him.
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But the country merchant too often forgets that the best of
his trade is that portion of it which is most likely ta be con-
fronted with the advertised bargains of the city dealer. and
to offset these he mut h up and doing. A little judicious ad-
vertising, even if not seen beyond the store, will have its effect.
Do not confine" elosing-out" prices to winter goods alone, but
add interest to the business, and variety to the bargains, by
thoroughly overhauling the stock and marking out to close
a y and all goods that are likely to be affected by the stylesof
the coming season. In this way life is added to the store; old
goods are more quickly disposed of and their reduced price
becomes known. Such eorts clear up the shelves of the
large city dealers and cannot batbave a like effect upon those
of the country store.

POPULAR STYLES IN SHOES.

That the person vho buys a pair of shoes is desirous of
securing, not onlv what is an easy fit without the trouble
of "breakin' in" but which continues ta remain comfortable
without beconing flbby or creasy, is only too Well known ta
the average retailer ; but to have that class of shoes always
in stock bas been giving him more than a passing thought
of late years. The "needie" too and its stightly wider fol-
lower had caused him an anxiety by their arrival, added
care and added stock by their presonce, and a mixed féeling
of pleasure and additional trouble by their tardy departure,
for, like other such guests, they are apt ta linger near the
door.

Happily the styles for the incoming seasons have taken
for the first consideration, comfort, and, building upon that
base, produced the shoe for both man and 'vomin which is
best cacuilated ta combine comfort with appearanee. The
manufacturer and retailer are both better pleased with this.
for sales are more easily effected. The retailer in particular
soes the point ta his advantage because ho can abvays dis-
pose of a shoe that symmetrically fits the foot, even though
some other fad has bean heard of as liable.to prevail, whereas
in the case of the recently discarded shapes, it is sure ta
leave some remuants of unsaleable goods on the shelves.

In men's shoas the foot shape or pump last prevails. It
shows a decidedly ivider toe w'hile Ireserving the curve. The
sole shows less spring, thereby allowing more of the shoe to
remain on the ground whien not in motion. A prettily
figured dull brown cloth vesting on a chocolate dongola shoe
is shown, the contrast in shade from that of the bright
chocolate producing an attîactive effect. Men's Oxfords are
boing again introduca 1, in chocolate, tan, black and patent.
The French figured, square cut, stock tip prevails. Fancy
h3se will be largoly worn with these. A bigh cut Blucher
style men's shooting boot is shown. This is a tan goodyear
welt, doub a sole throughout, with square cut stock tip. It
is made of finest storm calf which renders it waterproof.

Another feature of added comfort is the falt outer sole
which already appears to have taken popular favor. The
uppers are of thr best kid and calf stock, while the toughest
felt procurable is used. For warmth this shoe claims first
place. In shape it is significant by the long sweeping curve
on the outside.

In ladies' shoes tans are not meeting with the attention
given thein-lastseason, though somae ar shown in decidedly
attractive vesting of French mat silk with bla-k ground and
white, green and brown relief, showing a liglit square pat-
torn. Comfort is shown liera, also, as in men's, the sole
being decidedly heavior and the toa wider with square eut
plain stock -tip. The strap sandal is giving way to.the high
cut Oxford tie, whichin somae shows a ribbon. lace and button
hole lace pieces in place of eyelets. Misses shoes are in
linue with ladies tliough the effort to get prices for good stock

still prevails. The general tendency, however, is in favor of
botter grade goods which danotes a healthier tone throughout.

THE PRENOUENAL WEATHER.
Meteorological experts mye us some explanation of the un-

precedented weather phenonena of the last three weeks. Xs
a rule a cold spell during which the temperature drops to
zero, or below that point, lasts only three or four days. Bat
wiehave had in this city temperatures ranging fron-5 above
to 16 below zero steadily for three weeks, and during that
time there vas not one snow storm, or any fall beyond what
occurs in a flirry. The same extraordinarily low tempera-
tures have prevailed all over this continent. In New York
thé cold bas exceeded any on record, and southern States, as
Texas and Alabama, for the first time, so far as livind memory
goes, have had an experience of zero. In Florida very
serious damage has beau done by this unprecedented severity,
and delicate visitors wbo fled there ta escape the cold pre-
vailing in the- north have beau followed by their enemy.
Snow has fallen at Pensacola and Jàcksonville. New York,
in contrast to this city and province, bas had an unusually
heavy snow-fall, over a foot more thah last year. The Hud-
son river is frozen solidly at the upper part of New York,
the other rivers are also blocked with ice, and the harbour is
full of ice floes and miniature icebergs which have damaged
and seriously obstructed shipping. The great ocean liners
have been all detained, several as long as two days. While
on this side there has been serious damage and suffering in-
flicted by phenomoanal cold, Great Britain bas beau visited by
storms which have been most disast*rous'on the coast and in-
land. Rivers have overflown their banks, rail ways have bean
inundated, and in parts swept away, while floods in interior
districts have doue very serions damage. While we in
Canada have had a disagroeable experieuce, we have. not
been pecuniarily injured like our southern neighbours have
bean, and the inhabitants of the old country. The meteoro-
logists will we hope be able ta explain the cause of such ex-
traordinary condition. An investigation is called for to see
if the clerk of the wdather bas been neglecting lis duty. We
trust the weather bureau ofâiciais wili not issue such a report
of the weather in February like they did for January which
was wholly contrary to the experience and the observation of
the general publie.

