DR. CAHILL'S FAREWELL LECTURE.
(From the Monlreu! Gazelic.)

Az announced, the Rev. Dr. Cahill, at the request
of the St. Patrick's congregalion,delivered a farewell
Jecture in tke Bonaventure Hall Tuesday evening,30th
ult.

hill, which shoulé burn Iike a sun for ever-on Earth,
is shadowed round by the darkness of Mahomedanism,
and the mystic remembrance of Calvary ounly toler-
.ated.in the sight of the Heaven which he propitiated,
the kingdom he gained, the victories he won, «nd the
nations and’'the-ages be redeemed. ‘And when we
travel in the ships which carried the epistles of St.
Paul to ‘Corintb, to Thessalonica, to Phillippi, and
when we stray through tbe streets of Ephesus, we
are astonished to discover few traces of the cross
which Paul preached, and to hear the’ little children
pray in'a strange worship, and be ignorant of the
messege which ten thousand times ope hundred
thousand angels publisbed, on outstretched wings,
over Bethlebem, when at twelve o'clock at night
tliey rent the blue vault of the imperial skies, with
one loud acclaimiog voice, that he had come. The
antiquary in religicn, a3 well a3 the scholars in his-
tory, are tGually nstounded in passing through the
the streets of Atbens, to lenrn that the venerable
[aith of the Aposiles, 83 well as the spotless genins
of an apncient liberty, have both disappeared from
this land of patriotism and gospel inspiration. Ther-

| am surrounded by so many old frieuds, s such 1
may call them, i am thus reminded that this i3 my
farewell lecture, in which we can bid each other a
mutual adien till our next happy meeting, I am
gure I have delivered a lecwure in Ireland va nearly
the same subject; bur, like old wine, perbnps it is
improved by sge aud the agitation of my sea-soyage
across the Atlantic. My subject i3 a lurge oue, upd
mn3t be presented in the strict order of time ead cir-
ctmstances.

In order w underatand the case of Religion, it is
necessary to go back far into the past history of nn-
tions, and study i3 Iaws throngh the past records of
the ruce of men. There i3 & Magna-Charta publiahed
from Heaven by the Supreme Ruler of the world,
which i3 not written oo Darchment nor published
from the judicial seat of earthly msjesty, but an im-
perial law, which may be read in moulderivg tombs,
crumbled thrones, ruind of cities, witbered dynasties,
forgotten tongues, aud which is promulgated in the
silent but eloyuent voice of passing generations and
the ruling majesty of time. This i3 the legislation of
religion. Frow it3 onture it imposes a legal restraiut
on toe passions of men., Natural feelings since the
fall of ‘Adam, are opposed to the laws of grace, nod

. are even at variance with the clearest maxims of
reason. Humanly speaking, then, religion becomes

a diflicult profession, since the natural bent must ‘be
first overcome, and the strongest emotions of nature
resisted and changed in their direction. From this
admitted description it i3 evident that the professors

of religion must be men who will udopt the will of
Ged in opposition to oature, and wha will be pre-
pured 10 mortify, to silence, and to pluck out from
the heart, asmy rebellious tendeacies, refusing sub-
missivn to spiritual law., Oua general principles,
therefore, one might expect that individuals, moving
in the humble walks of life, subject to trial, accus-
tumed Lo obedience, and coutent with many wants,
would be the most likely persons chosen by Heaven
to take a lead in a position which enforces nu entire
submission of will and a total subjugaticn of natural
inclinations. Accordingly, we read io the oldest
book in the world, that seven auch men were selected
irom the fall of Adam down 1o the time of Mosez;
and that these seven pairiarchs (a3 such they are
called) have been pluced on Barth atstated distavces
along the path of time ; that, like the revoiviLg stars
of the firmament at night they shone over the suc-
ceeding races of men in brilliunt succession ; thut
when one of these luminisries descended in circling
years, and get in the western horizon of lime, another
luminary appeared in the east of life and rose in the
skies, the burning beacon to direct succeeding genc-
rations; and thus we have a record, published in the
lives of seven men, and sprend over twenty.five cen-
turies, demonstrating that bumility not pride, obe-
dience not oppositivn, endurance not gratification,
.+ simplicity- of life and stution, not elevation of raak,
. not power of position are the main primary elements
which the Lord of the Universe, the Almighty Maker
‘of men, gelects for the regeneratiou of bis fullen chil-
dren, and for the restoration of the soul to its glorioua
and eterpal destiny. Aud when the patriarchs had
died, and a new discipline was introduced by the
law and the prophets, we ses nation after uation rise
np agsinst the chosen race of Israel. This wasa race
1aken from the humblest rank of despised shepherds,
from the persectted bondsmen of Egypt,and led by the

- all ruling Providence through fifteen hundred years
of trinls, victories, worldiy happiness, disasters, free-
dom, slavery, but still unbroken in kindred, country,
and faith, in the midst of scenes of historic vicissi-
tude, which were noknown in any other nation, or
age, or people. The wisdom of their Solomon, the
piety of their David, bad oo parallel in (ke world;
while the treasureg of their kingdom, and the reli-
gion of tbeir temple, surpassed the destiny of the rest
of mapkind. Yet again the treachery of their leaders,
the ingratitude of the people, the apostacy ‘of whole
tribes, and the crimes of the entire nation were such

