“TORONTO AND TAE DEAD MEAT TRADE.
“In no city of Canada can the dead
meat industry be carried on more ad-
_ventageously than in Toronto. This
city is the railway centre of the ban-
nér Province of the Dominiom We
' have all the facilitles that are requis-
ite for carrying on & large cattle, hog
and dead meat trade, The receipts of
hogg at the Western Cattle Market
last week were 8482, which is a won-
derful increase over the business a
‘few years ago. Not only has Toronto
become the centre of the Provincial
hog. trade, but it is the centre of.the
export cattle business. As this is the
centre for the collection of hogs and
enttle, so it is the best centre for their
‘d,lptr{butlon, either alive or dead and
, The pork
packing industry has developed re-
markably during the-past few years in

.| Ontario, and Toronto receives a fair

share of the trade, but there is no
reason why our business in this branch
should not be doubled and trebled.
‘The establishment of a public abattoir,
even for our own local use, has been ad-
mitted as a necessity for several years
back. . Ald. Hallam a couple of years
ago was enthusiastic in this project
and announced his intention of organ-
izing a company to ¢éarry on the dead
meat trade in Toronto. Mr. Hallam's
connection with such .an enterprise
would have gone a long way towards
assuring its success, and the public was
naturally not a little disappointed when
he abandoned the project. The time is
now ripe for the establishment of the
industry on a large scale in the City
of To 0. We are glad to see that
the Government has promised to ald
Toronto in furthering the project,which
not only will benefit the city, but must
prove a decided advantage to the farm-
ers of the whole Province.

LET THE PA BE OPENED UP.
In a letter ty/ The World this morn-
ing Mr. Gunn/ announces that the To-

ronto Railway Company will establish
a temperance park at the eastern ter-
minus of the King-street line, provided
‘the’ village of East Toronto and the
Township of York grant permission
for the necessary extension of the
company’s tracks. We understand the
Township Council has decided to with=
hold permission to extend the tracks
in order to compel the company to
undertake, at the same time, the ex=
tension of their tracks in another di-
rection. It is surely mot good policy
on the part of the Township or of the
Village Council to handicap the rail-
way in its desire to establish its pro-
posed park in the east end. Instead’
of throwing obstacles in the way the
municipalities in question ought tof
actively 'assist the railway. If the|
Scarboro Rallway has not fulfilled its
agreement with the Township of York
in regard -to-any other extension of
its line, the township has a legal rem-
edy against the company, and, if it is .
thought advisable, it should proceed
to’ force the company .to fulfil its ob~
ligations. To refuse the’ extension of
another line, for a reason of this kind,
is bad policy. The township and the
village ought to be as much interested
as, or even more interested than, the
rajlway in bringing city people out to

the country during the .summer
months.
WHY NOT OFFER THE FRANCMISE FOR

SALE?

An evening paper wants to know if
the time® will ever come when Toronto
will have an electric railway along
the front of the city beginning at the
Exhibition grounds or thereabouts
and extending eastward along the lake
front on the Island to Woodbine-ave-
nue. Our contemporary seems to think
the construction- of ‘such a line is 8
long way offt in the future, In our
opinion the' project could be under-
taken and completed within a year,
and without costing the city a cent,
if the latter was willing to part with
the franehise for, say, 21 years and
invite capitalists to make a bid for
it.

Jameson and his officers
expressed surprise that there had been
no fighting in Johannesburg and asked
what the people were doing. . The wit-
ness answered that arms were being
disgtributed and the shops were being
barricaded. .

Feigenbaum’s Lawyer Believes the Man
Electrocuted as Sing Sing Really Was.
TMew - Yopk, JApril 28~Wil .
Tawton, who was counsel for 1
Feigenbaum, the murderer who was
executed at Sing Sing prison yester-
day, made a statement to the effect
that Felgenbaum was a murderer of
the Jack the Ripper type, if indeed he
was not the Whitechapel murderer.

MRS. DYER SURE TO HANG.

The Reading Coromer's Jury Brings in a
Verdics of Wilful Murder.

London, April 28.—The coroner’s jury
“@at Reading to-day returned a verdict
of wilful murder agailnst Mrs. Dyer.
Overwhelming testimony was - offered
directly connecting the woman with
the numerous cases of infanticide,
which were recently unearthed by the
accidental discovery of infants’ bodies
in the Thames. In several instances
the bodies were ‘wrapped in cloth,
which witnesses identified as having
belonged to Mrs. Dyer, and in many
other ways a clear case was made out
against her.

The woman prisoner, who is charg-
ed with the murder of a number of
infants, has made a written confes-
sion, admitting the murders of which
she is accused.

port. 'There were reports, however, of
cousiderable beilng worked, but they lack
confirmation. Recelpts at Minneapolls and
Duluth show rather large increase, belug
for two days 1151 cars, agalnst 797 cars
same time last week. The sentiment rather
expects some reaction after May liquida-
tion 18 over, and, as most of the recent de-
cline wag due to this feature, it is rather
natural to expect some recovery in prices,

free selling by packers. Receipts of hogs
are large in the west, and larger receipts
aer expected here for the balarce of the
week.- Armour's brokers sold Sept. ribs,
John Cudahy’s brokers bought July ribs and
sold July pork. Market closed easy, at
about the lowest prices of the day.
