the Boers.” So said 8. H. Swinny, secre-

mittee to The Record correspondent last
night, adding:

“*We still hope to see independence re-
stored to the South African republics. i
this cannot be we want the most liberal
terms possible granted to the Boers. The
latter have helped their cause greatly by
persevering energetically in their resistance.
Undoubtedly Lord Salisbury thinks now
that his Government will never deal other-
wise than arbitrarily with our adversaries,
but that does not settle the matter. Simi-
larly 123 years ago the British Government
thonght that i1t would never make terms
with the American revolutionists, but_was
finally compelled to do so.

**Sooner or later, provided that the Boers
hold out, as they give every evidence gt
doing, we must negotiate with them. We
cannot afford to wage perpetual warfare in
South Africa.”

Boers Have 20,000 Men.

Wrong impressions prevail regarding the
relative strength of the forces actually en-
gaged in the South African struggle. Per-
haps two-thirds of Lord Kit¢hener's army
is doing guard duty, while recent estimates
indicate that the Boers must have a total
of nearly 20,000 men scattered about the
theatre of war. Many of these enjoy the
advantage of having rested from time 10
time on their farms. For the British troops
there has been no rest. They have been in
the fleld constantly, often without shelter
for many months and always sparingly fed.
Their courage and obedience remain beyond
reproach, but military authorities agree
tbat they have traveled far towards the
limit of human endurance. Good officers
back from the war urge the Government to
save the situation by injecting" fresh men
and fresh horses into the’ British army.

EXPECTS THE. WAR TO LAST.

S8, Conmnsul-General Stowe, Just
From Cape Town, Not ‘Surprl-ed

at the News.

New York, Dec. 21.—One of the passen-
gers on the ice-incrusted steamship Vader-
land, which finished its first trip here yes-
terday, was James G. Stowe, United States
Consul-General at Cape Town. He comes
direct from the South African battlefields,
and is on a three months’ leave of absence.
He will proeeed to Washington probably
to-morrow, and after a few hours’ stay 'n
that city will go to his home In Kansas
City, where he will spend the holidays.
Early in the New Year he will return east.

Col. Stowe to-day recelved his first in-
formation regarding the recent Boer vic-
tories. He sald: ;

““This is the sort of news we may expect
for some time to come. The war itse'f is
practieally over, but scattered Boer bands
will eontinue harassing the British when-
ever an opportunity offers itself. They
have every facility for carrying on success-
fully this sort of guerilla tactics.”

STEAD HAD A TALK WITH KRUGER
AND ASCERTAINED HIS VIEWS

The Pro-Boer Londoner Found

London, Deec. 21,—Mr. Willam T, Stead
has just retnrned from The Hague, where
he has had a long conference with Mr.
Kruger, and has ascertzined at first hand
the views of Mr, Krager and his counsel-
lors as to the present situation and future
prospects. Mr. Stead has written the As-
soclated Press in part as follows:

“First of all, nothing is decided about his
visit to America at present. President
Kruger has not abandoned all hope of se-
curing the support of the Governments of
the civilized world in his demand for arbi-
tration. Until the last Government pe-
fuses absolutely to say a word in support
of the principles which they solemnly laid
down at The Hague conference, Mr. Kru-
ger will not partake In popular demonsira-
tions.

He Comes a Little Late,

“Mr. Kruger is emphatic in disclaiming
any desire to involve other nations in war
in behalf of the Boers. What he asks 's
that the Governments which at The Hague
declared their determination to use their
efforts to secure amicable settlement of
disputes by means of mediation and arbi-
tration should make ‘a united effort to
bring the verdict of the oivilized world to
bear on Great Britain.

Characteristic Narrowness.

“I cannot put their position better than in
the words of one of Mr. Kruger's counsel-
lors:

‘ ‘England ig our accuser. England is the
sole witness against us. Engiand is the
judge. England is the executioner, and
Ergland hopes to profit by our death, We

THE GOVERNMENT

OF MANITOBA

WILL BUILD A RAILROAD, SURE.

