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FIVE TO THREE,
8ir Wilfrid Laurier will not be able
to extract much comfort from the re-
sult of the eight by-elections held yes-
terday. Numerically the Conservatives
have gained one seat. Formerly they
held two, and now they hold three of
the eight contested divisions.
The numerical gain, however, is not
the significant feature of yesterday's
by-elections. East Bruce and Eaist
Lambton are both doubtful constitu-
encles. Tho they were won by the
Conservatives in the elections of 1900
their history is one of changing al-
legiance. There are not in the Pro-
vince of Ontario two constituencies that
could be regarded as fairer fighting
ground than East Bruce and East
Lambton. Since their . organization
they have divided their favors almost
evenly between the two parties. That
in a by-election these constituencies
should return Coneervative members
and with greatly increased majoritizs
is a circumstance ‘which Sir Wilfrid
Laurier must view with' uneasiness if
not with alarm.

The ministens at Ottawa will be in-
clined to attribute these two'crushing
defeats to the unpopularity of the Ross
government. While the growing weak-
ness of the Ross government may have
been and probably was a contributory
influence it can hardly be held respon-
sible for the result.

The greatest surprise of the by=elac-
tions Is the vote in St. John, N.B.
St. John, which elected Hon. A. G.
Blair three years ago with a majority
of only a little less than a thousand,
now elects a Conservative candidate
with a substantial margin o8 votes.
8t. John is a e¢ity that affords an ex-
ceptionally good field for the tacrics
that win by-elections for governments,
These tactics appear to have been fully
utilized in the by-election. The defaat
of the government candidate in St.
John reflects the weakness of Hon, H.
E: Ernmerson, the mew Minister of
Ruilways, and shows popular disao-
proval of the methods used to shelve
Hon. A. G. Blair- The sentiment of
St. John City is clearly superior to ihe
public ideals- of Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
who practically bribed an advocate of
the public-interests into political mac=
tivity, and superior also to the ldeals
of Mr. Blair, who consented to forego
his championship of the pzople's rights
in consideration of an office yielding
$10,000 a year. The Laurfer-Blair
deal, which resulted in the latter's ap-
pointment to the Railway Commission,
was one of the most glaring instances
of political log rolling that the history
of New Brunswick affords. $St. John
deserves credit for registering an .m-
phatic disapproval of such methods.

The result in the four constituencies
in Quebec supplies no indication that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier's power in that
province on Tho the
majorities are on the whole smaller
than in the by-elections this may he
accounted for by the smaller vote
polled.

THE THIRD STAGHE,
‘The protection movement in Great
Pritain has passed thru fwo stages, and
is entering upon a third. It was at
first regarded as an utterly hopeless
enterprise to attempt to shake the foun-
dations of free trade falth in Creat
Britain. The movement received a tre-
mendous impetus when Chamberlain left
the government to carry om an agita=-
tion' in the country, and for a time he
gcemed to be carrying all before him.
Now there has come a third stage,
in which the movement seems to have
received a check. Such periods must
bz expected; yet if we compare  the
present situation with that which exjct=
ed when Chamberlain began the cam=
palgn it will be seen that very great
progress has been made. The extreme
vagueness of the ministerial declara=
tions must be a source of weaknass.
Mr. Wyndham says that the governe-
men't should be liberated from the rigor
of traditional restrictions which stravel-
ed diplomatic action. A duty of 10 per
cept. on manufacturea all round was
no part of the government policy, nor
taxation fcr the purpose of fostering
homie industries, nor taxation offoreig:

has issued a booklet in which it vigor-
ously replies to an attack made on its
municipal enterprises, published in Tre
Ottawa Free Press. Fort William's
side of the case, which appears in an-
othér column, will appeal to every Im-
partial mind. The committee, who
prepared the reply to The Ottawa Free
Press under direction of Fort William
Town Council, have gone about their
work very thoroly.

A little less than
a year ago fire dest-royed‘the* centrul
telephone office, and while the muni-
cipal service was thus crippled, the
Bell Telephone Co., in a desperate ef-
fort to kill lts’ municipal rival, estabe
lished a free list of 75 phones.

ABOUKIR AND TRAFALGAR,

Editor World: The battle in Abou-
kir Bay, called the battle of the Nile,
oceurred Aug. 1, 1798. It was seen
that there was room {o pass between
the shore and the enemy’s fleet. 'The
Goliah and Zealous made this venture
of this passage and commenced the
action. It may be remembered that
the fleet was sailing vessels. In the
very start of this engagement the
Culloden went ashore and could not be
got off, so that Nelson's force was de-
frived of seventy-four guns as well,
as the sgervices of one of his most:
trusted captains, Trowbridge, and a!
splendid body of sailors. A most_sey='
ious loss to the French was that of
the Orient taking fire. The explosion
of that huge ship, loaded with exolo-
#Wive ammunition, wiag ternific. The
commander of the Orient, Admiral de
Brueys, had been killed before the ex-
plosion, so states the historian. An
impartial writer says that the blood
that reddened the waters of Aboukir
Bay was shed by Bonaparte, not by ihe
British. We were ever lovers of peace,
and when we fought it was for the
preservation of our throne and coun-
try, for our very hearths. Nelson was
wounded by the enemy's shot in ihe
early part of the battle. The French
ships taken or destroyed amounted to
thirteen. But later the Guillaume Tell,
and the Genereux, which had escaped
were captured. The naval battle of
Trafalgar was on the 21st of Octobar,
1805. The battle of Aboukir, or the
Nile, as well as the battle of Tra-
falgar, and that of Waterloo, in the
18th’' of June, 1815, weére all in the
reign of George III. The British force
at Trafalgar was twenty-seven sail of |
the line and forty-four frigates. 'The '
French fleet was thirty-three sail of the
line, and seven . frigates, some of .
which were Spanish vessels, command-
ed by Armiral Gravina, while the other
ships of the enemy were commanded
Admiral  Villeneuve.  Admiral
Collingwood 'was Nelson's second in
command. The tion commenced
about twelve and continued till four.
The British, in this action, captured
nineteen of the enemy’s ships and three
frigates. Lord Nelson was mortally
wounded in. the heat of this action
and survived the enemy’s fatal aim
thre¢ hours and.a half. These brief
observations may not convince all read-
ers of The World that I am quite cog-
rect as to events, and as to which
events occunred at the battle of the
Nile, and results of the battle of Tra-
falgar. But all can- surely be cor=
