BRITISH SHIPS
SUNK IN WEEK

Losses at Lowést Point Since

FOE’S CLAIMS FALSE

Tc;tal Tonnage Deatroyed

Only Two-Thirds Amount
Stated by Berlin.

London, Oct, 3. — Eleven, British
merchantmen of motfe than 1600 tons
each, and two vessels under 1600 tons
were sunk by mines or submarines
last week, according to the British
admiralty statement made public this
evening.

The shipping summary follows:

Arrivals, 2,680; sailings, 2,742.

British merchantmen sunk by mine
or submarine, over 1,600 tons, includ-
ing two previously, eleven; under 1,600
tons, two,

Fishing vessels sunk, none.

British merchant vessels unsuccess-
fully attacked, including seven pre-
viously, sixteen.

The above statement of the British
admiralty, again lowers the agsgregate
of British merchantmen sunk by
mines or sub'marineés during any week
since Germany began her intensified
submarine campaign. As against 156
vessels sunk the previous week, which
was the low Tecord since February,
only 13 merchantmen are shown to

BIG SUMS TRANSFERRED

Paris Given Details of lf)trigue
Between Spy and Ex-
Ambassador.

New York, Oct. 2—Proof that Ger-
man money was furnished in this
country by Count Von Bernstorff to
EBolo Paslra, under arrest in Paris as
a spy, will be forwarded tomorrow to
the French Government, it was an-
nounced here tonight by Merton E.
Lewis, state attoraey-general.

The attorney-gencral, who inwves-
tigated Bolo Fasha's activitiew herc
at the request of Ambassador Jusser-
and, said that it was a preliminary
report submitted to him by the am-
bassador at Washington last week,
which resulted in the arrest of Bolo
Pasha in Paris.

“The conclusions will be sub-
stantiated by a mass of ‘documentary
evidence,” the attorneyrgeneral's
statement said, “including photogra-
phic reproyduction of cheques, bank
records and other proofs of the dis-
position of the German 'money fur-

FOE STILL FORMIDABLE
WARNING OF CHURCHILL

Allies Must Not Falter in Task Until German
Power is Completely Broken—Dangers of
Inconclusive Peace Emphasized.

s

London, Oct. 3.—(Via Reuter's Ot-
tawa agency.)—Right Hon. Winston
Spencer Churchill, minister of muni-
tions, speaking at a luncheon given
in his honor today by the Aldwych
Club, said:

“We at this moment are actually in
the sternest phase of the war. We
are entering the phase in which con-
vulsion of nations will be the most
intense, and when the fruits which
are gathered and galned may be won
for ever or improvidently cast away.

“This is no time to talk of peace,
This Is. the time to talk of British
will, of British power and of British
duty. There is no difference whatever
between the kind of peace that Mr.,
PAsquith called for in his speech last
week and the peace which President
Wilson demamds. Both &f their expo-
sitions pointed to the same conclu-
gion, namely, the decisive overthrow of
Prussian militarism.

“Our war aims have been soberly
re-stated, but are as yet unachieved.
Prussian militarism is not yet over-
thrown. It is no extravagance of
speech to say that the leaders of that
militarism are the enemies of the
human race,

“If the war ended tomorrow in an
inconclusive peace Prussian militarism
would cldim that it had saved Ger-

many from invasion and defeat.
“The German junKer leaders would

invite Vm on the morrow of such a
fatal peace to become friends and to
cultivate commercial relations.

“I say,” continued Mr. Churchill, “It
is our opinjon at the end of the third
year of the war that under noj cir-
cumstances will wea ccept a solution ot
that kind. It would be an unconscion-
able blunder worse than any crime to
make before the cital object is achiev-
ed. If the Germans became as it were
a grown up nation like the liberated
and emancipated democracies of the
world as a result of the hard lessons
of the war, then there would be peace
again in the world—A real enduring
peace—but if the war ended in an in-
conclusive peace England woyld never
rest under the prevailing c®nditions.
Everyone will say that this matter
must be finished, and everyone, equal-
ly with the United States, will never
rest until a definite decision one way
or the other is obtained.”

Mr. Churchill proceeded to empha-
size the necessity of grimly sticking
on. He pointed out that we might
cast away the prize at the moment
when we only had to grasp it. That
had happened twice in his experience
of war. Once he saw it at Spion
Kopf, and again in the case of the
Dardanelles, when one effort more
would have secured complete results,

No Infantry Operations Are
Reported in Official
Statement.

HEAVY ARTILLERY FIRE
Guns in Violent Duel North

of Aisne and in Meuse

Sector.

Paris, Oct. 8.—No infantry opera-
tions are reported on the French
tront in the war office statement ls-
sued tonight and comparative calm
reigns, In the Verdun region intense
artillery fighting continues north of
the Aisne and on both banks of the
Meuse.

The official statement reads:

“The day was relatively calm, It
was marked only by artillery actions
north of the Aisne and on both banks
of the Meuse.

