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The apparent path of the Sun across the heavens, made by the 
yearly revolution of the Earth, is called the Ecliptic. This term 
is derived from the fact that eclipses of the Sun or Moon can take 
place only when both these bodies are on, or very near, this line. 
The paths of the Moon and planets (except the asteroids), though 
each is different from that of the others, are all near this line, so

each side of it will comprize themthat a space of a few degrees . ...
all. This space is called the Zodiac. If it could be made visible 
across the sky, it would appear as a ribbon or belt circling the whole 
heaven. The Sun would always be in the Ecliptic, exactly in the 
middle of the belt, and the Moon and planets sometimes in the 
Ecliptic and sometimes north or south of it, but always within the 
limits of the Zodiac.

As there are 12 months in a year, the Sun, were its motion uni­
form, would pass over one-twelfth part of the whole circle of the 
Ecliptic each month. This space is called a sign; and as every 
complete circle contains 360 degrees, each sign must contain 30 
degrees, so that the Sun moves over one degree each day, very
nearly. ,

In order to fix the exact places of the signs in the Zodiac, the 
ancients grouped the stars which lay along its path into 12 con­
stellations, having an imaginary outline resembling the figures of 
persons and animals ; and they named the signs according to these 
constellations. Beginning at the exact point where the sun is in 
Spring, at the time when the day and night are of equal length, 
and going thence eastward 30 degrees, they called the constella­
tion of stars occupying that space Aries, or the Ram; hence Aries 
is the name of both the first constellation and the first sign.* The 
next they called Taurus, or the Bull; the third Gemini, or the 
Twins, &c. Hence the origin of the word Zodiac, from the Greek 
word Zodia, animals. Our English ancestors used to call it “The 
Bestiary,” and “Our Lady’s Waye.” The following are the

It is well known that the Sun is much further north in Summer 

than in Winter. Were the Earth’s Equator extended on every 
side to the heavens, making a circle visible along the sky, the 
Ecliptic, or Sun’s path, would cross this at an angle of. a little 

23 degrees. Consequently one half of the Ecliptic is north 
and the other half south of the Equator. The points where these 
two circles cross are called Equinoxes, becausl when the Sun is 
in these points the night is of the same length as the day, and the 
same in all parts of the Earth.
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* This is now not strictly correct. A motion called the preces­
sion of the Equinoxes has displaced the signs, so that they do not 
at present exactly coincide with the constellations.
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The Sun first “crosses the Lite” about the 20th of March. This 
is called the vernal equine, and is the commencement of our 
Spring. Anciently, also, it as the beginning of the year. At 
this point lie enters the sign Aries, and passes on eastward through 
Taurus and Gemini, completing the latter about the 21st of June.

It will be observed that the lengths of the seasons are not exact­
ly the same, and that the stay of the Sun north of the Equator is 
nearly eight days longer than on the south. This arises from the 
fact that the Earth’s orbit is not an exact circle, but an ellipse, or 
flattened circle, the focus of which is a little one side of the true 
centre, making the Sun a little nearer the Earth in one part of its 
orbit than in the opposite. Here its motion is a little faster than 
at the farthest point, so that one-lialf the orbit will be completed 
so much sooner than the other. This nearest distance of the Sun, 
curiously enough, is in the AVinter, consequently the AVinter half 
of the orbit, which is the portion of it south of the Equator, is cor­
respondingly shorter than the Summer half.

It should be remembered that when we speak of the motion of 
the Sun, we mean its apparent motion. The real motion is in the 
Earth, and is exactly the reverse of the former. It is more con­
venient, however, as it is more easily understood, to speak, as we 
have done, as if the motion pertained to the Sun.

ith is THE OCEAN AND THE FALL OF RAIN.
The Atlantic Ocean includes an area of 25,000,000 square miles. 

Suppose an inch of rain to fall upon only one-fifth of this vast ex­
panse, it would weigh 360,000,000 tons. This water, before it 
was taken up from the ocean by evaporation, held in solution 
16,000,000 tons of salt, or nearly twice as much as all the ships 
in the world could carry at a cargo each. This rain might fall in 
a day ; but occupy what time it might in falling, it is calculated to 
exert so much force—which is inconceivably great—in disturbing 
the equilibrium of the ocean. If all the water discharged by the 
Mississippi river during the year were taken up in one mighty 
measure and cast into the ocean at an effort, it would not make a 
greater disturbance in the equilibrium than the fall of rain sup­
posed. And yet so gentle are the operations of nature, that move­
ments so vast are unperceived.

Isn’t it time to begin to cut up 
green corn fodder for the cows 
and other stock ? It pays well 
to plant Indian corn to be cut 
green when the pastures are dry 
and parched in the burning sun. 
Have you ever thought what an 
enormous burden of fodder you 
can raise on an acre of ground 
well tilled, and sown thick with 
corn in rows? You would hard­
ly believe me if 1 should tell you 
what I have heard and seen too. 
It beats all. A good lot of extra 
fodder, roots, etc., helps out the 
season, both summer and winter. 
With fodder enough you can keep 
more stock ; more stock will give 
you
will enable you to keep up the 
fertility of your land, and add to 
its profits. It’s a good plan, I 
think, to stock up to the full ca­
pacity of the farm, and it is bet­
ter to have to buy a little hay, 
than to sell, unless you have 
some extra facilities for getting 
manure.

The purple-top strap-leaf tur­
nip may be sown broadcast the 
first of this month, if you failed 
to get in the seed in July, 
again at the remarks made on 
top-dressing last year. Plough­
ing, ditching, draining, and sow­
ing grass-seed, will fill up the 
month with useful and profitable 
work.

How Mist is Generated.— 
The production of mist is the sub­
ject of a note by the veteran Dr. 
John Davy, (brother of Sir Hum­
phrey,) in the Edinburgh Philo­
sophical Journal. The cause usu­
ally assigned for mist is the ac­
cess of cold air, and its admixture 
with warmer air saturated, or 
nearly saturated, with moisture, 
“such as that resting on the sur­
face of large bodies of water,) 
and strikingly exemplified in our 
autumnal and winter fogs, when 
the water, owing to the heat ab­
sorbed during summer, is of a 
higher temperature than the in­
flowing air.
