DEATH WAS DUE TO A

CRIMINAL OPERATION

The inquest into the death of Abbie
Weatherby, who died in the General Pub-
lic Hospital, April 1, was concluded last
night by Coroner Berryman, The jury

New York, May l.—John D. Rocke-

feller refused to buy for $500 a sword

sent him by a young woman in Englend
with the information that the weapon was

carried by a soldier in Cromwell’s famous D

“Ironsides” troopers and had been buried
one hundred and fifty years near a church.
The writer said the sword was dug up
one hundred and fifty years ago. The
ancient relic didn’t appeal to Mr. Rocke-
feller, who declined it yesterday with the
remark:—

“I am a man of peace and have no use
for a® sword.”

Annie Parry, of No. 4 Vernon street,
Leigh, Lanc., England, sent the relic over.
After Mr. Rockefeller refused to accept
the sword it was sent to the seizure room
of the customs service.

AMATEUR STATUS |
CLEARLY DEFINED

Frank White, as representative of the
Amateur Athletic Federation of Canada,
has received a communication from C. A.
Sprigings, secretary-treasurer of that body,
sétting forth the full meaning of the
amateur as defined by the federation. In
view of the approaching trials for the
Olympic games in London the lettec,
which is addressed to all athletes in
Canada, is very timely. Following is a
copy of the letter; B
To All Athletes Throughout the Dominion

Canada.

Owing to the fact that eo many ath-
letes have an improper idea of the full
meaning of the amateur definition, as con-
tained in the -bydaws of the Amateur
Athletic Federation of Canada, it is
thought t a full explanation of what
constitutés - an infringement of same by
the athlete would not be amiss at the
present time.

What Disqualifies the Amateur.

lst. The acceptance of any momey or
other consideration of a monetary mature
on any pretext, either before or after the
competition, whether as a gift or bonus
for services rendéred as an athlete, either
in team games or in individual competi-
tion.

2nd. To compete for a staked bet or
where a staked bet is placed on the cou-
test directly or indirectly, or from any
source whatsoever.

8rd, To compete against a professional
individually where gate receipts are charg-
‘ed, or where a prize or any other con-
sideration is given.

4th. To teach or assist in any athletic
exercise or sport s a means of livelihood.

To receive any payment for loss of
time while playing as a member of any
dub, or competing unattached.

6th. To enter any competition under any

The hon, gentleman had said to-day
that every member of the house would
welcome the repeal of the highway act.
It was unfortunate for him that he had
been so late in coming to this' conclusion.
Two years ago{when he, the speaker, had
urged the repeal of the highway act, the
then premier had said the act would not
be repealed because' it met with ‘the sup-
port of all the best people in the province
and nearly every member of the house,
supporting the government at that time,
kad agreed with this gentleman. Even so
late as last October a member of ' the
government, Hon. Mr. Barnes, had ex-
pressed his entire. approval of the acty
claiming that it Had produced the best
roads the country of Kent ever had. A
few days later, however, the government
had changed its mind and Hon. Mr. Mec-
Keown on the hustings in Sf. John, de-
clared the government would - repeal the
act. The view taken by the late oppo-
sition had proved to be the correct one
and he was proud to point to the fact
that he had been able to fulfill his
promise to the country that the first legis-
lation of the new government would be
to repeal the highway act, when yester-
day he introduced a new act.  This meas-
ure he would explain fully op the second
reading. :

There has been very. little time to pre-
pare this act but it was concluded that
it would not be wise to postpome intro-
ducing the legislation. When the bhill
came up before .committee any recom-
mendations would be cordially received
and then during the summer it would be
possible for the officers of the munici-
palities and all peoplé interested to study
the act and when the next session came,
as it probably would; early in 1909, the
act could then be perfected from the rec-)
ommendations received. The principle of
the act was that the highway should be
placed as directly ;;under the control of
the people as possible by the formation of
highway boards for each parish, composed
of the two county illors and a mem-;
ber appointed by the ent.- -

It had been thought advisable to adopt
the sehool districts ‘as convenient ‘divis-
ions for the supervision of work and a|
commissioner appointed for, each. such dis-|
trict. It was felt that the time had not:
yet arrived for the complete abolition of
statute labor and the substitution of such
labor for a money "payment will: be at
the discretion of each highway board.

Al the money to be expended upon the
roads whether from taxation or from the
provincial treasury ‘would be expended
by the highway board. ]

The Honorable gentleman had also re-
ferred to the provinéial  finances. There
would be ample tithe to discuss this mat-
ter for the provisiomal secretary had se-
cured an experienced auditor to.thorough-
ly examine the financial condition of the
province and his report will be laid be-
for the legislature for discussion. "

The ‘Honorable gentleman had stated
that many things had been said during
the late campaign which could not be re-
plied to but he had not referred to the
opportunity which he had of meeting the
present provincial secretary in joint-de-
bate in St. John, and when with every
advantage accorded him in the programme
of the meeting he and his attorney gen-
eral had been unable to refute the plain
statements of Mr. Flemming which had
carried such weight not only in the cam-
paign in St. John, but throughout 'the
province.

miesioners thought that as their engineers

Then there was a claim of $130,000
on aecount, of the Stedman, Robinson and

Hanson cases. Then there was the Hali- '

fax award. -Hon.-Mr. Pugsley, when in
this house, had thought that if the Domin-
ion would agree to state—a case the
courts would decide in favor of the pro-
vince. Now that Mr. Pugsley was a mem-
ber of the Dominion government it would
be an easy thing for him to influence the
minister of justicé and get a case’ frameqd
which would secire a decision. It had
now been arranged that an agent of the
Dominion government should wvisit the
different provinces and endeavor to arrange
in rezurd to these different matters. He
would submit to the house the correspond-
ence in connection with this matter.

The Honmorable gentleman has commend=
‘ed the idea of having a new audit act and
it- was a little odd that he had never
expressed the idea himself when he was
in a position to carry the matter through
and that the gcvernment which he sup-
ported though continually urged by the
opposition had persistently refused to give
increased powers to ‘the auditor general.
Mr.-Hazel explained that the néw act pro-
vided that all payments should be made
through one channel and not as formerly
through various departments. It also pro-
vided for continuous audit giving the au-
ditor general continued oversight of the
accounts and largely increased powers.
