
NEW YORK, Aug. 19—According to 
despatch to the Tribune from Clevelan 
Ohio, John B. Rockefeller was Invited to 
contribute *100,000,000 to the cause of 
evangelism yesterday. Shortly after hear­
ing the invitation made from the pulpit 
of the Euclid Avenue Baptist tjinrch by 
the Rev. Courtland Meyers, of New York, 
Mr. Rockefeller gripped the preacher’s 
hand cordially and invited him to Forest 
Hill to dinner. Mr. Meyers in his sermon 
attacked newspapers, charging them with 
responsibility for the impression that pres­
ent day conditions, economic as well as 
sociological are rapidly nearing a crisis 
which might cause revolution. Incidental­
ly he praised Mr. Rockefeller’s recent ut- 
te ranee, in whicn he pleaded for “fair 
play” for big corporations. Mr. Meyers 
added his own appeal for a square deal 
and predicting that “the present attitude 
of misrepresentation, misunderstanding 
and criticism cannot longer be endured.

BUYING THEIR
COAL ON CREDIT

Government Will AssistWester- 
ners to Get Coal Supply Now 
for Fear of Famine Later. SKIES

♦
Regina, Aug. 19—The Department of 

Agriculture has issued a statement setting 
forth the arrangements made by the gov­
ernments with the mine-owners, with a 
view of inducing dealers and householdera 
to stock up with fuel for the coming win­
ter. Some time ago, it etatee, the Alberta 
Railway & Irrigation Co., which sells Galt 
coal, mined at Lethbridge, offered to sup­
ply coal to agents, freight prepaid, and 
wait till December for payment. The 
Commissioner of Agrieulture has since re­
ceived replies from a number of other large 
coal,companies, who expressed a willing­
ness to make practicality the same or even 
more liberal terms. This arrangements, it 
must be confessed, adds the Government, 
is in the nature of an encouragement of 
the credit system, which has already been 
the bane of the west, but the peculiar con­
ditions existing this year amply justify 
such steps, it is held, being taken on behalf 
of the people to obtain concessions from 
the several coal companies operating in 
the province.

The severe experience of weetfm peo­
ple during last winter established the fact 
that the only reliable safeguard against 
a probable fuel shortage in the prairie 
country is that the people should lay in 
their winter fuel supply during the sum­
mer and autumn months. The situation 
at present is such that if the railway 
panics' supply the required rolling stock, 
which they have phoicise.1 to do, every 
facility will be afforded the people of 
Saskatchewan' to purchase their winter's 
supply of fuel. Retailers throughout the 
Province who have Hot ordered a suffi­
rent supply of coal to meet their require­
ments should ât once do so, and consumers 
will greatly assist in the movement if they 
will buy at least a portion of the coal they 
are likely to require, and remove it" from 
the dealers’ sheds, to provide space for 
further shipments. Moreover, the dealers 
themselves should assist in the movement 
of coal by promptly unloading cars, there­
by keeping them in circulation.

MUCH DAMAGE DONE
It Caused a Small Flood Which

NEW YORK, Aug. 19—The World to­
day eays: At six o’clock last evening an 
immense meteor, apparently about 75 feet 
in circumference, fell into the sea about 
a mile off the Amaganztt, L. I. life sav­
ing station. First a rear was heard and 
an instant later a great stream of fire 
seemed to come down from the clouds 
and plunged into the sea in the wake of 
thei meteor. The meteor fell into the 
water with a noise as of a mighty boiler 
letting off steam. Great Waves rolled in 
upon the beach. Part of the bathing pav­
ilion was washed away along with it sev­
eral fishermen’s huts. Much damage was 

"done to property abutting the water front. 
Some persons thought the strange inci­
dent marked tfie end of the world. Even 
old fishermen, used as they are to facing 
death at sea, were terrified and did not 
for a long time quiet down. Capt. George 
Green, who was in command of a vessel 
at St. Pierre, when Mont Pelee blew its 
head off and destroyed that city, was sit­
ting on the waterfront when the-meteor 
fell. He declared nothing had ever fright­
ened him so much except the Mont Pelee 
disaster. The meteor apparently fell ver­
tically. From the time the noise was first 
heard until it plunged info pie sea was 
probably three quarters of a minute. Af­
ter the disturbances had subsided hun­
dreds of dead fish were found on the 
shore. These were gathered by boys and 
peddled by them.

