EXTINGUISHING FIRES BY GAS.

This is'a new trivinph of science. There can
be no doubt of the practicability of the new inven-
[linn for putting out fires in the hoids of vessels by

means of carbonic acid formed with chalk and

sulphuric acid (oil of vitriol.) We have been pleas-
ed with an account, just arrived, of the putting out
of a fire which has raged in & coal mine near half
a century, destroying some $2,000,000 worth of
coal. We gave a short history of it about a month
ago without expecting so soon to hear of its being
extinguished with gas. ‘The operation is thus de-
seribed :

“The machinery for conducting the experiment
consisted of a high-pressure steamn boiler, about
60 feet of inch gas pipe. The_ shaft was covered
with iron plate, and clayed over, so ss to render it
llir'lighl, and the chokedamp was turned on. That

awhincuishing gas was made by paseing the stinos-
pheric air through an intense coke fire ina brick
furnace, which deprived it of all its oxygen, or
rather the oxygen combined with the carbon of the
coke and formed carbonic acid, which gas, in mix-
ture with the nitrogen lefi, wag forced through the
furnace along the iron cylinder down the shaft and
into the burning waste; the quantity of coke con-
sumed being a sufficiently accurate measure of the
quantity of air passed.

“ After blowing ju about 8,000,000 of cubic feet
of chokedamp (at the rate of about 7,000 cubic feet
per minute,) which was calculuted to be about the
contents of the waste (allowance having heen made
for fall of the roof,) they found the upcast or ligh
level shaft or drift was full of it to the mouth, flow-

lLights if held near the surfuce of the eatth, at som
distance from the spot.  They found when they

ever they blew it into the downcast it
of the upeast in volumes, being thus a'perfect mea-
sure of the quantity of clivkedump in the gine, und |
giving them a proof that it hod passed completely |
through it.  After three weeks of this treatment,
they blew in chokedamp at a lower temperature, |
and by this process gradually succeeded in cooling |
the atmosphere of the mine, so that after a nmnlli’sJ
operations the tewperature was discovered to be |
about Q&Y % o5 |

‘I'he expense of the operation 1s not given,though ]1
it could nut have been large, Certainly such a i
triumph aver the fiery element speaks highly in,
favor of gcience. In America, when mines
shall be sunk for obtaining our bituminous coal, |
thiz invention will be of inestimable value. i
