Mrs. RiEhard Hooper, convener of 
public health, pointed out that only 
the sick really appreciated public 
health but it was in reality the basis 
of about 75 percent of all the wel­
fare work the Council undertook.
She told of the wonderful work of 
volunteers in assisting public health 
and advocated having young girls 
In Moncton and Sackville enrolled 
in a League for the work, which in­
clude getting children to clinics.

The Royal Mail Steam Packet 

“Chaleur” arrived in Saint John this 
morning from Bermuda with 16 pas­
sengers and a mixed cargo of sugar, 
molasses, cocoanuts, arrowroot, lime 
juice and sundries. The ship sailed 
from Bermuda on Friday, November 
12, but owing to heavy storms was 
forced to anchor off Bermuda for a 
day. With the exception of 1,100 tons 
of sugar for Halifax, most of the cargo 
will be discharged here.

Three hundred bags of cocoanuts 
are consigned to this port for distri­
bution as well as a large lot of molas­
ses and lime juice. The arrowroot 
shipment is consigned to Toronto. A 
large quantity of the molasses is for 
Campbellton, Bathurst and Moncton. 
Sundries comprise the remainder of 
the cargo.

The passenger list includes nine first 
class, six second class and one third 
class. The first class list is composed 
of Miss M. H. Ewing Chow, a native 
of Demerara, who will make her home 
in Shanghai, China; L. P. Richardson, 
from Demerara to Liverpool, N. S. ; F.

“As a large mass of material would 
be needed for the construction of an

is being made by the Italian Director 
of Excavations with full details of the 
Table of Laws of Augustus, excavated 
near the Temple of Appollo at Cyrene, 
Italian North Africa.

This most important discovery, 
which was made five years ago, has 
been kept shrouded in mystery. Even 
today only the barest details are 
known.

Members of an Italian arch Geologi­
cal mission in 1921 began work close 
to the Temple of Apollo. Just below 
the surface they came across fragments 
of a marble slab. According to the 
system of the exploration these were 
placed in a certain area to he ex­
amined later. Only when docketing 
and registering began was an effort 
made to piece together the fragments.

Then small but dear letters stood 
out. There were 140 lines, containing 
a message from the Emperor Augustus 
to the prefect of Cyrene, first century, 
B. C. Augustus Ceaser’s message was 
written in a clear, imperative style. 
He Indicated the manner in which a 
colony should be governed, and also 
the measures to be taken to enforce 
different laws In future. This message 
was notified to all the colonies of the 
Empire.

Following a custom of ages, It had 
been engraven on stone and placed in 
a public place, so that all should 
learn the Imperial wish. Contents of 
Augustus Ceasaris Imperial edict are 
generally known. Gyrene’s prefect, on 
receipt of the letter from Augustus, 
had its contents chiselled In stone and 
put in a prominent public meeting 
place. The Temple of Apollo, near 
which the tablet was found, was prob­
ably in the middle of the city.

BURIED BY 'QUAKE
People have wondered how the in­

scription was so marvellously preserved 
during 2,000 years. The reason Is that 
the tablet was buried in soil when an 
earthquake shook this part of North 
Africa some scores of years later.

Reception of these laws by the peo­
ple of Cyrene .must have been won­
derful to behold, for this was the pe­
riod wlhcn the worship of Rome and 
Augustus had begun to spread from 
Asia Minor to Africa. The ex­
legionaries who formed the colony 
joined in this worship of a living Em­
peror, and all his laws were blindly 
accepted. /

“Giving this recommendation the 
benefit of the doubt, there still re­
mains the suggested 20 percent reduc­
tion in railway freight rates between 
the Maritime and the Central Prov­
inces. The device of eliminating, for 
the purpose of rate computation, 250 
miles of old Intercolonial trackage, 
built for so-called military reasons, 
makes no difference to the result; 
there is to be, according_to the plan, 
a rate reduction, and its cost is to be 
borne by the taxpayers of the Domin­
ion. To impose such a burden upon 
the railways would be manifestly un­
just, but the Commission appears to 
have accepted the theory that what 
would be an injustice to one class of 
railway proprietors is not an injustice 
when imposed upon another class, or 
imposed through a different set of 
books. It is strange reasoning, even 
when supported by a political interpre­
tation placed upon one of the alleged 
conditions of Confederation. But it is 
what the Maritime Provinces have been 
demanding.

“Again it is proposed that a gov­
ernment whose members have per­
sistently ignored the plea of the steel 
industry for a fair and intelligent ap­
plication of the protective principle 
already embodied in the customs tariff, 
are to give effect to protection in its 
most extreme form, namely, through 
restoration of the steel bounties. Un­
doubtedly the steel industry is in need 
of relief, but it will be very interest­
ing to see how a solution of this char­
acter is received by the western wing 
of the Liberal party, and what be­
comes of it.

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HACKETT Will Aviation In Canada Limited
To Commercial, Says Barker

!

AIDS ACTORS’ 
ASSOCIATIONS

MONTREAL, Nov. 16—“I see no 
reason why we should not do the same 
thing in Canada. The matter is nat­
urally one which will need careful in­
vestigation as to climatic conditions, 
and the close measurement of distance, 
but taken broadly, I think that it is 
the brightest spot in the future of 
Canadian commercial flying; in fact it 
Is, in my opinion, the only setting for 
successful air transportation here."

The above was the opinion ex­
pressed here today by Col. W. G. Bar­
ker, V.C., D.S.O., M.C. and Canadian 
war ace, when questioned as to the 
possibilities on Dominion liners of the 
project to be demonstrated within the 
next few days by Sir Alan Cobham, 
when he flies the last ten hours from 
the steamer Homeric to Battery Point, 
New York.