A WINDING PATH.
Among those retailers who, because of their early initiation

n somae departniout of trade, feel thenselves obliged ta "stick
ta the last" after repeated misfortune, there ara some who,
throughout their best years, have more than ordinary ob-
stacles continually in their paths,-we moan those who, per-
haps through no personal fault, have never been able ta
obtain a discharge in insolvency. One of these, a city head-
wear concern, has for the last five or six years beau working
along under such an obstacle. One of their supply bouses
some few years ago arranged with aufbther interested firm to
have a respectable clerk ta nominally " father" the business.
Ail went on in a mutually friendly way tilt a sharp letter
intervened lately, and a payment of several hundred dollars
on account, sent as usual ta the firm employing "the " ather-
ing" clerk,:was not divided with the younger firn as for-
merly. A third house, which has a claim of upwards of
51,000, bas beau pressing for payment, and unless somae
mutual forbearance ho practised by two creditors for $4,000
each, the convenient clark, who has some personal means,
may be called upon ta settle for the undischarged retailers,
in which case he will he likely to fall back on the two firme
-is employers and the other house-whodevised this, plan to
overcome the difliculties besetting the ways of their old-time
retail patrons. But we draw the curtain meanwhile.

Were wholesale people, and others similarly dealing with
the retail trade, to confine themselves ta such conceras as are
in a position to show their independence, a more . bealtby
business would doubtless prevail, but there would be, for a
time at least, very little business paper of a kind to exercise
the calm judgmeut of local bank managers.
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THE GOWANS, KENT & CO. FIRE.
The disastrous fire which recently destroyed the .stock of

Messrs. Gawans, Kent & Co., Front street, Toronto, will, of
course, be seriously inconvenient, but will not suspend their
business operations as they have stocks in other places by
which they will be able ta fill orders. The total insurance on
the stock, placed at $99,000, is distributed as follows :

$1,000. It is amusing to read in a Toronto paper that this
was " fully covered by insurance."

MENDACITY IN TH-E PRESS.
Lord Rtussel, Chief Justice of England, recently alluded

to the prevalence of personal allusions in the daily Press
which were wholly without foundation. H. had been much
annoyed by two, to both of which ho gave the lie direct.
These mendacities are found chiefly in what are termed
"society" papers, some of which cater to a morbid and vul-
gar craze for a class of gossip which forms the staple conver-
sation of kitchens, harness rooms and the lower class of
saloons. Even if trutiful such reports are usually imperti-
nent, and as the Lord Chief Justice said, " very aunoying" ta
persons who do not care to have thoir private affairs discussed
in every bar room. In this city two bank officials were re-
cently announced to have resigned without there being the
slightest foundation for such reports, as those well knew who
inserted them in the daily papers. The persons alluded to
have been worried for days by a deluge of letters and tele-
grams of enquiry fromn all parts of Canada, and in one case
indeod, uable messages have been recoived asking for infor-
mation relating to the repsorted resignation. In the same
week as that in whih. tho above were published the an-
nouncenient was made that Mr. DCelles, of the Parliamen-
tary Library, Ottawa, was about to rosign in order to take an
editorial position in this city. Tais also turns out to be utterly
false. About the saine date an editorial paragraph in a piaper
of the above class was a malicious falsohood, made out of
whole cloth. ore thon, in one week, wore 'four doliberate
falsehoods of a personal character, having not a shadow of
foundation, published in the daily papors and a society paper
of this city.

The editor of a Montreal society paper spent saine time
last year in prison for giving too strong a spicing to bis news-
gossip. Since bis retirement to a cell and the suppression of
bis journal by the police, the vacancy las been filled and bis
spice box seems ta have been transferred ta another writer.