- 88 to rise Heaven in vengeance : 80 that between Lhe
killing of the prophets, the idolatry of the wicked,
provaoking fire from the skies, the ruins of Sodom,
*-the"combination of hostile peoples, ending in the
captivity of their race, there is presented to the rea-
der such a.varied, yet;unperishable destiny, that vo
one can read the whole record without being con-
vinced thnt it i2 a deep lesson of instruction carved
by Almighty wislom on fifteen generations of men,
in order to sbow that the chosen people of Hearven

. are io thia world born in trirl, nursed in sfiliction,
matured in persecation, and finisbing in their declin-
ing years in shedding their blood or in lingering
‘captivity. And whenbe himseif came, in the ful-
nesy of ages, to-teach the last lesson to men, he se-
Jected the deserted cave as- the royal couch of his
nlivity ; was rocked in the ox's erib as the couch of

. th> young King of Judea ; be took'the coarse sesm-
'Ié8 cont, a8 the royal robe of the Sor of David; he
clinbed the heights of Heaven up the ride rocks of
‘this world ;- and in the God-like triumph which he
won upon, Calvary, he. wears-the crown of thorns as
ahe mark of his royalty, and as the imperial sign, to
be carried for ever through this-world by his faithful
"und'lion-hearted followers. And while the law he
* published “with 4 loid voice from the crimson throne
= of Calvary has been, andis, and -ever shall be, im-

oue word of 1lie three hundred brare who poured
out their honoured bleod in defence’of their country.
Marathon is a barren field, and dare not bear wit-
ness, under its new masters, to the free born bravery
of the Leroes that raised the Grecian chields, like a
wall of polished steel, before the enemy, and who
crimsoned thnt eternal field with the blood of 1ke
invincible Greek, born and bred to conquer or die in
defeuce of the liberties of his ecountry. The public
games of the ancient Macedonians are forgottea, the
consecrated rivers deserted, the groves abandonod,
aud public c¢ry for popular liberty unhenrd: the
breathing stone, the speaking csnvass, nre not seen
in the s0il, the cradle, the palace of the arts; while
the oul of Homer and the tougue of Demostheunes
geew to bave fled from a territory where eloguence
way enchained, where liberty lLad no home, aud
where trué religion could not find one consecrated
spot on which to raise the cross of Christ. Even the
ancient Byznuotinum, the modern Constantinopls,
whai a.lesson does she teach, as the burnished
crescent riges into the clear biue sky which once
saw the cross of Chrysostome lifted so nigh as to be
abserved from the Christian turrets of the second
Carthage! - From Asia, a lurricane has torn its
disastrons course across the famed straits of Leandre
-and gwept in its devastating passage a great portion
of Sowthern Europe and all Northern Africa: and
church where the Scriptures were stamped - with in-
tegral canonicity at Carthage, and the city where
the cradle- of Sbt. Aupustine wa3 preserved, bave
withered and disappeared before the crumbling rage
of the infidel tempest which overturned Christianity
afler the fall of the Roman Empire, nnd which sub-
stituted the elder-born countries of the Gospel, the
profligate izxposture of the Mahomedan Koran. And
when we approach our own shores, and, descending
along tbe rapid current of time, draw near
the nge we live, we behold a rew lesson ir Chris-
tianity set in several couutries which surround
us. Ian these kingdoms religion has not been extir-
pated, a3 on tha coast of Barbary or Asia Mivor ; but
futal changes huve been made, and novelties intro-
duced which have rent his seamless garment into o
thousand pieces, and which present the one language
and the one Gospel of the Apostles as the contradic-
tory jargon of Babel and the oppositious rancour of
Pandemoonium, We see Switzerland, the old country
of the faned Helvetians, ouce n bright gem in the
crown of Peter, take the field in steeled armour
agninst the ITead of the Church, while the followers
of Zuioglius, with their leader at their head, died by
tbe side of their apustate captaio, fighting agrinst
God and the Church, All Germany, that once led
the front raok of the arey of God against the cres-
cent, has been aplit up into & thousend fragmeants of
fuith ; they have by an ingennity of material philo-
sophy ; set up the slender taper of reason agniost
the meridian luminary of faith; and in vengeance
for this buman folly, Heaven has permitted them to
stray from the old briiliant path of their fathers, and
# creed worse thun pagan polytheism, an absurd faith
more degrading than Egyptian idolatry, has blighted
the entire German mind, and has precipitated thia
federsl nation into a sensual infidelity and a logic
nothingism. 1 may ciaas into one people the three
territories of Sweden, Norway, snd Hoiland, where
our Irish snints once preached the Gospel of Saint
Putrick, where they founded cburches, dedicated
them to St. Martin and St. Bridget, and planted the
secd in the good soil, which for many a year pro-
duced the rich crop of one hundred fold. But the
advance ol time, and the progress of buman licentious
opinion, have robbed these nations of the old icheri-
wnuce : and at present the blackest form of fatal Cal-
vianisul has discolored the intellect and steeled the
hearts of these once faithful children of the Churel,
and covered the nourth of Europe with s cloud of er-
ror, which, like a swarm of locusts, has spread wide
iefection, and devoured the entire living erop of gos-
pel perfection.  Alns there is one country still on
tbe murp of Europe, whick has sunk boneath the
shock of the infidelity of the sixteeath century ; and
that country is—commercial, scientilic, invincible
Engluod. I need say but little on this painful part
of my subject: the ruined abbeys, the crumbled
cburches, the deapoiled colleges, the forfeited lands,
and the uprooted asylums for the widow and the or-
phap, —all forcibly, thoagh silently, proclaim what
your fathers once were ; while the new communion
tables, the gilded parliamentary steeples, the strange
ministers, nnd the novel liturgy of the present  in-
culmbent, demonstrate that o new rubric, n false
altar, strenge prayers; & wholesale plunder of the
poor, have beea substituted for the ancient unity and
the faith of Augastine. [ have thus, ladies and gen-
tlemen, given a rapid skeich of the ruffled surfuce of
Christisn society since the great epoch of Christian-
ity. Maoy a bitter and painful reflection ig presented
to the ecclesiastical historian as he glances from age
to &age, from country to country, along the mysterious
path of time ; and the deepest carved lesson which is
read in this imperishable record, is, the wondrous
Providence which reconverts and restores fallen
peoples—which still thus maictains the old inberit-
ance without spot or blemish, and iu the midst of
change is not even reduced in its universal dimen-
sions ; like the boundless empire of the ocean, itis
1o one piace lashed into fury by the unchained hur-
ricane, and rises into accumulated anger as it strug-
gles to the very skies with .the Sovereign tempest ;
in other places, whole kingdoms of its” waters sleep
in placid silence, not even lifting a murmuring ripple
on its glassy bosom to disturb the whispering zepbyr