Delegations From Different Sections Are Not of One Mind as to
Location, but Premier Roblin Promises to Carry Out
the Design of Ex-Premier Macdonald.

Winanipeg, Dee. 21.—(Special.)—The rail-
way delegation which has been in the city
for the past two days, walted upon Premier
Roblin and other members of the Govern-
ment last evening and presented the claims
of the different municipalities represented.
The delegates from Brandon urged, that the
original proposition, to build from Brandon
northwesterly, be adhered to, and remind-
ed the Premier that ex-Premler Macdonald
had pledged the Government to this line
last spring. The Oak Lake men wished to
have the Hartney line projected, via Oak
Lake, toward Hamlota and Datrphin; while
the Virden contingent wrged for the ex-
tenslon of the same Mne via thelr town,
northwesterly, to strike the M. & N. W.
lines.

The Answer Has Been Given.

When seen to-day Premier Roblin stated
that the delegation had completed their
work, and he had given them nis final
answer. “I told them,” said Mr. Roblin,
“that it was the fixed polfcy of the Govern-
ment to construct a rallway so as ‘o give
transportation facilities to the farmers of
Daly, Woodward and vicinity. Owing to
the Intention expressed by the C.P.R. and
Northern Pacific, of not building any new
lives next seasom, I was unable to give

them the exact location of the line, but I
assured the delegation that if at all pos
sible the line would be constructed in time
to move their crop of 1801.
Legislation Will Be Brought Down,
‘““The necessary legislation will be brought
down at the next session of Parlianient,
and the matter of route will be decided
after the necessary surveys have been
made. Engineers will be employed in the
nvear future for this work. 1 regret that
there should be any difference of opinion as
to the Hne, but I femember that a promise
was given by my predecessor in office,
that the line northwestward from Brandon
should be built. “We have made no definite
arrangements with the C.P.R. or Northern
Pacific as to the interchange of freight,
but anticipate no difficuity in fhig regard,

Lower Rates the Object.

““We desire to secure lower railway charges
without expending more money fhan Is
absolutely necessary; and to secure the best
advantage from the least possible mileage.
We will also have due regard to vested
interests, and be careful to have due con-
sideration for all investments already made
in raflway construction in carrying out our
policy.”

A number of fat appointments are In
sight In East York, and fu consequence the
winds are beginning to blow~n political
cyclone is in process of generation.

The M.P. for the riding, In his desire to
put if g word for the good people. thereof,
showed that not only was a Senatorship
due to come East York way, but that it
ought in all fairness to come to a farmer,
or at ‘the very least to & man living in
the farming parts. = He furthermore vol-
‘anteered to do what he could to bring this
about, .The Markham Sun, the local-Con-
servative orgam, backed this up, and stat-
ed that teo much was going to the city
portion of the riding, and littTe or nofh-
fng to the county section. It named,
among county men entitled to recognition
from one or the other Government, Mr.
Corson of The Markham Economist, Mr,
Crosby of Unionville, Mr, Garry Vanzant
of Markham, Simpson Rennie ot
Scarboro, and called wupon N, Wesley
Rowell, Q.C., the late Federal Liberal can-
didate in the riding, and John Richardson,
the sitting member In the Legislature, to
see’ that justice wus done’ to men like
these, who live out of the city.

But therev is not only a Senatorship
sight. There are two fat offices at the
disposal of the Ross Government which
East Yorkers are claiming, viz., the clerk-
ship of the County Court (held by the
late Col. A. M. Ross) and the governorship
of the Toronto jail (vacated wy the death
of Mr. Green). Both of these are fine ap-
pointments—ones for which _ a politician
would turn a good many handsprings, and
the lads are out turning them now.