“Belgian communication: In the
course of' the last 48 hours our ar-
tillery has shelled the enemy canton-
ments in reply _to bombardments
against military “establishments on
our front. Today heavy bomb fight-
ing supported by a heavy bombard-
ment-north of Dixmude, ended to our
advantage. In the last two days our
airplanes carried out 47 flights, in-
cluding several night bombing opera-
tions in reprisal for the bombkardment
of our rear aregs.

“FPastern theatre, Oct. 2,—The ar-
tillery activity was quite marked in
the region of Ljumnica and the Cerna
Bend. A strong enemy patrol was re-
pulsed by the Hellenic troops north of
Monastir.”

Violent artillery fighting continues
on the Verdun front, according to the
afternoon announcement. No impor-
tant operations occurred during the
night.

Ottawa, Oect. 3.—Politica! events of

The other
big event and of equal significance
was Sir Wilfrid Lauriers intimation
to some of his leading followers of
his gtrong dasire to be relieved of the
parly leadership. The Liberal leader
really has not resigned. [He is his
cwn boss and hes no one to resign to.
What hes happened is that he has
expressed not only a desire, but a
strong degire, to quit., - e has con-
su1lted somo of his parliamentary fol-
lowers at «)ttawa, and this afternoon
he left for Montreal tp confer on the
question with lleutenants in Quebec.
Frcm there he will . go to Toronto to
talk over the situution with leadinz
Ontario Liberalss When these con-
sultations are over the opposition
leader will announce his position.
Trere is every expectation, however.
that he will retire. and if so, {n the
course of a week, he will desue a
staiement sotting forth the reasons
which have induced him to take that
course,

Liberals Are Divided.
Various reasons are assigned for the
position which Laurier, aftgr much de-
liberation, has taken. Unquestion-
ably his party is divided in the coun-
try as \in parliament on the question
of conscription. The French Liberals
in Quebec are now insisting upon mak-
ing the repeal of the Military Service

Food that is wrapped and seld in attractive-look-
ing packages must of necessity cost more than the
same food sold in bulk, which means sold by the
pound. There are several reasons why so many
foods are put up in packages. '
First. The package looks pretty, appeals to the
eye, and makes the food seem more appetizing.

" Second. Most of the packages are air-tight and
dustproof, and for sanitary reasons a great many
people prefer food that is done up in packages.

1.0rd Northcliffe's address yesterday at the Cana~
dian Club was chiefly important on account of the em-
phasis he laid upon the submarine mienace, and the
necessity for replacing and adding to the tonnage
wihich was being sunk. The ginkings, he asserted, ex-
ceeded the buildiag; and as long as this was the case
our transpormtion' was shrinking, and the danger was
very serious. He was satisfied that the Germans had
pinned their faith to the submarine and had never
given up their conviction. They were building bigget
and faster boats, and the only remedy was to increase
the output of tonnage. He did not know whether
Canada could do anything or not. Wooden ships, he
was afraid, would not be able to stand the strain of
the great speed necessary to. escape submarine attacks.

He naturally hoped that the United States wog\d

. take up the problem jn the most earnest way. The
need for shipping is the most tremendous problem of
the war at present. Men and supplies are of no use
unless they can be transported. He jocularly referred
to his reputation as an alarmist, but on this point he
could scarcely say enough to awaken the nations to
a sense of the danger.

Several other notes of warning h‘JVe come across
the "sea which have their bearing on this problem.
There is an impression, growing deeper as the months
pass, that Canada does not recognize the full import-
ance of the economic side of the war situation. While
the army is a necessity, the supplies to support the
army are equally necessary, and these involve an
ample mercantile marine. :

Protests from Europe cover the consumption of un-
necessary things which constitute an economic waste,
while the production of articles which administer only
to the luxurious and unnecessary tastes of the people
is a distinct obstacle to victory. The money spent on
these things also is so much taken away from the
funds that should be fighting the Germans, while the
jabor expended must be deducted from the services
that are pitted against an enemy nation in which every
ounce of energy is being applied to war purposes.

1f we regard the war from this angle it will ap-
pear that Canada is still far from doing her utmost.
There iz a mational aspect of it also which has been
jndicated. The purchase of luxuries outside the Do-
minion has its due effect on the total purchasing power
of the nation. The balance of trade goes against us.
Our cash leaves us, passing into channels whigh do
not help our war measures. Our credit is touched,
and the curtailment of orders and contracts by the
British Government has been traced direct]ly’ to this
fact. Britain cannot place orders unless she obtains
eredit, and nations that spend their coin otherwise
cannot lend it to Britain so that she can purchase the
supplies she needs. So our contracts have come to
an end, or are going to the United States, which can
lend and pay.

Perhaps Canada in the fourth year of the war, and
with a National Service Act in operation, is not yet
fully alive to the fact that a world-war is going on,
with the decision still in.the balance, and ‘probably
two years’ fighting still ahead. Any thriftlessness now
may incur the geverest penalties thru the operation of
jnevitable consequences from imprudent actioms.