PRETORIA, Transvaal Colony, Aug. 19. 

—Premier Botha has announced that he 
will introduce a resolution in parliament 
for the purchase by thé government of 
the Transvaal of the Cullinan diamond, 
the largest in the world, as à present to 
King Edward, in token of the loyalty and 
appreciation of the people of the Trans­
vaal cf the bestowal of a constitution on 
the colony.

The Cullinan diamrnd has been valued 
1 at 85,000,000.

The famous gem was found in the Pre­
mier Mine not many months ago by Fred 
Wells, the superintendent of the mine. He 

Viw it shining on the wall of the excava­
tion and dug it oat with a pocket knife. 

The stone- weighs 3,024 3-4 carats, about 
Li 3-4 pounds, and measures 4 by 2 1-2 by 

1 1-2 inches.
In addition to forming a good-Azed 

handful for the average man, the stone is 
of the purest color.

It has been said that its value is too 
.great to admit of its being the possession 
of any private individual. At the same 
time there has been reluctance among its 
owners to split, it up for commercial pur­
poses, as its equal in size will propably 
rover be fouud again.

HIS SILENCE
COST HIM $8

Daniel Collins Fined That Sum 
For Not Giving An Account 
of Himself to the Police 
When Found on Sheffield 
Street.

Daniel Collins, who was arrested by 
Patrolman Hughes, between twelve and 
one o'clock this morning for wandering 
about Sheffield street and being unable to 
give a satisfactory account of himself to 
the police, learned a lesson th 
88. When asked by the offic 
was doing in that locality at such an hour, 
Collins replied that he was a ratepayer 
and thought ha had a perfect right to be 
on the public streets at any hour he liked 
without being obliged to answer to the 
police authorities. Patrolman Hughes
thought differently, however, and escorted 
him to the central police station.

In court this morning Collins said that 
he had not frequented any of the Shef­
field street houses and was simply taking 
an airing. He had only recently procured 
ap artificial limb and was not able to get 
along very quickly. Patrolman Hughes 
stated that he had been told that the 
prisoner had been frequenting houses in 
the locality referred to during the past 
week and had spent all of Saturday and 
Sunday in such places. A bank book 
found in his possession showed he had 
8400 to his credit in the savings depart­
ment of one of the local banks and that 
he had drawn $25 on Saturday last. This 
was the only money he had drawn from 
the bank since June 17th last. The pris­
oner declared he had not spent tins in 
Sheffield street houses; but had used it 
to pay bills. He had 8* in cash when 
arrested.

Collins was allowed to go to the bank 
and draw sufficient money to pay his fine.

Amelia Francis, who was' reported by 
Patrolman Hughes for using profane 
and obscene language on Sheffield street, 
during the small hours of Sunday morn­
ing, refused to appear in court, and a 
warrant was issued against her this morn­
ing.

Among those who called at the police 
court this morning was a colored girl, who 
asked that a warrant be issued for the 
.arrest of Billy, Bums, who she alleges 
assaulted her in the street. The girl says 
that she was walking along quietly last 
night when Burnt called her aside, and, 
after using unsavoury language, caught 
her by the throat. Bums will be called 
upon to answer the charge on Wednesday 
morning.

RUSSIA MAKING 
QUIET REPAIRS

Czar’s Dominion is Doing Its 
Best to Strengthen Position 
in the East.

WASHINGTON, D. C. Aug. 18-Russia 
is gradually, but most thoroughly rear­
ranging her military dispositions -and fort­
ified bases in the far east as a result of 
the late war, according to late mail advices 
from that quarter of the globe. Formerly 
Harbin was the centre of the defensive 
system of Siberia but the displacement of 
the Russians on the Jfiaotung peninsula 
by the Japanese, and the occupancy by 
the latter of the important spurs from 
the trans-Siberian Railroad running south­
ward to Dalny has made the existing Rus­
sian lines ’of defense unsafe, and particu­
larly is the only great Pacific seaport, 
Vladivostok, endangered so far as con­
cerns the line of the communication with 
Siberia and Russia overland.