“Flight over unknown waters, pos­
sibly above fog, will always be haz­
ardous. Something goes wrong and 
you are wiped out. A close study of 
conditions, will, however, do much to 
reduce the danger, and when fully 
established on a practical basis, an air­
man taking off from a ship in a known 
location, with just so many miles to 
cover to his destination, ought to have, 
not only a good chance of success, but 
a very fair chance of making his 
flight within a definite schedule,” he 
said.

Beyond the foregoing, Col. Barker 
holds the airplane’s field in Canada 
limited to commercial observation, 
fire-ranging and kindred employ­
ments. “I am out of the flying game 
very definitely,” the Colonel added.

Wife and Daughter Have 
Large Share of Fortune 

Above Million ,

NEW YORK, Nov. 17—Several 
theatrical societies will ultimately in­
herit a large part of the estate, esti- 

i mated to be about $1,000,000, of James 
K. Hackett, the actor, who died in 
Paris on Nov. 8. His will has been 
filed for probate here, leaving his 
widow, Mrs. Beatrice BeqUey Hackett, 
a life interest in most of the property 
after providing for a daughter by a 
former marriage.

Mr. Hackett had Inherited the great­
er part of his fortune, which after­
ward sustained some losses, through a 
stroke of fate from a niece from whom 
he had been estranged all his life. She 
was Mrs. Minnie Hackett Trowbridge, 
who had made a will leaving her es­
tate to her husband, Francis E. Trow­
bridge. He died In 1910, and a year 
later, before she could make another

will, Mrs. Trowbridge was legally de­
clared incompetent. The legacy to the 
husband thus lapsed, and, although 
lucid in mind many times thereafter, 
she was unable to prevent her residu­
ary estate of $1,179,183 from passing 
by law to the uncle she disliked. The 
money was turned over to the actor 
in 1914, nine months after Mrs. Trow­
bridge's death.

Mr. Hackett’s will provides that on 
the death of his wife, one-half of the 
life Interest she inherits in his real 
estate shall be distributed as she may

direct in her will. Two-fifths of the 
other half Is given to the Actor’s 
Fund of America, to create the Hack­
ett Endowment Fund, the income of 
which is to be divided equally “among 
the guests of the Actors’ Home In 
Staten Island and be given them at 
Such time as they desire and to be 
used as they see fif.”

A one-fifteenth share is bequeathed 
to the Players Club, 16 Gramercy 
Park, to be used for the club library. 
The club is asked to provide a simple 
tablet “placed unobtrusively—perhaps 
in the library itself—to commemorate 
my memory, this tablet to bear the in­
scription: James K. Hackett, Cheva­
lier, Legion d’Honneur, born Sept. 6, 
1869,” and giving the date of his 
death.

The Lambs and the Actors’ Equity 
Association are to each inherit 
fifteenth shares with the direction that 
the income be used for their respective 
libraries and the request that similar 
tablets be placed in the rooms.

Mrs. Hackett also Inherits two-thirds 
of the principal of a trust fund cre­
ated by her husband for his own bene­
fit on March 2, 1915, which la to be 
held in trust for her and the income 
to be paid to her during her lifetime. 
On her death one-half of her share is 
.to be divided as she directs in her will 
and the other half is to be distributed 
in equal shares to funds already cre­
ated for the Actor’s Fund, the Board 
of Education, the Players Club, the 
Lambs Club and the Actors’ Equity 
Association.

Another two-fifths share Is to go to 
the Board of Education, the Income to 
be used to strike bronze medals as 
prizes In public schools “for the en­
couragement and promotion of effi­
ciency In English speech and oratory, 
verse or prose.”

The other one-third share is given 
to Miss Elsie Mannering Keteltas 
Hackett, a daughter by his first mar­
riage, who also inherits among other 
effects, a watch given to the testator 
"by her mother, Mrs. Mary Mannering

The theatre architecture is that of 
the French Renaissance period, the 
lower five stories being Indiana lime­
stone, carved in heavy relief.

At the entrance to the theatre there 
is a semi-circular colonnade of strik­
ingly veined marble columns, support­
ed on a black and gold base, which 
itself is approximately one story high. 
Above this is a dome of gold, the top 
of which is fifty feet above the floor. 
The opposite side of this hall is form­
ed by a tremendous glass window 
opening on the street. A bronze and,, 
crystal chandelier hangs from the cen­
tre of the dome. In the day this lobby 
will be flooded with daylight, while at 
night it Will sparkle with hundreds of 
electric lights.

Mr. Franklin called attention to the 
Hall of Nations, which is entered from 
the lobby.

the matter of repairs to the ferry Gov- 
Carleton which was damaged in 

an accident recently. The sum of $2,- 
000 had been authorized to be expended 
In repairs. .The vessel had been haul­
ed out on the runway at the Saint 
John Drydock and Shipbuilding Com­
pany’s plant and inspected by federal 
inspectors. They made surveys and 
specified certain repairs that would 
total $6,000. It was said that it would 
cost the city about $40 for every (Jhy 
she was on the runway. The repairs 
must be made, said the commissioner, 
as the matter was out of the hands 
of the council, and the boat could not 
be placed back in the water without 
the consent of the inspectors.

Mr. Bullock said that the same 
would apply to the Ludlotv which 
would have to go on the runway next 
spring. The survey was made by C. 
E. Dalton and W. R. Bennett, the 
commissioner said. He then asked 
that the appropriation he increased 
from $2,000 to $6,000. He said that 
12 additional repairs would have to be 
made that had not been contemplated 
when the $2,000 had been asked.

It was brought out in the discussion 
that the Ludlow was 21 years old and 
the Governor Carleton 19 years old. 
Mr. Bullock said that if all the repairs' 
that had been put on her had been 
added up it would amount to more 
than the original cost.