A CANCELLED ORDER.
The practice of cancelling orders is one that is common to

ail branches of business, and-for the most part is a practice
wholesale bouses would like ta se disappear. Its existence
ini most instances springs out of the buyer's desire to be con-
veniently rid of a contract, because of baving beeu offered
the sane goods fromt some other source at a lower price. On
occasion also orders are cancelled owing to the merchant's
after conviction that lie does not want the goods at al, and
bas been led into giving his commnuands whilst under the spell
of a'pushful traveller who swill not 'ake " No" for an auswe:.
A storv of a cancelled order which comes to our ears this
week is, however, to be attributed to a different, not to say
more novel cause. A boot and shoe firn hore have on thoir
books a certain custoner in the West. Waited upon recontly
by their travel.ler, this merchant gave an order for $27,000
spring stock. It was known to the " gripian" when booking
down bis customer's assortmnent that he owed to the bouse
the balance of an old account amounting to $5,000, but the
order was entered nevertheless. When the order reached
factory headquarters, a consultation of the principals re-
sulted in a polite acknowledgmnent, and a delicate hint that
as they were rather pressed for money at the moment for
Customs payinents, theyshould feel obliged to have remitted
the outstanding balance before forwarding the newr bill of
goods.. Such excuses are not uncommon in making collec-
tions. For sone few days no response came ; then the trav-
eller got a letter from the man in the West to this effoct :-

"Dear - , Please cancel my order for $27,000 as I can-
not afford to deal with a firi that becomes hard up the same
time asI do."-Yours, &c.

DISTRIBUTION OF SEED SAMPLES.
The director of the Central Expérimental Farma, Ottawaj

for the past ten years, has endeavoured to improve the quality
of the cereals groni in Canada by distributing samples of
the best and most prominent sorts. These have all been
teâifd¯at the Farn and only the choicest grains bave been
sent out. The results have been very satisfactory, as the
standard bas been raised by inferior sorts being replaced by
more productive and vigorous varieties.

By instruction f the Hon. Minister of Agriculture, another
such distribution is being made this season, consisting of
samples of oats, barley, spring.wheat, field.pease, Indian corn
and potatoes. These samples will be sent only to those who
apply personally. Lists from societies will not be considered.
The lists will be closed on 15th March next. Applicants
should give particulars as to the sort or variety they prefor.
Any improvement of the productive capacity, or quality of
our agricultural products means an addition to the earning
power of our farms, it bas therefore a direct bearing upon
gencral business interests, the Central Experimental Farm at
Ottawa is therefore doing an excellent work in this con-
nection.

U. S. FINANCES.
An exhibit of the financial position of the United States

governmnent was -made in Congress last week which made a
decided sensation. It was shown that sncb conditions exist
and are likely to arise as can hardly fail to lead up to such
conséquences as bankers and financiers will have to watch
closely and guard against. The secretary of the Treasury
estimates the doicit for current fiscal year at $112,000,000.
It vas,-however, shown that it would more probably be 159
millions. This estimate leaves ont of account the 20 millions
which have to be paid to Spain for relinquishing its
sovereignty.over the' Philippines, nor doos it alow for 25
millions of other obligations undertaken by the States arising
from the recent war. Another item omitted is- the large in-
crease of expenditure to w'hich the country is pledged for an

"FIAT LUX."
There is mu:hsdissatisfaction some evenings of late because

of the very indifforent electrie light furnished by the Lachine
Rapids Company to its patrons. During the day it gives a
lovely light ; but

"Soon as theevening shades prevail"

and the lights turned on all over the city, the glow takes on a
lurid red, and gadually lessens 'tili by 7 to 9 o'clock it be-
comes a " dim ffligious light," occasionally. on very cold
nigihts fading avay to what Milton said of the light of Rades
-enough to iake "darliness visible." In some bouses where
the celebrated Rapids light is exclusively used, entertainments
have occasionally beau interrupted by the light's going out
completely, lea.ving children or adults, as the case may be, in
totaldarkness. The recent very cold weather is held answer-
able for these nishaps, as the " frazil" formed belov the dam
and turbines parially fills up the tailrace and diniiishes the
head of water occasionally by one-third its fall.

Various efforts have bean made to prevent the accumula-
tion-of-" frazil"-fine, adhesive particles of ice-below the
fall, as many a.s 150 to 200 men being set to work.with picks,
shovels, poles, aid even dynamite bombs, but to little pur-
pose until a milder spell helps the men to make ieadway.
Some new natlod must be adopted to provide better ser-
vice to patrons if the enterprise is to succeed. Accounts
are being raturned to the company, and the competition of
cheaper rates is being gradually met by those who them-
selves have began to learn that our broad rivers are not
such ready workers in harness as they are where lofty
waterfalls are found.