pecishuble as the tongue that proclaimed it, yet

and the glancing sunbeams that play in sportive

shall'bid -defiance ‘till the end. of -greation to ‘the
changes of time, the revolutions of émpires, and the
combinéd terrors of nature; Inthe midst- of these
changing scenes of the great christian belief, we are
arrested in our historic observations by the myste-
rious fact, that our territory, placed to the very heart
of the earth, professes the old creed in its eatirety
which Was first promulgated from the Mount Rome
which was once the mistress of the world iu polillcall
power, {8 now the seat of the boundless -empire of
Cathulicity ; the crown of Tiberius had beea changed
into the tiara, and the successor of the Fisherman
sits . on the throne of Cmsar. Three hundred
thousand martyrs are buried at the Collosseum ; fif-
tecn millions of martyred hearts lie round the walls
of the sacred city ; the soil on which Nero ruled, and
Caligula gported with human life, is crimsooed deep
and wice with the blood of the early saints; and a
mighty army of these epirits keep the watch day
and night before the gates of this holy city, to ganrd
the bones of the sccumulated slain, to protect tbe

tbe Ohurch, and to send reinforcements aud aid to
the distant provinces of Christinnity, and to strike
to the ground the enemies of God: All nations have
put on changes round about this inimitable city ; but
Rome never! Babylon is & deserted marsh ; Nineveh
a heap of rubbish; Palmyra presents some shattered
columns; Carthage, a small green mound to mark
the grave of ‘the departed cities. Thebes has afew
broken sphyoxes, Memphis some ruined arches to
tell the Egyptian greatness of times past. All na-
tions round about St. Peter’s chair have grown old,
nnd withered, and died, and their very tombs are
scarcely discernable; while Rome flourishes in eter-
nal youth, her armies vigorous, her weapons polished
her strategy invincible, her resonrces aburndant;
while the monarch who rules, and the throne on
which he sits, are protected by an irresistable law,

sistless as the revolution of the earth. Thke present
Pope is therefore a link in the long chain ot trial aod
persecution which have ever been the lot of the chil-
dren of true reiigion. It is 30 since the begianing of
the werld, and it will be the same to the end. ltis
a peculiar arrangement. 1t i3 the conflict between
virtue and vice, between faith and infdelity, and in
this great battle, the wicked in the end are worsted
and lost, while the good win the hard victery and
are saved.  This Lias ever been the case from Baby-
ion to Calvary, from Judas to Cavour.