The first one turned was by The Mark-
ham Economdst, a life-long Liheral paper,
which, in its issue of this week, thus’de-
livers itself editorlally :

The, Ontario Cabinet will make a seri.
ous mistake if it overlooks the elaimns
of East York when filing the vacancy
for thq York County Court Clerkship.
Kast York has alwuys supported the
Ontario Government, but has never as
yet been recognized by an appointment
of any note. It §s true that tue late
G. W. Badgerow, who represented
East York in the docal for eight years,
recelved the County . Crown Attorney-
ship, but Mr. Badgerow was a citizen
of Toronto and could scarcely be looked
upon as an East Yorker - properly:
There are plenty of gcod and capable
men in East York who would fill the
County Court Clerkship with honor to
themselves and the office. Toronto has
always been antagonistie to the Govern-
ment, and has no claim whatever, yet
has received ninextenths of the appoint-
ments. West York and North York
have been amply recognized by both the
Dominion and Local Governments.

This is quite cyclonic—it means that s
storm may blow, and it means that either
Mr. John Richardson wants to be County
Clerk or that Mr. Richardson ought to
name either Mr. Corson, the clder, or his
son Robert for the office. Certainly the
Corsons have strong claims for either a
Senatorship or the Clerkship, and if The
World had the say it ?lvou]d back up young
Bob for the latter. 'Mr. Richard:on cer
tainly wants the office, and thinks it is
fairly due him as a veteran fighter in muni-
cipal and provinclal politics. But what
makes Mr. Richardson’s position a dell.
cate one is that he has two favers to ask
in connection with it : First, that the
Clerkship of the County Court be given to
East York, and, second, in fhat event,
that it be given to himself. These are two
very distinct favors, involving the opening
of the riding for the Legislature, if it goes
to Jobn, If the M.L.A. would only name
a supporter of his for the post it would
be much easler.

Now as to the governorship of the jail,
The ,Star of last night has this to say :

Mr. G. R. Vanzant of Markham ,Is
said to be the new Governor of Toronto
jatl. He has been recommended for
the posl;lon by City Sherift Mowat,
and, It is further rumored, the cholce
has been confirmed by the Ontario
Government. The i)osltlou is  worth
about $3500 a year, including a straight
salary of $2500, free house, fuel, light
and other perquisites.

This choice of a county man for the
position is doubtless due, in 8 mea-
sure, to'the fact that, while the county
contributes its, share t» the cost . of
maintaining the institution across the
Don, nearly all the officials thereof are
city men,

Mr. Vanzant is a retired hardware
merchant, who has latterly been en-
gaged in the implement Business, He
has been {)mmlneut in the municipal
affalrs of York County for some years,
having for a time represented Mark-
ham in the County Council. He {s also
a justice of the peace.

Quite Necessary.

8enator Lodge, Who Engineered

- Declares Friendliness Toward England, but Indicates That
Nicaragua Canal Must Be Under U.8. Control.

Washington, Dec. 21.—Senator Lodge, in
charge of the Hay-Pauncefote treaty in
the Senate, made a statement, which
part follows :

“Let me first say that the amendments
were not dictated by hostility toward Eng-
land, and. still less were they in any de-
gree a, refiection upon 'the Secretary of
State, whose patriotism, purity of purpose,
knowledge, accomplishments and high
achievements In dealing. with our foreign
relations, especially in China, are fully and
cordlally recognized by men of ail parties
and all shades of opinion in the Senate,
Solely Because They Were Necessary

“The amendments were made by the
Senate solely because, in Iits opinfon, they
were necessaly for the interests of the
United States, for the avoldance of any
question as to the contrel of the canal,
and, consequently, for the sake of peace-
ful and harmonious relations with the rest
of the world on that subject 4n the future.
The vote by which they were adopted
shows this. The second, or Davis, amend-
ment, passed by a vote of 85 to 17, and
the other, two were adopted without divi-
sion. : :

A Simple Declaration.