Winning the war is pot a political affair, nor a
military affair alone, but touches the very life of the

" nation. Kvery eanergy must be bent to it. Every
possible effort must be directed towards more effec-
tive production of what is needed in the war, whether
by land or sea, to the exclusion of all unnecessary
gratifications and the exclusion of private interests.

Retaliation.

Aeroplane raids in England have at last roused the
people.  Premier Lloyd George has promised that
there will be retaliation and that it will be prompt and
effective. If we deplore this we shall be accused of
weeping crocodile tears, and if we approve it we shall
be denounced as fiends in human form. Those who
judge in this way have mo regard whatever for the
constant murder of innocent! people carried on by the
Cemmans, nor have they logic or even humor enough
to see that it is they who truly weep crocodile tears
for the innocent Germans while they ignore the mas-
gsacre of women and babes in London and the coast
towns of England.

One of the old books of wisdom lays down a good
rule which covers this case as it covers maay another.
“There is safety only in one’s own duty. There is
danger in the duty of another.”

Our duty is to protect our own people—non-
combatants, innocent women and children, who by all
the laws of war and the customs of civilization should
be immune from such ferocity. The French have
found a way. to protect their people. Paris, only 50
or 60 miles from the German lines, sits untouched by
air-borne terrors. London, far more distant, Gas been

. suffering nightly of late. When Germany bombs a
French towna from the air the French aviators prompt-
ly carry out reprisals on a German town. Paris is
protected by this tit-for-tat policy.

It is mot proposed in Great Britain to carry out
promiscuous bombing, but the plan has been suggest-
ed that certain towns will be selected and notice given
them, so that the residents may leave if they wish.
When reprisals become necessary thru illicit German
attacks one of .these places will be selected without
further notice to be bombed. It remains to be seen
whether the tigerish disposition of the German mili-
tary party can be modified by such means. There is
in the Prussian nature, and apparently, thru cultiva-
tion or otherwise, in all the German races, & veil of
brutality, of utter heartless ruthlessness, that may not
be willing even to yiexd to the pressure of retaliatory
measures. What nas been done in England by the
German raiders is of no military value to them what-

Potatoes at $5.00 a Bag.

Editor World; Practicallyt aft of us are interested in

the cost of growing potatoes as’'a means of revenue oOr
as a {ood. Last April you will' recall publicity given by
the press of the need of a large potato C€rop, and at
that time ‘good seed was selling at not less than $5.00
a bag. I was influenced by the advertising of the need,
and wishing to assist, paid as high as $6.00 a bag for
governmeni inspected seed, believing that 1 was in
pusiness - competition with my fellow -growers and that
no ogenoould grow potatoes from $5.00 or $6.00 a bag seea
any aper than I could.
Now Iy find the same press advocating potatoes at a
fixed price of not more than $1.26 a bag to the consumer.
If the consumer fis o get his potatoes at $1.26 a bag,
the grower cannot lo0k for ‘more than $1.00 at mosi, for
the dealer cannot make delivery from the car to store
and make delivery to consumer for less than 25 cents a
pag. It will not take much calculating to determine that
there is mo margin in growing $1.00 a bag potatoes rom
$5.00 seed, even under favorable circumstances.

Personally; I would like to see potatoes at $1.00 a
bag, as this would serve many needs, and as growing
potatoes is not my direct means of making a living, I
therefore am mnot seriously interested in a profit, but at
the same time, farmers who in good faith plant potatoes
at great cost for seed and labor, should get some con-
sideration, and if a fixed pnice is establshed, it should
be on a basis of profit for an average yield in QOn tario,
or next year they will not be grown.

Many farmers who ack good business sense will feel
that their potato seed did not stand them $5.00 a bag,
but the fact that the seed sold readily at that . price
establishes the fact that the seed stood him in that
neighborhood. Further, a point that many farmers do not
notice is, that a man and team last spring could earn
outside. $5.00 a day. (Any team in my neighborhood
could get $6.00 a day). Therefore; 1 feel that that is
what it cost me for my team mand man for work at potato
planting, and that at $5.00 for seed, $5.00 a day for
team, $15.00 a week for labor, potatoes cannot be grown
for $1.00 a bag, delivered in Toronto.

One Hundred and Fifty Millions.

Editor World: I have recently received from the On-
tario Safety League “gpecial bulletin No. 7,” entitled, “On®-
Half Cup of Milk,” and concluding with the injunction to
“stop all waste.”

The statistics in this bulletin illustrating the advan-
tage of complying with the injunction were informing
and interesting, but when one thinks of the enormous
waste in other directions it seems almost a crime to WOrk
on the feelings of families that really ought to use not
only this one-half cup of milk, but an extra one.

It would be more helpful, in my opinion, to reduce
the enormous expenditure of pleasure-riding automobiles.
I will give you a few facts to illustrate the necessity
of doing so.