Therefore, according to these ad- 
vita» the Russians have removed their 
military base back into Siberia, as far, in­
deed, as the great town of Irkutsk which 
is to be extensively fortified with the town 
of Chita as an advance station. To carry 
out the plan for the improvement of com­
munications of Vladivostok, it will be nec­
essary to construct another line of rail­
road to connect Chita with that fortified 
seaport, which in the Russian plans is 
eventually to be made even more impreg­
nable than Port Arthur was supposed to 
be. This railway will be located in the 
valley cf the Amur River, running as far 
westward as Khabarvosk, where it is to 
connect with the Usuri Railway.

China is also bestirring herself to repair 
the ravages wriught in her army and 
navy by the war with Japan more than 
ten years ago.

Oil” Cheque for Amount of 
Big Fine.

Washington, Aug. 17—-When a clerk in 
the Treasury opened a letter postmarked 
Toledo, Ohio, yesterday, he caught his 
breath, nearly fainted, looked again and 
dashed with it to Acting Secretary Rey­
nolds. He looked at it and laughed.

JVilliam Marconi, noted ae the practical 
developer of wireless telegraphy, was born 
at Bologna, Italy, on April 27th, 1874. 
Marconi was educated at Leghorn, Italy, 
and later attended the University of Bo­
logna. He began in 1890 on hie father’s 
country place to study seriously the prob­
lem of wireless communication with elec­
trical energy. Five years later he inter­
ested Sir William H. Free ce, the head of 
the English Postal Telegraph department, 
and messages were sent from Queen Vic­
toria’s yacht to the shore. Hie success 
was assured after this and in 1899 Mar­
coni visited the United States. He estab­
lished wireless communication across the 
Atlantic in 1902. On Mjftch 16th, 1905, 
he married the Hon. Beatrice O’Brien. 
The Marconi home is in Bologna.

THE RIFLE Bridgeport, Conn., Aug. 18—Six struc­

tures were destroyed with a total loss of 
about $60,000 and about 20,000 persons 
were thrown into a panic this afternoon 
at Steeplechase Island when fire raged 
through a part of George C. Tilyou’s 
amusement resort. The structures in­
cluded the steeplechase, a large frame 
structure, the earthquake house, the base 
ball grandstand and bleachers, the cottage 
and cafe and carbonating plant of Robert 
Weber.

The fire was caused by the dropping of 
a lighted match in some dry grass under 
the west end of the bleachers. Just be­
fore the exhibition game was begun and 
while about 7,000 were in the base hall 
stands watching the Chicago Nationals 
warming up preparatory to the game with 
the Bridgeport Connecticut League team, 
some men on the west end of the bleach­
ers, who were smoking cigarettes, drop­
ped a match in the grounds below. In 
fivj minutes the, whole end of the bleach­
ers was in flames and the base ball crowd 
seeing the flames became panic-stricken 
and rushed from their seats into the base 
ball field.

The flames made their way in one di­
rection to the grandstand, which was soon 
blazing, and in the other to the steeple­
chase, firing it.

Manager Paul Bolyon set off three 
charges of dynamite, checking the blaze 
and probably saving the island.

During the fire the bathing pavilion was 
looted, but no arrests were made as the 
looters got away before the police ar­
rived.

lustre to the dignity of the office. When ! 
I was engaged in the shipping business, ; 
some years ago, the last cargo I delivered j 
in the United States, was in Baltimore, 
and the tide-waiter on the ship was an \ 
ex-judge. This man in his last campaign ‘ 
for a -judgeship had been defeated, and the 
government found him a job as a tide- 
waiter. But he clung to his title, in true 
American fashion.

It is possible the courtesy and public 
recognition the consul and ex-judge has 
received here has been too much for him, | 
and I would respectfully suggest (in his ■ 
own interests), that social and public in-1 
stitutions give him time to get better.