There le no disputing the faot
ribbons will be wanted this sprIng because there neVer was a
tue when larger quantities were used than to-day. Seveuty-

New upiolstery patterns at presant on view in New York
wlolesale establishments show a greater tendency ta Oriental
designs in subdued colorings, Self-colored effects i designs are
more prosinuent in the selections thsan tihe chintz effects so popu-
lar a few seasous back. For iseavy furnishings tapestries are
still the fashion. In parlor and boudoir furniture damask ef-
fects are in demand, these covering a. wider assortment of de-
signs running ta rococo affects, colonial designs .and Louis XIV
patterns. There is a growing denand for silk velours and vel-
vets, but as yet it is of smal proportions, but those as well as
brocatelles again promise to regain thelr old-time popularlty.
The new goods lu the fluer grades rua ta large designs, with
every indication that the patterns in vogue tan years -ago are
again coming to the fore.

It transpires that the combination of Derby bat manufacturera
in the States, recently alluded to, has not gaae througlh. But in-
stead, the following manufacturers have arraaged to sali through
C. E. Tenney & Co., New York, viz., C. II. Merritt & Son, Dan-
bury, Conn.; T. C. Mlilard & Co., Danbury; Meyer Mercy,
Newark, NJ., and James Marshall & Bros., Fal River, Mass.
Formerly each manufacturer bad bis own price and thera was
constant cutting, due ta suspicion and an endeavour ta secure the
business. Now, bowever, ail will know tiat they are recoiving
just as much for their output as are tieir competitors. The firns
named vlrtually control the output of cheap darbies-hiats selling
below $9 a dozen.

At the present moment there is being made up in London ta
the order of an Euglish nobleman, so says .the Boston "Trans.
cript," a cloak upon whicli $253,000 will be spent for tihe sables.
Whsat this truly Imperial robe will be worth when the work in it,
the silken linings,tie frills of lace, and jewelled clasps are taken
Into consideration, it would be rash te speculate.

Egyptian yarns have again advanced and importeras of white
goods because of this are asking 1,5 per cent iigher than opening
prices. Further improvemènt la looked for as the three best
months of the year are still ahead. Sellers in New York are
accepting new orders oily on condition that the gonds are In.
voiced "at valur" at the time of delivery.

A new method of manufacturing artlficial. silk comes fisrn
Germany. Cotton vaste is dissolved ln copper oxide of am-
moula, and tihe solution is pumped through fine tubes. The
delicate threads are passed througi diluted acid, whicis
separates the copper and ammonia, the result being an extremely
fine lustrons fibre. The new invont In, unlike some other pro.
ductions of Imitation silk, le not dangerous In the manufacture
from the presence of nitro-cellulose, or other explosives.

Linen manufacturers in both Ireland and Germany have ad.
justed values ta meet'the increase in the U. S. duties by creating
new values In accordance with the demand for popular-priced
goods. German damasks In bleached goods have conceded the
demand to those of Irish manufacture, owing ta their superiority
lu the bleaching, and German linen manufacturera are centering
their energies on the cream finîshes, or what le known as silver
bleached.

It ls saidI tiat nine-tenthse of ail the black silk that is made,
goas into the vats weighing 12 ounces, and cones out weighing
60 ounces. The incrasse ln weight is tin and dirt fillea luto the
silk ta give It " body" la order ta meet the demand for cheap and

cheap.
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Manufacturers of brown cottons in the States are oversold, and
have instructed agents to take nu more orders for future
delivery.

DEPARTMENTAL STORES-FOR AND AGAINST.

To tihe Editor of the JOURNAL os' 0oMsMERcE, Montroal.
Sin,-In commenting on the departmental store systeni in

Canada, and noting its probable effects upon the purchasing
comnunity and the individual retail trade, one important point
appears ta be overlooked by writers,-how it la tat the de-
partnental stores can, in the estimation o a large portion of the
community, drive te the wall so tnany individual traders.

Thîat-they are becoming more numerous is known ta be a fact.
That they are, with scarcely an exception, successful is pro-
sumned to be a fact. Their growth adnits it fron a superficial
point at least. That the management of such stores is in-
variably possessed of more business ability. shrewdness and ex-
perience than the average individual trader, la not a fact. That
the owners of such stores possess more wealth in proportion ta
thiseir separate departments than the individuel trader is net
always a fact.