The Pope holds the citadel of the Catholic Church
—he has been appointed to the placé of suprems
command, and in every age, vice, the world and the
devil bave assailed him. He has morp than once
fled from the enemy, sought refuge for 2 while in dis-
tant places of security; but ke bas always carried
the keys of Peter in his poasession. These were
pever captured. Nor bas the Pastoral staff been
ever wrenched from his Sbepherd band. He follows
in the immediate footsteps of his Master. Of course
his path must be along the rugged walks of life, and
the dindem which he wears -in bereditary majesty
must be the Crown of thorns, bequeathed to him
from the hall of Pilate. * The son of man bath not
whereon to lay his head " is a truth imperishabls, as
the sorrowing tongue that uttered it, and heoce a
Pope amidst the joys and friendships of the world is
a christisn impossibility, The bitter draft trom the
cup of his master must be ever his ancestral privilege
of persecution ; his lips can never taste the drop of
honey of worldly society. Hiz life mu3t be spent ic
the garden of olives; thisis the sacred spot where
lLis tears and prayers must be ever poured out ip lir-
ing sorrows. His life, must, be as near as can be,
a rebearsal of the whole tife of his master Whata
mistalee it i3 to represent, the idea of a happy Pope!
“that he is the cross bound in » wreath of roses ! Peter
loved by the world is as much, an incongruity, an
absurdity, esto see Christ, on the Jewish Bench
washing Pilate’s hands, to clear him from the charge
of hypocrisy and Deicide: the snme ns the Saviour
making a compact with Barrabas for protection from
the Jewish mob or begging relief from the Execu.
tioners who plunged the spear in his side. No! Pius
the Ninth knows his place well. On a late oczasion
when a foreign Ambassador urged on Pius the ne-
cessity or the expediency of accepling an annual
pension and ending bis tronbles:: tne Pope replied,
“ What! ending my troubles! ** When can my rrou-
bles cnd ? how little thoae persvus, who utter these
septiments koow what is a Pope!” Most just re-
mark of the successor of Peter, appointed to share
the royalty of the ox’s crib, the world's deceit, the
martyr’s crown. Old Europe woald seem to go
bllnd ; and Kings seam to forget the charter of their
royalty. As Old Napoleon once said, * Something
like & Universal Republic seems to be the end of
monarchical tyranay, intrigue and deceit.” Crowna
are now-a-days going A begging, looking for heads
to wear them. And between iron-clad fleets, rifled
canpon, patent guupowder, million armies and uni-
versal beggary, it is surprising mankind can endure
much longer these Royal whims, cruelty, taxes and
deceit.

If Princes rob and expel theoldest Kingin Bu-
rope, what crown cnan present a legal claim against
the plunderer or the assassin. If rapire, violence,
sacrilege and expulsion, nre pow legitimete resunlts
of Regal Constitntions, whet defence can be made
by the cld kings against the popular usurpation nf
all existing dynasties ? If the crown of Tiberius,
worn by the Fisherman, is to be sold at duction, in
the fornm, and if a tallow ehandler from Caprera
must sit in the Capitol, and if a Cataline be named
to rule in the Semate House, the sooner rll kings
anve their fortunes and their necks from baoded ex-
termination the better for old royalty.

There can be no doubt Napoleon the IIL., hus gone
too far; be Las built too bigh—a littde higher and
big castle must fall. In order to make friends for nis
little son, he hns made enemies of all Catholic Eu-
rope—priests, arwies and peoples. Iu order to add
to Surdinia the two crowna of Naples and Rome, he
will perbaps never see his one only child reign in the
palace of the Louis; and the monarch robber of old
Savoy mny soon be trampled cut by modern license
under the burning revenge and sworn hosts of Austria.

I firmly believe that the modsra attack on the
Pope by kingly rebels, with all their coucomitant
circumstroces, have done more to revolutionize Bu-
rope, to bamsh kings from their anncient rights and
thrones, and to deluge nations with infidelity, than
all the past conspiracies that subjects and peoples
bave ever devized or executed against Buropean mo-
narchy. When kings become the models of hypo-
crizsy and plunder, subjects can and will infallibly
follow their exaraple. The death of any legitimnte
crowned head in Kurope would perbapa cause a
smuall excitement jn his own family orin the neigh-
boring nations ; hut the death of Napoleon the Third,
or of his little son, would bresk ihe spell of tbe Bo-
napartes iu oae hour, and restors France and the
South of Europe to the slalu quo under Louis Phil-
lipe, and the protection of Austrin. The peace of
Europe thus hangs on a single contingency. Az or-
dinery occurrence, and oue which wnust soon hap-
pen, namely, the death, of the father or the son, muat
reduce Sardinia within its former limits, and raizse
Austria to her ancient pre-eminence. An onk tree
cannot grow to perfection in one year, and a new
empire cannot ngsume permanent consolidation with-
in the age of a Revolution carried on in plunder,
banishkment and sacrilege. This violence might suc-
ceed for a longer time, if "the army, the Church, the
people, aod legitimate aspirants were silent or in-
different; but with active watchful descendants of
the old dymasty, with.a good Cuthalic people, with a
lenrned, zealous hierarchy, with a clergy .smarting
under wrong, burning with something like .revenge,
and with an army faithfully professing . 1he creed of
St. Louis and. Bossuet, the. expulsion of Sardinia
from the gates of Rome is only a matter of. a narrow
space of time.

His only hepe was the Catholic-people and the.Ca-
tholic army. An association with England, the old

friends of Voltaire and Cavoir, is thé same ag Lo ap-
point Blucher as his ‘Commuunder-in-Chief over his
invincible Zouaves, and to march the brave Gauls to
battle under the English colors of Waterloo.