“The first amendment is a simple deelar-
ation that the Clayton-Bulwer treaty ceases
to exist, and 18 superseded by the Hay-
Pauncefote treaty. The object of the lat-
téer was to remove the former as an ob-
stacle to the construction of the Isthmian
canal. Some good judges thought that the
Hay-Pauncefote treaty did this completely
as it stood. Others believed that certain
portions of the Clayton-Bulwer treaty still
remained In. foree. .

FLOODS IN FRASER VALLEY.

Village of Steveston Under Three

Vancouver, B.C., Dec. 21.—Following the
break of the Lulu Island dyke three days
ago, floods have caused further damage to
the sea wulls protecting the farmers of the
Fraser River Valley.

Omaha, Neb., Dec. 21,.—The result of 24
hours’ work on, the part of the police .nd
half a hundred detectives has established
the location of the house in which Edward
Cudahy, jr., was held a prisoner for nearly
two days. The house is located four miles

to lay and carry out their plans without
molestation from inquiring neighhors.

Cudahy Knows the House,
Young Cudahy himself was taken to the
house and identified many features which
he had recognized while a blindfolded pri-
scner. ‘The testimony of the 'neighbors
also is of a nature thg.t‘ leads everyone to
believe this was the retreat of the abduc-
tcrs.  Pvidences show that they made a
hurried depanture when their night's work
was completed. Beyond finding the house
In which they were located prior to the
kidnapping, the police have made no pro~-

gress looking to a capture of<any of the
outlaws,

Ransom Was Paid.

This afternoon an offictal of the Omaha
National Bank confirmed Mr. Cudahy's
Statement that he had withdrawn from
that Institution tife $25,000 In gold with
which the latter states he paid the ranso
to secure the return of his son. The
wurd offered by Mr. Cudahy has caused
those working on the case to redouble +helr
cfforts, and Chief Donohae sald to-night he
felt confident of locating part, or all, of
the men engaged in the crime.

Offers a Reward of $25,000.

Edward A. Cudahy, sr., to-day confirmed
the statement that he would pay $25,000
for the capture of the gang who abducied’
his sen Edward and secured a ransom of
$25,000 in gold. 32

It is said that Pat Crowe, well known in
local police circles, is the man whom the
police suspect of belng the leader of the
gang. Ofticers are hunting for Crowe, but
so far he has not been arrested.

Substitution is Suspicious. -

The attempt by a dealer to sell his cus-
tomer a substitute in place of the article
the buyer calls for, &t once placeg that
dealer under the ban of suspicion, The
only reason why the buyer does not in-
variably realize the suspiclousness of sub-
stitution and promptly resent it, is prob-
ably becauge in many cases the money
transaction involved is so small that it
does not suggest the motive for fraund.
Suppose a jeweller advertises a diamond
at $50, He places it in his window. A
would-be buyer enters the store and asks
for this particular diamond. But the
Jeweller says, ‘I can give you that dia-
mond, if you want it, but bere's another
that's just as good as the one advertised.”
The buyer's suspicions would be aroused at
once. He would -insist on the stone in the
window, and he'd keep an eye om it, to sce
it wasn't changed, But in the case of a
50-cent transaction it is different. The
buyer often accepts the substitute which ig
offered as “just as good” as a widely-ad-
vertised article, altho substitution is just
as suspicious in a 50-cent transaction as
in one involving $30. . ;

Look at the question from another point
of view. A sale of stock is advertised,
There ‘are horses with pedigrees and re-
cords to be sold, Farmer Brown attends
the sale, with the purpose of buying one
of these good horses. But the.seller says
to him,’ ‘““That horse you want is a good
horse, of course, but I've got another here
that is just as good, which I'd like to sell
you.”

“Has he as good a ee?” :

“Well, no; he ‘hasn't any pedigree to
speak of.”

‘“‘Has he any record?’

‘““Well, no; we never held a watch on him
that I know of, but he’s ‘just as good’ as
the horse you want.”