One of the most prominent engineers in Caneda, hav-
ing made a close study of the cost of operating motor
cars, assures me positively that the actual expense in
connection therewith is one cent per mile per one hun-
dred pounds of car. The average number of miles“driven
by each car yearly is about five thousand miles. We can
estimate the average weight per car at two thousand
pounds. The net average expense, therefore, of each car
per vear is one thousand dollars. Just keep <his clearly
in your mind-and then tollow on. There are fifteen thou:
sand cars in Toronto, the operation of wihich calls for
fifteen millions of dollars vearly. There are seventy-five
thousand cars in the Rrovince of Ontario; this calls for
an expenditure of seventy-five millions of dollars yearly.
There are estimated to be one hundred and fifty thousand
cars in the Dominion. The gigantic cost of malntaining
these is, therefore, one hundred and fifty mi&ions of dol-
lars per year. Just think of it, and then &arp back to
the “One-half Cup of Milk” Not that I would minimize
the importance of saving in small matters, but why
strain at a gnat and swallow a camel, especially when
the camel is getting larger every day. g

I would also emphasize, that the owner of a motor car
does not Keep a proper record of expenditure, no more
‘:han the average manufacturer who usually wakes up
later on in his experience to the fact that he has had
no proper cost accounting estahlished, and, therefore,
comes to grief. I am aware that’ many motor cars are
used for commercial purposes, but the great majority are
driven for pleasure. ;

And—since the United States is last
of the great nations in this war—the
vitimate decigion may depend on
ejvillan population. X may solve the
wkcle problem, This series of articles
deals with civilians alone,- and is in-
tended to help those Americans who are
ccmpelled to stay at home to hold out,
by explaining both the successes and
failures of BEuropean civilians. P
~ Now for the proof. Civilians enter
irtc the war more fully than they have
entered into any other for many reasons
whoch may be classified roughly as fol-

lows: v

1. Political. The spread of democracy
gives power to the mass of civilians to
influence the ‘c« “of the war—wit-
ness Russia. 1t alsb leads to conflicts
between miilitary, sity and the civil
liberties’ Which -democracies enjoy.

2. Industria): The démands of the
armies are S0 ghteat that a whole popu-
lation are engaged-in' making arms and
munitions. As & yesult the whole fabric
of civilian occupations is torn to shreds.

4 The double blockade. Quite apart
from anything else, the war may be con-
sidered -as a circle drawn around the
allies and within that circle, another,
narrower circle, drawn around the central
ercpires. The first represents the sub-
marine campaign. The second is the
plockade of the central powers. ach
involves entire civilian populations.

4. Mjlitary. As far as the alliés are
corcerned, no difference exists between
their fighting forces and their civilians
because of Germany’s disregard of all
the laws of warfare. Witness: Zepelin
and aeroplane raids on unfortified cities,
atrocities practised on populations in
occupied territory, and the sinking of
passenger ships. 'As a result, reprisa's
against German towns may be under-
taken by the allies.

These things explain what Hindenburg
and Robertson mean. It is a military
aim to break the morale of soldiers; it
is equally a military aim to break the
morale of civilians,. and the Germans
have been ng to_do this since the
early days of Schrecklichkeit in Belgium.
The allies have been doing the same
thing, except by legitimate means. THe
whole thing has been summed up by
Maurice Barres in the phrase, “pourvu
que les civiles tjennemt”; *if only the
stay-at-homes don’t crack under the
strain.”

What is the “strain”’ in war-time?
vaious]y it arises out of the conditions
just mentioned, but it has many faces,
and the chief of them is a permanent
foctor in war. It is:

1. ’Ijhe feeling of personal loss. Death
and incurable dijsease, maiming and
crippling, obvious as they are, are the
last things to which a people at war
can be raconciled. - Yet the morale of
oivilians depends on the spirit. in ‘which
these losses are met. They can be met
in such a way as to insure ‘‘that these
dead shall not have dled in vain’; in
the spirit of Lincoln’s Gettysburg ad-
dress.

2. The conflict between established
rights and military necesities. Here
yvou have the freedom of the 'press, the
right to free speech, to open meetings,
to liberty of couscience. These are all
things which .Americans have assumed
as their inborn privileges. Some of
them may go altogether; others mdy be
compromised. KEurope has worried at
the problem, but has not solved it.
America must.

3. Discomforts.
they r:nount up.

4. Dislocation of established political
parties. At the beginning of the war,
in-every country, all parties, called a
truce. The truce has not been ‘observed.
The results are dangerous. America
must watch its peliticians, to see that
trey do not hinder the prosecutjon of
the war.

5. Changes in the habits of daily life.
| Millions of pleasure-loving people haven’'t
danced in three years. Many poor people
have enjoyed their first prosperity.
Artists have become aviators and house-
maids corditemakers. In many cases
the change in habits of life has caused
an intarnal revolutjon.

6. Worries ahout the conditions of
peace. This is a purely civilian habit
of past importante. It is not wide-
spread, but-it affects certain classes of
society which have great power.

“ASSOCIATED KIN”

Central Council of Rate-
payers’ Associations._Sus-
picious of its Workings.

SOLDIERS' CLAIMS .

Committee Appointed to In-
terview Attorney-General
on the Matter.

_An active meeting of rthe central coun-
cil of the Ratepayers’ Association was

held in the committee rooms of the City |

Hall last night, President J. M.
occupying the chair.