To what power then, should the latter be forced ta yield, if not
to that of capital, business abliity, experience or lo3ation ? It
la to the one power of purchasing .at discount odds and ends of
goods, bankrupt stocks and balances of goods at manufiactories
abroad,-and. at home at the wholesale bouses gonds which are
about to becone unsaleable owing tu the chaniging seasons or
styles. In tiis individual way and in no other have the depart-
mental stores been underbuying, and in this way alone do they
succeed beyontd the limit ordinarily expected. Now, in connec-
tion with this manner of obtaining a large share of their require-
ments at 40 to 75 cents in the dollar of the original cost,
shrewdness and tact are brougit ta bear ta the extent of showing
the public tliat everything sold within their spacious walla la an
extra bargain. Accordingly many specialties, particularly ln
groceries, are placed on sale, often for one day in the week,
again regularly, at cost or the morest trille above, as " leaders."
This always in some brand whichis la supposed -te have a regular
seiling price. A few items In staple drygoods are given a like
prominence, probably one line of children's popular selling
schooi.shoes, a line of men's $1.50 dress shoes, and even some
druggists' sundries.

My idea in specifying these is ta prove that any individual re-
tailer, whether i groceries, drygoods, shoes, drugs, crockery.
tlnware, etc., can ue the same successful means of drawing or
holding trade as lis nelghboring dealer of the departmnental
nane. He must simply make up his mInd ta conduct his busi-
ness in accordance with the drift of the times. His chances for
making speciai prices on special days, or. placing well known
brands of package gouds at " bargaîn" prices la a con spîcuous
place are just as favorable to him as to his neigibour.

If ie finds the deliartmiîental stora advertising a certain well
known brand of ginghamn, cotton or print for a certain day he
can m.net the price. If 'tis doune al[ tie year arjund lie cani du
the samte. If the trade was drawn fron im ho would mnake
nothlng anyway. Botter then te bold tihe trade, even by letting
go the profit on that sale or that piece of goods than ta make
bad worse by letting go the customa whereby bis busintas must
live.

One of the most dimfcult things on earth for the average retail
metchant tu do ia to temporarily out off the profit on an article
which lie has all along sold -at a fair proft. Hle wili claim it is
not business, and that the advocacy of sncb a system of " cutting
prices" la contrary tu souind princl ples; and will prove his claim
by takiog the very paper which prints it and showlng where such
principles have brougit ruin to many dealers.

The Idea, however, la simple wlien conblned with the noces-
sary shrewdness which must characterize the s uccessful retailer
to-day when he finds.his custom liable ta be drawn elsewhere.
Were one-fourth of bis customers expected to desert him on any
partîcular date he wo nid nimmediately take stops ta prevent the
loss. -Why thon, knowlog the necessary stops, should net the
samte precautions ho used to prevent their remote possibility?

The individual retalier who.is abreast of the times, and who (i
will také thé liberty of saying) rends carefully the points brought
ont In your able paper, can successfully compete with any de.
partinental store in his vicinity, simply by stirring himself to the
saine action the latter employs. Ile oan use as many "leaders"
without endangering bis prolite. .If the latter are falling off ho
must seek some way of reducing expenses. Ho must keep his
customî and lie enn if lie tries.

:The only point at lis disadvantage is the procuring of stock
stch as heretofore described; but this he can accomplish in a
great measure by writing the wholesale houses, watching what
they advertise, and speaking ahtead, near the close of each sea.
son, for a portion of wlatever unseasonable goods nay be sold at
a discoufit. The wholesale house will take care of him on these
If lie rpquests it. Bainkrupt stocks he an procure a share of oc-
casionally, and there is never a day lie entera the wholesale
bouses but hB can pick up some odds and ends of stocks it a dis-
count sufficient to allow him to prove to his customers that the
departmnental store neither buys nor sella ail the bargains.

The successfut retalier li auv distinct line Is not, nor need he
be, alarmed at the opening of the departmental store. At best it
cao btit cater to a certain cias of trade. In some of the largest
cities on tise continent where sncb stores have fiourishedt for
several years, and wlere their mîetiods are becoming gen-
erally known, theré are thousands of families whi never patro-
nize them. The large exclusive stores, properly conducted, are
looked upon by thei as best prepared to furnishi the best gonds.
To that sound principle they hold, and'accordingly keep aloof
from the counters where baits are always cast to lure them to
larger purchases of prablbIy unseasonable or unfashionable
goods of questionable worth.