If 'Napoleon ever takes Wellington into his camp,
or bows bis bend to Albion, he bas decidedly lost bis
game and his battle, and he would do - well to re-
verae his fortune, and again beg his lodgiog and his
protection, as h2 did heretofore. at the gxtes of Lon-
don. Hia true game is the protection of the Pope, to
meintain at Rome the central balance of Eurupean
power, to be the friend of persecuted religion and of
oppressed justice ; and his dynasty would live lon-
ger thag tbe blasphemy of Cnprera und the Ecclesi-
aatical plander of Saviy. Napoleon shouid never
forget the lices of T.ord Byron on his uccle after the
battle of Waterloo:—

But yesterday a king,

And armed with kings 1o strive ;
To-day & nameless thing,

So abject, yet alive.

Yet [ bave always baen under the imipression that
Napoleon i3 at heart a sincere Catholic; and al-
though appearances and facts have of late told much
against bim, his policy is sincerely in favor of the
Pope; and moreover I believe thai he would be giad
to fighy Waterioo over again, sooner thac be com-
petled to surrender Rome, or abandon Pius the
Ninth.

Poor Ireland has ever clung to Peter's central liv-
ing point of faith. The same blood that flowed
through the henrt of Peter circulated in the veins of
Patrick avnd his oftapring ; acsd there she isor *he
other side of the Irish channel, next door neighbor of
Bogland, with her face to Awmerica, the faithful
daughter of Rome, the wvincible professor of the an-
cient creed, without a stain upon her name, without
treachery in ber bierarchy, or dishonor in ber priest-
hood, and baving a congregation of Irish followers
that, during ceaturies of natioual woe, have spurned
the bribe of the apostate, despized the terrors of ban-
ishment, and met the steel of the tyrant, with a shout
of mocking defiance.

Yes, Ireland s:ands alone on the map of the world
for pre-emivent natural victue aund for undying na-
tional fidelity.” There i3 no record of any other peo-
ple which can even bear a reinote comparison with
the history of [reland, for her amount of national
suffering, for her unbroken resistance through cen-
turies of religious persecution, and for the incredible
and successful courage with which she has maiu-
tained the liberty of her childrer and the purity of
her creed. The children of [reland bave beena ever
fuithful to their creed and their country. The nore
Ireland was in distress, the more she wept, the more
her food children sat by her side and consoled her.
When obliged to quit ber soil, it is with a breaking
heari they leave her shores. No nation, in ancient
or modern bistory has suffered 3o much persecution
during the prst centuries, and yet no people on earth
feel s¢ acutely the sad wrench of basishment from
home. The generons Irish—the noble poor man
sends bis last penny to his parents, and his aged
wother receives every year the fond remittanoe from
their faithful children. The love of their creed,.their
parents and their country; and when fate places
them beyond the Mississippi; and when the sad voice
of death reminds them of their final departure, they
look upon the day-star, that rises over the green Is-
l1and and their last word is spoken for the iiberties
of their country, their Iast sigh for the purity of her
Altars. No [oreign people can have any just idea of
our national condition. Qur persecutions and our
mislegislaticn have no parallel in Europern policy.

Our ancestors were deprived ot everything; we
had not possessed ss much of the goil of our fathers
a3 the space on which our feet conld stagd. We had
no ¢laim on one foot of Irish land, except the graves
in which ouor fathers lay buried in their crimson
graves. Seventy thousand wen spilled their blood
tor liberty of conscience. Education was -proscrib-
ed; it was felony 10 learn to read ; our only books
were the tombstones of our kindred; and these we
read at vight by stealib, in the light of the waning
setting moon. Qur religion was death by the law;
sod we met the faithful priest in the deserted glen,
in the fastnesses, of the mouatain; and the lion-
hearted flock heard Mass, as the sun rose over the
lowering Irish horizot. [t was in those caves and
at these meetings of terror, with our tried friends,
and fellow-sufferers by our sides, that with our
hauGs and our hearts joined, we pledged our lives o
be faithful to each other; and to die one thousand
deaths sooner than forswenr our fuith, or betray our
liberties, Many a century we bore this bleeding
lash—we were weak at howe and we had no friend
abroad. You have in the country of Canada, two
monuments of [rish woes whizh stand in fatal, rack-
ing remembrooce of our country’s destiny —one it the
deep wide grave of forty thcusand Irish [mmigranis
at Gross Island, where, io the year 1847, they fell in
thounsands from ihe over-crowded berths of bad ships,
and the culpably poisoned air of imperfector uo ven-
tilation, They dropped dead in hurndreds, the mo-
ment they :0ok he first moutbful of pure air It
wag 2 terrible sight—fire thousand are buried in oue
pit. In thiz sad scene which the atoutest heart could
not bebold, without a thnill of sgony, the Priests
were dny and pight among the dying. Amidst sl
the seulding inciden's of this erushing disaster, there
were found alive amongst the dying brothers, six-
huadred children. About two hundred little todd-
diing fellows were clusped 10 the hearts of the deud
motbers, The Very Revereud Mr. Cazeau, a Cana-
dian Priest, now the ndored Vicar-General of Que-
bee, took these six hundred children under his God-
like care. Mnay of the litle toddling fellows died;
they were too young. But he suceeeded in nursing
nnd rearing forr hundred by his incredible zeal and
superhuman labor, Other priests worked in this
charitoble effurt to the very death; but I put for-
ward the aame of Mr. Cazeau, as a name for the ad-
miration and veneration of Ireland —and” Dr. Cahill,
their fond countryman, calls upon the people of his
nation 1o offer a fervent prayec 1o God for the hap-
piness, the long life, and the koly death of the dis-
tinguished Onoadian Priest, the Viear-Geoernl of
Quebec .