Would Farmer Brown buy the ‘‘just as
good” horse? The question answers itself,
And yef this same fammer will allow him-
self to be swindled time and again by ac-
cepting “‘just as good’’ articles in place of
those he called for. The article he has
called for has, so to speak, a pedigree and
a record. It's a standard in the markets
of the world. Yet, in place of this stand-
ard article, he will aceept a mmte,
which nobody knows thing an

Fund. The society confines its operations
to Canadae, and consequently can carry on
its business at lower rates than those so=-
cioties which operate over a larger aren, as
it is well known that the death rate is
lower in Canada than in the United States
or the European countries. The rates for
the insurance run from 60c to $1 per
month per $1000 of insurance, and the sick
benefits from 25 to 45 cents per month, ac-
cording to the age of the applicant, the
society admitting omnly men between the
ages of 18 and 45 years. Only $2000 of in-
surance is taken on any life, Further
particulars can be learned from. memoers
of the Order, or by dropping a postal card
to Thomas White, High Secretary, Brant-
ford, Ont.—Assessment System.

THE SCHOOL OF PRACTICAL
SCIENCE. W

One of the most deserving educatfonal
{nstitutions in the country is the School of
Practical Sclence. Princlpal Galbraith is
to be congratulated on the success of his
efforts in bringing the school from Its
humble origin up to its present high stand-
ard. The school is in close touch with the
waterial development of the country, It
is a reflex of the activity that cl cter-
\zes the new industrial life of t Do-
minion; hence its eminent success,| The
School of Practical Sclence is a floprish-
ing institution, as it stands to-day, and its
future is full of promise, The school
will increase, In sympathy with the indus-
crial progress of the country, The open-
ing up of new mines, the d’evelopm'ent of
water powers, the erection of pulp mills
and smelting works, the construction of
rallways, the advance of electricity—these
industries will demand the services of hun-
dreds of skilled engineers, and it Is to such
schools as the one over which Principal
Ga‘:)oralth presides that they will look for
the young men who will undertake the
brain work in connection with their future
expansion, As Prof. Galbraith pointed out
in his remarks at the dinner given in his
honor last night, the school has passed the
bounds laid down for it 12 years ago, New
building accommodation, equipment and
additions to the teaching staff are required,
and the Government has no recourse but
to extend such assistance as the material
advancement of the country demands.
There 1s all the difference in the world
between the cliims of the School of Prac-
tical Science for financidl assistance and
those of Queen’s University. The Govern-
ment cannot afford to neglect the demands
of the one, while it cannot afford to listen
to those of the latter, The affiliation of
the School of Practical Science with the
University of Toronto, as announced last
night, will add to the prestige of both insti-
tutions. The University, by the affiliation,
gains .a fully equipped faculty of applied
science, while thé school tdkes a higher
rank on being placed on an equality with
the faculties of arts, medicine and law.
The scheme of affiliation ls a step in the
direction of true University reform. Con-
centration, not dissipation, of energy,
should be the watchword of the future,
The unlon of the two institutions is the
first step towards the expansion of the
Provincial University that is so badly need-
ed:

have the produce put on sale in the mar-
kets. The farmers have lost considerable
money by fallure of the railroad com-
panies to properly ship their goods, and
the automobile offers a solution of the
difficulty. It is just likely that the ubi-
quitous trolley, as well as the steam rail-
way, will before long find a formidable
competitor ¥n jthe self-propelled wagon,

Exciting Scenes at a Disastrous Con-
flagration on Temperance-Street
Yesterday Morning:

i

TWENTY PERSONS WERE INJURED.

The Fire Was im Matthews Bros’.
-ﬁm:m Frame Factory—Dam-
agé is Nearly $50,000,

Matthews Bros.' picture frame factory at
52 Temperance-street was complétely gutted
by fire yesterday morning and considerable
loss was occasioned. About a score of em
ployes of the factory were more or less in-
jured in an endeavor to get out of the build-
ing after the fire broke out. Several mea
were compelied to jump from the windows
in order to save their lives.