Many resolutions were -brought up re-
garding the municipal control of the city,
most of which were passed. Perhaps th
rt?ost 1;n§orht1anqtko{t them was the resolu-

on of J. M. Skelton, seconded i . B
Shields, as follows: ol o

‘“That Messrs. Shields, Honeyford,
Howie, Pearcy, and the mover, be a com-
mittee to meet with the Attorney-General
of Ontario with the purpose of enquiring
into the work and statutes of the organ-
ization known as the ‘Associated Kin/’
and repornt to this association. Also that
the committee and members of the ex-
ecutive, formulate some system or plan
thru which pension claims and all other
matters concerning returned soldiers and
their dependents may efficiently be dealt
with, and that some system or plan be
formulated under the supervision of the
governme'y. or pal authorities, and
that the said system or plan be ‘submit-
ted to this association for ite approval.”
~ In a few remarks made after the pass-
ing of the resolution, Mr. Skelton stated
that he thought the Associated Kin work-
ed jn the wake of the casualty lists ap-
pearing in the press, and that the rela-
tives of soldiers who have been killed in
action have been advised that in order
to have such arrangements as pensions,
etc., attended to, it would be well for the
widow, parents or other near relatives to
send $25 to the Associated Kin for life
membership in that organizatjon, so that
their cases could be attended to. *“It is
a shame,” sald one speaker, ‘‘that the
wiows and children of the gallant men
who have given their lives for ‘the coun-
try should be requested to send $25 to,
any association to make sure that their
just rights will be attended to.”” A com-
mittee was appointed to interview -the
attorney-general on the matter.

Street Rallway Purchase.

Controller Shaw, the guest of the even-
ing, was then called upon for a few
words in regard to the purchase of the
Toronto Street Railway when that com-
pany’s franchise runs out in the year
1921. ‘“This question,” said the control-
ler, ‘has not been given consideration by
the board of control owing to the vast
number of other things, far more import-
ant at this time, claiming its attention.
But,” he continued, ‘“Works Commission-
er Harris has been in Ottawa for the
best part of the last two months regard-
ing this question, and I have his assur-
ance that this bill will be won for the
city whén parliament opens.”

Controller Shaw stated that he was a
little afraid of the financial condition of
the city in 1921 as the municipal debt
ie now very large, and, he added, would
ha muech larger before the end of the
war. “However,” he concluded, ‘‘when
the time comes I sm sure the citizens
wiil decide for the best.’

A letter written by Bbdlo to the
Royal Bank of Canada in New York,
and made public by the attorney-gen-
eral, informed the bank’s officials thdt
they .would receive from (. Amsinck
& Co. about $1,700,000, of which am-
ount $170,068 was to be placed to the
credit of Senator Humbert, Paris. The
sum of $5000, Bglo Pasha wrote, was
to be entered to the credit of Jules
Bois, French lecturer, then in New
York, for his personal needs. It was
explained tonight by the attorney-
general's investigators that Mr. Bois
was used “as a cloak of respectability,”
to cover the activities of the plotters,
but that the lecturer was not aware
of.the schemes of his associates.

The total of all losses to world's
shipping since Germany’s ruthless U-
boat. war went into effect aggregate
about two-thirds of those claimed by
the Germans in a statement issued
September 1. At that time the Ger-
mans alleged that an average of 900,-
000 tons had been sunk monthly for
seven 'months,

The actual totals of tonnage sunk
compiled here show that not even dur-
ing the most successful month for
the U-boats—April—have the figures
reached . any such proportion, while
the August losses dropped to almost
half the April figure.

NOT DEFINITELY SUBDUED.

Washington, Oct. 3. — Navy offi-
cials deprecated today publications ot
rumors and reports that the intensi-
filed submarine campaign by Germany
was definitely subdued.

There is no reasonable ground they
say to feel that the submarines have
Feen definitely beaten, while on the
other hand there is nothing in the
present situation that warrants serious
apprehension, on the part of the allies

The drain on a'lied shipping re-
sources still is heavy, but with steadi-
ly increasing numbers of fighting craft
going into the conflict against the U-
boats and with the accelerated mer-
chant craft building program of Great
Britain, and the United States show-
ing results. American officials have
complete confidence: in ultimate vic-
torv over the undersea craft.

The policy of econvoying ‘merchant
craft now has been adopted by all
powers. Originally naval opinion was
against this practice. Its effect, it
was believed, wou'd be merely to in-
crease the size of the targets, and un-
der that theory /merchant craft were
sent zig-zagging separately over un-
usual courses, Under the convoy svs-
tem the U-boat £ommander is certain
of a fight if he ¢omes to the surface.
and so dares net pursue a comvoved
flotilla, except when submerged. Then
his sneed is too slow to allow him to
conduct a succesSful pursuit.

Not long ago Sir ‘Thomas White,
minister of finance, stated in the house
of commons that “the first business of
the United Kingdom, of Canada, of
Australia, of the empire, is the war,
and when 1 say that I take second
place to no one in stating at the same
time that we desire to do everything
we can, that we shall. omit nothing
to promote-the prospenity of business
in this céuntry. We are fighting to
protect Canada, to protect the indus-
tries of Camada, including among oth-
ers the mining industry.”