When 1 was at Qnebee, I coald take a last melan-
choly view of this red pit of death at Gross Island.
{t wsaa the first week of December. The St. Law-
rence was muclh swollen ; and my being sick, Icould
not venture down the river. The second monument
of Irish woea i3 bere, in your own city of Montreal,
Six thonannd immigrants are buried in sboat half an
acre of land. I paid a melancholy visit to this
death-pit on last week. It was in the same year,
1847, ~and the deaths arose from the tame cause.—
These two monuments are really the imperishabie
evidences of English cruelty and mislegisiation ; and
before the. God of Justice, on the last accounticg
day, these and similer crimes against the extermina-
tion, the banisbment and death of the Irish Catholic
race, will meet the just penalty due by the retribu-
tivde seatence of the Almighty father of the oppres-
sed.. . . )

Letus not
then forget our own poor ; if wa do, wa 'need not gay
we neglect our duty to God and His poor. Far be
it from us to check the Aow of charity or sympathy
townrds.oar Lancashire brethren ; we wouh} nesist
the Englishmen or the Hindoo in want, and thank
God for giving us the means 0 do o, but we 8iy
our own poor have & first charge or cleim on our
charity or generosity —let us put our own house in
oxder first—charity beging st howe, out of the guffi-
ciency and the abundance with which the Almighty
has vouchsafed to bless us, let us then cheer and
gladden the Learts of our poor at the, approaching’
holy geason.

Itisa re-
spectable thing 1o be & country gentleman., Besides,
agriculture in the case of a sub-agent bas many ad-
vaniagea. When there is say press of business on
the farm the tenants are wmrned, by special nessen-
ger, 0 be there in the mornisg with a pair of bhorses
and a plongh, or harrow, or caris, as the case may
be ; and the crouching serfs know what would b
the resnlt of a vetusal. Their own labor may indeed
be pressing, bat what of that o ben the under-agent
has seut for them, Truly, if sgricub:ure can be
made a profitable speculation, v must be so ia the
hands of tbe under-ngent. Aud,’ indeed, il iz 5o, ag!
every tenant in his immedizte vicicity feels his
tenure must uncertain, us the under-agent toses no
oppurtuuity of adding to his farm.  But, though the
tnder-ageut is alarge farmer, yet neither his saga-
¢ity nar his ambition would sanction, jus conficing
imself to agriculture and employing his vuaried ta-
lents in mere rueal pursuits. ¢ The world waz made
for Cieaary’ bul the teusutry were certaialy made
for the special advantage of the under-agent. Deep-
1y conseious of this, he is always plaoning bow be
may turn toem to the best account. There are cer-
tain commodities which have come much into use on
farms of lnte, 30 the under-agent becomes a mao of
busioess in town, Al the serfs, of courde, come 10
his store to buy ; and whether the landlord's real be
paid or not, ke store acecount must be setiled. The
trade is extensive, profits large, and wouney sure, acd
thus the bailifl goeg with increasing rapidity a-hend.

With Lis augmegted wealith there is a correspending
increase in the pomp and circumstance of the under-
ageat and his family. 1t i3 not enough to be a bailiff
and extensive agricutturist ; he must grasp the trade i
of the tenantry, iu Lkree or four of the prineipal ar-
ticles prurchased by farmeors foc theic farms aad fa-
miliez, to the manifest lozs and damage of & number
of e traders of the town, who are depending upon
their busisess nione for the support of their familiea.
\Whilst these honest traders ace iojured or ruined by
the graspiag conduet of the under-agen:, the agent
and the lundlord look oa with indifference, or per-
haps approval.