Bhortly before 8 o'clock the employes were
alarmed by a loud explosion, which occurred
in the basement of the factory. Engiuneer
Thomas McGee, about this time, had gone
into the basement to look for a 'eak In a
barrel of varnish dryer, situated close to ap
electric motor. MecGee carried a caudle
and in bending over the varnish barrel the

contents thereof became ignited by a spark
which fell from the candle,
Engineer Badly Burned.

Immediately a great volume of flame
spread from the barrel and quickly made
its way along the floor. The engineer, In
making his escape, was badly burned about
the back and neck. On reaching the first
floor he soon spread the. alarm among the
employes. Hardly had he got to the first
floor when the terriiic explosion occurred
and soon the entire building was in posses-
sion of the flames. . The fire made its way
{ up thru the elevatoi shaft and spread with
lightning rapidity fo the various depart-
ments of the building.

Sixty Employes Panic Stricken,
The 60 employes who were busily working
were thrown into a state of terror; those
: employed on the third and fourth storeys
! being cut off from escape by the flames. On
the top flat 256 men were working. They
heard the roar of the fire and made efforts
to reach the street by the stairways.

Jumped for Their Lives.

The men, finding the staivways enveloped
in flames, ran to the windows and, knock
ing them out, cried for help. There was
no assistance at hand, and the men, one
by one, without waliting for coats or hats,
dropped to the road below.. On the second
and third floors the workmen were in'a
similar predicament as those on the top flat.
They likewise reached the street by jump-
ing from the windows.

Fought Thru the Flames.

The men at work on the ground floor es-
caped by fighting their way thru the fire
until the doors were reached.

The report of the explosion was heard by
the firemen at the Bay-street hall and on
looking across the streéct they saw 'the
flames emerging from the bullding. With
their fire fighting appliances they were
soon on the scene, their arrival being fol-
lowed by the sounding of a general alarm.

Hard Fight for the Firemen.

Within a short time the firemen from all
parts of the city had arrived and, led by
Chief Thompson, a noble fight to quench' the
flames was begun. From all sides of the
building Hnes of hose were played on the
flames and positions were also taken up by
the firemen on the roofs of nearby struc
tures. For two hours water was continually
pcured into the building, but it had littie
effect. The flames increased and it looked
at one time as if the walls would not be
left standing.

Under Control at Noon. =
bout noop hour the work of the firemuen

begaA n :o show its effect, and soon the fire
was under control. About half an  hour
later nothing was left - but a heap of
smouldering ruins, surrounded by ' four

alls.
wChlet Thompson said that the fire was
an extremely hard one to ficht from the
fact that the food for the flames was com-
posed entirely of pilcture frames and a
certain quantity of oils.

Losses and Insurance.

The building had been occupled by the

atthews firm for the past five years, and
M&n by A. W. Carrick, baker, at
Ric! d and Bay-streets. The structure
was valued at $10,000, and was insured for
$3000 In the London & Lancashire Com-
pany, The loss on the building Is placza
at $4000. - The stock and machinery were
|valued at about $40,000, and will pro-
bably be.a total loss. It Is partly covered
by Insurance in the following companies :

“Such are the purposes of the .three
amendments, which in no way derogate
from the “intention of the United States
that this canal shall be a neutral highway
for the world's commerce.”

Would Express No Opinion,
. “Do you think England wil] accept or re-
Ject these Senate amendments?” the Sena-
tor was asked.

“That is a question I have been asked
many times, and upon which 1 don’t think
it would be right or proper for me to ex-
press am opinion,” was the reply.