Right now the mining indusiry of
this country needs the protection of
the governmendty Omntbario, Quebec,
British Columbia and other provinces
where mineral wealth is extracted from
the ground are threatened with a Ger-
man invasion—an invasion of Ger-
man intrigue.

Especially in these times of conflict
and struggle, of readjustment and re-
construction, a complete triumph for
the allied arms is and should be our
sole 'objective. Everyoné is agreed on
this point. To win this war men,
money and munitions are necessary,
and mo government should allow any
interference in the attaig;ment of these
most important essentials. The hin-
drance of mining production, which
makes munitions manufgcture pos-
sible, and which ultimately will bring
complete success for the caiise of free-
dom, should not be tolerated for one
moment. 8

Hence The Northern' Miner is now
calling the attention of the government
to'a plan whereby a German-controll-
od organization intends to attempt to
ccilect thru the courts a large sum of
money alleged to be due as royalties

the ..recovery of many metals from
ores. But we have before us facts
which reveal beyond doubt that the
“American’’ company is on the British
nlack list as a German company,
backed up by German money and
Geérman brains.

Claira to Control Patents.

There is a company known as the
Minerals Separation North American
Jorporation which claims to control
natents in this eountry on a process
known as “Jlotation,” which has he -
come one wof the most , successful
methods in use for the extraction of
metals from many ores. This com-
pany is controlled in North America

during the past three years, they are
now belng threatened with litigation
which may prove very costly to the
mining industry and to the country at
this critical time.

After a thoro investigation into the
personnel of Beer, Sondheimer &
Company, and discovering that 1t I8
Genman from stem to stern. The
Northern Miner urges the protection
of the government friom these enemnies
of the empire on the ground that if
{lotation is controlled by patents held
by Minerals Separation North Ame-
rican Corporation or Beer, Bondheimer
& Company such patents should be
amnulllepl Jlorthwith, as _ apparently
their sole aim is to held up the pro-
duction of minerals in Canada by-
placing the matter into litigation and
ihereby tyving it up in the courts, such
as was done in the United States.

We have it on good authority that
Beer, Sondheimer & Comipany of New
York City, which is now threatening
tc hold up.the Canadian mines, is in
reality Germany’s mining and metal
representative on this continent. A
chart of the German metal buying Or-
ganization thruout the world ig pub-
lished by the federal! trade commis-
sion Of the United States. and on
which the name of Beer, Sondheimer
& Company is pmmin-eml_\'mentioned.
Germiaan influence in the mining
world has always been strong. It
was deeply entrenched in Australia.
where agents of the kaiser controiled
the zinc production until the govern-
ment very properly confiscated their
holdings. i

Considerable suspicion arose in the
minds .of mine. operators in Canada
that Beer, Sondheimer & Comrpany
were enemies of the empire long be-
fore the United States entered the
war. Prior to August, 1914, they had
been heavy exporters to Germany of
ores and metals in different stages of
refinement. That they shipped greoat-
ly needed metals to Germany, such as
lead, zinc, copper and nickel, was
generally believed, and .later thess
suspicions were verified when a black-
list was published by the British
Government with the mname of this
comipany appearing prominently as
one of our enemies.

war, at the time when manufacturers
were urged to convert their factories
into munition works, it was up to the
mines to speed production. The flo-
tation process was installed by a
number of companies, as it was de-
cicedly more efficient than any meth-
od of metal recovery that had hither-
to been tried for many ores. Flota-
tign has therefore had a great deal to
do ‘with the largely increased mineral
output. especially in view of the tre-
mendous scarcity of skilled labor.

1t naturally has always been the
dim of Beer, Sondheimer & Co. to dis-
courage as far as possible the pro-
duction of war metals 'in the United
States and Canada Being loyal to
the kaiser, they have worked with all
their might and main, with the large
coterie of pro-Germans in the United
Qtates, to help the fatherland. They
dié not lerd - the assistance towards
the adaptation of the process which
good business most assunedly would
have justified. The motive is quite
clear.

But American inventors entered the
field. They built machinery improv -
ing the flotation process.
lange copper companies installed this
flotation machinery, and the ratio of
recovery of the motal content showed
great leaps. But Beer, Sondheimer &
(‘o. were not caught sleening. They
brought action against these copper
companies, as they are now contem-
plaiing in Canada, claiming such big
royalties that many other companies
figuring on the installation of the
process decided to wait until the liti-
gation was settled. As a resuit many
copped and other mines of the United
States and Canada. which could Ppro-
fitably use the process and help re-
lieve the shortage of war materials,
are not producing. ithe same quantities
as thay could if the alleged patents
aia not exist.

Flotation Process.