Their welfare or ruin aflects the condition of
the whole country, As books on the shelf become
loosened by taking out 3ne, s0 an injary to any mem-
ber of society is pro fanio an injury to others. For
instance, 1f a lapdlord is reduced to poverty, all who
depend or him sufler; and again, the tradesmmnn or
shopkeeper with whom bhis dependants deslt, are
affected by the landlord’s full. So hangs society to-
gether. It is therefore, amongst the firat duties of
an editor to warn landlords at such a crisis to imi-
tnte the exnmple of the landlord referred to in the
Impuertial Reporier, from which we, in another pluce,
quote. It is with landiords as with commercial cre-
ditors, One barsh mag, who, deaf to reason, ' must
bave his pound of flesh,” instend of aceepting as muceh
ns the debtor can affurd, strikes a dockel of bank-
rupley egainst him. The man, bad he got lime, a3
we have repeatedly seen, might be able to pay all.
Whereas, an undue prossure beggars bim ~ the credi-
ditors get nothing, and the entire property is wasted
in law costs. In any crisiv moderation is the safest
course. Let landlords, on that nccount, sec what
tenants can afford lo pay them after leaving with
them as much of the crops ss will be ecqual to the
value of their labour and seed—** Live and le® live”
is o sound maxim. The tenants bave not a day to
lose. They should, like men disposed Lo aci honestly
and fairly, go in bodies to their landlords, offer whrt-
erer they can afford. They should, nt the same time,
ask long leases at fair rents ; aud promise them thas
if such were conceded they would improve the soil ;
so that there would be a betler and a greater yield.
It cannot be expected that the cultivators of the soil
will take such an interest in their farns as will ren-
der thew sufficiently productive, not knowing what
moment they may receive * The notica to quit” Let
landlords of their own accord, without any legal
ennciment, remove the insecurity of tenure, and they
may rest assuted that, as e rule, their tenants will be
an improving class, and their rents easily callected.

1t may pos-
sibly have turned out some really reformed charnc-
ters, but in effecting thig moderate umount of good it
hus given & virtual impuaity to crme. The seo-
tence of a Judge is deprived of its terrors.  Even if
caccied out, it brings no worse suffering with wt than
mere tedium; and it is by no mesans.certain that it
will be carried out, even 1o half of its nominal ex-
tent. Thieves and ruflians, we nre told, stuke their
liberty againat our property, and ‘go in’ for a good
booly ur & certain period of very endurable confine-
ment. Let us male this game a little fairer. Let
us try to reoder the penalty fur the ctfence as un-
pleasant as the oftence itself. il cvery ruffian had ns
much dislike to the cousequences of gurotling as
hoaest citizens have to being garotted, it wonld put
socicty on a fairer fooling with its enemies. We be-
lieve that Transportation will enable us Lo establish
this desirable equilibrivm, and we (rust, therefore, 1o
see the eystem once more in use.— London Times.

friendly shelter alter bis nights work is done. Tu-
stead of riding many miles, he merely runs up a
court turning out of the next street; and even the
old-fashioned ceremony of “stand and deliver” is
omitted by these modera highwaymen, who first
throttle you, knock you down, and kick you, and
then wrench your wateh gunrd, and turo your
pockets inside out. There is only one healthy lea-
ture about these atrocities, which iz, that the ruffiaus
who perpetrate them are greatly nfraid of ke police
whe sre usaally active. This being so, instead of
lamenting that vur moral sewnge oo longer finds u
free outfall into the colonies, or arguing about the
the limita of punishment and the possibility of re-
formation, suppose we wero to try what can be done
to make the streets of London safer, by placing in
them rather & large garrison.  The police know, or
can know, most ot the Inwiess charneters of the me-
tropolis.  If they sce thewm lurking about the streets
suspicionsly, they can move thew on; if they sus:
peet thut tkey are Iying in wait to niake a sully from
some dark court, they can beat up their quarters and
cisperse them. The fuflictior of some prompt and
sharp punishment wonld alsv bave an excellent
effect ; and if humanity would permit, we should
like to see n little flogping tried a3 well as afew,
more policemen.— Sulurduy fevicw.

Pysuc rumor, which is indeed generally es-
‘teemed a common liar, bul which t as also been
sometimes koown to speak thw truth, is again
very busy. Ii s said that France is agnin about
1o offer her mediation to the belbgerents
America; and that this time she will be aided
by the joint action of Russia and Great Britain.
There muy be truth 1n this ; it 1s credited by
the World—s well informed, apd moderate
Federal organ; and tbe tidings of the great
Coufederate victory al Eredericksburg must
bave the eflect of showing the people of LEurope
bo hopeless is the task which the North las
undertaken, of subduing the Southern States by
force of arms. The next Curard steamer will
probably bring us decisive, and very important
information upon this pomt. ‘The long pending
aod famous Yelverton marriage case has heen
decided in the lady’s favor; the Judges in the
Scatch Court baviug, by & majority of two to
one, given a terdict establishing Lbe validity of
the warriage celebrated n Scotland.