They Mean to Build It

The American people desire to bulld
and mean to build and control the tsthmiar,
canal, They recognize that the Clayton-
Bul\\:er treaty, made 50 years ago, under
conditions no longer existent, stands in the
way: They have no desire to clear it
from their path in a violent fashion by
formally denouncing it, or by passing laws
and taking action in contravention of its
provision, They wish to remove it- by
amicable arrangement in a suitable and be-
<oming manner. The Hay-Pauncefote
treaty was framed for this object, The
Senate Is part of the treaty-making power,
and treaties sent to it for ratification are
hot strictly treaties, but " projects for
treaties,

Propositions to England,

Without a shadow of hostility to - a
friendly nation, the Senate, continuing the
negotiations begun by Mr. Hay, offers
three new - propositions to England:

They ask her to omit the clause inviting
other nations to adhere, which does not
touch her at all.

They ask her to conform to our desires,
by agreeing in unmistakable language, to
the supercession of the Clayton-Bulwer
treaty by the Hay-Pauncefote treaty,
;\l'hlr'h ds the whole purpose of the negotia-

on.

They ask her finally . to accept ip this
treaty the reservation of rights in tl}ne of
war which she granted to Turkey in the
Suez Convention, and, of which, as the
present possessor of Egypt, she is now her-
self the beneficiary. y

These propositions are all essential to
American Interests, and are- fair, reason-
able, friendly and in no sense offensive,

England’'s Interests in America.

England’s interest in having the eanal
bullt, be it great or small, is second only
to that of the United States, for she alone
has, like the United States, large posses-
sions In North America and on both At-
lantic and Paclfic coasts, We agree that
all vessels. of commerce and of war shall

pass thru the canal on the same terros as |

our own, and in war Between other.powers
we agree to preserve the neutrality of the
canal toward all belligerents. In deference
to the, wishes of Nicaragua and Costa
Rica, in reference to this treaty and not
to any we may hereafter make with them,

we relingnish the right to make permanent |

fortifications, and altho there ig no need
of such fortifications the right to erect
them is an important right, and its relin-
quishment goes to the last verge of com-
cesgion. The vast expense of the canal is
ours, the maintenance and defence of it are
ours, and the American people will never
permit a canal thefe which they do not
control, hecause the defence of the United
Stateg overrides every other consideration,
In building and maintaining the ecanal, we
assume a great burden, by which the whele
world will benefit, and, if we bear the
burden alone, the power and the control
must be ours alone also,
This is Defiant.

We desire to dispose of the Clayton-Bul-
wer treaty In the most friendly way pos-
rible,
dispogition of it. England does not Intend
to go to war with us to prevent our build-
ing the canal. and if it is physlecally .pos-
wible for us to build it, we mean,
in any event. to do s0o. TUnder these
circumstances, we are very clear that it is
es much for Fngland's interest as onrs to
aceept the new prepositions in the friehdly
spirit In which they are offered, and thus
end a controversy over a worn-ont treaty,
which 18 only a stumbling block to both
nations. It Is not to be doubted:that-the
English Minfisters. whose ability, experi-
ence and reputation are known to all the
world, will weigh all these considerations and
rightly eomprehend the narpose of the Sen-
ate amendments, and the spirit In which
they are presented.”

REPARATION TO BE MADE TO JAPAN.

Various Other Stipulations With
Which the Chinese Must Comply
«Dr. Morrison’s Despatch.

London, Dec, 22,—Dr. Morrison, in a long
despatch to The Times from Pekin, dated
Dec. 20, gives extracts from the joint
uote. After a long preamble Trecounting
and condemning the outrages, he proceeds
to quote the demands, which are virtually
identical with the ten set forth im the de-
patch to the Assoclated Press: from
Tien Tsin, dated Dec. 14, but not as
in that -despatch, setting forth the
amoupt of the indemnity. According to
Dr. Morrison's Information the clausc re-
ferring to indemnity reads as follows:

“Equitable imdemnity is to be paid to
States, societies and individuals and also
to Chinese who have suffered injury on ac-
cetnt of their employment by forelgners.
China will adopt financial measures ac-
ccptable to the powers to guarantce the
payment of indemnity and the . service
loans.”