It is indeed interesting to note
how the flotation process hapyened to
pbe installed in some QCanadian mines.
At the beginning of flotation history
in Cobalt, samples were sent by Co-
bait mines to the Minerals Separation
American Syndicate Inc., which just a
short time ago made a slight cliange
in its name, but after testing "the
samples submitted, Beer, Sondheimer
& Co.,, the German company which
weré sole agents, turned down the ore
on the ground that the flotation pro-
cess could not successfully treat it.
Cobalt mines were bent on producing
as never before because of the de-
mand -for metals, but it was quite
evident that they could exmect no
help from the German .headquarters
in America. Later samples were sent
te J. M. Callow at Salt [Lake Caty.
who, after testing with his machine.
reported that Cobalt ores were sub-
ject to treatment by flotation. Mr.
Cailow opened a branch in Cobalt
shortly afterwards, and in conjunc-
tion with the mine managers, ‘brought
about its successful adantation.

The Cobalt mine managers werc
aware that the Minerals Separation
American Syndicate iInc. had basic
patents which they claimed covered
the usc of the flotation process in
Canada. United States mines, which
were then 1n the same position as the
Ccbalt mines are today, were fignting
the German-controlled -company in
the courts. At the time that Mr. Cal-
low’s experiments Wwere successful the

well as Germany, but the British, who
can draw on the Uhnited States, are
in a position to do without neutral
goods, while Germany, cut off from®
the rest of the world, cannot exist if
neutral shipments cease.

/ To Shorten War.

To those familiar with the econo-~
mic situation in, Germany, the new
order indicates that the allied gov-
ernments have come to the conclu-
sion that by using every economic
weapon at hand, the war will be
brought to a successful conclusion
much sooner. .

While the American and British em=
bargoes cut off virtually all supplies to
the European, neutrals there still is
the chance that some goods will reach
them from South America, despite the
British tlockade. To meet this situa-
tion the United States and Great Bri-
tain are Drepared to embargo coal
shipments to South America if neces-
sary and are ready to refuse bunker
coal to European neutral vessels that
may attémpt to engage in this trade.

LOCATED NEAR SUDBURY

Immense Tonnage of Ore Es-
timated—Interesting
History.

Woerld Special Correspondent.

Sudbury, Ont. Oct. 1. 1917.—Almost
at the eleventh hour the British Gov-
ernment has acquired an interest in
the mickel deposits in this district,
now universally condeded to be by
far the greatest known in the world.
But it {s father unfortunate thui® ac-
tor of \this nature was not lasen
at an earlier date. Twenty-idve Years
ago a foothold could have been 03-
tained for ‘much less money, and it
the designs of the Huns had been
clearly foreseen, effective steps could
have been taken to dmpair their
fighting strength.

In 1891, during the premiership of Sir
Oliver Mowat, an earnest effort was
made by ‘the Ontario Government to
4interest the government of Great Boi-
tain in a joint undertaking to estab-
lish nickel refineries and nickel steel
works in Ontario with a view of
securing an ample supply of nickel for
military and naval use. It was also
propowed that the two governmentis
should acquire a substantial, possibly
@ comtrolling interest in the njickel
deposits of the province and it was
expected that the manufacture of
nickel steel, which was one of the
primary features of the proposal
would greatly stimulate the develop-
ment of the iron industry in Ontario.

But at that time the menace of
German militarism did not seem 350
hideous or so imminent as now. At
all events nothing was doze and one
consequence of the delay is seen in
the extra large amount of money re-
quired in, order to purchase valualtile
properties.

Government Control.

The government of Great Britain
now controls the . British America
Nickel Corporation. Limited, having
an authorized capital of $34.500,000. Of
this $20,000,000 1s in stock all issued,
$10,000,000 is in bonds and $4,500.000
in debenture stock.. The British Gov-
ernment now holds $14,500,000 of this
stock and $3,000,000 of the boads and
,the tota] issues of stock and bonds
lto date are $29,500,000. But it will
{te two Years before the company is
in a position to produce a pound of
nickel.

Very satisfactory progress has been
made in blocking out ore at the
Murray and Eisie mines belonging to
ithe company, but work has only re-
'cently begun on the smeltery and re-
finery.

It is said that the Anaconda Copper
Co., of Butte. Montana, has acquired
a very considerable interest in the
company. This is not surprising in
view of the fact that E. P. Mathe-
son, the general manager, was form-
erly the chief metallurgist of the cop-
per company.

W. A. Carlyle, who is a director of
the recently organized nickel company.
was until lately general manager of
the great Rio Tinto mine in Spain.
This wonderful property began opera-
tions 600 years before the Christian
era and it is still paying dividends.
it has in all probability the largest
bodies of iron and copp~r sulphide
ever known.

Bought Propertics.

As stated, the British Governmen:
were late in entering the nickel field.
Most of the desirable properties had
been taken up and partially developed,
and the only course was to buy out
the existing owners. The various
holdings of the Lake Seperior Cor-
poration were acquired and also those
of the Dominion Nickel Copper Co.,
mainly, owned by J. R. Booth of Otta-
wa and M. J. O'Brien of Ren-
frew, Ont. In these operations 17,600
acres were securgd in six separate
groups scattered thru the nickel re-
gion. The Murray, Elsie and Lady
Violet form the main group and are
situated on the Canadian Pacific and
Algoma Eastern Railways about
four miles west of this town. Here
the smeltery and refinery of the com-
pany will be built.