On the Continent little ol interest bas orcur-
red during the past week. Much distress pre-
vails 10 France in the cotton distnicts.  The
greal guestion which fully occupies the attention
of the Ttalian Parliament is that of brigandage in
Naples.  No less than 93,000 regutar Piednon-
1ese troops are aclually engaged in forcing the
rule of King « honest-man” upon the Neapoh-
tans, who, if we are to believe the Liberal
press, are alinost uoammous io hiy favor; and by
last accounts it seems that large reinforcements
are on their march 1o help the sorely distressed
foreign mercenaries under General Marmora.—
The intrusmive Govermnent 18 bowever deiermin-
ed, according 1o latest telegrams, ‘o make
every effort to suppress brigandage,” and io
crush the national und loyal spirit of the Neapo-
hous ; and for this laudable and truly liberal
parpose tt s prepared according te the Lendon
T¥mes' correspondent, to “iuvade them”—the
Neapolitan Provinces—* with the whole Italran
army.” Such an wrasion would be an admir-
sble commentary upon the liweral principle of the
“ right of peoples to elect their owa rulers,” and
if carried into execution wiil be lughly applauded
wo doubt by the Liberals of Europe. In the
meantime, the Muratists are putling forward
lhetrg;lmms, and a letter— whose genuineness 15
however contested—appears in the Gazetle de
France over the siguature of Prince Lucien
Murat, in whicl the latter 15 represented as in-
dulging in the most sanguine anticipations. There
sre thua three competitors for the throne of the
Kingdom of the Two Sicilies in the feld. Of
whom ooe bases bis claims upon bereditary right,
lgw, international treaties, and the affections of
the people ; the other upon the bayonets of
98,000 mercenary tracps; and the third appa-
t.utly, upon the mere shadow of a name, but per-
haps upoo tke expected, 1f cot proumsed co-ope-
ration ol Louis Napoleon.

President Lincoln has at last issued his great
Proclawation cmuncipating the slaves in all those
Btates where bis autbority is not recognised ; but
retainiog them in bondage there where the Fede-
ral Govermmneat is acknowledged. In Europe
tlus will be accepred as ap incendiary proclama-
tiop, and as an incitement to servile war ; and
as such, by ali honest and Christian men it will be
denounced as au act unautborised by the laws of
civilised warfare, snd as an oulrage against hu-
@onity. The conduct of the British Govern-
weot during 1he’ War of Independence, in urmug
the red men against the revolled colomists, was
Justly condemned by the leading statesmen of the
day, ns brutal aud barbarous j bul fhis attewpt on
the part of the Federals to rouse the passions of
the savage Alricans agaiust therr masters, cx-
ceeds in atrocily anythiog recorded in modern
bistory. It infletsan indelble blot upon the
Yaukee esculcheon, and wust determioe the sym-
patbies of all civilised  persons in favor of the

have no effect, be has beer actuated by any mno-
tires of humanmity, of abtract justice, or regard
for the well-being of the blacks. e has pro-
clained the abolition of slavery there, where the
rale of the Nortlern States does not extend, upon
precisely the same principles as those upon which,
according to Macaulay, the Puritans suppressed
bear-baiting ; not because it (slavery) is unjust
ar prejudicial to the biacks—but because it 18
profilable 10 the whites, Nay! he has on more
than one gccasion had the honesty to declare that,
if he could bring the war to a successiul issue—
aod restore the uncienl Uniou i its integniy, by
riveting their fellers on the blacks—he would
keep them slaves for ever,  Acd vet our modern
Puritans have the impuldente to challenge our
sympatines with the North, on the ground that
1t is fighting for the cause of freedom, and the
emancipation of the euslaved negroes ol the
South! :

It would be premature to speculate on the ef-
fect of this Proclamation upon the fortunes of the
war ; beyond this—tbhat it 1s certain that 1t will
still more exasperate the South against the North,
since, no malter the terms in which tie document |
may be couched, it is to all mtenis and purposes
an exhortation to servile war ; an inceadiary pro-
clamation inniting the blacks to the massacre of
their white masters, and lo outraze upon the fe-
male relatives of the latter. Tt is no doubt true
that, with an unctiocn which savorsstrongly of the
canventicle, Abe Lancoln enjoins upon the negroes
* to abstain from all swlence unless in necessary
seli-defence : but this injunction is too much in
the style of—* Is there a pump wn the back
yardl  Yes, your honor. Then dor't duck.
htys”— to deceive any one as to the real intent and
sanguine expectations of the authors of the Pro-
clamalion in question. 113 only because they
hope, and expect ‘that its effect will be to cause
the negroes of the South 1o rise in arms against
the whites, that they anticipate from it any de-
cided results as a ** war measure,” or measure
calculated to cripple the military resources of the
South.

Yet, when we take inlo consideration that, at
any tune during the past two years, the black
population of the Seceded States bave had 1t
their power 1o do all that Abe Lancoln’s last
proclamation now inciles then to do—aud that
they bave failed for the most part to avail them-
selves of that opportunity, we may be permitted
lo doubt whether the appearance of the docu-
ment in question will cause a very greal or gene-
ral change m their policy. In spite of whai
white-chokered ministers in Yankee pulpits, and
sensation novelists have told us to the contrary, it
is clear that the black population of the Southery
Stales are not, and do uot believe thanselves to
be, an oppressed avd suflermg race.  In theary,
of course, stavery cannel well be defended ; but
in actual practice, it 18n0w evident from the o
ttude assumed by the negro population since the
outbreak of the civil war, that the slaves have
few real griev nces to complamn of : that they
are not the hard-worked, iil-fed and well-152ged
race of beings that Yankee Abolimonsts would
fain bave us believe them 1o be.