There is protably no property in
northern Ontario with a more inter-
esting history than the Murray mine.
Omn it the first discovery of nickel
was made, tho at that time and for
four Yyears after the ore was Sup-
posed ito carry copper only. The

discovery of the property was made .

in August, 1883, while clearing the
right of way for the Canadian Paci-
fic Railway. In 1887 a shipment of
1200 tons oft ore was made to the
Orford Company works at
Constatle Hook, New Jersey, to be
B ited and in analyzing the fur-
nace products of this ore the nickel
was finally identified.
Some History.

The Mur: ay was purchased from
the Ontario Government in February,
1884, for $1 per acre. It afterwanrds fell
into the hands of the Viviar the big
smelting company of Swansea, \\'av]es;

Proven Ore. !

Of the positive or proven ore in the |
Sudbury district the Creighton and |
the Murray have each about 10,000,000 |
tons. The Frood contains 45,000,000
and the balance of a total of gver
70,000,000 tons is distributed among
the smaller mines of the district. But
the org at the Creighton has the high-
est nitkel content in the whole camp.
The Frood is the lowest in grade, and
the Murray is about the average.

In giving evidénce before the Royai
Ontari6 Nickel Commission on the
13th of October, 1916, C. V. Corless,
manager of the Mond Nickel Co. of
Coniston, Ont., estimated -the total
production of the district at 150,000,-
000 tons. The proven ore is mainly
above 1500 feet. and the additional
tonnage must come from greater
depths. s

This forecast seems very conscrva-
tive. In all probability the ultimate
tonnage will be very much larger.
The ore is found :n bands of an in-
trusive rock called norite. which
forms the rim of an ellipse about 36
miles long and 17 miles wide. It 1=
telieved to have an igneous origin,
tho some authorities attribute the de-
position of the ores to heated waters
circulating thru crushed brecciated
fissured and sheared zones.

Opinions Agree.

There is. however, no divergence of
views on the question of depth. and
150,000,000 is a comparatively small
tonnage for such a large area.

It is estimated that the Utah Cop-
per Co. has a total of 332,000 000 tons
of ore, carrying 15 per cent. copper.
all in an area of 217%acres, and this,
tho the workable cre has only an
average thickness of 424 feet. Within
recent yvears a large body of ore was
found on the Creighton, whene no sur-
face irdications appeared, and as ai-
ready stated, the same result has been
more recently obtained on the Mur-
ray.

The British-America Nickel Cor-
poration is now pushing work in this
district. Hydré®iectric power Wwill
be obtained from the Province of On-
taric and over 200 inen are preparing
the foundations of the smeltery and
refinery, and 200 more are enzaged in
mining. The new shaft on the Mur-
ray is \now down over 800 feet. and
two diamond drills are ‘at work in an
attempt 'to locate further ore bodies.
These Arills are goinz down verti-
vally more than 1000 fee: distant
from the sutcrop of ore and in what
looke like barren norite. But the in-
tention evidently is to follow up the
ore on it€ dip or pitch

Few Outcrops.

The outcrop c¢f gossan or iron ox-
ide on the Murray is about 1200 fzet
long and over 100 feet wide. But
in this dis‘rict outcroos as 2 rule are
1ot as large or as numerous as those
of the shear '‘zones at Porcupine, and |
even the Creighton mine cannot pro-
duce a daily tonnage equal to the
Hollinger Consolidated. “This is the
more remarkable in view of the fanot
that basic® or sulphide ores are near-
lv always in much gr2ater volume
than the .more silicicas ores of gold.

Wiith ample canital and the most
efficient management, the British-
America Nickel Corporation will soon
hecome an important factor in the
nickel markets of the world. 1

STEEL OUTPUT. LESS
IN SEPTEMBER MONTH

New York, Oct., 8.—Railroad embar-
goes, a shortage of fuel at steel plants
and at blast furnaces resulting from
a diversion of railroad cars to the
northwest and causing the banking of
many furnaces, together with rebellious
labor at various works, combined in
September to reduce the output of pig
iron and of rolled cast iron and steel
by 35 to 50 per-cent. as compared with
the preceding month.

It is estimated that the TUnited
States Steel Corporation operated less
than 90 per cent. of capacity in Sep-
tember. There were also only 24 work-
ing days in the month, indleating that
the total production of steel ingots
wass a little over 1,500,000 tons, which
means the production of 1,134,000 of
rolled products. There was thus a de-
crease of over 200,000 tons in the pro-
duction of crude steel amd a loss of
180,000 of rolled products as compared
with August. Shipments, for the same
reasons that cut down production,
were estimated to have been 150,000
tons less than in August, pointing to
total September shipments of 1,100,000
tons. Tf the subsidiary companies
booked as large orders in September
as in August it would.indicate a de-
crease of 300,000 tons of unfilled or-
ders.
